The schooner Venus, Sampson, on her pas-
sage from the United States to Aux Cayes, in
sight of that port was boarded by 8 pirate sloop
out of Aquin, manned with 20 blacks, under a
white Captain.—-They robbed the vessel of
every thing, inclading 6000 dollars worth of
dry goods,and the people were threatencd with
jimmediate death if any resistance were made
to their depredations. 'I'he commandant at
Aux Cayes sent two barges in pursuit of the
pirate, and found her near the shore at anchor ;
with only one man on board, but the goods
were gone.

The Mexican schooner Fortuna, Capt North-
rup, was on the 23d November off the Hogs-
ties, having in company with her a large Spa-
pish brig ber prize, with a valuable corgo of
wines and silks, from Iarope. ''he contest
hiad lasted some hours between the twe vessels,
during which the Captain of the brig and seve-
ral men were wounded. Capt. Northrop took
command afterwards of the brig, and left his
chief officer, Henry P. Vieishman master ot
the Fortuna,

Jan 15.—Accounts by the post from the low-
land¢ of Clarendon and Vere, state, that a con-

PIRACY.

George Brown, owoer and master of the
sloop George, saited from St. Eustatius, under
the flag of that government, on the 28ih July
last, bound to St. Domingo; on the fourth day
afier his departure he urrived at Mona, where
he landed three of his people, viz. Jucobus
Hassel, Henry Hassel and William Mears.
furnishing them with every requisite for fish-
ing and taking turtle, while the sloop with
three men and one boy, including the captain
proceeded to St. Domingo, and errived safe in
the river Juma, where they took in twenty
logs of mahogany, measuring 5000 feet ; on

: the tth October he left Jums, and proceeded |

to Mona to take off his people ; previous to his
arrival a emall vessel with seventeen negroes
and three mulattoes came to Mona, and run-
ning her on the Reef, the vessel was totally
lost, and the crew went on shore, where they
fell in soon after with the three men left by
capt. Brown. The pirates (as they afterwards
proved te be) solicited some assistance from
the three meh, who immediateiy furniched
them with three goats they had killed and sal-
ted; Mears went out with his gun and killed
two more, which were delivered to them; at
first they appeared grateful for these acts of
ceurtesy, but soon safter evinced the most dia-
boiical disposition towards those unfortunate
men. One of the pirates requested Meara to
lend the gun, as he said, toshoat gouts; as no
suspicion had yei arose in the breasts of these
fishermen, the request was immediately com-
plied with; as soon as it was in his possession
he levelled at Mears, who was close by. For-
tunately the gun missed fire, end Mears start-
ed, endeavouring to save himself by flight;
unfortanately he was ovestaken by the oihers,
snd so barbarously beat and bruised that he
was left in an expiring situation. Henry Has-
sel they murdered outright Jucobus Hassel
was at this time occupied in repairing the nets
at the place where they had set up a smalil
tent, which was four or five miles from the
plsce where the attack was made on those
men, by which he fortunate'y escaped. Mears
while lying in the situation described, as well
as H, Hassel whom they had wurdered, were
both stript naked ; the boat which captain
Brown had left with the fishermen was taken
possession of by the pirates, and when the sloop
appeared off two of them that rowed the boat
appeared in the ciothes of Mears and Hassel,

shother man was also visible; capt. Brown |

koowing the boat, and seeing the people an-
swer the description of his own, made towards
them, but on nearing discovered they were
begroes; he now endeavourd to effect his
escape; for by this time he perceived there
were six negroes and one mulatto man in the
boat, who kept firing at the sloop with two
pistols and two muskets, while the rowers plied
hard to reach the vessel, which was easily ef-
ferded, it being almost & stark calm. They
800n got possession of the vessel, and with their'
cutlasses, in the most wanton crue! manner,
cut and siashed these men, who made no kind
of resistance whatever, on the contrary in the
most supplicating manner entreated mercy,
slledging they were poor fisherman and had
families who locked up to them entirely for
support ; the:uafeeling wretches seemed to
exult in .the wounds they were inflicting on
those defenceless men, captain Brown wasstab--
bed with a:poniard in the shoulder by oneé,
bis right band split with a: cutidss by andther,
30 that two fingers if not his’wiole hand is
rendered useless, while a third knocked him
dowp with the butt end of a musket. The
cook belonging to captain Brown’s vessel they
chopt in several places, particularly on the

1
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head, three pieces of his scull have since besa
taken out ; and Simmons, the other man, wa$
like the captaio and cook, laid senseless 00
the deck ; they searched the vessel and dis-
covered the captain’s brother, s boy about ten
years oid, whom they beat very severely with
therr cutlasses, then tock the three men bleed-
ing as they were and threw them into the boat,
with the boy, and landed them at Mona.

The sufferings of capt. Brown and his crew
at Mona beggars description, for they were
thrown out of the boat with as litle ceremony
8s they were cast in wounded as they were,
incapable of helping themselves or assisting
cach other, without one single article of food,
deprived of the meuns of procuring any, their
wounds still bleeding, aothing to staunch the
blood or bind them up.

For fourteen days after they were cast on

There fare now was nothing more thas
wilks and clams, and those they used sps-
tingly, which weakened them considerably.
In this reduced state they saw nothing but
death before them: efter remaining in this
situation forty deys capt. Brown with the aasis-
tance of his people made a small raft out of the
wreck of the pirates vessel, snfficient to bess
three men, and at the end of furty seven days,
he, with his brother and one man got on the
reft, with two small paddles. and without one
single artiele of food, in hopes to reach Sainé
Domingo; they trusted themselves to the merey
of God, and st the end of three days and two
nights they fortunately reached that island, s6
exhausted that they were ostensibly more dead
than slive, they svon got some refreshment,

. snd after some days got a passage to thiyisland;

upon their landing here they were surprise

, ®nd averjoyed to find the men they had left st

Mona were here before them, who were taked
off by a French brig from Dunkirk, bound to
St, Domingo, and from thence brought heré
by the schooner Aurora.

She’is 24 feet five inches in length
of keel, 11 1 2 in breadth, copper fastened to
the bends, her decks are of hardwgod, hef
quarter-deck yery low, with a trunk an top
she had two births and s gun-room in the cs-
bin, which is about six feet high, the hold is
51.2 feet, she had a flying jib, jib and maif
sail, her bottom painted sky colour, bends an
waist black with a white streak above ib
stern black and blue streaked, her main deck
red, her stern is very round, with a fall bo
and lead in the hause holes.
