China had Practically no vecational education before the middle of the last century,
With the growth of commerce and industry and the increasing complexity of foreign and
domestic trade, 1he nced of trained business men amd women to cope with the imcoming tide
of scientific management has beceme more and more acute, The Peiping College of Commerce
and Finance is one of Ihe first vocational institations in this country that has sprung up to
answer the wide-spread demand, The college was eslablished in 1914 by Mr, R, R. Gailey, the
former general secretary of Pe'ping Y. M. C. A, snd Mr. Yung Tao (§tj§) The name of
our school was first called Yu Chai Hsuih Hsiao (74440 and was heaced by dir. Chn
Wen [leng (4:%1%) as the first president. It had then nct more than one hundred students.

‘This was the early stage of our school.

In 1915 Mr. Chu left the school, Mr. Fei Chi Ho was clected to succeed him as
second president, For the purpose of meeting the needs of the day the name was changed to
the Peiping College of Commerce and Finance, In every respect Mr, Fei was a praciical
educatar, He had made much prozress in the school curriculum as well as jn administration,
He planned with the view of providing a practical and scienlific training for the students.
The number of studenis increased as years went by and the original classrooins were not large
enotigh 10 accemodate the additional increase. As pressed by prartical necessity the college
was moved from the old site at Y, M, O, A, to Wu Liang Ta Jen Hutung and then to its
present site, Ma Ta Jen Ifutung not many years ago. Thnis shows the rapid progress and
development of our schcol and the popular demand of business experis in cur modern society.

For some reason or olher My, Fej had to vacate his position and Mr, a0 Kuan Lin
was aprointed to fucceed bim in his place, Mr, Pao was at the same timie the principal ¢f two
other institutions, It was therefore not without sufficient reason that he could mot render
good service to Tsai Shang owing to the fact that he bad three principalships on himself
that would take an executive genius to bear them all, Mis principalship in Ts:i Sharg was
proved a failure and left us in the Summer of 193}, ‘

The Board of Directors nominated Mr, H. & Yao and put him on the chair. Although
Mr. Yao is a seholar he was however, not fit {or the adminisirative post he had urfertunately
been given to. In not more that three months he resigned, Mr, David Tcong came fo take
charge of our scheol Within the last three years our school had undergone many changes cither
for good or for bad, The short space of three years in our school hisfory may be called
the revelutionary stage.

With the imauguration of My, Toong in February of this year as aur new president,
we have witnessed a néew turn in our collzge history, Mr, Toong came with a determination io
re-establish the good name of Tsai Shang by stremuously working into the college a spirit of
service and caoperation, He removed the obstacles of the past and put in their places a
program of continnal reform and improvements, He has a bundle of man with him working
as faithfully a¥ he is and thus ensbring a bright future of our college. Searcely a semester
has pessed sinee Mr. Toong coming into office we have already seen that the college spirit
has been much enlivened., We are told that in the coming year the college authority in launching
a new academic program, the enforcement of will mean the advancement of our scholantic
standard, That new page of today in our college history will shine forever it our teast to our .
endeared college and college authority.

As for inside of the scheol this class organized many societies
and clubs. The most notable achievement is tho Half-weekly Newa~
paper which has done a great deal to henefit our students.

Ag to the future of the members of our class, about ten arc
continuing to study, ancther ten will be teachers of middle school, five

“will work in the political institutions, and twenty will continue their

work in commerce and finance. The rest of them will be serving their
respestive communities,

To imagine the future achievements of these eighty members
according to their individual interests, character and abitities is & large
problem. We expect to have three types of man, the industrial and
commereial man, great writers and authors. and great politicians,

Our work in the college iz almost ended. Whether we step
into society or advance to further study, we hope that our interest and
spirit wil] go with you forever as we leave the college.

& friends, The Jaupanese have recently found the house of the biggest officials in %
;ﬁ Manchurin full of opium ! The military, naval and air forces are very poorly 3
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trained and equiped. And how could they have driven the Japanese soldiers
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out of China? Not only in the government but eveaywhere one sees corruption,
One sees dishonesty in trade nnd commerce! And one tinds so much cheating
in school examinations! How can China be strong when there is so much
corruption every where ¢

The second cau ¢ which led to this crisis is seltishness. Selfish warlords
in the Bouth and those in the North can not cooperate together, Dilferent parties
have gelfish aims and ean not work togather for China’s good. Genernl Chinng
Keih Hsib wishes to keep down the other leaders while the other leaders wish to
oust Chiang, Cineral Chang Hsuch Liang would not fight the Japanese when
they invaded Hjanuchurin, because he was afraid he would lose his own goldiers
and then Chiang and others would bz too strong for him. Spiritually Ch na
ig divided into s-veral states, Without a united front, China, of course could
not resist the invading Japanese, 80 they occupied city after gity uniil
Mxxmhurin and Shanghai fell into their hands Not only the leaders, but also the
common people in China are selfish. They care only for themselves and theijr
families, thoy do not care much for their nation, No wonder China has been
defeated and brought to this present crisis, So to save China we must first remove
selfishness from the Chinese mind3 so thit all our leaders and oitizens will be
willing to give their money and their lives and everything for the sake of our
nation,

The third cause is illiteracy, The majority of the Chiness people can
neither read nor write. DBecause they are illiterate, they are very ignorant. They
do not know what the duties of n citizen to a nation are, they do not know what
patriotism i8  Hence. muny Chinese worked for the Japanese against Ching
during the war! Hence many Manchurian veople wolcome the Japanese rule in
Manchuria! What can we do? Universal education is the remedy. Dilferent
kinds of schools should be quickly opened in every part of our country to turn the
masged into educated and patriotic citizens Jlliteracy must disappear completely,

The above, in my opinion, nre the three greatest causes which brought
China to great national shawe and calamity this timg; and in order Lo save
China from her present crisis, the remedy lies first of all, in the removal of these
callges,

Now the second way to remedy the present situntion in China is to

boycott Japaness gaods thoroughly and persistently. Iconomically Japan is not a
strong nation. Her greatest market is China. The Japanese commercial resources
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ara very largely dependant uper the raw materials of our country, if we do not

ﬁé supply them with raw materiale, nor buy their manufaciured goods, Japan will, %E
¥ without the shadow of n doubt, fall into a finacial collapse. It is reported that %
',;}- the Japanese spent over one hundred trillion yen in sending their troops to China &
Eﬁ this time, And for the past few months, their export for north Ching went off by %
%  cne third and for gouth China by more than 90 percent. That means Japan's income i*
ﬁ hag baen vedueed more than half and lier expenditure greatly increased. o they f{i
¥ ave buginning to feel financial preasure. Therefore to boycott their goods, isp very %
¥  very good way to punish the wicked Japanese. But the important point to note ¥

» in boycotting Japanese goods is that we should do it thoronghly and persistently, 3;
%  To do it for five minutes is no use. In order to be effective. the boycott must by &
gg persistent. that is, we must boycott their gonds all the time from beginning to

end. And every part of China and every citizen of Chinn muvst take part, fo ns
to make the hoycott thorough and persistemt, And in additien, we must try to
promote the manufacture and uge of our national goods throughout our whale
country.

Yastly, the third way to remedy the present situation in China isto
prepare for war. For Many years Ching hnas been regarded ag *'the enstorn weak-
