By thefe it appears, that this Station flour:fhed when
the Roman Empire was in its prime; and there being
none of a later Date, makes it probable, that it perith-
ed in fome of the InfurreQions of the Native Brigantes,
about Severws’s Time, as it was conjeCtured from the
form of the Letter A 1n the Infcriptions upon the Fune-
aal Monuments formerly accounted for. (Philofoph.
Tranfact. No. 282.)
