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STRAWBERRY CULTURE
Strawberries are one of the easiest of fruits to grow. Good land, good cultivation, good

plants and good judgment will assure success.

First—Plant early in the spring, just as soon as
weather conditions permit preparing the soil.

Plants set while fully dormant start far better and
have much more vitality than those set late, after
growth has started. To enable our customers to
set fully dormant plants even when weather or
climatic conditions makes early planting im-
possible, we are using a new method of handling
plants which is outlined elsewhere in these culture
directions.

Second—Renew at least part ».f your plantings
every year. A planting is usually considered good
for two or three years fruiting, with proper culti-
vation and favorable weather. Normally with
second and third year beds, blossoms appear earl-
ier and are therefore more subject to frost damage.
Berries are usually smaller than the first years
fruiting. By renewing at least part of your plant-
ings each year you will be assured a more constant
supply of the finest quality berries. Taken year
after year, strawberries are the most productive
and among the most profitable of the small fruits.
Berries every year are your assurance of highest
returns.

Third—Set good plants. Quality and vitality of
plants will largely influence growth and produc-
tion. Rayuer's vigorous, healthy plants assure
high yields and big returns.

Adaptability—With the adaptability of varieties
for different soil and climatic conditions (see page
C) strawberries can be grown in practically every
section of the Country.

Soil—Select good soil, well supplied with humus
(cover crops, weeds, grass, etc.) and well drained.
Land that has previously had thorough cultivation
is best.

Preparing the Land—When plans can be made
ahead, it is well to plow down a cover crop pre-
ceding planting strawberries. This will Increase
fertility, improve physical condition and also aid
in retaining moisture. Plowing down weeds in
the fall while green is also a good practice, adding
humus and preventing the maturing of seed. The
land sliould be plowed as early in the spring as
possible and harrowed and dragged until a firm,
even plant bed is formed; rows then marked out
three and one-half to four feet apart. A horse-
drawn marker is best with a large planting. With
a small planting a line or hoe is satisfactory.

Time to Plant—Early spring is the best time to
set strawberry plants. Plants should be set as
soon as the ground can be worked. Light frosts
that do not heave the ground will not injure the
plants. We cannot stress too greatly ithe im-

portance of early planting. The plants are then
fully dormant and the weather is most favorable
to their becoming established.

Early planting is the most important single
factor in successful strawberry culture. April in
the North; March and April in the Central States;
and November 1 to April in the South.

Care of Plants—Before setting, the roots should
be covered with water so that they may soak up all

water possible. This will aid in carrying the plant
until feeder roots can be sent out. Before and dur-
ing planting, keep plants protected from wind and
sun and moist at all times. If plants cannot be
set soon after arrival they should be removed from
the crate, the packing material moistened, and
repacked loosely. Stored in a cool, damp place
they will keep in good condition three or four days.
If plants must be kept longer, should be kept in
commercial cold storage around 32 degrees, or the
bundles should be opened and the plants heeled
in a V-shaped trench. A few cautions on heeling
in: spread the plants thinly so the soil contacts all

roots, pack the soil firmly back in the trench up
even with the crowns (see illustration on next
page). Keep shaded and water thoroughly, espec-
ially if the w^eather is warm.

Planting—The important points are to have the
roots straight down with the soil packed firmly for
their entire length and the cro"wn even with the
surface. Proper depth is very important (see
illustration). Roots should be clipped if too long
to get in straight.

Fertilizer and Manure—Well rotted stable man-
ure, compost or similar materials are very good for
strawberries. May be applied just before soil is

prepared or if used on the preceding crop, results
are practically as good. Complete commercial
fertilizers (approximately a 5-10-4 mixture) give
good results and are used by many successful
growers. To aid the plants in getting a vigorous
start fertilizer may be applied broadcast and thor-
roughly worked in the soil a week ahead of setting
plants, or may be applied as a top dressing at the
first cultivation after'plants are set. Apply evenly
and brush off any that may be on the leaves. Six
pounds per 100 feet of row or 700 pounds per acre
is ample for this application. Chicken manure
mixed two parts manure to one part 16% super-
phosphate make a satisfactory material. Top dress-
ing in the late summer will usually increase size
and yield, especially on thin soils. Five to seven
pounds per 100 feet of row or 600 to 800 pounds per
acre of a 5-i0-4 mixture usually give good results.
Chicken manure and commercial fertilizers are
causLic. Applying evenly while the foliage is dry
will prevent possible injury.

Controlled Storage Highly Successful

Strawberry plants dug in winter and stored at controlled temperatures often show better results
than freshly dug plants. The United States Department of Agriculure has conducted extensive
experiments on our farms on proper storage temperatures and practices. These experiments prov-
ed that plants dug while still fully dormant (before April 10) and stored at the correct temperature
would be more vigorous than freshly dug plants, especially when set later than April 15.

For our own plantings we are now using controlled storage plants that are dug during the
winter. These plants can be kept dormant as long as desired. When weather has held up planting
until late spring plants held dormant by controlled storage have given us as good results as fresh
dug plants set in March.

We know from our experience that plants set in late April or May will do much better if dug
while fully dormant and properly stored, instead of freshly dug plants that have begun to make
spring growth. If you have a commercial storage plant near you that provides storage at 32 de-

grees, we recommend you order your plants early and store them so you can have them whenever
desired. We recommend storage plants without reservations.
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CULTURE - Continued
Mating: Varieties—All the varieties we offer are

perfect flowering and will produce a full crop when
planted alone. Varieties will not mix.
Mulching—Mulching is a good practice, and is

necessary in the colder climates. Mulch should be
applied at the rate of about three tons per acre or
beds covered 2 inches deep just before the first
hard freeze, if possible. Straw, strawy stable ma-
nure, wild hay, marsh grass are materials common-
ly used. Mulching will prevent winter injury and
heaving of the plants from freezing and thawing.
In the spring, as growth starts, rake mulch into
alleys where it helps to keep the berries clean and
also conserves moisture.

Spraying and Dusting—As strawberries are sel-

dom subject to any serious damage from disease
or insects, spraying or dusting is not commonly
practiced. Setting healthy plants of varieties im-
mune or resistant to disease is much more desir-
able. In sections where Weevil (Clipper) prevail
they can be controlled by dusting the beds just
before the first buds appear, and again about 10
days later with a 3% DDT dust.

Summer and Early Fall Planting Not Advisable—Strawberry plants should not be dug and shipped
during the growing season. Satisfactory results
can be obtained only from dormant plants dug
and shipped after November 15. In the interest of
our customers we do not ship plants during July,
August, September and October.

Distance to Plant—Plants should be set 15 to 30
inches apart (distance should vary according to the
bedding habit of the variety) in rows 3% to 4 feet
apart.

Cultivation—Plants should be kept thoroughly
cultivated all through the growing season. Culti-
vating at weekly intervals until bed forms will
greatly reduce the amount of hoeing required to
keep down weeds. Plants should be hoed soon
after set and any plants too deep or too shallow
should be corrected. Hoe and cultivate shallow
near the plants to avoid disturbing the roots. In
later hoeing, after the plant bed is formed, atten-
tion should be given that the plants do not become
too densely set in the row. especially with varie-
ties such as Blakemore. Dorsett and Fairmore.
The well spaced row will produce more and better
fruit.

Kem^oving Blossoms—Flower stems usually ap-
pear on strawberry plants soon after they are set
in the field and as the production of fruit is a
severe drain on their vitality, the flower stems
should be removed as tfiey appear. With Ever-
bearers the blossoms should be removed until the
plants are well established. This will usually
require about sixty days.

BLUEBERRY CULTURE
Adaptability—Cultivated blueberries are being

successfullj' grown from North Carolina to the
Northern boundry of the Country, and are general-
ly adapted wherever wild blueberries and huckle-
berries are found. We do not feel any exact limit
of their adaptability has been established, and
would suggest small plantings anywhere except in
the deep South or where the soil is alkaline or
very drj-.

Soils—VERY IMPORTANT—On natural blue-
berry soils having an abundance of humus and a
fairly constant high water table, blueberries grow
well under clean cultivation. Such soils must have
a good surface drainage, as flooding during the
growing season may cause serious injury. Plant-
ing on wide ridges, six to seven inches high, is a
good practice. This practice of ridging is now
generally followed on this type of soil. On reg-
ular soil, the site selected for the blueberry plant-
ing should also have good surface drainage, be
well supplied with humus and retentive of moist-
ure. It should be borne in mind that the produc-
tiveness of a blueberry planting depends largely
on the moisture supplied in the upper soil, which
may be maintained by applying a heavy permanent
mulch. Blueberries require an acid soil, growing
well on soils ranging from p.h. 3.8 to 5.5 Soils
having a higher p.h. value should not be used. For

small plantings, large holes may be dug and filled
with soil having the desired p.h. with humus in
the form of peat or leaf mold added.

Planting—For commercial planting, plants are
set every four feet in rows eight to ten feet apart
as many varieties of blueberries reach a height of
six to seven feet and a width of five to six feet.
Plants should be set slightly deeper than they grew
in the nursery, with the roots well spread out.
When planting, we place a thin layer of pulver-
ized peat and sand, which has been soaked and
mixed half and half, below and above the roots.
We feel this makes an ideal rooting medium, and
will keep the plant well supplied with moisture
until it becomes established. Before planting, one-
iialf to two-thirds of tlie top growtli should be
pruned oflf. For the home planting plants may be
set in whatever manner is convenient, giving them
about thirty-two square feet of space to each plant.

Mulching—On all l)ut natural blueberry soil,

mulch should be applied as soon as the plants are
set. Such materials as straw, salt hay, sudan
grass, pine needles or leaves should be spread
around the plants about six inches deep. Further
applications should be made each year in such
quantities as are required to maintain the mulch.
With individual plants, mulch should be applied
over an area six to eight feet square.

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CULTURE - Continued
Fertilizer—The application of commercial ferti-

lizer has griven a very marked increase in the yield
and size of fruit. Applications of % to % lb. per
bush have been very profitable, and indicate that
even heavier applications would pay. A mixture
of 100 lbs. nitrate of soda, 100 lbs. dried blood,
400 lbs. rock phosphate and G6 lbs. sulphate of
potash has given good results on soils with a
p.h. value below 5.0. On less acid soils, sulphate
of ammonia should be used in place of nitrate of
soda. We are using a standard 5-10-5 fertilizer
with very good results. Application should be
made in a wide band spread evenly around the
plant about 10 inches from the plant. NO FERTI-
LIZER SHOULD BE APPLIED THE FIRST
YEAR PLANT IS SET.
Pollination—It is generally conceded that many

or all of the cultivated blueberries tend to be self-
sterile. Therefore, two or more varieties should be
planted to insure good pollination.

Yields—Cultivated blueberries are very produc-
tive. According to observations by one Experiment

Station, yields that may be expected after the first

two years are as follows

:

3rd year 1^920 pts. per acre

4th year 3840 pts. per acre

5th year and therafter 5120 pts. per acre

We have reports of yields of 8,000 pints per acre,
made on good blueberry soil in the eighth year.
Given proper care, a blueberry planting will be
profitable and productive for fifty to seventy-five
years, and possibly longer.

Profits—Since the introduction of the large,
delicious, cultivated varieties of blueberries, prices
have been very high, ranging up to $1.50 per quart.
There is never sufficient fruit available to supply
the ever-increasing demand, and, so far, the po-
tential market for cultivated blueberries has only
been scratched. On many of the smaller whole-
sale markets, cultivated blueberries have never
been offered.

SWEET POTATO CULTURE
Sweet potatoes are most productive and the

tubers are better formed when grown on sandy or
light soils. Plants may be set as soon as all
danger of frost is past. Set on wide ridges 32 to 30
inches apart with the plants 12 to 18 inches apart
on the ridge. On very light, sandy soil the plants
jnay be set level and ridges formed through
cultivation, but on average soils it is best to form
the ridges before planting.
Plants should be kept moist and protected from

sun and wind until set. Watering as the plants

are set is a good practice. Cultivate until the
vines practically cover the ground or tubers begin
to form. Topdress with complete fertilizer, high
in potash, a week to 10 days after planting at the
rate of 4 to 6 pounds per 100 feet of row.
When digging, if the potatoes are to be stored

for later use, care should be taken to avoid bruis-
ing and scarring. Lining the containers with
paper is a good practice. Store in a dry, warm
place where the temperature will not fall below
50 degress.

ASPARAGUS CULTURE
[
Asparagus grows best on light, loamy soil but

is successful op practically any good garden soil.

Before planting the soil should be thoroughly pre-
pared and in good mechanical condition. Furrows
run out 10 to 12 inches deep, four to five feet
apart, and roots set, 12 to 18 inches apart, down
the furrows, with the roots well spread out. The
crowns are covered with three inches of soil when
set and when cultivating the soil is gradually
worked into the remaining furrow, until level.

Cultivation should be thorough and at intervals
frequent enough to keep down weeds, and conserve
moisture. Shoots may be cut for two or three
weeks the year following planting and thereafter,

as long as is desirable. Right after the cutting
season the field should be given a heavy application
of stable manure or commercial fertilizer high in
nitrogen, at the rate of 10 to 15 pounds per 100
feet of row.

RASPBERRY CULTURE
Select a good piece of ground that is slightly

elevated and prepare the soil thoroughly. It is

advisable to spread the land with manure before
planting. Spring planting is considered the best
in most sections. For hill system the usual dis-
tance to plant is 5 ft. by 5 ft. If the hedge
system is desired, plant 3 ft. apart in rows which
are 5 to 7 feet distant. Before planting, the tops
should be cut back to 6 inches or less, and plants
should be set slightly deeper than they formerly
grew. Cultivate frequently enough to retain moist-
ure and kill weeds, but be sure not to cultivate

over 2 to 3 inches deep next to the plants. After
the fruiting season remove all fruiting canes,
cutting them close to the ground and burning
them. This will help prevent disease and greatly
aid new growth. Do not allow over 8 to 10 canes
to grow to the plant. Remove all weak canes and
suckers, so as to throw all the strength into the
young bearing canes. Topping canes in the early
spring will strengthen the canes and aid in picking.
Raspberries respond readily to fertile soil, and
sufficient fertilizer or manure should be used to
keep the soil in good fertile condition.
