intelligent Piety of this Holy many or of the Civility of the
Gentile Philofophers.

If it be objelled , That here this Learned Father declares a
Fondne[s for Apollopius, as if nome but the Vulgar bhad cfteem-
ed him a Magician 5 but the Pythagoreans claimd bim for o
Philofopher 5 1t may be confider'd, that St, Hicrome received
this ndulgent report from the Tradition of the "more primitive
Fathers y and particularly from Juftin Martyr, who doubtlefs
could difcern deeper in Philofophy, thanVulgar Heads, amd might
come nearer to the Truth than Philoftratus, who perbaps mighe
affedd Romantique Stories, But We have no concernment for A-
pollonius s only we may vindicate the pious Fatber for bis fa-
vourable fentence 5 fince we find 18 no new thing .. that Great
Philofiphers s Mlathematicians and Un-common Artificers Jhould
be defamed by the rude multitude for Magicians , or Athe-
ifts.

Brt, nlen our renowned Lord Bacon bad demomflrated 1he
Methods for & perfell Reffawration of ail parts of Real Lnow-
fedge 5 and the Generous and Philofopbical Peyreskius bad, foon
after, agitated in alf parts te redeem the moft inflruélive A=
tiquities , and to excite Experimentsl Fffays, and frofb Difcove.
vies 5 The fueccfs became on a [wdden Stupendions, and Effelivs
philofophy began to fparkley ard cvento flow into beams of bright-
thining Light, all cver the 1porld.  And the [aid Peyreskius
his Oratorsy Gaflendus end Bucchardus, bave in therr Hiftos
vies and Panegyricks raifed bim a more [plendid Atonument, tha:s
fome of the greateft Monarchs can [hew.  And it o5 remarkabls,
that when Bucchardus, e wery eloquent Frenchman, bad at
Rome, in Academia Humoriftarum, extoled, in & Funeral -
ration, this his Countryman Deyreskius for one of the moft won.
derful Advancers of all kinds of Literature and of Arts thar
any age or place broughs forths yet be came off with univerfal
applaufi , and devout acclamations , theugh Pope Urban the 8th,
and bis favourite.Cardinalsy and feveral great Prinses in ltaly,
and many excellent perfons in Rome , did then highly pretend
and might not uwmuftly lay elaim to the patronage 5 and
extragrdinary merit in every kind of Learning, Art, ond Ele-
gan6y,

Thefe Vertues will fhine brighteft amongf} the Vertuoss s and
although the Emularion of Countries may grow hoty yet the beau-
ty of Vertue, and the trath of Philojophy will prevail,  The
Eaft and the Brachmaus had the old Fame, (s the learned
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Father bath told us above,) but the Carious Menfieur Bernier
being lately resurned from the Mogolians , gives us good affin
rance, that noather they, nor their Brachmauns , are now worthy
to teach the Europeans 5 but the Wifeft among [t them do rejoyee
in the philofopbical Light | which now fhines wn the Weft, andin
our North.  And who knows, how foon or how jutently our roon:
derfulk progrefs of Arts, and the Luftre of our Philsfeply may
awaken them, to embrace the more glorious delfrine of the Gol:
el.  We haope, this Ingenious Travelour will make hafl to give
us a Philofophical accompt of hes Travels , with no lefs accus
ratenefsy than be bath given us the Political Myfleries of the
Mogolians, and the Sottifmefs of the Chrifizan Alyffins or A
thiopians.

When the Emulation was hotteft en both fides the Alpes, mlo
Should excell inthe flowry Arts of Oratory and Poetry , thows
Sanazary was then on one fide of the Alpes, and far greater
men, oreat Poets on the other fide in France 5 yet both toe Sca~
ligers, Fulius and Jofephus, themfelves ralians and French, gave
the lawrel to Buchanan a Scot.  And thus the Weft or Nortk-
wind, bringing the fvece Qowers of Plhilelogy, and the riche/t
fruit of Philofophy, wili be more wellcome to the Intelligent, than
the fetid and contagious blafls from the Eaff,  Awd the wile
and the Vertuous ought not to regard the Cenjures and reproaches
of the yynorant or malignant Multitides,  They vetain an wn-
ternal fatisfatlion within themfelves 5 and found Phulsjphers are
mutually each to other fufficient Theaters.
