CHANGES UN THE PRESS.
There are some contemplated changes effecting the publication ! 

of the Press, some of which we are a t liberty to make at this time, i 
A new cylinder power press w as ordered in January, which should 
have arrived from the East ere this. This press is to  be used in 
printing the Campbell Press and East San Jose Post, both pub­
lications being under one management. As soon as the new press , 
is installed the P ress and Post will be enlarged to  a four page, six 
column newspaper size. We expect to  give a better and more 
newsy Press, and we feel that our readers have been very patient 
the past six m onths in receiving a paper which has not been up t o , 
standard, but which under the circumstances w as unavoidable. 
With the new press in operation we expect this to be changed. A 
number of new features will be introduced, one of which will be a 
serial story extending over many weeks, which deals with A lira- 
ham Lincoln’s love affairs, written by Mr. Lincoln’s friend and 
bodyguard—Ward Hill Lamon. It deals w ith an interesting side 
of the lamented president’s life, heretofore little written about.

Yesterday the East San Jose election officers were called to  
give testim ony in the election contest. This testim ony w as clear 
and straightforward. It showed that the irregularities in the re­
count must be laid a t someone else’s door. For instance, the mem­
bers of the board were a unit in saying that there were about 23 
straight democratic tickets, 9 straight socialist tickets, and 39  
straight republican tickets counted at the time of the election. It 
now  transpires that there are but 3 socialist straight tickets, 9 
democratic, but 41 republican, a strange thing to  say the least. 
An attem pt w as made by Langford’s attorneys to  put on the 
stand eight or nine socialists w ho would testify that they voted 
the straight ticket. The value of such testim ony is apparent when 
it  is known th at Ross (republican) now  has 7 of the original 
10 socialist votes given to  Bell, socialist. Judge Welch ruled out 
this class of evidence upon objection by R oss’ attorney.—P o st.

Railroad Developments.
The Southern Pacific is com­

pleting plans for an electric rail­
road between San Francisco and 
San Jose. The terminal will 
be at Twenty-fifth and Valencia 
streets, San Francisco, where a 
costly depot will be erected on 
the site of the present one, the 
upper stories to  be used as a ho­
tel.

Within tw o months the South­
ern Pacific will abandon its road 
through the Mission and use its 
new bay shore cut-off which con­
nects with the Coast Division at 
San Bruno. The existing Mis­
sion part of the Southern Pacific 
south from Twenty-fifth and Va­
lencia streets to San Bruno will 
be used as part of the electric 
line to  San Jose.

Under the name of the Penin­
sula Railroad Co., the Harriman 
people are building an electric 
road north from San Jose to San 
M ateo. The gap between San 
M ateo and San Bruno will be 
filled by means of a deal E. H. 
Harriman w ants to  buy the part 
of Calhoun’s line between Holy 
Cross Cemetery and San Mateo. 
If the deal falls through Harri­
man will parallel the road. It 
is said that Harriman has offer­
ed Calhoun very favorable terms, 
and that Calhoun is disposed to  
sell.

Harriman already owns the 
San Jose and Los Gatos electric 
road, which he plans to  have ab­
sorbed by his Peninsula com­
pany. He will build an electric 
road from Mayfield to Los Gatos. 
By this Mayfield-Los Gatos cut­
off, which will also be used as a 
steam road, the Southern Pacific 
will get a 70-mile route from 
Third and Townsend streets to  
Santa Cruz, via the Coast line 
south from W rights station.

These Bills Should be Signed.
In the Assembly recently the 

tw o  measures designated to in­
crease the salaries of teachers in 
the public schools of California 
were passed with but six dissent­
ing votes.

One bill makes the term “census 
children” refer to boys and girls 
in the State between the ages of 
4 and 18 instead of 5 and 16, as 
at present, thereby increasing the 
State appropriation for school 
maintenance about 16 per cent.

The other makes it obligatory  
upon the part of School Trustees 
to  use 60 per cent of the county 
school funds in the payment of 
teachers. This will raise the sal­
aries of grammar school teachers 
about $10 each per month, and 
is the culmination of a movement 
set on foot at the last meeting of 
nhe State Teachers’ Association, 
held in Fresno.

These bills passed the legisla­
ture and are in the hands of the 
governor for his signature.

In  an y  case, say s D r. B row ning, th e  
u n q u a ra n tin e d  case of d ip th e ria  or 
d isease is a s  g re a t a m enace  as an  
sm allpox  w ould be and  a s  p ro m p t 
m eans m u st be tak en  a s  in any  case 
th a t  concerns hum an  life only. A n­
th ra x  fo rm erly  w as a  w idesp read  d i­
sease  and  so m any  perso n s h an d lin g  
wool w ere k illed by th e  effect of it  in 
sheep th a t th e  U nited  S ta te s  govern - 
n ie i t  w as com pelled to  ac t.

S co res of ex p e rts  took up  th e  w ork 
and an  effective p re v e n ta tiv e  w as 
found and  d is tr ib u ted  am ong  th e  sheep 
m en of th e  W est w ith  th e  effect of 
p rac tica lly  e ra d ic a tin g  th e  disease. 
C ases w ere found by th e  governm en t 
w here wool com bers, five  th o u san d  
m iles from  th e  in fected  an im als , w ere 
killed by  it, b u t it h as  now becom e 
so r a re  th a t  a  case of it a t t r a c ts  g re a t 
a tte n tio n  in th e  m edical world.

In  view  of its com m unicab ility  
th ro u g h  the  h a ir  of an im a ls  th a t  die 
from  it, th e  w ork of Dr. B row ning  
will no t be considered  finished by 
him  un til, he h as  traced  dow n th e  hide 
of the E m m an u e l cow an d  had  it d e ­
stroyed . T h is  m easu re  is to  p rev en t 
th e  tran sm iss io n  of th e  d isease to 
som e ta n n e ry  em ploye.

A n th ra x  Often Fatal.
A s a n th ra x  h as p roven so fa ta l to 

h um an  life in  th e  p ast, it  is co n s id er­
ed little  sh o r t of m arvelous th a t  th e  
tw o m en w ho cau g h t it a re  recov er- 
ing. T h is is  exp lained by Dr. B ro w n ­
ing  on the  su pposition  th a t  th e  g erm s 
had  la in  so long in the  g round  th a t  
they  h ad  lo st th e ir  v iru lence. B a c te r ­
io log ists h av e  found th a t  germ s fa l l­
ing  in u n fav o ra b le  p laces dry  up and 
form  spo res w hich w hen the  p roper 
conditions p re se n t them selves, im m e­
d ia te ly  a ssu m e  the germ  form  again  
and  a f te r  a few g en e ra tio n s  a re  as 
ac tive  a s  ever.

Dr. B row ning  will re p o rt to the  S u ­
p erv iso rs  th is  m orn ing  a s  to  the  e x ­
te n t to w hich  th e  d isease  has sp read  
an d  th e  m easu res  th a t  should be 
tak en  to  w a rd  off i ts  possib le co n ­
tra c tio n  am ong  re sid en ts  of the  co u n ­
ty. T he lack  of law s req u irin g  p h y s i­
c ian s o r c a ttle  ow ners to rep o rt such  
cases a s  th is , is a lm ost a  m enace to 
society  in th e  opinion of v e te r in a ria n s  
and  som e ac tio n  lead ing  to th e ir  
e n ac tm en t m ay  be tak en  a t  th e  com ­
ing  m ee tin g  of the S ta te  Society  a t 
F resno .

who ca u g h t th e  d isease  a re  co n ce rn ­
ed, th ey  a re  still on th e  road  to  r e ­
covery  and  th e ir  p h ysic ians do no t fea r  
a fa ta l te rm in a tio n  to  th e ir  cases as 
is genera lly  th e  cou rse  of m ank ind  
w hen a tta c k e d  by th is  d read ed  m alady. 
T h a t they  hav e  su rv ived  th e  f irs t  days 
of th e  a t ta c k  is deem ed an  ind ica tion  
th a t both will recover.

An inspection  of th e  p a s tu re  w here 
th e  a n th ra x  f irs t  ap p ea red  h as  r e su lt­
ed in the  q u a ra n tin e  of th e  an im a ls  
a t  la rg e  there , tw o h e rd s  of ten  and 
fifteen  cow s respec tively . T h is q u a r ­
an tin e  will be rig id ly  m a in ta in ed  by 
th e  en tire  neighborhood u n til a n th ra x  
vaccine can  be ob ta ined  and  th e  a n i­
m als rendered  im m une from  infection .

Then th ey  will be allow ed to  be ta k ­
en ou t and  th e  p a s tu re  w ill be p u t out 
of com m ission  fo r .an in d efin ite  tim e. 
T h is is believed to  be th e  only w ay 
to  sa feg u a rd  o th er re s id en ts  of the  
locality  from  th is  d isease  th a t  is so 
easily  com m unicated  from  an im a ls  to 
m an and  genera lly  is fa ta l to  both.

As to  th e  p roper p rocedure  in th e  
case of th e  College P a rk  p a s tu re , it 
also  will be closed to  s tock  and  all 
an im a ls  in th e  v ic in ity  w ill be given 
im m uniz ing  tre a tm e n t by Dr. 
B row ning. A n th rax  h a s  been ab sen t 
so long from  S a n ta  C la ra  co u n ty  th a t 
it m ay  be som e day s before th e  se rum  
will be availab le . M eantim e, all sick  
cats, dogs o r ch ickens in e ith e r  of the  
localities will be view ed w ith  su s ­
picion and  a la rm  by th e ir  ow ners.

A DREAD DISEASE.

The follow ing account of the 
re-appearance of anthrax in the 
county appeared in the M ercury  
and is o f great importance. Our 
readers should at once take every 
precaution to  guard against its 
getting a foothold in this local­
ity and especially should those 
owning cow s take immediate ac­
tion to  have them inspected:

A n th rax , one of the  dead ly  d iseases 
of ca ttle , th a t  is tran sm iss ib le  to m an. 
has b roken  ou t in E a s t S an  Jo se  and  
the  S u p e rv iso rs  have au th o rized  C oun­
ty H e a lth  Officer. D r. W illiam  S im p ­
son to ta k e  every  n ecessa ry  m easu re  
to s ta m p  ou t th is  d isease  w hich  has 
not been observed in th is  coun ty  fo r 
5 y ears  o r m ore. To th is  lapse of tim e 
is considered  due the  p robab le recovery 
of tw o m en who have c o n trac ted  the  
d isease an d  a re  still alive, a n th ra x  in 
the h u m an  race  often  p rov ing  fa ta l 
w ith in  48 hou rs a f te r  the  first sy m p ­
tom s ap p ea r.

To s ta m p  ou t th is  d isease  and  to 
p rev en t a ll possib le sp read  of it, Dr. 
S im pson has engaged  Dr. P. H. 
B row ning, p resid en t of the  S ta te  V e t­
e r in a ry  S u rg e o n ’s A ssociation  to ex ­
am ine th e  p rem ises and  p u t under 
s tr ic t q u a ra n tin e  every  an im al th a t 
has been exposed to it. N ot only the  
stock, b u t chickens, dogs and  c a ts  will 
be exam ined  and  in case  they  re a c t to 
te s ts  fo r a n th ra x , th e  lesse r an im als  
p robab ly  will be killed, w hile all the  
stock  will be inocu la ted  a g a in s t th is  
fo rm erly  qu ite  p rev a len t d isease.

A ccording to th e  h is to ry  of the  case 
as p resen ted  before th e  B oard  of S u ­
perv isors y es te rd ay  afte rn o o n , a cow 
fell dead tw o w eeks ago on a  sm all 
ranch  on M cLaughlir. av en u e  owned 
by H en ry  E m m anuel. T he an im al w as 
sk inned and  the hide sold to  the  t a n ­
n e r’s ag en t, w hile the m ea t of th e  a n i­
m al w as cooked and  fed to the  dogs, 
ca ts  and  ch ickens of th e  neighborhood.

Seven days la ter, E m m an u e l and a 
m an w ho ass is te d  him, w ere taken  
down w ith  the  s tran g e  m akidy. Dr. 
W. S. V an D alsem  w as called  to  a t ­
tend to E m m anuel, w hile the  o ther 
case w as observed by Dr. F. C. G er- 
lach. T he sam e cu rious sym ptom s 
w ere m an ifested  in each  case  and  the  
p h ysic ians rep o rted  it to  th e  B oard  of 
S u p e rv iso rs  rea liz ing  the  d an g e r to  
the w hole com m unity  if the  d isease  
w ere no t im m ed ia te ly  tak en  in hand 
and its  possib le sp read  preven ted .

O ther Cattle  Exposed.
T he p a s tu re  lot in the  re a r  of E m ­

m an u el’s p lace fo rm erly  w as used fo r 
dairy  a n im a ls  and is now  u tilized  fo r 
tu rn in g  o u t m any  fam ily  cow s in E a s t 
San Jose. H ow  m any  of these have 
died m a n ife s tin g  s im ila r  sym ptom s 
been exposed to  th e  d isease  is not 
know n, b u t as th ree  o th e r  c a ttle  have 
it is believed th a t som e m ay  have been 
exposed to  it th a t have not yet show n 
the sym ptom s.

To be su re  th a t th is  is not the  case. 
Dr. B ro w n in g  will exam ine every  a n i­
m al th a t  h as been sta k ed  ou t in th is  
p a s tu re  an d  inocu la te  all c a ttle  w h e th ­
er they  show  tra c e s  of th e  d isease  or 
not. U su a lly  th e  d isease m akes quick 
work cf a herd th a t c o n tra c ts  it and 
im m ed ia te  tr e a tm e n t is necessary .

F re q u en t d ea th s  from  a n th ra x  oc­
cu rred  in E a st S an  Jo se  som e y ears  
ago, b u t th e  d isease  w as believed to  
have been e rad ica ted  from  th e  locality . 
It is w ell know n to bacte rio lo g ists , 
how ever, th a t germ  d iseases in g e n ­
eral m ay  be s ta r te d  from  bacilli th a t 
have lain  d o rm an t fo r m any  years. 
C ases w h ere  g erm s have been thaw ed  
out from  ice and  produced d ea th  to 
an im als  a re  know n and  th e  only safe  
w ay to g e t rid  of so v iru le n t a d isease 
as a n th ra x  is believed to be d e s tru c ­
tion by  h e a t or corrosive  chem icals of 
the c a rc a sse s  of an im a ls  th a t  have  f a l ­
len v ic itim s in such cases.

In th e  case  of the  c a ttle  th a t  died 
from  a n th ra x , th is  w as not done. T he

B row ning , w ho m ade an  au topsy  on 
the c a rcass  of th e  cow an d  found u n ­
m istak ab le  sig n s of a n th ra x . T h is 
d iscovery  h a s  given th e  ex te rm in a tio n  
of th e  d ise ase  a new tu rn .' fo r th e  cow 
in question  w as fed in Mr. F ra n k 's  
p riv a te  p a s tu re  a t the co rn er of C h a p ­
m an  and  E m o ry  stree ts , severa l m iles 
from  th e  in fec ted  p a s tu re s  in E a s t S an  
Jose.

T he a p p ea ran ce  of th is  d isease  in 
the  College P a rk  d istric t, a s  well a s  on 
the  o u tsk ir ts  of the city , will m ake 
n ecessa ry  an  inspection  of all dairy' 
an im a ls  in th is  vicin ity . So fa r  a s  
can  be learned , no o th e r  cow s in th e  
College P a rk  d is tr ic t have  been ex pos­
ed to possib le infection  from  Mr. 
F ra n k ’s bovine, b u t all n ecessa ry  p re ­
cau tio n s will be tak en  im m ediately .
