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We have heard a great deal about law in tho dispute ovor Manchuria, dut
havo wo not mnde our ewn law and Judged our own case? The law in +ho die-
puto is with Jepan, Only by the suppourt of outeide Powors cen China's
claims be uphela and, evon admitting that Japan'se solution seomo tc violato
cortain tremtics, common fairness must compol use to edmit that thane trat-
1s8 merely porpctuate tne orlginal injustice. Internationsal lew, eocallod,
18 based largely on trostios arieing out of force or tho throst of forou
and binding only as long ee thoro is forco bohind thom, Japen fairly do-
fertod China according to all lnown rulos of war and was fairly ontinlod
to tho torritorinl fruits of victory thet Chine deodod ovor to hor. Undor -
ths law of notions, Jepen bacame tho lpwful owner of tho southorn pary of
the provinco of Fongtien, cedod to hor by China in perpotulty and full
sovoraignty.

Into this picturo etope throo porsonrgee who, though they pppoar in
tho guisa of groet Betlone, ere of typas that have como in the modom vcrnacular,
to be dosignatod as hijackore end who, mt the point of tho gun. force capan
to relinquish hor lewful gnins, not with any intontion of benefising oi'lna,
but in ordor that it wonld bo all tho amsier for thom to take tha 4nr-iicry
from hor whon tho timo wes considored opportuno, Tho notes of Russia. Ger-
many snd Frenea diroctod to Jepan thorafora, lacked sincority, and vora a
mora eubtorfuge to councoel thoir own plane to doepoil China leptor on, Thip
constitutos fraud, » crime punishablo by law. Tho throe bullios did not
roally rostore tho tarritory to Chine. They msroly bleck-jsckod Jepen out
of hor rightful rnd lewful noesceeion in ordor to onrichh Ruseim, tho lordor
of tho geng, who immodiptaly tcok pesaagsion of the territory, claimnd it ae
hies owyn and proprrod to gnt into a etrong stratogic position for a final
clenn-up,

Tho quostion arieom; oan Jepan bo estenmad a daspoilor when sho moroly
avalle horeislf of hor logel rights from tho onjoyment of which sho has boon
onjoinod by chiceanory end unlawful practice? All subsoquent troatios <ith
end concorning China hsvo rocognized and legelizod tho freudi, so it way Yo raild
that tho lawv on ywhich Japen haa rocently boon tried and conde:sned in oo Ao~
riving ite logzlity from a formar injustico inflicted on Japar! ZFrm aravd,
& right of action doos not mriso in law and tho peint might elso ta woll
tekan thet, with & full knowladge of tho freud, subsequont prcts havo boon
enterod inte with melicious intont on tho rert of the Powors in ordor wo
provont Japan from obtaining justice. Ruesie perpotrated a furthoir frend
on Japan whon, at tho Portemouth Poace Conforenca, sho failed to di7uigo tho
oxistenco of hor soccrot treaty of allianco with China. OChina cepisnlicod tho
fraud., By prosorving silonco sho wes able to conceal hor part in tho allianco
and demand resvoct for hor Bovoreignty over a territory that by al) lawse of
war sho had doubly forfoitod., China hae no right in law arieing from thise
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palpable fraud and if tho appeal laid beforo tho Loaguc of Nations wast
brought beiorc 2 court of common law 1t would be thrown out by any just judge.

Yo Act of Injustice

In view of tho legel facts connacted with this Manchurian dispute, whet-
evar hee boen dono by Jepen in the promiece has csugod no demage or injury to
Cchina nor hes auy act of injuetice dbeen inflicted. The only injustice has
beon to thoeo outside natlons whoee trontiss and pACLS sought to covor up and
perpetuete tho fraud and which hes provided Chians with hor only right to
epparl to tha Lerguo for support. Tho pcis of Jopan in Menchuria cannod
constitude suilt unloes Aone with o guilty intent. How could Jepern bo guilty
of aveiling horeclf of har lawful rightey If thorn is any fooling of guiltd
1t muet roet with thosa who, with a fa21l, asccurnte pnd logal knowledszo of
haw she wae waylaid end hilpckeod DbAvoO, through theair pacis, eombined to de-
fent tho onds of justice. If thora exietod s world courd free from political
birne pncd control, crpabln of en unbiersscd moaeure nf an Iastern problom, it
wruld not bo difficult for Jepen tn econfound hor accuBOr8a,.s

Uncdor protection of the Leeguc Covenant, tho Nine
Power Troaty and the Porce Pacts, the Chineso, feeling eocure that Japan
would not dare to employ forco, set out to doetroy those investments, pre-
peratory to driving tho Jepanoso out of tho country altogother....
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Humen neturoc ie vory much the samo the world over., If, after tho Moxican
wer, the throe lerzcet Powors of Burope hed intervened to compel ue {o roslore
sur territorial gains to Mexicn, how would we hevo folt?
