And, as a
matter of fact, the means by which
this coloration is produced iz one of
the most marvelous phenomena ia
the whole animal kingdom—so mar-
velous, indeed, that it ia at first al-
most impossible to believe that it is
true. The object of this peculiar type
of coloration is, of course, ta as-

il -excepting the *ﬂmﬂtw&e—ammkm its leafy sur-

rouudings, and thus to render it as
inconkpicyous as possible; and when
hanging in ite usual porition from
the under side of a bough, its long,
coarx¢ and green-tinged hair is atated
to render the sloth almost indistim-
guishable from the bunches of gray-
green lichens among which it dwelln.
In the outer sheath of the-hairs of
the Ai there are a number of trans-
verse cracks, and in these eracks
grows a primitive type of plagt—
namely. a onc-celled alga. And for
the benefit of non-botanical readers,
it may be well to mention here that
algae (among which seaweeds are in-
cluded) form a group of flowerless
plants related on the one hand to the
fungi. awd on the other to the
lichenas. In the moist, trop-
ical forests forming the home of the
sloth«, the algae in the cracks of
their haivs grow readily, and  thus
comnmunicate to the entire coat that
graeral green tint which, as already
said, i~ reported to veader them al-
most  indistinguishable from the
ctusters of lichen among which they
har 2 surpended.”
