Propagating Strawberry Plants

To the best of my knowledge, I am the only nurseryman in the United States
growing strawberry plants in rows fifty-six inches apart. And leaving all young
plants to establish themselves and grow as far apart as it is possible for proper
cultivation. When strawberry plants are grown in rows too close and young plants
become too thick in row, a large per cent of plants will not be properly developed
in crown of plant and will not blossom in fruiting season. I assure my customers
one hundred per cent of my plants will blossom vigorously, say nothing of the
added vitality by growing them in properly prepared soil with especially prepared
stable manure. My stock grown my way reaches true nature with vigorous growth,
which stands for most productive power of my true strain strawberry plants.

Northern latitude in which my plants are grown adds hardiness to plant they are
best.

Planting and Preparing Soil

The best results are obtained from early spring planting in most all states.

Plants should be set in moist soil. When soil is too wet or too dry do not set

plants. Heel them in the soil. Keep them slightly moistened and in a little shade.
The plants should be set as soon as soil can be properly prepared. A very thorough
preparation of soil before planting will save many future disappointments. Also
an aim should be to render rich soil, well drained soil, mellow soil as free from
weeds as possible. There is no dread of weed or keeping soil in good condition
if proper cultivation is given beds befpre and after planting. It is from strawberry
beds which have been planted under good conditions 1 receive wonderful reports
of yields from my vigorous true strain plants.

Digging and Packing
We begin digging and shipping in March. First shipments go to southern or

warmer states. Plants are carefully dug, nicely trimmed, counted and tied twenty-
six in a bunch. Experienced packers place plants in properly dampened moss in

crates, baskets and parcels, assuring you best possible delivery of plants. Generally
season continues to about May 1 0th.
