PLEASE USE ORDER SHEET found in catalog in making out your order if convenient and retain a copy. If you

bave occasion later on to write us about the order give post-office address under which it was mailed. Orders are filed
alphabetically by post offices, so if you give a different post-office address it is difficult for us to find the order.

WE ACKNOWLEDGE ORDERS when received unless the order, or some part of it, is to be sent at once or within
a day or so. If any part is mailed right out that answers as an acknowledgment or if goods can be sent at once by freight
or express we send acknowledgment and notice of shipment at the same time, enclosing Bill of Lading.

WE SEND LARGE SHIPMENTS BY FREIGHT unless otherwise instructed. See table of freight rates below. We
have three railroads here at Madison, Chicago and Northwestern, Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul and Illinois Central.

CUSTOMERS PAY TRANSPORTATION CHARGES on all goods unless they are offered postpaid. There are
special express rates everywhere on seeds. In the main the rate is 25 per cent less than the merchandise rate. Small
shipments will be sent by express rather than freight.

NO CHARGE FOR PACKING OR CARTAGE. Everything will be securely packed and labeled and delivered free
at the Freight, Express or Post Office. All express rates have been reduced since the Parcel Post law went into effect.

PREPAID STATIONS. If there is no agent at your railroad station the freight has to be prepaid, and in such
case we must request you to send money with your order to cover the amount.

ORDER EARLY. Do this for two reasons. We can give your order more careful and prompt attention if received
before we get into the rush, and then we will not have to write for permission to substitute for varieties sold out.

OUR THREEFOLD GUARANTEE.
1. QUALITY. We guarantee the quality of the seeds, plants, bulbs and potatoes we send out to the extent that

should they not prove as represented we will refill the order or return the money; but we give no further warranty,
express or implied, as to description, purity, quality, productiveness or any other matter of any seeds, potatoes, bulbs
or plants we send out and will not be responsible for the crop. Goods may be returned when received if not satis-

factory.
2. SAFE ARRIVAL. We guarantee everything we send out to arrive in good order. If potatoes freeze on the

road we will refill the order if the time of shipping is left to our discretion. If any goods arrive in bad order, however,
bags torn or anything else wrong, have this noted on the freight expense bill which must be sent us so that we can
make proper claim. The bill of lading must be returned also. Therefore do not lose the bill of lading.

3. RECEIPT OF MONEY. We will be responsible for all money sent us through the mails, if remittance is

unless otherwise stated conform to the rules of U. S. Grade No. 1. These are described as follows:

“IT. S. GRADE NO. 1. This grade shall consist of sound potatoes of similar varietal characteristics, which are
practically free from dirt or other foreign matter, frost injury, sunburn, second growth, cuts, scab, blight, dry rot,

and damage caused by disease, insects, or mechanical means. The minimum diameter of potatoes shall be one
and seven-eighths (1%) inches.’’

“U. S. GRADE NO. 2. This grade shall consist of potatoes of similar varietal characteristics, which are prac-
tically free from frost injury and decay, and which are free from serious damage caused by dirt or other foreign mat-
ter, sunburn, second growth, cuts, scab, blight, dry rot, or other disease, insects, or mechanical means. The minimum
diameter shall be one and one-half (IV2 ) inches.’’ We have No. 2 Grade of some varieties and they are just like No. 1

except in size. They make very desirable seed.

WISCONSIN NO. 25 CORN.
We have long- "been looking for a good dent corn a little

earlier than anything else we have had, something for ex-
treme northern sections. Here we have it. Wisconsin No.
25 originated at the Ashland Station. It is a cross of Wis-
consin No. 8 and a very early hut deep-kerneled yellow dent
which Prof. Delwiche secured from Northern Michigan.
Prof. Delwiche says

:

“We have selected from the original cross with the Idea of fixing
a type of com similar in general appearance to the Wis. No. 8 but of
earlier maturity. Our tests at Spooner have shown this new variety
to be about a week to ten days earlier than the Wis. No. 8. The ideal
we are working towards, and which is quite well fixed now, is for stalks
ranging from seven to nine feet in height on medium soil, quite leafy,
oars rather low on the stalk with from twelve to sixteen rows, kernels
well dented but not rough. The proportion of com to cob for this
variety is somewhat greater than for the Wis. No. 8, being about 85%
while our Wis. No. 8 (northern strain) is approximately 81% to 82%.

Prof. Delwiche wrote us again Sept. 30, 1919:

r

Earlier than Anything Else.
‘Our crop of Wisconsin No. 25 corn at Spooner is very

good this year and would not be surprised if the yield would
run up to 80 bushels of shelled corn, air dry basis. You will

make no mistake in cataloging this variety, and pushing it

hard for the north half of the State.”

GRIMM ALFALFA. (The Alfalfa for Northern Latitudes.)

Mr. J. C. Parkin Examining Seed in the Field.

Genuine Grimm Withstood the Severe Winter of 1917- 18 When Nearly Everything Else Winter Killed.

The Variety of Alfalfa known as Grimm is the hardiest of all varieties and best adapted to the Northwest.
History. The seed of this variety was brought to Minnesota from Germany in 1857, by a German farmer

named Grimm. Prof. W. M. Hays, while at the Minnesota Experiment Station about 1890 found Mr. Grimm
growing this alfalfa and at once began calling attention to its hardiness and adaptability to Minnesota conditions.

At one time Prof. Hays had advised farmers that it was not worth while to attempt growing alfalfa in the North-
west. Mr. Grimm had never heard of this advice and in his 25
years’ experience with alfalfa had not discovered that it was not
adapted to Minnesota conditions.

Characteristics. Grimm Alfalfa may be distinguished from com-
mon alfalfa

First, By the fact that the blossoms are usually variegated in

color, yellow, green, blue, brown, etc., instead of all purple.

Second, By its branching root system instead of the long straight

tap root of the common alfalfa. This enables it to withstand the

hard winters, the tap root of the common alfalfa often being broken
by heavy freezing.

Third, By its stronger growth and larger top and more spreading
top.

Prof. Graeber, Alfalfa expert at the Wisconsin Station, is very
enthusiastic over Grimm seed and seems to think that within a

few years farmers of Wisconsin and other northern states will
