bulbs in clumps of six or more, with at least an inch
of sand beneath, over, and around each one, then cover
with soil. Lilies love ample drainage. Good results

have been obtained by digging a hole in the garden
deep enough to allow the placing of a 6-inch flower pot,

inverted, therein and filling in around the pot with sand
or gravel. Plant your bulb on top of the inverted pot

and see that the top of the bulb is at least 6 inches
below the surface. This would mean that the hole

would have to be at least 14 inches deep. Although
