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DECEMBER TRIP TO CONN LAKE

A 21 car caravan from the Golden Gate and Mt. Diablo Audubon Soc-

ieties enjoyed a beautiful day along with wonderful birding on December 8th

in the Conn Lake area.

The highlight was a huge number of Wood Ducks seen on a bay near the

north shore of the reservoir. An estimate of over 400 was agreed to by Harry

Adamson. A few of us had previously seen as many as 10 in one day.

Large numbers of Band-tailed Pigeons, several Lewis’ Woodpeckers and

two Rock Wrens were also seen.
