The time for planting seeds, etc., as given in the different months below, must, of course, be governed by

the weather and condition of the ground.

JANUARY—Get the hotbeds ready and sow Cabbage, To-
matoes, Lettuce, Cauliflower, Beets, Onions and Kohl
Rabi. Sow out doors Spring Turnips, Mustard, Spinach,

and Extra Early Peas if weather is moderated.

FEBRUARY—Plant Extra Early and Marrowfat Peas. Plant
Potatoes for general crop. Sow Radishes, Turnips, Mus-
tard, Spinach and Onion Seed in open ground. Sow in

hotbeds Beets, Pepper, Egg Plant and Tomato Seeds.

Plant Onion Sets. Plant your Sweet Peas in the flower
garden now.

MARCH—This is an active month in this section. Sow
English Peas—the wrinkled varieties can now be planted.

Sow outdoors Carrots, Parsley, Cabbage, Beets, Lettuce,

Salsify, Parsnips, Leek and Onion Seeds. Early Corn can
be planted about the 15th. Onion sets can yet be planted.

This is also a good month for planting Potatoes. Put
out Asparagus, Rhubarb and Horse Radish roots. Set

Cabbage and Cauliflower Plants. Sow hardy kinds of
Flower Seeds, also Sweet Peas. Plant Roses.

APRIL,—Sow Beets, Carrots, Lettuce, Parsley, Endive, Par-
snips, Salsify, Radishes, Leek, Mustard, Turnips, Cress,
Swiss Chard, Celery, Tomatoes, Cucumbers, Squash, Sweet
Corn; in fact, almost everything can now be planted.
Plant Bush Snap Beans. Potatoes can be planted. Cab-
bage, Lettuce, Beets, Cauliflower and Tomato Plants
should be set out. Plant Tuberose, Dahlia, Gladiolus and
Canna Bulbs, Flower Seeds.

MAY—Seeds of all kinds can now be planted. Bush Beans,
Pole Beans, Lima Beans, Sugar Corn, Beets, Salsify, Par-
snips, Squash, Cucumber, Okra, Cantaloupe, Watermelon,
Pumpkin, Egg Plant, Peppers, Cress, Carrots, Lettuce,
Endive and Kohl Rabi; Herbs of all sorts. Set out To-
mato, Egg Plants, Pepper Plants.

JUNE—Plant Sugar and other Early Corns, Cucumbers,
Melons, Squash, Pumpkins ; set out Sweet Potatoes, Egg
and Pepper Plants. Sow Radishes, Endive, Collards and
Cabbage for late use. Bunch Beans, Pole Beans. Tomato
Seed for late use, Okra.

JULY—Plant Cucumbers, Tomatoes and Cabbage Seed for
late crop, also Pole and Bush Beans, Corn for roasting
ears. Commence sowing Rutabagas and s\ few Turnips.
Plant Okra, Squash, Lettuce and Summer Radishes.

AUGUST—Now is the time to start a fall garden. Sow
Kale, Lettuce, Early and Winter Radishes, Turnips, and
Rutabagas, Mustard, Beets, Parsley, Cucumbers, Squash,
Collards and late Cabbage. Plant Potatoes for a second
crop. Set out late Tomato and Cabbage Plants.

SEPTEMBER—Sow Radishes, Corn Salad, Lettuce, Mustard,
Kale, Spinach, Endive, Turnips of all sorts; Onion Seed
for transplanting. Set out Shallots and Onion Sets, also
late Cabbage Plants.

OCTOBER—Sow Kale, Spinach, Corn Salad and Winter
Radishes. Sow outside Cabbage for transplanting into
cold frames next month. Lettuce in beds for winter use.
Set out Shallots and Onion Sets.

NOVEMBER—Shallots and Onion can be planted, and cover
the rows with some fresh manure. Sow outdoors Spin-
ach and Corn Salad. In the hotbed, Beets, Cabbage and
Cauliflower. Put outdoors all kinds of Dutch Bulbs.

DECEMBER—Very little can be done this month. Sow Cau-
liflower and Cabbage and Beets for spring use. Sow in
frames some early forcing Badish, also Lettuce.

The rate per pound varies according to the distance, which is measured by the Government Zone System, each zone covering
a certain number of miles from point of shipment. Distance and rates are shown in the table below. Packages carried by the
Parcel Post are handled like any other mail matter. They are delivered to your box by your rural mail carrier if you live on
a rural route, or delivered to your door if you live in a city where there is carrier service, or delivered to your local postoffice

if you live where there is no carrier service.

In most instances, Parcel Post Shipments are more desirable even if the cost is slightly higher than express shipments,
because the package is usually delivered to your box, whereas it is sometimes necessary to drive several miles to the town to

get an express package.
