INTRODUCTION.

VOLUME FIFTH.

The contents of this volumo constitute the complement to the censuses of

British North America (*). It is divided into two parts.

The first gives the totals of the censuses of 1851, 1861 and 18*71, in their

proportionate relations to population and territory; the second gives the general

statement of the movements of population, or vital statistics, from the earliest settle-

ment of Europeans in Canada. A table showing the results of investigations regard-

ing human longevity in Canada closes the volume.

The second part is necessarily restricted to the Catholic population of the

Province of Queboc, the only Province which possesses complote, continuous and

•exact registers of marriages, births and deaths, and to the population of Nova Scotia,

part of the registers of which, from 1866 to 1876, present a sufficient degree of

•exactitude to render them available. These records constitute the sole contribution

which our country can offer to the science of human life, but it possesses an interest

and importance which cannot escape the notice of specialists, besides being of general

interest to the reading public.

FIRST PARf.

The summaries of the census of 1871, serving as the basis of the calculations,

liave been subject to a few corrections which might have been overlooked, on

account of the slight relative importance of the errors detected, but it was consi

•derod best to adhere to the rule laid down, of attempting to' reach the utmost correct-

ness, notwithstanding the certainty that perfection can never be attained.

Table A, divided into sections I, II and III, gives the proportions of the popu-

lation to the square mile and kilometre of territorial superficies, to houses, to families,,

to sexes, to the condition of persons as ascertained by the censuses of 1851, 1861 and

1811.

Table B gives, still for the three censuses of 1851, 1861 and 1871, the propor-

tions of each religious denomination per 1,000 of the population, and per 1,000"

families.

Table C gives the the same proportions of each origin, and table D of the places

of birth.

Table E gives the density of the population in the principal towns and cities for

the years 1851, 1861 and 1871.

.
Table F, divided into five sections, is appropriated to the consideration of popu-

lation by ages and sexes, according to the census of 1871. Section I, treats of the

Province of Ontario ; Section II,
(

of Quebec ; Section III, of New Brunswick ; Section

IV, of Nova Scotia, and Section V, of the four Provinces united.

This table includes the population of each age, the percentage of each ago to

the total population, and the number of persons at and above each year of age.

Collected in the same column is the total number of persons represented as

being over 90 years of age, since the reports of extreme ages, and especially those

represented to be centenarians, do not afford a degree of exactitude sufficient to be

made use of. These statements of extreme old age, recorded by the proceedings

of a census, cannot be interpreted as being of any further importance thaji as giving

the number of so many people of advanced years.

Table G gives, by categories of age, the population of the ages of children and

unmarried for tho years 1851, 1861 and 1871, with the proportions to the population

by ages and sexes.

This table, however, is complete only for 1871, because the censuses of 1851 and

1861 are wanting, either partly or wholly, in the information necessary for the com-

pletion of the calculations.

Tables H and I furnish the same information as table G with respect to tho

married population and to the widowed population.

Table J gives, for tho year 1871, tho mean age of the population, by categories

of ages, for each Province and for the four Provinces united, the whole ^compared

with the corresponding mean age of the population of England and Wales, according

to the last English census, for the same year, 1871*.

Tables H, L ir and L m give, for the years 1851, 1861 and 1871, the latios of
occupations to the population and the ratios of occupations to each other. These
tables are followed by a list M, showing the classification adopted for grouping pro-
fessions and trades, by classes, in the censuses.

Tables N i, Nn, N nr, Pnd O present the ratios to the population of churches
and of benevolent and educational institutions, according to the information sup-
plied by the last three censuses.

Tables P and Q i, n and in, give the ratios of real estate and shipping for the
year 1871, and the ratios of the total territorial superficies, of the extent owned and
of the land cultivated to the population for the years 1851, 1861 and 1871.

'

Table R gives the ratios to the' inhabited territorial surface and population of
animals, animal products, agricultural vehicles and implements for the year 1871.

Tables S i, S n and Sm supply the same information for the years 1851, 186 1 and
1871 relative to field products.

Tables T i, T ii, T m, the same information relating to various products and
furs

Table U, averages per acre of certain crops in 1851, 1861 and 1871.

Table V gives the ratio of forest products per 10,000 acres of total territorial
superficies, per 10,000 acres of unsettled, territorial area, and per 1,000 of population.
The ratio of 'cordwood, in the same table, is established by inhabited houses. The
elements of these calculations are only obtainable for the year 1871.

The Tables W i and W n establish the ratios of the product of the fisheries,
distinguishing the products of maritime fisheries from those of inland waters; the
whole divided by Provinces and fishing Districts. This information also is t'o be
found only in the Census of IS?!'.

SECOND PAKT.

The second part of the fifth volume of the Statistics of Canada, referred to at
the beginning of this introduction, treats of the movement of population, usually
described by the names of condition of persons, civil state, or vital statistics,

that is, to the successive figures of the annual number of marriages, births and
deaths.

SECONDE PAK1IE.

La seconde partie du cinquiemo volume des Statistiques du Canada, dont on a

parle' au commencement de cette Introduction, a trait au mouvementde la population,

qu'on designe communement sous les noms d'Etat des personnes, d'Btat civil, e'est-

a-dire aux chiffres successifs du nombre annuel des mariages, naissances et deces.
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The sources of information are found in the parish registers, duplicates being

deposited with the prothonotaries, and in the archives of the Board of Statistics of

the City of Halifax. The materials of the first category have been collected by

Mr. Abbe Tanguay, assisted in this labour by Messieurs the Cures of the different

parishes, without whose kind and gratuitous assistance it would have been impossible

to complete this work; the information in the second category has been taken from

the annual reports ofthe Halifax Board, of which Messrs. Costley and McMillan have

successively been Secretaries.

The regular registers of the Province of Quebec date from the j
rear 1621. The

number of marriages, births and deaths from 1608 to 1621 has been compiled from

dhamplain's and Sagard's writings. Only one marriage, one birth, and as many as

29 deaths had taken place during that period, all belonging 'to tho City of Quebec,

•tho only place then organized. The registers of Nova Scotia were commenced in

1864 and terminated at the year 1817.

Table I shows, in an uninterrupted succession of time, from the foundation of

Quebec in 1608 to the 1st January 1876, the number of marriages, births and deaths of

each year, for the Catholic population of the Province of Quebec, the only portion of

Canada which possesses such annals.

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This table, besides its scientific interest, in the partial and general results which

it indicates, shows, in figures, the history of the settlement of each of the districts

now constituting the electoral divisions, from the year 1608, the date of the founda-

tion of Quebec by Champlain, to the 1st of January, 1876.

In examining this ascertained grand total of 415,162 marriages, of 2,454,089

births, and of 1,194,806 deaths taking place during thi3 period of two hundred and

eixty-eight years,' it will be asked if no gaps and omissions exist?

These do exist here, as everywhere in the case of oxtonsivo registers of the con-

dition of persons ; but these gaps and omissions are comparatively unimportant, and

it is astonishing how few of chem have been found.

The gaps arise from [the loss of parts of registers, due to various accidents..

It must bo remarked that certain gaps, ascertained to exist in the archives of
parishes, are supplied by the duplicates deposited in the archives of the prothonotarics

and vice versa. The existence of theso duplicates reduces, both positively and com-

paratively, the losses to a very slight amount in all,

Most of the gaps are found in the years preceding 1*790; vory fevv exist in the-

registrations subsequent to that date. After careful consideration of the subject, it

is estimated that the number of marriages missing cannot exceed 1,000; of births,.

6,000, and of deaths 3,000.

It may be confidently stated that the cases of omissions or the absolute absence-

of registration, are comparatively few, so much care and faithfulness have been given,

to the work. Pew of the marriages have escaped registration, a proportionately greater

number of births, and a still greater number of deaths, as is always the case, must

have escaped. Naturally, it is impossible to give here the numbers except arbi-

trarily, by approximation deduced from knowledge of the circumstances and of tho-

domestic history of the population.

There is every reason to believe that 500 marriages and 5,000 births would be-

amply sufficient numbers to represent the possible maximum omissions of those two-

categories, through absolute want of registration, for the whole Catholic population

of the Province of Quebec during 268 years.

The number must necessarily, regard being had to proportions, be much greater for

deaths, when it is remembered that in periods of war and during distant expeditions, a

considerable number of individuals die far from their homes, in the midst of the

woods, on the sea, apart from every connection with the organization, whose duty it

is to draw up juridically the certificate of death ; numerous cases which must be.

added to omissions of registration due to other causes. It is to bo remarked that

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In the registration and deduction of deaths, are not included the still-born,

properly so called, that is, distinguished from children born alive, but who have diod
before registration. The latter (placed among the still-born in the statistics ' of
some countries) are counted among the births and deaths in the figures contained in

this volume. In the registers, they appear only in the entries of deaths, under the

appellation of anonymes; but in compiling the figures for this volume, each dices'

d'anonyme has been carried to the list of births : all born alive are counted.

As to the cumber of still-born, all that can be said here is that it is very small

compared with the total number of births; but as compared to-a- given population^

about equal to the ordinary average, owing to the enormous birth-rate which
characterizes the population in question.

Tables IV to XII, inclusive, are given to 'establish the ratio of births to sexes and
that to months of the year, by years and decenniads; and the ratio of deaths to

sexes and ages, and the proportion of illegitimate to legitimate births, also by
years and decenniads.

It would have been impossible to undertake this counting for all the movements
of the population, as ascertain ed by the registers of the whole of tho Province ofQuebec.

The amount of labour necessary to complete such a task would have required a staff

and an expenditure twenty times greater 'thaji were provided. In order, therefore,

that those undertaking the investigation of so important a question might be able to

arrive at satisfactory results, extracts were made of tho registers of an im-

portant locality, which was at once compact and easy of access, covering a period of

such length that the time embraced would supplement what tho limited numbers
might leave in doubt. The City of Quebec possessed the requisite conditions, and
the numbers have been taken from the registers for the period of a hundred years,

from tho year 1771 to 1870 inclusive. It is not necessary to say that to apply tho

results of this enquiry to the whole series fif the Province at large, the ratios of

marriagcs.births and deaths of the City of Quebec, as compared to the population of

this city, are to be measured by the proportion, derived from the ratios of marriages,

births and deaths of the Province to the population of the Province.

It must
be observed here, as applying to all these tables and to all the registers of deaths by
ages, that the true ages in a series of deductions can oolybe obtained by calculations,,

revising and correcting the figures, distributing over the previous and subsequent

ages the surcharges which have accumulated on certain ages, through the universal

habit people have of giving a period for an exact date.

It is in this way that, in the language of many of those who supply the infor-

mation to be entered in the registers a fortnight is very often an expression meaning
nearly or about a fortnight. The child whose age is thus entered might bo only 12

days or might be 18 days; one month old (entered 30 or 3 L days) is often said of a.

child dying in, for instance, tho twonty-fifth day of its existence.

This manner of answering questions has influenced the counting of the doaths of"

each month of the first year of age, as is at once apparent. Sooner or later the
increasing or decreasing ratio of deaths is sure to be found, establishing a criterion

of corrections to be made.'

In tho same way, in the information given for years of ago, 30, 40, 50, 60, 70,.

80 years are expressions which have no very precise meaning.

As to extreme ages, the entrios of 100 years and upwards aro usually exagger-
ations. These centenarians aro extremely rare, as may be seen in the last tabie-

of this volume by the investigation on longevity.

Tho defect just pointed out is to be found in all registers of the condition of per-

sons, and there are none kept with a sufficient degree of exactitude to dispense with
critical examination, so as to take account of tho real stato of matters, revise and'

correct by redistribution, a labour, it may be added, much easier and more profitable-

than at first sight it would seem to bo. In tho table in question, the nature of the

work prescribes that tho figures be given as collected, leaving for the statist working
them, on his personal responsibility, the task of rectifying such error of state-

ment.

a ne donner que le chiffro constate, tel quel ; laissant au statisticien qui vent en tirer

partie de faire, sur sa responsabilite propre, le travail do rectification.

Le tableau VII donne le nombro dos deces do chaque annee de la periodo seco-

. lairo mentionnee, pour la premiere annee d'cxistence, par mois d'fige.
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Table VIII refers to deaths by ages, counted by years. The subject of the two

preceding tables enters as a constituent part of the first division of this table to 1.

All the deaths of persons said to have exceeded 100 years are collected in a single

column, under the heading oyer 100 ; from the reason already assigned, the absolute

uncertainty of the information regarding roported extreme ages.

Tables IX and X are the summaries by doconniads, of the tables immediately

preceding.

In those Tables, from VI to X inclusive, the columns headed " soxos omitted "

have not exclusively reforenco, as in tho caso of births, to the anonymes , but include

also a certain number of other deceased young infants whoso 'eox is not mentioned.

Tbe numbor of those whose sexes are omitted of the class of anonymes is 2,617, as

shown in the birth tables, while the total of sexes omitted of tbe dead amounte to

3,125, including 508 omissicns of sexes, besides tho anonymes. All these children

whose sex is not mentioned belong'to the first day of age.

Tables XI and XII contain tho account of the illegitimate births'- registered in

^
tho different registers of the city of Quebec. As noted in the table, page 353, it

must, not be forgotten tbau a considerable proportion of these illegitimate births come
from other parts of the country and even from abroad, especially in consequence of

the fact that the port of Quebec is a port of landing for emigrants having various

destinations.

The same thing takes place with regard to .the amount of mortality, which is

found to bear in all the cities, and especially in the seaports and at the landing places

of immigrants for different destinations, a surplus of deaths, ovor and above the

excess inherent to populations of cities. The comparison of the ligures of tho tables,

by localities, gives, by induction, the approximate value of these surcharges.

It should be observed, again, that, freod from these surcharges, the mortality of

the city of Quebec does not much diffor, except in timos.of epidemics, and especially

•epidemics in the case of infants, from the mean mortality of the rest of tho Province.

It is not so with the City of Montreal, the mortality of which, even after deducting
surcharges, still remains excessive in proportion to the rest of tho country, especially

during a certain number of years past.

Tables XIII to XVIII, inclusive, relate to the movement of population of the

Province of Nova Scotia, especially of that of the City of Halifax. An office for the

registration of the condition ofpersons was established in NovaScotia in 1864 and closed

in 1877. The registration of marriages during the period IS66-75 inclusive, was made

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rogularly anil completely—with few probable omissions—for tho whole Pro-

vince ; but the registration of births and deaths was incomplete everywhere, except

for tho City of Halifax, the returns of which are sufficiently correct for the years

mentioned in the tables in this volume. In making extracts from these returns, only

those have beon taken which were characterized by such correctness as admitted of

their being used as elements of statistics. "Whatever did not possess this character

was set aside in tho preparation of tho following fables. :.

Tublo XIII gives the summary of the number of marriages contracted in

Nova Scotia during the period from 1866 to 1875 inclusive, indicating the territorial

divisions in which tho marriages took place. P\>r the year 18*70 there has beon

added the religious profession, according to the rites of which the marriage was

celebrated. The year 1870 has been chosen, because it is to this year that the condi-

tion of the population furnished by the last census refers, and ihat, for other years

of tho poriod, the population could only be determined by approximate calculations.

For a similai reason, as also because of the forced saving of labour, tables XIV and

XV, which supply information as to the condition and age of the married, have also

been restricted to the- year 1870.

Tables XVI and XVII furnish, distinguishing the sexes, the numerical state-

ment of the births and deaths in the population of the city of Halifax, from 1866 to

1876. inclusive, indicating tho number of births by months, and the ages of the dead

for the year 1870.

Table XVIII is the recapitulation of the causes of death contained in the

reports' for the city of Halifax, for the year 1870. As has been said above in refer-

ence to tho registers of tho Province of Quebec, all these operations have necessarily

been made on the ascertained movements of Ihe population, within the limits re-

scribed by the conditions of time and moans at the disposal of thi service. The
detailed information contained in tho large collection of the registers of the

Province of Quebec, and in the interesting, though small, collection of tho registers

of the Province of Nova Scotia, is far from having been exhausted in the summaries

in this volume, although these summaries may suffice as elements in extensive work
of the highest interest to those who are engaged in studying tho laws and influences

which govern the movements of population, and tho life of man on earth. Besides,

the course being given and the exploration of the ground being made, it will be

comparatively easy to contitmo those labours. The study of these tables is a now
proof of the absolute necessity of taking long continued and uninterrupted registra-

tion to establish tho death-rato of a population. •

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Table XIX, and last of this volume, may bo called a necessary complement to

the whole of the second part of the Canadian statistics. It summarises the results

of an investigation of longevity in Canada, in relation to which it is necessary to

offer a few iemarks and explanations in detail.

The first labour performed on entering into the investigation of this question of
.longevity has been to collect the names of persons reported as dying after haying
reached the ago of a hundred and upwards. For this purpose the schedules of censuses,

parts of the registers of parishes, books, journals, and reviews have been consulted.

This has produced a total of 421 names of reputed centenarians, and a note was
taken of all the indications respecting each individual named by the documents
making mention of the case. These 421 names belong to the Provinces of Ontario

Quebec, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Princo Edward Island ; they also belono-

to the different nationalities composing the population ; Aborigines, Germans,
English, Scotch, French, Irish, and to the different religious beliefs.

The majority of these 421 individuals reputed centenarians, belong to the class

of people born out of the country, and whose antecedents (before immigration)
remain absolutely unknown. For tho greatest number of them no. information bear-

ing on the question exists beyond tho assertion, pure and simple, that thoy had
exceeded the age of 100 years at death, giving the alleged ago at the time the death
occurred. Thegreatest age thus assigned in the whole list was 130, that of a woman
of French origin, supposed to have been born in Canada, and who died in tho State

of New York. Not even a semblance of proof couid be found to corroborate the

information given by the journal which announced her death.

The error or falsity of the assortion of the extreme age indicated, is deduced in

many of these cases of alleged centenarians, from the examination of circumstances
in their lives, of which information has been obtained. In this way, by examining
the schedules of the censuses of 1851, of 1861, and of 1871, it has been discovered that

many of these centenarians, having continued to live in the same locality, whoso
identity could be ascertained, have become 15, 20 and even, in one case, 31

years older, in tho interval of ten years between one census and tho other.

The rigorous signification of tho elimination of so many names from the first list

means only, that there is no proof of tho precise ages of these people, or that it

has been impossible to identify the persons ; there is a moral certainty that a few
centenarians exist among all those alleged to be so, without the possibilityof obtaining

proof of the age which has been reached, but that the number is very small.

As the question here is of the admission into the definitive list, of only indi-

viduals whose ages could be proved by authentic documents, examined with a

rigorous sorutiny, in short, as it is a quostion of establishing facts, tho number of

421 names has been reduced to 82 names, which are to bo found in Table XIX of

this volume.

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To understand fully the difficulties, delays, impedimenta, researches and caro

involved, it is necessary to have personally shared in this labour. Often many
records, not relating to the individual in question, must be examined owing to the

complication produced by the same names; obstacles, besides, arising from the

variations in the names or Christian namos of tho samo families arid of the same

individuals; several names have been forcibly thrown asido on account of such

difficulties.

Only the names of those are inserted in tho Table whose identity could be estab-

lished: 1. By the record of birth. 2. By the record of death. 3. By tho records of

marriage of the persons themselves, or of parents, when necessary. 4. By the record of

births and deaths of brothers and sisters. In the case of some of these names certain

details could not bo met with, although perhaps existing; but in these instances the

information wanting has been supplied by the records of births, marriages and deaths

of the parents, or by rigorously ascertained collateral facts, presenting direct and

oonclusivo proof of the identity of the person and of the necessary dates. This in-

vestigation has the greater value in tho important quostion of longevity, that it

refers to a population which, moro'than any other, perhaps, presents frequent examplos

of long lifo.

To execute this labour faithfully, several thousand records of marriages, births

. and deaths were examined, and over 1,000 of such acts were studied and verified,

directly relating to the 82 old peoplo whose names arc inserted in Table XIX. This

tablo, giving the. name of the person, the sex, the.place of birth, the occupation (in tho

«ase of the men), tho alleged age, the verified ago at tho moment of death, the day, the

month and the year of birth,the day, the month and the year of the marriage or mar-

riages (with some exceptions), the place of burial, the day, month'andyoar of death,

requires only a few remarks as to details to form a comploto report of tho wholo in-

vestigation. Tho records of these cases aro deposited in tho Department of Agriculture.

These papers contain authentic copies of registration and such remarks and informa-

tion as concern the person to whom each package relates. Besides what is contained

in these records of cases, extensive information was derived from tho reportory of tho

registers of the whole Province of Quebec, which constitute the Dictionaire Ginialo-

gique of M. Tanguay, both from the manuscript as well as from the printod parts

:

this work is still far from being terminated. In fact, if it had not boon for that

source of investigation, the result of many years of labour, the numbor on tho list

would have been very considerably reduced. The indications of the repertoire havo

been verified by reference to the register.

Before entering into a few interesting details of these researches, it may be well

to notice that out of 82 cases verified, there wore found onljr nine centenarians,

five men and four women; that is 2-13 verifications per cont of the total presumed

or allcgod number of 421, and 10-37 centenarians per cont. of the numbor of thoso

whose ages are proved.

Avant d'entrer dans quelques details interossants de ces recherches, il convient

de faire de npuveau remarquer que sur 421 cas, 82 seulement ont pu subir l'epreuvo

d'une constatation rigoureuse d'identite de personne et d'age, et d'attirer l'attention

sur le fait que, sur 82 cas constates, il ne s'est trouve que 9 centenaires, cinq hommes

et quatre femmes ; e'est done 2-13 allegations confirmees par cent sur le nombre total

alleguS, et 10.97 centenaires par cent sur lo nombre de ceux dont les Sges sont prouves.

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The two.extreme verified ages are 113 and 109 years, numbers 33 and 48 of the

Table. Among tho individuals given in the table who have not attained or exceeded

the age of 100 years, seven have lived to the age of 99, and among these 82 pretended

centenarians several were not even nonagenarians and one not even an octogenarian.

One, not born in the country, who was reputed to be 112 was only 81 years of ago,

as was ascertained by the authentic copy of his record of birth, obtained from the

registers of the City of Bordeaux (France), from indications left by himself of the

name of his natal parish, with the names and surnames of his father and mother.

It is of importance to givo certain details of a few of the names on Table XIX,

some as instances of the proceedings according to the method adopted in every case,

the others for some special circumstances which call for more particular attention.

In the case of Francois Dagneau (No. 15), the record of birth accredited to this

Francois was conscientiously taken from the registers, but this first record of the

birth of a son Francois, born to Francois Dagneau and Veronique Godreau, was

the record of that of a brother, who was born and died in the same year. The first

Francois was born on the 3rd of December, 1775, and he died on tho 6th of tho

same month of the same year, being three days old. A year after, the Francois of

tho table succeeded to the name of his elder brother, at the date mentioned in tho

table, a mistako having been committed in the identity of the person.

The case of Descombes (No. 18) has this particular interest, that it formed tho

subject of a biographical and obituary notice, published in Le Journal de VInstruction

Publique, for tho year 185S, page 219. In the record of interment, Pierre Descombes

is stated to have been 112 years of age, which would have shown his birth to have

taken place in 1746, The authentic record of his birth was obtained at tho Mairie

of Bordeaux, Department of the GLronde, France, and this rocord proves that

" Pierre, legitimate son of Pierre Descombes, maitre de bateau, and of Mario Roux
" of the Parish of St. Michel de Bordeaux," was born in January, 1777. Tho identity

is proved by the record of marriage of Pierre Descombes, who gives the names

and surnames of his father and mother, and the name of the parish in which he was

born at Bordeaux.

The case of Francois Forcier (No. 27), is one of those rare cases in which tho

reputed is less than tho real age. Ho was the eighth of thirteen brothors and

sisters, all following each other at. .almost regular intervals of two years. He was

the only one of the family who bore the name of Francois.

Tho cases of Francois Forgues (No. 28) and of Marie-Magdeleino Savard (No. 72)

have this peculiarity, that they wero the objects of a special investigation by an

investigator very well known in Canada, Mr. Jacques Viger, in 1829.

This conclu-

sion was correct in the case of Forgues, the record of whose birth he had been able to>

find and identify, but it was incorrect in the case of Magdeleine Savard, which rested

on proofs which had not the character of certitude required for the verification*

of a fact. The record of the birth of Marie-Magdeleine Savard could not bo

found. She must have been baptized in a different parish from that which was the-

usual residence of her parents, or else the case forms part of those very rare omis-

sions referred to in speaking of the registers of parishes. But there are the records-

of the marriage of her parents, Pierre Savard and Marie Boure, the records of the

three marriages she herself contracted, and the rocords of the birth of her brothers,

and sisters. The Savards, father and mother of Marie-Magdeleine, wore married on

the lbt March, 1734, arid consequently none of their children could have been a hun-

dred years old in 1829, which at once settles the question. The mother, Marie Boure,.

was only 18 at the date of her marriage, and, therefore, was not at the age of puberty

at the time indicated for the birih of her daughter. In the table, the birth of Marie-

Magdeleine is assigned to the year 1736, because in the succession of the children iu the-

Pierre Savard—Marie Boure family, there are to be found Marie-Marguerite, the eldest

of all, born on the 27th December, 1734, and another sister, Marie-Angelique, born on-

the 30th October, 1738, leaving between them a vacant space of nearly four years, not

occurring with respect to the rest of the family, the nine children of the Savard

Boure household having succeeded each other uninterruptedly at intervals of less,

than twoyears, the last being born on the 11th January, 1748, and the father bavin"
died on the 16th November, 1749, without leaving any posthumous issue. Marie-

Magdeleine Savard was married on the 18th of April, 1757, to Charles Bonneau, on the

11th September, 1758, to Jean Baptiste Charles Louis Julien alias Hot, and a third

time to Benjamin Schmarr, a German, on the 6th February, 1787. She, nevertheless
was commonly called widow Julien.

The case of Marie-Agnes Gaudin (No. 29) presents in the settlement of the

"reputed age, one of those errors as to identity which are so common. The record

of interment gives the age as 100 years and five months, on the authority of

a record of the birth of Marie-Agnes Gaudin, daughter of Jacques Gaudin and of

Marie-Agnes Darois, born on the 13th June, 1767, which would really give the-

reputed age of upwards of 100 to this Marie-Agnes Gaudin, if it were she who lived till

November, 1867. But the Marie-Agnes who was born in 1767, died on the 7th July,

of the same year, and her younger sister, the Marie-Agnes in question, did not come
into the world until more than seven years after. This sort of error, as may
be seen, is a fruitful source of the mistakes of those who, in investigations of

this kind, do not mi'ke it a rule to collect and examine all the records of the births

and deaths of the brothers and sisters, and even of the ascendants, when there is

room to apprehend a blunder in that direction.

the deceased, in the record of interment, cannot receive a reasonable explanation

otherwise than in the presumption of the fact that this son was himself, at the death

of his father, an old man of 82. This presumption, sustained by the history of the

family based on authentic registers, has appeared as completing the proof of identity

of the person. The addition of the distinctive name of Francois, rdded to the

baptismal name of Pierre III, is entirely in conformity with the habits of the French

Canadiens and adds a new strength to that portion of the evidence.

The case of Francoise Lecompte (No. 45) is one which, as being connected

with one of those anecdotes relating to great personages, are brought as proofs

of the extreme ages alleged, on the supposition that an investigation must have pre-

ceded the participation of tho personage in the matter, in reference to which he is

given as. an authority. Francoise Lecompte, widow Dupil, then, passed as being

upwards of a hundred, and as she lived in the Island of Orleans, a short distance from.

Quebec, a desire was felt by His Eoyal Highness the Duke of Kent, then in garrison

in Quebec (from 1T91 to 1794,) to visit the centenarian, and the story says, to

prove how lively and nimble the centenarian still was, that she requested His Eoyal

Highness to grant her the favour ofallowing her to dance a minuet with the son of her

King,which the Prince, with his usual kindnoss, granted. (See Les Memoires de JU De-
Gaspe, page 31.)

This is probably correct, minus the word centenarian, for Francoise was only 94

in 1793, the year of her death. She was born on the 18th of August, 1699; was
married on the 26th of August, 1719, to Augustin Dupil, to whom she had fifteen

children. Sho was the daughter of-Antoine Lecompte and Marie Poire, and was the

first born of four brothers and sisters, the mother having died on tho 25th of Decem-
'ber, 1702, shortly after the birth of her last child. The respectable Madame Dupil

thought, like every body else, that she was over one hundred years old, when danc-

ing, at the remarkable ago of 94, a minuet with the father of Her Majesty. The
subtraction required, after the investigation, to be mado from her supposed age does

not prevent the anecdote from being distinguished from a common place story.

The case of Marie-Eosalio Lisotte (No. 48) is the second in age of all in the

table, she having lived for 109 years. She 'was the ninth of the fifteen children of

Nicolas Lisotte, and Marie-Magdeleine A ngelique Miville dit Deschenes, married on
the 3rd May, 1724.

The Picards, brother and sister (Nos. 80 and 61) are among the celebrated casos

of centenarianism. In 1876, a biographical notice, which went the round of the
press, spoke of Francois Picard as having then reached the age of 109, and added :

" His father died at 108 and his mother at 104 years of age. He has a sister at
" Quebec, who is 107, and a daughter who is nearly 90 ; he is in possession of all his
" faculties, &c." Now, Augustin Picard alias Destroismaisons,was the son of Augustin
Picard and of Charlotte Maret alias Marotto. Augustin and Francoise, his sister,

were in fact born at an interval of two years between the two, as related by tho
chronique

;
but neither one nor the other was a centenarian. Augustin was born in

1779 and Prancoise in 1781, as reported in the table, with the months an:l
the dates taken from the Eegisters.

The case of Marie Josephte Tapin (No. 75) is another case of mistaken identity.
The father and mother, Jean Baptiste Tapin and Marie Frechet, were married on tho
29th January, 1731, each of them being twenty-five years old; had their first child
a girl,. baptised by the name of Marie-Josephte, on the 15th Novomber, 1731,- having
been born the day previous. This child having died on the 6th of December of
the same year, the same name of Marie-Josephte was given to tho subject of this •

note, who was the fifth child in the family, and was born on the 6th of February, 1741.
Marie-Thereso (No. 76), an Indian woman of the Iroquois tribe, and having for

her Indian individual name Kanonouiiostha, was the daughter ofMichel Skanaouati and
Marie Anne Tsieionha. She was the third child ofsix brothers and sisters. The record
of her marriage with Pierre Atsinaton, her husband, was not found, it having probably
been celebrated elsewhere than at St. Eegis or Sault St. Louis. No doubt can
possibly exist on the identity of Theresa, which has been established by the Mission-
aries and ancients of St. Eegis and Sault St. Louis, and the relatives of the centenarian
woman. At the time of the enquiry there was, still living, a relative of hers, almost
octogenarian, who had been acquainted with her and her family since his infancy.

The caso of Marie Genevieve Vallee (No, 80) is another case of mistaken identity.
She had two elder sisters having the same name of Marie Genevieve

; one born on tho
2nd November, 17U8, the other born on the 28ih December, 1774. Both died when
infants. The Genevieve in question, the third of the name, succeeded them on tho
15th November, 1778. She was the seventh of tho eight children of Joseph Vallee
and Marie Angelique Belanger.

Table XIX and the preceding notes must be consulted together, in the consider-
ation of the facts to which both relate. All the information contained in these two
documents are the summary of an enquiry which could never have been made so
extensive, except with the concurrence of the following circumstances:—

fact that the enquiry has been conducted on a small population having well preserved
traditions

;
the advantage of having the services, in collecting the requisite informa-

tion, of a genealogist engaged for upwards oftwenty years in preparing a Genealo-
gical Dictionary of that population

; the assistance of Messieurs the cures of the
different parishes, guardians and keepers of the registers; the determination of oil
those participating in the work to regard only facts apart from any theory.

Besides the examination of the registers, and to be able to search them so as to
obtain the desired result, it has boon- necessary to investigate the informa-
tion supplied by tradition and by publications in which mention is made of the
persons or families in question. Whatever did not stand the test of scrutiny and
produce an irresistible conviction was set aside. It was for this reason that, of the
421 cases selected at the beginning of the enquiry, 339 were rejected for 'want of
proof, or from the evidence being insufficient to decide the cases, and only eighty-two

.

cases reported on, as answering to the conditions demanded by the method adopted.
For each, of these cases, it is believed that it can be said, with the assurance which
the subject allows .-."There is only one individual who could have boon the person
designated, and .that individual was born at such a date, in such a place, of such
father and mother, and died at such a date and at such a place." To insert each case
on the list, there, has-been required :—The knowledge of the family and Christian
names of the father and mother

; the names of the person or persons to whom the
individual has been married

; the authentic records of tho birth, death and all other
conditions of the individual according to circumstances; the records of birth and
death of the brothers and sisters, the age of parents when required.

When the existence of two families with tho same name might lead to confusion,
the registers of both families have been consulted, as in the case of Eosalie Lisotte (No.
48), for instance

:
Two broth ors Lisotte were married to two Miville, cousins, but tho

two heads of the family were named respectively Nicholas and Joseph, the two women
respectively Magdeleine and Marie Josephto. The first pair were married in 1724,
the other in 1*30. Nicholas-Magdeleine had fifteen children of whom Eosalie
was one

;
Joseph—Josephte had twelve children none of whom was called Eosalie.

No girl Lisotte, other than Eosalie, was married, first, to Joseph Mignault
dtt Labry, and the second time to Joseph Lagaee. Tradition and evidence
have traced the history of this woman, living in the midst of the
members of her family and amongst her acquaintances, in the Parish of St. Eoch des
Aulnots, where she was born, and in the Parish of Biviero du Loup, to which she,
afterwards went with some of hor relations and where she died.

Evidence is given here of facts, ascertained not with tho" absolute certainty of
having committed no mistake, but with tho firm belief that no fatal errors have
been made, and the, certainty of its being; on the whole, correct.

This question of the human longevity of our times is one of the highest import-

ance in biological investigations, and the furnishing of a considerable number of

well-established facts, and contributing to clear it of the confusion produced by the

gratuitous assertions by which it is surrounded, appears to be a service to science.

The greatest number of errors ascertained by this enquiry, in Table XIX., have

been errors committed in good faith, several even were based on authentic records,

honestly interpreted, but about which mistakes, of indentity had taken place.

Oftentimes, however, these assertions of extreme ages are deceits, which are looked

upon as being of no importance; being prompted by a vanity which leads some

persons to underrate their age till the limits of old ago are reached, and which leads

to exaggerating one's age when the evidence of time can no longer be concealed.

Sometimes also, these statements are positive impostures. A recent case is

well known in Canada of an old man still alive, who, like many of his predecessor

ynacrobites, was deriving revenue, dinners, and feasting from his profession of centen-

arianism. He was armed with the authentic copy of registration of his birth, but in

which the two last figures of the date had been altered. The parish priest who

had certified the copy, having seen reproduced in the newspapers that copy of

registration thus falsified, protested against such a use of his signature, and the

so-called centenarian, whose stomach was the stronger that it had not lasted one

hundred years by a good many, had to desist from a trade which ho was prosecuting

by deceit practised on his customers and victims.

After the tables are given lists of the districts and sub-districts of the census of 1871.

These lists are the written summary of the geographical labours executed by the Depart-

ment of Agriculture, on the occasion of the first enumeration of Federal Canada. The

.graphical part, composed of general maps and. of separate maps of the districts on a

larger scale, is deposited in the archives of the Department, these maps being accom-

panied by a largo collection of genoral and sectional maps, published in the country

;at various times.

Mentions of these geographical labours has already been made in the two letters

-of presentation of this work, and in the Introduction to the first volume, at pages

XV and onwards. The descriptive lists are copies, with some abridgement, of the

proclamations which appeared in the Canada Gazette, at the respective dates of the

51st December, 1870, and of the 9th March, 1871.

This volume concludes with an index analogous to those of the four previous

volumes.
