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FCC REPORTS ON RADIO-TV
INDUSTRY FINANCIAL FIGURES

Financial figures for the radio-television industry released by the Federal Com-
munications Commission indicate a continued increase in total revenue. Combined radio
and television profits in 1955 are reported at 48.5% above the preceding year. Aimong the
interesting financial particulars reported, though, is the fact that the four nationwide
radio networks and three regional radio networks (including nineteen owned and
operated stations) had total revenues 11.6% below that of 1954. The total of the
country's other radio stations reported a revenue increase of 3.9%.

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SIGNIFICANT DEVELOPMENTS IN TV
BROADCASTING-1956-1957

(XZX)

A prime technical development of the past several months
has been the employment of miniature-sized TV equipment.
Shown above, left, is the CBS INTEC French developed
portable which weighs 36 pounds including power supply,
generator, and transmitter. At the right, the RCA portable
TV station with a four pound camera and a 15 pound trans-
mitter.

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FCC Outlines Some Current

Developments and Problems

(1) Brief Survey of Broadcasting

IN the broadcast field AM stations now
total 3,125, of which 3,005 are on the air.

Commercial FM station authorizations have

decreased to 554, with 529 operating. How-
ever, the number of non-commercial educa-

tional FM authorizations has risen to 141, of

which 125 are in operation.

Commercial TV station authorizations now
total 631 (426 VHF and 205 UHF). Of this

number, 472 commercial TV stations are on

the air (382 VHF and 90 UHF). In addition,

38 stations (all UHF) which went off the air

still retain operating authorizations. TV sta-

tions holding construction permits number
121 (77 UHF and 44 VHF). These figures

do not include new TV translator stations, of

which 21 have been authorized to extend TV
service to remote areas and five are already

functioning. Of 46 noncommercial educa-

tional TV station grants (27 VHF and 19

UHF), 23 are on the air (18 VHF and 5

UHF).
Over 90 percent of the population is now

within range of at least one TV station, 76

percent can receive two or more TV stations,

and 60 percent can get three or more TV
stations. More color TV programs and color

TV sets are available.

In order to make UHF transmission more
compatible with that of VHF, the Commis-
sion has initiated an immediate research and
development program to increase the cover-

age of UHF stations, is acting on proposals

to eliminate local VHF channels in UHF
areas and, at the same time, assign more
VHF outlets to other localities. Also, it is

considering the possibility of ultimately shift-

ing all or a geographical proportion of TV
operation to the UHF band. Proposals for

"boosters" and "subscription" TV service,

and extended authority over community TV
systems, are also receiving its attention.

The Commission expects to complete its

special study of radio and TV network broad-
casting by June 30, 1957.

(2) Problems of the Commission in 1957
The close of last year found the Commis-

sion head-on with many problems posed by
the growth of the nation's electrical com-
munication facihties. They extend beyond
broadcasting to other services bursting at the

seams and interests demanding space in

crowded parts of the spectrum.
New techniques may make it possible to

double-up on some popular frequencies, while

new equipment holds promise of operating

on still higher bands. However, the compli-
cated problems involved in "single sideband,"

"split channel" and "over-the-horizon" trans-

mission, as well as extension of the micro-

wave facilities, require exacting engineering

consideration.

At the same time, the mushrooming of

transmitters coupled with the mounting pop-
ularity of electronic gadgets is causing an
unprecedented amount of interference which
is difficult to control.

In broadcasting, the AM band is so con-

gested that only small local daytime-only sta-

tions seem able to shoehorn in. Commercial
FM continues to lose stations numerically.
In trying to help resolve UHF problems in

TV, the Commission is deluged with con-
flicting deintermixture and other proposals
which further complicate the situation.

Competition and interference considera-

tions require one out of every three applica-

tions for new TV and AM stations go to

hearing.
(XI>0

Also, court dictum now requires the Com-
mission to hear, with priority, practically all

protests to grants made without hearing. This
not only bogs down the Commission's proc-
esses but holds up new services to the public.

If Commission procedures are considered
slow, this is due largely to the extra steps

that higher authority requires it to take. The
FCC is saddled with more procedural time-
consuming requirements than any other Fed-
eral agency. In particular, it needs reUef from
a 1952 amendment to its act which goes far

beyond standard government procedure by
precluding the Commission from consulting
its own staff experts on problems involved
in certain proceedings.

Despite a workload that has doubled and
become more complex in the past few years,

the Commission personnel remains numeric-
ally unchanged and overworked.

But whether or not the Commission is able
to catch up with its work schedules, there is

every indication that the electrical communi-
cations industry will, in practically every line,

continue its present high rate of expansion
?nd development.
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Exciting Future Of Broadcasting

is In Impact On American Tliought

I'M sure it should be my design in this ar-

ticle to talk about the various accomplish-

ments and problems of the National Asso-
ciation of Radio and Television Broadcasters

during 1956 and to make some prediction of

our program for the future.

However, I should like to take the liberty

at the outset of making a few general com-
ments about broadcasting itself, in both its

video and aural aspects.

The most dramatic evidence of what tele-

vision means to America is the estimated

1,481,570,000 home hours viewed each week
by the public during the past year. And radio

has reached such a point of saturation that

people now listen not only in every room of

their homes, but in cars, in their places of

business, in their outdoor activities—in fact,

everywhere they go.

Public comprehension of the vital role of

both radio and television was enhanced by
the observance of separate national weeks
for each medium in 1956 and we hope this

year's celebrations — May 5-11 for Radio
and September 22-28 for TV — will be even
more successful.

In the production sense, the past year has
been a rich one indeed — bringing us again

the national political conventions and the

subsequent coverage of the campaigns them-
selves, and, in early 1957, by the inaugura-
tion.

The truly stupendous effect of this instru-

ment of political life of today and tomorrow
is rather difficult for any of us to compre-
hend. Television and radio today have dis-

pelled some of the "fog" and the electorate's

capacity to choose on the basis of merit

—

both in the case of candidates and issues

—

has been enhanced immeasurably.
In retrospect, we saw quite an advance in

the field of entertainment during 1956. Some
particularly fine Hollywood films have
reached the home screen, adding to the riches

television offers the public. Surely this new
source of programming will give impetus to

continued improvement in the "live" prod-
uct. Competition has been a keystone in

progress in this nation from time of genesis,

and I don't doubt that this same factor will

hold true in television broadcasting, as we
know from experience that it did in radio.

We have seen the names of people in our
own family of activity emblazoned in the
headlines of our own trade papers — those
who, in the background, have contributed so

much to the objectives toward which we as-
pire.

During the past year, the National Asso-
ciation of Radio and Television Broadcast-
ers, representing an all-time high of 2,126
members, seemed to attain a better under-
standing of its industry's principles and plans
in a very significant place — on Capitol Hill
in Washington. The various hearings that
were conducted by the Senate Interstate and
Foreign Commerce Committee and the
House Judiciary Committee and others,
served only — although they seemed to be
perhaps aggravating at the moment — to

shed light that reflected some glory on the
industry. I believe they helped us more than
they hurt us.

In 1956 we saw organized TASO — the
all-industry efi'ort to contribute some prac-
tical analysis to the problem of full service
in television, all of this at the suggestion of
the Chairman of the Federal Communica-
tions Commission, the Honorable George C.
McConnaughey. TASO represents at the least

a healthy evidence of industry cooperation
with government — and at the most, we
hope, a step in the direction to the solution
of one of the most difficult problems broad-
casting has ever faced.

There have been numerous "background"
conferences between the Association and its

executive personnel with broadcasters on
such diverse subjects as music licensing, pub-
lic relations, news broadcasting, standards
and ethics, copyright, legislation, and even
such subjects as changing the name of the
Association back from the NARTB to the
NAB. All of these conferences, leading
eventually to recommendations to the policy-
setting boards of the Association and the
subsequent adoption of procedural plans,
reflect the serious purpose of men working
together.

We look forward to 1957 and the succeed-
ing years as times of excitement and great
development in both radio and television,
and those of us at NARTB are happy that in
some way we have a part in this adventure
that lies ahead.

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1957-A Year of Opportunity

and of Great Success for Radio

OPPORTUNITY, they say, knocks but

once. This certainly doesn't seem to be

the case with radio, where opportunity's

knock is sounding loud and clear for 1957.

Radio, which represented the beginning of

the electronic era, responded so vigorously

to the first knockings of opportunity that it

became the focal point of entertainment

within the home, and developed a public

taste for entertainment and education to a

degree never before known. Radio set density

and penetration reached phenomenal heights,

and its ability to sell goods and services con-
tributed in large measure to the expansion of
the entire national economy.

Then along came television, which took over

the living room and scored so heavy an emo-
tional impact that many are still convinced
that it has started radio on the way out

—

though the fact is that radio is bigger today,

in terms of advertising dollars spent and of
sets in use, than it was in its so-called heyday
a decade ago. In 1945, at the end of wartime
and before there was any national television

set density, broadcasting industry leaders felt

they never had it so good, with a gross
revenue for the year of $425,000,000. In con-
trast, in 1955, when radio broadcasters in

many cases complained of the great inroads
made by television, radio's gross revenue was
$121,000,000 higher than the 1945 level. The
1956 figures are not in as of this writing,
but the estimate is that they will be approxi-
mately the same as the 1955 gross.

But radio has taken on a new and far more
personal form, and in that transformation
the feature act and the highly produced show
have given way to programming designed not
so much for the listening of family groups but
to entertain, inform and serve the individual.

Radio has become the companion medium
that goes with us everywhere, to the beach
or the playground, to the summer cottage
or on a Sunday drive. It goes with us to the
beach chair in the back yard, to the work
bench, to the garage. The changing character
of radio listening is demonstrated by the con-
tinuing high sales figures for radio sets, with
particular emphasis on portables and auto-
mobile radios underscoring the medium's
role as a personal companion. And the chang-
ing character of radio listening is demon-
strated further by the steady decline in audi-

ence for network programming and the

corresponding decline in network revenues,

in contrast with the increase in audience for

locally-originated programming and the climb
in local and national spot business.

For our part, we at Westinghouse Broad-
casting Company have taken action during
1956 to make the most of the profound
changes that have taken place and are taking

place in radio. After many months of research

and study, discussion and consideration, we
arrived at a decision to operate our WBC
radio stations locally, without network affilia-

tion. In the light of our history of pioneering
in the establishment of networks, and of our
long and happy associations, this was a diffi-

cult decision, but one we felt was necessary.

It is still too early for a mature appraisal of

the results of our move, but such indications

as we have up to now are favorable. October
1956, for example, was the best month, in

gross billings, in the entire history of WBC
radio. Westinghouse further indicated its

faith in the future of the new radio by its

purchase of WIND, Chicago, one of the na-
tion's great independent stations.

We intend to continue to explore every
new method we can devise to give better

service to the people of our principal and
surrounding communities, recognizing the

difficulty of finding the middle course that

will accomplish the noble while attracting

ever larger audiences. We cordially invite

and urge others in radio broadcasting to join

with us in thinking and planning and dream-
ing—and acting—toward the greater future
of radio.

Broadcasters can give radio and broad-
casting a greater prestige and position through
the service the medium can render. With
thoughtful, resilient and, above all, enthu-
siastic planning, I am absolutely convinced
that 1957 can and will be for radio . . .

A year of challenge;

A year of great success;

A year of opportunity;
A year in which we will bring a new

dimension to radio.

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Color Television Takes Sliape

As A Reality For RCA In 1957

THROUGHOUT 1956 many statements

were made publicly about the position of

color television in the United States. Some of

these were made by well-intentioned people

interested in the progress of a new art and
the promise of a new industry. Others were
made by those whose objective is to retard

the progress of color television in order to

serve their short-term puprposes. In every

pioneering industry there are those who pre-

fer to see the other fellow undertake the risks

of initial investments and do the spade work
while they watch and wait. Sometimes they

even try to impede the progress of the pi-

oneer.

For RCA, which has pioneered in world-

wide radio communications, in radio broad-
casting, in black-and-white television, in elec-

tronics and compatible color, such man-
made roadblocks do not represent a new ex-

perience. We recall, for example, that when
RCA pioneered and established black-and-
white TV, there were those in the industry

who labelled us as "Televisionaries" and the

head of one company asserted publicly that

"television is economically so unsound that

it will never succeed." As late as 1946, an of-

ficer of the same company testified before the

Federal Communications Commission, "We
are not making and do not plan to make any
black-and-white receivers." But several years

later, after RCA had demonstrated, beyond
peradventure, the great success of TV and
that the public embraced it eagerly, these
same folks jumped on the bandwagon.

(KZ>0

History often repeats itself, and I suspect
that the same pattern will emerge in color
TV as did in black-and-white TV. Today, we
hear arguments in some quarters that it will

be years before color can reach the stage of
profitable operations. Moreover, some other
irresponsible statements have been made
that in its efforts to establish and promote
color television as a new and regular service
to the public, RCA in 1956 poured untold
millions of dollars into this undertaking. I

feel that the interests of the industry gener-
ally would be constructively served if the
record of the actual facts of the situation
were made public. Accordingly, here is the
record, and here are the facts.

RCA introduced, for the first time, sim-
plified large-screen 21 -inch compatible color
TV receivers for the Fall of 1955. During the
remaining few months of that year, a small
quantity of these sets was produced and sold;

the major portion was sold in 1956. By the

end of last year we had sold and delivered

102,000 of these 21 -inch color sets. During
this period we also sold and delivered color

picture tubes, color components and equip-

ment. The total factory billing price of all

these color sales amounted to approximately
$58,000,000.

After accounting for last year's costs of

color developments and improvements, the

extra costs of training personnel, of advertis-

ing and promotion campaigns involved in

launching a new product and service, and the

costs of providing color programs on the air,

the net loss (after Federal taxes) of all RCA
color activities for 1956 amounted to approx-
imately $6,900,000. This is certainly a rea-

sonable expenditure to lay the foundation
for a business that promises substantial

profits in the near future.

This year will witness acceleration on all

fronts of color TV as a new dimension in

entertainment, education, news and sports,

as well as advertising and merchandising.
RCA's goal for color television in 1957 is

to produce and sell 250,000 color sets, to

double the number of color programs on the

air, to attract sponsors to the new and pro-

ductive medium, and to encourage others in

the industry to enter the field. Barring un-

foreseen circumstances, we expect, on this

volume to earn, during the second half of

1957, a modest profit on the color sets and
color tubes we sell. Thereafter, profits from
operations in all branches of color TV should

be substantial.

RCA is firmly convinced that color tele-

vision will provide a greater and more inter-

esting service to the public, a profitable busi-

ness for broadcasters, manufacturers, distrib-

utors and dealers, and a rewarding medium
for advertisers. The future of television is in

color.

For 1956, the RCA volume of business

totaled approximately $1,125,000,000 — an
increase of about six per cent over 1955.

This was the second time in its 37-year his-

tory that RCA exceeded the one billion dol-

lar figure.
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Growth of Television Film Built

On Imaginative Leadership
-^

THERE is one thing we at Ziv TV have

learned to expect in the telefilm industry

—it is the kind of dynamic business that isn't

going to stand still for anyone. Our thinking

and our planning must grow as the industry

grows, and be prepared to meet challenges

we would not have dreamed of a few sea-

sons ago.

For example, we have set a $12,500,000

production program of telefilms for syndi-

cation and network release in 1957. Part of

this, of course, is continuing production this

year on our telefilm series now on the air,

such as "West Point," "Men of Annapolis,"

"Dr. Christian" and "Highway Patrol."

However, we realize that we must con-

stantly plan and create new forms of telefilm

entertainment. New programs, like "Harbor
Command" starring Wendell Corey, are due

to go into production, and altogether a total

of 10 pilot films are on the drawing boards

or in various stages of preparation.

Although we accept production of this

scope as being part of our regular business,

we occasionally remember—with something

of a shock, I will admit—that a production

program of the size we anticipate this year

is the kind of production spending that was
going on in the entire television industry com-
bined just a few short seasons ago.

Production quality is not a lucky accident.

Last year, to maintain a consistent quality

level, we found we had to increase our tele-

film production budgets an over-all average

of 27%, as compared with budgets for

similar situations the previous year.

Chiefly, these stepped-up costs to us, as

producers, have come about through extra

location costs of housing, transportation,

overtime and residual payments to crews and
talent, and the stepped-up prices of the raw
materials of film production.

The ranks of our personnel, particularly

creative film makers and technicians, is con-
stantly growing. Last year, the number of

members in the Ziv TV employee family
swelled by nearly one-fourth. Outstanding
producer-director-writer teams joined forces

with us bringing their valuable fund of pro-
duction know-how and special skills gained
in years of TV and motion picture work. Our
plans call for continued expansion of our
creative staffs.

Our growth has been one of diversifica-

tion, too. We now produce telefilms, and
market them, to an astonishingly wide variety

of customers. We sell to national advertisers,

for placement on TV networks and major
regional campaigns. We sell to regional ad-

vertisers. We sell to purely local firms who
demand the utmost in program quality for

use at the local level. We sell to stations, who
in turn offer programs to their own lists of

advertisers.

(XZX)

And, we market our telefilms, largely re-

voiced with special sound-tracks in foreign

languages, overseas. We have found that

audiences in foreign lands have much in com-
mon with our U. S. audiences—they want
to be entertained on TV. That's why we've
found widespread acceptance for Ziv TV
shows in such countries as Great Britain,

France, Italy, Belgium, Monaco, West Ger-
many and Switzerland in Europe; in Japan,
the Philippines and Australia in the Orient;

and to Mexico, Cuba, Guatemala, San Salva-

dor, Venezuela, Dominican Republic, Puerto
Rico, Brazil and Argentina in the Latin and
South American areas.

There has been plenty of competition, as

there is in any healthy business activity. But
we feel the competition has served a strong
purpose for us in sharpening our creative

thinking, and creative marketing of our film

product.

We are optimistic about the challenges fac-

ing our industry today. There is evidence
that multi-market telefilm advertisers, those
in the national and regional brackets, will

spend more than $125,000,000 for syndicated
telefilms and telefilm time slots this year,
with millions more due to be spent by purely
local advertisers seeking the same high pro-
gram quality. We are confident that we will
play a major role in such telefilm plans.
At the same time, we are increasingly aware

of the responsibilities that come with such an
important role. You must keep raising your
standards, setting new objectives, striving for
better methods to create better film products
to maintain a leadership position.

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Television Sales Challenge Leaves

Plenty Of Room For Wise Choice

rpHERE'S no guesswork in television, only

-* change.

In this expanding economy, up-dating,

trend-discerning and fact-analyzing are the

handmaidens of research, and if they are to

keep the pace they must be prepared to ac-

cept the new, the hitherto unknown and

—

yes, even the unexpected. This is the attitude

and approach we at TvB have brought, and

are continuing to bring, to the Bureau's

projects, and much of our findings have

demonstrated that yesterday's dogma is not

necessarily today's fact, nor will a current

truism be tomorrow's dictum.

Yet, much of what is already known and

documented is useful. Accumulated knowl-

edge gives perspective to the present and af-

fords a signpost for the future. Applied to

advertisers' media selection, the practical use

of this philosophy has served to take the

element of chance out of TV. With what is

known, the productive purpose of providing

a base for decision is at hand; with the con-

stant addition of new information, a signpost

pointing the direction for more effective use

of the medium is assured.

Since 1949, when commercial TV really

got off the ground, advertisers' investments

indicate that choice of TV is a matter of

"which direction" rather than 'why.'

The choice (happy title) is as far removed
from chance as the first dollars invested in

1949 are from the booming bucks of 1956

. . . and the projection for '57 is ample con-

firmation that this is truly choice without
chance.

Here's how it stacks up

vested: $29; $85; $180; $256; $320; $422;

$540; $640 ... and we figure on $720 mil-

lion in '57.

You will note that local hasn't, as yet

as many "choosers" as the other two (there

are notable exceptions, leaders in their fields

and markets such as Montgomery Ward,

Sears Roebuck, Sibley's of Rochester). That's

only because they haven't caught up with

what the others know. But they're learning,

and TvB is devoting energy and time to fur-

ther this education. In fact, we're so bullish

about local, we're figuring the greatest per-

centage increase (36 per cent) for 1957 over

1956 will be in that area.

of Radio-TV in Latin America

IN the relative short period of one year,

the radio and television industry in Latin

America has taken huge steps. There seems to

be a revival of radio at hand and television is

fast getting to be a big brother.

For the first time in several years, Latin

America showed a substantial increase of

radio homes—20% more radio homes over

1955, or about 2,250,000 new homes which

never had a radio set previously. In general

terms the increases were greater in countries

like Argentina (1,850,000), Brazil (3,838,-

000), Colombia (470,000), Cuba (1,100,-

000), Dominican Republic (98,000), Guate-

mala (68,500), Mexico (1,125,000), Nicar-

agua (69,000), Puerto Rico (440,000), Sal-

vador (225,000) and Venezuela (500,000)

where television has been doing well. All in

all, there are some 11,500,000 radio homes
today. The number of new radio stations has

increased but only by 8%—the reverse of

previous years when the number of radio sta-

tions increased rapidly.

The television picture is very sketchy at this

writing but is summarized below:

Of these 44 stations, 4 started in 1950, 4 in

1951, 7 in 1952, 6 in 1953, 6 in 1954, 5 in

1955 and 12 started in 1956. So you can see

that 1956, compared with any previous year,

showed an increase of more than 100%. At
this stage there are 1,200,000 television

homes concentrated in a few markets.

In the matter of radio and television pro-
grams, the following percentage figures will

show, on the basis of one month's program-
ming, the differences among 3 countries
picked at random:

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Progress in Solving Problems

Is Marked by CBC in 1956

BROADCASTING in Canada has pro-

gressed, in 1956, through what may prove

to be its biggest year.

As this country enters its 21st year of na-

tional network broadcasting, it has a service

which reaches a population scattered over

one of the largest countries in the world.

Ninety-five percent of the population of

roughly 16,000,000 is within range of national

radio service and about 86 percent is now
within range of Canadian television.

This has been no easy job, and it has been
complicated by the fact that Canada is a

two-language country. We have five net-

works: Trans-Canada and Dominion in Eng-
lish-language radio; the French radio net-

work, and the English and French television

networks.
(XZX)

These networks, very similar to those in

the United States, are made up of publicly-

owned CBC stations and privately-owned sta-

tions, with the CBC operating the networks.
The operations require public money in ad-

dition to advertising revenue because of the

size of the country and the costs of program
production in two languages. Another com-
plication is that Canada, which invented the

world system of time zones, has six of them
to contend with—two more than the United
States.

It is against this background that we are
proud to record the following progress: at

the beginning of 1956, 77 percent of all Can-
adians were within range of Canadian TV.
We closed the year, as mentioned above, with
about 86 percent. Forty-seven percent of all

Canadian homes had television sets a year
ago. Today more than sixty percent of Can-
adian households own television. The total

number of TV sets in use in Canada today is

2,680,000, of which 650,000 were purchased
by Canadians during 1956.

In radio the figures eclipse those for tele-

vision. During the past year 675,000 radios
were sold in Canada, an increase of 65,000
over 1955.

Television, which is barely more than four
years old in this country, now is available in

every sizeable centre. There are 41 television
stations. This number is necessary to reach
a population which might be reached by one
station alone in a centre such as New York
City. Such is the challenge of TV in this

country.

The past year saw the extension of the

microwave network westward as far as Win-
nipeg—making possible instantaneous trans-

mission to 18 stations from Winnipeg to

Quebec City—as well as the linking together
of four stations in the Maritimes.

In programming, too, it was a year of
change and development. Canadians watched
the first television coverage of a Canadian
political convention. Experienced gleaned
from coverage of U. S. political conventions
helped make it a striking success. Canada's
football classic, the Grey Cup Game, which
a year before came to central Canada from
Vancouver by courtesy of U. S. network facil-

ities, this year went from Toronto to Van-
couver by the same route.

In radio, Canadians saw the first major
change in programming in several years as

CBC program planners adjusted network
radio to meet its new role alongside tele-

vision. The Canadian system involves co-

operation with privately-owned stations,
which assist in obtaining national distribu-

tion for CBC-produced programs.

While this was going on, the CBC marked
twenty years of national network broadcast-
ing on November 2nd, 1956. We feel that

the accomplishments of Canadian broadcast-

ing in 1956, and indeed over the past twenty
years, reflect the interest of Canadians every-

where in their national system. But the year
will be remembered more for one important
event than for all its physical development
in Canadian radio and television.

This event was the Royal Commission on
Broadcasting, which sat throughout the greater

part of the year. The three-man commission,
headed by R. M. Fowler, President of the

Canadian Pulp and Paper Association, held
sessions in all regions of Canada, visited the

United States and studied European systems.
We feel it is significant that we should have
this long and careful look at some of the

problems confronting us in radio and tele-

vision at a time when both media are devel-

oping so rapidly all over the world.
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Problem of Prime Time Slots

For Syndicated Film Discussed

ALTHOUGH syndicated film had another

successful year in 1956, the impression

continues to exist that the securing of good
availabilities for syndication is impossible or

too difficult to justify the results. It is not our
contention that this phase of syndicated TV
is especially easy, but I believe all of us

would subscribe to the theory that no facet

of the industry is free from complications.

It is a myth that prime time for syndicated

film programs cannot be obtained. Our ex-

perience has proved that prime time /^ avail-

able in many markets. It remains only for

the advertising agency, working closely with
the program distributor, to make an all-out

effort to line up the desirable evening hours.

Like every other type of total push, it can and
does pay off. The results of prime playing

time are so significant saleswise to the spon-
sor and the station that it is worth the extra

effort to secure good time.

MCA TV recently introduced a new
half-hour film series for syndication, "State

Trooper," which was purchased by Falstaflf

Brewing Corp. for 71 markets covering 28
states from Florida to California. Its agency,
Dancer-Fitzgerald-Sample, paying no heed
to idle trade talk, set about lining up the best

time available on the stations involved. It

succeeded in nailing down better than 91%
Class A time in all of its markets. Sixty-five

of these time segments fell into the 7:30-
10:30 p.m. category, and six were placed in

6:30-7:00 and 7:00-7:30 p.m. slots, which
are also considered prime time in many
markets.

(XIX)

This fine schedule is not to be considered
an isolated case. Agencies also have been
able to secure prime time for such other syn-
dicated favorites as "Soldiers of Fortune,"
"The Rosemary Clooney Show," "Dr. Hud-
son's Secret Journal," "Man Behind the
Badge" and "The Adventures of Kit Carson,"
to name a few. Other syndicators, as well,
have enjoyed good programming schedules
with many of their outstanding shows.
The clearing of prime time for any type of

television program is, of course, a real prob-
lem for agencies and stations alike. The com-
petition for coveted time is strongly influ-

enced by the networks' placement of high-
rating, expensive programs and by outstand-
ing feature films.

So the problem is indeed a real one, but it

is certainly not an insurmountable one. Just

how Dancer-Fitzgerald-Sample went about
securing 91% "A" time must remain their

secret, but there are certain evident tech-

niques which might bear retelling at this

point:

1. An agency has a better chance to win
prime time if it offers a station a solid 52
weeks of programming. Common sense will

tell us that a 13-week contract, which pulls

a show off the air perhaps at the very time
when it is building up its viewing audience,

is not wise prime-time programming.

2. Other things being equal, a higher
quality show has a greater chance to snare
good viewing time than a quickie with its

poor production values and down-beat rating

potential. It is the responsibility of the pro-
ducer to make sure that the product which
he produces is of such quality that it can
play against the stiffest comnetition in pre-

ferred time. Most stations face their greatest

competition during the prime time period.

(KIX)

3. A half-hour syndicated show, with
total family appeal, and which meets the

requirements of long contract and high qual-
ity, is a good bet for station acceptance in

the best time. These filmed programs show
consistent high ratings even when slotted

against much-ballyhooed feature pictures, in

marginal time. In more desirable time slots,

they do even better. In Houston, to quote
one example, the November (1956) ARB
showed the syndicated "Rosemary Clooney
Show" scoring 21.8 in a 6:30-7:00 p.m. time
period to rank third among all syndicated
film shows. "City Detective," aired from
8:00-8:30 p.m., ranked first among all syndi-

cated film shows with a rousing 43.7 in

Pensacola, according to the same survey. The
same program, in its third run, ranked third

among all syndicated film shows in Chicago
with a 14.3 in a 9:30-10:00 time segment.

Every situation, of course, presents its own
problems. However, the securing of prime
time does not have to be one of the big
ones. If you're willing to go out and do some-
thing about it, it can be done.

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CARTB Expands, Plans For Future

Along With Canadian Broadcasting

THE year 1956 was the busiest in

C.A.R.T.B.'s 32 year old history. Our
radio membership went up 6.6% and our

television membership 12%, so that our asso-

ciation now represents 145 of the 160 inde-

pendently-owned and operated radio stations

and 28 of the 31 independently-owned and
operated television stations in this country.

0<O0

The most significant event in 1956 for the

Canadian broadcaster were the hearings of

the Royal Commission on Broadcasting, a

government-appointed, three-man Commis-
sion which travelled across Canada, from
spring until fall, hearing briefs concerning

the future of Canadian radio and television

broadcasting. The recommendations of the

Commission were scheduled to be laid before

the government some time in March, 1957.

In its briefs to the Commission,
C.A.R.T.B.'s main requests were for: (.1) the

establishment of a separate regulatory board

to ameliorate the situation whereby the

government-owned Canadian Broadcasting

Corporation is both competitor with, and

regulator of, the non-government broadcast-

ing stations; (2) the immediate licensing of

non-government television broadcasting sta-

tions in all areas of Canada, including the

main metropolitan centres which are now
reserved exclusively for government-owned

television; and (3 ) permission to form private

networks.

0<I>0

The Canadian Association of Radio and
Television Broadcasters was encouraged both

by the press support we received for our case

and by the number of organizations. Cham-
bers of Commerce, Boards of Trade and
women's groups, which endorsed our case in

their own briefs before the Commission.
Support was especially strong for our con-

tention that television stations, operated by
private enterprise, should be allowed to open
in areas served at present only by the CBC
television system.

The separate regulatory body was also

endorsed by a good many organizations and
individuals on the grounds that the existing

situation where the CBC not only acts as

competitor for the same business and audi-
ence, while being subsidized by the govern-
ment, but also acts in the capacit;* of judge
and jury in decisions concerning the licensing
and operating of privately-owned stations,
and controls the only national networks
allowed in Canada, is undemocratic.
As supplements to its briefs, C.A.R.T.B.

also submitted to the Commission the results
of polls taken by independent research organ-
izations which showed that over 57% of
voters favoured the separate regulatory board
and that the government-owned TV monop-
oly was frowned on by 77.8% of the popula-
tion.

The Association also presented a brief to
the Gordon Commission, a commission ex-
ploring Canada's economic future. The point
was made before this latter commission that
Canadian broadcasting could expand enor-
mously, in the way that U. S. broadcast-
ing has expanded, if government-imposed
shackles were removed.
The Sales and Research office in Toronto

expanded its research and statistical material
supplied to agencies, advertisers, reps and
stations this year, and has also undertaken
negotiations with the main broadcast meas-
urement organizations with the view to im-
proving statistics in this field. The Television
Seminar, inaugurated last year and due to
be repeated annually from now on, was also
a big success. Out of this Seminar, for one
thing, came the initial plans for the
C.A.R.T.B. Television Sales office which will

be opened in Toronto early in 1957.

Canada has now reached the point of
96.7% radio saturation and about 80% TV
saturation, but Canadians are still buying
both radio and television sets at record rates,

[n 1956, Canadians bought 536,000 new
radios and 484,800 new television sets.
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Feature Film Library Releases

Prove Challenge to Programmers

THE year 1956 saw the sudden release of

a tremendous number of major studio

feature films for television use. As a result,

public interest in feature films is at an all-

time high, and the feature bonanza must rate

as one of the top industry stories of the year.

Proper use of feature film libraries de-

mands a "new look" in the basic framework

of feature film utilization new methods of

editing and cutting, new concepts in show-

casing, elevated standards of production and

commercial insertion. In short, purchasers

of this new quality product have found it

wise to reappraise their feature film program-

ing from start to finish.

During the past six months. Triangle has

purchased four major film packages released

for television—the RKO, 20th Century Fox,

MGM and Warner Brothers rosters. The

utilization of this property to its best advan-

tage required a new perspective on feature

films—one in keeping with the quality of

these outstanding features.

Owning the rights to a film library of this

scope is not unlike suddenly acquiring rights

to the services of Perry Como, Bob Hope,

Jackie Gleason and Walt Disney. With such

a roster of attractions we would have to

throw out the old philosophy of "fit the

product to the availability" and set about

revising our basic scheme of programming

and product handling to gain the full measure

of value inherent in what we have bought.

0<=>0

We are dealing with a product finer than

any ever before offered on local television.

These films represent the best work of an

entire industry for a period of twenty-five

years. We can transpose them to television

only if we are absolutely consistent in our

treatment of them. We cannot afford to dissi-

pate the values of a good product with hap-

hazard handling, or with old techniques

devised for the inferior features of yester-

day's TV.
Operational patterns which have been de-

veloped have guided the program develop-

ment of all four Triangle television stations.

A careful analysis of the programming of

feature films before the purchase of these

major libraries revealed the need for revi-

sions. What was adequate programming
policy for the old films was inadequate to

meet the demands of the new. Lack of prime

time slots for features, scheduhng of features

in fringe time periods, and the excessive

editing required to fit the films into a stand-

ard format were all out of step with current

needs.

We decided that our top executives would
benefit from an education in the needs of

the product. For several weeks our key per-

sonnel devoted long hours to film previewing
and "skull sessions" analyzing the basic issues

of the problem and drafting concrete pro-
posals for revamping the program day to fit

the new needs. Out of these sessions came
four basic decisions that form the heart of

the Triangle feature policy.

0<Z>0

First: Wherever possible, use prime week-
end time for feature display. Saturday eve-

ning and Sunday afternoon shows were
scheduled and their consistently high ratings

have justified this invasion of what was once
considered "network only" time.

Second: Lengthen the programs. Most of
the really fine films in the library are too long
to fit into a "regular" 90 minute format with-

out excessive editing. Our weekday features

were extended to 120 minutes, evening films

are run complete to conclusion. In those few
periods on the schedule where no more than
90 minutes is available, only shorter films

are scheduled.

Third: Advance the start of the nighttime
films to an earlier hour. Where feature films

were once programmed only to extend the

program day, good features draw big audi-

ences, and are handicapped by an 11:15 or
11:30 PM start. Our films starts have now
been moved into the formerly "untouchable"
10-11 PM time period.

Finally: Re-run policy. Since the film

library is not a transient thing, but rather
something which will figure heavily in opera-
tions for ten years or more, proper exposure
sequence is important. If the same films are
repeated too frequently, the impact of the

films is lost. Naturally the films are run in

a preference sequence, with the more valuable

time periods getting first call on top films.
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lAAB Plays Active, Vital Role

in Latin American Broadcasting

1AAB represents the private and free radio

broadcasting of the American Continents.

It is formed by the Associations, Chambers

and Federations of Radio Broadcasters exist-

ing in the countries of the Continents, from

Canada and the United States down to those

in the extreme south, which, in turn, com-

prise nearly five thousand radio and tele-

vision stations.

Its aims, among several, are to defend the

principles of democracy, in particular those

relative to freedom of speech and of infor-

mation, and the system of private and free

enterprise for radiobroadcasting; to promote
the broadcasters' collaboration with activities

of public interest; to contribute towards rais-

ing the cultural level of the people through

technical perfection and better programs
and the intellectual and artistic exchange

between all broadcasters of America; to es-

tablish norms of professional ethics to be

upheld by all people participating in broad-

casting.

lAAB has intervened before the govern-

ments of Argentine, Costa Rica and Para-

guay in connection with matters of high in-

terest. Before the first, asking for return of

radiobroadcasting to private hands; before

the second, to ask for the issue of concessions

to private individuals for the installation of

TV stations; and before the third, to request
the release of a broadcaster and lifting the
closure of his station. It has addressed the
recently elected Presidents of Ecuador and
Bolivia, to offer its cooperation and technical

assistance, in order that radio broadcasting
in these nations may have the necessary lib-

erty, adequate structures and means to de-
velop and perform the corresponding mission
of public interest.

special observer to the Inter-American Tour-

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Increased Telefilm Product
Gains Advertisers' Approval

or a network show is carried in poor time on
a delayed basis. It may be a test campaign
to launch a new product, and to test new
commercials, within the frame of a first-rank

show that commands large and loyal audi-
ences.

But many advertisers have bought telefilms
for large regional or near-national spreads

—

such' as the recent purchase by Hamm
Brewing of our "Harbor Command" series

for 55 markets, the Carnation Milk-Fuller
Paint purchase of "Men of Annapolis" for
some 20 West Coast markets, the P. J. Ballan-
tine renewal of "Highway Patrol" for the
Eastern seaboard—for another reason. To
these advertisers, the syndicated telefilms

they've bought are not supplementing any-
thing; they are the primary spearhead of
rnajor advertising campaigns involving mil-
lions of dollars in program costs, time
charges, and promotional budgets.

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Understanding Woman's Place

Women's programs provide only one of

the important places where women are

needed in our industry, but, it's so important,
let's continue to discuss it. Sending forth a

strong signal to gain coverage is man's first

concern and investment. Regardless of cost,

investment has no value unless people dial

that station's specific signal. So, man's first,

and constant aim, is to win people for his

signal.

But sheer numbers of people is never
enough. Who is doing the dialing? Is this a

potential purchaser? Sponsors reach the end
of fiscal years. Here is where they must talk

in terms of dollars, not exposures; profits,

not merely people. Does your signal deliver

merely people—or do the purchasing agents
tune in for your signal? Can they, do they,

spend money in response to desires and deci-

sions sent out as information and suggestions
via your signal, or the signal you may have
used as an advertiser or time buyer?

Let's look at these potential "Pocketbook
People" we hope we have on the receiving
end. They are women. And look inside their

pocketbooks there are billions for baying.

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'Treedom'' Committee Fights

for Access to Public Information

FOR many practical broadcasters, I am
afraid the phrase "freedom of informa-

tion" has a remote and academic ring. As a

matter of fact, however, the work of the

NARTB Freedom of Information Commit-
tee is of basic and immediate importance, for

in certain respects the success of that work
will actually determine the future stature of

radio and television. It is perfectly obvious

that unless radio and television secure, with

the particular tools of their trade, access to

courtroom and legislative proceedings, pub-

lic hearings, and the like, which is equal in

all respects to that accorded the printed

media, they will be precluded to a large de-

gree from doing the type of things they

actually do best—the coverage of events of

paramount importance as they occur.

Radio and television have a very fair and
sympathetic argument. All they are asking

is that they be given an equal break with

other media. If they fail to obtain this, they

will operate under a tremendous handicap in

the news and special events field.

I have been impressed with the number
and diversity of forums in which this question

of equal access has arisen—Capitol Hill, state

legislatve proceedngs, courts of all degrees,

municipal councils, directors' and trustees'

meetings of educational and other public

institutions.

Much progress was made during 1956. One
of our principal areas of dispute is with the

courts, and more specifically with Canon 35

of the Judicial Ethics of the American Bar
Association, which has been adopted in some
twenty states and which provides categorically

that television and radio, along with news
cameras, are calculated to interfere with an
orderly court procedure, and therefore should
be barred. Successful demonstrations have
now been made, in several states, of the
possibility of the completely orderly and
unobtrusive operation of radio and television

equipment under actual trial conditions.
This entire issue was effectively argued be-
fore the Supreme Court of Colorado, and the
right of access established for the broad-
casters in that state.

We have still to contend with a close-
minded attitude on the part of some of the
judiciary. This was recently illustrated in a

San Diego County Court when the judge
threatened to cite a station for contempt for
interviewing discharged witnesses, and at-

tempted to bar television personnel from
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taking notes in the courtroom. A California

Appeals Court ruled that the TV people
might take notes at any public hearing so

long as their actions do not interfere with
orderly conduct of the proceedings before
the court or its officers.

There is still hope that a Committee estab-

lished several years ago, but recently reor-

ganized, composed of representatives of the

American Bar Association and of news media
may be helpful in eliminating or satisfac-

torily amending Canon 35 to remove the

wholly unfair and unwarranted restriction

upon radio and television coverage.

The position of radio and television with
respect to equal access to legislative sessions

and comm.ittee hearings seems to be some-
what better established and recognized. There
are now some sixteen states at least which
permit us general access. Within the last

few weeks the members of the Texas legis-

lature voted 140 to 4 in favor of a rule

change permitting radio coverage, live and
recorded, and television coverage, live and
film, of its proceedings, including sessions

of the House and meetings of its Committees.
In each case in which progress has been

achieved, it has been largely due to the work
of local broadcasters who have promptly
taken the action indicated.

It is a little disheartening to encounter
decisions such as that recently made by a city

council to permit no further broadcasting

of its meetings because "members might
make embarrassing grammatical errors." It is

even more alarming to have a governor, in

this particular instance the governor of my
adopted state of Louisiana, place a complete
ban on all radio and television reporters at

his press conferences. Over a period of weeks
the restriction has been alleviated to the

extent that we can now take full notes and
silent film. These situations merely serve to

point up the importance and immediacy of

our problem. There is but one answer—
wherever there is a closed door or a closed

mind we must work patiently and insistently

until it is opened to us. Ultimately, I am sure

we will win.

Feature Film Releases Cause

New Attitudes in TV Programming

THAT sage philosopher, Goodman Ace,

once made a pungent observation to the

effect that "Time wounds all heels." I have

often thought that this is much more than a

typically Ace-high play on words; it's an

acutely discerning comment on the inevitabil-

ity of right landing right side up.

o<i:>o

AH this comes to mind looking back at the

past year during which feature films hit tele-

vision with so much force, so much force,

in fact, that there were more dire prognosti-

cators around than unanswered questions in

the "$64,000 Question" vault. These prog-

nosticators predicted, variously, the end of

syndicated TV film, a stampede of advertisers

cancelling all other media so they could cUmb
on the feature film band wagon, the end or at

least a sharp curtailment in live programming
by the networks, and an unending parade of

film buyers to the cashiers' windows of fea-

ture film distributors, with said film buyers

plunking down large stacks of boodle and
pleading to be sold more and more features.

Of course, none of these things has hap-
pened. This supply of pre- 1948 feature films

has been introduced in an orderly manner.
But, just in the event any one needs to be
reminded, the networks have continued pro-

gramming live as before, and indeed, are

making plans for even more lavish, high-

budgeted shows. New syndicated film proper-
ties are being produced as they have been
for ten years or so with millions budgeted
for the purpose. Advertisers—local, regional

and national—have continued investing not
only in every kind of medium, but in the wide
diversity of buys available in TV—programs,
spots, participations, time signals, weather
reports, station breaks, and of course, the

new supply of feature films. Please note, the
line reads new supply of feature films—not
new feature films, which they most assuredly
are not.

(XZ>0

For in all the excitement attendant upon
the deluge of features finally being made
available to TV, it seems to me that several

important points have been overlooked. Per-
haps the most important is that these feature
films would, of necessity, be programmed in

time previously allotted for the old, old fea-
ture films. In most instances, this has been
true and will continue to be true. Another is

that no one program type in TV can meet
the needs of all clients—any one-dish diet

becomes boring. But just as some advertisers

use black and white magazine space, others
use color spreads; others use one page units

and others short one column inserts, so do the
needs of TV advertisers vary in every in-

stance. Some need their own exclusive pro-
gram, affording maximum sponsor identifi-

cation, merchandising and promotion. Others
need alternations, supplementary spot cam-
paigns or participations in feature films. Tele-
vision is an amalgam of various kinds of pro-

grams and powerful sales devices—thus its

marked success. Feature films are part of

that amalgam, but so is every other program
type.

0<Z>0

But, while feature films didn't up-end TV
as so many forecast, they did contribute in

other ways. They injected an additional

source of program supply, and hastened the

departure of some outmoded properties. They
centered attention anew on film program-
ming and they gave television, as a medium,
something new to talk about. All this is salu-

tary in a business which requires new blood
and new ideas constantly, and where program
longevity most often is a fraction of what it

was in radio. Furthermore, feature films

helped in sharpening the competitive phases
of programming (although it doesn't seem
that it could get more competitive) thus ac-

counting for budget increases for new shows,
both by the networks and the film producers.
Both the public and advertisers are bene-
fiting.

Another consequence of the opening of

the feature film vaults was to refine the qual-
ity of feature film TV shows. Both film buyers
and the audience became more selective. In
the case of TPA, this helped, dramatically
and new interest centered on our own feature

films, the Edward Small package. Presum-
ably, it's the fact that quality begets quality.

Undoubtedly, new program forms will be
introduced to TV within the near future, just

as has happened since the start of broadcast-
ing. These new program forms, and all those
we know now, will last and be successful

just so long as they observe the age-old enter-

tainment maxim—"The show's the thing."

Or, as Goodman Ace might say, "Time can-
cels all flop shows."

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Feature Films Have Revolutionary

Impact On TV Spot Selling

TELEVISION history will record 1956 as

the year of the great feature film break-

through. The considerable impact feature film

is having on the entire television industry is

no longer news, but the far-reaching effects

and long-range ramifications of this new pro-

gramming force is still to be fully realized,

and I might add, difficult to predict.

All of the major American motion picture

studios save Paramount (and it is on the

brink) are saturating the airwaves with hun-

dreds of pre-1948-vintage features, and the

clicking of the TV dials echoed by the click-

ing of the audience survey comptometers add

up to solid audiences all across the country

for the big name movies.

As stations in almost all markets bought
and scheduled more and more good feature

film (increasingly in prime time), old pro-

gramming and time-buying formulas were
scrapped and new techniques created to fit the

changing times. Although the stir caused by
the feature film revolution is being felt by
all facets of the industry, nowhere is the im-

pact more pronounced than in national spot.

Perhaps the one most important ramifica-

tion of the feature-film break-through is the

fact it has increased competition among tele-

vision stations—especially in markets having
three or more stations. In effect, therefore,

it has tended to minimize the differences be-

tween network affiliations. Until the past

year, independent TV stations in all but the

largest markets had to fight hard to keep
themselves in the black. Today, because of

the advent of feature films, such properties,

if well run, can look forward to increasing

profit taking.
0<I>0

There are three basic sales plans for offer-

ing feature films on a national spot basis:

1) the saturation sale, in which the station

runs a single feature for the better part of a

week, and the advertiser is sold a participa-

tion in each showing of the film, 2) as a spot
carrier, in which a new feature is scheduled
each evening, 3) on a sponsorship basis, in

which an advertiser is sold the entire time
period in which the top-grade features are

run.

1) There are many variations of the
saturation sale. Some stations run the same
film twice during the same day or same eve-

ning, or even on a back-to-back continuous
basis. All of the saturation plans are based
on accumulation of unduplicated audiences,

and the resulting high cumulative weekly
ratings.

2) As a spot carrier, in which a new fea-

ture is scheduled each evening, the movies
must successfully compete with the network
shows against which they are pitted, and must
come up with equal or better ratings. That
they can do this has been amply demon-
strated. For example, during a single week
in November 1956, according to A.R.B.,
KBET-TV, Sacramento, ran three features

which dominated the market in their time
periods, outrating such top network offerings

as "Robert Montgomery Presents," "The
Lawrence Welk Show," and "This is Your
Life."

3) The third sales plan, the sale of the
entire feature film time period to a single

sponsor, has its share of proponents. Although
the over-all cost is higher, this plan has
appeal for multi-product sponsors. In addi-

tion, there is widespread belief that full spon-
sorship of a feature film program has prestige

value by identifying sponsors with first-rate

m.otion pictures. Finally, this plan offers

merchandising tie-ins with dealers and dis-

tributors and guarantees impact through
repetition.

Good feature films constitute good pro-
gramming, and as such provide benefits to

stations, representatives, advertisers and net-

works. Advertisers, particularly have gained,

and in numerous respects. Film programs en-

able advertisers to purchase minute partici-

pations in time periods having "class A"
ratings. Furthermore they afford a vehicle

for attracting an all-family audience with a

high adult composition.

However, feature films have their draw-
backs, too. Package costs are high, and most
stations find they must expend extensive air

time in airing multiple showings. Further-
more, all packages contain many more "B"
and "C" features than three to four starrers,

and the total supply of features is limited.

However, the immediate future is extremely
bright, and the long-range view is not exactly

dim, either.

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Large Negro Market Attracts

Increasing Industry Attention

NEGRO radio, with a vast buying audience

of nearly 17,000,000 persons and with

over $15,000,000 annual income to spend, is

attracting increasing attention from broad-

casters, advertisers, and agencies, alike.

This huge audience offers a market greater

than all of Canada with per capita income
higher than the Canadians.

Census Bureau figures reveal one out of

every ten Americans is a Negro; that the

Negro population is increasing faster than

the white; and the Negro income level has

been increasing notably faster than the white.

Study the Negro market and you will dis-

cover that New York City's nearly 1,300,000

Negro population exceeds the entire popula-

tion of Pittsburgh, Boston, St. Louis or San
Francisco.

Just as the Negro population has increased

so has its ability to buy more and bettei

things. Over 91 per cent of Negroes able to

work are employed. Negroes today are build-

ing bigger homes, buying higher priced cars,

wearing better clothes and enjoying more
luxuries.

In New York City, it is estimated, Negroes
spend $250,000,000 annually on food, nearly

10 per cent own their own homes, more than

50 per cent use bottled beer, while 56 per cent

of the men and 46 per cent of the women
smoke cigarettes.

A recent survey revealed over 700 stations

nationwide are broadcasting some type of

National advertisers have recognized the

growing importance of the responsive Negro
market and are using it in greater numbers
and with increasing frequency. Three years

ago about 100 national advertisers utilized

Negro radio. Today, between 300 to 400 na-

tional advertisers are beaming their messages
to this huge specialized market. And for

specific reasons: it gets an audience, it con-
vinces them and it sells them. Negro listen-

ers, advertisers have learned, are more re-

sponsive, more brand conscious and more
loyal to advertisers than the average audience.

Specialized programming directed toward
the Negro market can pay off in audience
ratings and business for the independent sta-

tion which must compete against high-budg-
eted, star-studded television and network ra-

dio shows. Pulse surveys have revealed more
Negroes listen to WWRL than the network,
big name personalities and shows. Likewise,

WWRL's "Dr. Jive" disc jockey show than
to broadcasts of New York's three major
baseball teams combined. WWRL's Negro
programs pull thousands of letters weekly
without giveaway gimmicks.

Negroes are intensive radio listeners and
deeply loyal to Negro-appeal stations and
their personalities. The station which seeks
to appeal to the Negro audience must know
and understand the Negro. A record library

and a Negro disc jockey alone won't create

a business bonanza and a pyramiding Pulse.

WWRL, which in 1940 pioneered Negro
broadcasting in New York City, utilizes ap-

pealing personalities, carefully selected mu-
sic, special events, newscasts of interest to

and about the Negro, women's shows, forums
on timely Negro issues, and local and national

sports news about Negroes. WWRL, and its

personalities, take an active sincere interest

in the welfare, growth and betterment of the

Negro community it serves. WWRL's "Dr.
Jive" serves as "Mayor" of Harlem, elected

in a popularity contest, and leads the fight

against juvenile delinquency. Its performers
appear at Negro benefit shows, aid charity

causes and serve on community drives.

In addition to offering the advertiser a

large, responsive audience, WWRL backs
sponsors with an intensive merchandising and
promotion program. This includes program
advertisements in Negro newspapers, floor

displays, window posters and shelf tapes in

drug stores, groceries and supermarkets in

Negro communities; appearances by station

personalities at store promotions, direct mail
promotion to store outlets, testimonials by
WWRL performers, plus a Negro merchan-
dising staff; all utilized to help keep the spon-
sors' products moving off the store shelf.

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Network, Agency, or Indie

Packager for TV Production?

THERE is no neat and easy answer to the

perennial question—which is preferable,

an agency, network or independently pro-

duced program? That was the position taken

by Lewis H. Titterton, who is in charge of TV
programming at our agency when I discussed

the matter with him. Together we took a

nostalgic look at the history of radio pro-

gramming which demonstrated clearly that

in the early days the networks produced prac-

tically all programs, in the next period the

agencies took over the bulk of the work, but

in the heydey of radio in the late 1930's and
post-war 1940's networks took a back seat

while agencies shared most of the program-
ming with independent package producers.

(XIX)

In the relatively short span of television

we have seen an even greater fluctuating

change in emphasis. Again in the earliest

days the great bulk of programs were pro-

duced by networks with the agencies rather

rapidly increasing their share of the work.
However, the immensely greater expense of

television programming over that of radio

and the problem of absorbing into the agen-

cies the vast number of new people necessary

to handle agency-produced programs soon
caused the mushrooming of the independent
package producers.

Because competition is stimulating and
healthy in the program field as in any other,

and because there is room for all comers as

sources of original program ideas, we believe

that agencies, networks and packagers can
jointly provide better programming than
could any single one if it were to dominate
the field to the exclusion of the others. Cur-
rently this agency is providing for its clients

all three kinds of television programs. What
to us is most important is effective control

where possible over the costs and quality of
a program, regardless of its origin.

0<I>0

A network controlling facilities is in a posi-

tion to experiment with new patterns and new
and rewarding channels. The fact that a net-

work has numerous potential sponsors for any
one show it develops makes bold and imagi-
native new programming possible. The net-

works can and do create the large programs
which require multiple sponsorship and for
this reason cannot be produced by the
agencies.

The independent packager, working in an

intensely competitive field and with limited

nstwork time periods available for the launch-
ing of his programs, has the difficult task of

creating exciting ideas while molding ihem
along fairly traditional lines.

There aie times when neither the network
nor the packager has a program that satisfies

the specific advertising or merchandising
needs of an advertiser. When this is the case,

it is obviously the duty of the agency to

create such a program. If the program by
its nature is complex and requires a sub-

stantial staff, it is always possible for the

agency to arrange to have the program pack-

aged by one of the competent package pro-

ducers. Where this is done the agency, know-
ing every item in the budget in just as much
detail as though the program were agency-

produced, can effectively fight the battle of

spiralling program costs.

0<Z>0

Where an advertiser through its agency
buys one or more segments of a network
package of which other segments are spon-

sored by other advertisers, it is obviously

impossible for any one agency to exercise

legal right of approval over all arrangements

of the show. Where, however, an agency buys

a complete package for one of its clients it

is in most cases possible to obtain effective

control, not in order to place a heavy hand
on or to impede the imaginations of the crea-

tive people associated with the program, but

by objective criticism to improve and sharpen

a program's material.

We believe from experience that there is

not only room for the three sources of shows,

but there is a real necessity for all and that

the earlier the agencies can work with the

networks and package producers during the

period when a show is in its planning stage,

the better the results will be.

Advertising Council Boasts

Fine Public Service Record

THE past year, in the area of public serv-

ice broadcasting and advertising, was per-

haps the most eventful and significant in over

a decade. Certainly, it was The Advertising

Council's biggest peacetime year. The volume
of advertising contributed by advertising

media and advertisers to public service pro-

jects reached the total of $149,069,000 as

against the 1955 total of $120,000,000. Not
since World War II has public service adver-

tising reached such a high point.

0<=>0

And during this year broadcasters and their

advertisers — local, regional and national—
gave more support to more public interest

information projects than they had in any
previous year. They mounted the largest

Register And Vote Campaign in history and
closed 1956 by conducting the tremendously
effective Hungarian Emergency Relief Cam-
paign—all the while giving forceful assist-

ance to 14 other vital public interest programs
and 46 additional causes. This record in-

cludes only Advertising Council projects, and
does not include hundreds of purely local

community projects which radio and tele-

vision stations assisted generously in their

localities.

Network and regional advertisers alone

contributed in 1956 a total circulation of

10,612,353,000 radio and television home im-

pressions to those campaigns supported by
the Council (in 1955 the total was 6,174,-

667,000). These lOVi billion home impres-

sions resulted from sponsored programs only.

The additional circulation contributed by
local stations and by network sustaining

shows easily would double this figure. These
estimates are based on ratings of individual

programs, provided to the Council free by
The A. C. Nielsen Company. A home im-
pression is one message heard once in one
home.

While the scope of this public service is

impressive, fortunately the campaign results

also are impressive—results of which broad-
casters can be proud.
Here are but a few such results registered

in 1956:
The ACTION campaign stimulated

13,200 individual reauests for assistance.

Sponsors of the BETTER SCHOOLS cam-
paign reported 12 to 15 thousand local

citizens committees working for better

schools. Four years ago there were 17.

The annual average of forest fires in

recent years was 300,000. In 1956 it

dropped to 166,000. The area burned
dropped from 30,000,000 acres to 8,000,-

000 acres.

In 1952 the enrollment of volunteers as

plane spotters in the Ground Observer
Corps was under 90,000. Today it is

400,000. In addition a million men and
women have been trained as observers.

In the 1956 drive, the Red Cross raised

$84,950,756 and achieved a membership
of 24,000,000 people.

Two million $ 1 packages have been sent

to hungry people as a result of the CARE
Food Crusade.
The greatest total vote in history was

cast in 1956 — 62,118,936, as compared
with the 1952 total of 61,351,919. A total

of 80,158,364 registered in 1956, an in-

crease in registration of 4,578,579 over
1952.

During the ten years the Council has
assisted on the STOP ACCIDENTS cam-
paign, the traffic accident death rate per
100 million vehicle miles was reduced
from 11.3 to a low of 6.3. Although sell-

ing U. S. Savings Bonds is an up-hill fight,

holders of U. S. Savings Bonds reached
an all-time high the past year. 40 miUion
Americans now own E and H bonds worth
41 million dollars.

Is Many-Sided Challenge

WE ALL know that good television has

several well-estabHshed sources. Whether

a program is produced by an advertising

agency, a package producer, or a network

is, in our judgment, secondary to the ques-

tion: What program and production stand-

ards will provide the most effective vehicle

for our clients' sales? Our concern with

programming is that simple.

Television sponsors enjoy gratifying re-

sults with programming from all three

sources. None has a monopoly in quality

and effective programming.

Television does, of course, present unique-

ly complicated and specialized challenges,

its programming involves one of the most
speculative areas in all business investment

—namely, show business. The very cliches,

"hottest thing in show business," or "box-

office poison" (which may be applied to the

same personality or format within a period

of months) indicate the unpredictability of

public taste. As in any art or entertainment

form, there is no sure-fire formula in tele-

vision.

Moreover, while investors in other forms
of show business profit from a show's popu-
larity alone, the television sponsor must de-

pend upon more than popularity. Through
both program and commercial he must cre-

ate a favorable image for his company,
which will be translated into actual sales.

It is such considerations as these which
compel a responsible agency to take all pos-

sible steps to see that television is employed
on the sponsor's behalf with the greatest

expertness and economy, whatever the pro-

gram source.

sufficiency. The result is an assembly of

talent capable of conceiving, planning, build-

ing, writing, and producing all kinds of tele-

vision shows.

national spot, and local television; and the

whole specialized field of producing com-
mercials.

Our interest in television is as strong in

the international as in the domestic field.

Here we have even greater responsibility

for competence in all phases of television,

since the medium is so new in most coun-
tries beyond our borders.

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Resurgence of Network Radio
Striking, Yet Understandable

THE outlook for network radio is so good

for 1957 that Dec. 28, 1956 ABC Radio
announced an increase in network radio rates

effective April 1, 1957.

ABC Radio's decision to raise rates on the

segmented programs in our Morning Bloc
under the ABC-Dispersion Plan is based on
the fact that progress on the road back for

network radio can best be accelerated by pro-
viding the industry at large with a more
accurate reflection of the real worth of a

network radio buy in the rates charged for

that buy. While the ABC Radio rate increases

are modest, they signify the increasing recog-
nition, importance and value of network
radio as a national medium.

Radio has passed through a difficult period
over the past decade because it has taken
advertisers time to discover that $1,000 spent
in 1956 to reach 1,500,000 homes per minute
is an even better buy than $5,000 spent in

1946 to reach 5,000,000 homes per minute.
While this may seem to be a very simple
thing to "discover," one must remember that

the buyer of advertising has traditionally been
used to buying something that assembles a

crowd for him—like the high rated radio
show of yesterday and the high rated TV show
of today.

In 1956, while fewer crowds were assem-
bled at any one time by radio, radio as an
individual listening medium followed more
individuals than ever before—in 47,000,000
homes with radios in 35,000,000 autos with
radios, in 142,000,000 individual radio set

locations throughout America. With radio
rates lowered in keeping with the smaller
crowds assembled, the point was finally

reached where radio was at once broad
enough (thanks to the phenomenal continuing
growth of set circulation) in minute-by-
minute cost to actually enable an advertiser
to economically pursue the media man's
dream of following the individuals wherever
they are.

o<r>o

Moreover, this technique of mass penetra-
tion and saturation, made possible by the
new pattern of radio's cost and circulation
today, furthers one of the most important
selling techniques of advertising— namely,
repetition. Not only does the radio advertiser
get more homes per minute for less money
today than he did ten years ago, he broad-
casts his message more often, with greater

because it is the most successful, economical
medium they have ever used. Small adver-

tisers have perhaps been the first to learn

about radio's change and new vitality, because
their inability to afford TV on a large scale

has made them more expert on the use of

radio and other media. Also, the small adver-

tiser can usually feel results and trace those

results to his use of radio more handily than
the large advertiser.

o<r>o

The sheer weight of research evidence
brought to bear in network radio's behalf

has operated in the past year to saturate the

buyers of advertising with the realization of

network radio's strength. The demonstrable
power of the medium has, in 1956, helped
move network radio from the Time buyer's

desk to the Plan Board table. Similarly, the
advertiser is concerning himself more and
more with his radio appropriations and not
delegating complete responsibility for "fill-in"

coverage. The great thing for network radio
has been the growing realization by both
agency and advertiser in case after case that

with over 75% of all homes now TV-equipped
the only way to consider network radio is

on the basis of total U.S. homes delivered.

The resurgence of network radio is really

not so surprising. Actually, trade opinion on
the value of the medium has tended to follow
public opinion—which has certainly changed.
Advertest Research has asked TV owners
every year since 1949 in a continuing study
if they think TV will replace radio and if

they think they will continue to listen to radio.

In 1949 52% said TV would replace radio.

In 1956 only 11% thought so and 89% re-

ported they will continue to listen to radio.
In all areas, on all fronts 1957 will be

a year of greater strength for the radio me-
dium, greater progress for networks and
greater rewards and advantages for those
who make use of its facilities.

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Network Radio Suits Needs
of Major Advertising Firms

THE trend for radio is upward. Almost

14,000,000 new radios were sold last year

which indicates that more listeners are listen-

ing. More advertisers are buying time. Why?
I think the reason is that radio has main-
tained its unique effectiveness for entertain-

ing, informing and persuading large audi-

ences. Certainly, if the developments of the

past year are a reliable barometer, the CBS
Radio Network, in particular, has every

reason to look forward confidently during
the ensuing months.

One of the first principles of advertising

is that, in order to be effective, it must be
repetitive and it must reach a lot of people.
Because the radio medium does fulfill this

function, more and more national advertisers
are recognizing this fact, and they recognize
further that they can secure effective adver-
tising at the right price.

At any given moment, for example, the
entire nation-wide audience for radio can be
reached only through the use of virtually all

of the 2971 commercial AM radio stations

deployed across the country. But how many

—

if any—advertisers can buy time on all of
these stations on a consistent and repetitive
basis? Here, therefore, is where network radio
is tremendously advantageous and demon-
strates its effectiveness. And this is why, for
an increasing number of advertisers, the
answer continues to lie in network radio.
Although only about 42 per cent of the com-
mercial radio stations are affiliated with net-
works, these network stations account roughly
for about two-thirds of the families listening
to week-day, mid-day radio—a formidable
percentage figure.

In this area the CBS Radio Network is

dominant. CBS Radio's 201 affiliated sta-

tions, representing about seven per cent of all

commercial stations in the United States,

account for more than 26 per cent of the
week-day, mid-day listening.

nance because it has maintained the quality

of its programs and has not slackened its

alertness to listeners' tastes and preferences.

This emphasis on the importance of program-
ming is, in fact, the foundation on which
CBS Radio has rested from its very begin-

nings. And attention to programming quality

gives advertisers access, not only to larger

audiences, but to more responsive ones.

0<::i»

These factors are the basis for the con-

fidence which major advertisers are display-

ing in radio as a potent selling medium. CBS
Radio, for example, can point to a number
of tremendously important business organi-

zations which have allocated a sizable por-

tion of their advertising dollar to impressive

time purchases on the network. Gross time

purchases of a million dollars or more were
made by the following in recent months:
Colgate-Palmolive, $3 million; Lever Broth-

ers, $3 million; Slenderella International $1

million; Standard Brands, $lVi million; Scott

Paper Co., $1,000,000. In addition, time pur-

chases from the CBS Radio Network in-

cluded renewals by such companies as Chev-

rolet, Delco, Brown & Williamson and the

Wm. Wrigley Co. Where such advertisers

lead, it is inescapable that others follow. The
reason is simple: it's good business to buy
radio!

The final barometer of advertising interest

in network radio is the fact that, at this

writing, 91 per cent of the CBS Radio Net-

work's daytime programming is sold out

—

an improvement of more than 100 per cent

on the status which was reported six months
ago.

There can be little doubt about radio's

continued growth and vitality. Certainly the

developments of the past year seem to be
a reliable indicator toward the continued
growth and health of radio, both for 1957
and the years beyond.

RADIO'S resurgence is the misnomer that's

making the rounds.

It is not a resurgence. Dictionaries define

the word as a "rising or a tendency to rise."

And where radio is concerned that is defin-

itely incorrect.

The phrase that should be used these days

is "radio's recognition." For that is what we
have today—a recognition by all advertisers

that radio is the big medium for flexible and
elastic impact on the biggest possible mass
audience in the world. And it is done by
network radio at a minimum in cost.

This year 1957 actually marks a carry-over

of a rekindled interest by national advertisers

in network radio's commercial impression

impact. This closer attention to network
radio's potentials became markedly apparent

in 1956 when our own Research Department
checked the commercial minute impressions

on network radio ordered over a specified

period of time that year against a similar

period in the preceding year 1955— and
showed there was a big increase.

I have constantly harped on the fact that

network radio's big problem was the simple

fact it was being eclipsed by network tele-

vision. And, taking my theme from Mark
Twain's famed Connecticut Yankee story, I

point out these days that network radio's solu-

tion to the problem is to remove itself from
the picture medium's shadow.

We did that in 1956. And we are setting

our sights not to increase that campaign
throughout 1957 and the years ahead. We
know we're on the right track.

We have many criteria to prove our points.

Firstly, last year appliance makers made and
sold twlct as many radio sets as they did

television. As I noted above, last year more
and more advertising agencies began counsel-
ing clients to spread advertising dollars more
sagely by increasing allocations for network
radio. We know, too, that now as never
before the great American public is a mobile
force—constantly on the move via new cars
and newer highways.

All these are signs of the times that none
of us—whether we be network operators,

affiliates or national and regional advertisers

—can overlook. Americans are moving out

of their homes these evenings. They're travel-

ing. They're attending drive-in theaters and
enclosed theaters. They're visiting people.

They've stopped hibernating.

And wherever they go there's radio. When
these words are printed there will be upwards
of 150 million radio sets in use throughout the

country. There are more than 40 million

radio-equipped cars, trucks and busses. It's

the biggest mass audience in the world. And
it can only be reached by radio—with net-

work radio most efficient in this process.

There are skeptics who talk down the ad-

vantages of network radio.

that only a network can provide.

Only a network can go round the world

—

for news where it is actually happening

—

for events as they actually occur. This is net-

work radio's big plus.

And never again in our lifetime will we
see it overshadowed.

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Turnabout in the Fortunes

of Network Radio Described

THE miraculous turnabout in the fortunes

of network radio that has occurred during
the past few months is definitely not a matter
of luck, the failure of competition, or the
charity of advertisers and agencies. It is the
result, we at NBC think, of identifiable, meas-
urable causes, all of which contribute in vary-
ing degrees. As I see it, there are seven forces
which have brought about the greatly im-
proved atmosphere for network radio. You
can weigh them according to your own ori-

entation:

1. Stability of Audience — Television
smashed into radio nine years ago with dev-
astating effect, particularly at night. Night-
time radio lost 69% of its audience to tele-

vision. To a lesser degree, daytime radio was
affected. About 27% of radio's daytime au-
dience was lost to television. But happily, the
decline in radio audiences was arrested about
18 months ago, and audience levels stabil-

ized for six months, then started a gradual,
small increase. Network radio rates, however,
declined faster and for a longer period than
audience levels, resulting in the phenomenon
of an underpriced national advertising me-
dium.

2. Research—Leading national advertisers
have completed research studies which have
had a drastic effect on their thinking. One
large soap company conducted a continuing
research project over a two-year period and
made a discovery which led to their purchase
of $4,000,000 in network radio. Other re-

search is now underway, and we believe the
conclusions are inevitable—that as a supple-
ment to an existing campaign, network radio
is definitely superior to any other medium

—

television, print or newspapers.

3. Merchandisability -—^This is an intang-

ible, but it certainly should be considered.

For more than six years television has had
an almost unique explosive power with ele-

ments of the distributive and retailing trade.

Almost any television caused excitement
among a sales force and the trade. And no
radio advertising had much effect in exciting

the trade. This feverish excitement has run
its course, and television no longer com-
pletely dominates the scene.

4. Economics of Television— The rising

costs of television have militated against con-
tinuity for many advertisers. There is con-

siderable concern about the "valleys of for-

getfulness" between television exposures.

Network radio is being used by bellwether

advertisers to bridge the gaps between tele-

vision exposures and print exposures in weekly

and monthly magazines.

5. New Equipment—A whole new area of

service to the public is being opened via new
radio equipment—such as the NBC Hot Line
Service which restores to the American scene

the electronic equivalent of the old news-
paper's EXTRA, which was relegated to the

graveyard by the speed and flexibility of ra-

dio news coverage.

6. Need for Networks—In recent months
there have been ringing confirmations of the

need for radio networks bv the people whose
opinions really matter. Our NBC affiliates

demonstrated this beyond all doubt by ac-

centing a change in network option time, per-

mitting us to take under network option the

first five minutes of every hour from 7:00
A.M. to 1 1 :00 P.M. Advertisers and agencies,

recognizing network radio as a supermarket
way to buy, have shown their support by
some recent purchases of network radio.

7. "Imagery Transfer"—And finally, a con-

cept . . ."Imaaery Transfer." which struck

saarks immediately among the be<:t minds in

the advertising business. The NBC Radio
Network has undertaken a detailed study of

"Imagery Transfer" and will shortly Dublish

a book, called "The Scientific Basis for Im-
agery Transfer." The net effect of Imagery
Transfer will be, in my judgment, the accept-

ance of network radio as a necessary part of

anv balanced national advertising campaign.
I would like to make three predictions

about Network Radio.

1., Network Radio will be with us at least

as long as any present major advertising me-
dium— including television, magazines or

newspapers.

2. The period between the Fall of 1956
and the Sprine of 1957 was the turning point

in the trend of Network Radio.

3. New radio audience research will be de-

vised in 1957 which will for the first time
illuminate the true audience levels of radio,

including portable sets in the home, car radios

and out-of-home portables.

But more
and more as the results come in, we believe

that McCann-Erickson's professional contri-

butions will be not only accepted but wel-

comed.

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What Happened to the Woman
Broadcaster and Her Program?

No ONE will deny the television impact

of a dancer in a swirling skirt, a chic

model in the latest fashion, or a pretty host-

ess with plunging neckline, cooking in her

kitchen. And a sultry-voiced actress still

packs evocative punch on the radio.

But what has happened to the woman
broadcaster?

Certainly most women broadcasters have
talent, poise, and show a well-turned ankle.

They have verve and TV-genic features. A
surprising number are honest-to-goodness

good reporters. Even more are top-rated

salesmen.

Female broadcasters have long faced the

fact that in their careers the demand on a

woman is greater than on a man in the same
capacity, especially in the news field. A few
women broadcasters are doing an excep-
tional job of entertaining the female portion
of the American public. But a great many
more deserve a chance.
For years, the woman broadcaster and

her program grew in importance. Nearly
every radio station had at least one woman
on the air. When television came of age, it

too used women and their programs.
What, then, went wrong with this type of

show? What made her disappear? Was it the
switch many radio stations made to a news
and music programming format? Why did
TV drop many of its women's shows?
Women's programs succeeded because of

their flexibility. They failed because of it

too. Almost anything could be used on their

program to satisfy advertisers of other
shows. Commercials, given in a conversa-
tional style, were encouraged to be longer
and many more were used than would be
tolerated on any other program.

The woman's show also suffered greatly
from two labels: 1. woman's program and
2. service program.
To program directors, (some women com-

mentators were guilty too) the words
"woman's program" meant only homemak-
ing reports, recipes and sewing hints. Some
of these homemaking hints helped the pro-
gram, but the over-abundance—well that
was one of the first mistakes.

A woman listener needs to "get out of the
kitchen" even though she is hearing a pro-
gram while fixing dinner or washing dishes.

Stations underestimated the female audi-

ence. The female listeners wanted something
besides kitchen shows. They wanted to hear

what was going on in the world; they

wanted to hear interviews with interesting

people — people who have accomplished
something, not the station manager's wife

who happens to be Mrs. Club Woman and
just has to tell about the rummage sale the

club is sponsoring. Of course, this cut down
on the time Mr. Important could be inter-

viewed.

This brings us to another reason women
broadcasters and their programs left the

air. Mrs. Club Woman got the air time free

of charge as a service from the station.

Other women who knew the "right" person
at the station got free service announce-
ments on the woman's show. When this was
coupled with the ever-present low budget for
the program the listeners dropped off".

The thinly disguised commercials, the
household hints, the dull interviews tired

many women broadcasters. Like Doberman
of the Phil Silvers "Sgt. Bilko" show, their

complaint was "But Sarge; why does it

always have to be me?"
What can be done to bring the woman

broadcaster back to the air? Even when she
was most popular the "talking woman" was
still in the minority. The situation is not
hopeless.

First she could build her name by appear-
ing on panel shows, both radio and TV.
Or, as many women are doing now, give
commercials. She could moderate a quiz
or panel show. From here, she would find
an easier stepping stone back to a show of
her own.

But first she must get a new label for her
show, a new approach and face broadcasting
with her own special integrity and keep it

that way.
Women lost their programs because the

approach was wrong and audiences were
changed. But never underestimate the power
of a woman — especially a woman broad-
caster.

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Canadian Broadcasting: Brief

Summary and Outloolc for 1957

WITH some fifty-four percent of Canadian

households now equipped with television

receiving sets and practically 96 percent of

all households having radio sets as at the end
of 1956, according to latest official govern-
ment census, the Canadian radio and tele-

vision industry experienced favorable results

during 1956. Outlook for the year 1957 is

reported good from almost all aspects.

Further television broadcasting stations

came into operation in the past year but at

same time, radio broadcasters also showed
growth, and demonstrated that they have
now "learned to live with television." As a

matter of fact, radio broadcasters point out
that radio set sales in Canada have shown
continued and sustained increase as com-
pared with sales of television sets, which
tended to ease off considerably in 1956. In-

creased radio set sales, it was pointed out by
radio broadcasters, showed definitely the
sustained high level of radio listening audi-

ences.

Radio broadcasters, in order to continue
to attract sponsors, have adapted their pro-
gramming to obtain best audience results.

More and more, radio broadcasting is

slanted towards busy housewives during
earlier housework hours, and during early

morning hours for the motoring and night-
time workers. As far as television time is

concerned there is gradual increase in oper-
ating time. But advertising time continues
"hard to obtain", especially for periods con-
sidered most favorable.

Radio broadcasters generally report satis-

factory operating results. Schedules have
been altered, operators admit. The biggest
change, it is gathered, has been in program
sponsorship. There has been a tendency for
shows, especially the major ones, to be
sponsored by a number of advertisers. Spot
announcement also has become more wide-
spread. Radio broadcasters have drawn spe-
cial attention to advertisers of service that
can be rendered on a local basis and this

has proved very satisfactory and has meant
that radio operators have been able to main-
tain revenues in the face of television com-
petition.

Probably the biggest thing that occurred
in Canada's radio and television broadcast-
ing industry in the past year was the ex-
tepsive investigation made by the Royal

Commission on Broadcasting headed by

R. M. Fowler of Montreal. The commission
heard hundreds of briefs, at a number of

sittings both in Canada and the United

States. The commission report is expected

to have a strong effect on the future of the

industry.

Further progress is being made on 4,000-

mile microwave radio relay network—from
Sydney, Nova Scotia, to Victoria, B.C. The
Toronto-North Bay-Winnipeg section has

been completed, as well as part of the

Maritime Provinces section. The entire net-

work is scheduled to go into operation in

1958. When the network is complete, it will

afford simultaneous network television for

28 cities from the east to the west.

Official government figures indicate that

television set sales in Canada in 1956

amounted to 598,149 units, or down 22 per

cent from the record year, 1955. Value of

sales slipped from $234,800,000 to $179,-

900,000. Radio set sales, on the other hand
recorded sharp advance to 709.416 units up
16 per cent from 609,993 sold in year be-

fore. Radios sets sales were valued at $46,-

311.633 compared to $491,907,208.

The Canadian Association of Radio and
Television Broadcasters, comprised of pri-

vate operators across Canada, increased its

membership during the past year and a re-

port, issued by the association in the latter

part of January said that CARTB member-
ship to date totalled 145 radio broadcasting

stations, 28 television broadcasting stations,

and 54 associate members.
As far as CBC is concerned, high officials

of the corporation reported early this year
that considerable progress had been re-

corded both in television and radio and that

the outlook remained very bright. At the

turn of the year. A. Davidson Dunton,
chairman of the Board of Governors of

CBC pointed out in a progress report that

there were 38 television stations in Canada
which could attain some 80 percent of the

population and that Canadian broadcasting
is second to none in the world.

AN ADVERTISER'S modern media ar-

senal isn't complete unless it includes

foreign language radio! True or false? Very,
very true. If you're an advertiser you can't

sell to people unless they know who you are

and what your product will do for them.
And a sizeable share of them will never find

out if you spend your total efforts just telling

your story in another language (English)
somewhere other than where they're tuned.

Foreign language radio is the most—and
often the only — effective instrument for

sparking sales among the foreign language
segments in a community. And these "seg-

ments", by the way, can be very large, de-

pending on the area and the language. In
WOV's case, the area is New York City-and-
environs and the foreign language is ItaHan.

With the Italian language population figured

at better than 2,000,000 people it adds up to

the size of one of the world's major cities all

by itself.

Listeners are in tune with—not just tuned
to —• foreign language broadcasting. They
really stay with it, not just over the years and
on into a new generation (they do that too)
but throughout the day. They're habit-geared
to turn to their foreign language station for
familiar entertainment. Our own experience
over the years shows it is one of the most
satisfactory groups a broadcaster can direct

himself to. Certainly its one of the most de-
sirable groups to which an advertiser can
direct his efforts. The language listener feels

a comfortable pride in "his" station and also

embodies an advertiser's dream prospect.
Why? Because your language listener—with
what amounts to devotion and trust concern-
ing the station—is motivated to accept for-

eign language radio advertising as a wise and
urgent recommendation that had best be
heeded.

Foreign language listeners become very
active customers—so active in fact that they
aid with merchandising and distribution.

They will really harangue a retailer to stock
up on an advertised item. The list of products
which foreign language radio can sell suc-
cessfully is longer than that of English lan-

guage media. Why? Because your language
listener is a potential customer for every-
thing any other American in the same com-
munity is a prospect for (chewing gum,
bread, movies, automobiles) plus full lines

of additional items like special food prod-
ucts.

The Italian-American group (that we at

WOV serve) is large and its buying power is

strong. However, in areas where the total

group identified with a given language is

numerically smaller, or even proportionately
smaller, foreign language time may be the
media buy that lights up an otherwise dorm-
ant dollar sign. The reason is that if the
programming bears the ring of authenticity

and nostalgia for the listening group, and if

it has become part of their habit patterns, it

is a stronger influence on their buying habits

than any other medium. Costs being in ratio,

the advertiser who buys foreign language is

getting more than his money's worth
whether in a great city or a small com-
munity.

Programming is the vehicle. It definitely

does take a knack to combine the all im-
portant quality of nostalgia with a new-
every-day "quickening" quality. News, for

example, is heavily emphasized by WOV. We
even maintain our own shortwave news ser-

vice from Italy (and have often scooped the
wire services on news from abroad). The
actual news is in itself an item of major im-
portance— and a genuine service. In addi-

tion, however, it has the added value of
imbuing language programming with "today-
ness". A news flash from "La Casa Bianca"
alerts attention just as instantaneously in its

league (in fact I believe more so) as a flash

from "The White House" hits listening-in-

English ears.

o<r>o

When programming has done its job of
establishing loyalty, the job is still not done!
well begun, yes, but not done—not without
properly keyed advertising. Very seldom,
can an agency just have its English language
pitch translated and let it go at that. The
message must really be "transposed", idiom-
atically styled. The station can, and as a rule

is willing to, offer excellent suggestions in the
matter of angling to make a campaign roll

right from the beginning. There is no market,
I feel, which can best it for heady yields of
year-in, year-out success stories.

A Sigalert bulletin went
out over the commercial stations in Los
Angeles, and within 20 minutes after the bul-

letin v/as aired, the boy's father in Idaho was
on the long-distance phone in contact with
the Santa Monica General Hospital to make
identification.

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Advertising Agency Puts Case

Of Handling TV Production

SHOULD advertising agencies produce tel-

evision shows? In a word, my position on
the question is Yes. The only proviso I

would make is that agencies obviously must
be equipped with more than just a desire to

be creators and impresarios.

0<I>0

Consider it first from the advertiser's point

of view. It seems to me the client stands to

benefit in a variety of ways from an agency-
produced show. There is first the advantage
of economy. Since agencies do not depend
on TV show production for their profit, as

the independent producers do, or even par-

tially as the networks do, shows would on
the whole cost clients less if agencies pro-
duced them and felt responsible for justify-

ing the costs. In the present economics of the

TV business, the prices of network shows
are often supported at an unnecessarily high
level by the shortage of time—with networks
able to command higher prices than they are

necessarily worth for shows that occupy de-

sirable time slots. Independent packagers are

in business to produce and sell shows and
naturally require greater profits than agen-
cies would require for the same production.
Since the agency's primary interest is not in

selling a program but in utilizing TV time to

attract the largest possible audience, the
agency is or at least should be, less interested

in progting from the production itself.

(XIX)

Shows produced by agencies would auto-
matically be much more closely supervised
by the agencies than they are when, for prac-
tical purposes, they are out of the agency's
hands and—no sarcasm intended—in the
laps of the gods. Since an agency's fortunes
with a particular client rise or fall, as they
so often do, with the ratings of the client's

TV show, it seems to me the agency should
have much more to do with running the
show than simply choosing it in the first

place and then praying that the initial judg-
ment was correct, to say nothing of the
moral obligation of earning its commission
on talent and production costs.

From the network's point of view, the
question may appear to be a different one.
Admittedly, networks must, for their own
protection and as a public obligation, main-
tain standards of taste, quality, interest and
Drogramming diversification which it might
be difficult to maintain if each sponsor were
an individual producer. But this is not a
really valid argument against encouraging

agencies to assume the responsibility. Many
of the finest shows on the air today are pro-

duced by independent packagers — and in

some cases they are far greater credit to the

network and stations which telecast them
than much of the networks own product.

And at least two of the really outstanding

shows on the air are currently agency-pro-

duced. Maintaining proper programming
standards would still be a matter of network
policies, policing, and the prerogatives of ap-

proval and disapproval.

(XIX)

From the publics point of view, it should
make no difference whatsoever who produces
the show they watch—network, packager or

agency. The inalienable right to tune in and
tune out is the most effective arbiter of
what's good TV and what's bad TV, in any
case. As for the agencies themselves, all of

this presupposes the necessary talent and
manpower to produce programs of sufficient

quality and interest to attract and hold audi-

ences. And this of course means large addi-

tional overhead which would in many in-

stances exceed the agency 15% or 17.65%
gross income. To maintain the same profits

that it currently earns on a network pro-
duced or packaged show, the agency would
have to charge a substantial additional pro-
duction fee. But this should certainly still

leave room for a considerable saving to the
client.

Whether it is or should be an agency
responsibility to produce its own shows is

quite a different question from whether
agencies should be allowed or encouraged to

do it. And whether any individual agency
should seek this additional responsibility is

of course for that agency to decide. As for
ourselves, we've created and produced suc-
cessful shows in the past and we plan to do
so again. When we put our money on a
horse, we're willing to gamble on our judg-
ment and the jockey. But when we put our
client's money on a TV show, we'd like to
have as much as possible to do with making
it run—even if it means a lot more work for
us.

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Creative Thinking Necessary

in TV Film Commercial Activity r^>""^

AS a man deeply interested in the graphic

arts, I assume it's within my province to

attempt to forecast some of the developments

that can be expected in the field of television

film commercials during 1957.

Generally, the picture appears to be bright.

During 1956, an estimated total of $397,498,-

000 was spent by national advertisers alone

in spot television. Naturally, this steady

growth pattern is reflected in the film com-

mercial business and we expect to see this

healthy trend continue upward during the

coming year.

o<:z>o

There are many factors contributing to

the increased activity within this field. Ad-
vertisers have been compelled to use a greater

variety of commercials to cater to an increas-

ingly sophisticated television audience. A spot

that was considered outstanding five years ago

might be quite ordinary by today's standards.

There is a more discerning audience to be
sold today. We can remember in the early

days when some commercials ran two or

three years with quite a successful sales rec-

ord. Today, a campaign can be "old hat" in

a matter of months.

o<r>o

Another product of this era of intensified

competition will be the excursion by adver-

tisers and agencies into new areas of com-
mercial expression. I anticipate more experi-

mentation in the field of commercial technique
with utilization of some art forms which have
been considered, up to this time, as some-
what esoteric and avant garde. I believe the
influence of abstraction and other non-objec-
tive art forms will be felt more strongly this

next year.

Coupled with these new graphic forms will

be an ever increasing and ingenious use of
new sounds. Only now is there a growing ap-
preciation of what sound can do to enhance
the film commercial. I look for greater use
of original orchestral scores sound effects and
unique instrumental combinations to bolster
the attention-getting power of the commer-
cial sell.

Animation will be employed more than
ever before. In my judgment, animation re-

mains the most exciting and desirous form of
commercial. Quite probably, the rotoscope
technique, which optically combines live

action and animation, will be utilized to a

greater extent than before despite the in-

creased cost due to intricacy of production.

This marriage of realism and imagination will

be effectively harnessed by more advertisers

in 1957.

The antics of Bert and Harry Piel have
already exerted an influence that is bound
to extend into 1957. Agencies are presently

attempting to duplicate the success of this

series by a more careful attention to charac-

terization in their animated commercials.

One cannot survey any field of television

endeavour without contemplating the impact
of color on the 1957 scene. Here is a subject

of vast possibilities, one, which I venture, will

affect merchandising revolution beyond pres-

ent expectation when it is finally accepted by
advertisers as a truly mass medium. Having
experienced its explosive impact on Holly-

wood upon its introduction in the 30's, I can

fully appreciate its potential. Despite its grow-

ing popularity, for 1957 at least, black and

white commercials will continue to dominate

the commercial field.

I have attempted, with the usual reserva-

tions, to map just a few of the possibilities.

There are certainly many turns in the road

which may turn out to be dead ends. To judge

how successful a prognosis this has been, 1

suggest checking this space next year to see

whether I've been booked for a return en-

gagement.

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Learning Public's Tastes

Needed for TV Series' Success

As everyone has heard at one time or an-

other, build a better mousetrap and the

whole world will come to you. Television is

certainly no exception.

To bring the viewer to your network chan-

nel requires consistency and quality, finding a

need and filling it, building a habit of expect-

ancy. Programs with a sawtooth, up and down
record, cannot succeed as winners over the

long haul. Inevitably, a spotty viewing audi-

ence will result, since people will not follow

a program if it doesn't deliver with regularity.

Witness the record of feature films in the

Los Angeles area alone. At first a sensation

when the MGM package was presented, an
up and down rating pattern soon developed.

This was the direct result of offering features

of varying quality. As in any feature pack-
age, this group included films both bad and
good, and in-between. The public, as discern-

ing a group as there ever was, reacted with
the same inconsistency as the film series itself.

In contrast, consider any number of net-

work shows which maintain consistency
throughout the year and develop strong audi-

ence loyalty. Each new rating report shows
a stability in share of audience. Possessing
an intangible though pre-possessing person-
ality and giving the audience consistency each
week, these programs will always emerge
victorious over the spectaculars, the shows
which cannot maintain a theme and focus.

Who would underestimate the regular
drawing power of a "Disneyland," which pre-
sents something new and different each week,
yet holds the attention of the viewer since he
knows what to expect from the inimitable
talent of Walt Disney.

Always a winner with motion picture audi-
ences. Westerns and Adventures have estab-
lished themselves firmly as television leaders.
"Cheyenne," "The Life and Legend of Wyatt
Earp," "Gunsmoke," "Broken Arrow" and
"The Adventures of Jim Bowie" fill a need
of the American public and deliver with con-
sistent high quality. I, for one, predict they'll

be with us for a long time to come, main-
taining loyalty as long as Americans are
Americans.
Many examples of programs which deliver

with regularity could be cited. In network
television today, we have "Crossroads," Al-
fred Hitchcock, "The $64,000 Question,"

something which distinguishes them in the
eye of the viewer. They have found a need,
and filled it.

Of the newer shows of the past season or
two, none has quite equalled the record of
Lawrence Welk. Where other musical shows
had failed, Welk and his Champagne Music
became an overnight phenomenon. Welk hit

the top and has remained there since with a

combination of his magnetic personality and
the presentation of music in the way the peo-
ple wanted to hear it. As such, he'll continue
to hold top ratings.

In its planning for the 1957-58 season,

ABC Television will rely heavily on this

quality-consistency-expectancy formula as it

readies new programs. We believe that

Frank Sinatra, long a favorite, will become a

firmly entrenched habit with television

viewers. So too, will the new Walt Disney
program and the latest adventure series to

come from the Warner Bros, studios.

One important factor in building expect-

ancy which cannot be ignored is 52-week
exposure. ABC Television research has found
that shows which are in there punching the
year-round build up a much stronger habit

than those which take the conventional hiatus

during the summer months. This exposure has
helped immeasurably in the success of Welk,
"Disneyland," Wyatt Earp, "Cheyenne," Ed
Sullivan and others.

While not relying on mousetraps to cap-
ture audiences, ABC Television has achieved
unusual results with a "mouse." With the
"Mickey Mouse Club" ABC-TV has estab-
lished itself firmly in the daytime picture.

With its year-round appeal, the club has be-
come a habit with the housewife and young
America. With it as a keystone, ABC Tele-
vision is planning new and important day-
time entries. As at night, we will follow the
pattern of finding a need and filling it. firmly
convinced that it will bring us public accept-
ance and acclaim.

Assumes Basic Viewing Habits

AFTER a decade of television, it would be

reasonable to expect that the unpre-

cedented hold which the medium has had

on the American public would begin to wear

off. But nothing of the sort has happened.

Nor are there any indications that the pattern

will change during the coming year.

(xr>o

Indeed industry estimates predict that set

ownership WiU ciimb a subst^^ntial 5%, rais-

ing the number of television homes to

41,800,000, or 83% of the U.S. total. But

even though this gain in raw circulation is

impressive, it is outshadowed by the forecast

that the average television family in 1957

will continue to spend more than five hours

a day watching television entertainment, in-

formation and education.

With viewing remaining at the same high

level, and with the addition of 3 million new
television families, America by the end of

1957 will be spending 209 miUion hours a

day watching television—4V2 million more
hours per day than in 1956.

The public's increasing commitment to tele-

vision carries important implications for both

the broadcaster and the advertiser—on the

one hand the acceptance of greater respon-

sibilities, and on the other, recognition of

greater opportunities.

We at CBS Television will seek to meet
this greater challenge by adhering to the basic

programming policy which won for the net-

work in 1956 a leadership unmatched in the

history of the medium: a monthly average of

8 out of the Top 10 nighttime programs . . .

8 of the Top 10 daytime programs . . . and
an audience virtually as large as those deliv-

ered by the other two networks combined.

In our opinion this unprecedented record

stems directly from a two-fold policy: first,

to create the best in entertainment, informa-
tion, and public service programming; and
second, to give each program a reserved spot

on the schedule so that it can be presented

at the same time on the same day, week after

week.
This policy of program frequency and con-

tinuity springs from a recognition that man
is a creature of habit with a recurring pattern

to his activities week to week. As part of this

routine, he not only watches television but

develops the habit of watching the same pro-

grams week after week. Thus, CBS Televi-

sion has sought to mesh its program schedule
into the normal behavior and activities of the
television audience, so that each viewer will

form the habit of watching certain programs
on certain days at certain times.

But this faith in the value of regular week
to week programming does not mean that

the CBS Television schedule will remain un-
changed in the future, any more than it meant
there were no changes in the past. During
1956, for example, more than twenty new
program series were introduced on the net-
work; and undoubtedly a comparable number
of new series will be introduced during 1957.

This commitment to a regular weekly
schedule does not preclude the so-called

"special one-time broadcasts." We believe in

the merit of such broadcasts but only when
they provide viewers with entertainment or
information of sufficient value to justify a
break in the viewer's normal routine. In other
words, a special show must offer something
special. Operating within this definition CBS
Television in 1956 broadcast such special

events as the Kentucky Derby and The
Orange Bowl, "The Sinking of the Andrea
Doria", the annual news review by CBS News
foreign correspondents— "Years of Crisis,"

day and night coverage of the two National
Conventions, the Election Night returns, such
special public affairs programs as "The
Secret Life of Danny Kaye", and such enter-

tainment one-shots as "The Victor Borge
Show."

We at CBS Television during the coming
months will do everything possible to main-
tain our role as "pace setter of the networks."
We hope to achieve this goal by strengthen-

ing our regularly scheduled program lineup,

by presenting one-time broadcasts that are
indeed special, and by further extending our
eflForts in the fields of education and informa-
tion through such exciting series as the new
"Odyssey." By so doing we hope to provide
our advertisers with a still more effective

means of reaching—and selling—their prod-
ucts to the largest audiences ever gathered by
a medium of mass communication.

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Spectaculars, Color Gain

Firm Hold on Viewing Public

ONE of the most significant developments

of the 1956-57 broadcasting season has

been the success of the Spectaculars and
other special shows injected in the regular

schedule. This type of NBC programming,
nearing the end of its third season, has be-

come progressively more attractive to both

the public and the advertiser.

The bare statistics tell the story:

The Spectaculars and the one-shot pro-

grams this season are averaging higher audi-

ence ratmgs than in either of their first two
years.

These special shows on NBC television

averaged a 42 per cent higher rating in the

Fall than the average of all nighttime shows
scheduled on a regular basis on the three

television networks.
Of the 169 Spectaculars presented in the

last three seasons, 40 per cent, or four out of

ten, achieved Top Ten rankings in the Niel-

sen ratings.

The Spectaculars alone, separately rated

from the special one-shot programs, showed
an. 18 per cent audience gain for 1956-57

over the previous season.

One of the Spectaculars, "Jack and the

Beanstalk," attracted the largest audience

ever to view a 90-minute show—55,000,000
viewers, a 75 per cent greater audience than

the average of the three main competing
shows.
The Spectaculars and the special programs

apparently have wen a permanent place in

the plans of major advertisers. This is a

statement which can be made with some con-

fidence on the basis of inquiries at hand and
interest in our plans for these programs in the

1957-58 season. Advertisers looking for spe-

cial power, special impact and special mer-
chandising find the answer in the Spectaculars

and the special one-shot programs.

In addition to the Specials, we will always
continue to maintain a strong schedule of

regular daily and weekly programming. We
recognize that regular programming, building

strong audience interest and habit, is the

backbone of our programming.
Although NBC remained the only network

broadcasting Spectaculars and special pro-
grams on a regular basis at the outset of

1957, indications are that other networks may
yet return to them. This is a development
foreshadowed by heavy advertiser interest

and public demand.

In any compilation of the factors which
contributed most to the success of the Spec-
taculars and special programs, two stand out:

the excitement of color and live television.

Color it catching on and taking hold with the

public and live programming is proving an
enduring audience attraction.

The added beauty, emotion and realism of

color TV is now on tap every night of the
week. Color adds still more excitement to

this special event type of programming and
accelerates audience building. In the process,

it brings the program added promotional
power.

At NBC we believe that television is fun-
damentally a live medium. This remains the
major 1957 fact-of-life in our industry de-
spite the influx of Hollywood films.

The success of the Spectaculars, the fact

that such shows as Perry Como and Steve
Allen are doing better than ever on live pro-
grams, the new viewer interest created by
"Playhouse 90" on CBS through some of its

live presentation of television originals, prove
that audiences are attracted by live program-
ming—by the immediacy, the excitement, the
right-before-the-eyes quality of a live show.

This does not mean that there isn't plenty
of room for film in television. Some of the
most popular shows on all networks are on
film. Also, this doesn't overlook the fact that

"The Wizard of Oz," presented in prime time
as a network show, drew a huge audience.
But how many features are there which have
the wonderfully timeless appeal of that show?
The networks, together, present some

12,000 hours of programming a year. Holly-
wood's yearly film output is less than one-
tenth of this total.

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NTA Plans Future Based

On Advantages Of Film Web

THE time honored business advice "Find

a need and fill it" probably sums up the

reasons "why" of the NTA Film Network
as well as any maxim in the book.

That's if you don't use the word "find" in

the sense of "discovery," of course. We were

hardly the first to discover the need for a

television network linking its affiliates by the

use of film, unshackled by the built-in re-

strictions and heavy cost burdens of coaxial

cable.

Nor can we in these, our incipient stages,

accurately measure how completely we fill

this need. We can, however, pause for a deep

breath after a hectic yesterday, and venture

a look at tomorrow as viewed from the van-

tage point of today.

I have repeatedly referred to America's

fourth television network as a lower case

network with an upper case tomorrow. In

that tomorrow, I am convinced, the archaic

aspects of network broadcasting, virtually

unchanged since the mid-Twenties, will be

drastically overhauled and updated. The tele-

vision network of this tomorrow will be a

modernized version, primarily a film net-

work, and we of the NTA Film Network are

pointing for this future in the hurly-burly of

our busy today.

The Network's status report is just as

simple as its compilation was complicated. It

seems like yesterday . . . and it was, as a

matter of fact, a few short months ago . . .

that we decided to organize a network that

would give its stations an additional source

of strong, competitive programming and na-

tional advertising revenue; that would offer

to the advertiser and his agency a new, con-

venient marketplace to buy nationwide cav-

erage at a realistic cost; and a network
which would elevate the program standards

of television, offering finer entertainment to

the television household of the nation.

We set October 15th, 1956 as our target

date, and we met our deadline. As of April

1st, the Network will be operating under its

first commercial auspices, as the sponsorship

by the Warner-Lambert Pharmaceutical
Company, one of the country's most re-

spected advertisers, goes into effect

Even in these, our "lower case" days, the

NTA Film Network will be furnishing com-
mercial service to 128 television stations

from coast to coast covering with their com-
bined signals over ninety percent of Ameri-
ca's television homes.

tomorrow, despite the popular saying to the

contrary, always comes, we are making
earnest preparations for its advent. An hour
and a half children's spectacular, our next

program project, is nearing completion.

Eleven series of half hour programs are in

varying stages of development at Twentieth

Century-Fox and Desilu. We are, in a word,
arming ourselves for an expanded tomorrow,
stepping up our programming support to our
affiliates and the communities they serve,

thus creating new television advertising op-

portunities for America's already television

conscious advertisers.

We feel that we are already serving the

public by broadening the base of the televi-

sion medium, widening the program hori-

zons on channels already available. With the

increase in the number of stations a virtual

vertainty, these top programs will be avail-

able to more and more people.

Mindful of the fact that service to the

public is TV's primary reason for existence,

our Network will constantly seek ways and
means to further that service. We believe

that the phrase "public service program-

ming" can be consonant with excitement and

entertaiimient, and we are not unmindful of

the challenge uch programming represents.

Of course, we are still supplying custom
musical recordings featuring many of the

outstanding recording artists in America to-

day, such as Doris Day, Peggy Lee, Sauter-

Finegan Orchestra, Three Suns, David Rose,

Xavier Cugat and Harry James. These record-

ings still represent an important segment of

our over-all program activities.

A good example of successful program
building through World Broadcasting System
has been our "Radio's Voice of Fortune"
series. It is actually a major program pack-

MUSIC, apparently, not only "hath dharm" but also the eggshell quality

of an atom bomb—and like atomic energy, requireth skillful and
delicate handling.
During the past few years the world at large has been made acutely

aware of the performance licensing organization. This is good. It's about
time the curtain was raised and the music user be made to see what part
such an organization plays in his professional life.

The shortsightedness on the part of music users stems from a lack of
understanding as to what the music industry and specifically the perform-
ance licensing organization is all about. Creative works have always been
subject to highjacking by the unscrupulous—those who are prone to exploit
and profit without being willing to pay—in short, those who want to dance
but not pay the fiddler.

The copyright system under which the United States presently operates
is the result of thinking several hundred years old, and which eventually
became manifest in this country in the copyright laws passed by twelve
of the original states. The basic thinking in each was the encouraging of the
arts and reserving to the creator the rewards of his accomplishment.
Finally, Congress realized that it would have to do something about the
protection of all American art forms and, so, followed the present Federal
Copyright Act. The purpose of this law is to grant to the creator, a reward
for his talent and ability, as well as to stimulate and encourage othei's

equally talented. The law takes a definite stand and allows the creator
and/or the copyright owner the privilege of protecting his work from
unauthorized use.

While performing rights of musical works were first recognized in 1897,
the first performing rights organization in the United States was formed
in 1914, approximately five years after the establishment of the present
Copyright Law.
When radio came into existence there was naturally a great demand for

music. This industry, like restaurants, cabarets and hotel owners, took the

position that they were not publicly performing copyrighted music for

profit. It became apparent that without such groups as SESAC, the

individual user would have to, if he were going to use a copyrighted work in

public performance for profit, contact the individual copyright owner, who
was in many cases the composer and/or publisher, in order to secure per-

mission to use the work. These individual contacts would involve detailed

paper work, and increased personnel. Secondly the perfornance cost would
undoubtedly be higher if such fees had to be arrived at between the copy-

right owner and the user. The performance licensing organization elimin-

ated all the obstacles and based costs upon natural and sound economic
phenomena.
We've got to realize that today we're faced with the problem of protect-

ing those works which have already been created and of encouraging the

creation of new material to augment the old. This is not done without effort.

Talent to begin with is rare. When it is realized it is a treasure and when
finally put to work it becomes a blessing. So don't ever expect to get it for

nothing.

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HOW TO APPLY FOR
FCC LICENSE

Official FCC Procedure for AM, FM and TV Licenses

(XZXI

ANY qualified citizen, firm, or group may
apply to the Federal Communications

Comniission for authority to construct a

commercial standard (AM), frequency
modulation (FM), or television (TV)
broadcast station.

0<=>«

Licensing of these facilities is pre-

scribed by the Communications Act of

1934, as amended, which sets up certain

basic requirements. In general, applicants

must satisfy the Commission that they are

legally, technically and financially quali-

fied, and that operation of the proposed
station would serve the public conven-
ience, interest or necessity. The Communi-
cations Act also recognizes broadcasting
as a eompetitive industry and invests the
Commission with the responsibility of al-

locating facilities so as to provide a fair,

efficient, and equitable distribution of

radio service.

The licensing procedure is detailed in

Part 1 of the Commission's "Rules Relat-
ing to Practice and Procedure," while sta-

tion operation is covered by Part 3, "Rules
Governing Radio Broadcast Services," and
"Standards of Good Engineering Practice"

for AM stations.

0<O0

Following is a summary of the consecu-
tive steps required in applying for authori-

zation to build and operate a commercial
broadcast station. The application pro-

cedure is substantially the same whether
the facility sought is for AM, FM, or

TV broadcast.

Selecting a Frequency

Standard CAM) broadcast stations oper-
ate on "local," "regional," or "clear" chan-
nels. Local stations are of 100 to 250 watts
power and serve smaller communities;
stations of 500 watts to 5 kilowatts power
cover larger centers of population and
surrounding areas; stations of 10 to 50

fcilowatt maximum power are for large

area coverage, particularly at night. There

is no separate classification for AM opera-
tion by educational stations.

To determine whether an AM frequency
is available for assignment in a particular
area, it is necessary for the applicant to
have a frequency search made by a com-
petent engineer. The (Commission's en-
gineering personnel cannot undertake to
make such studies for prospective
applicants.

(XZX)

An applicant for a commercial FM sta-
tion must specify a frequency available to
the area to be served. The Commission has
tentatively allocated geographic blocks of
frequencies to accommodate Class A sta-
tions (commimity) and Class B stations
(metropolitan and rural) throughout the
United States. The demand for FM sta-
tions has not yet exceeded the supply of

available frequencies. (The Noncommer-
cial Educational FM Broadcast Service
is a separate category with its own
rules.)

An applicant for a new television station

must request a channel assigned in the
Table of Assignments to the community
involved. However, a channel assigned to

any community listed in the table can be
requested for operation in any unlisted
community within 15 miles of the listed

community. Commercial TV stations are
authorized for unlimited hours of opera-
tion and are of a single class with mini-
mum power determined by the size Of the
principal city and maximum power de-
pendent on antenna height and allocation

zone. Channels are reserved for noncom-
mercial educational TV operation.

Applying for a Construction Permit

Once a prospective licensee has decided
upon the type of station he wishes to ap-
ply for, the next step is to make applica-

tion for a construction permit. This
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application miist be in writing on a form
supplied by the Commission (Form 301,

"Application for Authority to Construct a

New Broadcast Station or Make Changes
in an Existing Broadcast Station," which
covers AM, FM, and TV broadcast). This
form requires information about the citi-

zenship and character of the applicant, as

well as his financial, technical, and other
qualifications to construct and operate a

station, plus details about the transmitting
apparatus to be used, and the proposed
new service. Triplicate copies are required,

one of which must be executed under
oath or affirmation.

Application Processing

Applications for new broadcast stations

are twice reported by the Commission

—

when first tendered, and, again, when ac-

cepted for filing. Such an application is

not acted upon until at least 30 days after
public notice is given of its acceptance.

Applications are reviewed in their en-
gineering, legal, and financial aspects by
the Broadcast Bureau, which makes rec-

ommendations to the Commission.

Applications are, in general, processed
in the order in w'hich accepted for filing.

There is a Temporary Processing iPro-

cedure for TV applications.

0<=>0

If, upon examination of an application,
the Commission determines that there are
no engineering conflicts, that the applicant
is qualified, and that aU other require-
ments are met, the application is granted
without hearing and a construction permit
is issued.

(XIX)

Any grant made by the Commission
without a hearing is subject to protest
within a period of 30 days, during which
the protesting party may request a hear-
ing. Within 15 days thereafter the Com-
mission must determine whether the
objection merits a hearing.

The law requires that, in general, final

decision on noncontested applications be
rendered within three months from the

date of the original filing, and within six
months from the conclusion of a hearing
in those cases which go through a hearing.

Hearings

Where it appears that an application
violates provisions of the Commission's
rules and regulations; that interference
would be caused to another AM or FM
broadcast station; or that the minimum
separation requirements for TV stations
are not met; or if other serious questions
of a technical, legal, or financial charac-
ter are involved, a hearing usually is re-
quired before a final decision on the
application can be made. Often a hearing
is necessary because two or more ap-
plicants seek to tise the same frequency
or immediately adjacent frequencies with
such a proximity of stations that excessive
interference would result. In such in-

stances, the Commission is compelled by
law to accord a hearing to the competing
applicants and to make a comparative
judgment as to which, if either, should be
granted.

0<Z>0

If unable to grant an application, the
Commission is required to notify the appli-
cant and other known parties of interest

as to the reason. The applicant usually is

given 30 days in which to reply. Aiter
that, if the Commission is still unable to

make a grant, a hearing is ordered.

0<Z>0

In designating an application for hear-
ing, the Commission gives public notice of

the issues for the information of the ap-
plicant and other parties who may be
concerned. The hearing notice generally
allows the applicant a period of 60 days
or more in which to prepare. Even after

being designated for hearing, an appli-

cant may sometimes find it possible to
satisfy the issues by amending his appli-
cation, especially if the apparent deficien-

cies are of an engineering nature.

o<r>o

Competing applications for the same
facility are not considered if filed more
than 10 days after public notice designat-
ing the prior application or applications
for hearing.

Pre-hearing conferences are held both
prior to and after an exchange of exhibits
by the parties.

least 20 days in advance of the hearing
date, the second pre-hearing conference is

held at least 10 days before the hearing
commences.

Within 20 days after the close of a rec-
ord by the hearing examiner, each party
and the Chief of the Broadcast Bureau of
the Commission has the privilege of filing

proposed findings of fact and conclusions
in support of their contentions. After re-
view of the evidence and statements, the
hearing examiner issues an initial de-
cision.

0<:i>0

In the event he wishes to contest the
initial decision, the applicant or any other
interested party has 20 days from the date
on which the initial decision was an-
nounced to file exceptions and to request
oral argument before the Commission. In
all cases heard by an examiner, the Com-
mission will hear oral argument on re-
quest of either party. After oral argument,
the Commission may adopt, modify, or
reverse the hearing examiner's initial de-
cision. Within 30 days thereafter, any
party involved may petition for rehearing.

0<Z>0

If no exceptions are filed, and the Com-
mission does not initiate a review of the
hearing examiner's initial decision, the
latter becomes effective 40 days after the
issuance of the initial decision, unless
otherwise ordered by the Commission.
Court appeals can be taken within 30 days
following announcement of the commis-
sion decision.

Construction Permit

When and if an application meets statu-
tory and other requirements, it is granted
and a construction permit is issued. A
maximimi of 60 days from date of grant
is provided in which construction shall
begin, and a maximum of 6 months there-
after as the time for completion (or 8
months in all). Application to modify a
broadcast construction authorization, or
to make changes in an existing station, or
to modify a license, is made on the same
form (301) used in seeking initial con-

struction authorization. If the permittee is

unable to build his station within the
time specified, he can apply for extension
of time on Form 701 ("Application for Ad-
ditional Time to Construct a Radio Sta-
tion"), giving the reasons. Upon comple-
tion of construction the permittee can
engage in equipment tests.

License

The final step is to apply for the actual
license. All applicants for broadcast li-

cense are required to fill out Form 302
("Application for New Broadcast Station
License"). Applicants must show compli-
ance with all terms, conditions, and obli-

gations set forth in the original application
and the construction permit. After apply-
ing for a license and receiving authority
from the Commission, the holder of a
construction permit can conduct program
tests. A station license is then issued if

no new cause or circumstance has come to
the attention of the Commission that
would make operation of the station con-
trary to public interest.

AM, FM and TV broadcast stations are
licensed for the statutory limit of three
years. Applications for renewal of license

are made on Form 303, which is "Ap-
plication for Renewal of Broadcast Sta-
tion License."

If the holder of a construction permit
or license desires to assign the same to
someone else, he makes application on
form 314 ("Application for Consent to
Assignment of Radio Broadcast Station
Construction Permit or License").

Should the permittee or the' licensee
wish to transfer corporate control, he
applies on Form 315 ("Application for
Consent to Transfer Control of Corpora-
tion Holding Radio Broadcast Station
Construction Permit or License").

In certain cases a permittee or licensee
can apply for a transfer of corporate
control or an assignment of license by
using form 316 ("Application for As-
signment or Transfer—Short Form").
This form may only be used when the
transfer or assignment is pro forma or
technical in nature; i.e., where no sub-
stantial changes in interest occur.

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Radio-TV Set Sales Increase

as Number of Outlets Grows

THE radio-electronics-television industry

continued to grow in 1956, but increasing
competition in TV set-manufacturing sharply
reduced the number of producers, though not
the production.
A score of television receiver manufac-

turers dropped out of the running, though
not of the industry in many instances; yet the
year's net output fell only 5 percent or from
7.7 to 7.4 million units. Moreover, this de-

cline was partially offset by the production
of about 150,000 color TV sets with a value
several times that of monochrome sets.

Home radios and portables continued to

belie the prophecies of their decline in the
face of TV competition and actually rose well

above 1955 figures. Only auto sets declined
m keeping with the lower car sales.

0<Z>0

The output of all radios, except auto sets,

increased about 15 percent in 1956 over 1955
with portables taking the lead by an increase

in excess of 50 percent. Transistor-equipped
portables were produced in quantity for the

first year, numbering about 950,000. Auto
sets declined about 25 percent due to the cut-

back in auto production.
One of the most significant developments

in the television market in 1956 was the
emergence of the portable TV receiver. While
approximately 250,000 were made in 1955,
the 1956 figure totalled about 1.8 million. In
1957 this production may be nearly doubled.
One obvious result of this trend has been a

decline in the average price of the television

receiver and an over-all loss in revenue from
TV set sales.

The outlook for 1957 is that close to 7
million black and white television receivers

will be made and sold and that color TV set

sales will total several hundred thousand.

Two segments of the industry has been
benefiting from the growing number of tele-

vision and radio sets in use—now about 42
million TV sets and 150 million radios

—

and seem likely to continue to make gains

in 1957. These are the component manufac-
turer who sells replacement parts and the

jobber and service technician who handle and
use them in home set maintenance.
The sale of radio-TV replacement parts

rose to $850 million in 1956 and is expected
to rise another $100 million in 1957. Set serv-

icing costs are estimated at close to $ 1 billion

in 1956 and the total dollar value to manu-

facturers, jobbers, and service technicians at
$2.4 billion.

The size of the electronic industry, meas-
ured in terms of production and sales, in-

creased 15 percent and approached $5.9
billion at the factory level in 1956. When
distribution, servicing, and broadcasting reve-
nue are added, the industry's actual income
amounts to nearly $12 billion. Another 10
percent in growth is expected in 1957, and
industry statisticians predict the entire income
of the electronics industry will reach $22
billion by 1966.

Military electronics in 1956 accounted for
about $2.7 billion—up 10 percent from 1955—and constituted almost half of the industry's
factory sales. All indications are that the rise

in military electronics will continue in 1957
as total defense expenditures increase, and
the electronics percentage rises as guided
missiles threaten to replace many types of
military aircraft.

Industrial electronics, especially in auto-
mation techniques employed by many non-
electronic as well as electronic manufacturers,
m.ade forward strides in 1956 and appeared
headed for continued expansion in 1957 and
thereafter. Equipment sales were estimated
at between $900 million and $1 billion in

1956.

One of RETMA's most important projects
in 1956 was to co-sponsor a pilot educational
television system in the public schools of
Hagerstown, Maryland. The intrinsic value
of academic television as a teaching tool has
been proved and this project will help edu-
cators to perfect new techniques for using
this new audio-visual medium. It also will

enable our industry to design better equip-
ment for school use.

More and more industries have found

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THE TELEVISION CODE
OF THE NARTB

PREAMBLE

TELEVISION is seen and heard in every type of American home. These
homes include children and adults of all ages, embrace all races and

all varieties of religious faith, and reach those of every educational back-
ground. It is the responsibility of television to bear constantly in mind
that the audience is primarily a home audience, and consequently that tele-

vision's relationship to the vieivers is that between guest and host.

THE REVENUES from advertising support the free, competitive Ameri-
can system of telecasting, and make available to the eyes and ears of

the American people the finest programs of information, education, cvlture

and entertainment. By law the television broadcaster is responsible for
the programming of his station. He, however, is obligated to bring his

positive responsibility for excellence and good taste in programming to

bear upon all who have a hand in the production of programs, including
networks, sponsors, producers of film and of live programs, advertising
agencies, and talent agencies.

THE AMERICAN businesses which utilize television for conveying their

advertising messages to the home by pictures with sound, seen free-

of-charge on the home screen, are reminded that their responsililities are
not limited to the sale of goods and the creation of a favorable attitude

toward the sponsor by the presentation of entertainment. They include, as

ivell, responsibility for utilizing television to bring the best programs, re-

gardless of kind, into American homes.

TELEVISION, and all who participate in it are jointly accountable to

the American public for respect for the special needs of children, for
community responsibility

, for advancement of education and culture, for

the acceptability of the program materials chosen, for decency and
decorum in production, and for propriety in advertising. This responsi-

bility cannot be discharged by any given group of programs, but can be

discharged only through the highest standards of respect for the American
home, applied to every moment of every program presented by television.

IN ORDER that television programming may best serve the public interest,

viewers should be encouraged to make their criticisms and positive sug-

gestions known to the television broadcasters. Parents in particular should
be urged to see to it that out of the richness of television fare, the best pro-

grams are brought to the attention of their children.
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ADVANCEMENT OF EDUCATION AND CULTURE

1. Commercial television provides a valuable means of augmenting
the educationai and cultural influences of schools, institutions of higher
learning, the home, the church, museums, foundations, and other institu-

tions devoted to education and culture.

2. It is the responsibility of a television broadcaster to call upon such
institutions for counsel and co-operation and to work with them on the

best methods of presenting educational and cultural materials by television.

It is further the responsibility of stations, networks, advertising agencies

and sponsors consciously to seek opportunities for introducing into telecasts

factual materials which will aid in the enlightenment of the American
public.

3. Education via television may be taken to mean that process by which
the individual is brought toward informed adjustment to his society. Tele-

vision is also responsible for the presentation of overtly instructional and
cultural programs, scheduled so as to reach the viewers who are naturally
drawn to such programs, and produced so as to attract the largest possible

audience.
4. In furthering this realization, the television broadcaster

:

a) Should be thoroughly conversant with the educational and
cultural needs and desires of the community served.

b) Should affirmatively seek out responsible and accountable educa-
tional and cultural institutions of the community with a view toward
providing opportunities for the instruction and enlightenment of the
viewers.

c) Should provide for reasonable experimentation in the develop-
ment of programs specifically directed to the advancement of the com-
munity's culture and education.

ACCEPTABILITY OF PROGRAM MATERIAL

Program material should enlarge the horizons of the viewer, provide
him with wholesome entertainment, afford helpful stimulation, and remind
him of the responsibilities which the citizen has toward his society.

Furthermore

:

a) (i) Profanity, obscenity, smut and vulgarity are forbidden, even
when likely to be understood only by part of the audience. From time
to time, words which have been acceptable, acquire undesirable mean-
ings, and telecasters should be alert to eliminate such words.

(ii) Words (especially slang) derisive of any race, color, creed,
nationality or national derivation, except wherein such usage would
be for the specific purpose of effective dramatization such as com-
batting prejudice, are forbidden, even when likely to be understood
only by part of the audience. From time to time, words which have
been acceptable, acquire undesirable meanings, and telecasters should
be alert to eliminate such words.

(iii) The Television Code Review board shall maintain and issue to
subscribers, from time to time, a continuing list of specific words and
phrases, which should not be used in keeping with this subsection. This
list, however, shall not be considered as all-inclusive.

b) (i) Attacks on religion and religious faiths are not allowed.
(ii) Reverence is to mark any mention of the name of God, His

attributes and powers.
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(iii) When religious rites are included in other than religious pro-
grams, the rites are accurately presented, and the ministers, priests
and rabbis portrayed in their callings are vested with the dignity
of their office and under no circumstances are to be held up to ridicule.

c) (i) Contests may not constitute a lottery,

(ii) Any telecasting designed to "buy" the television audience by
requiring it to listen and/or vievi^ in hope of reward, rather than for
the quality of the program, should be avoided.

d) Respect is maintained for the sanctity of marriage and the value
of the home. Divorce is not treated casually nor justified as a solu-

tion for marital problems.
e) Illicit sex relations are not treated as commendable.
f ) Sex crimes and abnormalities are generally unacceptable as pro-

gram material.

g) Drunkenness and narcotic addiction are never presented as de-
sirable or prevalent.

h) The administration of illegal drugs will not be displayed.

i) The use of liquor in program content shall be de-emphasized. The
consumption of liquor in American life, when not required by the plot

or for proper characterization, shall not be shown.

j ) The use of gambling devices or scenes necessary to the defvelop-

ment of plot or as appropriate background is acceptable only when
presented with discretion and in moderation, and in a manner which
would not excite interest in, or foster, betting nor be instructional in

nature. Telecasts of actual sport programs at which on-the-scene bet-

ting is permitted by law should be presented in a manner in keeping
with Federal, state and local laws, and should concentrate on the sub-
ject as a public sporting event.

k) In reference to physical or mental afflictions and deformities,

special precautions must be taken to avoid ridiculing sufferers from
similar ailments and offending them or members of their families.

1) Exhibitions of fortune-telling, astrology, phrenology, palm-read-
ing, and numerology are acceptable only when required by a plot or
the theme of a program, and then the presentation should be developed
in a manner designed not to foster superstition or excite interest or

belief in these subjects.

m) Television drama shall not simulate news or special events in

such a way as to mislead or alarm. Reference is made to the section of

the Code on News.

n) Legal, medical and other professional advice, diagnosis and treat-

ment will be permitted only in conformity with law and recognized
ethical and professional standards.

o) The presentation of cruelty, greed and selfishness as worthy
motivations is to be avoided.

p) Excessive or unfair exploitation of others or of their physical or
mental afflictions shall not be presented as praiseworthy.

q) Criminality shall be presented as undesirable and unsympathetic.

The condoning of crime and the treatment of the commission of crime

in a frivolous, cynical or callous manner is unacceptable.

r) The presentation of techniques of crime in such detail as to invite

imitation shall be avoided.
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s) The use of horror for its own sake will be eliminated; the use of

visual or aural effects which would shock or alarm the viewer, and
the detailed presentation of brutality or physical agony by sight or

by sound are not permissible.

t) Law enforcement shall be upheld, and the officers of the law are

to be portrayed with respect and dignity.

u) The presentation of murder or revenge as a motive for murder
shall not be presented as justifiable.

v) Suicide as an acceptable solution for human problems is

prohibited.

w) The exposition of sex crimes will be avoided.

x) The appearance or dramatization of persons featured in actual

crime news will be permitted only in such light as to aid law enforce-

ment or to report the news event.

y) The use of animals, both in the production of television programs
and as a part of television program content, shall, at all times, be in

conformity with accepted standards of humane treatment.

RESPONSIBILITY TOWARD CHILDREN

1. The education of children involves giving them a sense of the world
at large. Crime, violence and sex are a part of the world they will be called

upon to meet, and a certain amount of proper presentation of such is help-

ful in orienting the child to his social surroundings. However, violence and
illicit sex shall not be presented in an attractive manner, nor to an extent
such as will lead a child to believe that they play a greater part in life than
they do. They should not be presented without indications of the resultant
retribution and punishment.

2. It is not enough that only those programs which are intended for
viewing by children shall be suitable to the young and immature. (Atten-
tion is called to the general items listed under "Acceptability of Program
Materials.") Television is responsible for insuring that programs of all

sorts which occur during the times of day when children may normally
be expected to have the opportunity of viewing television shall exercise
care in the following regards

:

a) In affording opportunities for cultural growth as well as for
wholesome entertainment.

b) In developing programs to foster and promote the commonly
accepted moral, social and ethical ideals characteristic of American
life.

c) In reflecting respect for parents, for honorable behavior, and
for the constituted authorities of the American community.

d) In eliminating reference to kidnapping of children or threats of
kidnapping.

e) In avoiding material which is excessively violent or would create
morbid suspense, or other undesirable reactions in children.

f ) In exercising particular restraint and care in crime or mystery
episodes involving children or minors.

DECENCY AND DECORUM IN PRODUCTION

1. The costuming of all performers shall be within the bounds of
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propriety, and shall avoid such exposure or such emphasis on anatomical
detail as would embarrass or offend home viewers.

2. The movements of dancers, actors, or other performers shall be
kept within the bounds of decency, and lewdness and impropriety shall not
be suggested in the positions assumed by performers.

3. Camera angles shall avoid such views of performers as to emphasize
anatomical details indecently.

4. Racial or nationality types shall not be shown in television in such
a manner as to ridicule the race or nationality.

5. The use of locations closely associated with sexual life or with
sexual sin must be governed by good taste and delicacy.

COMMUNITY RESPONSIBIUTY

A television broadcaster and his staff occupy a position of respon-
sibility in the community and should conscientiously endeavor to be
acquainted fully with its needs and characteristics in order better to serve
the welfare of its citizens.

TREATMENT OF NEWS AND PUBLIC EVENTS

News

1. A television station's news schedule should be adequate and well-

balanced.

2. News reporting should be factual, fair and without bias.

3. Commentary and analysis should be clearly identified as such.

4. Good taste should prevail in the selection handling of news

:

Morbid, sensational or alarming details not essential to the factual
report, especially in connection with stories of crime or sex, should be
avoided. News should be telecast in such a manner as to avoid panic and
unnecessary alarm.

5. At all times, pictorial and verbal material for both news and com-
ment should conform to other sections of these standards, wherever such
sections are reasonably applicable.

6. Pictorial material should be chosen with care and not presented in

a misleading manner.

7. A television broadcaster should exercise due care in his super-

vision of content format, and presentation of newscasts originated by his

station; and in his selection of newscasters, commentators, and analysts.

8. A television broadcaster should exercise particular discrimination in

the acceptance, placement and presentation of advertising in news pro-

grams so that such advertising should be clearly distinguishable from the

news content.

9. A television broadcaster should not present fictional events or other

non-news material as authentic news telecasts or announcements, nor
should he permit dramatizations in any program which would give the

false impression that the dramatized material constitutes news. Expletives,

(presented aurally or pictorially) such as "flash" or "bulletin" and state-

ments such as "we interrupt this program to bring you . .
." should be

reserved specifically for news room use. However, a television broadcaster

may properly exercise discretion in the use in non-news programs of words
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or phrases which do not necessarily imply that the material following is a
news release.

Public Events

1. A television broadcaster has an affirmative responsibility at all

times to be informed of public events, and to provide coverage consonant
with the ends of an informed and enlightened citizenry.

2. Because of the nature of events open to public, the treatment of

such events by a television broadcaster should be effected in a manner to

provide for adequate and informed coverage as well as good taste in

presentation.

Controversial Public Issues

1, Television provides a valuable forum for the expression of respon-

sible views on public issues of a controversial nature. In keeping therewith
the television broadcaster should seek out and develop with accountable
individuals, groups and organizations, programs relating to controversial
public issues of import to its fellow citizens ; and to give fair representa-
tion to opposing sides of issues which materially affect the life or welfare
of a substantial segment of the public.

2. The provision of time for this purpose should be guided by the
following principles

:

a) Requests by individuals, groups or organizations for time to

discuss their views on controversial public issues, should be considered
on the basis of their individual merits, and in the light of the con-

tribution which the use requested would make to the public interest,

and to a well-balanced program structure.

b) Programs devoted to the discussion of controversial public issues
should be identified as such, and should not be presented in a manner
which would mislead listeners or viewers to believe that the program is

of entertainment, news or any other character.

Political Telecasts

Political telecasts should be clearly identified as such, and should
not be presented by a television broadcaster in a manner which would
mislead listeners or views to believe that the program is of any other
character.

Religious Programs

1. It is the responsibility of a television broadcaster to make available

to the community, as part of a well-balanced program schedule, adequate
opportunity for religious presentations.

2. The following principles should be followed in the treatment of

such programs:
a) Telecasting which reaches men of all creeds simultaneously

should avoid attacks upon religion.

b) Religious programs should be presented respectfully and accurate-
ly and without prejudice or ridicule.

c) Religious programs should be presented by responsible individ-
uals, groups, and organizations.

d) Religious programs should place emphasis on broad religious
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truths, excluding the presentation of controversial or partisan views
not directly or necessarily related to religion or morality.

3. In the allocation of time for telecasts of religious programs it is

recommended that the television station use its best efforts to apportion
such time fairly among the representative faith groups of its community.

PRESENTATION OF ADVERTISING

1. Ever mindful of the role of television as a guest in the home, a

television broadcaster should exercise unceasing care to supervise the form
in which advertising material is presented over his facilities. Since tele-

vision is a developing medium, involving methods and techniques distinct

from those of radio, it may be desirable, from time to time, to review and
revise the presently suggested practices.

(a) Advertising messages should be presented with courtesy and
good taste ; disturbing or annoying material should be avoided ; every
effort should be made to keep the advertising message in harmony with
the content and general tone of the program in which it appears.

b) A sponsor's advertising messages should be confined within the
framework of the sponsor's program structure. A television broad-
caster should avoid the use of commercial announcements which
are divorced from the program either by preceding the introduc-
tion of the program (as in the case of so-called "cow-catcher" an-
nouncements) or by following the apparent sign-off of the program
(as in the case of so-called "trailer" announcements). To this end,

the program itself should be announced and clearly identified BOTH
AUDIO AND VIDEO before the sponsor's advertising material is first

used, and should be signed off BOTH AUDIO AND VIDEO after the
sponsor's advertising material is last used.

c) Advertising copy should contain no claims intended to disparage
competitors, competing products, or other industries, professions or

institutions,

d) Since advertising by television is a dynamic technique, a tele-

vision broadcaster should keep under surveillance new advertising

devices so that the spirit and purpose of these standards are fulfilled.

e) Television broadcasters should exercise the utmost care and dis-

crimination with regard to advertising material, including content,

placement and presentation, near or adjacent to programs designed

for children. No considerations of expediency should be permitted to

impinge upon the vital responsibility towards children and adoles-

cents, which is inherent in television, and which must be recognized

and accepted by all advertisers employing television.

f ) Television advertisers should be encouraged to devote portions

of their allotted advertising messages and program time to the sup-

port of worthy causes in the public interest in keeping with the

highest ideals of the free com:)etitive system.

g) A charge for television time to churches and religious bodies

is not recommended.

ACCEPTABILITY OF ADVERTISERS AND PRODUCTS

General

1. A commercial television broadcaster makes his facilities available

for the advertising of products and services and accepts commercial pres-
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entations for such advertising. However, a television broadcaster should,
in recognition of his responsibility to the public, refuse the facilities of his

station to an advertiser where he has good reason to doubt the integrity

of the advertiser, the truth of the advertising representations, or the com-
pliance of the advertiser with the spirit and purpose of all applicable legal

requirements. Moreover, in consideration of the laws and customs of the
communities served, each television broadcaster should refuse his facilities

to the advertisement of products and services, or the use of advertising
scripts, which the station has good reason to believe would be objectionable
to a substantial and responsible segment of the community. The
foregoing principles should be applied with judgment and flexibility, taking
into consideration the characteristics of the medium and the form and
content of the particular presentation. In general, because television broad-
cast is designed for the home and the family, including children, the fol-

lowing principles should govern the business classifications listed below:
a) The advertising of hard liquor should not be accepted.

b) The advertising of beer and wines is acceptable only when pre-

sented in the best of good taste and discretion, and is acceptable sub-
ject to federal and local laws.

c) Advertising by institutions or enterprises which in their offers

of instruction imply promises of employment or make exaggerated
claims for the opportunities awaiting those who enroll for courses is

generally unacceptable.
d) The advertising of firearms and fireworks is acceptable only sub-

ject to federal and local laws.

e) The advertising of fortune-telling, occultism, spiritualism, astrol-

ogy, phrenology, palm-reading, numerology, mind-reading or charac-
ter-reading is not acceptable.

f) Because all products of a personal nature create special prob-
lems, such products, when accepted, should be treated with especial

emphasis on ethics and the canons of good taste; however, the adver-
tising of intimately personal products which are generally regarded
as unsuitable conversational topics in mixed social groups is not
acceptable.

g) The advertising of tip sheets, race track publications, or organ-
izations seeking to advertise for the purpose of giving odds or pro-
moting betting or lotteries is not accepable.

2. Diligence should be exercised to the end that advertising copy
accepted for telecasting complies with pertinent federal, state and local

laws.
3. An advertiser who markets more than one product should not be

permitted to use advertieing copy devoted to an acceptable product for
purposes of publicizing the brand name or other identification of a product
which is not acceptable.

4. Bait-switch advertising, whereby goods or services which the adver-
tiser has no intention of selling are offered merely to lure the customer
into purchasing higher-priced substitutes, is not acceptable.

ADVERTISING OF MEDICAL PRODUCTS

1. The advertising of medical products presents considerations of
intimate and far-reaching importance to the consumer, and the following
principles and procedures should apply in the advertising thereof:
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a) A television broadcaster should not accept advertising material
which in his opinion offensively describes or dramatizes distress or
morbid situations involving ailments, by spoken vi^ord, sound or
visual effects.

b) Because of the personal nature of the advertising of medical
products, claims that a product v^^ill effect a cure and the indiscriminate
use of such words as "safe", "without risk", "harmless", or terms of
similar meaning should not be accepted in the advertising of medical
products on television stations.

Contests

1. Contests should offer the opportunity to all contestants to win on
the basis of ability and skIU, rather than chance.

2. All contest details, including rules, eligibility requirements, open-
ing and termination dates should be clearly and completely announced
and/or shown or easily accessible to the viewing public, and the winners'
names should be released and prizes awarded as soon as possible after

the close of the contest.

3. When advertising is accepted which requests contestants to sub-
mit items of product identification or other evidence of purchase of prod-
uct, reasonable facsimiles thereof should be made acceptable.

4. All copy pertaining to any contest (except that which is required
by law) associated with the exploitation or sale of the sponsor's product
or service, and all references to prizes or gifts offered in such connection

should be considered a part of and included in the total time allowances

as herein provided, (see Time Standards for Advertising Copy.)

Premiums and Offers

1. Full details of proposed offers should be required by the television

broadcaster for investigation and approval before the first announcement
of the offer is made to the public.

2. A final date for the termination of an offer should be announced
as far in advance as possible.

3. Before accepting for telecast offers involving a monetary consid-

eration, a television broadcaster should satisfy himself as to the integrity

of the advertiser and the advertiser's vsdllingness to honor complaints

indicating dissatisfaction with the premium by returning the monetary
consideration.

4. There should be no misleading descriptions or visual representa-

tions of any premiums or gifts which would distort or enlarge their value

in the minds of the listeners.

5. Assurances should be obtained from the advertiser that premiums
offered are not harmful to person or property.

6. Premiums should not be approved which appeal to superstition

on the basis of "luck-bearing" powers or otherwise.

Time Standards for Advertising Copy

1. In accordance with good telecast advertising practices, the time
standards for advertising copy are as follows

2. Reasonable and limited identification of prize and statement of

the donor's name within formats wherein the presentation of contest

awards or prizes is a necessary and integral part of program content shall

not be included as commercial time within the meaning of paragraph 1.

above ; however, any oral or visual presentation concerning the product or
its donor, over and beyond such identification and statement, shall be
included as commercial time within the meaning of paragraph 1. above.

3. The time standards set forth above do not affect the established
practice of reserving for station use the last 30 seconds of each program
for station break and spot announcements.

4. Announcement programs are designed to accommodate a desig-

nated number of individual live or recorded announcements, generally one
minute in length, which are carried within the body of the program and
are available for sale to individual advertisers. Normally not more than
3 one-minute announcements (which should not exceed approximately 125
words if presented live) should be scheduled within a 15-minute period
and not more than six such announcements should be scheduled within a

30-minute period in local announcement programs; however, fewer an-

nouncements of greater individual length may be scheduled, provided that
the aggregate length of the announcements approximates three minutes
in a 15-minute program or six minutes in a 30-minute program. In an-

nouncement programs other than 15 minutes or 30 minutes in length, the
proportion of one minute of announcement within every five minutes of

programming is normally applied. The announcements must be presented
within the framework of the program period designated for their use and
kept in harmony with the content of the program in which they are placed.

5. Programs presenting women's services, features, shopping guides,

market information, and similar material, provide a special service to

the listening and viewing public in which advertising material is an in-

formative and integral part of the program content. Because of these

specal characteristics the time standards set forth above may be waived
to a reasonable extent.

6. Even though the commercial time limitations of the Code do not
specifically prohibit back-to-back announcements, such a practice is not
recommended for more than two announcements, either at station break
or within the framework of a single program.

7. Any casual reference BY TALENT in a program to another's
product or service under any trade name or language sufficiently descriptive
to identify it should, except for normal guest identifications, be condemned
and discouraged.
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8. Stationary backdrops or properties in television presentations show-
ing the sponsor's name or product, the name of his product, his trade
mark or slogan may be used only incidentally. They should not obtrude on
program interest or entertainment. "On Camera" shots of such materials
should be fleeting, not too frequent, and mindful of the need of maintaining
a proper program balance.

Dramatized Appeals and Advertising

Appeals to help fictitious characters in television programs by pur-
chasing the advertiser's product or service or sending for a premium
should not be permitted, and such fictitious characters should not be
introduced into the advertising message for such purposes. When drama-
tized advertising material involves statements by doctors, dentists, nurses
or other professional people, the material should be presented by members
of such profession reciting actual experience or it should be made apparent
from the presentation itself that the portrayal is dramatized.

Sponsor Identification

Identification of sponsorship must be made in all sponsored programs
in accordance with the requirements of the Communications Act of 1934,

as amended, and the Rules and Regulations of the Federal Communications
Commission.

REGULATIONS AND PROCEDURES

The following REGULATIONS AND PROCEDURES shall obtain as

an integral part of the Television Code of the National Association of

Radio and Television Broadcasters:

I

Name

The Name of this Code shall be the Television Code of the National

Association of Radio and Television Broadcasters.*

n

Purpose of the Code

The purpose of this Code is cooperatively to maintain a level of tele-

vision programming which gives full consideration to the educational,

informational, cultural, economic, moral and entertainment needs of the

American public to the end that more and more people will be better served.

m
Subscribers

Section 1. Eligibility

Any individual, firm or corporation which is engaged in the operation

of a television broadcast station or network, or which holds a construction

permit for a television broadcast station within the United States or its

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dependencies, shall, subject to the approval of the Television Board of

Directors as hereinafter provided, be eligible to subscribe to the Television

Code of the NARTB to the extent of one subscription for each such station

and/or network which it operates or for which it holds a construction

permit; provided, that a non television-member of NARTB shall not be-

come eligible via code subscription to receive any of the member services

or to exercise any of the voting privileges of a member.

Section 2. Certification of Subscription

Upon subscribing to the Code, subject to the approval of the Television

Board of Directors, there shall be granted forthwith to each such sub-

scribing station authority to use the "NARTB Television Seal of Good
Practice", a copyrighted and registered seal to be provided in the form of a
certificate, a slide and/or film, signifying that the recipient thereof is a
subscriber in good standing to the Television Code of NARTB. The seal and
its significance shall be appropriately publicized by the NARTB.

Section 3. Duration of Subscription

Subscription shall continue in full force and effect until thirty days
after the first of the month following receipt of notice of written resigna-

tion. Subscription to the Code shall be effective from the date of applica-

tion subject to the approval of the Television Board of Directors
;
provided,

that the subscription of a television station going on the air for the first

time shall, for the first six months of such subscription, be probationary,
during which time its subscription can be summarily revoked by an affirma-

tive two-thirds vote of the Television Board of Directors without the usual

processes specified below.

Section 4. Suspension of Subscription

Any subscription, and/or the authority to utilize and show the above-
noted seal, may be voided, revoked or temporarily suspended for television

programming, including commercial copy, which by theme, treatment or
incident, in the judgment of the Television Board constitutes a continuing,
willful or gross violation of any of the provisions of the Television Code,
by an affirmative two-thirds vote of the Television Board of Directors at

a regular or special meeting; provided, however, that the following con-
ditions precedent shall apply: (1) The subscriber shall be advised in

writing by Registered Mail of the charges preferred; (2) Such subscriber
shall have a right to a hearing and may exercise same by filing an answer
within 10 days of the date of such notification; (3) Failure to request a
hearing shall be deemed a waiver of the subscriber's right thereto

; (4) If

hearing is requested by the subscriber, it shall be designated as promptly as
possible and at such time and place as the Television Board may specify.

Oral and written evidence may be introduced by the subscriber and by
the Television Code Review Board (hereinafter provided for). Oral argu-
ment may be had at the hearing and written memoranda or briefs may be
submitted by the subscriber and by the Television Code Review Board.
The Television B( ard of Directors may admit such evidence as it deems
relevant, material and competent and may determine the nature and length
of the oral argument and the written argument or briefs to be submitted.
The Television Board of Directors shall decide the case as expeditiously
as possible and shall notify the subscriber and the Television Code Review
Board in writing of the decision.
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Section 5. Additional Procedures

The Television Board of Directors shall, from time to time, establish

siich additional rules of procedure as, in its opinion, may be necessary for

the proper administration of the Code ;
provided, that special considerations

shall be given to the procedures for receipt and processing of complaints
and to necessary rules to be adopted from time to time, taking into account
the source and nature of such complaints; such rules to include precau-
tionary measures such as the posting of bonds to cover costs and expenses
of processing same; and further provided, that the Board of Directors
shall take the steps necessary to insure the confidential status of any
proceedings before it.

Section 6. Amendment and Review
Because of the new and dynamic aspects inherent in television broad-

cast, the Television Code, as a living, flexible and continuing document,
may be amended from time to time by the Television Board of Directors;
provided that said Board is specifically charged with revievi^ and recon-
sideration of the entire Code, its appendices and procedures, at least onr»

each year.

Section 7. Termination of Contracts

All subscribers on the air at the time of subscription to the. Code shall

be permitted that period prior to and including the earliest legal can-
cellation date to terminate any contracts, then outstanding, calling for
program presentations v^^hich would not be in conformity with the Tele-
vision Code, provided, however, that in no event shall such period be longer
than fifty-two weeks.

IV

Rates

Each subscriber shall pay 'administrative' rates in accordance with
such schedule at such time, and under such conditions as may be determined
from time to time by the Television Board (see Article VII Section 2.B (3)
and (4), By-Lmvs of the NARTB)

;
provided, that appropriate credit shall

be aflforded to a television member of the NARTB against the regular dues
which he or it pays to NARTB-TV.

V

The Television Code Review Board

The Television Board of Directors shall establish a continuing com-
mittee entitled the Television Code Review Board. The Review Board shall
be composed of five members. A person shall not serve consecutively as a
member of the Review Board for more than two two-year terms or for
more than four years consecutively. A majority of the membership of the
Board shall constitute a quorum for all purposes. The Television Code
Review Board is authorized and directed to maintain a continuing review
of all television programming, and to reach conclusions, and to make
recommendations or prefer charges to the Television Board of Directors
concerning violations. The TV Code Review Board shall meet regularly
once each quarter of the calendar year.
