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BOMBS OF SUFFRAGETTES 
DISCOVERED IN CARS OF 

LONDON PASSENGER TRAIN
Medals for Valor and Hunger Striking, “Fed by Force” Crosses 

and “Grille” Brooches Were Decorations Given by Lead­
ers for Devotion to Cause; Bars Were Add­

ed for Further Services

/ London. May 14.—Sugragettea' bombe were found to-day In one of the 
passenger care of a local train running between Kingston-On-Thames and Lon­
don, on the Southwestern Railway, making the third outrage of this kind on 
the same line within two months. No explosion occurred and the bomba were 
handed over to the police.

A militant suffragette arson squad destroyed a large untenanted residence 
on the “Highlands" at Sandgate-On-Sea near Folkstone on the English Channel 
last night. Postcards addressed to “the dishonorable prime minister* and to 
“the dishonorable Reginald McKenna, home secretary,” were left lying about on 
the premises.

There was also a postcard bearing the words: “We hope this is not a poor 
widow’s house.”

Striking evidence of the extensive operations of the militant suffragettes 
and the bad effect on the women’s cause of the outrages committed by them 
were given to-day on the resumption of the hearing at the Bow street police 
court of the charges against the suffragette leaders. They are charged with In­
fringement of the malicious damage to property act.

Those who occupied the prisoners’ 
enclosure were Miss Harriet Rebecca 
Kerr, Miss Agnes Lake, Miss Rachael 
Barrett, Miss Beatrice Saunders, Miss 
Annie Kenny, Miss Laura Lennox, and 
the chemist, Clayton. The case against 
“General” Mrs. Flora Drummond was 
postponed until July owing to her Ill­
ness.

Letter carriers and post office offi­
cials testified as to the great damage 
done to the mails by chemicals and 
other fluids poured into the public let­
ter boxes.

Katherine Strange, proprietress of a 
tea pavillion which was burned in Kew 
Gardens by the militant suffragettes, 
described a visit she made to Miss 
Korr after the destruction of the pro­
perty. Miss Kerr told her that she 
took much too personal a view of the 
matter. No doubt, Miss Kerr said, the 
women employed in the tea pavillion, 
although they had lost their employ­
ment. would be very glad ultimately 
that they lent a helping hand to their 
fellow women. Anyway, she continued, 
the only means of rousing the govern­
ment was to attack private property, 
and this the militant suffragettes in­
tended to continue to do until they had 
obtained the vote.

Mrs. Strange informed Miss Kerr 
that her husband's tea pavillion in 
Regents’ Park was destroyed also, and 
suggested that the Strange family had 
suffered enough, and its members 
would be glad if the militant suffrag­
ettes would leave their other refresh­
ment pavllllons standing.

In reply, Miss Kerr declined to make 
any promise, but said she would re­
port the suggestion to headquarters.

A medal manufacturer testified 
atout the decoration supplied to the 
Women’s Social and Political Union.
He said the medals Inscribed “for 
valor” cost $1.50 each, hunger strike 
medals $2.36 and fed by force crosses 
$5 The most distinguished decorations 
known as “grille” brooches cost $10.50, 
he said. Bars were also supplied for 
addition to the ribbons on the medals 
when subsequent acts were considered 
worthy of special mention in dis­
patches. Testimonials recording acts 
of lawlessness by adherents of the 
militant organisation were distributed 
among the rank and file by the leaders 
of the union.

Montreal. May 14>—The Made-in- 
Canada train which la to tour the 
Domlnlqp from end to end with the oh 
Ject of showing Canadians what their 
country can do in the way of manu-' 
factures and farm produce will start 
to-day on its western journey. It will 
consist of nine cars, five from Toronto 
and four from Montreal, while another 
car is loaded with exhibits from Win­
nipeg, and will join the train at Port 
Arthur. There will also be two dining 
cars and a sleeping car attached.

The train left for Ottawa to-day, and 
on Friday it will be at Toronto, on 
Saturday at Sudbury. The journey 
through the West will last for seven 
weeks.

In all it will visit 1$4 cities and 
towns. Its western journey after leav­
ing Winnipeg will be by way of Moose 
Jaw, Lethbridge, Cardston, Mac lead, 
Calgary, Wetaskiwln, Cam rose and 
back to Moose Jaw and Regina. Then 
it will go to Saskatoon, Prince Albert, 
Lloydmlnster and Edmonton, back to 
Saskatoon via Wainwright and As­
quith and thence to Winnipeg via 
Watrous, Canora and Portage la 
Prairie. Fifty-five farms In all have 
contributed to the exhibits. Moving 
pictures will be shown on board at 
every stopping place.

Washington, D. C., May 14.—Detec­
tives investigating the theft of plans 
for the electrical wiring of the Dread­
nought Pennsylvania declared to-day 
that publication of the "leak” prob­
ably would hamper their work and 
might prevent solution of the problem. 
The department of justice has several 
likely clues which may lead to arrests. 
Nothing so far has developed to direct 
ly connect any foreign nation with the 
suspects.

The fact that the ordinance and 
steam engineering bureaus of the navy 
department for many months have 
been missing plans and documents re­
lating to American vessels and their 
armament has created alarm among 
officials and will undoubtedly cause the 
military authorities to surround the 
war secrets of the United States with 
greater safeguard.

None of the missing papers, officials 
reiterated to-day, were Important or 
contained secrets of advantage to. for­
eign nations.

Some of these were inclined to be­
lieve that the losses probably were the 
result of carelessness of clerks, but the 
investigating forces of the government 
Continued to endeavor to unravel the 
mystery.

Further investigations by the navy 
department revealed to-day show that 
the second set of plane of the new 
Dreadnought Pennsylvania to be stolen 
from the bureau of steam engineering 
were taken between the evening of 
Saturday, March 22, and the following 
Monday. The plans were duplicates of 
those stolen March 4. Secretary Dan­
iels reiterated to-day that they would 
be of no particular value to «myone 
seeking naval information not gener­
ally made public and that they con­
tained no military secrets.

Schmeiler, head waiter at the Emer­
son, has noticed that for some time 
women guests have been avoiding 
dainty dishes which would be expected 
to appeal particularly to their palates. 
Investigation showed that women have 
discovered that these dishes have 
tendency to give them an avoirdupois 
that makes It impossible to wear the 
prevailing style of dress.

Schmeiler thought hard and worked 
out the salad destine for the simple 
benefit of the ladies. Here Is the re­
cipe:

The ingredients are prepared In four 
parta. First, the finest white rtee I» 
soaked In cold water for six hours. 
Then boiled twenty minutes and im­
mediately put on Ice. The second part 
is composed of fresh and carefully- 
selected green peas, not cooked too 
soft. When done they are also put on 
the Ice. Part third la a small quantity 
of Irish bacon, sliced very thin and 
browned to g crisp. It is chopped fine 
before it is cooked. The fourth part is 
composed of hearts of carefully-select­
ed white lettuce, chopped fine with red 
pimentoes. The four parte are care­
fully mixed and covered with sharp 
French dressing. The salad Is then 
dusted with paprika. The salad must 
remain on ice for several hour# before 
It is served.

RT. REV. BISHOP PERRIN

Vancouver, May 14.—Captain New- 
combe, of the Dominion fisheries 
cruiser William Jolliffe, arrived here 
yesterday afternoon with an American 
fishing poacher In tow which he cap­
tured Sunday afternoon about one mile 
off Haycock Island, near Cape Scott. 
The captured poacher had in her holds 
freshly caught halibut, and l< now 
lying at the government wharf at New 
Westminster. Information of her cap­
ture has been sent to headquarters at 
Ottawa by Capt. Newcombe.

The captured schooner is the Valiant, 
of Seattle, 18 tons burden, under com 
mand of Captain Courage, who made 
an effort to escape from the fishery 
cruiser when the latter sighted the 
poacher five and a half miles off shore 
Capt. Newcombe soon overtook the 
schooner and boarded her. His state­
ment regarding the capture to-day 
that he found the vessel well within the 
three-mile limit and caught her.

When Captain Newcombe boarded 
the fishing boat he was greeted by 
Captain Courage, who said th%t he had 
Just arrived from Seattle with nothing 
but bait and ice aboard. He averred 
that not only had he not been engàgnâ 
In fishing on Sunday morning, but be 

not been within the three-mile
limit.

An Inspection of the schooner dis­
closed evidence of recent fishing and 
on a thorough examination 8,066 pounds 
of halibut were found below batches.

On finding himself under arrest the 
captain of the schooner at first de­
clined to go to Vancouver, saying he 
was northbound on a fishing trip. At 
the end of a tow line he and his schoon­
er were then brought to this port. The 
Valiant is owned by the Seattle Net A 
Twine Company, and had been three 
years on the fishing banks. It is said 
that Captain Courage had been warned 
before.

It was 4 p. m. when the Jolliffe an­
chored in English Bay and Captain 
Newcombe immediately came ashore 
and telegraphed his account of the cap­
ture to the department of marine and 
fisheries at Ottawa. Captain Courage 
also cams ashore and communicated 
with his owners at Seattle and the Am­
erican consul here. This morning the 
Jolliffe towed the Valiant to New 
Westminster and left her at the gov­
ernment wharf.

Th. Valiant la the tenth American 
poacher captured in recent years, the 
others being the North, the Alice, the 
Francis Cutting, the Charles Levi 
Woodbury, the Edrte, the Thelma, the 
Bonita, the Active and the Serah.

The statement of Capt. John C. Cour­
age, master of the schooner. Is as fol­
lows:

“At the time of the seizure of the 
Valiant the vessel was eight and three- 
quarter miles from the nearest land. 
No effort was made to escape from 
the fisheries cruiser Jolliffe. The Vali­
ant had not been fishing since late the 
previous night, and then, nor at any 
previous time, illegally. No dories or 
gear had been In the water that day. 
We can prove ourselves Innocent of 
this charge. There was nothing to Jus­
tify the seizure of the Valiant.

‘You can say for me that if neces­
sary this case will be carried to the 
Privy Council for final settlement.”

LITTLE CHRISTIANITY

WITHOUT THE CHURCH

London, May 14.—Rt. Rev. W. W. 
Perrin, Bishop of Wlllesden, formerly 
of British Columbia, writes to the 
Times entering an emphatic protest so 
far at all events as western Canada is 
concerned, against the following para­
graph in a letter from Dr. Clifford, the 
Baptist leader: “Judging from my ex­
perience in Canada, the United States 
and Australia, Welsh disestablishment 
will bring peace amongst Christian 
men now at strife. Disestablishment is 
a condition precedent to Christian

Bishop Perrin says: “It would be In­
teresting to know what length of time 
Dr. Clifford has spent In Canada, for 
it is notorious that those who hastily 
visit the country almost Invariably are 
deceived by external circumstances. I 
can speak from the experience of 
eighteen years in British Columbia and 
have no hesitation in saying that there 
Is neither more nor less peace amongst 
Christian men in western Canada than 
in England. It Is this lamentable lack 
of unity which stops every effort to 
introduce religious instruction into our 
elementary schools in the west. The 
synods of the Anglican church in Can­
ada are Unanimous in the wish to 
change the present state of affairs but 
their efforts Invariably are opposed by 
other Christian fiodles.” Bishop Pertin 
adds: “If Dr. Clifford had lived as I 
lived in thfc far west he would know 
how little Christianity enters into the 
national life where there is no estab­
lished church.

“The stipends paid ministers in Can­
ada,” he concludes, “except in a few 
parishes, are a scandal and It is bad 
enough here In England.”

London, May 1«.-Mr. Aequlth, with 
whom was Colonel Seely and J. A. 
Peeae, recently received at the House 
of Commons a deputation from the 
British boys’ training corps.

Prince Alexander of Teck in Introduc­
ing the deputation said that the corps 
s^ght to furnish that training, the 
lack of which caused so many boys to 
become engaged in “blind alley" occu­
pations, or to find themselves stranded 
at the age of 17 or 18 for the want of 
any technical skill or knowledge. Their 
further design was to furnish In due 
season and In due abundance the best 
material for the regular or territorial 
forces. The annual cost of maintaining 
a corps of 100 boys would be from $26,- 
006 to $30,000, while an enrolment of 400, 
the Ideal strength for the corps, would 
cause an approximate annual expendi­
ture of $75,00Ç.

Lieut-Col. Alsager Pollock explained 
that they Intended to provide an In­
dustrial boarding school at Hounslow, 
affording also the advantages of mili­
tary training. In the first six months 
the training would be almost entirely 
military, but after that It would be al­
most entirely Industrial.

Mr. Aequlth, in reply to the députa 
tlon, said that anything which would 
provide for boys during those years 
which the educational system at pre­
sent did not. adequately provide for, 
anything th-^ would 0 lapt them for a 
respectable and useful career In life, 
whether xmtlitary or civilian, deserved 
the sympathy and support of all In­
terested In the progress of the country- 
He gathered tin* they did not want 
sympathy so much as cash, and that 
was a matter which primarily rested 
with the chancellor of the exchequer. 
Whatever sympathy one might, have 
there must be money which was not 
required for other purposes, and avail­
able for that purpose, befpre they could 
even consider it

He told them quite frankly that, in 
th» existing state of the national re­
sources and with the demands made 
upon them, he was not over sanguine 
that the chancellor of the exchequer 
would give a favorable answer to any 
appeal made to him on that score. In 
any case before the government could 
provide money it would require much 
more definite information as to how 
the money was to be expended. They 
must submit a scheme based upon 
practical experience before they could 
expect the government, with the nu­
merous pressing claims made upon It 
day by day, to give anything more than 
an assurance of hearty sympathy with 
the objects they had In view.

SIAM EDUCATION MS* 
IN CINEMATOGRAPH

Hon. E, Lytton Also Thinks 
Great Possibilities in Bio­
scope for Good if Controlled

London, May 14.—'The Rev. the Hon 
R.»Lyttleton spoke, recently, at s confer­
ence on education and ÿie cinemato­
graph, held In connection with a cine­
matograph exhibition at Olynipia.

The cinematograph had possibilities 
of great mischief if left alone and pos­
sibilities of great good If properly con­
trolled. They were In the presence of 
two alternatives, whether they should 
aim at enriching themselves or at at­
taining an Ideal. One effect of the 
financial Interests Involved in the cine 
matograph business was that big au 
dlences had to be attracted. The ohll 
dren of the poorer classes had had their 
minds stimulated and excited in a way 
that had never been done before, and 
It was not certain that this was desir­
able.

With regard to the educational value 
of the cinematograph, they were run­
ning a risk of substituting a sham sys­
tem of learning for sound permanent 
learning. Learning did not consist only 
In tsklng In a fad, but In assimilating 
It and giving It time to grow. Nowa­
days there are 10 book* published In a 
day. but no time to read or think over 
them. In influence and In Intensity the 
modern system would be Increased by 
the cinematograph, and Information 
would be poured helter-skelter Into 
young minds.

The first ob.ect of education was to 
get the child to learn for Itself. The 
second object was to put something 
into Its mind, and, for this, two things 
were necessary the mind must be pre­
pared by knowledge previously built 
up, and the knowledge to be imparted 
had to be repeated by the teacher or 
used by the pupil. The idea was being 
put about that valuable knowledge 
could be gained without effort, and 
they would have to be very cartful to 
restrict the cinematograph If its effect 
was not to be bad.

He did not think that school children 
should be allowed to go more often 
than once a week, and no show for chil­
dren should last more than three-quar 
ters of an hour. If legislation was need 
ed for this It must be a :ked for.

Mexico City, May 14.—It Is asserted In 
circles that are usually considered well 
Informed that on hearing the flret ru­
mors of General Dias's withdrawal 
from the presidential campaign and his 
intention to sail for Europe together 
with General Mondragon, minister of 
war. President Huerta called the latter 
and said substantially- "You and Felix 
and myself are responsible for the 
present situation; on ourselves rests 
the responsibility before the nation, the 
world and history; we must not part;
I will not have General Dias withdraw; 
bring him here to-morrow morning at 
• sharp.”

Without waiting, however, for Gen­
eral Mondragon to act, President 
Huerta called himself on General Dial, 
at his house In the celle d* las Artes, 
as early as half peat seven next morn­
ing. embraced General Dias and said: 
"This Is the way for men to act; there 
will be elections, no matter who ob­
jects; we will be the best of friends and 
we must always be friends. Our rela­
tions must be cordial and absolutely 
straightforward. I want to take break­
fast -with you: let them bring me 
chocolate.” After an animated conver­
sation Generals Huerta and Dias went 
out together for a stroll.

At 11 o’clock the same morning the 
much talked of cabinet meeting took 
place, at Which it had been said near­
ly all the members would present their 
resignation. Nothing àt the sort was 
done, however, for according to the 
statement given out by the foreign 
minister, Lie. do la Barra, the cabinet 
Instead took steps for the greater solid­
arity of its members. Harmony exist­

Vancouver. B. C„ May 14.—Colonel 
the Hon. Calhoun Jamee Allen, minis­
ter of defence and education for New 
Zealand, was given a flattering recep­
tion at the Canadian Club .luncheon in 
Dominion hall yesterday. There was a 
lafge attendance and on the arrival of 
ihe distinguished guest the appiauâe 
was loud and sustained.

Colonel Duff Stuart presided and 
among those at the head table were 
Mayor Baxter, C. E. Ttedall, M. P. P.; 
XV, R. James, Alderman Crowe, 
Jonathan Rogers and others.

Colonel Allen's address was largely 
an argument in favor of Canada, Aus­
tralia and New Zealand uniting in a 
common. defence of the trade routes 
and British shores x>f the Pacific.

In opening, he said he felt peculiarly 
at home here, not alone because he had 
crossed this great country and had met 
many of its people, but because the 
western coast seemed so much nearer 
to New Zealand. The same sea lapped 
the shores of both countries, the same 
emblems were flung td the breeze, and 
the same problems confronted Western 
Canada and New Zealand to a certain 
degree.

He then took up the question of 
naval defence. He pointed out that in 
the last fifteen years Great Britain 
had lost her proud position as undis­
puted mistress of the seas. The growth 
of other powers had changed condi­
tions. We cannot say to-day that we 
control all the seas. Great Britain is 
no longer in “splendid isolation.'* She 
could not afford to be. She had sought 
alliances and to-day we must depend 
on the entente cordiale.

T, as a Britisher/' Col. Allen con­
tinued, “would be glad to see a con­
solidated Empire strong enough to do 
without the assistance of the entente. 
Not that we want the entente cordiale

Ottawa, May 14—The Anal vote on 
the third reading of the naval bill will 
occur in the Commons on Friday after­
noon at 2 o'clock, or as soon after as 
it is possible to take it. As the entire 
sitting of - the House yesterday was 
taken up witr the discussion of E. M. 
Macdonald's motion of censure on De­
puty Speaker Blondin, chairman of 
committee, arising out of his rulings 
when the House got into a turmoil at 
an early hour on Saturday morning 
when the closure rules were applied, 
consideration of the naval bill could 
not be resumed. The motion was vot­
ed on at 11 o'clock and rejected on a 
division of 98 to 64, a government ma­
jority of 44.

While the debate at times was some­
what discursive, the main arguments 
centred around two points: First, the 
refusal of the chairman to allow Mr. 
Carroll. Cape Breton, to move an 
amendment in the form of a new 
clause to the bill after argument, and 
stcond, the chairman's action In de­
clining to pay any attention to Mr. 
Pugsley's motion that the chairman 
leave the chair.

Hon. Frank OHver said that the 
spirit in control of the government was 
"might without right." By changing 
the rules there had been an attack on 
the rights and liberties of the people, 
through their representatives in par­
liament, and the government never had 
a shadow of an excuse for bringing In 
closure. It had been introduced to pro­
tect the government from going to the 
country. If there was to be decorum 
there must be observance of the rules.

Mr. Pugsley said that^he opposition 
had been condemned by the premier 
for proposing this vote of censure. The 
opposition, however, could pursue no 
other course in view of the fact that 
when the matter was brought up 
Speaker Sproule. would not allow any 
reference to be made to the action 
taken by the chairman when t^ey en­
deavored to describe the occurrence in 
the House Saturday morning.

Mr. Pugsley contended that his own 
motion, that the chairman leave the 
chair, was in order because rule 16, of 
the House says that such a motion 
aha 11 take precedence over all- other 
motions.

He quoted the journals of the British 
House to show that this was the prac­
tice in the Imperial parliament.

He likened the new rules to a kan­
garoo, by the strength of its hind legs. 
Jumping the bill through at a tremend­
ous pace,
' “It was h case then^. of the fox fight­

ing the kangaroo,""remarked Hon. I* 
Pelletier.

“Yed, It "Was a case of Intellect ver­
sus brut force,” retorted Mr. Pugsley, 
amidst laughter from both sides of the 
House. "We, on this side," *he declar­
ed; “have fought side by side in' the 
heartiest comradeship for the good of 
Canada. Even though we may be 
powerless to prevent this bill becoming 
law, let us hope that the government 
will And itself' unable to make the bill 
law. Then let us dissolve parliament 

, and go to the people/*

Vancouver, May 14.—A case involv­
ing a sum of $650,000 is being heard 
the Court of Appeal In an action 
ing out of the sale to Mackenzie 
Mann In June, 1S10, of the whole 
the Dunsmulr interests In the coal 
mining business on the Pacific coast 
for a sum of $11,000,000. Mackenzie & 
Mann, represented by E. P. Davis, 
K. C., and W. J. Taylor, K. C.. of 
Victoria, are claiming that $650,000 
worth of assets have been withheld 
by James Dunsmulr, while Mr. Duns- 
muir, represented by E. V. Bod well, 
K. C„ Is counterclaiming for various 
sums which he alleges have been 
wrongfully collected by Mackenzie & 
Mann from debtors to the Dunsmulr 
companies.

In outlining the case to their lord- 
ships, Mr. Taylor said to-day that the 
transfer of the Dunsmulr Interests 
Involved so great an array of assets 
that it was Impossible at the time 
to make an Inventory, so a general 
clause had been added to the agree­
ment providing that everything owned 
by the Dunemuhr companies and by 
Mr. Dunsmulr himself, connected with 
their coal business In British Columbia 
and In California, were to be handed 
over to the purchasers.

“The trouble arises," he said, "over 
the interpretation of fliat clause. We 
claim that it means every asset of Mr. 
Dunsmuir's in Kls companies as they 
stood at the time the option was given 
on January $, 1909; was to be pre­
served intact, and handed over when 
the sale was consummated.”

The principal item, he said, arose 
over the Wellington collieries, whose 
stock had been practically all owned 
by Mr. Dunsmlr. "At the time the 
option was given," said Mr. Taylor, 
•the company had $60,000 In Its treas­

ury, ar-' an additional asset a debt 
of Mr. vnulr to itself for $260,000.
Instead of bolding these assets intact. 
Mr. Dunsmulr paid in $175,000 to the 
company and declared a dividend of 
$700,000. We say that by paying out 
that dividend and absolving Mr. 
Dunsmulr ot his debt, the assets of 
the Wellington Colliery Company were 
depleted by $626,000. The explanation 
advanced by Mr. Dunsmulr is that It 
was practically hie own company, and 
he had been Iri the habit of drawing 
out Its fund*, as he wished, and every 
now and then would square things up 
by giving his cheque to make up the 
deficit in the treasury and declaring 
a dividend. He claims that the ac­
cretion of profits was not meant to 
be taken over, but we say that we 
were entitled to the liquid assets In 
the bank and .they should have been 
kçpt.intact for us.”

The other Items in dispute are the 
ownership of the stock coal pile for 
the C. P. R. at Vancouver, containing 
from 20,000 to 40,000 tons of coal, the 
steamers Oregon and Baroda, the ships 
Wellington and Leelanaw, and a tiig 
named The Czar.

The argument is expected to last for 
*evèral days.

Nanaimo, May 14.—Found guilty of 
the murder of Special Provincial Con­
stable Westaway at Union Bay, Henry 
Wagner, alias Ferguson, known to the 
police of the coast as the “Flying 
Dutchman." was yesterday sentenced 
to be hanged on August 28 next. His 
trial, which occupied but a few hours, 
was the moat important one on the list 
of cases before the present assizes. 
Julian, who was his companion at the 
time of the shooting, but who made his 
escape and was later captured while in 
hiding on Texada Island, testified 
against Wagner.

The crime for which Wagner will pay 
the extreme penalty was committed at 
3 o'clock on the morning of Tuesday. 
March 4. He and Julian were disturbed 
while in the act of burglarizing the 
store of Fraser and Bishop, grocers, 
at Union Bay. Special Constables Ross 
and Westaway noticed a launch ap­
proaching the shore with two men 
aboard. Their actions were suspicious. 
Immediately on landing, the two men 
made for the store. They entered, the 
constables following after. They got 
inside the store, when Wagner, seeing 
them approaching, pulled a 45 calibre 
revolver and fired, the bullet grazing 
Constable Ross's shoulder and entering 
Westaway's body, killing him almost 
Instantly. Ross grappled with Wagner, 
and, after a bitter struggle. In which 
Wagner was beaten almost Into insen­
sibility, overpowered the latter and 
handcuffed him. Julian made good his 
escape.

New Zealand statesmen 
have announced their intention of 
adopting a similar policy. And though

But we 
entertained a solitary, Isolated hope 
that Mr. Borden would change 
mind for the fifth time, and decide to 
continue the training service In pre 
pa rat ion for the organisation of -a 
Canadian navy on the Australian 
model at some future date;

Have our readers grasped the full 
el£ .leanee of the government’s action 
regarding the two training ships? It 
means that Mr. Borden’s permanent 
policy. If he ever has one, will not pro­
vide for the establishment of a navy 
built, manned and maintained by this 
H^nfinlon. It means that the three 
ships to be stationed at Gibraltar will 
never be recalled by this government 
to form the essential elements of Beet 
units on the Pacific and Atlantic 
coasts, and that the suggestions 
of the government press that this 
might be done are the veriest 
buncombe. In a speech in the légis­
te* ' last session Sir Richard Mc- 
Br< in the course of a half-hearted 
endorsation of Mr. Borden's proposal, 
which, as a British Columbian, he 
really cannot contemplate with favor, 
said that a Canadian permanent naval 
policy required much care and deliber­
ation and he emphasized the importance 
of training men to man ships when 
they were available for serving. The 
morning paper a few months ago an 
nounced its approval of a Canadian 
navy and prided itseiy that it had nevèr 
deviated from Its original attitude tn 
this respect. Will the Premier and our 
contemporary Join us In a protest 
against the abandonment of the Rain­
bow and Nlobe as training ships? Of 
course we assume they will be honest 
enough to agree that we cannot .hope 
to have a navy for this country unless 
we train men for service on our ships.

Where Is Mr. Borden driven by the 
inevitable logic of his action? His 
permanent policy must be one of con­
tribution. Call it world-service, or 
anything you like, he Is beginning 
system which he himself once said 
would “tend more than anything else 
to a severance of those ties which bind 
Canada to the Empire/’ Statesmen at 
Westminster have frequently told us 
that the responsibility for foreign 
policy and the issues of peace and war 
cannot be shared with the dominions. 
We, there, are being asked to embark 
upon a course that every thoughtful 
student of Imperial affairs who gives 
consideration to it must see is fraught 
with the gravest danger to the im­
perial fabric. In this connection we 
may point out that not one person in 
Canada knew what was to be done 
with the three #blps which It la pro 
posed the dominion shall contribute 
until Mr. Churchill two months agoXn 
nounced that they were to be station

which our contemporary talks so gHbty, 
and Canada could well do with one who 
h$s not a handle to hie name, so lqn^ 
as be is a-man who will have sympathy 
with her people and with their alms. The 
idea that Lewie Harcourt, who to slated 
as the next representative of the Crown 
in this country, must first be elevated 
to the peefttge before he lands on "these 
shores is not In line with the feelings 
of the great majority of Canadians, 
who want the man and not the title, 
the personality ancknot the adventitious 
aids and ornaments by which the Cana­
dian Gazette appears to set so much 
store.

THE MISSING VERSES.

English Toryism is In a despairing 
mood. This was echoed recently at the 
annual meeting of the Primrose 
League in Albert hall, when Bonar 
Law tfrote: “Every principle which 
the league has been formed to promote 
is now in danger. The constitution 
has been destroyed. The church is 
threatened and the integrity of the 
United Kindom is again imperilled/' 
Lord Ourson, who presided, was equal­
ly pessimistic, stating that they were 
drifting "nearer and nearer the cat­
aract/' Any day a few months hence, 
perhaps a few weeks hence, the thund­
ers of the cataract would probably be 
heard/*

Hew sad! There is something 
strangely familiar in these lamenta­
tions. They first welled from the out­
raged soul of King John when the 
Great Charter was wrung from him. 
They ascended from Charles I. and 
Me bedteened cavalière when the peo­
ple exacted from him other guarantees 
of their liberties. When the franchise 
was extended In the United Kingdom 
sad-eyed Tories predicted the early 
dissolution of their country. When 
responsible government was proclaim­
ed ink Canada they bade a melancholy 
farewell to this dominion as a pert of 
the Empire. We are not surprised 
that they regard the splendid domes­
tic legislative reforms of the Asquith 
government as a preliminary to the 
end of all things. Same old Bourbon 
crowd, absolutely certain that in per­
mitting a democratic administration 
to remain In power so long Providence 
has capitulated to the Evil One.

The newly-dlsçovered varies of St 
Mark’s gospel which have Just been de­
tected in the Freer .manuscript found 
In Egypt six years ago, are of great j 
Importance, inasmuch as, in addition ‘ 
to enlarging In some small degree an 
account which is at once thé most vivid 
and most telling at all, they add still 
further to the Authentic records we 
have of the spoken words of the great 
bead of the Christian church. These 
verses are found in no other place m 
the New Testament, though they are 
quoted in part in the Vulgate, the re­
vision of the old Latin version by St. 
Jerome which to-day is the final au­
thority of the whole Roman Catholic 
church.

Tear by year fresh discoveries are 
regularly made of the manuscripts of 
antiquity ; ardent bands of archaeolog­
ists are scouring all the meet ancient 
portions of the old world In hope of 
bringing to light fresh relics of the 
ages whereof history Is very vague. 
Thus It Is more than likely that the 
record of scriptural days Is not yet 
complete. Recent discoveries in the 
pyramids and about the base of the 
enigmatic Sphinx have illumined more 
fully an era long before the carpenter 
of Nazareth came into the iverld. So 
that It is never safe to argue that the 
last word has been said. Probably 
when the next version of the Bible is 
written these slight changes will be 
Introduced into the text and will help 
to preserve records which are of vast 
Importance to all Christendom.

It would be difficult to over-estimate 
the influence that the Authorized Ver­
sion of the Bible1 has had upon all 
phases of human life. Not only has it 
exercised an outstanding effect on 
English thought and literature, but it 
stands to-day in the highest niche in 
the pantheon of English letters, as the 
most discussed, the mèst criticized and 
yet the most immune In Its Mteretry 
perfection from the 'foMed searchings 
of mortality.”
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JOURNALISTIC SNOBBERY.

A very fine line of snobbery has 
been developed by an organ called the 
•Canadian Gasette,” which is publish­

ed in London, and which, in recently 
rebuking the Toronto Star for desiring 

commoner as Governor-General, has 
the following :

If our contemporary means that 
what Canada desires at this juncture 
ot her history is a shirt sleeves sort 
of Governor-General, we believe it to be 
profoundly mistaken/*

The Canadian Gazette goes on to 
say that what Canada really needs is 
a first class Lord or Marquis, or some 
man, as it naively states, "of the gov­
erning class.” What the Gazette really 
means when it refers to the British 
aristocracy as the governing class Is 
really more than we can comprehend 
Perhaps it can enlighten us. But ai 
far ks outward appearances go, at 
least, Britain is to-day as democratic 
as almost any country In the world. 
We venture to say that the aristocracy 
do not form the governing class. On 
the other hand, their very share in the 
government of the realm Is now totter­
ing to its fall. The country’s leader, 
one of the most resourceful she 
ever had, is a commoner: neither has 
the leader of the opposition or Mr. Bal­
four a handle to hie name. Would the 
Canadian Gazette refer to these men 

'shirt sleeve species” and count 
them not among the governing class?

The truth is that our flunkeyish con­
temporary, which possesses a Canadian 
name without owning to one atom of 
Canadian spirit, has not yet disabused 
Its mind of the worm-eaten tradition 
of breed and birth, though to-day that 
same tradition lies gasping under the 
throttling heel of progrès* The only 
aristocracy that the spirit of this 
will recognize is the aristocracy of 
brains, of genius, of achievement, and 
that will be recognized whether It be 
found in the farmer's son or in the heir 
to a title. It is the men of lowly birth 
who are making the great history of 
this glorious age of the present, who 
have conceived Its greatest triumphs 
from the invention of the steam engine 
to the wiring of the world. These are 
thd' men, these of "the shirt-sleeved 
species," who have sawn continents in 
half, who have peopled the vast silences 
with myriad voices and annihilated 
time and space with the powerful 
weapons of untrammelled genius. These 
men form "the governing class” about

THE ADVERSE,BALANCE.

We do not agree with our contemp­
orary that our Immense excess of im­
ports over exports contains no die- 
quietening features. It is true that 
Canada will be what may be described 
as an Importing country for many 
years • for obvious reasons, but it is al- 

truc that the discrepancy between 
what we buy and what we sell Is ar­
ousing some apprehension in the minds 
of our political economists. In proof 
of this we merely have to point to the 
speech of Hon. George B. Foster in 
Toronto a few months ago, In which 
he outspokenly expressed uneasiness 
over the situation. It is to reduce the 
balance against us that he is now ne­
gotiating a reciprocity agreement with 
Australia: It was to Increase our ex­
ports to the West Indies that we . 
tered into yft trade arrangement with 
those Islands.

We have a foreign trade of more 
than a billion dollars. Nearly one half 
of this consists alone of Imports from 
the United States and the bulk of those 
imports is composed of manufactures. 
Our whole trade with the republic hi 
1912 was 1586,000,090. Of t.hie $425,- 
000,000 comprised imports. In other 
words we sent four dollars across the 
border In payment of goods for every 
dollar they sent tq Canada. The dis­
turbing feature Is that while Canada’s 
imports from the United States are in­
creasing to such an extraordinary ex­
tent the increase in our exports is re­
latively small. In 1911-12 the increases 
were : Import i, $71,060,000; exports, 
$1,134,880. Speaking in the House of 
Commons on this point a few years 
ago, Mr. Foster, surely a competent au­
thority, said:

We have got to pay our balances; 
we cannot run credit from year to year 
on them. Now they can only be paid 
either In goods or in gold, and it is the 
export trade which in the final analysis 
has to payeour bills."

In other words, if v do not pay la 
goods we must pay in gold which w# 
have to borrow.»

press of Germany.

If there Is one newspaper in the 
world which has done more than others 
towards making rancor rod arousing 
bad blood between nations, that Journal 
is the London Dally Mall. It has not 
failed tn the matter of war scares to 
make mountains out of mole hills on 
every possible occasion, and has be­
come classed to a great extent along 
with the Chauvinist press of France 
and the Jingoes of Germany. It s 
red In the least suspicious of happen­
ings, and Victorians win remember 
hew the editor of one of the meet re 
sponsible of German weeklies, while In 
Victoria on a vlalt, stated that the 
Mall had done more to foment bad re­
lationships between the Fatherland and 
Britain than almost any other agency 

This then Is the Journal which scouts 
Secretary Bryan’s suggestions for the 
promulgation of International peace. 
Because he does not prate Of war and 
blood and glory, It eeea In him a crank 
and an eccentric in diplomacy. Happily 
the world at large does not Judge the 
peace proposer on the standards ac­
cepted by the Mall. Civilisation In 
general, we truly believe, sees In Mr. 
Bryan’s proposals, however Imperfect 
and rough In outline as at present they 
may be, the beginnings of a noble pro­
paganda which shall disseminate tn the 
four comers of the earth principle» 
which mankind has failed to appreci­
ate properly In the course of nineteen 
centurie» of enlightenment.

The recent exposures In which a cer­
tain section of the German press was 
Implicated with Messrs. Krupp In con­
nection with the attempts to rake up 
war scares in order that armaments 
might have a readier eale, goes to show 
to what base uses unscrupulous news 
papers can he hired.

Barque Celticburn Weathered 
'errrfic Hurricane Off Cape 

Horn on Way Here

STANCHIONS BROKEN AND 
BULWARKS BATTERED IN

Four-Master Was Almost En­
gulfed in South Seas; Broken 

Bones Were Sustained

Capt. Chisholm, manager of the Bri­
tish four-masted barque Celticburn, 
which was towed Into the Royal Roads 
late yesterday afternoon by the tug 
Pioneer, can well testify to the terrific 
velocity of the wind and the tremend­
ous force of the mountainous seas 
which combine to form a real Capo 
Horn hurricane, following his en­
counter with one of these fierce storms 
when rounding the southern extremity 
of the South American continent on 
his last voyage. The Celticburn 
brought a cargo of coke out to Santa 
Rosalia, Mexico, from Hamburg, and 
later came up to Victoria for orders 
after a run of 32 days.

The big barque was having a good 
passage down the Atlantic, but aft?r 
passing the latitude of the Falkland 
Islands, she feU in with the worst 
kind of weather. It was when Capt. 
Chisholm was laying his course to run 
around Cape Horn that the hurricane 
caught the ship. The fact that the 
Celticburn had a buoyant cargo helped 
her to weather the storm. Ball 
rapidly shortened and soon every 
stitch of canvas was gasketed, leaving 
the vessel to scud along under bare 
poles. The great seas thundered aboard 
the craft and threatened to pound her 
to pieces. The staunch deck, however, 
resisted the onslaught of the thousands 
oi tons of water. The Celticburn shook 
like a leaf at times, and it was a 
wonder that she did not shake out her 
masts. Her decks were continually 
covered with water, and quite fre 
quently the forecastle and poop were 
submerged, leaving only the masts 
and yards out of " the water.

Six Men Injured.
All hands on the barque marvelled at 

the way she held on, and arty minute 
they expected to be dashed to eterpitjr. 
Finally one gigantic Cape Horn sea, 
the like of which is seen nowhere else 
in the world, struck the ship. When 
the Celticburn recovered herself and 
the water had left her decks, It 
found that nine of the bulwark 
staunchlons had been broken off, fifty 
feet of the windward bulwarks stove In 
and broken. Seven men lay unconsci­
ous in the lee scuppers. The ship was 
sound, but although she was straining 
badly she was taking no water. Aid 
was at once rushed to the Injured men, 
and Capt. Chisholm and hls officers 
had an extremely busy time tending 
to the needs of the seven seamen and 
piloting the ship successfully through 
the storm. On examining the men the 
captain- of the barque discovered that 
one of the men had a broken leg, two 
had ribs parted and the others suffered 
severe cuts and bruises. Capt. Chisholm 
assumed the task of a doctor and set 
to relieve the pain of the men and also 
patch them up. The injuries to the men 
also left the Celticburn short-handed, 
at the seven men were confined to their 
bunks. Despite the accident and the 
determined attempts of the hurricane 
to finish the career of the Celticburn. 
Capt. Chisholm finally nursed her 
through the storm and started on the 
run up the Pacific.

Fast Run From Rosalia.
The Celticburn, which has always 

boasted of being a fast sailer, came up 
from Santa Rosalia In 32 days, which 
Is a smart passage. The barque was 
only five days beating out of the Gulf 
of California, and once outside a fair 
wind bulged her sails and she plough­
ed up the coast in quick time. Capt. 
Chisholm, the present commander oF 
the Celticburn, was not in charge of 
her on her last outward trip when she 
was battered by a hurricane oft the 
Columbia river and lost two seamen 
overboard.

The Celticburn is waiting here for 
orders. :

CHESLAKEE READY 
OV END DF MONTH

Steamer About Completed; 
Finishing Cabinwork and 

Work on Furnaces

By the end of the present month the 
Union steamer Cheslakee, which has 
been here for several months repairing, 
will be. ready to resume her run out of 
Vancouver to the logging camps on the 
mainland and island shores. Work on 
the steamer is proceeding apace, and 
the shipbuilders expect to be through 
with her during the last week of the 
month.

The Cheslakee looks like a new ship, 
following the extensive alterations and 
repairs which have been made to her 
as a result of the lamentable accident 
at Van Anda, Texada Island, early In 
the year. Many thousand dollars have 
been expended by the owners of the 
ship In placing her In the best possible 
shape for her run. The additional 20 
feet which were placed In amidships 
give the Cheslakee a better grip on 
the water, and her stability has been 
materially Increased. The new wheel 
house on the steamer will be about 
half the size of the old one, which will 
greatly lessen the amount of her top- 
hamper.

Improving Accommodation.
Workmen are now engaged In put­

ting the finishing touches to the new 
saloon, smoking room and staterooms. 
The ship Is being finely fitted up, and 
her accommodation will be far sup 
erlor to that which graced her Interior 
prior to the accident at Van Anda. The 
Cheslakee will practically be a new 
steamer both Inside and outside, when 
■he Is handed over to th& Union Steam­
ship Company, by the shipbuilders.

The Installation of the furnaces for 
the. oll-’bumlng system has been 
sunied, and In about two weeks steam 
will be raised, and she will be ready 
to be taken out on a trial trip. If the 
tests prove satisfactory the Cheslakee 
will at once proceed to the Terminal 
City to take up her old1 work, after an 
Absence from the run of four months.

Chinaman Dies on Board Titan, 
While She is Steaming 

From Sound.

During the voyage from tbs Sound 
to Victoria last night one of the Chi 
nese on board the Blue Funnel liner 
Titan, Capt. Evans, died, and upon the 
arrival of the vessel here early V 
morning the body was brought ashore, 
and will be embalmed preparatory to 
shipment to the Orient. This Is the 
second death td eceur recently on 
Holt steamship. When the Ixlon, the 
last ship to leave, was on her way 
here from the Sound on her outward 
trip/a Chinaman also departed.

The Titan cleared from Victoria at 
noon to-day after loading considerable 
cargo here. She is bound for Liverpool 
via the Orient with a cargo amount­
ing to 11,000 tone, and a fair list of 
passengers. From the 8km nd the 
Titan took out the usual cargo, which 
fills the capacious holds of the Blue 
Funnel liners, Including à shipment 
of 40,000 barrels of flour, much wheat, 
lumber, fish, mhchinery, farming 1m 
-piements, scrap tin, cotton and gen­
eral merchandise.

The liner Protesllaus, Capt. Mil- 

bench, which also, files the Blue Fun­
nel house-flair. Is expected to get away 
for Vancouver some time to-morrow 
after putting off 2,000 tone of general 
freight at this port.

She 
came over to roe one day just when I 
was ready to sail from Londdn for Syd­
ney, Australia, and said, ‘Say, John, 
will you do me a favor? I know you 
won't say wo. I want you to take Mrs. 
Bankhurst, president of our league, and 
Miss Geneive, otir secretary, on your 
trip. They're just dying to make a trip 
on a big sailing boat, and they say 
you're the nicest man they-lever met!* 
Well, now, suppose your wife came to 
you and looked cross-eyed at you and 
said all those nice things, what would 
you do? Do the same as I did, I guess, 
and feel sorry for it afterwards. I told 
my wife they could come.
/‘They came. Just as we were ready 

to sail tiie* procession came down to 
tile boat and I had to set all hands to 
work heaving the luggage on board. 
My, I didn't think two women would 
heed so much. You know those seamen 
are pretty rough on handling stuff, and 

wasn't surprised when the president 
tugged me by the arm and said In 
demanding tone of voice, 'Captain, I 
think you might tell your men to 
handle our luggage a little easier! 
That was the start of It. As the tug 
took us down the river the crowd on 
the land shouted their war-cries and

I wasn't a bit sorry when we got clear 
of the river.

Of course, the cabin on our ehlp was 
quite large, but when I saw the amount 
of stuff those women wanted to pile In 
there I thought I'd better make my 
exit. I went and took quarters in 
the htif-deck. When I told the ladies 
that I was going to leave the cabin 
they simply said, 'Alright, captain, I 
guess we can manage without you!’ 
Rather neryy, but still I didn’t care.

"Those two suffragettes used to 
awaken very early In the morning and 
go on deck and practice public speak - 
vaioring. If my missus had told me 
that that was what they'd wanted tP 
do I'd have refused to take them. 
Every mast, yard, block, rope and 
plank In tflht ship had a speech of one 
of these women before we got to Syd­
ney. They got me angry one morning 
and I fcuess that I returned the favor. 
You nee. one morning when I came on 
deck I found that those women had 
rigged up a ©lothek-Hne, using the long 
end of the main yard sheet. A^l their 
washing was strung out. It pmme on to 
Mow.fckrd and. I ordered the main yard 
to be swung. I can tell you I was mad 
to seb those women taking so much ad 
vantage of me, but I clean forgot about 
their washing, and so did. the men on 
the sheet. The block was a fair-sized 
one and, do yoti know,'- that Wàâhing 
went through ahd a found the pUHy. JIt 
was certainly pretty badly tom and 
ripped and when those women saw it. 
Well, I disappeared. The suffragettes 
stormed at the seamen. Anybody 
wouHi have thought they owned the 
ship.

“At last We got what I thought was 
coming for some time. They posted 
notices on the maats and bulwarks, 
poop and fo’c’ele that a mass meeting 
would be held in the cabin that evening 
In the Interests of the suffragette 
cause. The notices finished this way: 
'No charge, but a .collection will 
taken.’ I wanted te get everybody Into 
that meeting, but the hands for’ard 
were all broke. 'I gave them all six­
pence and that night we all plied Into 
the cabin, my former home. The meet­
ing started.They sang some of their 
songs. Then they spoke. Oh! my. 
They spoke In a very complimentary 
way of men. Ob, yes. I later wished. 
I’d never gone In. They came around 
with pledges and I'll be darned If they 
didn’t get every last one of us to sign. 
We hadn’t reached the line yet, and I 
was wondering when this circus was 
going to stop.

"I wished they’d get seasick, but no 
such luck. Finally when we reached

The Impulse which 
had produced the great triumph of 
1906 seemed after two years to be 
wearing out. For some months previ­
ously bye-electtons had been unfavor­
able; . the government was involved In 
heroic but unpopular legislation; the 
opposition were certain that their re­
turn to power was at hand, and that 
the House of Lords could be used at 
their pleasure to appoint a date of dis­
solution. It was confidently predicted 
on *’e Unionist side that Mr. Asquith’s 
tenure of office would be one of the 
shortest in history. Then came the 
shattering of these hopes and the new 
turn in politics which plunged us into 
the constitutional struggle. The prime 
minister was doubly equipped for this 
struggle. He had earned a high repu­
tation as a financier in his years as 
chancellor of the exchequer; he had 
profound knowledge of all the points 
that were presently to arise In the 
legal and constitutional struggle which 
followed upon the budget of 1909. For 
fighting purposes there could have been 
no more formidable combination than 
Mr. Lloyd George; with his brilliant 
gift of popular appeal, and the prime 
minister, with his knowledge of scien­
tific finance and his formidable artil­
lery on the constitutional question. 
When we look back on the series of 
events from the rejection of the bud­
get to the second election In 1910, we 
can see In retrospect that they were 
supremely well managed. There were 
100 possibilities of error and hesitation, 
and all of them were avoided. The 
prime minister had. an unerring In­
stinct for the esserftlal points In the 
controversy, and, having explained his 
case with perfect lucidity, he threw 
himself confidently on popular support 
It was from his point of view a ques­
tion of destiny.

It was the 
great merit of the prime minister that 
he saw the thing simply and straight- 
ly, eschewed all petty compromises 
and tactics, and put his fate to the 
test, to win or lose it all. This is a 
quality which has served him and his 
government well during the whole 
period of his prime ministership, and 
will serve it still. There Is never any 
misunderstanding about Mr. Asquith’s 
meaning. No one Is a worse hand at 
tactics, or more embarrassed when 
some passing emergency requires him 
to reserve or withhold his meaning; 
and if ever the Liberal party got into 
a position In which it had to mystify 
the public or practise temporising tac­
tics, it could have no worse leader. His 
clear and honest mind, with its natural 
expression In lucid speech, cannot con­
ceal Its meaning or successfully beat 
about a bush. Whatever opponents 
may do to obscure an Issue, the public 
knows what he means and what the 
government under his guidance is driv­
ing at. That has been an enormous 
advantage In times when so much of 
politics has been overlaid with tac­
tics, and In proportion as the Liberal 
party looks forward to straight fights 
on clear issues, it may rejoice to have

A SIGN OF AGE.

“A chart which will tell you just 
where and when to lubricate the var­
ious parts of your car is the best set of 
Instructions for the care of an auto­
mobile that I know of.” says a well 
known manufacturer. “You can tack 
such a chart to the wall Of your garage 
and consult it whenever caring for 
your car.

“I have in mind the diagram of a 
chassis, and on this diagram are drawn 
numerous arrows which point to the 
several oil holes and grease cups 
whére the lubricant is held. At the 
outside of each arrow Is placed a letter 
which refers the person caring for the 
car to a convenient table. This table 
serves to list the quality and quantity 
of the lubricant required, and tells how 
often the oil or grease should be sup­
plied.

“It is safe to make only eight divis­
ions of your duties for lubricating 
your car. If a man drives his automo­
bile 60 or more miles every 24 hours It 
should have dally attention In certain 
parts. The next time limit Is one 
week, when certain other parts require 
attention. The table referring to the 
chart should also Indicate when grease 
cups need to be turned and Just what 
parts of a car need attention but once 
or twice a season.

“The secret of motor car enjoyment 
lies in the care of a car. Get the habit 
"of making careful and periodic inspec­
tions. Keep all parts of your car clean 
and then follow Instructions /or proper 
lubrications. Most manufacturers are 
now supplying such charts as I have 
mentioned, to the owners of their cars.
It would pay every person who. is re­
sponsible- for the successful operation 
of a car to keep one of these "charts- 
where he can consult it often.”

James Rook, of Grand Forks, who Is 
hi the city in connection with the 
meetings now in progress with regard 
to horticulture matters, has had con­
siderable opportunity of observing the 
Doukhobors, as one of the largest set­
tlements adjoins his land near Grand 
Forks. The findings of the Blakemore 
commission are objected to in the dis­
trict, he says, in that the full facts did 
not come to the commissioners' notice, 
and that it is impossible to break down 
the exclusiveness of the character and 
life of the people who live apart from 
the remainder of the community and 
consume all they produce.

He declared that the existence of 
community of this character is a detri­
ment to the development of the neigh­
boring district, in that capital is re­
luctant to enter.

Mr. Rook gives the colony credit for 
Its industry, and the effort to turn the 
virgin soil into a garden, but thinks 
the members should be compelled to 
obey the same regulations as bind the 
Canadian citizen He is particularly 
struck with their kindness to animais, 
particularly the horse. No neglec'ed 
horses are to be seen in their settle­
ment, and they are so thoroughly 
broken in that no whip is necessary. 
Reins are often not used. The Doukho 
hors appear to have such control over 
horses that they do not desire to 
punish them in order to exercise con­
trol.

The annual meeting of the Children’» 
Aid Society was held yesterday after­
noon at 4 o’clock at the city hall, Mr. 
Charles Hayward, the president, In the 
chair. There was an excellent attend 
ance of members and others. *

Mr. Hayward, reading the report of 
the directors, called attention to the 
crowded condition of the Children's 
Aid Home, which, originally a privât' 
dwelling, was now altogether Unsuit­
able for the purpose of housing so 
many children as now come under the 
care of the society.

The president commended the action 
taken recently In urging the minister 
of Justice to obtain amendments to 
the criminal code in order to make it 
more effectual against parents who 
deserted or in other respects failed to 
provide for their families. Besides the 
monthly grant from the city some as­
sistance had been given the home by 
parents themselves, while annual 
membership fees assisted in bringing 
the Income up slightly. The Income, 
however, was entirely inadequate, and 
the directors had been disappointed in 
their expectations of being stole to pre­
vail on the city to erect a sultabte 
building, which would not be erected 
for some time to come.

Visiting Officer Reports.
Mrs. Gordon Grant, secretary of the 

society, read a very carefully prepared 
report, called attention to the different 
manner of treating the delinquent and 
criminal child to-day as compared with 
that of years gone by. The treatment 
to-day provides for a change in the 
environment of tb* child, and by edu­
cation and discipline which is directed 
toward developing the best side of the 
child’s nature.

It would be better, the report con­
tinued, to make good citizens of the 
children than to expend big sums in 
supporting prisons and penitentiaries 
for adult criminals. The society was 
grateful that the statistics for juvenile 
crime in Victoria were lower than in 
almost any other city in the Dominion 
where Juvenile courts had been estab­
lished. Although Victoria had a popu­
lation of about 67,000, only ten children 
bad come up before the Juvenile jJOurt| 
for delinquency, the sqelety Investigat-

an soon as delinquency Is delected. If 
the conditions in the child’s home are 
not such as to warrant the belief that 
the child will have any opportunity to 
become better, he Is at once removed to 
the Children’s Aid Home, where every 
good influence possible is exercised. 
Applications for nine children had been 
received by the society during the 
year, five of which were granted. Two 
cases were adjourned to give the par­
ents an opportunity to Improve the 
conditions in the home, while two 
others had been discharged owing to 
lack of sufficient evidence.

Babies Adopted.
Ten babies, said the secretary’s re­

port, had been adopted during the year, 
and placed in good homes. In the 
juvenile court thirteen boys were 
tried for various offences, three being 
honorably discharged and nine allowed 
out on suspended sentence. During the 
year, at the requests of the parents or 
guardians, three boys bad been sent 
to the Industrial school as moral de­
generates.

The report called attention to the 
importance of securing pensions for 
widows, so that mothers might be able 
to care properly for their children, and 
not have to leave the 'little ones by 
themselves while they went out to earn 
a living. A civic institution for the 
care of the feeble-minded should also 
be established, about fifteen cases re­
quiring such care being known of in 
the city at the present time. It was 
for the portection not only of these un­
fortunates themselves, but for the pro­
tection of the race, that the govern­
ment should make some such provision 
for this class of people.

Parent» the Criminals.
The superintendent, Mrs. Spofford, 

read an interesting report of the work 
in the home, In Which she called atten­
tion to the fact that ft waa the par­
ents whose unfitness or indifference 
contributed to the children’s delin­
quency who were the real criminals, 
and not the children with whom the 
home had to deal. There had been 14 
children in the home In the beginning 
of the year. This number had been 
considerably added to since, 18 having 
been admitted as Incorrigible, 6 for 
theft, i being cases of neglect, and 2 
pending settlement of disputes between 
the parents. One child was taken 
owing to Its foster mother having 
abandoned It The youngest child in 
the home is Î years of age, the eldest 
16, and there are at present altogether 
20 children in the home.

The report concluded by a detailed 
account of the manner in which the 
children spend their day at the home, 
and Showed that the greatest amount 
of liberty possible was being given the 
children without any relaxation of that 
discipline and kindly jurisdiction which 
have made Mr, and Mrs. Spofford so 
successful In the work.

The treasurer's report for the year, 
read by W. H. Silver, showed that the 
total receipts for the year amounted 
to «645».4», the expenditures to K.M7.0&

Germans who are found in some of the 
small soythem towns have settled 
down and become completely domesti­
cated. But here In Argentina the Itglr

Prom Las Cuevas the train runs 
rapidly down eastward, following the 
torrent through a confused mass of 
gigantic blocks that have fallen from 
the cliffs above, and after seven or 
eight miles, it passes the. opening of a 
lateral glen down which there comes a 
far fuller torrent, bearing the water 
that haul melted from the glaciers of 
Aconcagua. The huge mass of that 
mountain, loftiest of all the summits 
of the Western Hemisphere, Is seen 
fifteen miles aWay. standing athwart 
the hqad of this lateral valley. It Is a 
long ridge of snow, arching into two 
domes with a tremendous precipice of 
black rock facing south.

; The top of Aconcagua is nearly 
twenty-three thousand feet high, and 
the valley at‘this point aboût eight 
thousand. Only In the Himalayas and 
the Andes can one see a peak close at 
hand soar Into air fifteen thousand feet 
above the eye, and I doubt If thqre be 
any other peak even In the Andes 
which rises so near and so grandly 
above thecpeotator.

A little below this point on% reaches 
the spot cafied Puente del Inca (the 
Inca's bridge), a real natural curiosity 
which the torrent has formed by cut­
ting a way for iUelf underneath a de- 
trltal mass, the upper part of which 
makes a firm roadway above the river 
roaring below.

A Piece of Scenery Without Parallel.
The Journey down the valley from 

this point Is a piece of scenery to whlcji 
It would be hard to find a parallel on 
any other railroad.

At one point where a narrow 
gled comes down frrm the south, there 
Is seen at the end of a long vista, 
thirty miles away, the great, blunt 
pyramid of Tupungato. Tujungato at­
tains 22,000 feet, the upper six thou­
sand of which are draped in white, and 
is. among the southern Andes, Inferior 
only to Aconcagua and to Mercedarlo.

About thirty mile? below the t_nnel 
the valley opens Into the little plain of 
Uspallata. bounded on the opposite or 
eastern side-by a range of flat-tapped 
hills, across which the old mule track 
and. carriage road ran to Mendoza. 
This range, running parallel to the 
main challn of the Cordillera and 
therefore at right angles to the valley 

-down which we ha.*.’ come, turns the 
course of the torrent southward, forc­
ing it to find its way out to the level 
country through a deep gorge or canon.

Mendoza of the Meltin Snows.

ties of that low, flat-topped range to 
which I have referred sink Into the 
vast and almost unbroken level, slight­
ly declining eastward, which extends 
six hundred miles from here to Buenos 
Aires. As the fear of earthquakes 
keeps the houses low, and the streets 
are wide. It covers a space of errrund 
large In proportion to Its population, 
which is 46,000.

The principal business thoroughfare 
Is quite handsome with double rows of 
lofty Carolina poplars and a cool 
stream of reddish glacier water cours­
ing along beneath. In the ample plaza, 
planted with plane trees, there Is a col­
ossal statue of San Martin, the Liber­
ator of Argentina and Chile; and quite 
recently a large park with an artificial 
lake has been laid out on the slope of 
the hill.

The Vineyard of Argentina.
All these adornments are due to the 

Mendoza river (the one which descends 
from Aconcagua) and two other small­
er streams, whose combined waters 
have been skilfully used not only to 
beautify the city, but to irrigate a wide 
space round. Most of the land Is 
planted with vines, 1 ut all sorts of 
fruit trees, particularly peaches, pears, 
and cherries, are grown and dispatched 
by rail to the eastern cities. Vine cul­
ture is in the hands of Italians, who 
have settled here in large numbers, 
and brought with them their skill In 
wine making.

The wine made here is, of common 
quality, intended for the humbler part 
of the Argentine population, who have 
happily nét exchanged their South 
European habits for the modern love 
of ardent spirits. Nearly all the coun­
try Is supplied from Mendosa because 
eastern Argen ina is ill fitted for vitl 
culture.

The land both north and south out- 
aide the range ot Irrigation le e atertle 
wilderness, except along the banks of 
a few streams that descend f-om the 
Andes, and to the east also It remain*

other side of the . hill," In a social as
well aa In a physical sense, and we 
soon found ourselves trying to note the 
differences between Chileans and 
Argentines, peoples of the same origin,

Mer.doxa may seem a depressing place 
to dwell in. yet It has some attractions 
for those- to whom natural'environ­
ment means something.

At .the end .of Those streets Which
open to the west, glimpses are daught 
of the distant richly colored moun­
tains. Then there t* the view of the 
Andes from tlie southwestern outskirts 
pf the city: Tt Is a view specially 
noble Just at sunrise, when the level 
light reddens the king Mae of ghostly 
snows that stretches south for more 
than a hundred miles.

A third equally striking prospect is 
that over the Pampi8 from the high 
ground of the new park'. There is some­
thing In looking oier a boundless plain 
that inspires more awe than even the 
grandest mountain landscape. Thé tot­
ter Is limited, th» former thrills th. 
mind w|t>x a ?enpe of inflnityfland and 
sky meeting at a point which one can­
not fix. ‘ There is little color on this 
plain and little vartetv of aspect ex- 
icfpt that given by the shadow's of the 
coursing cloqds. But its _ uniformity 
seems to makè it the more solemn. ^ ^
, .Oyer , thàt. lay our shortest way to 
Buenos Ayres and Europe, along the 
•line of railroad that, runs for hundreds 
of miles without a curve or a rise or 
A bridge, always, steadily, eastward to 
the sea. But It. Ip a duH.and dusty 
Joymey through a rnpi\otoPous land­
scape, at first mostly desert, then mest- 
ly pasture, at last mostly wheat fields, 
but always flat'as a table, possibly the 
widest perfectly level plain In the whole 
world. And we had the stronger rea­
son for not taking this route that It 
had been a main object of our Jour­
ney to see the Straits of Magellan, 
that great sea highway from ocean to 
ocean, the finding and travêrslng of

which was "an achievement second only 
to the voyage of Columbus.

Over the Top of the Pass on Mule 
Back.

The Christ of the Andes.
On the level summit of . the pass 

stands the Christ of the Andes, a 
bronze statue of more than twice life 
size standing on a stone pedestal 
rough hewn from the natural rock of 
the mountain.

The figure, which Is turned north­
wards so as to look over both countries 
and bless them with Its uplifted right* 
hand. Is dwarfed by the vast scale of 
the surrounding pinnacles, and al­
though there Is dignity In the attitude 
and tendërness in the face. It hardly 
satisfies the conception one forms of 
what such a figure might be. But when 
one reflects on the feeling that placed 
this statue here and the meaning It 
has for the two peoples, It Is pro­
foundly Impressive.

There had been a long and bitter con­
troversy between Chile and Argentina 
ôver the line of their -boundary along 
the Andes, a controversy which more 
than once had threatened war. At last 
they agreed to refer the dispute to the 
arbitrament of Queen Victoria of Great 
Britain. A commission was authorized 
by her and her successor to examine 
the documents which bore upon the 
question and to survey the frontier.

After years of careful Inquiry an 
award was delivered and a boundary 
line drawn In whicji both nations 
acquiesced. Grateful for their escape 
from what might have been a long and 
ruinous strife, they east this figure out 
of the metal of cazmoa, and get up here
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this monument of peace and good-will, 
unique Tin Its place and In Its purpose, 
to be an everlasting witness between 
them. »

R was late in 
my administration ; and we deemed It 
best only to make a beginning—ex­
perience teaches the most invéterate 
reformer how hard it is to get a to­
tally non-military nation to accept 
seriously any military improvement 
Accordingly. I merely issued direc­
tions that each officer should prove 
his ability to walk fifty miles, or ride 
one hundred, in, three days. This, of 
course, a test which many a healthy 
middle-aged woman would he able to 
meet. But a large portion of thp pres# 
adopted the Ve.tr that it was a bit of 
capricious tyranny on my part; and a 
considerable number of elderly offt- 

. cers, with desk rather than field ex­
perience, intrigued w'-h their friends 
in Congress to have the order an 
nulled. So one day I too’ a ride of ■ 
little over one hundred miles myself,

. m company with Surgeon-General 
I Rlxey and two other officers. The 

Virginia roads were frozen and in ruts 
and In the afternoon and evening 
there was a storm of snow and sleet 
and when It had beep tjius expert 
mentally shown, under unfavorable 
conditions, how easy It was to do In 
one day the task for which the army 
officers were allowed three days, all 
open objection ceased. But some 
bureau chiefs still did as much under­
handed work against the order as they 
dared, and It was often difficult to 
reach them. In t-e Marine Corps Cap­
tain Leonard, who had lost an arm at 
Tientsin, '1th two of his lieutenants, 
did the fifty mile. In one dar; for 
they were vigorous young men, who 
laughed at the Idea of treating a fifty- 
mile walk as over-fatiguing. Well, the 
navy department officials rebuked 
them, and made them take the walk 
over again In three days, on the 
ground that 1 thing It In one day did 
not comply with the regulation»! This 
seems unbelievable; but Leonard as­
sures me It I» true. He d:d not In­
form me at the time, being afraid to 
-get In wrong” with his permanent 
superiors. If I had known of the 
order, short work would have been 
made of the bureaucrat who Issued It.

In no country with an army worth 
calling such Is there a chance for a 
man physically unfit to stay In the 
service. Our countrymen should un­
derstand that every army officer—and 
every marine officer—should be sum­
marily .removed from the service un­
less he Is able to undergo far severer 
tests than those ‘.yMch, as a begln-

wlll power, will enable any ordinary 
man to do. This success, of courais 
like every other kind of success, may 
be on £ very big scale or on a small 
scale. ' The quality which the man 
possesses may be that which enables 
him to run a hundred yards in nine 
and three-fifths seconda or to play 
ten separate games of chess at the 
same time blindfolded, or to add five 
columns of figures at once without 
effort, or to write the "Ode to a Gre­
cian Urn," or to deliver the Gettysburg 
speech, or to show the ability cf Fred­
erick at Leuthen or Nelson at Trafal­
gar. No amont of training of body 
dr mind would enable any good oidtn- 
ary man to perform any one of three 
feats. Of course the proper perform­
ance of each Implies much previous 
study or training, but in no one of 
them is success to be atlamed save by 
the altogether exceptional man wno 
has In him the something additional 
which the « Inary man does not have.

This is ;he most striking kind of 
success, and It can be attained only 
by the man who has In him the quality 
which separates» him In kind no less 
than in degree from hie fellows. But 
much the commoner type of success in

to study the first. From the study of 
the first he can learn Inspiration, he 
can get uplift and lofty enthusiasm. 
From the study of the second he can, 
if he choose*, find out how to win a 
similar success himself.

I need hardly say that all the suc­
cesses I have ever won have been of 
the second type. I never won anything 
.without hard labor and the exercise of 
my best Judgment and careful plan­
ning and working long in advance. 
Having been a rather sickly ah* 
awkward boy, I Was as a young man 
at first both nerve s and distrustful 
of my own prowess. I had to train 
myself painfully and laboriously not 
merely as regards my body but as re­
garde my soul and spirit.

When a boy I read a passage hi one 
of Marryat'e books which always Im­
pressed me. In this passage the cap­
tain of some small British man-of-war 
Is explaining to the hero how to ac­
quire tfle quality cf fearlessness. He 
says that at the outset almost every 
man Is frightened when he goes Into 
action, but that the course to follow Is 
for the man to keep such a grip on 
himself that he can act Just as If he 
was not frightened. After this Is kept 
up long enough It changes from pre­
tense to reality, and the man does In 
every fact become fearless by sheer 
dint of practicing tearlessness when 
he does not feel It. < am using my 
own language, not Marryat'a.) This 
was the theory upon which I went 
There were all kinds of things of which 
I was afraid at first, ranging from 
grizzly bears to "mean" horses and 
gun-fighters; but by acting as If I 
was not afraid 1 gradually ceased to 
be afralj. Most men can have the 
same experience If they choose. They 
will first learn to bear themselves well 
in trials which they anticipate and 
school themselves in advance to meet. 
After a while the habit will grow on 
them, and they will behave well In 
sudden and unexpected emergencies 
which come upon them unawares.

It is of course much pleasanter if 
one Is naturally fearlcto. and I envy 
and respect the men who are naturally 
fearless. But It to a good thing to re­
member that the man who docs not 
enjoy this advantage can nevertheless 
stand beside ie man who does, and 
can do his duty with the like effi­
ciency, if he chooses to. Of course he 
'must not let hto desire take the form 
merely of i: day-dream. Let him dream 
about being a fearless man. and the 
more he dreams the better he will be, 
always provided he dots hto best to 
realize the dream In practice. He can 
do hto part honorably and well pro­
vided only he sets fearlessness before 
himself as an Ideal, schools himself to 
think of danger merely as something to 
be faced and overcome, and regards 
life Itself as he should regard It. not 
as something to be thrown away, but 
as a pawn to be promptly hazarded 
whenever the hazard to warranted by 
the larger Interests f the great game 
In which we are all engaged.

Strange to 
relate, Jerome never lived to visit the 
scenes of his childhood, the ship on 
which he was. going home being 
wrecked In the Enrlieh channel. Poor 
Jerome was drowned and thus the Old 
Flag Inn passed to John Pawson. -

NANAIMO

ROSSLAND
The fifteenth general meeting of the 

members of the western branch of the 
Canadian Mining Institute will be 
opened hare on Thursday evei\lpg. May 
22. Routine business will be transacted 
and several papers having particular 
reference td the mining. Industry -wilt 
be read and discussed.

Among the subjects for discussion 
will be that of accidents fc| metal 
mlnps, and In this connection it ui In­
tended to show a pul motor and ex­
plain Its operation and effectiveness.

Thursday evening, reading and discus­
sion of papers; Friday, visit to Rose- 
land mines In daytime, and reading 
and discussion of papers in evening; 
8ati$qiay, visit to Consolidated Min­
ing it' Smelting Company bf Canada's 
smelting works and electrolytic lead re­
finery at Trail; evening, amusement.

SUMMERLAND
The question of how to dispose of 

the over-ripe soft fruits and surplus 
stock, as well as late tomatoes, has 
been a difficult problem for our or­
chard lsts, and for some time negotia­
tions have been pending with the Do­
minion Canners, Ltd., an Eastern Can­
adian concern, operating nearly all the 
canneries of Ontario, to operate also In 
Summerland. Two representatives were 
sent here to look orer the district and 
Its possibilities, ana report to ther di­
rectors. A very favorable report was 
made, and the directors voted in favor 
of establishing here.

As It was feared that It was too late 
to build this season it was suggested 
by the Board of Trade that the com­
pany operate the small cannery on the 
wharf for this season, putting in some 
additional machinery. Negotiations are 
still pending for this latter proposition, 
and it is understood that the directors 
are favorably disposed to thus meet the 
request of fruit growers made through 
the Board of Trade.

KELOWNA
In the course of an Interview Qeorge 

J. Bury, vice-presldtnt of the C. P. R., 
strongly advocated the Introduction of 
mixed farming in the Okanagan val­
ley. “You can grow lpvqly fruit here,” 
he said, "but why put all your produce 
Into one basket? When I tell you that 
no less an amount ‘ than $166,000 worth 
of'commoditles were Imported Into the 
district in one month, which could 
easily have been raised at your very 
doors, you will see what opportunities 
Sre being missed. Consider, he said, 
what this would mean If the ranchers 
combined with their fruit growing the 
production of the large quantities of 
eggs and butter and poultry you are 
Importing, and no province favors the 
combination of mixed farming more 
than the Kelowna district 

The vice-president was thoroughly In 
accord with the new organisation that 
has been formed which has for its 
object the establishment of central 
selling agencies. “I think It Is a very 
good idea," he said.

TO-DAY IN CANADIAN 
HISTORY

After their successful attack on 
Loulsbourg, under the merchant, Pep- 
perell, the New Englanders prepared 
to invade Canada. They looked for 
aid from the mother land, but, instead 
of tbe expected help, came news that 
a French expedition was crossing the 
ocean, and the colonists stayed at 
home to guard their own shores. But 
at this time "the stars in their 
courses" seemed to fight against the 
French. Their fleet was delayed by 
contrary wind»-, and by a calm, then 
a fearful tempest sank some of the 
ships and disabled others. Supplies 
fell shdrt ; disease broke but amongst 
the crews; .and, on reaching Chebucto 
(Halifax) harbor, the admiral died. 
Dismayed at this complication of dis­
asters, the second In command killed 
himself. The leadership devolving 
upon La Jonqulere (who had been ap­
pointed Governor of Canada) he re­
turned to France. Setting sail next 
year 1747) with another formidable 
armament, intended for the re-con­
quest of Loulsbourg, La Jonqulere was 
encountered off Cape Flnisterre, on 
May 14th, by a British fleet undter 
Admirals Anson and Warren. The 
French fought valiantly, but were 
total# defeated. Their flagship, five 
other vessels, and a host of prisoners, 
including La Jonqulere htroself, were 
captured.

WANT EXPRESS RATES 
OPERATIVE EARLIER

Margin of Middlemen's Profits, 
is Discussed by Fruit­

growers’ Association

The Fruitgrowers' Association execu­
tive. which met in the city yesterday 
afternoon, took into consideration the 
question of the reduction in express 
rates and the co-operative marketing 
of fruit.

The application which has been made 
to various boards of trade to bring 
pressure to bear on Ottawa official 
circles. In order that the ruling may 
become operative on June 10, has been 
made by the fruitgrowers so as to have 
the rates In effect benefit the small 
berry fruits and .the cherries. Other­
wise the best weeks of these crops 
would occur before the ruling is oper­
ative. The executive talked over the 
matter, and decided If possible to 
hasten the Introduction of the ruling.

The co-operative system which was 
also discussed will. It was stated by a 
member of the executive, be of limited 
extent In the present year, on account 
of the lateness of the season, but the 
intention Is to provide for extended 
operations In following years. The 
whole difficulty has been to secure a 
satisfactory market, and to provide a 
more remunerative return to the pro­
ducer on his labor. In some cases it Is 
found that the exchanges who handle 
the fruit for a district receive only 50 
cents a box for apples, and the cost of 
handling, transportation, packing, etc., 
eats up 87 cents, leaving only IS cents 
for the producer. Nor is the consumer 
anywise better off because the whole 
saler and retailer each want about 2 
to SO cents for handling, and the con 
sumer pays a high price. This results 
in American fruit undercutting the 
British Columbia product, as well as 
rendering the grower such a small re­
turn on his land, which Is purchased 
at a high price, that thg business 
ceases to be profitable.

Last year the wholesalers were so In­
dependent and reluctant to take fruit 
that In order to get rid of It, the grow­
ers' associations sold at any price they 
could get. The Intention sought in co­
operation is to place British Columbia 
fruit ir. a more favorable light before 
the buying public, and to maintain an 
agent in the principal centres In Bri­
tish Columbia and the prairie pro­

vinces who will watch the market and 
secure the distribution of the product 
so that It will not glut the market. It 
is hoped that by cutting down the mid­
dlemen’s profits the consumer may buy 
cheaper fruit and • the grower get a 
better return.

The executive talked over the vari­
ous phases of the Industry, and will 
probably be guided by the experience 
of the Okanagan district.

BROWTHOFViCTÔRIA 
IS STRIKINGLY SHOWN

Development League Prepar­
ing a Leaflet Giving Figures 
of the Advance of a Decade

A striking and instructive leaflet Is 
being prepared by the Vancouver Isl­
and Development League, and will go 
to the printer in the course of a few 
days. In this the advance of the city 
In the last decade Is shown briefly In 
figures and In such a way as to appeal 
at once to the reader.

At the top on one side Is a contrast 
in picture form, to the left being a view 
taken of the harbor last winter and to 
the right one taken in 1001. No two 
pictures, and no amount of description, 
could so sharply accentuate the pro­
gress that has taken pl'~e In this one 
particular alone. In the earlier one 
there Is but a solitary steamer at the 
C. P. R. dock, and that is one of the 
small boats that would hardly be used 
now for local freight service. Lying 
about where the G. T. P. docks are to­
day there Is one schooner. Apart from 
these the harbor Is empty, not even a 
rowboat being in evidence.

Below this is given in table form, 
year by year, for the ten years from 
1903 to 1012. the totals of the city as­
sessment, the bank clearings, the 
building permits, shipping tonnage, 
customs collections, tramway statistics 
and the like, all demonstrating the 
growth of Victoria.

On the reverse side Is to appear a 
view of the breakwater and the great­
er harbor that Is In process of creation, 
with some further Information regard­
ing the position of this port in relation 
to the trade routes of the world as they 
are at present and as they will be after 
the Panama Canal Is opened.

The leaflet will be compact In form, 
and it is hoped that merchants and 
citisens generally will apply for sup­
plies of these, and send them out in 
their letters. * Their weight will not 
brlftjl the ordinary letter over the two- 
cént limit.

•I am, too.” declared the reeve. “I've 
had about enough of this.”

“I want to see that we have a real 
engineer In this municipality," stated 
the attacked councillor.

■I’m sick of this,” returned Council­
lor Quick. "Are you going to be a man 
ever, or are you going on being a big 
cad all your life? Why don't you forget 
this thing, now that it's all over? Don’t 
be a calf. You're the limit."

“You’ve just about reached your 
limit,” retorted Councillor Williams.

“You dirty curlr’ muttered Councillor 
Quick.

“I ask that that expression be with­
drawn, " demanded Councillor Williams 
of the reeve. I've addressed nothing 
derogatory to him.”

“I think you should withdraw that 
remark, not for his sake, but for the 
dignity of the council,” asked the 
reeve. "

“I won’t apologise for anything I ve 
said,” emphatically stated Mr. Quick. 
“You can ask me to leave the council 
if you wish, but I won’t apologise.

“I've always been courteous to you, 
Mr. Quick.” said Mr. Williams.

“No you've not, lias he Mr. Reeve?*'
“I can’t say he has been always con­

siderate.” replied Mr. Nicholson, “but I 
think you should withdraw that state 
ment.” .

Councillor McGregor said that the 
remark had not been addressed to any­
body by name, but had been hurled 
across the council table and should be 
withdrawn. Councillors Dunn and Bor 
den echoed this sentiment.

“I apologise to the reeve for any­
thing I have done that is wrong, but 
I won't apologise to Mr. Williams,” 
was Mr. Quick’s first concession.

Councillor Dunn was not satisfied 
and referred to the way in which busl 
ness had been delayed by Councillor 
Quick.

“I have not delayed business; you 
are the ones who have done that,” 
torted Councillor Quick.

Further pressure was brought to 
bear, and finally he said: “I will with 
draw the remark, but will not apolo­
gise.”

The reeve decided that that was suf­
ficient.

A letter from H. C. Hannington, In­
spector of legal offices, explaining some 
of the new provisions of the Land 
Registry Act and outlining the course 
of conduct that the council should pur­
sue under It, was read at the meeting 
of the Saanich council last night.

SAANICH THREATENED 
WITH ANOTHER SUIT

Refused House Water on Sani­
tary Grounds; Owners Main 
tain They Have No Power

’Unless there ts something very 
strong in your sanitary by-law entitling 
you to refuse these permits I shall cer­
tainly sue the municipality and hold 
you responsible for the conditions that 
arise from your action,” declared H. A. 
Maclean. K.C., last night In address­
ing the Saanich council In behalf of 
Williams, Trerlse and Williams, to 
whose five houses In Dean Heights the 
council refused to grant a water per­
mit.

“You have no locus standi,” replied 
Councillor Quick. “You built those 
houses without building permits as re­
quired by our by-jaws and we know 
of them as non-existent.”

“You have nothing In your by-law 
that entitles you to refuse us a build­
ing permit. When we were first re­
fused we were given to understand 
that there was a restriction which pre­
vented the erection of houses on less 
than fifty feet of land, but on perusing 
your by-law I find that no such clause 
exists. I do not say that It should not 
exist, but until It is in a by-law it Is 
not the law of your municipality and 
you have not the power to enforce It 
as law.”

“We refused on sanitary grounds, 
replied the reeve. “Our sanitary by­
law gives us the power to prohibit any­
thing we consider Insanitary.”

“I wrote to your clerk asking If there 
were any other by-laws covering the 
point and I never received any answer,' 
said Mr. Maclean. “I think you are 
stretching the point of sanitation 
rather Tar when you refuse water to 
houses actually in existence under any 
circumstances. Surely you are com­
mitting a far worse violation of sani­
tary rules when you refuse people
