He was firstelected in 1952 tfrom Contai North Constituen-
cy and thereafter re-elected in 1962, 1967,1969 and 1971 from the sume
Constituency as acandidate of Praja Socialist Party. In 1972 he was again
elcted from the same constituency as an Indipendente Candidate but later
joined the Congress Party.

He served asaMinisterin charge of Animal Husbandry and Veternary
Service Department during the Second United Front Regime in 1969 and
P.D.A. Ministry in 1971,

At his death the State has lost a veteran freedom fighter and an able
admimstrator.

They wantto learn
from you. We all want to learn from you. You are a crutch of the House.

Dr. Zainal Abedin : Sir, I leave it to the Chair. A member of our
party has submitted a privilege motion against another member Shri Nani
Kar, Who made an untrue staterment in the House You are quite competent
to dispose it of.

Mr. Speaker : What is the basic content of the breach of privilege?
The privilege motion 1s based on the information of a member of this
House.

The
matter 1s not clear to me.

Dr. Zainal Abedin : Sir. you have to examine the intention of the
member who made the untrue statement.
