Now the two Governments, having resolved to

establish a Japan-Manchoukuo Joint Economic
Commission, have agreed as follows :—

ARTICLE 1.

A Japan-Manchoukuo Joint Economic Com-
mission shall be established at Hsinking in Man-
choukuo.

ARTICLE 2.

The Commission may be consulted by the
Governments of Japan and Manchoukuo as to
important matters regarding the inter-relation of
the economics of the two countries as well as
important matters regarding the supervision of the
management of special companies set up as Japa-
nese-Manchoukuo joint enterprises and shall then
submit its views thereon to the two Governments.

ARTICLE 3.

The Governments of Japan and Manchoukuo
shall take no measures regarding such matters as
are specified in the preceding Article unless they
have previously consulted the Commission regard-
ing them and have obtained its views thereon.

ARTICLE 4.
The Commission may, when necessary, make
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recommendations to the Governments of Japan and
Manchoukuo in regard to all matters pertaining

to the rational co-ordination of the economics of
the two countries.

ARTICLE 5.

ARTICLE 6.
The present Agreement shall be put into effect
on the day of its signature.
The present Agreement has been drawn up
in the Japanese and the Chinese languages, and
should any difference arise in regard to interpreta-

1. The Commission shall be composed of eight
Members, of whom the Governments of Japan and
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Manchoukuo shall each appoint four and shall re-
spectively inform the other Government of thier
appointments. In the event of any Member being
prevented from attending any meeting of the Com-
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mission on account of unavoidable circumstances,
the Japanese Ambassador to Manchoukuo and the
Prime Minister of Manchoukuo shall consult each
other in the nomination of a deputy and the said
deputy shall attend the meeting. The said deputy
shall act in the name of the absent Member.
