THEATERS OF NEW YORK 
CITY TO REMAIN OPEN 

MINSTREL HALL 

Is Planned by Gus Hill 

Permanent Home for Minstrel 
Organization Will Be Es¬ 

tablished on Broadway 
in Near Future 

Closing Rumor Denied by Dr. Copeland — 
Lifted in Boston and Kansas City—Other 

Large Cities Remain Closed—Lib¬ 
erty Theaters. Reopen 

New York, Oct. 19.—All of the attrac* 
tions controlled by Gus Hill are laying 
off until November 4, when it is ex¬ 
pected that be will be able to resume 
his activities. Mr. Hill, in an interview 
today, said that he expected to bring 
his Lady Bountiful to New York for a 
metropolitan production, but would not 
mention the name of the theater in 
which the production will take place. 
He also stated that it is his intention 
to establish a Minstrel Hall in the 
vicinity of Times Square on Broadway 
for a permanent minstrel organization 
as soon as the necessary location can 
be secured. He is very enthusiastic 
regarding this idea and the prediction 
is that it will meet with Instantaneous 
and continuous success and popularity. 

On account of the unprecedented 
success of Lady Bountiful Mr. Hill is 
organizing another company to play 
one, two and three-night stands, whic'i 
starts rehearsing in New York next 
week. 

New York, Oct. 19.—The many ru¬ 
mors current in the Broadway district 
today that as soon as the Liberty Loan 
drive was concluded Dr. Copeland 
would issue an order closing all thea¬ 
ters in New York until the influenza 
epidemic had abated seemed to be the 
main tot>ic of conversation in theatrical 
circles. 

The rumors became so prevalent that 
a representative of The Billboard got 
in touch with the oflicials of the Board 
of Health and received an authoritative 
denial of any intention whatsoever to 
close the theaters in New York. 

It is understood that many theaters 
are doing such a poor business that the 
managers could not be blamed if they 
did wish their houses dark, but if they 
closed up of their own volition the 
actors could hold them to their con¬ 
tracts. while on the other hand if the 
houses were ordered closed by the 
municipal authorities no redress could 
be obtained by the thespians who 
would be thrown out of employment. 

Every’ actor and vaudeartlst should 
compliment Dr. Copeland for his 
broadminded stand in the matter, and 
the proof that his Judgment is correct 
is shown in the fact that other cities, 
such as Boston, Worcester and Spring- 
fleld. Mass., are opening up their thea¬ 
ters next week, having, altho at a be¬ 
lated hour, come to the conclusion that 
well ventilated, sanitary theaters were 
not conduciv’e to the spread of the in¬ 
fluenza germ. 

Boston theaters w’lll be allowed to 
open Monday, it was decided at a con¬ 

state House. The epidemic, as far as 
Boston and vicinity are concerned, will 
have almost died out by that time, it 
is believed. Cities and towns within a 
radius of twenty miles of Boston have 
followed that city’ in every phase of 
restrictions so far, and it is assumed 
that they will lift their bans at the 
same time. There has been no im¬ 
provement in the situation in Chicago

Veteran Minstrel Dies 

Kiijrone Stratton I*a8.Hos Away In 
Kngland 

Sew York, Oct. 19.—News has just 
re. bed here that EUBene Stratton, 
vrt*Tan minstrel, is dead in Ensland, 
where he had lived since 1880, the year 
in which the late Charles Frohman, as 
nianafier of Haverley’s OriBinal Ma.sto- | 
don Minstrels, took him to London. He 
was one of the blackface quartet known 
ns the F'our Arnolds, who joined the 
llaverley company In 1878. In 1880 the 
company bepan an eniraBement under 
Kroh man’s manaRement. The next 
year Stratton joined the Moore and 
r.urRess Minstrels, remaining with 
them until 1892. In that year he made 
his tirst appearance as a single, and 
from that time he was one of the favor¬ 
ite music hall entertainers in Great 
Uritain. Stratton, whose real name 
was Eugene Augustus Kuhlman, was 
born of Alsatian parents In Buffalo, N. 
Y.. in 1861, and made his first appear¬ 
ance as an entertainer In that city in 
1871, appearing as one of Two Wesleys 
in a darky sketch, called The Big and 
Little of It. Beginning when he was 
fifteen, he traveled for years with a 
circus under the name of Master Jean, 
until he became one of the Four Ar¬ 
nolds. Stratton married the daughter 
of Pony Moore, of the Moore & Burgess 
Minstrels. 

England To See Lincoln Play 

The Repertory Theater at Birming¬ 
ham. in England, plans the production 
this autumn of Abraham Lincoln, a play 
by John Drinkwaler, traversing epi¬ 
sodes in the life of the President from 
nomination to assassination. Mr. Drink- 
water is one of the directors of the Bir¬ 
mingham Theater.

They are fine specimens of manhood, and go thru a 
routine of hand-to-hand balancing that caused the audience to gasp many a 
time. Their work is f^t and clean, they never miss a trick, and for six min¬ 
utes they held everyone’s close attention. Two bows. 

No. 3—Dixie Norton and Coral Melnotte, a blonde and brunette of pleasing 
personality, wearing pretty wardrobe, in an act which they call Songs, Style 
and Steps, open up with a song about themselves. The blonde dons boy’s 
clothes, and they sing and dance. In the Days of Auld Lang Syne was their 
best vocal offering. The recognition they won from the crowd in this spot 
was proof of their entertaining qualities. In two, with two-bows. 

No. 4—Ethel Clifton, in Tbe Aftermath, written by Miss Clifton, a 
strong dramatic playlet, excellently acted, especially by Miss Clifton. The 
scene represents a cottage in a devastated portion of Northern France, which 
has Just been reclaimed by the Allies.

Without a suggestive move or action this aesthetic disciple of 
picturesque terpsichore held all enchanted with her Salome dance, her Span¬ 
ish number and her patriotic finale. To show her versatility Miss Hoffman 
impersonated other dancers of note, Hessle McCoy Davis being her most pro¬ 
nounced success. She had to respond time and time again at the conclusion 
of her performance. 

No. 9—Johnny Dooley, with his fund of nonsense, repeated his usual hit 
here. The audience laughed itself hoarse at his whimsicalities. 

No. 10—The Stampede Riders, with Guy Weadick and Flores La Due, 
playing a return engagement here, closed the show, and even at this late hour 
succeeded in bolding most of the crowd.—HILLIAR.

It would surprise us to know how many brain workers, like Edison 
and John Burroughs, when their minds become jaded, resort success¬ 
fully to the crudest sort of detective stories and drudgedreadfuls for re¬ 
laxation and relief. 

Melodrama is distinctly all righL always provided, of course, that it 
be frankly offered as such, skillfully constructed, capably staged and 
well acted.

Ellison and White used the rery fact upon 

which this decision was based as an argument 
for their chautanquas. They put out thonsands 

of plei'es of literature in which they stated 

“more than 250,000 publicspirited men and 

women in this country willingly obligate them¬ 

selves for the financial responsibility necessary 

to bring the Chautauqua to their town and do it 

without even the hope of making more than what 

they assume in the way of financial obligation." 

This shows that these bureaumen themselves 

recognize the fact, which all Chautauqua people 

understand, that these local guarantors and com¬ 

mittees are Jnst what the court derided them 

to be. 

Congress had a constitutional right to place 

the ten per cent tax on the admission ticket, 

but Congress positively has no right to sell an 

American or a company the privilege to transact 
business in the United States. 

There is no objection to Congress raising any 

amount of money to carry on this war or con- 

has no authority to rent the privilege to earn 

an honest living to any person or set of persons. 

That is a right which we are guaranteed in the 

very preamble. What is liberty if not the right 

to work or use our faculties, our talents, our 

education nr our skill? 
Article IX. of the U. H. Constitution, states: 

"The enumeration in the Constitution of cer¬ 

tain rights shall not be construed to deny or 
disparage others retained by the people.” 

Does any sane man l)elle\e that the right ,.i 
earn a living, to exereise our gifts, talents, 

special fitness or training in an honest calling 

was ever delegated to Congress to be rented 

sold or bartered away under any rules and regu¬ 

lations that those temporarily in i>owrr might 

see fit to formulate? 
The right to trade, barter, exchange goods or 

chattels was certainly never delegated to Con 

gress to be put up at sale or auction. 
If this proposed enactment goes into effect 

what will be the results of its power? 

Already there is an amalgamation about con 

summated whereby all the chautauquas and 

lyceum forces tsill be consolidated into one big 

trust. What chant-e mould an individual or an 
independent organization have to compete mith 

such a trust? It is proposed to have this giant 

power floanocd by a few millionaire-. Wliat 

chance would a lecturer lisve to engage in plat¬ 

form effei't if his message mere not aiTeptable to 

this little handful of millionaire-? 

The very next step will be that this gigantic 

trust Will ask for a high license so as to there¬ 

by shut ont all competition. This high license 

would be a mere Incidental for this $2,000,000 

corporation to pay, but it will be a hardship on 

the hundreds of independent people and concerns 

who are now earning an honest living and doing 

immeasurable good by working in their own 

way. 
If Congress has the right to sell the privileg. - 

of a cirrus to entertain the millions who an¬ 

nually patronise this form of amusement and 

instruction then it has an niual right to sell 
this privilege to the highest bidder, thereb; 

giving a monopoly to the rich and depriving 

many thuusunds of circus and theatrical people 

of their constitutional rights. "The blessings of 
lilx-rty,” which are the basis of our constitu¬ 

tional form of government, are not for sale. 
If Congress can sell the right to do business 

to a circus mhat is to hinder that same body 
from selling the privilege of roer<-handi-iog or 

banking, manufacturing or producing? 

The small town merchant fai-es his gn-atest 

enemy in this license system. The big mall 
onler house, the big department store, the chain 

system, tb<' Woolworth Institution- and all such 
organizations mould gladly meleome an annual 

license of say $l.tsai. Why? What would 

$1,(11)11 annually taken from small town and 

country business men mean'; These big con¬ 

cerns ioiild easily pay $10,iMai a year lieense, for 

that would mean the death of thousands of small 

businesses. 
Merchants, baukors and professional men 

rverymhere should organize at oniv to fight this 

effort to substitute the license system for con¬ 

stitutional law. 
Congri-ss mn-t wake up to the fart that the 

entire license fee business is an auto<'ratlc 

system orgauizisl abroad fur the express pur¬ 

pose of destroying demoiTaey. The great cry 

today Is; "Make the worhl safe for democracy." 

We can only do that when me make democracy 
safe for the morlil. The license fee system is 

autocracy pure and simple, and all who sustain 
it an* destniyers of dem<M'racy.

The grandeur of our anthem and the fire of 

France’s marching song thus merged together 

gave to Otto II. Kahn. Chairman, representing 

tbc directors of the Metropolitan and the 

I’Tonch-Amerlean .Vssoeiation for Mu'ical Art, 

the keynote to his address of welcome, when 

he compared the blending of the melodies as a 

marriage of the two anthems.

t A BAS THE DIRTY SEX PLAY 

Writing of the great production by Arthur Hopkins of the Russian 
(Tolstoi) play. Redemption, Louis V. Uc Toe, in The New York World, 
recently said: 

“Augu.stu.s Thomas once stated the reason why such works of the 
foreign theater usually attract so little attention when they find their 
way into our language. He said our stage is vital only when it deals 
with the problems, social, economic and political, which arise from our 
own racial standards and national life. This may be an extremely utili¬ 
tarian view to take of an art that is supposed to be universal in its in¬ 
terest. But the attitude almost invariably assumed by our public toward 
plays that deal with life and character other than as we know them— 
unless they are fantastically represented—shows that Mr. Thomas is 
right. His theory also holds whenever our native works of the theater 
are translated into foreign languages and are presented before people 
whose racial instincts and standards differ from our own. A play, how¬ 
ever beautiful its thought or impressive its philosophy, is of little use 
when it fails to command an audience.” 

And that is another indictment of the Judgment of managers and 
producers who persist in foisting upon the American public the so-called 
French, but more properly termed Parisian, sex plays, comedies and 
farces.

gician. and myself were stepping out of the 
stage iksir, after bis matinee performance in 
Northamiitun, .Mass., he was accosted by an en 
tbusiaslic amateur magician, wlio wanted to 
know- how he eouhl tx-isime a sun-essfiil magician 
and i-onjurer. .Vs it is the usual custom of Mr. 
Blackstene to eni-oiirage all new Ix-ginners when 
ever jsissible, he at once invited the young stage 
as|drant back into his dressing room, and after 
•ifTerlng him a seat on one of his trunks pro- 
ci-edeil to give him in detail some secrets of suc- 
v-ss gleaned from bis own past experience as a 
professional magician. 

I’he gist of his valuable advice contained so 
much truth and wisdom that 1 cannot refrain 
fnan sharing it with all yming magicians and 
stage aspirants, thru the agency of your helpful 
and interesting columns. 1 give it almost word 
for woril, as follows: 

“It seldom wcurs to the minds of an audi¬ 
ence, while adiuiring tbe confident, graceful ease 
with wbi(b a finished artist glides thru the role 
of his performance. Just how difficult it all real¬ 
ly is. or the weeks of patient study and pains¬ 
taking practii-e that was required to master just 
one certain effect. Thus from the viewpoint of 
an audience the performance seema so eaey of 
accomplishment, and every detail all blends in so 
haniioniously as a whole, they usually take such 
view fur granted and let it go at that. 

“If an aspirant desires to adapt himself to the 
line of magic for his future profession ne should 
first of all possess a highly developed imagination 
and be of an inventive temperament. He should 
possess an artist's eye for color and design. lie 
should bt- creative and original, always striving 
after new effects. Instead of f<dlow;ng in the 
footsteps of others aud coi'jing the creations 
of their brains he should s'-ek to break away from 
the old beaten paths and to explore paths un- 
tfsalden, to give birth to new and original ef¬ 
fects never before attempted in magic, solving 
for himself the ways and means for producing 
same in a presentable manner. Remember, my 
friend, the I'reator did not enciow us with noble 
Ideals, inspiration and a desire for better things 
without at the same time placing within our 
reach the me.-tns for attaining such desires. There 
Is nothing the runian mind <-an invent or con 
ceive, but wh.it a human mind can solve. For 
every effc<-t there must be a cause, all governed 
b.v the laws of science. Nothing is at 
standstill. Nature is always moving and pro¬ 
gressing on to H certain goal. Thus it should 
behoove all b ginners with high Ideals to broailen 
and expaml their knowledge in science by master¬ 
ing a course of stu-ly in all its various branches, 
such as the law of physli-s and mechanics, law 
of optics, acoustics, ehemietr.v, metallurgy, elec 
trlcity and magn'-tiem. science of metaphysics 
and psychoh>gy. etc., which are vital to the suc¬ 
cess of every well-known magician. 

“BE CRE.VTIYE. The secrets of all great 
tricks and famous illusions earae first from 
sltiiple creative thought. To the originator who 
put that same thought into execution and de¬ 
veloped the ‘modus c»p«-randl' for presenting 
same helonga all the rewanl and glory. Make 
it your aim to be different from all others. De¬ 
velop a pleasing niagU'-tie personality, but don't 
lose your own invididiiality. .V successful ma 
gician must be coolheadol, resourceful, possess 
ing an abundance of wit and graceful, tact, with 
a pleasing stage appearance both in dignity and

This Is 11.<*10 larger than the 
1017 reeord of 1.-i9.isai admissions, whieh here¬ 
tofore had l>een the high reeonL The 1918 
reeord, too. was made despite one day of rain 
which, it Is estiniateil. cut the crowd of that 
day at least lO.OnO. 

The drouth and consequent high prices anil 
scarcity of feed apparently had no effe<-t upon 
the Itvestck department. With the exception 
of Bhortborns. all brenls of cattle were rep¬ 
resented In greater number this year than ever 
beft're. The same was true of tbe swine, sheep, 
poultry ami other similar departments. 

Three days of antonioblle racing brought out 
parked grand stands. (*n two of these days It 
was necessary to stop selling tickets early In 
the aftemoim. s,> erowdeil was the grand staml 
and Its Iniiosvire. 

While tbe horse raring did not attraet the 
crowds brought Into the grand stand hy the 
gasoline events, racing fans tumcl out In as 
gre.xt number as in former years and witnessed 
a splemlld series of harness and running events 
on four aftermsms. 

While the State Fair crowds dkl not neglect 
the amus<*ment features of the fair—Imleed. 
they were better patronized than ever fwfnrt*. as 

! witness the reeurd receipts of the C. \, Wortham 
' Shows ami other concessionaries—It was a more 

serk'US class of patronage than has ever I'ome 
to Oklahoma City l>efore. The e<lucati<>nal 
departments entertaineil their full share of vis¬ 
itors. This was particularly true of the agri¬ 
cultural department and the livestock section. 
The combined government exhlhlts, which oc- 
ctipb-d a speiial building, were seen, it is es- 
tiiuatevl by thiwe In charge, by 90 per cent of 
the persi>ns who entered the gronnds. The 
World’s War. night fireworks upectacle attracted 
as large crowds as the antomoNIe races. 

It is the belief of the management that this 
year's fair has laH the foundation for an an¬ 
nual show, which within the next few .rears will 
have no superiors in the Southwest. This feeling 
is augmented by the fact that funds have been 
made available for the erection of many per¬ 
manent buildings ami improvements. Indeeil, 
nearly gioo.iaio was spent on new buildings and 
other Improvements this year. 

Flans are now nnder wav for the 1919 ex¬ 
position. and there Is no doiiht In the minds of 
otficers of the ■Dklahoma Fair bnt that next 
year’s show will he as mnrb larger and better 
than this year's as the 1918 show was better 
than that of 1917.

tliem instantly, and. despite their costumes and odd environment, we ♦ 1 
know and understand them. ♦ 

The story is a dark, somber tragedy, unrelieved by a single ray of * 
comedy, but possessing, despite this fact, an absorbing interest and a 

grip that holds one tense and aquiver from curtain to curtain. It relates ♦

Pometime is porgeous scenlcally, sumptuous in the matter of cos¬ 
tumes, and Rudolf Frlml’s music is sprlphtly, sparkling and delightfully 
tripping. 

The chorus consists of about as fetching a bunch of young, fresh- 
faced girls as has boon seen in New York in a long while, and that Is 
saying much. 

Altho Ed Wynne, with the assistance of Mae .West, furnishes all the 
comedy, the attraction is in no wise deficient in this respect. The average 
playgoer in New York likes Wynne and enjoys his style of humor, even 
if some of the critics do not. 

There can be no doubt of this. Night after night audiences testify 
to the truth of it. He is not only going strong, but growing more popu¬ 
lar constantly. , , 

As for Miss Tv’est, her efforts are rewarded with most bountiful 
evidences of appreciation. She gets the house in her first scene, meets 
with increasing applause in each succeeding one, and is a riot in her 
final specialty—the houses recalling her again and again and refusing 
to have enough of her, even after she is all in. 

The last scenic setting is an artistic revelation and triumph. It is a 
creation of simple curtains, pilasters and platform after the manner of 
the new school of stagecraft popularized in the little theaters, but given 
ample color Instead of the severe soraberness of the originals, and the 
lighting is highly effective indeed. 

Taken all in all Arthur Hammerstein may fairly claim to have 
struck a new note in the gam show. Sometime has both class and dis¬ 
tinction. 

Just why he wants to soil so beautiful a production by the few 
cheap, dirty, suggestive lines entrusted to YVynne and Miss West early 
in the evening is beyond comprehension.—WATCHB.

Sec¬ 
retary Gocher, of the N. T. A., was present, 
and there were several Junctures at which the 
assemblage would have welcomed an expression 
of bis sentiments. With his coatomary evaslve- 
nesa upon occasions when be Is unable to at¬ 
tune b:s opinions with those of tbe public, be 
refrained from committing himself.’ 

"The meeting referred to was held at Lex¬ 
ington, Ky., October 2. 1918. While It was In 
session I was en ronte, and had been for ten 
hours, to JackaonTlIle. Fla., where my eon, 
William, was dangerously til In the ha-e hospital 
at Camp Johnston and where I remained with 
him almoat night and day until be died Octo¬ 
ber 11.

THEATERS OF NEW YORK CITY 
(OonUnued from pago 8) 

and surrounding towns during tbe past week 
and it Is felt that it may grow worse. Every pos¬ 
sible precaution ie being made by the bealtli 
officials. Arrangements bave been made to 
vaccinate as many people as posilble and plans 
are under way to obtain a supply of serum for 
the sick. 

.More drastic rules have been issued by tbe 
Health Commission abollsUng nouessential 
gatherings of all kinds for tbe present. This 
includes both wet and dry cabarets, political 
meetings, banquets and dinners of a public na¬ 
ture, conveDtions not approved by tbe State 
Council of Defense, lectures debates, recitals, 
social affairs, meetings of clubs, societies, 
lodges, labor auU-ns, local Improvement asso¬ 
ciations and similar organtzations. athletic con¬ 
tests. ts'th indoor and out, of a public nature; 
public matches of billiards, pool and bowling. 
Hotels are to keep tbelr lobbies clear of loiterers, 
•Iteculois to be barred from court rooms; In 
fact every precaution will be taken to prevent 
the further spread of tbe disease. Theaters of 
all kinds are closed tightly. Cburcbes and 
Kbools are still open, but many of tbs churches 
bave voluntarily closeil and many schools are 
using tbe outdoor plan, keeping the windows 
wide open In order- to give tbe children plenty 
of fresh air, as this has been found very bene- 
dclal. Tbe town is full of ehowfolk, literally 
"all dreased up and no place to go,’’ but all 
are making the best of a bad situation. 

In Philadelphia everything In closed op tight, 
with no Indications as to when the ban win 
be lifted. 

For a time it was thought that California 
would be practically Immune from tbe epidemic, 
but it has spread there as elsewhere, and public 
gatherings have been prohibited In tbe entire 
State. A telegram from Los .Vogeles received 
October 20 says: "The lufliienza is subsiding 
in tbe Southern part of tbe State, but Increas¬ 
ing In the northern psrt. Every theater In the 
State ordered closed yesterday. San Francisco 
theaters closed at midnight Thnrsday. Man¬ 
agers here express confidence that they can 
open October 26 or s'-ioner. Directors of the 
liberty Fair have decided that the show must 
be held and voted to postpone It from day to 
day until tbe Health Department gives clear¬ 
ance. Pboenlx (Ariz.) Fair postponed to con¬ 
form with Los .Xngeles. Yuma Is expected to 
line op the same way. -U G. Barnes’ Circus 
closed at Dallas Saturday and will arrive at 
Venice, Cal., tooKirrow. On account of the In¬ 
fluenza Foley & Burk close at Ventura tonight. 
Every house on the Pantages Circuit Is closed. 
Every motion picture stndlo at Los .\DgeIes Is 
closed. CoDtlnueil warm weather Is expected 
to alleviate tbe epidemic soon.’’ 

Dr. Hastings, head of the Toronto (Can.) 
Health Department, has issued an order that, 
owing to tbe fact that there Is such s large 
nnmiMr of Influenza cases In the city, all thea¬ 
ters, dance halls, motion picture bouses, etc., 
are to remain closed after tbs 19tb until further 
notice. 

SL Louis beaiy. authorities say there is no 
ppMipect of lifting tbe qiiarantlae restrictions 
before October 28 and not then unless there 
should be an unexpected Improvement In con¬ 
ditions. A request of theater owners for a • 
deflnlte statement as to when they would bo 
allowed to reopen was turned down with the 
statement that the closing order would remain 
in effei't nntil all danger Is past. 

An optimistic note was sonnded with the re¬ 
opening of ten IJberty theaters this week. It 
was said that War Department officials expected 
that by the middle of next week all of the sol¬ 
diers’ playhouses will be In full swing. The 
quaranHue at Camp Beauregard was lifted Oc¬ 
tober 17. Camp Upton’s theater will start per- 
tormances again Thursday and shows will also 
be seen at Camps Meade. Jackson, Lee. Sevier 
and Bowie, and Fort Sill shout the same time. 
J. K. Hill, who has charge of the hooking of 
attractions at tbe camps, says the slt^lon is 
excellent. It was also announced that the thefl- 
te'« of v'sn«ss City will reopen their doors Mon¬ 
day nigbt. 

Portland. Ore., has been ck«ed for more than 
a week and will remain so until the epidemic 
is under control.
