INCREASE FUNDS

Representatives of State’s Big 
Associations Planning to 

Extend Their Work
When representatives of the 

building and loan associations of Cal­
ifornia gather in Oakland, May 19 
and 20, to attend the seventeenth an­
nual convention of the  California 
Building-Loan League, th e re  will be 
massed resources of over $60,000,- 
000.

For the combined assets of the 102 
associations in the sta te  to tal th a t 
am ount. Practically  all of th is huge 
sum is loaned to owners who are pay­
ing monthly installm ents.

One of the problem s the conven­
tion w il l  face is th a t of increasing 
the am ount of money available for 
home-buying loans. So many new 
fam ilies want, homes in California 
th a t there is a constant demand for 
more money even though the< re ­
paym ents made b y  the m o r e  than 
2 5 ,0 0 0  present b o r r o w e r s  a re  a lw a y s  
reloaned im m e d ia te ly .

Familiar to Many
The principal difficulty th a t the 

building and loan associations have 
to solve in order to make funds flow 
to them  more readily is to educate 
the  public on w hat the associations 
are and how they operate.

In some sections of the sta te  this 
problem is not as acute as in others. 
In Los Angeles county, for instance, 
building and loan associations are 
fam iliar to alm ost everyone and 
loans in force there in 19 21 were 
over $25,000,000. A sim ilar condi­
tion exists in other southern Califor­
nia counties and in Santa Clara coun­
ty, which ranks second in the sta te  
In am ount of loans. But, except for 
Santa Clara, counties in the  north- 
have not been e d u c a te d  to the b u ild ­
ing and loan idea. Here, although 
associations are plentifu l in num ber, 
they are practically all small. The 
twenty-six associations in Alameda 
and San Francisco counties do not 
total as much in resources as does 
one association in the south.

G iv in g  M o re  T h o u g h t
Associations all over the state, 

however, are  giving more and more 
thought to selling themselves to the 
public. H eretofore th is has not 
b<Sen done because the movement 
had its inception as a co-operative, 
semi-civic plan for prom oting th r if t 
and home-owning and most asso­
ciations were therefore not particu­
larly aggressive. Today, while many 
associations are still m utual, and all 
reta in  features of the original plan, 
a com mercial sp irit dom inates them 
and all associations are am bitious to 
grow. In growing they realize th a t 
th e y  render more and more public 
service by m aking possible the build­
ing and owning of homes by the peo­
ple who live in them.

The Southern California-M etropol­
itan  Loan association is to be repre­
sented a t this conference, according 
to Hayward & McCartney, local rep­
resentatives, with offices a t 142 
South Brand boulevard.

TORONTO, Ont., May 12.— Sound­
ing a well defined note of optimism. 
Ben W. Hooper, chairm an of the 
.United S tates Railway Labor Board, 
confidently predicted the equitable 
solution of railroad  labor’s problem 
at the convention of the Brotherhood 
of Railroad Trainm en m eeting here.

“The combined common sense and 
justice of all concerned will find 
means for the solution of every prob­
lem affecting the relations of the 
carrie rs ^nd the ir em ployes,” Hooper 
declared in his address, ’which was 
regarded as the “keynote” of the 
board’s fu tu re  a ttitu d e  tow ard the 
rail unions.

Hooper told of the struggles of 
the rail board to keep peace in the 
railroad union ranks, and how “with 
insufficient powers it is expected to 
work wonders.”

“ W ith no feeling of self-praise,” 
he said, “ let me assure you th a t the 
members of the labor board approach 
the great questions before them  with 
a profound desire to give a square 
deal to the carriers and the ir em­
ployes and to protect the tru e  in te r­
ests of the American public.”

No hint of the board’s forthcom ­
ing action on pay reductions asked 
by railroads came from  Hooper ex­
cept th a t railroad pay standards 
could not be gauged w ith those of 
o ther trades.

school board of education may pos­
sibly save as much as $3,500 on the 
purchase of school desks for next 
term  is being backed to the^fu llest 
extent by Richardson D. W hite, su­
perin tendent of schools.

(’o-operation between a num ber of 
neighboring school d istric ts in the 
purchase of school supplies was 
pledged a t a recent conference held 
a t the city club in Los Angeles. 
Glendale was represented both by 
Mr. W hite and Irv ing Oliver, busi­
ness agent for Glendale Union high 
school. Los Angeles, Pasadena, Al­
ham bra, Santa Monica and Eagle 
Rock were represented and o ther dis­
tric ts are expected to join the or­
ganization.

So far, the  price of school desks j 
has been the principal topic of d is - ! 
cussion. A fter com paring notes, 
members of the new association 
found th a t quotations on the desks 
varied in inverse ra tio  to th e  size of 
the d istrict.

Approval of' the  project in this 
year’s appropriation  bill will be lost 
th rough  a technicality  which will 
likewise defeat the proposals to erect 
an air base a t Sand Point, W ash., , 
and a destroyer base a t San Diego, j 
Calif. The a ir base, it was indicated, : 
may yet be established th rough  sep- . 
a ra te  legislation. The technicality  i 
involved a point of order th a t the 
projects were “ new legislation,” 
which is forbidden under th e  senate 
ru les from  inclusion in appropriation  ; 
bills. j

LONDON, May 12.— “ The report 
th a t Jack  Dempsey will figh t H arry  
Wills, an American negro, in Mon­
treal, is all bunk,” said Jack  K earns, 
Dempsey’s m anager, in an exclusive 
sta tem ent to In ternational News 
Service today.

“There are left today about 137,000,- 
000 acres of virgin tim ber o u t of an 
original 882,000,000 acres.
