Ist Plate. Page 5* 

Faust in disturbed slumber, surroundedby myriads of sylphs. Ariel 

announces to her tiny setherial train the approach of Phcebus, in bis fiery 

chariot, wliose beams are just becoming visible above the distant horizon. 

On tliis intelligence the airy band disperse, lest tliey should be consumed 

by his scorching rays. Some dive into flower-cups, vvhile others strive to 

hide themselves under stones and bushes. 

2ncl Plate. Page 88. 

Through the power of enchantment, vvhich is indicated by demons 

who are drawing back the drapery on either side, the tapestry on the wall 

opens and discovers a stage, on which the slumbering Paris is just receiv- 

ing a kiss from Helen ; vvhereupon Faust, who holds the magic key in his 

right hand, is about to give vent to his anger in words, when Mephisto¬ 

pheles addresses him from the prompter’s cowl, and warns him to be 

silent. On the opposite side of the proscenium Stands the astrologer. The 

emperor and his consort, with their retinue, appear as spectators in the 

fore-ground. 

3rcl Plate. Page 107. 

Mephistopheles enveloped in swarms of gnats and flies, and welcomed 

by troops of rats, which playfully leap about him, points to Faust, asleep, 

in the further apartment, and charges the homunculus to show his power 

there. In the meantime, Wagner looks into the phial with deep interest 

and deliglit. 

4th Plate. Page 112. 
Classica! Walpurgis-night. Pharsalian Fields. 

Mephistopheles, bearing the sleeping Faust wrapped in a capacious 

mantle, alights from the air on the field, where his presence is observed 

by a group of sphinxes and by the enchantress Erichtho, who eyes him 

with wild fury, while she strides along, dragging her booty through the 

surrounding tumult. At the festival appear Goules, glutting their vora- 

cious appetites ; ogres, sirens, imps, dactyls, satyrs, all holding their revels 

after their various fashions ; together with pygmies, pismires, griffins, 

dragons, arimasps, gliosts, and other spectral beings of a former world. 

Vultures infest the field and the ghosts of warriors intermingled with 

skeletons are encamped around. The city of Pharsalia is seen in the 

back-ground. Homunculus illuminates the fluctuating groups in front. 

The full moon shines upon the whole scene.

~>th Plate. Page 127. 

Faust stops Chiron, who is tvotting past, and requests that he will 

carry him through the river in which are seen nymphs bathing, who are 

annoyed by swans. A reposing sphinx, and sirens in the boughs of the 

trees, appear in the back-ground. 

6th Plate. Page 220. 

Faust, seated on the throne with Helen, in the interior court of the 

fortress, surrounded by a band of her companions and his retinue, is 

upbraided for his sloth and his dalliance with Helen, and summoned to 

exertion by Phorchyas, who suddenly appears advancing at the head of 

her troops of warriors. 

7th Plate. Pages 237—238. 

Faust and Helen, while beholding withanxiety the conduct of Eupho- 

rion, and endeavouring to soften his fury, observe with astonishment that 

the young maiden, whom he wildly bears away from amidst her playmates, 

suddenly bursts into flames, and threatens to vanish from his arms. 

8 th Plate. Pages 303—304. 

Mephistopheles and the three men of might with whom he has just 

disembarked, accost Faust, now grown old, as he is strolling in the park, 

and remind him of the riches which they bring him. They are, however, 

received without thanks by Faust, who is evidently displeased and remains 

in sullen silence; at which conduct the three men of might cannot forbear 

expressing their indignation. The Statue of fortune, in the back-ground 

who is shaking out her cornucopia before the castle Steps, indicates 

that all his wishes are fullilled. O11 the tongue of land which juts out 

into the ocean in the distance, the little chapel occupied by an old married 

couple is observed (which further on in the drama bursts into flames). 

Ships in the offing are bringing in additional wealth. 

9th Plate. Pages 323—324. 

The deceased Faust is laid by the lemures in the grave which they 

have prepared for him, and they manifest their joy in the performance of 

this act, whilst Mephistopheles, in order that Faust’s soul may not escape 

him, beckons his minions to his assistance. 

10th Plate. Pages 326—328. 

Mephistopheles in vain attempts to shield himself from the roses 

which shower around him, and fruitiessly endeavouring to prevent the 

heavenly hosts that scatter them, from saving Faust’s soul, can no longer 

arrest the flight of his bands, who rush together in crowds, towards the 

open jaws of hell. Some of the demons, who are beaten down by the 

glowing roses, would fain force a passage upwards, yet crouch down in 

alarm, whilst others spit forth their fiery breath. 

11 th Plate. Page 331. 

The angels ascend with the rescued soul to the heavenly regions, 

amidst hymns and the sound of harps, regardless of Mephistopheles, 

whom they leave behind them in the distance, storming with rage. His 

head is transformed into a devil’s mask, and his mantle into wings, and he 

is quickly compelled to follow his companions, who are rushing into the 

flames which burst forth from the earth.
