Horrid Murder on Loag Island.

One of the most bortible sffairs we have ever
heard of, occarred oo Long Island on the ls
inst. We copy the sgcount from the New
York papers:

About twelve o 'clock ‘on Friday night, two
servaot girla ia the employ of Mr. James Wick-
ham, et Cuicbogue, in Bouthold town, L.T,
were awakened by the cries of some of the in
mates of the hoose, and on listening, heard re-
peated blows, as if some body was being struck
00 the head, and slso beard Mrs, Wickham ex-
claim: **Nicholas, doa't kill him, den't kill
him.”" Uponth he girl supposing that Mr
Wickbam was being murdered, got out of an
attic window and fled tothe aearcst neighbors,
and gave the alarm.

The house was immedistely visited, and pre
sented a horrible spectacle. Mr. Wickham,
who was formerly a merchant in this city, xnd
a wealthy farmer, lay weltering in his blood,
and apparently in the last gasp of his existence
aod whea oar informnnt left the scens he w.

yet breath 1 with no
hupe of his remury “Mre. Feances Wichham,
his wife, was dead, she having had her braing
completely kaocked out, which, together with
her blood, was scattered aboat the room. Mre.
W . waa bot thirty live years of sge. A negro
boy, about filteen years okl who was living iu
the family, was also beat and cut aboat the
head to an extent that he cunnot survive
his iujuries ; sad he, too, is in such & condition
us to be unable to give mceount of the des-
perate murderer.
