Liquid Underglaze Colors give very delicate shades of a peculiar hue which
it is impossible to duplicate. The tints are on the order of the Copenhagen effects

and have somewhat the appearance of water-color painting.

These colors are ready for use and are adapted for china biscuit or practically

any other kind of clay biscuit. The method of application to insure the best results

is as follows: The "Color Base" is first painted over such parts of the biscuit

surface as are to be decorated or the entire piece can be dipped in the "Color Base"'

similarly as in glazing. In all cases it is not necessary to apply the "Color Base"
before painting, but its use is recommended. In order to prevent the colors from
penetrating through to the reverse side of plates, etc., or showing on the inside of
cups, vases, etc., it is advisable to paint over these reverse surfaces with the "Anti-
Medium." This is especially the case in the use of Blues and Pinks.

Places that are to remain white in broad colored surfaces should be painted
with the "'Protective Varnish." Colors painted or sprayed over the varnish dis-

appear in the firing. Wherever a lamp black mixture is used over any parts of
the biscuit for outlining or to prevent spreading of a color, it must be understood
that these parts will fire out to the original color of the biscuit.

Having laid on the colors, the painted objects must be fired in the kiln and
then glazed.

The colors should be applied with a brush or spraying machine. Very full

tones are obtained by a double coating. It is advantageous to fire the painting as

soon as possible after decorating.
