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Situation overview

▪ National authorities, declared a State of
Natural Disaster for all Fiji on 17 December.

▪ Landslides, flooding and power outages
have been reported across Central, Western
and Northern Divisions.

▪ About 1,417 individuals are currently
staying in 53 evacuation centres in Central,
Western and Northern Divisions.

160,000 people
