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RcLEs FOR PRONOUNCING THE CHINESE.

1. In this Dictionary the Chinese tones are distinguished from
one another by means of two accents, and two kinds of type
Italic and Roman. Syllables printed in Italics must be pro-
nounced on a key higher, always by a fourth, and sometimes by
a sixth of the scale, than the corresponding ones in Roman let-
ters.

2. Syllables which have no accent over them ought to be
pronounced, whether they be on a high or on a low key, in the
same easy and natural manner in which we speak our own lan-
guage. KE.g., in the sentence “Do it now,” the Italicized word
will most likely be uttered in the same tone as the Canton col-
loguial word for ‘“anger,”—nau.

3. If a syllable has the acute accent (/) over it, there must be
a forcible raising of the pitch of the voice in the act of enunciating
it. In asking the question * Shall I do it now?” the voice rises
in a somewhat similar manner, and the tone of the Chinese word
nay’, “to twist,” would be quite appropriate for the Italicized
now in this case. '

4. The grave accent (') indicates a vanishing note, which
neither rises nor falls in pitch, aud might be fitly termed the
drawling or pleading tone. It is occasionally heard in such a
phrase as “Now, do be quiet.” .

5. Words ending in k, p, and ¢, are considered by the Chinese
as differing only in tone from those ending in ng, m, and n.
But they are sufficiently distinguished by the spelling, and need
no other mark.

6. The system of spelling here used is adapted from that of
Dr. Williams’ Tonic Dictionary, only dispensing with his diacritic
marks for the sake of convenience in writing and printing, and,
it is hoped, also in using the Dictionary. The vowels are to be
pronounced as follows:—

In colloquial discourse many common words, when they end
clauses or sentences, are pronounced with a rising tone which
does not properly belong to them. Thus the sun is called “it-
t‘aw’,” a Buddist priest ‘woh-sheung’,” &c. Other words in
peculiar positions have a variation of tone, as “fun'” to sleep
which is pronounced ¢ fun’” when used alone to denote that a

erson is asleep. The following are a few examples of words
