All members present rose in their seats as the procession entered the Chamber and remained
standing until the Governor took his seat.

The Governor ascended the dais on the west and the Speaker occupied the seat to the right of the
Governor. National Anthem was played.

THE GOVERNOR :
Honourable Mr. Speaker and Honourable Members,

I have great pleasure in welcoming you to this first session of the new year. This is also the first time
that ] am meeting you all since assuming office. I convey my sincere greetings to you for the new year.

2. At the outset I recall with deep sorrow the passing away of Shri Sambhu Charan Ghosh, who
was the Minister in-charge of Higher Education and Shri Ram Chatterjee, who was the Minister of State
in-charge of Home (Civil Defence) Department. I also mention with deep sorrow the deaths of Shri Ajoy
Kumar Mukherjee, former Chief Minister of West Bengal, Shri Keshab Chandra Basu, former Speaker
of the Assembly, and Dr. Gopal Das Nag, former Minister of West Bengal, Shri Snehangsu Kanta
Acharyya, who was the Advocate General, Shri Sahabuddin Mondal and Shri Abanti Mishra, both
gitting members ofthis Assembly, Smt. Ashalata Sen, Kumar Debaprasad Garga, ShriT. A. Nuran Nabi,
Shri Mrityunjoy Jana, Shri Bhabani Pal, Shri Shambhu Charan Mukherjee, Shri Murari Mohan Manna,
* and Shri Prafulla Sarker, all former members of this House, Prof. Nirmal Chandra Bhattacharyya,
Shri Amulya Chandra Sirkar, Shri Kamada Kinkar Mukherjee and Shri Naren Das, all former members
of the Legislative Council; West Bengal also lpst a number of other distinguished persons including

3. My Government is now nearly completing five years of its tenure and the Election Commissior
has announced 23rd March, 1987 as the date for the elections to this Assembly so that the people':
mandate could be taken on how the affairs of the State Government are to be conducted in the course
of the next five years. I may here add that may Government had recommended for the consideration o
the Chief Election Commissioner that the elections be held in the month of February. If that had beer
done, the new Government would have been able to present a full-fledged budget within this financia
year. That would have been in the best tradition of Parliamentary democracy. However, for the present
my Government intends to seek only a vote on account. This short session of the Assembly has beer
convened for that purpose.

4. I now propose to highilight the basic thrusts of the performance of my Government since its
assumption of office on the 26th May, 1982. It has enviously guarded democratic rights of all sections
of the people and has attached high priority to the holding of elections to democratic institutions. My
Governmentt has been successful in preserving an admirable degree of political stability. This is
particularly creditable considering that in many other parts of the country this has not been possible.
I'he economy has looked up considerably agricultural production has increased remmarkably. There
has been successful implementation of the programme of Land Reforms. Its pace has been accelerated
and surplus land distributed amongst the landless labourers and small farmers. About 60% of the
>eneficiaries belong to the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. The enforcement of legal rights of
.he share-croppers through ‘Operation Barga' has received encouraging response and the names of
about 1.5 million bargadars have been recorded. In the field of rural development there has been a total
-estructuring in the administration of employment generation schemes with emphasis on building
rommunity assets.

5. The Panchayats have been involved in the implementation of schemes and programmes in
villages and this has led to much better coordination in the field. Introduction of decentralised planning
has been a landmark in the development programmes. The initiative opened up for formulating plans
f economic benefit by the people themselves has quickened the pace of growth.

6.1. The law and order situation during the period remained within control. The number of inter-
narty clashes as well as the agrarian clashes declined, and the communal element could be kept
xffectively under control. Honourable Members are aware that this State continued to remain free from
atrocities against members of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and other weaker sections of
.:he society. ... (At this stage SUCI members walked out of the Chamber)

6.2. My Government is determined to contain at all contain at all costs the disruptive and divisive
forces which are being incited to tear asunder the integrity and unity of the country. A misguided group
has been successful in fommenting secessionist troubles in Kalimpong, Kurseong, Darjeeling Sadar and
in the foothills ; property has been damaged, lives have been lost and the traditionally peace-loving,
cheerful and warm-hearted people of the Hills have been deprived of the joy of life. In order to ensure
peace and justice on the one hand and continued progress on the other, my Government will not allow

the disruptive forces to grow.

7. I now propose to present to you a short review of the major activities and achievements of my
Government during the current financial year and to outline briefly a few of the more important
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ichemes and proposals for the next year. The weather was particularly unkind during 1986-87. The
-ainfall in August, 1986 was much below normal, causing moisture stress leading to drop in acreage
inder cultivation. Heavy rains in the latter part of Septemmber inundated more then half a million
1ectares. Cyclonic stormin early November caused extensive damage to the winter crops. My Government
1as undertaken massive re-vitalization programme during the rabi season in order to maintain the
level of annual farm production. Further, higher farm production figures have been envisaged for the
next year both by increasing the area covered and productivity.

8. Land reform programmes are integral parts of rural development which my Government has
been pursuing vigorously. The total agricultural land vested has reached about 12.54 lakh acres, out of
which 8.33 lakh acres have been distriduted to 17.07 lakh landless cultivators. By distributing 8.33 lakh
acres of vested land, out of the total of approximately 43 lakh acres distributed in the entire country,
West Bengal occupies the first position among all the States in this crucial aspect of land reforms. House
sites have been provided to 10,301 landless cultivators, artisans and fishermen during this period.
Under 'Operation Barga' the names of 16,758 sharecroppers have been recorded during the first half of
the current year. The number of share-croppers and assignees of vested lands covered under the scheme
of institutional finance increased to 1.6 lakhs during the last Kharif season.

9. Alongside land reformms the role of assured sources of irrigation is crucial for increasing farm
production. Emphasis has been put on the progress of work on the Teesta Barrage and Hon'ble Members
will be happy to know that on 19th January, 1987 there was a trial opening of a part of the scheme. Two
other on-going majorirrigation projects, viz. Kangsabati Reservoir Project and the DVC (B & I) Project
are also set for completion during the 7th five-year plan period. The target of creating additional
irrigation potential of 22.56 thousand hectares during the year 1986-87 through major and medium
irrigation projects is likely to be achieved. A major new project, viz. ‘Subarnarekha Barrage Project’ will
be taken up in the year 1987-88 which will provide reasonable protection to about 75,000 hectares of
land. In the minor irrigation sector a massive programmme has been launched to create irrigation
potential of about 1.38 lakh hectares with World Bank assistance.

10. Heavy precipitationin the latter part of Septemmber, 1986 inundated large areas of the State
including a larrge portion of Calcutta. Massive relief operation within the available financial resources
was taken up to provide succour to the affected popoulation. The scale of relief assistance has been
enhanced in some items. The promised scale of assistance from Government of India to meet the flood
dammage is yet to materialise.

11. The 3-tier Panchayat institutions have emerged as an effective agency for rural development.
Schemes like IRDP, NREP, and RLEGP, for alleviation of rural poverty, are being implemented by these
institutions with active participation of the rural people. Under NREP, given the target of gencration
of 93.60 lakh mandays up to November 1986 the actual generation of mandays has been 133.48 lakhs
till now which is 142.61% of the target. Similarly under RLEGP, the actual generation of mandays up
to 31st December 1986, has been 131.10 lakhs which is 157.57% of the target. Under Rural Housing
Schemes 2,443 families have received construction assistance. The Integrated Rural Development
Programmme has been accelerated and up to November, 1986, 89, 486 families have been assisted.

12.  Co-operative institutions play a vital role in the economic upliftment of the agricultural
population. My Government takes pride in the fact that 64.17 lakh families have been enrolled as
members of co-operative institutions. Eight lakh agriculturists have received assistance from the
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co-operatives. The co-operative institutions purchased 4.68 lakh bales of jute for the Jute Corporation
of India, under the Price Support Scheme, and this has greatly benefited the jute growers in the rural
areas of the State. During the Co-operative Year ending on June 30, 1986, 8 lakh agriculturists have
been sanctioned production loan and 17,500 members have been sanctioned long-term loan.

13. My Government has laid stress on the implementation of schemes to increase milk production.
Thirteen lakh cattle capable of breeding have been brought under the purview of different animal
Husbandry Programmes. About 1 lakh fammilies have benefited under various Livestock Production
Programmes. Six Dairy Plants in the State are supplying about 5.6 lakh litres of milk per day. The
setting up of more Dairy Plants is on the anvil to bridge the gap between demand and supply for
processed milk.

14. Significant progress has been made in the development of fisheries and in improving the
economic condition of the fishermen and fish farmers. During the current year, 7,500 hectares of water
areas will be improved through the programme of fish farmers Development Agency. The fish seed
production figures may exceed 6,000 million. In the marine fisheries sector a Fishing Harbour Complex
has been set up near Digha. The West Bengal State Fishermen's Co-operative Federation Ltd. will
implement over the next five years an integrated fisheries Development Project with the assistance of
National Co-operative Development Corporation. My Government has made welfare schemes for both
inland and marine fishermen which include provision for drinking water, housing facilities etc. 50,000
active fishermen have been covered under '‘Group Personal Insurance for Active Fishermen' during
1985-86 and another 1 lakh will be covered during the current year.

15. In striving towards the objective of “Health for All" my Government has stressed the need for
primary health care by educating the people in family planning and small family norms, for expansion
of maternity and child health services and implementation of various curative and preventive measures.
During the year, seven primary health centres and five rural hospitals have been set up. Two more
primary health centres and two rural hospitals will be opened during the remmaining part of the
current financial year. Adequate infrastructural facilities have been created for stafing the hospitals
and health centres. One General Nursing and Midwifery training scheool hasbeen opened at Berhampore
with 30 seats and the number of existing seats in R. G. Kar and Nilratan Sircar Medical Colleges has
been increased by another 30 additional seats. The Ayurvedic hospital and Homoeopathic Pharmacy
have also received adequate attention during the year. While existing facilities in the Ayurvedic
hospital have been increased, 50 more State Homoeopathic dispensaries have been opened.

16. Child health has been receiving due attention. Supplementary Nutrition health care and pre-
school education to children below 6 years have been provided under the scheme of Integrated Child
Development Services Projects. Twenty such projects are likely to be added during the course of next
year to the already existing 74 projects. Nursing and expectant mothers have been provided with
adequate healt care and nutritious food. Under "Wheat Baged Nutrition Programme” 1,60,000 children
and mothers will be benefited during the current year.

17. My Government continues to give priority to the creation of potable source of water in the rural
areas. Seventy-five schemes of piped water under minimum Needs Programme and Accelerated Rural
Water Supply Programme have been commissioned. With the help of these schemes and the rig-bored
tubewells 1,350 problem villages will be covered by during or next financial year. A small sewerage
scheme in Mirik Notified Area in Darjeeling district has also been sanctioned.
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18. Preservation of the environment and conservation of nature and wild life are receiving
increasing attention. The target of plantation under the IDA-assisted Social Forestry Project has been
exceeded by more than 7,000 hectares. Rural people have shown keen interest in afforestation
programme following the decision by the Government to share the produce with the beneficiaries. To
curb illicit felling in the forest areas the Government has eliminated the middlemen and has resorted
to harvesting of timber by departmental operation or by co-operative societies of landless tribals. The
measures for preservation of wild life have been strengthened and additional areas are being brought
under protection by creating two national parks —one at Singalila and the other at Neora Valley, botl:
in the district of Darjeeling.

19. Industrial relation during the current year witnessed all-round improvement. The number of
strikes during the year has considerably decreased. My Government has taken keen interest in the
welfare of industrial workers. One ESI blood bank has been opened in the ESI hospital at Manicktola.
151 additional beds are being created in this hospital. Under the Self-employment Scheme, 16,714 cases
have been recommended and 3,622 applicants have benefited.

20. Industrial climate in the State has improved due to, among others, the positive steps taken
by my Government towards improving the power situation and the socially responsible role performed
by the workers. I am happy to inform the Hon'ble members that 113 industrial approvals have been
received involving an investment of Rs. 265 crores. During the first 9 months of the year 12 projects
involving an investment of about Rs. 21 crores have been implemented under the West Bengal Incentive
Scheme. Significant progress has been made in the Haldia Petro-chemicals project. A number of
electronic projects have been set up by the West Bengal Electronic Industrial Development Corporation.
Three units in the Salt Lake Electronic Complex have already started commercial production and two
more units are likely to be commissioned during the remaining period of the year. A prestigious
Electronics Teleprinter Project in joint-sector in collaboration with Siemens India Ltd. has been taken
up. The Export Processing Zone at Falta is making rapid progress and two projects there which went into
commercial production during the year have achieved export of over 5 crores. To reduce the regional
disparity a new growth centre at Dabagram in the ‘No Industry’ district of Jalpaiguri has been set up.

21. In the public sector, the Sundarban Sugarbeet Processing Co. Ltd. has started commercial
production of Khandsari and Beet Molasses. The 6th Power Unit for 110 MW at Durgapur Projects
Power Station has been commissioned. The Teesta Fruit and Vegetable Processing Co. Ltd. has started
marketing fruit products manufactured by the Small Scale Fruit Processing units in North Bengal.

22. Cottage and Smmall Scale Industries play a significant role in opening new vista for
emmployment. Under the Scheme for "Selfemployment of the Educated Unemployed Youth" 24,300
people will be benefited during the year. To ensure remunerative returns to the poor weavers of this
State my Government has organised them in co-operative societies. This will make them eligible for co-
operative loans and will protect them against exploitation by the Mahajans. The West Bengal Handicrafts
Development Corporation (Manjusha) is maintaining its record of success. Its turnover for this year will
exceed Rs. 300 lakhs.

23. You will be glad to know that my Government has taken adequate measures to popularise
mulberry cultivation and sericulture in the non-traditional districts. An additional area of 1200 acres
has been brought under mulberry cultivation. Effective steps have been taken under the inter - State
Tasar Project in the districts of Purulia, Bankura, Birbhum and Midnapore for economic upliftment of
the trible people. For the benefit of the members of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
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demonstration farms have been set up at Khosbag and Kiriteswari in Murshidabed district and at
Dinhata in Cooch Behar District.

24. The severe floods in Spetember 1986 affected 134 lakhs of people of the State (nearly 25% of
the total population of the State, and as a result, extensive relief and restoration measures were called
for. Against a total requirement of Rs. 272 crores needed for relief and restoration works, the Central
Government sanctioned Rs. 35.38 crores. Out of the sum of Rs. 35.38 crores approved by the Central
Government for the current year an amount of Rs. 23.75 crores is the sum recommended by 8th Finance
Commission and has been shared by the State and the Central Governments in equal proportions. The
additional sum approved by the Central Government, therefore, was Rs. 11.63 crores. Of this additional
amount, the Central Government will bear 75% i.e. about Rs. 8.72 crores. Compared to the urgent needs,
the funds available to the State Government are thus severely limited. Even with these limited financial
resources, State Government has been undertaking relief and restoration works to the extent possible.
About 58 Kms. of new roads with some major and minor bridges have been added during the year. Next
year, my Government proposes to add 93 kms. of new roads, to make substantial progress on 10 major
bridges in hand and to undertake construction of Durgapur Express Way as a World Bank Project.

25. As Honourable Members are aware, General Elections to 75 Municipalities were held on
15.6.86 Three Town Committees, namely, Mathabhanga, Mekhliganj and Haldibari in the district of
Cooch Behar, have been converted into municipalities during the year. Two municipal towns, namely,
Sonamukhi and Murshidabad, have been made scavenger-free and work in this direction in Bolpur,
Santipur, Ghatal, Alipurduar, Mekhliganj and Rampurhat is in progress. Under the 'Integrated
Development of Small and Medium Towns' 20 towns will be taken up for all round development during
the 7th Plan period. Urban Basic Service Programme to provide minimum basic nceds for women and
children has been taken up in the district of Darjeeling and in the town of Purulia. The environmental
improvement of Urban Slums will benefit 62,000 people living in slums in 17 urban local bodies during
the year 1986-87.

26. Effortsforall-round development of the members belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes are continuing. During the current year more than 5 lakh Scheduled Casts and Scheduled Tribe
students have been provided with book grants and examination fees. 1,39,121 Scheduled Castes
families and 40,420 Scheduled Tribe families living below the poverty line have been benefited through
various income generating schemes.

27. Inspiteofirregular and inadequate arrival of foodgrains, sugar, refined rapeseed oil and soft
coke, the public distribution system has been maintained without any break-down. A quantity of 16.07
lakh MTs of foodgrains was distributed through the public distribution system in 1986. Shortage of
vefined rapeseed oil continued throughout the year as the state received only 7,000 MTs against the
allocation of 10,000 MTs per month. Your State received 48,500 MTs kerosene oil against the
requiremmment of 1 lakh MTs per month and received 51,080 MTs of soft coke against the requirement
of 1.5 lakh MTs per month. The daily shortfall in the supply of cooking gas remained around 9,000 LPG
cylinders.

28. The State level Informmation Centre with its auditorium at Siliguri has been constructed.
Construction of an Art Gallery and Exhibition Hall in the Calcutta Information Centre has been
completed. Jamini Roy Art Gallery has been inaugurated in September, 1986. The setting up of the
Colour Cine Laboratory Complex at Salt Lake has been a significant addition to the Film Development
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Programme of my Government.

29. Inthefield of sports, the first phase of the work of construction of the Yuba Bharati Krirangan
has been completed. You will be happy to know that my Government is now making preparations for
holding the 3rd South Asian Federation Games in Calcutta.

30. Honourable Members, I have endeavoured to highlight some of the achievements of my
Government and some programmes of development activities for the future. During the last one year my
Government has striven hard to accelerate the pace of economic growth in the State and to pay attention
to the problems of the poor and the down-trodden with a view to ameliorating their socio-economic
conditions of living. Let us work together in a spirit of understanding and co-operation to realise the
objectives of promoting the all-round development of the State and for ensuring a better and more
equitable social order. The Well-being and development of West Bengal,] have no doubt, will materially
contribute to the all-round progress and strength of India.

With these words I leave you to your deliberations and wish you all success.

Obituary References

Mr. Speaker : I rise to perform a melancholy duty to refer to the sad demise of sitting Members of
this Assemhly and the Rajya Subha, President of Mozambique, ex-Members of this Legislature and the
Parliament and other personalities renowned in their respective spheres, who passed away after the
last session of the House.

Shri Abant: Misra : Shri Abanti Mishra, Sitting member of the west Bengal Legislative Assembly
breathed his last on the 11th October, 1986 from cardio respiratory failure. He was 63.

Shri Mishra was born on the second day of Phalgoon, 1330 B.S. lle passed the Matriculation
Examination of the Calcutta University. He also actively participated in the freedom movements.

Shri Mishra was elected to the West Bengal Legislative Assembly in 1982 from Ramnagar Midnapore
Constituency on Congress (I) ticket. Before that he was in Bangla Congress under the lecadership of late
Ajoy Kumar Mukhopadhyay.

We have lost a freedom fighter and a political worker at the demise of Shri Mishra.

Shri Santimoy Ghosh : Shri Santimoy Ghosh, member of Rajya Sabha and a prominent leader of
Peasants' movement breathed his last on the 31st October, 1986. He was 73.

Born on March 14, 1914 in Jessore, now in Bangladesh, Shri Ghosh was educated in Jessore Zilla
School, St. Paul's College and Ashutosh College, Calcutta. He was in politics since his boy-hood. He was
a sincere political worker. Initially he was associated with the Terrorist Party. In 1937 he joined the
undivided Communist Party of India and later became Secretary of its Jessore District Committee. For
his active participation in freedom movement he suffered imprisonment under British rule for seven
years and from time to time he went underground to avoid arrest and to carry on peasants’' movement.
During 1946-47 he played a remarkable role in the 'Te-Bagha' movement, After Independence he
devoted himself entirely to the Peasants’ movement and ultimately become Secretary of the All India
Krishak Sabha. After Independence he also had to suffer imprisonment for more than 4 years for his
activities in Peasants’ and Communist movement. Shri Ghosh held many immportant offices in his
party.

He was a member of the West Bengal State Committee of the undivided C.P.1. He was also a member
of the Central Committee and West Bengal State Secretariat of the C.P.1 (M).
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In 1984 Shri Ghosh was elected to Rajya Sabha on C.P.I. (M) ticket and held that office till death.

The demise of Shri Ghosh has created a void in the Peasants' movement as well asin the Communist
movement which is hard to fill.

Mr. Samora Machel : Mr. Samora Machel, President of Mozambique was killed when his plane
crashed in mysterious circumstances on the 19th October, 1986 near the South African border town of

Komatipoort. He was 54.

Born on the 29th Spetember, 1933 at Kilembene in Gaza Province of Mozambique, Mr. Machel
devoted himself to the fight against the Portuguese imperialism in the year 1962. He joined the Guerilla
Front led by the Nationalist Leader Eduardo Mandlane. After having military training for one year in
Algeria he went to Tanzania where he organised a guerilla front. In 1964 he came back to Mozambique
with 250 black nationalists of the Guerilla Unit to fight for freedom. They fought for long ten years
against the Portuguese imperialism. In 1966 he became the Defence Secretary of Guerilla Front and was
elected its President in 1970. >

At the sad demise of Mr. Machel the world has lost a great freedom fighter for down-trédden Black
Africans and a dynamic leader.

Shri Sailendra Nath Mukherjee, Ex-MLA : Shri Sailendra Nath Mukherjee, former member of
West Bengal Legislative Assembly breathed his last on the 29th May, 1986.

He was a bachelor. He was connected with many social and political organisations.

In 1967 he was elected to the West Bengal Legislative Assembly from Bally-Howrah constituency
on Congress ticket.

We have lost a political worker as well as a Social Worker at the demise of Shri Mukherjee.

Shri Prafulla Kumar Sarkar, ‘Ex-MLA : Shri Prafulla Kumar Sarkar, former member of West
Bengal Legislative Assembly breathed his last on the 11th October, 1986. He was 51.

Shri Sarkar was a member of the State Committee of Bharatiya Janata Party and also the General
Secretary of West Dinajpur District Committce of that party. He was associated with many social and
political organisations.

In 1971 he was elected to the West Bengal Legislative Assemmbly from Jalangi -Murshidabhad
constituency on Janasangh ticket.

We have lost a political leader as well as social worker at the demise of Shri Sarkar.

Shri Murari Mohan Manna, Ex-MLA : Shri Murari Mohan Manna, former member of the West
Bengal Legislative Assembly breathed his last on the 13th October, 1986 due to an attack of Coronary
Thrombosis. He was 75.

Shri Manna was elected to the West Bengal Legislative Assembly in 1962 from Shyampur - Howrah
constituency on Congress ticket. He was closely associated with many social and educational institutions

in his locality.

We have lost a social as well as a political worker at the demise of Shri Manna.
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Shri Narendra Nath Sarkar, Ex-MLA : Shri Narendra Nath Sarkar, former m;ember of the West
Bengal Legislative Assembly, breathed his last on the 17th December, 1986. He was 77. Born at
Himaitpur in the district of Pabna now in Bangladesh on the 26th December, 1909, Shri Sarkar
graduated from the University of Calcutta. From his student life he was involved in the revolutionary
movement and was detained in different jails for long seventeen years in his life. In his youth he came
in contact with Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose and devoted himself to various social work. After
Independence he along with his followers he set up a Village 'Shaktinagar' near Krishanagar Town and
engaged himself in various developmental works. He was elected to the West Bengal Legislative
Assemmbly in 1962 from Haringhata Constituency as a Congress candidate. He held the post of Director,
Nadia District Central Co-operative Bank.

We have lost a great revolutionary as well as a sincere social worker at the dimise of Shri Sarkar.

Shrimati Bina Das (Bhowmik), Ex-MLA and freedom-fighter : Shrimati Bina Das, Ex-Member
of the West Bengal Legislative Assembly and freedom fighter breathed her last on the 26th December,
1986 at Hrishikesh. She was 76.

Born in Chittagong in 1911 Smt. Das was attracted from her early days to the Freedom movement
and later was associated with the terrorist movement in Bengal against the British Imperialism. On the
6th Fcbruary, 1932, she shot Sir Stanley Jackson, the then Governor of Bengal, at the Convocation of
the Calcutta University in the Senate Hall. She was imprisoned for many years and after release she
held the post of Secretary, South Calcutta Congress commmittce. She was again arrested in 1942 for
taking active part in the 'Quit India’ Movement and released in 1945, She was elected to the Bengal
Legislative Assembly in 1946 and after partition continued as a member of West Bengal Legislative
Assembly till the new House was constituted after the General Election in 1952. She took up her
profession as a teacher in Binodini Balika Vidyalaya at Dhakuria and after retirement she taught the
poor students at her residence without any remuneration. She also took dircct part to help the freedom-
movement of Bangladesh. She was acclaimed as a good writer for her autobiography 'SHRINKHAL
JHANKAR'.

The country has lost a noble patriot and a philanthropist at the demise of Shrimati Das.

Shri Mihirlal Chattopadhyaya, Ex-MLA : Shri Mihirlal Chattopadhyaya, Ex-member, Bengal
Legislative Assembly and an eminent leader of Gandhian faith brcathed his last on the 29th December,
1986 at Suri Hospital, Birbhum at the age of 87. He was bachelor.

Shri Chattopadhyayd came to the district of Birbhum from nadia in the 40's. Thercafter he devoted
himself of the social service at Tantipara Centre and served the people till his death.

He was imprisoned several times by the British Imperialists for taking active part in the frcedom
movement of India. He was elected to the Bengal Legislative Assembly from Birbhum Constituency in
the general election of 1946 but after Independence he resigned his membership only to give a berth to
the first Chief Minister of West Bengal for being elected from his constitucncy. He was also a member

of the Constituent Assembly of India.

Wehave lost a veteran freedom fighter and sincere social worker at the demise of Shei Chattopadhyny.

Shri Sisir Kumar Ghosh, Ex-MLA : Shri Sisir Kumar Ghosh, Ex-member, West Bengal legislative
Assembly, breathed his last on the 8th February, 1987. He was only 55.
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Shri Ghosh was elected to the State Assen_ﬂily m 1972 from Khardah constituency as a C.P.I
candidate.

He was closely associated with smany educational and cultural institutions as well as social
organisations of his locality. He was elected Vice-Chairman of Titagarh Municipality and was the
Secretary of Titagarh Anchalik Parished.

At his death we have lost a secial and political worker.

Dr. Anath Bandhu Ghosh, Ex-MLA : Dr. Anath Bandhu Ghosh, former member of West Bengal
Legislaive Assembly breathed his last on the 25th February, 1987. He was 70.

Dr. Ghosh was a member of the Communist Party of India (Marxist) till his death. He was sincere
pollitical worker. He was also associated with many social organisations. he endecared himself to all

when he came in contact with.

In 1971 Dr. Ghosh was elected 1o the West Bangal Legislative Assembly from Bhatar Burdwan
Constituency on C.P.1 (M) ticket.

We have lost a veteran political worker at the demise of Dr. Ghosh

Shri lalit Moham Chatterjee, Ex-MLC : Shri Lalit Mchan Chatterjee, a freedom fighter and ex-
member of West Bengal legislative Council breathed his last on the 1st February, 1987 at his residence

at Buxarah, Howrah at the age of 87. He was bachelor.

Born at Kalighat Shri Chatterjee was educated at Metropolitan Institution (Main) and Scottish
Church College, Calcutta. He took active part in the freedom movement of India. He was elected to the
West Bengal Legislative Council in 1962. He held the posts of Vice—President of Howrah District Board
and the Howrah School Board. He was also a member of Indian National Congress and Indian Red Cross

Society.
At his death we have lost a freedom fighter as well as a political worker.

, Shri Narendra Nath Das, Ex-MLC : Shri Narendra Nath Das, ex—-member of the West Bengal
Legislative Council breathed his last on the 17th February, 1987 at Calcutta Hospital. He was 80.

Born at Swarupkati (Barishal), now in Bangladesh, in August 1906, Shri Das get his Master degree
from the University of Calcutta. He joined the Non—cooperation Movement in 1921 and thereafter the
Revolutionary Movement and became a memberofthe 'Anushilan’ Samity'in 1922. He went underground
in 1925 when he was an undergraduate student. He was imprisoned on several occasions for several
terms in connection with the freedom Movement and was also arrested thrice after Independence for

short time.

He was elected to the erstwhile West Bengal Legislative Council in 1957 and continued as a member
of the House till its dissolution in 1969. He held the post of General Secretary of Bengal Provincial
Congress Socialist Party and was a member of National Executive, Socialist Party and Asian Socialist
Party. He was also an active member of the Asian Socialist Conference in Rangoon in 1953.

IHe contributed many articles both in English and in Bengaliin variousJournalsand also wrote some
books in Bengali on Socialist Movement in India.
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The country has lost a veteran freedom fighter as well as sincere social and political worker at the
death of Shri Das.

Shri Raj Narain, Ex-Union Minister:Shri Raj Narain, Ex-Minister of the Union Government and
a veteran socialist leader breathed his last on the 30th December, 1986 following a heart attack. He was

69.

Shri Raj Narain was born at Motikot in the district of Varanasi, Uttar Pradesh. In student life he
came into politics and earned much fame as a good worker. He was once the member of the National
Committee of All India Students Federation. In student life he actively participated in many freedom
movements of India. He was imprisoned several times in connection with the student and sociahst
movements. He was politically associted with Samyukta Socialist Party, Janata Party and Bharatiya
Lok Dal. He worked as a Close associate of some eminent socialist leaders like Acharya Narendra Dceb,
Ram Monohar Lohia, etc. During 'Quit India’ movement in 1942 he came in the limelight of national
politics. He was interned upto 1945. In 1961 he was the Chairman of the Socialist Party. He was the
Member of the Uttar Pradesh Legislative Assembly from 1952 to 1957. He was elected to rajya Sabha

twice, once in 1966 and again in 1974.

In 1977 he was elected to Lok Sabha on Janata ticket from rai Bareli Consitituency in U.P In the
Janata Government he became the Minister for Health and Family Welfare.

At the death of Shri Narain the country has lost an ardent Socialist leader, a great freedom fighter
and the most colourful post Independence politician.

Shri T. Anjaiah, Ex-Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh :Shri T. Anjaiah, Ex-Chief Minister of
Andhra Pradesh as well as ex-Central Minister breathed his last on the 18th October, 1986 at Ram
Manohar Lohia Hospital, New Delhi. He was 57. NP/ Born in a poor family of Reddys in Bhanur village
of Modak district in 1929, Shri Anjaiah had to migrate to Hyderabad with his mother at the age of three
after his father's death he left the sultan Bazar High School while still in the seventh class to join
Mahatma Gandhi's 'Quit India Movement.'

He entered the labour field in 1943 and organised Trade Union Movement at Sanathnagar. Frank,
soft spoken and also considerate, Shri Anjaiah is the father of the Non-Communist Trade Union
Movement in Andhra Pradesh. He rose from a dailywage labourer to a Central Minister for his devotion,
loyalety dedication and simplicity. He was the President of the state IN.T.U.C. for seven ycars, Vice
President of the Andhra Pradesh Congress ad-hoc Committee and also President of the Telangana

Regional Congress Committee.

He was first elected to the Andhra Pradesh Legislative Assembly in 1957 and continued as such till
1978. In 1972 he became the Minister for labour in the State. After 1978 he was elected to Rajya Sabha
and adorned the Central Treasury Bench twice as Labour Minister in 1980 and 1985 respectively. He
was also elected the Chief minister of Andhra Pradesh in 1980. e was appointed as the General
Secretary of A.1.C.C. from May, 1985 and held the post till his death.

The country has lost an eminent trade union leader as well as an able administratior at the demisc
of Shri Anjaiah.

Dr. Harekrishna Mahatab, Ex-Chief Minister of Orissa : Dr. Harekrishna Mahatab, veteran
freedom fighter Gandhian leader and ex-Chief Minister of Orissa breathed his last on the 2ndJanuary,
1987 at Government Hospital, Bhubaneswar. He was 88.

Born in 1899, Dr. Mahatab was educted at Revenshaw College, Cuttack, He joined the non-co-
operation movement in 1921 and since then worked actively for the Congress: In 1924 he was elected to
the Orissa Legislative Council. He was imprisoned several times for salt satyagraha and various
freedom movements. In 1946 he was elected to the Orissa Assembly and become Chief Minister. He was
the Union minister for Commerce and Industries from 1950-52 and Secretary to the Congress
Parliammentary Party from 1952-54. In 19565 he was appointed Governnor of Bombay but he resigned
the following year to become Chief Minister of Orissa for the second time. During Emergency he suffered
sixteen months' imprisonment. He founded one of the first regional parties - the Janata Congress.

He was an author, aJournalist of distinction, a historian and the founder of modern Orissa. He wrote
books on history and politics, eighteen novels and innumerable short stories and poems. He was the
editor of Prajatantra, an influential Oriya daily. Dr. Mahatab is also noted for his role in merger of
Princely States with Orissa.

At the demise of Dr. Mahatab the country has lost a veteran freedom fighter and a man of
outstanding capability.

Shri Mahamaya Prasad Sinha, Ex-Chief Minister of Bihar :Shri Mahamaya Prasad Sinha, Ex-
Chief Minister of Bihar died at Patna on 12.2.1987. He was 78.

Born on 1st May, 1909 at Paterhi in Bihar, Shri Sinha graduated from Benaras Hindu University.
He participated actively in freedom movement and suffered six years imprisonment. After Independence
he was elected to the Bihar Legislative Assemmbly from Mazaffarpur Constituency on a Congress
ticket. He was also a member of the interim Parliament for 1950-52 and President of the Saron district
Congress Committee for 16 years. He left Congress to join the P.S.P. and afterwards from P.S.P. to
Bharatiya Kranti Dal. In 1967 he became the first Chief Minister of non-Congress Government, Bihar.
e also held the post of President of All India Bharatiya Kranti Dal. During the period from 1946 to 1950
and 1952-74 he was the member of Bihar Legislature and a Member of the Pariliament of India from

1977 to 1980.

At the demise of Shri Mahamaya Prasad Sinha we have lost a freedom fighter and an able
Parliamentarian.

Shri R. Bhaktavatsalam, Ex-Chief Minister of Madras : Shri Mr. R. Bhaktavatsalum, former
Chief Minister of Madras breatfied his last on the 12th February, 1987 after a cardiac arrest. He was

90.

Born on October, 9, 1987 Shri Bhaktabatsalam was aducated at P.S. High School, Presidency College
and Law College of Madras. He started his Career as an Advocate in the Madras Courts and thereafter
left the Bar for active participation in the freedom struggle. He was the vice-President and Secretary
of Tamil Nadu Congress Committee for several years. He was also elected Deputy. Mayor of the

Corporation of Madras.

He started his Parliamentary career from 1937 when he hedd the post of the Parliamentary Secretary
in the First Congress Ministry in the State. He became the Chief Minister of Madras in 1963 besides
being Minister for Agriculture, Industries, Labour, Home, Finance and Education of the State. He led
the Indian delegation to the International Labour Organisation at Geneva in 1956. He was regarded as
one of the Builders of modern Tamil Nadu.
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The country has lost a disciplined soldier of the freedom movement as well as an able administrator
at the demise of Shri Bhaktavatsalam.

Dr. Bejoy Kumar Basu-Physician and Communist Leader : Shri Bejoy Kumar Basu, a veteran
communist leader and an eminent Acupuncture physician breathed his last on the 12th October, 1986

after a prolonged illness. He was 786.

Born on 1st March, 1912 at Kumargaon in Dhaka district now in Bangladesh, Dr. Basu graduated
from the Calcutta Medical College in 1936. In his academic life he was attracted to the freedom
movement of India as well as to Marxism. During 1932-33 he came in contact with Dr. Ranen Sen and
some days after he joined the communist party. In 1938, during the second World war he went to Chima
with a Medical Mission under the leadership of Dr. Kotnis. Later he got membership of the Communist
Party of China. In 1943 he returned to India and took the responsibility of the Medical officer at the
Central Secretariat of the Communist Party in Bombay. At that time he became a member of the Party's
Control Commission. In 1946 the All India Dr. Kotnis Memorial Committee was established by his
sincere efforts. in 1950 he formed '‘Bharat-China Maitree Samity'. After Formation of Democratic
Republic of China he went to China several times. In 1958 he learnt Aacupuncture system of treatment
in China and after coming back to India he took some steps to introduce this system. He wrote many
valuable articles on China. He also maintained a diary with photographs recording his day- to-day
activities during the war in China. The book 'Call of Yenen-Story of India Medical Mission to China’

which has been published recently is besed on that diary.

The Country has lost an eminent physician as well as an ardent politician and Marxist at the demist
of Dr. Basu.

Shrimati Amiya Tagore : Smt. Amiya Tagore, noted exponent of Tagore song, breathed her last on
the 13th Novemember, 1986 at her residence in South Calcutta. She was 76.

Born in Calcutta on the 12th February, 1908 Shrimati Togore got her education at Bethune School
and College. '

She had her lessons in classical music from the eminent singers of her time and afterwards in
Rabindra Sangeet from Rabindranath himself. She had an extraordinary melodious voice. Enchanted by
her voice Rabindranath composed the song "Ki Dhwani Baje Gahana Chetana Majhe" only to hear from

her voice. She has also acted in the poet's classic " Mayar Khela" at Jorasanko.
Her death creates a void in the field of Tagore's music in the country.

Shri Bidhayak Bhattacharya, Dramatist : Shri Bidhayak Bhattacharya, a popular dramatist
and eminent litterateur breathed his last on the 16th November, 1986. He was 79.

Shri Bhattacharya wasborn atJianganjin Mmurshidabad districtin 1907, He started his career first
at a literateur in his original name Bagala Charan Bhattacharyya. lle wrote 'Prabashi, Bharatbarsha
and Galpa Laharee'. Afterwards he came in contact with Rabindra Nath Tagore who gave him the name
'Bidhayak'. Though he was well known as a litterateur but he was more famous as adramatist. He wrote
a good number of Dramas which were staged on the basis of some of his writings. As a dramatist he got
Manchamugdha Award, Sudhangshubals Award of Calcutta University and Calcutta University
Centenary Award. After partition of Bengal he wrote a drama "Khabar Balchee" on the Problem of the
refugees. He even took lessons in music from Kazi Nazrul Islamm and once won mmuch reputation as

a singer.
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The death of Shri Bhattacharya has created a void in the sphere of literature and drama which is
hard to fill.

Shrimati Smita Patil, Film Actress : Smt. Smita Patil, A renowned film-actress died on the 13th
December, 1986 at Jaslok Hospital, Bombay. She was 31.

Shrimati Patil was born of a middle class family in Pune in 1955. She had her education at Perugate
Bhave School for Girls, Pune's Ferguson College and St. Xavier's College. She ﬁrstjoine& Doordarshan
in Bombay as a Hindi News reader. Her desire to become a Film Actress was fulfilled when she was
selected by the film maker, Shyam Benegal for a little role in his film ‘Neeshant'. Her success in this role
established her as a good actress. She took part in 61 films. From 1974 till her death she dominated the
bill-boards of the off-the -mainline cinema like very few others, projecting Indian womanhoeod with a rich
authenticity to discerning audiences at home and abroad. Neeshant, Manthan, Bhumika, Kundura,
Chakra, Aakaler Sandhancy, Sadgoti are milestones in her career. Throughout her life she won
innumerable prizes and honours. The national honour for best acting went to her twice for Bhumika in,
1978 and Chakra in 1981. The film industry's very own Filmfare award came to her four times.

'Padmashri’ was conferred on her last year.
The country has lost an actretss of incredible range and vitality in the film world at the demise of
Shrimati Patil.

Shri Keshab Chandra Nag, Educationist : Shri Keshab Chandra Nag, a reputed educationist
breathed his last on the 6th February, 1987 at his residence in North Calcutta. He was 94.

Shri Nag was born in 1893 at Gurap in the district of Hooghly. In 1945 he actively participated in
the freedom movement of India. He was the former Headmaster of Mitra Institution. He was also
associated with many educational institutions as well as organisations. He wrote a good nummber of
Books on mathematics which are considered most valuable to the students and the teachers alike.

We have lost a renowned cducationist as well as a freedom fighter at the demise of Shri Nag.

Shri Rajesh Khaitan : Mr. Speaker, Sir, | rise with due respect to the honourable Governor tc
oppose his address at a time when the best time would have been to oppose it when it was presented tc
the house; because if we would have got the opportunity many things could have been highlighted, man;
things could have come to light and perhaps the circumstances in which we are today might have been
different.

Nevertheless, as a legislator it is my duty even as of to-day to express my views. Mr,. Speaker, Sir,
I would invite your kind attention to paragraph 18 of the Governor's Address wherein it has been
mentioned, “"Preservation of the environment and conservation of nature and wild life are receiving
increasing attention.” Sir, in fact, I wish to draw the attention of the Hon'ble Chief Minister. There is
the question of your Governmment preserving and conserving nature and wild life. You have done
nothing. Look at the living conditions. Look at the condition in the hospitals. Look at the condition of
my Burrrabazar area, North Calcutta and Central Calcutta. What the Government is doing about the
environment and pollution there? Nothing has been done. Recently election has been held in my
constituency. ] have taken this very point. You cannot look after the people who are living there, What
will your Government do and what your Government has done? Your Government has allotted
Satyanarain Park for an underground market. I am not going into the legalities of the matter. Will not
the market, if it is to be opened, create a traffic congestion in an already traffic congested area? Will it
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not create pollution? Will it not be a health hazard? Will it not create an environmental problem? It will
be and, in fact, it is on this basis that people of that area have rejected very recently the D.S.P. candidate,
who have been opposing on this issue. So this paragraph of the Governor's Address has been rejected by
the people. In paragraph 19 of the Governor's address there has been a mention about "Industrial
relation during the current year witnessed all-round improvement.” What is the improvement? Where

is the industrial relation?

Industries are closing down and therefore, there is no industrial peace. If industries function, if
industries work and if there is industrial relationship between the management and labour then they
can say about industrial relationship but to - day in West Bengal many industrial units have been
closing down and what the Governmment is doing about it? This has to be looked into. The Hon'ble Chicf
Minister is there. I would most humbly submit to him that this is a matter which affects economy of our
State. It is the time when we have to analyse the problem and come to a conclusion. I remember the
words of the hon'ble chief minister when I came first to the Assembly. He said that he wanted the
opposition to adopt a constructive role. I want to extend all the assistance which is needed and expected
of the Opposition in bringing about industrial growth in our State.

It is stated in para 20 'the positive steps taken by my Government towards improving the power
situation.'

movement. It was included 1n the order paper of the House on 30/9/86. Though not moved, this motion
was taken up in the House for discussion along with tw‘o other motions on the same subject moved by
other members and voting also took place on this unmoved motion.

the procedure adopted on this unmoved motion seems to be irregular. The motion cannot be the
property of the House on its mere inclusion in the order paper of the House. It becomes so only after
it 1s moved vide p. 462 Bengal Legislative Assembly Proceedings, 1964 vol. LXXVII (67) No. 1.
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In this connection, it may be stated that if a member is unwilling no other member can move the
motion vide p. 113 of A.R. Mukherjee's Parliamentary Procedure in India ¢( Third Edition).

In view of the above I put it to the House that the proceedings of the House so far as they relate
0 the unmoved motion of shri Ashok Ghosh and five others be expunged.

If 1 have consensus and approval of the House the motion can be adopted.
(Voices—agreed)

25 years of his membership of the House. I would now request Dr. Zainal Abedin to come here an
accept 1t.
