COMMERCE OF THE UNITED STATES WITH 
CENTRAL AND SOUTH AMERICA. 

In tlie April number of the Bulletin was published, on page 82, a 
memorandum of some length presented to the Hon. William H. Taet, 

Secretary of War, by several of the ministers who represent the coun¬ 
tries interested in the commerce between the United States and the 
we.st coast of Central and South America. The memorandum was 
signed by Senores Don Joaquin B. Calvo, Minister of Costa Rica; 
Don Luis F. Cokea, Minister of Nicaragua; Don Manuel A. Cal- 

der6n. Minister of Peru; Don Joaquin Walker-Maktinez, Minister 
of Chile; Don Ionacio Calder6n, Minister of Bolivia; Don Joroe 

Munoz, Minister of Guatemala, and Don SerafIn S. Wither, Charge 
d’Atfaires of Ecuador. 

These gentlemen set out very clearly the difficulties under which 
the commerce between the United States and the west coast of Central 
and South America labors, owing to the high charges for freight 
across the Isthmus of Panama, the inequalities produced by the mo¬ 
nopolies of the steamship lines to and from the Isthmus on both the 
Pacific and the Atlantic sides, and the difficulties in securing piers and 
other accommodations by independent steamship lines. 

The Government of the United States having become the owner of 
the Panama Railroad and the steamers plying between New York and 
Colon, the Secretary of War was asked to lend his aid in securing a 
reduction of freight rates and a betterment of conditions in other 
respects. Subsequently the Minister of Costa Rica, Mr. Calvo, on 
July 25 directed a note to the State Department calling attention to 
this matter. We arc able to furnish the following reply by the Acting 
Secretary of State: 

“ Department of State, 

“ Washhtgton,, August Jf.^ 1905. 
“ Sir: In reply to your note of the 25th ultimo, in regard to the 

question of rates and the former monopoly of traffic on the Isthmus, 
401 
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1 have the honor to say that the Acting Secretary of War repoi-ts to 
this Department as follows: 

“The local rates across the Isthmus have been reduced and an 
investigation is now under way looking to the establishment of a flat 
rate across the Isthmus. Rates from New York to Panama have l>een 
reduced approximately 50 per cent. 

“With reference to the exclusive agreement which formerly existed 
between the Panama Railroad and Steamship Line and the Pacific Mail 
Steamship Compan}', whereby through bills of lading between New 
York and points on the western coast between Panama and San 
Francisco could only be issued in conjunction with those two lines, 
you are informed that a six months’ notice was required to terminate 
such agreement. Such notice was given, and on July 12 the exclusive 
privilege of the Pacific Mail lapsed. Therefore this business is now 
open to all established lines of steamers having regular sailings.

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MUNICIPAL STATISTICS. 

The ‘‘''Boletin de E-stadhtica ^luniclpaV' for April, 19o5, states that 
the population of Huenos Ayres on April 30 last was 990,002 inhab¬ 
itants. Durinj^ the month referred to there were 704 marriages, 2,604 
births, and 1,140 deaths. During the same month 254 vessels arrived 
at Buenos A3’res, bringing 21,477 passengers, and 275 vessels cleared, 
carrying 19,006 passengers, making the excess of passengers entering 
the Republic over those leaving it in April, 1905, 1,781. Of these 
passengers those coming from Europe numbered 7,334, of which 
3,456 were Italians, 1,732 Spaniards, 980 Russians, 573 Austrians, 168 
Frenchmen, 103 Syrians, 81 Germans, and the remainder of other 
nationalities. The number of emigrants from Europe was 4,981. 

During the month real property was .sold covering an area of 
8<>7,410.70 square meters, valued at $10,159,142.64. During this 
period the bakeries of the ciU’ used 0,925,332 kilograms of Hour. 
The quantit}' of water consumed was 3,870,157 kiloliters. 

BOLIVIA. 

RULES GOVERNING IMPORTATIONS THROUGH CHILEAN TERRI¬ 

TORY. 

According to a decree rccenth' issued b}- the Chilean Ministry of 
Finance, establishing the procedure to be adopted for the importation 
of foreign merchandise into Bolivia via Chilean territory, in accord¬ 
ance with the provisions of the treaty recently concluded between the 
two countries, the dispatch of foreign merchandise for Bolivia is to 
be carried out in the custom-house of Arica. The customs autlu rities 
at Arica are, on the receipt of promissoiy notes at forty days for the 
amount of the duties guaranteed, to make out and sign wa3’bills, and 
are to give the Bolivian customs agenc3' facilities for cariwing out the 
formalities reipiircd by the Bolivian Government. The merchandise 
will then be transported 1)3' cart road under .seal through Corocoroand 
La Paz to the custom-house at La Portada, where it will be examined. 
The waybills, accompanied 1)3' counter receipts from the interior 
Bolivian custom-houses proving that the importation has been effected, 
will be returned to "Arica; and provided that these documents are 
found to be in regular form, and are presented within the period of 
fort3' da3's, the promissoiT notes will then be canceled; otherwise the 
payment of the amount of the pi'omissor3' notes will be exacted.

From the tables it is seen that: 

1. Brazil’s production of rubber during four years has shown a slight 

increase—from 30,240 to 31,863 tons. 

2. The output of '■‘Para” rubber (including a small amount of 

Caucho) has declined— from 29,373 to 28,792 tons. 

3. The net increase has been due mainly to “Ceara” rubber—from 

472 to 2,216 tons. 

4. The Amazon ports show a decrease—from 29,163 to 28,508 tons. 

5. The southern Atlantic ports (hitherto unimportant as regards 

rubber) show a considerable increase—from 836 to 3,042 tons. 

6. That any increase in the output of rubber from the Amazon dur¬ 

ing the past four years has been due to an increased production in 

other countries than Brazil—that is, Bolivia and Peru, and that the 

percentage of “caucho” in the 3u;arly totals is becoming larger rather 

than smaller. 

There is to be added to the total in the table herewith the item of 

Ma.ssaarandubu gum (allied to Balatii), of which there was exported 

from Para 4,315 kilograms in 1903 and 2,062 in 1904. Last years 

exports were distributed thus: Great Britain, 9.59; France, 776; United 

States, 327.

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EXPORTS FROM PARA, 1004. 

In a report to the Dejwirtinent of State of the United States, the 
United States Consul at Para forwards interestinj^ data as to the com¬ 
mercial prosperity of the port of Para during 1904. I'he valuation of 
the total exports for the 3’ear was 75,052,803$011, of which the United 
Kingdom took 34,977,593^789; the United States, 34,000,789^122; 
Fnuice, 4,899,490$850; Italy, 40,331$285, and other countries, 1,074,- 
157^90. For the preceding year, the trade valuations of the port 
show 63,158,910^197 for exports, the relative rank of the countries of 
destination remaining unchanged, the United Kingdom and the United 
States dividing the increase noU'd and France remaining pmctically 
stationary. 

Ruhher shipments lead all other items, and figure for 33,100,142 
pounds, a gain over the preceding year of 5,025,380 pounds. The 
next item of imporhince on the exjmrt list is cacao, with 5,911,743 
pounds, showing, however, a decline of 2,053,138 pounds from the 
previous year’s record. 

CHILE. 

EXTRACT FROM THE PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE TO THE NATIONAL 

CONGRESS ON JUNE 1, 1905. 

The President states that the relations of the Repuhlicof Chile with 
the other powers of the civilized world continue friendly and cordial. 

The boundary survey la^tween Chile and the Argentine Republic is 
almost terminated. All that remains to he done is the erecting of 
some monuments on the headwaters of the Nuhle and Laja rivers. 
These monuments will he placed during the following spring, thus 
making the delimitation permanent and complete in every respect. 
The slight pending differences between the two Republics will doubt¬ 
less he settled to the entire satisfaction of both countries, and the cor¬ 
dial relations existing between CMiile and the Argentine Ri'public leads 
President Rie.S('0 to Ix'.lieve that an undex’standing will be reached that 
will strengthen to even a greater degree than hitherto the bonds that 
DOW happily unite, these two great nations. 

On March 21 last a treaty of peace and amity was celebrated with 
Bolivia, thereby settling the {M'luling (jnestions between the.se two 
neighboring R(*publics. U nder this treaty a iiiilway will Ih> constructed 
from Arica to Alto de la Paz, and the CMiilean (lovernment has already 
taken the nece.ssary .steps for the fulliltment of this condition. 

The {X)st-oflice and the telegraph, which gauge exactly the social 
and commercial development of a country, continue their march of 
progress. The excess of pieces of mail mutter handled in 1904 as

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oompai’ed with lh03 was more than four million, and post-office orders 
aggregating a value of more than 650,000 in excess of the value 
of the post-office orders of 1908 were issued in 1904, and the receipts 
from domestic telegrams amounted to 117,000 jwws more in 1904 than 
the receipts from the same source in 1903. The length of the tele¬ 
graph S3'stem increased 394 kilometers, and 780 kilometers of telegrajA 
wires in lt*04over the length of the telegraph s^-stem of C’hile in 19(i3. 

Telegraphic communication over the Andes line was established with 
the Argentine Kepublic on Julv 9, 11*04, 2,336 messages being sent 
during that month, the number gradualU' increasing until in Decem¬ 
ber, 1904, it amounted to 6,256 messages. At the present time, th« 
Government has under consideration the establishment of an interna¬ 
tional telegraph line with Bolivia, and it is thought that the arrange¬ 
ments will be completed and the wires connected in August, 1905. 

The Government is alsp considering the improving of the .service 
over the telegraph line between Punta Arenas and Punta Dungeness, 
and in connecting this line with the Argentine telegraph s^'stem at 
Cabo Virgenes. 

The total revenues of the Kepublic in 1904 amounted to 137,501,• 
818.50 In this amount is included the 17,603,370.49 pm 
received for the battle ships Constitucion and Lihcrtad, and 4,250,000 
jH-xos paid into the Treasuiy during that v'car from the new bond issue 
of 10,000,000 Adding to the.se receipts the balance of 16,035,- 
990.07 pesos remaining on hand at the clo.se of the 3’ear 1903, makes 
the total revenues at the disposal of the Government in 1904 amount 
to 153,543,808.57 pesos. The expenses of the nation in 1904 amounted 
to 138,425,177.21 so that the balance on hand on Decend)er3L 
1904, was 15,118,631.36 But as law No. 1721 of December 2S, 
1904, raised the conversion fund to the extent of 16,346,553 pern 
taken from the receipts of the j'oar, this makes, in fact, a deficit on 
Januar}' 1, 1905, of 1,227,921.64 

There is included in the expenditures of 1904 the paj-ment of short 
loans to the'amount of 33,779,333.34 pesos, and the i)a3Mnent of other 
obligations not included in the budget, such for instance as the balance 
of 2,141,460 pesos due in conformity' with the decision of the Lamsani 
arbitration tribunal. 

The foreign commerce of the Kepublic rose in 1904 to 372,804,503 
pesos gold, of which 215,652,422 pesos corresponded to national prod¬ 
ucts exported, and 157,152,080 2>esos to foreign merchandise imported. 
A comparison of thc.se figures with the figures for 1903 shows an 
increase in 1904 of 36,054,261 jfesos, of which amount 21,372,750 pe»» 
was the increase in exportation and 14,681,511 pesos the increase in 
imports. Of the increase in the exports in 1904 the amount of 
19,557,254is due to nitrate and iodine, and 11,200,000 pesos of 
the increase in imports was due to the importation of machinery fof 
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the installation of new nitrate plants. The other home industries had 

but little influence on the increase in the exports, with the exception 

of copper, which increased 1,100,(X)0 pesos^ and wheat and flour, which 

increased 2,823,000The total exports, however, of these three 

products, copper, wheat, and flour, only amounted to 10,307,OOO/Jt-v^w. 

The duties on exports in 1904 produced a net revenue of 50,818,210 

pei<ox, or 1,269,194 pesoii more than in 1903. The net revenue from 

imports in 1904 amounted to 30,644,763 pef^on, or an increase over the 

amount collected in 1903 of 1,429,745 y>c,so.<f. 

At the beginning of the present year the provisional exploitation of 

the railwa}" from Pitrufquen to Antihue took place, thus uniting the 

central line with Valdivia and 0.sorno. Work is now being done on 

the lines from Ovalle to Trapiche, Choapa to lllapel, Melipilla, 

Puangue, tunnel of Arbol, and Temuco toCarahue, all of which should 

be open for traflic in 1906. During 1904, and in the months from 

January to June, 1905, contracts for I’ailway construction to the value 

of 3,630,000penos were let, covering 92 kilometers of trackage in the 

sections from Animas to the Pozos, Paloma to 8an Marcos, Choapa 

to Salamanca, and Alconesto the Arbol tunnel. Plans have been made 

and the necessary steps taken for the beginning of the construction of 

railway lines aggregating 158 kilometers at an approximate cost of 

8,000,000 j}lsos. During the remainder of 1905 plans and surveys will 

be completed for the construction of 238 kilometers of railways at a 

cost of more than 9,000,000 pesos. 

Work on the Transandine Railway is lieingactively pushed forward. 

Starting at the Andes range rails have been laid for a distance of 45 

miles, and the line is being exploited to Guardia Vieja, a distance of 37 

kilometers. On the completion of tunnels now in course of construc¬ 

tion, the line will be still further extended toward the Argentine 

boundary. 
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COLOMBIA. 
GOVERNMENT MONOPOLIES AND NEW TAXES. 

Under date of March 15, 1905, United States Consul-General Albas 

G. SxYDEK, Bogota, Colombia, transmits a translation of a decree 

issued on March 3 by the President of the Republic, whereby the pro¬ 

duction and sale of certain articles are constituted -sources of national 

revenue. 

The production, introduction, and -sale of distilled intoxiaiting 

liquors is declared a Government monojxjly. This monopoly embraces 

(a) brandy of sugar cane (aguardiente) and its compounds, and (h) 

brandy or cognac, whisky, champagne, pousse-cafe, chartreuse, creams, 

curayao, kirch, and the like, and extract of cognac and concentrated

spirits for the niamifiu-ture of the lupiors above mentioned. It 
does not include foreij^fu wines imported for domestic consumption, 
tinctures, varnishes, perfumes, liniments, and other medicinal com- 
pounds into which alcohol enters, nor does it include denaturated 
alcohol; but the (jovernment may fjrant the monoiioly of the manu¬ 
facture of such alcohol to the highest bidder. 

The Government is authorized, when the present difliculties of the 
Public Treasury cease, to substitute for the shiughter tax the revenue 
from hides, at the rate of up to $2.50 gold for each cow and $2 for 
each bull. 

On tobacco is levied a consumption tax, and the manufacture, intro¬ 
duction, and sale of cigarettes is made a Government monopoly. The 
following rates in gold will be charged on each 12^ kilograms (271 
jiounds) of tobacco consumed: Cured tobacco, first quality, $1.20; sec¬ 
ond quality, bO cents; third quality, 50 cents; tobacco clippings, first 
quality, $1; second quality, 00 cents; third quality, 40 cents. Taxes 
on tobacco imported are as follows, per kilogram: Cigars, $3; tobacco 
in any other form, except picadura and cigarettes, $2.50. d'he pnxluc- 
tion of tobacco in the country and its exportation in an}'^ form is free. 

The match monopoly covers the manufactui’e, importation, and .sale 
of matches and the importation of materials neces.sary for their pro¬ 
duction. 

The Government reserves the right to administer the revenues pro¬ 
vided for in the decree, or to lease them on the most advantageous 
terms. 

Owners of establishments engaged in or manifestly organized to 
engage in the monopolized industries will be indemnified for the chat¬ 
tels, machines, utensils, implements, and materials which can not be 
used in other industries, at a value fixed by appraisers according to 
law; but they will not have the right to recover the ceasing profit 
The indemnity will be paid, up to 50 per cent, in bonds, redeemable in 
the product of the monopoly. The indemnity must be claimed within 
one year. 

The establishment of new cigarette factories by private per.sons is 
l)rohibited from the date of the decree, but those already established 
may go on working until the Government decides to the contmry, but 
only to make up the materials on hand or ordered at the date of the 
decree; and the products may be offered for sale only on payment of 
the tax mentioned below. When the factories are ordered to cease 
work the owners will be indemnified for their chattels, machines, 
materials, etc., at cost price, less an allowance for wear and tear, and 
the effects will become the property of the Government. 

From the day fixed by Executive decree the importation by private 
jjarties of the monopolized articles, and of the materials, machines, 

implements, and utensils for their manufacture, is prohibited. Until 
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the establishment of match factories at places chosen by the Govern¬ 
ment the importation of matches will not be interfered with. The 
Government reserves the rijjht to introduce cigarettes or to allow them 
to be introduced under conditions thought necessary. 

Until the match and cigarette monopolies are declared in force the 
present supply may be offered for sale on the payment of the follow¬ 
ing taxes (in gold) per kilogram: Foreign cigarettes, or cigarettes 
made of foreign tobacco, $1; cigarettes manufactured in the countiy 
from native tobacco, 50 cents; matches, 25 per cent on the customs 
duty. The holders of other inonojxjlized goods may not sell them, 
but the Government or the lessees of the inonojM)!}’ will buy them at 
prices amicably agreed upon or tixed by inumrtial appraisers. 

Provision is made for the protection of the rights of the departments 
whose revenues will be affected by the newly established monopolies 
and tjixes, and of the rights of those with whom the departments have 
made contracts. When the product of a monopoly exceeds the present 
revenue from taxation of t le monopolized article, 25 per cent of the 
excess will go to the departments and 25 per cent will be apportioned 
among the munieipalkies, in accordance with the number of children 
who attend the primary public schools, to be used exclusively for the 
expenses of public instruction, water service, and the construction of 
public buildings. 

Defrauders of the revenues treated of in this decree will be punished 
in accordance with the decree on smuggling. 

This decree was issued in pursuance of the policy announced in a 
circular to the governoi*s of the several departments, dated January 
2b, 1905, .setting forth the deticit in the national budget, and the means 
by which it was proposed to remedy it (which included an increase of 
70 per cent in the customs tariff’ and the use of revenue stamps). A 
monopoly of the manufacture and sale of denatured alcohol, for pow’er, 
light, and heat, was established by the decree of January 28, 1905, 
which provided that the monoiwly should be leased. All the decrees 
relating to these monopolies and taxes will eventually be published in 
a single pamphlet. 

CONCESSION FOB BTJBBEB OBOWINO. 

United States Consul-Genei-al Snydek writes from Ilogota, in regsird 
to the rubber trade, that President Reyes, in accordance with his pro¬ 
gramme for the industrial, mining, and agricultural development of 
the country, has turned his attention to the great region watered by 
the Amazon and Orinoco rivers. This immense territory has never 
heretofore been of any practical value to Colombia, being inhabited 
by wild or semicivilized Indians, whose collections of rubber have 
always gone through the hands of traders of Venezuela or Brazil, thus 
yielding large annual commercial returns to the.se countries without 
contributing a dollar to the revenues of Colombia. 
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The rubber trees which form a large part of the forests of this region 
arc principally what is known as “Para’’ or “Ilevea brasilensis,” being 
the variety which brings the best price in the New York and European 
market. By special contract with the National Government what is 
considered one of the most important rubber-producing areas on earth 
will be absolutely' controlled for the next twenty-tive years by one Dr. 
Lns Cuervo MARf^uEZ, formerly attached to the Colombian legation 
in Washington, and a partner. 

The contract imposes the obligation of paying an export tax of 
American gold per loO pounds of rubbei’ gathered in the area com¬ 
prised, of establishing two agricultural colonies within two y’ears, of 
placing two small steamers in service at once, and of increasing the fleet 
by two more steamers within three years. 

This concession is the most important that has been granted in the 
Amazon rubber country by any' of the governments owning territory 
on this great river or its tributaries. It gives 98,800 acres in per¬ 
petual ownership of any' region that may be planted or cultivated 
during the twenty-flve y'ears of the concession and a monopoly’ of two 
great tracts, one l)etween the Orinoco, Guaviare, and Vichada rivers, 
an area of 45,000 square miles, the other bounded by the rivers Guar- 
nia, Negro, and Baupes, over 100,000 square miles. The contract is 
for all kinds of development in the region covered, and includes the 
shipping of cedar, mahogany, and wild cocoa, all of which are found 
in abundance. The large natural pastures found at intervals make 
cattle raising a possible feature. 

From the tax on the present product the Colombian Government 
will derive an income of some thousands of dollars per year, which 
will be increased as exploitation goes on. This undertsiking can not 
fail to be of interest to the American rubber trade, and it is to be 
hoped that American shipy’ards will build the steamers required. 

COSTA RICA. 

STATISTICAL DATA. 

LExtract of the report of the Secretary of Fomento to the Constitutional t’ongress on May 10,1905.] 

l\icijic Raihcay.—The Government of Costa Rica has invested large 
sums of money' in the construction and maintenance of this important 
iron highway, with the double purpose of uniting the ditterent parts 
of the Republic and of developing the immense natural resources of 
the country' traversed. In the construction and operation of this rail¬ 
way' many grave and serious obstacles have been met and overcome 
bv the Government, such, for example, as the keeping of the line in 
proper repair and condition for traflic during the rainy season, the 
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increase of the rolling stock in order to meet the unforeseen demands 
of unusual or extraordinar}’ movements of freight or passengers over 
the raihvaj', and by replacing imperfect construction material em¬ 
ployed b}’ the contractors in building some sections of the line, with 
proper materials of good and lasting quality. 

The repair of the division from San Jose to Rio Grande, which the 
contractor delivered to the Government, has been pushed forward 
with industry and vigor, with the result that the traffic over this divi¬ 
sion increased in l!>03-4 beyond the handling capacity of the rolling 
sto<;k and equipment of the line. It is the firm intention of the Gov¬ 
ernment to remedy this defect and to place the road in a condition to 
handle easily and effectively, especially during the period in which 
coffee is offered for ex^iortation, all the freight along and tributary to 
the line delivered to it for transpoiTation. This railway' has infused 
new life through the district into which it penetrates, as is clearh' 
shown bj^ the increase of the products offered for transportation. In 
1904-5 the business of the company amounted to 222,229.71 colones, 
and the freight carried consisted of 387,541 packages, weighing 20,- 
709,426 kilograms. The following table shows more in detail the 
receipts of the railway for the fiscal year 1904—5:

Omta Rican Railway.—This lailway, which occupies such a promi¬ 
nent place in the commerce of the countrv, because of its importance 
as an economic and commercial agency and due to the nature of the 
concession under which it was built, as well as to the fact that it is the 
principal import and export route of the Republic, has suffered for 
some time past a considerable decrease in its revenues, brought about, 
in the first place, by competition on a large scale with the Northern 
Railwa)’ in the transportation of bananas, and, in the second place, b}' 
the serious damages occasioned the line during the rainy seasons in 
1903, 1904, and 1905. The administrator of the Costa Rican Railwa}* 
states that arrangements have been made in London for the leasing of 
the aforesaid railway to the Northern Railway Company, and that, 
although the definite contract has not j’^et been ratified, the general 
bases of the same have been agreed upon, and that the conditions are 
such as will prove mutually advantageous to the persons in interest. 
No definite arrangement, however, can be made w’ithout the approval 
of the Government of Costa Rica, and it is not known at the present 
time what action will be taken regarding the consolidation of the two 
lines. 
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llecent repairs on the Costa Kiean Railway have been both numerous 
and expensive. In December, 1904, ^125,000 were expended for 
this purpose. In addition to this outlay, 22,260 ties were furnished, 
14,460 of which were steel sleepers, 7,390 creosoted pine, and 770 
cypress. The rails for a distance of 21 kilometers were replaced in 
the section between Limon and Swamp Mouth, and Matina bridge on 
the Guapiles branch. Other necessary repairs were made, and 10 
kilometers of branch lines were constructed during the year 1904. 
The tratlic of the road during the fiscal year 1903-4, compared with 
the traffic during the fiscal year 1904-5, is shown in the following 
table:

The total receipts during the fiscal year 1904-5 were 1,145,519.71 
colones, and the total expenditures 568,486.88 colones, which makes a 
profit of 577,032.88 colones, or an excess of 25,171.50 colones over the 
profits of the previous year. Deducting the interest on bonds and 
mortgages, amounting for the year 1904-5 to 577,032.83 colones, the 
net profit during the period mentioned was about 130,000 colones. 

The Northern Railway Company.—This company was organized to 
exploit and develop the rich agricultural district of the Atlantic coast. 
Its principal business is the transportation of the products of the 
United Fruit Company. A branch line has been built to La Luisa, a 
distance of 11 kilometers, which, added to the line alread}' constructed, 
makes the total length of the main line and branches about 145 kilo¬ 
meters. Plans have been made for the extension of the line to Gua- 
simo, a distance of about 50 kilometers. The rolling stock of this 
company is good, and the company performs the service of transpor¬ 
tation regularly and well. It constructed the national wharf, and is 
well equipped for handling both freight and passenger traffic. The 
following table shows the traffic from January 1 to March 31, 1905:

These figures show an increase over the traffic of the previous year 
of 227 passengers, 407,189 bunches of bananas, and 4,871,284 kilo¬ 
grams of other merchandise. 
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j The United Fruit ConijMiny.—This is one of the principal enterprises I of the country. The report of this company for the years l}M)3-4 

showed a tohil area of bananas in cultiv'ation of <5,242.70 hectares, 
■ while the report for 1004-5 shows 8,335.37 hectares of bananas in 

cultivation, or an increa.se of 2,092.67 hectares. The number of 
bunches of bananas ex[X)rted durinj' the 3'ear llH)4-5 aj^grej^ated 
6,138,009, valued at 5,213,005.97 coloues, or an increase over the 
exports of the previous 3’ear of 677,646 bunches, valued at 152,026.84 
coloues. Two hundred and si.xty-seven ves.sels were employed in the 
transportation of this fruit. During the .same period, 1904-5, the 
United Fruit Company imported, in part payment of its expenses, 
f317,000 American gold, or about ^117,000 more than its imports of 
.\merican gold during the previous year. 

Bureau of statistics.—The imports of Costa Itica in 1904, through 
the different ports of the Republic, consisted of merchandise to the 
value of $5,997,926 American gold, as compared with $4,889,659 in 
1903.

I The imports of horned cattle in 1904, as compared with the imports 
in 1903, decrea.sed to the extent of 2,540 head, showing that the Repub¬ 
lic supplied, in 1904, the live stock for its own markets to a greater 

I degree than in former years. The total number of beeves slaughtered 
j in the Republic in 1904 aggregated 41,041 head, of which number 
! 13,761 were imported, leaving the total numlier obtained in the Repub¬ 

lic 27,280. 
I The coin imported into the Republic in 1904 aggregated a value of 
1 |534,606 American gold. During the same period $29,215 American 
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fjold was exported, leaving? an increase in the circulation of American 
gold of $505,391. 

The imports of rice in 1904 almost ecpialed the imports of the same 
article in 1903, while the imports of beans in 1904 exceeded those of 
1903 l\v 51,510 kilograms. The imports of lard in 1904 amounted to 
217,472 kilograms, or 732,435 kilograms less than in 1903. 

Notwithstanding the fact that an excellent (piality of salt can be 
produced on the Pacific coast of the Kcpublic, the imports of this 
article in 1904 amounted to 806,592 kilograms. The exports of woods 
in 1903 decreased considerably, due to the distance of the exploitable 
forests from the ports of shipment. The exports of hides has steadily 
decreased since 190(b the total exports of this article in 1904 lieing 
283,466 kilograms. This is due to the fact that ‘larger (quantities of 
hides are now qjrepared in the tanneries of the Republic. 

The rubber shiqnnents in 1904 amounted to 66,768 kilograms, or 
11,492 kilograms more than in 1903. The tendency is to increase the 
exports of this useful jiroduct from year to year. 

rntil recently cacao was imported into Costa Rica. Now the 
domestic qjroduction is sufficient for the home consumption, and in 
1904 there was a surplus for export amounting to 119,140 kilograms. 
New plantations for the cultivation of this product have been opened 
on the Atlantic coast, and the production promises a notable increase 
in the near future. 

The exports of gold bullion in 1904 amounted to $317,979, or $89,742 
more than in 1903. Four strong companies are working the gold 
mines of the Rej)ublic, and the outlook is very promising. 

The growing of bananas is one of the great industries of the coun¬ 
try, rivaling and competing with the growing of coffee. The growth 
of this industry has been marvelous. In 1881 the exports of bananas 
were only 8,500 bunches, while in 1904 the exports had increased to 
5,957,298 bunches. This industry is being developed yearly, and is 
cajiable of development yiracticably without limit. In 1904, 1,299,500 
bunches of bananas were shiq)j3ed to London. 

Population.—I'he total poq)ulation of the Republic on December 31. 
1904, was 331,340 inhabibints, an increase of 8,722 over the popula¬ 
tion of 1903. During the y^ear there were 12,547 births, 7,728 immi- 
gi-ants, or a total of 2i),275. The deaths in 1904 numbered 7,404 and 
the emigrants 4,149, or a total of 11,553, making an increase of popu¬ 
lation during the year of 8,722. In 1903 the population increased 
5,880.

ESTABLISHMENT OF A NEW BANK. 

An reported by United States Consul C’ai.dwkll, a new bank has 
been established in San .lose, to be known as the “Baneo Comercial 
de Costa Biea,” with a capitiil of 1,000,000 colonea (^465,000). The 
capital stock has been fully subscribed b}' prominent men, both Costa 
Ricans and foreigners, of San .lose and other cities of the Republic, 
and by capitalists of London, Paris, Bordeau.x, Antwerp, New York, 
and Boston. 

The bank is chartered under the laws of Costa Rica to engage in all 
kinds of banking business, with special reference to buying and selling 
exchange, discounting commercial paix^r, and making collections. It 
has established connections in London, Paris, Hamburg, New York, 
New Orleans, and San Francisco, but is prepared to draw on all com¬ 
mercial centers of the world. By the banking law of Costa Rica any 
bank with a paid-up capital of not less than 1,000,000 colones (^405,000) 
may emit bills to the extent of its paid-up capital, provided a gold 
reserve is kept on hand equal to not less than 50 per cent of the amount 
of bills emitted. The new bank will not at present emit bills, but as 
its capital is the 1,000,000 colones required by law, it can at any time 
avail itself of this provision and become a bank of emission. 

The charter is for ten 3’ears, but it may at an}' time before the 
expiration of that period, b\' vote of the genenil meeting of share¬ 
holders, be extended for another ten j'ears; and in like manner for 
successive periods of ten j'ears. _ The capital ma}' be increased to 
1,500,000 colones (§607,500) b}’ resolution of the boanl of directors, 
and to 2,000,000 colones ($930,000) bj' a vote of two-thirds of the votes 
represented at a general meeting of shareholders. The new bank 
opened for busine.ss .lime 1, 1905. 

FREE IMPORTATION OF LEAF TOBACCO. 

By a decree issued on Ma}' 20, 1905, the iuq)ortation of leaf tobacco 
into Costa Rica, which has heretofore been a Government monopoh', 
is made free to everyone. The rates of dut}' are fixed at 1.75 colmes 
plus H centavos w’harfage and special tax, a tofcil of 1.764 colones (82 
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1 
cents I'nitcd States) per kilojjratn (2.2040 janmds). I/tepecpie tobacco 

is excluded from this provision and remains a (iovernment monoi)oly. 

The decree takes effect Auf^ust 1. lJ)0r>.

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According to this table, a little more than half of the imports of 
Costa Rica come from the United States. In 1896 only about 32.98 
per cent were imported from this country, or an increase of 17 per 
cent in their favor in six years. If the imports from the United 
States show a slight decrease in 1903, in 1902 this country furnished 
the heavy material for the Pacitic and Northern railroads, which were 
built by American companies. 

The import commerce of the United States with Costa Rica can not 
but increase, owing to its proximity to the United States, the almost 
daily steamers which connect Limon with New Orleans (live day.s) 
and New York (eight days), and also the large American enterprises 
being established in Costa Rica, and which are increasing in number 
constantly. 

'I'he German and English imjwrts decrease a little each year in favor 
of the United States. Those of France hold their own and have even 
increased more than a |)oint in 1903, thanks to our special products 
and their superior ({uality. Italy and lielgium show progress and are 
becoming formidable competitors for French products. 

Costa Rica is at present an essentially agricultural country. Its 
industries being as yet in an embryonic state, and insufficient for the 
needs of the country and lacking certain alimentary products, it must 
look to foreign markets for almost all its textiles, articles of luxury, 
manufactured products, metallurgy, etc., flour, lard, etc. With a view 
of remedying this situation as much as possible, the Costa Rican Gov¬ 
ernment is making every eflfort to encourage, by means of protective 
duties, certain growing national industries, such as tanning, shoe¬ 
making, furniture factories, tobacco, candle and soap factories, distil¬ 
leries, sugar, mining industries, etc. 

What Costa Rica needs most for its development is a large immigra¬ 
tion joined with the introduction of foreign capital, so that an abuse 
of the protective system which, in closing the country, would increase 
the cost of living, would be a mistake. A wise protection is under¬ 
stood, however, for certain articles of current consumption, such as 
wheat flour, rice, corn, beans, sugar, salt, tobacco, cattle, etc., which 
the country can raise in large quantities, a fact which the Government 
of Costa Rica has moreover understood.

As can lie seen, England alone receives almost three-fourths of the 
eotfee exported from Costa Rica. London has for a long time been 
the best market for Costa Rican eotfee; it is very much liked there, 
e.specially the higher grades, and 20 per cent more is sold here than at 
Havre, Hamburg, or in New York. Moreover, it appears that the 
commissioners grant better terms to the exporters here than anywhere 
else, especially for advances of money. 

The crop for 1902-3 was the largest gathered in this country since 
189!>, either in quality or value, as is shown by the following table:

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Nearly 1,000,000 more bunches were exported in 1903 than in 1902. 
The 5,139,063 bunches exported in 1903, valued at 2.25,//v/;jcj< each, 
represent a value of 11,562,890 francs, or more than half of the value 
of the coffee exports in the same year. If this industiT continues to 
increase in the same proportions the dai’ is not far distant when bananas 
will represent the principal production of this country. In 1881 Costa 
Rica only exported 8,500 bunches; in 1886, 595,700; in 1891, 1,133,717; 
and in 1898, 2,331,036.

Costa Rica has two important customs ports, Limon on the Atlantic 
and Punta Arenas on the Pacific. It can be said that all the foreign 
commerce of the Republic is carried on through these two ports, since 
in 1903, of a total importation of 26,264,910 francs, the merchandise 
imported through the frontier custom-houses only amounted to 94,570 
francs, not including cattle, which come directly overland from Nica¬ 
ragua to Costa Rica. 

Limon is b}' far the most important port of the Republic. In 1903, 
88 per cent of the merchandise imported passed through Limon and 
12 per cent through Punta Arenas. During the same year more than 
15,000,000 kilogi*ams of coffee of the 17,332,613 kilograms exported 
were shipped through Limon, only 2,247,121 kilograms being sent 
from Punta Arenas. All the banana exports are also sent from Limon, 
which in 1903 amounted to 5,139,063 bunches. 

The two large railroad lines terminating at Limon, each owning a 
wharf, arc as follows: 

1. The Costa Rica Railway Company, which connects Limon with 
San .lose as w^ell as with the principal villages of the Republic. This 
line has 222 kilometers of road in operation and belongs to an English 
company. In 1903 it transported 375,858 passengers, 59,956 tons 
of different merchandise, and 2,562,391 bunches of bananas; 

2. The Northern Railroad Company, which connects Limon with 
Kent and stops principally specially at the large plantations of the 
United Fruit Company. This American line, rival of the preceding 
one, owns nearly 90 miles of railroad. In 1903 it transj)orted 64,503 
pas.sengers, 7,416 tons of merchandise, and 2,783,299 bunches of 
bananas, or half of this crop. 

By reason of such enteq)rises, Limon is a new city, lighted by 
electricity, and very prosperous. In 1903 360 steamers, representing 

I 
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a total toniiage of 532,787 tons, entered at Liinon, together with 33 
Kinali steamers, forming a tonnage of 1,233 tons only. 

DUTIES ON PAPER. 

Under date of May 30, 1905, United States Consul John C. Cald¬ 

well, San Jose, Costa Rica, reports that by a recent decree the duties 
on the following kinds of paper imported into Costa Rica have been 
fixed at the rates given per kilogram (2.2040 pounds): Commercial 
I)aper, as memorandums, checks, accounts, 12.3 cents; colored printing 
pajKir, 4 cents; white printing paper, free. 

THE INTEROCEANIC RAILWAY OF COSTA RICA. 

The Republic of Costa Rica has begun to enjoy the beneficial results 
growing out of the tmversing of its territory by the Interoceanic 
Railway in addition to the great facilities afforded thereby to internal 
communication. The press of the country states that for several 
months travelers going abroad from the other States of Central 
America, and from some of the countries to the south, have debarked 
at Punta Arenas, whence they have proceeded to l./imon and thence 
embarked for the United States or Europe. As is well known, there 
are direct lines of communication between Limon and New York and 
between Limon and New Orleans, it also being a touching point for 
trans-Atlantic steamers en route to Colon. The trip by rail across the 
country is not at present effected without some slight discomfort, 
owing to the fact that on the Pacific side there is a small portion of 
the line—between Esparta and Santo Domingo de San Mateo—still in 
process of construction; but, on the other hand, the journey is made 
thi’ougha region in the highest degree j)icturcs(|ue and healthy, whose 
agreeable climate offers none of the po.ssible dangers existent on the 
Panama Isthmus. 

POPULATION OF THE REPUBLIC. 

In the June number of the Bulletin was published a note giving 
an estimate on \x)pulation received from the Government statistical 
office by United States Consul John C. Caldwell. Since the date of 
Mr. Caldwell’s report, April 15, the figures have been revised by 
the statistical office, showing that the population of Costa Rica by the 
new census of December 31, 1904, was 331,340 instead of 340,062, as 
given in the first estimate. 

The Bulletin is in receipt of a letter of date July 20 from Senor 
Don Manuel Akag6n. San Jose, the honorary corresponding member 
of the International Union of American Republics for Costa Rica, 
calling attention to the revised estimate.

COMMERCIAL CONDITIONS IN 1906. 

The “Monthly Summary of Commeree and Finance” of the United 
States for May, 1905, contains a review of the conditions in Cuba in 
1905, which throws much light on the working of the reciprocity treaty 
with the United States, and of the conditions as to sugar and tobacco 
which prevailed in the island. 

(ieneral trade with the United States shows a marked improvement 
all around. United States im[)orts from Culm were about $08,000,0(X) 
in 1903, §77,(K)0,000 in 1904, and during the first eleven months of 
1SM)5, $79,00i),000. UniU'd States exports to Cuba were 1^22,000,000 
in 1903, ^27,000,000 in 1904, and t>35,000,000 in 1905. This makes a 

I total trade between the two countries for 1903 of $H5,000,(MM), for 11H)4 
of $104,000,000, and for the first eleven months of 1905 of something 

[ over $113,000,000. Of United States exports to Cuba the greatest 
growth seems to be along the lines of animals, breadstutfs, coal, iron 
and steel, and manufactures thereof, leather and manufactures thereof, 

! oils, wood, and manufactures thereof, and a few other products. With 
the growth in trade there has also gone an increase in the investment 
of Ameiican capital, although the conditions have not materially 
changed in this respect since the last date when the facts concerning 
the Cuban situation were published. 

I There has, however, “been some further immigration of Americans 
into Cuba for the purpose of making investments there and some 

j additions to the amounts invested in or before 1902. Considerable 
purchases of land, mainly in small lots, have been made, and a few 
new' business enterprises have been l)egun by Americans in Cuba, but 

j these do not represent any very large amount of capital. Americans 
have also accjuired some banking interests in the Banco Nacional de 
Cuba and in another Cuban banking institution which was formerly 
known as the Bank of Halifax. It is probable that at the latest date 
for which data were available the total investment of American cap¬ 
ital in Cuba has increased to somewhere between $90,000,(X)0 and 

! $100,000,000.” 
The report devotes much attention to the sugar and tobacco situation 

in Cul)a. In 1901-2 the Cuban sugar product was 7.8 per cent of a 
world’s protluct of 10,993,709 tons; in 1902-3 it was 10.5 percent of a 

s prcnluct of 9,930,257 tons; in lJH)3-4 it was 10.1 per cent of a product 
I of 10,290,828 tons, and in 1904-5 it was 12.4 i)er cent of a j)rodu<‘t of 
I 9,43!>,976 tons.

I States from Cuba was worth $2,321,027; in 1903, $^1,175,722; in 1904,

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$2,970,205, and during the first eleven months of 1905, $3,649,519. 
The figures for leaf-tobacco, exports to the United States during the 
same period were $8,578,297, $9,967,124, $9,793,672, and $10,014,103. 

Among uiinor industries which are making very satisfactory prog¬ 
ress in the island is that of cattle. This industr}" is rapidl}’ regaining 
its former prominence and contributes no small share to the importa¬ 
tions to the island. The greatest value of cattle is imported from 
Mexico, which shipped a total estimated at $12,005,000 to the island 
during the years 1899 to 1903, inclusive, as against $8,346,000 from 
the United States out of a total of $38,286,300. 

ELECTBIC TRACTION IN THE REPUBLIC. 

The Havana Central Railway Company has awarded contracts for 
the construction and equipment of a great electric I'ailwa}' system in 
Cuba. The compan}’ is to build and operate a network of interurban 
lines radiating from the city of Habana and covering an extensive ter¬ 
ritory in the interior of the island which has hitherto been without 
transiX)rtation facilities. 

AlK)ut 125 miles will be constructed in the first instance, involving 
an expenditure of nearl}' $5,000,000. The road, besides catering for 
passenger traffic, will have a freight .service for fruits, vegetables, and 
other products. 

One branch will extend clear across the island to Rosario, a distance 
of about 40 miles. Substations will be located at Cuatro Caminos, 
Lomas de Candela, and Providencia. A second line will run from 
Habana 17 miles south to Bejucal, with a substation at Santiago de las 
Vegas. A third line, running southwest from Habana to Mariel, will 
have a length of 37 miles and branch lines running north and south to 
El Carmelo, Santiago de las Vegas, and Tuini de Melena, amounting 
to about 30 miles. 

The power house to be constructed in Habana will operate 7,500 
horsepower of electric energy at 19,000 volts three phase current for 
the purpose of operating the lines. Steam turbines will be used. 

The initial rolling stock for passenger service will consist of twenty- 
four 30-ton cars, seating fifty passengers and equipped with four 
motors geared for a maximum .speed of 40 miles an hour. The freight 
service will be handled by’ ten 40-ton locomotives equipped with four 
motors geared for a speed of 17 miles an hour when hauling a 300-ton 
train. 

The General Electric Company’ has been awarded the contract, val¬ 
ued at more than $1,500,000, for the complete electrical equipment of 
the sy’stem. The United States Steel Products Export Company has 

'been allotted the rail contract, calling for 15,000 tons, standard size. 
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THE GOVERNMENT CALLS EOH BIDS FOB IMPORTANT IMPROVE¬ 

MENTS AT HAVANA. 

The Department of Public Works of the Republic of Cuba ha.s 
issued a circular calling for bids for the construction of a breakwater, 
new custom-house offices, a building for the use of the collector of the 
port, and a public wharf at Havana. The intention of the Govern¬ 
ment is to cause to l)e built these improvements as contemplated b}’' 
what is known as the Sylvester Scovel project. The concession to 
Scovel will be sold at public auction, and the bids will be received and 
the works constructed under the terms of this concession. 

Proposals will bt^ received by the Department of Public Woi-ks at 
Havana until November 9, 1905. The bids must be in duplicate, be 
presented personally b}’ the bidder or his representative, and accom¬ 
panied by a deposit of ^33,000. The plans of the works, estimate of 
the cost, the general terms under which bids shall be received, the 
tariff relating thereto, and the rules and regulations governing the 
same may be obtained on application to the Department of Public 
Works at Havana or at the consulates of the Republic of Cuba in 
New York, London, Paris, and Berlin. 

DOMINICAN REPUBLIC. 

CUSTOMS DUTIES, APRIL AND MA7, 1905. 

According to a report received by the Bureau of Insular Affairs of 
the War Department of the United States from the collector in chief 
of the customs of Santo Domingo, the total collections for the months 
of April and May were $331,648.84, of which the Dominican Govern¬ 
ment received $140,468, or 45 per cent of the revenues, and the City 
National Bank of New York, designated by Secretary Taft as the 
depository for the trust fund, $157,313.49. The money is to be held 
in the New York bank until the United States Senate acts, either favor¬ 
ably or otherwise, on the Dominican treaty now pending. 

The collections for the two months under Colonel Colton show a 
higher average than when the customs receipts were collected by the 
local government, although in three or four j^ears the monthly aver¬ 
age was much greater than for April and May of this year. The total 
debt of the Dominican Republic is estimated at about $32,000,000. 
The yearly collections, if the average of April and May is sustained, 
will be $1,787,760. It is confidently expected that the present esti¬ 
mated total of $32,000,000 will be materially decrea.sed, possibly cut 
in half, when the time for settling comes. At present Dominic.xn 
debts are estimated at 30 cents on the dollar.

The Dominican Government’s total share for April was $80,504.22, 
but on account of the loan only $5,504.22 was given to the Govern¬ 
ment. The total receipts have been materially decreased by rebates 
made to concessionaires, under agreements made by the Dominican 
Government at various times. 

DECREE OF THE NATIONAL CONGRESS APPROPRIATING 30 PER 

CENT OF THE EXPORT DUTIES FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF 

STATE RAILWAYS. 

[From the " Uaceta OficM” of July I, ia05.] 

Whereas facilities in trans[X)rtation are the best means of rendering 
agriculture prosperous; and 

Whereas it is the duty of the State to further by all means within 
its reach the encouragement of channels of communication and trans- 
porbition, the National Congress, in the name of the Republic, decrees: 

Article 1. From the 1st of January, 190(), 30 per cent of the exist¬ 
ing import duties shall be called “ Renta Interna” and shall he used 
in the construction of railways for account of the State, in accordance 
with contracts made by the Executive Power and approved by the 
National Congress. 

Section 1: The Executive Power is hereby authorized, with part of 
this fund, to pay subventions or guarantee interest on capital that may 
be invested in the construction of private railways by virtue of con¬ 
cessions duly' granted. 

Section 2: Interest may be paid, as may be decided upon, up to 6 per 
cent per annum, and subventions up to 2,000 pesos for each kilometer 
constructed. 

Art. 2. The income from this tax shall not be used, under any cir¬ 
cumstances, for any other ])urpose than that provided in this decree. 

Section 1: All promises or obligations contracted upon the basis of 
this tax shall be ipso facto void, provided they' are not for the purpose 
stipulated in the foregoing article. 

Art. 3. The Executive Power, on making contracts or granting 
concessions for the construction of railways, shall, other things being 
equal, give preference to the following railways: Moca to Monte- 
cristy, which can connect with the Central Dominican Railway; Bara- 
hona to the Laguna del Fondo; Romana or Macoris of the East to 
Seybo, and Azua to Banica. 

Art. 4. Let it be transmitted to the Executive Power in compliance 
with the constitutional requirements. 

Done in the Halls of Congress on June 22, 1905, in the sixty-second 
year of the Independence and the forty-second of the Restoration.

HAITI. 

PROPOSED REVISION OF THE TARIFF. 

United States Minister Powf:ll reports from Port au Prince, under 
date of May 24, 1905, that the Government’s commission to revise the 
tiiriff' has made its report to the President, which will be laid before 
the present Congress for its approval. 

The following recommendations are the salient features of the reiwrt: 
1. That all duties be taken off' imported agricultural machines. 
2. That Haitian consuls at foreign ports be allowed to collect certain 

fees formerly' paid here. 
3. That the payment of tonnage dues of sailing vessels be modified 

and made similar to those of steamers. 
4. That sailing ves.sels arriving in ballast shall pay no tonnage dues 

and be placed on the .same footing as steamers. 
5. That Haitian vessels doing a coasting trade between the islands 

of the West Indies shall in future pay the same as other vessels not 
Haitian, that make voyages to ports outside of territorial waters, for 
light-house fees, sanitary' fees, pilotage, and tonnage dues. 

6. That custom-house inspectors be established, charged with a gen¬ 
eral oversight in the collection of duties and the inspection of the 
records of each port. 
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7. That there be a reduction of duty of 5 per cent ad valorem on 
the followinj^: Tinware, embroidered l)ands, laces, and insertions, 
saddle cloths, empty barrels, billiard balls, marble slabs, cigars, glass 
beads, maldioc or racaille, |)ens, chemical products, screws, surgical 
apparatus, buckles for saddles, and indigo. 

8. That an additional duty be levied on the following: Cotton draw¬ 
ers, biscuits, cotton, woolen, and print shirts for men, liquid glue, 
linen cravats. 

9. That the following articles not named in previous tariffs l>e 
re(|uired to pay an ad valorem duty: Photographic apparatus, lamp 
burners, squared wood, buckets, vermouth in barrels, carefons, corset 
covers, undershirts, lead, shoemakers’ knives, small veils, and gartt'rs. 

10. That duties on church ornaments be reduced 20 per cent. 
11. That there Imj an increase in the classes of wood that pay duty, 

and that they pay at the rate of 5 cents for 1,000 pounds, insU‘ad 
of 100 jK)unds, as stated in the present tariff, on woods and roots 
unclesignated. 

12. That the duty of 2 cents gold on hides be abolished, and that the 
duty be reduced from 3 gourdes ($2.00) per 100 pounds to 1 gourde 
(90.5 cents) per 100 pounds. 

13. That the duty on goat and sheep skins l)e increased. 

CUSTOMS TABIFF, 

[Promulgate*! and rendered applicable September 19,19t>4.] 

TITLE I. 

OENERAL PROVISIONS. 

Article 1. Merchandise or products of our foreign trade and ves¬ 
sels used for transporting the same shall be subject to the duties set 
forth to the tariffs annexed to the present law and to those which 
might be provided for in special enactments. 

Art. 2. Custom-houses are established in the folloiving ports, open 
to foreign trade, for the collection of the duties aforesaid: 

Port au Prince, Cape Ilaitien, Cayes, Gonalves, Jacmel, Port de 
Paix, Jeremie, Petit Goave, Saint Marc, Miragoane, Aquin. 

Customs oflices ma}’, however, be established on such parts of the 
frontier as may be deemed fit. 

Art, 3. No merchandise or products of our foreign trade are 
allowed to pass except through the custom-houses. 

All nierchandi.se or products of our foreign trade attempted to be 
passed outside the customs offices shall be considered as contiaband 
and seized. 

Art. 4. One year after the promulgation of the present law the 
Executive may, in his option, aliolish the duties on vessels calling at 
the ports where he might deem it necessary. 

Bull. No. 2—05-11 
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The customs duties shall continue to be assessed at the rate of 500 
feet in the case of mahof^any wood, 2,(XK> feet as to logwood, and 500 
pounds of cotton per cask. 

Art. 5. No vessel ina^' unload or complete her cargo except in the 
ports open to foreign trade or enjoying the right of call. 

If a vessel takes or completes cargo in a port of call, it must pro¬ 
ceed, for the purpose of clearance, to the port of the financial district 
open to foreign trade. 

Art. 0. Foreign or Ilaitien seagoing vessels are not allowed, under 
Ijonalty of a tine of from 5U0 to 1,0(X) piastet'n in mono}' of legal ten¬ 
der, to anchor along the coasts, save in case of an accident or of 
uncontrollable circumstances. 

Any vessel caught in the act of unloading or loading goods or wares 
along the coast shall l>c confiscated and sold by the judicial authorities 
as well as the goods or wares. 

Art. 7. Any attempt or undertaking purporting to avoid the duties 
due to the State shall be investigated, prosecuted, and punished accord¬ 
ing to law. 

The statute of limitation shall apply on the expiration of five years. 
Art. 8. Attempts or acts of smuggling under threat of arms shall be 

liable to the penalties laid down in Articles 32(5, 327, and 328 of the 
Penal Code. 

Art. 9. Every ship used in smuggling shall be liable to a tine of 
from 5(X) to 1,000 jHOHten* in money of legal tender, and the goods or 
provisions shall bo seized, forfeited, and sold by the judicial authorities. 

This shall also be the case in regard to vessels when the value of the 
articles .seized exceeds 1,000 gonnles, and the offenders or persons con¬ 
cerned in the fraud shall be sentenced by an imprisonment of from 
one to five years. 

Art. 10. Any person abetting smuggling and having knowingly 
received on de|X)sit or bought smuggled goods or wares shall be 
arrested, tried, and sentenced to an imprisonment of from six months 
to two years and to a tine of from 100 to 500 piniftem in money of 
legal tender. 

Art. 11. a merchant convicted of smuggling shall forfeit his license 
to trade. 

Art. 12. The customs officials remain authorized to .search, if neces¬ 
sary, persons coming ashore from seagoing or coasting vessels, and to 
conti.scate as being smuggled any goods found upon them. 

The contraveners shall be arrested, tried, and sentenced to an 
impri.sonment of from six months to two years and to a tine of from 
10b to pimter8 in money of legal tender. 

Art. 13. The net proceeds of the .sale of seized and confiscated goods 
'or ve.ssels shall l)e divided into two ecpial shares between the State and 
those who denounced the fraud or captured the vessel. 
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Art. 14. Proceedings against contraveners of these provisions shall 
be taken by the public prosecutor of the district, in exercise of his 
special powers, before the proper courts, either on the requisition of 
the customs directors or officials or on the requisition of the authorities 
charged with the police, or even de officio. 

Art. 15. Dutiable goods shall all stand as security’ for the duties 
leviable thereon. 

Art. 16. No exemption from duD' shall be granted saw in .cases 
determined by the law, and in those cases the exempted articles shall 
pay the charges for certificate, wharfage, and stamp. Supplies 
imported by third parties for deliver}’ to the Government shall be 
subject to the customs duties like all other goods. 

Art. 17. The State shall not be responsible for accidents arising 
from uncontrollable circumstances, or for damage and deterioration 
suffered by the goods prior to their entry in the depots or during the 
time they lie at the customs. 

It shall only be accountable for subtractions of goods occurring 
between the time of their examination by the customs and the issue of 
the clearance certificate. 

The weighing halls, whether for imports or exports, can in no case 
be used as depots. 

Art. 18. Sailing vessels are only allowed to take cargo for one 
single port in Haiti. 

Art. 19. Rum, tafia, sirup, molasses, raw and clayed sugar are pro-' 
hibited to be inqx)rted; they shall be forfeited and sold on account of 
the State, and all obscene works or objects shall likewise be confiscated 
and burned. 

Art. 20. The agents of steamers and the consignees of sailing ves¬ 
sels are responsible for the fines incurred by the master. 

TITLK II. 

CONSULS. 

Art. 21. No ]ierson is allowed to be a consul for Haiti if he is a 
forwarding agent. 

Art. 22. The consular appointments in towns or sea[)orts exceeding 
50,000 inhabitants are to be exclusively tilled by p(*r.sons of Haitian 

I nationality. 
Consulates in the West Indies shall, however, l)e conducted by Hai¬ 

tians, irrespective of the number of people. 
Art. 23. The consuls shall certify bills of lading, manifests, invoiced, 

and other documents relating to the clearance of vessels. These docu¬ 
ments must be made out in four original copies. 

In ports where there is no consul for Haiti the documents shall be 
verified by a notary public or a justice of the peace. 
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Art. 24. will send by every vessel to the Secretary of State 
for Finance and Coiuinerce duplicate invoices and manifests certified t 
to by them, and every month a detailed statement of goods and other c 
products of Haiti making up the export shipments, with specitication i 
of the ports of clearance of the vessel, quality at»d quantity of gootls, s 
and names of shippers. Consuls in neighboring islands and ports 
shall be required to furnish to the Secretary of State for Finance a 
monthly statement showing in detail the cargo of all ships or craft of 
Haiti that have arrived in their ports, and specially report those which 
have landed wares from Haiti or which are suspected of fraud. 

.\rt. 25. Consuls are bound, under penalty of dismissal, to notify, 
under special cover and by each vessel, both to the Secretary of State ' 
for Finance and C’ommerce and to the Administrator of Finance at the ^ 
place of destination, the number of bills of lading to order certified by ^ 
them, and to indicate the marks, counter marks, numbers, and weight 
of each package and the names of the agents who are to receive them. j 

Art. 20. Consuls are required to communicate the provisions of 
the present law to persons concerned, on application. ^ 

Art. 27. They shall refuse to certify such manifests and bills of ^ 
lading as do not comply with the requirements of the law. I

Art. 28. All goods consigned from abroad to a port in Haiti must ^ 
be accompanied by a bill of lading; should a portion of the cargo In;

Art. 29. The bill of lading shall state in full: Name of consignor, 
name and address of consignee, name and residence of the master, 
name and tonnage of the ship, place of departure, and of destination. ^ 
It shall express the freight expenses, nature, gross weight or volume 
of the goods, and show in the margin the marks and numbers on the " i 
packages. j j 

Art. 30. The bill of lading shall be numbered in serial order, which ; j 
is to be repeated on the consular manifest, and the consul shall open a 
register where he shall enter the number opposite the names of con- ( 
signor and consignee.

Art. 31. Each package is to clearly bear the consignee’s initials, a , 

special numl>er, and the weight of the goods, if dutiable, according to |

Art. 32. The consul shall refuse to certify any bill of lading on ^ 
which more than one package is indicated under the same number. j 

. Art. 33. The bill of lading and invoice to order must state the name 
of the deputy or agent to whom the package is to be delivered. j 
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Art. 34. The absence of the bill of lading will involve forfeiture of 
the goods and render the master liable to a fine of 1(K) piasters in money * 
of legal tender; this penalty shall be inflicted by the correctional court 
in exercise of their special powers, and the consignees shall be respon¬ 
sible for the amount of the fine. 

TITLE IV. 

INVOICE. 

Art. 35. All goods forwarded to Haiti are required to be accompa¬ 
nied by an invoice. 

Art. 36. This invoice will indicate the marks, countermarks, and 
numbers on and quantity of the packages, the detailed contents of each, 
the price of the goods, the freight, expenses, and port of shipment. It 
must be a literal reproduction of the consignor’s books. 

In case the goods are to order, the words “ to order” shall be inserted 
in lieu of the consignee’s name. 

Art. 37. Every invoice presented to the consul’s certification shall 
contain at foot the following declaration to be signed before a commis¬ 
sioner or any other duly authorized jierson: 

“I affirm that this invoice is the faithful and true expression of the 
truth, that it agrees with my books in every particular, that no alter¬ 
ation has been made in the usual description, in the weight, quality, 
or quantity of the articles therein specified.” 

Art. 38. I'he absence of the invoice shall render the package liable 
to be sent back. 

Art. 39. In (;ase of dispute between the consignor and consignee, 
the invoice certified to by the consul shall alone be accepted as evi¬ 
dence before the court. 

TITLE V. 

ship’s manifest. 

Art. 40. Any vessel coming from abroad with or without cargo 
must be provided with a manifest issued in four copies, signed by the 
master, made up and visaed by the Haitian consul, notary public, or 
justice of the peace, as above provided. 

Art. 41. The manifest shall indicate names of consignors; names 
of consignees; number of packages; marks, countermarks, and num¬ 
bers on the packages; volume of each package; nature of the goods; 
weight, if the goods are dutiable according to weight. 

It shall also state names of the deputies who are to receive the 
packages to order. 

Ship’s provisions must appear on the manifest, under penalty of 
forfeiture. 

Art. 42. The master is bound to mention in the manifest, before 
presenting it to the customs authorities, any packages appearing on 
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bills of lading which have not been shipped or which have been 
thrown overboard during the vo3’age. Goods not shipped and duly 
described may be loaded on another vessel, whose manifest is to con- 
biin a note to the effect that such goods were not embarked in the 
vessel in the manifest of which they originally’ appeared. 

Art. 43. Four copies of the manifest for steamers may’ be required 
for each port of destination. 

Art. 44. Masters or their representatives shall at the time the mani¬ 
fests are to be viseed take the following oath, which shall be written 
by’ the consul at foot of the manifest: 

“I swear that this manifest contains exactly’ the packages loaded on 
board my ship; that the ([uantities are in conformity with those appear¬ 
ing in the bills of lading. 

“I declare to accept any penalties I might incur for infringing the 
customs law. 

“In witness whereof I sign the present manifest.” 

Art. 45. The absence of the manifest will involve the return of the 
cargo abroad and render the master liable to a penalty’ of 500 

in money of legal tender to be pronounced by the customs and for 
which the consignee will be held responsible. 

TITLE VI. 

ENTRY OF SHU'S. 

Art. 46. No person other than the pilot, the medical officer of the 
port, and the customs officials can board an incoming trading vessel, 
until the formalities provided by law have been complied with. 

Art. 47. The pilot shall deliver to the master a l>ook conbiining all 
the provisions of the present law in regard to the duties of masters. 

The heads of port traffic are reejuired, under penalty’of dismis.sal, to 
enforce execution of the foregoing rules. 

Art. 48. As soon as the vessel arrives, the Director of Customs shall 
designate a comptroller and an employee who are to go on board, 
assisted by’ the interpreter and the head of the port tniffic. They shall 
call upon the master to produce the manifests, bills of lading, and cus¬ 
toms receipts, and shall seal down the hatchways in the case of a sailing 
ves.sel. They’shall draw up a re^iortof the application of the .seals and 
also an inventory’ of such goods as could not be put into the hold, 
obtain the master's signatui’e thereto, and forward the papers without 
delay’ to the Director of Customs, together with the other documents 
enumerated above. 

Art. 49. The Director of Customs shall sign the manifests, bills of 
lading, and customs receipts, and add the day and hour when delivered 

' to the interpreter. 
Art. 50. The master shall be allowed twenty-four hours to make 
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his declaration of entry, and for that purpose he shall be accompanied 
to the custom-house by the consignee. lie shall, in the presence of 
the Director of Customs, the comptroller, and interpreter, submit his 
ship’s articles showing the ship’s tonnage, and shall make the follow¬ 
ing declaration, which is to be registered and to be signed by him 
together with the consignee and the above-named officials: 

“ I declare to submit to the laws of the country and to any penalties 
I might incur for infringing the said laws.” 

Akt. 51. If within forty-eight hours of his arrival, a master fails to 
make his declaration of entry and he desires to leave again for a foreign 
country, he shall pai’ an anchorage due of 25 pianten's in money of 
legal tender, without prejudice to the port dues. 

TITLE VII. 

UNLOADING. 

Art. 52. No .sailing vessel can begin to unload until the interpreter’s 
report and the Customs Director’s order to remove the seals have lieen 
delivered. 

In case the seals are not found intact, the master will render himself 
liable to articles 207 and 214 of the penal code. 

Art. 53. The Director of Customs shall designate an employee to 
receive the packages on the wharf. 

This employee shall keep a register and enter therein eveiy da}* in 
letters and ciphers the quantity of unloaded packages, with their 
marks, countermarks, and numbers. This register shall lie closed 
after each discharge, and signed by the employee, the consignee, 
agent, or representative. 

Art. 54. No launch, barge, or other craft may approach the wharves 
and other landing places without permission of the Director of Customs. 

In case of conti-avention, the offenders shall be reported to the head 
of the port traffic, who will have them arrested. They shall be tried 
and sentenced to an imprisonment of from a fortnight to a month, and 
to a tine of from 25 to 100piasters in money of legal tender. 

Art. 55. Every package entered on the manifest and unloaded 
shall pa}' the duties, and the master shall be liable to a fine of KM) 
pia«terx in money of legal tender, the consignee being held responsi¬ 
ble, save in a duly proved ca.se of uncontrollable circumstances. This 
tine shall not be applied in the case of steamers if the agent proves 
that the package has not been landed, and undertakes that it shall be 
sent back within a month and that its identity shall be verified. 

After that limit the duties paid shall be forfeited to the State. 
Art. 56. Agents of .steamers are required, under penalty of 500 

piaxters in money of a legal tender, to deliver to the Director of Cus¬ 
toms within twenty-four hours of the landing of the goods, a list of 
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the undischarged packages, stating marks, countermarks, and numbers 
thereon. 

Art. 57. After sailing vessels have been unladen, the Director of 
Customs shall designate a comptroller and an employee who, with the 
assistance of the interpreter, and of the head of the port traffic, shall 
proceed to inspect the ship, so as to satisfj’^ themselves that all the 
goods have been landed. 

Cxoods found on board, not being for the use of the crew, shall be 
seized and forfeited, and the master shall be liable to a tine of from 
50 to 200 ptasters in money of legal tender. 

The vessel shall be gauged according to the method established by 
law. 

A report in duplicate of each of the above operations shall be drawn 
up on a stamped paper of 35 centimes. These reports shall be signed 
by the master, and the above-named officials and employees, to be 
immediately delivered to the Director of Customs. 

TITLE VIII. 

DECLARATION. 

Art. 58. Within twenty-four hours of the arrival of the ship, Sun¬ 
days and holidays excepted, the consignees or importers of goods 
shall deliver to the interpreter at the same time as the bills of lading 
and invoices, an import declaration in accordance with the same 
documents. 

If, however, the importer detects an error in his invoice he shall be 
at liberty to make a note to that effect at the foot of his declaration. 
The interpreter shall mention the fact in his manifest. In that ca.se 
the examination shall take place as if for goods sent back abroad, but 
no fine will be applied. 

The said declaration shall include all packages, whether landed or 
not, appearing in the bill of lading. 

The consignee or agent of the ship must deliver within the same 
time a declaration of the quantity of imported casks, made out on a 
stamped paper of 35 centimes. 

Art. 59. The declaration must be without erasures or interlinea¬ 
tions, on a 'ih-centime stamp, and indicate name of the vessel, place 
of shipment, date of arrival, name of consignee, name of addressee of 
the goods, and number on the bills of lading. 

The following memorandum shall be made by the importer at the 
foot of his declaration: 

“I affirm that the present declaration agrees with the goods which 
I have received.” 

Art. 60. If, on the arrival of the ship, an importer should not have 
received his documents, he may request the Administration of Finance, 
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on a Z^-Ointiwe stamp, permission to import his jjoocis, sui)ject to an 
undertakinj^ to deliver the documents as soon as they arrive. 

The Administrator of Finance shall comply with that re(juest, pro¬ 
vided the documents exist in the consular dispatches. He will imme¬ 
diately hand them to the interpreter to enable him to make his 
manifest. Failinjj, the importer delivering his documents within one 
month, he shall be liable to a tine of 1<K) (jourden in mone\’ of legal 
tender. 

.\kt. fit. The denominations adopted in the tariff are the only ones 
to be used in making out the declarations. 

Articles not specitied shall be designated under the description gen¬ 
erally admitted in trade. 

Aut. (!2. Under penalty of being null and void, the declaration must 
l)e signed b}' a licensed inport merchant or his duly authorized rep¬ 
resentative. 

Exception is made only in regard to goods and elfects contained in 
travelers’ trunks. 

Art. An importer declaring as one single package several cases 
or bales bound together in a conspicuous manner, without indicating 
the number, shall be liaf)le to a tine of 50 (jourdeK in monev of legal 
tender. 

Art. 04. The absence of declaration will entail the return of tho 
packages abroad. 

TITLE IX. 

INTERPRETKR S MANIFEST. 

Art. 05. The interpreter shall check the authenticity of the invoices 
and bills of lading, compare the .same with the ship’s manifests and 
declarations, and draw up his own manifest. 

Art. 06. The manife.st shall indicate the name of the ship, its 
nationalit}', tonnage, place whence proceeding, date of arrival, name 
of master and of consignee, and aggregate amount of the invoices. 

At the top of each of the declarations u.sed for drawing up the mani¬ 
fest shall be placed the name of the importer and the number of his 
bill of lading. 

Art. 07. The interpreter shall enter de officio for export in the 
name of the deputy or agent de.signated in the ship’s manifest such 
packages to order as have not been declared within the legal limit of 
time. 

Art. 68. Before concluding and signing his manifest, the interpreter 
shall get each importer to initial the portion concerning him. 

Art. 69. The manifest must be delivered to the customs by the 
interpreter within forty-eight hours of the ship’s entiy. 

Art. To. No addition, subtraction, or other alteration can be made in 
the manifest after it has been controlled and signed by the Director of 
Customs and the Administrator of Finance. 
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Art. 71. The interpreter shall make two copies of the original man¬ 
ifest which is to remain at the customs, and the Director shall transmit 
them to the ^Minister of Finance and to the Administrator. 

Aut. 72. Under penalt}" of dismissal, the interpreter shall he held 
responsible for the nonfulfillment of the rules laid down in the present I 
title. 

. TITLE X. 

EXAMINATION. 

Art. 73. The Administrator of Finance shall immediately control 
the manifest and issue an order to examine. Customs are not allowed 
to begin any operation until they have received this order. ' 

When the Administrator has doubts as to all or part of the manifest 
he is required to attend the examinations personal!}’. 

Art. 74. There shall be opened in the custom-houses registers with 
counterfoils intended for the recording of examination permits. The 
sheets of such books shall be impressed with a stamp of 10 
and divided into two parts by a tally bearing the name of the custom-! 
house where the examination takes place. 

One of the parts—the tally—shall contain the request for examina-; 
tion and the name of the vessel, port of shipment, date of arrival, air 
description of the packages, with their marks, countermarks, and! 
numbei’s: the whole being dated and signed by the importer or hi 
duly authorized agent. 

The other part, which shall constitute the permit and which shall be; 
signed by the Director of Customs, shall contain all the summary indi-i 
cations of the tally and the particulars mentioned in article 78. 

Art. 75. Every rcipiest for examination entered in the register shall| 
have a numlier, to be repeated on the permit, and the examination shalll 
take place in the order of entry of these requests. 

Art. 76. Every examination shall, under penalt}’ of being null ar 
void, be made by a comptroller and the Director of Customs, or a 
emj)loyee designated by him; but this official shall be required t 
attend in case a difference between the invoice and the content of 
])ackage has been pointed out in the manifest. 

At the top of a permit the designation shall be entered on the talk 
The Director of Customs may always proceed to a counter examin’ 

tion. 
Art. 77. The examination shall take place in the custom-hoi 

buildings and in public, so as to be controlled by aiu’one. 
Art. 78. The examination permit shall mention the name of the si,' 

and of the importer, the number of his bill of lading, the marks, cou 
termarks, and numbers of each package; the kind, quality, and wid 
of the goods, number of pieces, measure of each, weight, if the mu; 
chandise is dutiable according to weight, and generally all particulii 
of a nature to justify the tax levied. 
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Art. 79. The examination shall he entered on the permit and regis¬ 
ter of examination at once, package after package, as the operation 
proceeds, then closed and certified by the comptroller and employee, 
who are to sign it together with the importer. Each examined pack¬ 
age shall bear in bold U’pe the word examined, written in ink. 

Art. so. (roods which have been regularly declared, but the importer 
of which has failed to reipiest their examination within ten da3'sof the 
delivery of the manifest, shall be examined de officio, and on a simple 
warmnt in the presence of the Administrator of Finance. 

Art. 81. The examination of goods liable to be returned abroad can 
only take place, provided the unporter has first furnished the Adminis¬ 
trator of Finance with a declaration supported bj- the documents men¬ 
tioned in article 59. The Administrator will have this declai-ation 
registered and designate one of his emplo^’ees to check the examina¬ 
tion. The quantities found in excess shall be liable to double dutj". 

Art. 82. (roods sent back abroad shall be liable to a tine of 20 
per cent on the amount of the duties assessed, without i^rejudice to 
additional duties. 

Art. 83. (roods liable to be returned abroad, for which the exami¬ 
nation has not been applied within twentj'-one da3’s of their arrival, 
shall be examined de officio and come under the provisions of articles 
82 and 84. 

Art. 84. (roods examined de officio shall be liable to a tine of 50 
gourdes in mone3’ of legal tender. 

Art. 85. All undeclared packages, casks, bales, etc., shall be seized, 
confiscated, and sold bv auction. All articles found in excess in the 
packages, bales, or casks shall be liable to double dut3'. 

This shall also bo the case in regard to articles declared for others 
chargeable with loss rates of dut3’. 

All prohibited articles shall be seized and forfeited for the benefit 
of the State. 

One-half of the double duties and of the net proceeds of the sale of 
seized and forfeited goods shall be distributed among the customs 
employees or other persons who discovered or reixu’ted the infractions. 

TITLE XI. 

KEKXRORTATIOX. 

Art. 86. Goods intended for reexportation shall be declared as pro¬ 
vided in Title VIII. The3’ .shall be entered in the interpreter's mani¬ 
fest, bound up, sealed, and stored in a customs depot, at the risks of 
the consignee. 

The3’ shall not be allowed to remain there l)e3’ond six months, and 
prior to their shipment the consignee shall pay 1 gourde per package 
by way of storage due, without prejudice to wharfage. 
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Oil the expiration of this limit, the goods shall 1h' examined de officio 
and sold by auction, after being advertised at the principal door of the 
custom-house during fifteen days, and a notice to the consignee pub¬ 
lished in the ’'‘‘Journal ({picul.'' 

This notice shall be given on the retpiisition of the administrator. 
After the duties and other expenses have been discharged, the bal¬ 

ance shall be deposited at the Treasury to the order of the consignee, 
and it shall be forfeited to the public account on the expiration of 
three years. 

Apt. S7. The consignee of the goods cleared for reex])ort who inav 
desire to deliv^er the goods for consumption must make an application 
to the Administrator of Finance, who will order their inspection for 
export. 

TITLE XII.

Art. SS. Damage done to goods shall be declared by the consignee 
at latest within twenty-four hours after landing, and be ascertained 
by the Director of Customs, the Government Commissioner, and three 
licensed merchants in Haiti. 

The report shall be drawn up and forwarded to the Administrator 
of Finance, who shall order the sale. Such .sale shall be by auction, 
and take place in the presence of this official, the Government Com¬ 
missioner, the Director of Customs, and a comptroller.

The Director of Customs shall refuse the declamtion 
“'Phat 1 intend to ship” made by any exporter who fails to produce I 
to him his final receipt five days after the departure of the vessel. |

CLEARANCE OF SHIFS AND DUTIES PAYABLE THEREON. i 

Art. 118. hA’ery steamer may proceed to sea immediately after 
unloading or loading. Everv sailing vessel must, before leaving the 
port, be provided with a clearance certificate issued by the Customs. 

The master, accompanied by his consignee, shall attend at the 
custom-house, exhibit his bills of lading when he has a cargo, and ^ 
swear under oath that the quantity of goods indicated on such bill of 
lading agrees with what is on board. 

Art. 119. The said clearance certificate shall state names of the vessel 
and master, the port of departure and destination, the (juantity of 
goods and products, the marks, countermarks, and number of the bags, 
jiackages, or casks, or indicate whether the vessel .sailed in ballast. 

Art. 120. The head of the port traffic shall, on prcnluction of the 
clearance certificate, issue to the master permission to sail. 

Art. 121. The agents and consignees of ships are responsible for the 
watch, pilot, and sanitary inspection dues, fountain and tonnage 
charges payable under the present law, as well as all charges affecting 
the ship. 

Art. 122. The tonnage due is at the rate of 1 gourde^ irrespective 
of additional duties, per ton of goods imported by steamer and 1 
gourde per ton gross for sailing vessels. 
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Ships in ballast arc liable to the tonnage dues. 

The ton for steamers shall be determined by the weights or measure¬ 

ments which served to regulate the freight; the ton for sailing vessels 

shall be ascertained according to the mode established b}' law'. 

Art. 123. The legal ton equals 2^000 “ pesants,” or 42 cubic feet, 

French measure. 
TITLK XIX. 

TRANSIT. 

Art. 124. Transit trade is permitted through all the ports open to 

foreign trade. 

Art. 125. The application to send goods in transit shall be made to 

the customs in the place of arrival on a Z^-emtime stamp and previous 

to the prepamtion of the manifest by an import merchant. 

It shall be registered and be signed bi’ the importer, the Director of 

Customs, and a comptroller. 

Art. 126. The authority to effect the transit of goods shall not be 

granted unless the application is accompanied by the bills of lading 

and invoices of the packages. 

Art. 127. The Director of Customs shall allow' the shipment on a 

coasting trader and draw up, on a \0-centlme stamp, a report contain¬ 

ing the name of the ship and marks, numbers, sizes, and quantiti' of 

the packages. 

Three copies of this report shall be made on plain pa|)er and for¬ 

warded to the Minister of Finance, to the Administrator, and to the 

Chamber of Audits. 

Art. 128. The packages in transit shall be entered on the clearance 

certificate of the coasting vessel. 

Art. 12b. The packages shall be bound up and sealed on the day of 

their discharge and the seals shall be verified at the time of shipment, 

under the responsibility of the Director of Customs, who w’ill have a 

debenture certificate made out. 

The shipper, under a penalty of a fine of 200 piaxters in money of a 

legal tender, shall, within a fortnight, bring back to the customs of 

the port of shipment said delienture certificate canceled by the customs 

in the port of destination. 

The Director of Customs of the port of destination shall transmit 

said delienture certificate to the director of customs at the place of 

shipment.

Art. 131. The invoices, bills of lading, and debenture certificate 

shall be addressed to the Director of Customs of the port of destina¬ 

tion under sealed cover and intrusted direct to the master.

of incoming and outgoing coasting ships, with dates of arrival and 
departure, names of the vessel and master, place of destination, wares, 
merchandise, or products making up the cargo. 

The administrator shall order such list to be examined and checked, 
and at the end of the quarter he will prepare a genend statement of 
the coasting trade movement, which he w’ill forward to the Minister 
of Finance and Commerce. 

Akt. 142. Coasting traders are exempt from tonnage and port dues. 

TITLK XXI. 

CONTROL. 

Akt. 143. A service of control is established in all the custom¬ 
houses of the Republic. 

Art. 144. The inspectors and comptrollers, whether called upon to 
do so or not, are bound to attend all customs o|x?ratious. They shall 
specially control the service of accounts. 

Art. 145. These officials shall be liable to the full penalties of the 
law in case they overl<x)k their duties and obligations. 

TITLE XXII. 

ACCOl'NTS. 

Art. 146. The service of the accounts established in the custom¬ 
houses of the Republic is placed under the orders of chiefs of office. 
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Under penalty of losing part of his salary, of suspension or dis¬ 
missal, for every month’s dehi}', the chief of office is required to pre¬ 
sent to the comptroller his accounts for the month, within a fortnight 
of its expiration. 

These penalties also apph" to the employees placed under the orders 
of the chief of office when it is proved that they are the cause of the 
delay. 

Those accounts shall be kept in double entr}'. 
The Director of Customs will order the keeping of all books pre¬ 

scribed by the present lav,’, and of all others which may be found to 
be indispensable. 

Art. 147. The customs books shall be marked and initialed by 
the Administrator of Finance. 

Art. 148. The service of accounts is distinct from that of examina- 
ti ui. No clerk of the former can be designated to examine goods. 

Art. 149. The Director of Customs shall, under penalty of dis¬ 
missal, forward the accounts of each month within forty days of its 
expiration to the Secretarj’ of State for Finance, to the Administrator, 
and to the Chamber of Audits. 

Art. 150. The accounts of each month shall include all vessels 
which came in during that month. 

In case of infraction of this rule, the chief of office shall incur one 
of the penalties provided in Article 140. 

TITLE XXIII. 

COMMISSION OF APPRAISERS. 

Art. 151. A commission consisting of three appraisers is hereby 
instituted, to act for the Ministry of Finance and Commerce. 

The commission shall examine all disputes as to the kind, cpiality, 
evaluation, and duty of merchandise. 

Their decisions shall not be open to appeal. 
Art. 152. Claims shall be addressed to the Administrator of Finance, 

who will transmit them to the Commission of Appraisers. 
The claim neither suspends the application nor the payment of 

duties. 
A refund certificate shall be immediately issued in case a decision is 

I 
rendered favorable to the claimant. 

Art. 153. The Commission shall submit to the Administrator of 

Finance the specimens as to which they arc called upon to adjudicate, 
and their decisions shall be inserted in the ^‘‘Journal OjficieP' and 
shall be adopted as a rule in similar cases. 

TITLE XXIV. 

NATURALIZATION. 

Art. 154. No vessel can become national unless the ownership 
thereof has been transferred to a subject of Haiti under Notarial Act, 

0 
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ill accordance with Article 134 and others, as provided for in the 
present law. 

Art. 155. The vessel whose naturalization is applied for must be 
measured and pa}' the tonnage dues, according to requirements of 
Article 122, 

Art. 156. The owner of the ship shall furnish the Director of Cus¬ 
toms with the following declaration: “I (name, profession, residence) 
swear and ailirm that (name of vessel, Avith indication of the port to 
which it belongs) is a (kind and description of the ship, according to a 
certificate of the Aleasurement Commission) has been built abroad 
(set out the sale, Avith date and name of officer before whom the deed 
Avas passed; if it has been seized, confiscated, or lost on the coast state 
the place, the date of judgments); that 1 am the sole OAvner of the said 
ship or jointly Avith (name, profession, and residence of the party in 
intci'cst) and that no other person has any right, title, interest, share, 
or projiierty therein; that 1 am a subject of Haiti, as Avell as the above 
named partners (if any).” 

Art. 157. The application for naturalization, accompanied by the 
report of the Aleasurement Commission, receipt for tonnage dues, and 
the declaration above quoted shall be forAvarded to the Secretary of 
State for Finance and Commerce, together Avith all the documents 
relating to the ship. 

Art. 158. The natunilization certificate shall be issued on a stamped 
paper of 4 yom'den, supplied by the OAA uer of the ship. 

It shall contain the various particulars of the declaration, the date 
and number of the receipt shoAving the payment of the naturalization 
fees. 

Art. 159. Haitian Aossels must be manned by officers and half of 
the crcAV of Haitian nationality. 

Art. 160. EA'cry Haitian Avho shall be convicted of having lent his 
name to a foreigner, for the purpose of naturalizing a ship, shall lie 
summoned before the Correctional Court and condemned to the pay¬ 
ment of a fine of 2,000 gourdes in money of legal tender; the same 
judgment shall pronounce the nullity of the naturalization and shall 
be published in the Jfoniteur OfficieV^ of the Republic. 

Art. 161. In case a certificate of naturalization should be lost, the 
owner of the vessel can apply for a copy, subject to paying the inci¬ 
dental expenses. 

8URTAXKS. 

Art. 162. Until otherwise ordered the surtaxes on importation, 
namely, 50 per cent, 33tt per cent, and that of 25 per cent in gold 
levied by the laAv dated September 20, 1901 are maintained, as

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well as the export surtaxes of 20 per cent and 10 per cent, subject to 
special laws in force relating to certain products. 

SPECIAL I'KOVISIOXS. 

Art. lO;}. The Superior Administration reserves the exclusive right 
to publish the present law and tariffs thereunto annexed. 

Art. lG-1. The present law repeals all laws and provisions of 
law inconsistent therewith. It shall be enforced at the instance of 
the Secretary of State for Finance and Commerce.

REDUCTION OF DUTY ON WHEAT. 

The President of the Republic decreed on June 27, IhOo, that to 
avoid the injurv which might accrue to the need)’^ classes through the 
increase of price in wheat in the domestic markets, and in exercise of 
the power granted to the Executive by article 2 of the budget law of 
May 21, 1904: 

‘‘Sole article. Wheat imported through the custom-houses of the 
Republic from this date until August 31 next, inclusive, will be sub¬ 
ject to a duty of 1..W pesos per lOO kilograms gross weight.’’ 

The ordinary import duty on wheat is 5 cents per kilogram gros.s, 
or $5 per KiO kilogi-.uns gross.

BONDED WAREHOUSES OF MEXICO. 

The following interesting paper is published as supplementary to 
the notice appearing in the Monthly Bulletin for June, 1905, cov¬ 
ering a report made by various consular officers throughout Latin 

i 
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America, in regard to landed warehouses and storage facilities in the 
countries in reference. The paper was furnished the Bureau hy Mr. 
A. VoLXEY Foster, and shows the immense possibilities of well-directed 
enterprise along the line indicated: 

“The most remarkable condition has existed in Mexico regarding 
goods imported into that country. Al)out 80 |)er cent of such import 
business belongs to the United States. The business is very consider¬ 
able, yet 75 j)er cent of it is in the hands of less than fifty concerns in 
this country. 

“And why does this condition exist? It is due, first, to the general 
ignomnce regarding Mexico and doubt regarding the stability of the 
Government, and, secondly, the fluctuations in the currency of that 
country. A comparatively few enterprising companies in the United 
States, appreciating the importance of the Mexican market, sent their 
agents to Mexico and organized branches there or secured reputable 
representatives. This was done at considerable expense. The policy 
was bold and aggressive, but in nearh' every instance the Mexican field 
has been immensely profitable to such pioneers of commerce. 

“In instances where these concerns did not maintain their own agents 
in the Republic they were generally shrewd enough to form contracts 
with the principal distributing houses of the Republic, securing exclu¬ 
sive representation in their |mrticular line. Innwrts from the United 
States have multiplied many times in the last decade, A’et owing to the 
contracts which these concerns had made with large distributers, trade 
continued to remain in their hands, the old jobbing houses in Mexico 
having prospered greatly and few’ new jobbers having l)een organized. 
Under these conditions the American pioneers were almost exempt 
from competition at home in the Mexican field. 

“ In the winter of 1901 the Almacenes Generales de Deposito de 
Mexico y Vera Cruz (the General Bonded Warehouse Company of 
Mexico and Veracruz) was organized as a quasi public institution 
under Government supervision, having permission from the Govern¬ 
ment to occupy a Government dock in the port of Veracruz and a 
portion of the Government custom-house in Mexico City. Liberal 
concession was given the company, extending to them the privilege 
of bonding goods, advancing funds on goods deposited, and to do a 
general commission and banking business. The quasi public nature 
of the enterprise is indicated by the fact that the Government fixes 
maximum rates for warehousage and commissions, and provides for 
the submittal of all accounts and vouchers at regular intervals to the 
Department of Finance. 

“So much for a general sketch of the organization. 
“The company now stands as the most ix)tent’ factor toward the 

admittance of new American concerns in the Mexican field where it 
was before practically inqwssible. 
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“The Aniei’ican .shipper before IhOl would .send his }ij;ent to Mexico 
onl}’ to tind his coniinditor .so stronj^ly intrenched that he could with 
difliculty secure a reputable representative. Now, however, the 
Bonded Warehou.se Company faeilitates and makes possible his foot¬ 
hold. lie can .send .samples to the company, which will Im; j)ut on 
exhibition at a place especially designed for that puri)ose, and said 
samples may remain upon exhibition for a period of two years without 
the pa3’ment of import dut\’ and at the end of that time may be reex¬ 
ported without the payment of import dut^'. The coinpau}' will like¬ 
wise secure reputable agents for him in Mexico. He maj’ consign his 
goods in bond to the Bonded Warehouse Comparn', and the\' may 
remain in the warehouses for a period of oiuM’ear without thepaj’inent 
of dut\', and if said goods have not been .sold the companj'guarantees 
to return them in good condition. Such goods maj' be subdivided 
into small packages and rna}’ be sold from the warehouses from time 
to time. The company under these circumstances will paj' freight and 
dutv and collect warehousage and will then pav the remainder to its 
customers. This method of selling goods in a foreign eountr\’ abso- 
lutel}’ insures the shipper against loss virtue of dishonest}’ on the 
part of its agents. 

“Since the organization of the companv’ in 1901 it has constructed 
nine large tireproof warehou.ses of steel and stone construction in 
Mexico Cit}', and it has borrowed from the Government at least four 
others. At present it occupies a temporary warehouse at Veracruz 
while its large warehouses there are under construction. 'I'lie <’oin- 
pany has a capitalization of ^2,000,0(Xl, fulh’ paid. Its officers are the 
foremost business men of the Republic.'’ 

WHEAT GROWING IN THE BEPUBEIC. 

According to a report made b}- the United States consul at Durango, 
Mexico, the increase in acreage planted and in the (jualiU’ and amount 
of wheat raised during the past few 3'ears has been nottible in Mexican 
agriculture. 

Wheat advanced in j)rice along with other crops with the building 
of railroads, which brought also indu.strial enterpri.ses, and in the 
cities and more livel}’ of the smaller towns there has been springing 
up a middle class of artisans. With increa.se of wages comes a better¬ 
ment of diet, seen, for one thing, in the relativel}’ large consumption 
of meat that was noted in a recent report from this office. An even 
more conspicuous feature of the trend toward social improvement is 
the growth in popularit}’ of white bread. At one time onl}' the rich 
or well to do (generall}’ speaking, the landed proprietors and the 
branches of their families living in the towns) could affortl wheaten 
bread, and tortilh (corn cakes) were u.sed to a large extent on their 
tables. Now the middle clas.ses, and even the poorer people of the 
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towns, whenever unusual work or a bit of good fortune brings them 

in a little nione\' ahead, will dock to the bakeries to buy white bread 

at prices altogether unreasonable, for Hour is, though bad, outra¬ 

geously dear. American rolling-mill machinerj’ has l)een introduced, 

and the grade of flour is l)eing improved slowly, as is the qualit}’ of 

the wheat crop raised. The demand outruns the supplj', however, at 

least in this section of Mexico, and the pressure of good prices is 

driving all the ranch owners to plant more and more wheat each 3’'ear. 

Old wheat has been selling of late in Mexico Cit}’ for $1.5 Mexican 

percarga of 161 kilograms (aliout $1.25 in United States currencj’ per 

bushel of 60 pounds), and a month earlier it was selling for nearlj- 20 

per cent higher. The raiser can safelj’ count on $1 gold per bushel 

for his wheat. 

It is believed bv some that spring wheat can be raised in Mexico 

without irrigation. All the wheat now raised on the arid plateau is 

winter wheat, and must be watered bj" artificial means. It has been 

suggested in various circles of late that bj' deep plowing shortlj’ in 

advance of the rain^’ season the land of this plateau would retain a 

very much larger proportion of the water that now’ so speedily’ seeps 

through it during the rainy’ months, and that spring wheat could be 

successful!}’ raised within ninetj’ davs, if planted at the proper time. 

This yvould increase the size of the crop immediatel}’ and also lead to 

improvements in methods of irrigation. Paul llotfman, a German 

agricultural expert, who has been engaged of late In’ the Mexican 

Government for the purpose of introducing better kinds of fruit, is a 

believer, for one, in this experiment with spring yvheat on the plateau. 

According to a Mexico City periodical, he saj’s that yvheat can be 

planted successfully’ yvherever there is a rainfall of 250 millimeters 

(9.82 inches) per j’ear, if there is natural or other provision for the 

retaining of this yvater near the surface, and he puts the average rain¬ 

fall of the northern part of Mexico at 350 millimeters (13.8 inches) per 

year. 

Another phase of the increased wheat culture of interest to Amer¬ 

ican manufacturers is the demand created for modern thrashing 

machines, of which there w’ere scarcely’ more than half a dozen in the 

whole State of Durango a feyv y’ears ago. Ten or more thrashing 

machines have been bought in this vicinity in the jmst j’ear, and the 

sale for others will, it seems fair to expect, steadily’ and quite rapidly 

increase from now’ on. The manufacturers who have been dealing 

with this market have learned that it is necessary to make the machines 

with a “straw-mangling” attachment, so as to leave the straw in the 

same shape as on the old Mexican thrashing floors for feeding to stock. 

Manufacturers new to the market should study other features which 

are peculiar to it.

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SHIPMENT OF HAWAIIAN SUGAR VIA MEXICO. 

The Anierican-Hawaiian Steamship Company has just closed a con¬ 

tract with the Tehauntepec National Railroad Company, of Mexico, 

through S. Pearson & Co., Limited, of London, the managing direct¬ 

ors, for the transportation of all the business of the steamship company 

between Atlantic and Pacific ports over the railroad, which will be 

completed the latter part of next year. 

The company to a large extent controls the transportation of sugar 

from the islands to the United States, and now has in commission a 

fleet of nine steamers with an aggregate cargo capacity of 75,000 tons. 

With the several entirely' new services planned by the American- 

Hawaiian in operation, a large number of additional ships will be 

needed, and these will be built, purchased, or chartered, as the necessity 

ari.ses. 

The Mexican Government, as is well known, has spent $40,000,000 

in gold on the harbor works of Salina Cruz, the Pacific terminus of 

the Tehauntepec National Railroad, and also has greatly improved the 

facilities at Coatzacoalcos, on the Gulf side. The railroad is being 

etjuipped with heavy rails and the finest of American rolling stock. 

It is believed that no other ports in the world, with ihe possible 

exception of Hamburg, are better equipped for the rapid handling of 

freight of all clas.ses. 

The new services planned by the Anierican-Hawaiian Steamship 

Company are as follows: 

A triangular line from Salina Cruz to San Francisco and Hawaiiu 

ports. 

Full cargoes from Hawaii to Salina Cruz for transportation to New 

York. 

Salina Cruz to San Francisco, carrying New York freight. 

Hawaii to San Francisco, two regular steamers. 

Pacific coast ports and Salina Cruz, carrying New York freight. 

New York to Coatzacoalcos, weekly service. 

New Orleans to Coatzacoalcos. 

The Atlantic-Gulf service will be operated with ves.sels of 8,500 

tons carrying capacity each. 

The American-Hawaiian’s contract with the Tehuantepec Nationil 

Railroad covers the entire period which will elapse between the timt 

of the completion of the railroad and the opening of the Panami 

Canal, whether five years or fifteen. 

The Anierican-Hawaiian Steamship Company handled last year 

between 250,000 and 300,000 tons of Hawaiian sugar; aliout 1(»0,W 

tons were handled by the Southern Pacific. 
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NICARAGUA. 

BAILWAY CONCESSIONS. 

The proposed railway, for which a concession has been granted to a 

California syndicate known as the Nicaragua Finance and Improve¬ 

ment Company, is to consist of a main line from Sahana Grande (a 

small station on the line of railway from Managua to Granada) to 

MatJigalpa and Jinotega. Branches are to be constructed to Esteli 

and to Boaco to connect with the proposed line, now being surveyed 

from San Miguelito, on Lake Nicamgua, to Monkey Point, the only 

really safe and protected harbor on the east coast between Port Limon 

and Bluefields. There is to be a branch from the main line at some 

convenient point to the Rio Grande and from there to Prinzapulca 

Port, about 85 miles above Bluefields Bluflf. 

The mileage of the proposed lines may be summarized as follows: 

Sabana Grande to Jinotega, 139; Matagalpa to Esteli, 40; Tipitapa to 

Boaco, 45; Matagalpa to Rio Grande, 114; Rio Grande to Prinzapulca, 

30; Miguelito and Monkey Point Railwa}', 90; total, 458 miles. Other 

estimates add 25 per cent to the foregoing. 

For the 137 miles of road which the California syndicate is to build 

it receives a bonus of 2,420,000 acres of land from the Nicaraguan 

Government, at present valued at $148,907 gold. 

The income from pas.senger traffic is expected to be very small, and 

the only freight to be depended upon for the present, at least, is the 

coffee crop of .linotegaand Matagalpa, about 4,000 tons annually'. This 

product is now tran.sported in ox carts to designation at an average rate 

of §1 gold per 100 pounds. 

The company has the privilege of generating electricity for use on 

its railways from the Tipitapa Falls, located on Tipitapa River, w’hose 

outlet discharges the waters of Lake Managua into Lake Nicaragua. 

EI.ECTKIC RAILW'AY CONCESSION. 

The company has also an additional concession which gives it the 

exclusive right to construct an electric railway from Managua, or 

Masaya, to Tipitapa, with suburban connections. Tipitapa is now 

connected with Managua by a regular steamboat service on Lake 

Managua, and, as the entire district has not more than 1,500 inhabit¬ 

ants and Managua and Masaya have comparatively no suburbs, it is 

difficult to ascertain where the company expects to derive its income 

from the proposed electric line. 

COLONIZATION AND RAILWAYS. 

Numerous efforts have been made at various times to introduce for¬ 

eign immigration into Central America. In 1865 a German colony 
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was estal)lished at Matina, Costa Kica, and it is said that those who 
survived malaria and other diseases prevalent in tropical climates 
returned to Germany. Another attempt was made by the late Admiral 
liedfoi’d Pirn, who obtained extensive grants of land for the purpose 
at Monkey Point, where preliminary work for the construction of a 
railway' is now being carried on. This also proved unsuccessful, and 
the land reverted to the Nicaraguan Government. 

It is generally believed that the concession for constructing these 
various railway lines through an almost uninhabited country is in 
connection with another scheme to induce foreign immigration. 

At all events, it will readily be seen that the proposed network of 
railways, unless liberally subsidized bj" the Government in a more 
substantial way than by land grants, can have little effect in opening 
up for colonization and agricultural purposes what are now almost 
inac-cessible regions or for the development of its mineral resoui’ces. 

CONTRACT WITH THE EOSMOS STEAMSHIP LINE. 

On April 18, 1905, the Government of Nicaragua made the follow¬ 
ing contract with the Kosmos Steamship Compan}': 

“I. F. WiLLAuo, in the name of the company which he repre¬ 
sents, agrees that the steamers of the company shall carr}' the mails | 
to and from the ports of the Republic situated on the Pacific coast. I 

“II. The steamships .shall receive in the respective ports of the | 
Republic all the mail matter, written or printed, sent from or directed 
to any of the ports of Chile, Peru, Ecuador, Central America, Mexico, 
United States of America, and British Columbia, where said steamers 
stop, delivering and receiving it on board in conformity with the 
postal regulations. 

“III. The steamships shall not receive letters or packages not 
inclosed in mail bags, except in the case of official papers recommended I 
by the Government or communications concerning the business of the 
company. j 

“ IV. The .steamships shall be considered as post-office vessels and 
shall enjoy all the privileges granted to such. f 

“ V'. The st<*amer.s shall load and unload during the hours prescribed 
by the [M>rt regulations, according to the rules of the resp<^ctive ports, j 
but they shall enjoy all the privileges granted to any other steamship 
line. 

“VI. All the .steamships of the company are exempted from the 
payment of all maritime or port dues, including the fiscal duties, as 
well as consular fees or municipal duties, now in force or which may j 
I>c hereaft(!r impo.sed. j 

“ VII. 'Phe company shall have the right to the free transmission of j 
its telegrams over the Government wires when the messages relate to t 
the movementsof the ships, the business thereof, or to freight. In case ) 
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the company should deposit freight in transit in the custom-liouses 
of the Government said freight shall pay 25 per cent less than tho 
published tariff rates, 

“VIII. This iontract shall last two years from the date of its 
approval by the President of the Republic, but it maj’ be terminated 
at an\’ time upon a six months’ written notice by either of the contract- 
ing parties.” 

PANAMA. 

ECONOMIC CONDITIONS IN THE REPUBLIC. 
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The consul-genenil of the United States in the city of Panama, 
under date of May 19, 1905, forwarded to the United States Govern¬ 
ment an interesting statement of the interior condition of the new 
Republic of Panama, in which he sa3’s that the natural resources of the 
Republic of Panama are but little known to the world at large, the 
interest in the monumental project of a transisthmian canal here 
overshadowing them. The work of the Panama Government in open¬ 
ing the countr}- and facilitating the exploitation of its resources b}' 
extended improvements in transportation and communication has not 
been advertised as fulh' as warranted b\’ present accomplishment and 
expected results. Ilarboi’s, highwavs, and railway's and a new cit}’ 
are among the projects to which President Amador has given his 
approval, and upon Avhich work is in progress. At present the cen¬ 
tral provinces of Los Santos, Code, and Veraguas are the fields for 
the greater part of these improvements, for which ^1,050,000 silver 
have been appropriated. 

The harbors of Pescaderias and Puerto) Posada are to be improved, 
so that it will be i)ossible for passengers ajid cargo to be received and 
landed at wharves. With the exception of Panama CiU', the jjort of 
Agua Dulce is at this time the onl^’ harbor on the Pacific where it is 
possible for vessels to discharge and load from piers. 

The project is to have, in the not far distant future, first, good roads, 
and, later, railways, stretching across the ])lains and foothills, through 
the mountain passes, to the Atlanti<‘, and thus develop rich natural 
resources which to-da^' lie dormant. 

Ixmg-abandoned gold mines have recently been relocated, and are 
now worked with protit. The crude methods of the Spaniards were 
only successful where tho mineral veins were most accessible. The 
results obtained by' the use of modern facilities will surpass those 
of the original discoveiTrs. Hecause of the'lack of transportation 
facilities coal and iron have lain undisturbed in the thinks of the hills. 
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A lar{;e area of fine woods will bcconie accessible when Indter cora- 
inuniaition is established. Cocoaimts. coffee, and rubber jrrow wild 
in luxuriance. To cite an example, it is credibly reporti'd that an 
Indian cacique posse^sses li5,000 rubber trees. With the benefits of 
cultivation and transportation to an available market, a rubber crop 
yields a profit of from to ^2 silver per tree. Necessary Indian 
labor can be obtained for about 10 cents silver per tree. 

At the base of tin* hills rollinf^ plains suitable for gra/.in<jf larjfe 
herds of cattle stretch for miles. Flourishinj^ plantations and ranches 
covered this country until abandoned because of a series of disastrous 
revolutions. Now, secure of protection and j)eace, and bettered by 
means of communication, the introduction of capital is certain to he 
followed by most .satisfactory results. 

The ranama (lovernment has appointed Vincent Pkteu.so.v, an’ 
American cnjrineer, to take charge of the development of the interior 
lirovinces. ^Ir. ruTEUsoN has had much experience in mining, rail¬ 
way, and municipal engineering in the United States and Mexico. 
Last Novemlx'r he came to Panama as assistant engineer to the Min¬ 
ister of Public M'orks. He has organized the engineering corps of the 
Republic and .surveyed the boundary line between the Canal Zone and 
the countiw in the vicinity of Panama. No (Jovernment undertaking 
has ever meant so much to the interior of this Republie, whose 
isolated dwellers are now about to i)rofit by the rich advantages at 
their command. 

I'he im\)rovements to the harbor of Piu'i'to Posaua and the highway 
between that place and Penonome are imder way Rasket and rojie 
making and the manufacture of genuine Panama hats are carried on 1 
in this vicinity. The port of Posada will serve as as an outlet for the r 

])roducts of these industries. On tin' far side of PenoiK)me the high- [ 
way will b(‘ continued through mountain passes and over the hills to j; 
the Atlantic. j 

Prom the port of Agua Dnlce to the city of the same name the I 
highway, with its necessary grades and bridges, is practically com- s 
j)h‘ted. This route will be further continued beyond Agua Dulcc to * 
the Santa ^laria River. 'I'he river is to be spanned bv an extensive ; 
steel bridge, the contract for which has been allotted to an American | 
bridge company. I>e3'ond the far side of the Santa Maria River the 
route divides, one branch leading to Chitre, ciipitid of the province of I 
Los Santos, and the other leading toward Santiago, capital of the pro- |- 
vince of Veragmus. Preliminarv surveys of these routes are praeti- “ 
cally completed. Still another highwaj'^ will connect Antom (or Pescn- 
derias) with Agua Dulce, passing through Nata and Pdcri and crossing p 
the route which joins Puerto Posada and Penonome, thereby opening 
'the .surrounding country’ to the intluence of commerce and industry. ^ 
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All these national roads are to he 50 feet wide, and the highway’s, 
as well as all bridges npon them, are to be built with a view to the 
practicability of paralleling them with narrow-gauge railways. 

Midway behveen Agua Dulce and Penonome a .site for a model town 
has been planned. A public plaza, 460 feet .scpiare, is to be the center 
of the town, and around it will be grouped a church, school, (lovern- 
ment and municipal buildings, and a market. This town will Ix^ pro¬ 
vided with a complete system of waterw'orks, electric lights, sewenige, 
and drainage. Plans for these works are open for competition. All 
the necessary preliminaries have been approved by the President of 
the Uepublic. 

ERECTION OF GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS. 

United States Cojisul-Gcneral Lkk reports from Panama, under date 
of June lO, 1005, that propo.sals are .solicited for the complete construc¬ 
tion of the (fovernmcnt palace and national theater in that capital, as 
set forth in the plans executed by (1. N. Uu(J(;ikki, C. E. These plans 
are on view at the ollice of the .secretaiT of public works on week days 
lH'twe(‘n the hours of 2 and 5 o'clock in the afternoon. 

Each bidder must be furnished with indorsements from .some well- 
known tirm which has alnaidy directed or executed works of construc¬ 
tion of some imiHjrtance or magnitude. 'I'he mere fact of being an 
architect or engineer will not be suflicient to admit a bidder to the 
competition. As the personal and daily supervision of the contractor 
is indispen.siible no propo.sals will be consideretl by a contractor who 
already has Government work in hand in another part of the 
Republic uidess, with the consent of the Government, the con¬ 
tractor delegates his work already under way to an etpially com¬ 
petent person. 

Each proposal must be accompanied by (</) a dei)osit of gold 
as a guai-.inty of goinl faith; (/») a detailed .schedule of the undertak¬ 
ing, with the amount of ea(di kind of lalH)r necessary and the unit of 
cost for each, it being understood that the contnict shall be made for 
the sum total of the .said schedule; (<•) a detailed description and 
enumeration of all the systems of rubtdework, floors, roofs, decora¬ 
tions. etc., and all the materials, and the place of origin of all materials, 
which the (contractor prefers and projmses to use in the work, and why 
the systems preferi’cd by the bidder should l>e entered upon the 
schedule of cost instead of other s3'stems; {(I) a declaration to the 
effect that the contractor has carefully studied the plans of the editice 
and is impre.ssed with the importance of the w'ork, as also with the 
monetarj' obligation involvixi; (c) the declaration of a ri^sponsible 
person or business house in Panama who will Ihj resiK)nsible for the 
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sum mentioned in the schedule of cost in case the bidder receives the 
contract. 

The bids (written in Spanish and folded so that onlj' the name of 
the bidder is visible) will be opened on August 31, 1905, at 2 o’clock : 
in the afternoon, and, their contents Ixiing noted, the}’ will be deliv¬ 
ered to a technical commission to be named by the President of the 
Republic. After five days the President will announce the successful 
bidder. The investigation to be made by the technical commission in [ 
order to decide upon the successful bidder will cover the technical | 
capacity and reputation of the bidder, and will also include, above all, 
an exhaustive examination of the proposal and its conditions and the 
sum involved. The technical commission is however ennx)wered to , 
accept any proposal which in its judgment offers the greatest security ’ 
to the Government that the work will be executed in conformity with 
the rides of art, even though the said proposal may not contain the 
lowest bid. 

It is expressly understood that the Government reserves the right | 
to award the work to the bidder or bidders who can give the soundest ; 
guaranties in their proposals, so as to make the monetary arrange¬ 
ments with the Treasury convenient. The Government also reserves ! 
the 1 ight to declare this advertisement null and void if none of the bids 
presented and examined are considered acceptable by the technical 
commission before mentioned. In this case new bids will be imine- 
diatelv asked for.

The occasion was the laying j 
of the corner stone of a now church, in which the President was assisted | 
by Governor ChiARLES S. Maooon, of the Canal Zone. Addresses were = 
made by the Rev. Father Aiuona in Sjianish, and the Rev. Father 
Russell in English. After the ceremonies a dinner at the Washing- ; 

' ton Hotel was given in honor of President Amaikir. Among other ^ 
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distinguished persons present were Mr. Theodore Shonts, ehairiuan 
of the Canal Commission, and General Santiago de la Guardia, 

Minister of Foreign Affairs and of VVar. 

PERU. 

DENOUNCEMENT OF COMMERCIAL TREATY WITH BRAZIL. 

The “Hoard of Trade Journal'’ (British) for June 13, 1905, puh- 
lishes the information that the eommereial treat}’ of 189t» between 
Brazil and Peru has been denounced and eeased to Ik? operative from 
May 18, 1905. The Peruvian Government has accordingly repealed 
the decree of September 12, 1898, and the other resolutions issued for 
the execution of the above-mentioned treaty, so that in future the 
navigation of Brazilian ships on the Peruvian waters of the Amazon 
and its tributaries, the importation of Brazilian merchandise through 
the Loreto custom-houses, the importatiotj of merchandise into the 
Yavari region, and the exportation of rubber therefrom are to be sub¬ 
jected to the laws, tariffs, and regulations of Peru. 

REGULATION GOVERNING IMPORTATION OF CERTAIN SEEDS. 

Two Peruvian decrees, recently issued, prohibit the importation of 
sugar-cane seeds (semillas) and cotton seeds, respc'ctively, unless these 
articles are accompanied by a certificate of the official entomologist of 
the place whence they are imported to the effect that they are free 
from all disease. Such certificates are to be verified by examination 
on importation. 

MINING AND RAILWAY CONSTRUCTION. 

In a reiM)rt furnished the Department of Commerce and Labor of 
the Fnited States, Consul Gottsciialk, at Callao, l)esldes calling atten¬ 
tion to the roads to be built, points out the mining iM)ssibilltles in the 
Andes. Coal has been found, and silver, it is well known, abounds 
ill various parts of the country. 

Spi'cimens of the coal obtained in the Department of Aucachs were 
exhibited at the Louisiana Purchase Fx{K)sitiou at St. Louis, where 
they were viewed by a number of Americans interested in these mat¬ 
ters, and the valuable notes of the Italian naturalist Raimondi on the 
subject of the mineral and coal deposits of Ancachs are well known. 

Ancachs Department (Province of Pellasca) has the following mines 
in operation to-day: Coal, owned by Gar.\gorri Hermanos; silver. 
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Ticipainpa, owned by lijiion Chatei.ain; the Vesubio, owned by the j 

Cakfekato e.state; the Parco, owned by Sousa it Pierol^v; the Cohiui- 

poero, owned by Juan Brayson; the Ciro Hudson, owner not j^iven; I 
the Sun Juan Itda, owned by Wertueman, and a mine owned by 

(.'iiueuas IIermanos. There are also said to be auriferous deposits of 

some majfnitude about the junction of the rivers Santa and Chinpiica. 

which are worked primitively to-day by native Indians. l 

A new railroad is to l>e built on a concession granted in to P 

P. J. Schaefer and Ale.iaxi)RO Puente ‘‘for the construction of a 

railroad from Chimbote to Recuay, and passing through llnaraz.” 

The concession further permits the exploitation of various coal fields 

along the line. Ever since ISOI the Peruvian Government has been ' 

interested in the construction of a road of this kind. In that year a i 

.survey was begun, and in 1871 the Government was empowered to make 

a suitable contract with private parties. After considerable trouble 

with various concessionaries, the work was undertaken l)y Henry 

KKi.s, the American engineer to whom Peru owes the construction 

of many railroads, among others the famous trans-Andean road from 

Lima-Callao to Oroya. 

'I'lic new line, which will be some ii'JO kilometers (18U miles) in 

length, will ascend the Andean slope by means of ‘‘switchbacks," fol- ^ 

lowing more or less the course of the Santa Valley. Its features will 

1)0 viaducts at Huaylas (158 feet long) and at Caraz (JJ>4 feet long), . 

some 48 bridges, and not less than JO tunnels, large and small. Alti¬ 

tudes of the principal points along the road are as follows, in feet: 

Suchiman, 874; Tinpiiliwn, 2»283; Yuramarca, 3,857; Huaylas, l),140; 

Garaz, 7,337; Yungay, 7,041; Carhuaz, 8,075>; llnaraz, l),B20; Recuay, 
11,040. 

Exceptionally advantag(*ous situations are occupied by the ])ort of 

Ghimbote and its sister port, Samanco, which are sepai-ated only 1>T 

a sand spit, and which luuleniably form tme of the very best harbors I 

on this coast. The district behind the port contains a well-watered 

agricultural valley (the valley of Santa), and there are coal fields and 

a large section of country said to be rich in minerals on the line of 

the projected nillroad. 

• It is estimatol that a year will sutlice to put into working order the , 

line as far as Yurumarca, which would traverse and throw open to 

exploitation the coal fields, which have of late attracted so much [ 

attention. 

BANKING LAWS OF THE REPUBLIC. 

Mr. Irving B. Duuley, Gnited States Minister to Peru, has j 

reported as follows concerning the laws and regulations of Peru ? 

' regarding the establishment of banks incorjiorated in another country: | 

A 
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ruder the laws a bank established in Peru by a bank incorporated 

in another country would do business not as a branch bank, but as one 

purely Peruvian in its orijjin (one not owinjj its creation to a foreii^n 

bank). The limitations surrounding a bank incorporated abroad and 

doing business in Peru and the privileges granted to such bank are the 

same with respect to the transjiction of its business in IVru as affect 

any other bank. It is to be remarked that the banking law is to l)e 

found in the law applicable to all coininercial concerns. All the large 

commercial houses at Lima do something of a banking business. Like 

banks, they must declare the amount of their capital and l)e inscribed 

in the •* Mercantile Hegister.” It seems that they can do anything a 

bank can do, except, perhaps, to is>ue bonds (cedillas) against blanket 

mortgages. The law appears advantageous to a foreign bank doing 

business here, .since, in establishing a bank in this country, it limits its 

liability to the declared capital, the sulKirdinate character of the branch 

not being taken into account by the Peruvian law, which would treat 

it as a principal institution. While it is true that Peru has no com¬ 

prehensive statute applicalde to banks alone, special statutoiy regula¬ 

tions peculiarly applicable to banks have been passed from time to 

time, such as the reipiireinent of a monthly publication of a statement 

of the condition of all banks. 

The only tax to which banks established abroad and doing business 
in l*eru are suliject is the payment for the patent, being 5 per cent of 
the annual net profits, payable in eipial half-yearly installments. The 
same tax is levied on all Itanks. All incomes in Peru exceeding 300 
sols 10) per annum are subject to a tax of 5 per cent. 

Every check, whatever its amount, pays a stamp tax of '2 centavos 
(0.074 cent). 

'I'lie stam[) tax on drafts and promissory notes is 10 centavos (4.87 
cents) on amounts from 20 to r>00 sols (^0.74 to !i'243.50), inclusive; 2") 
centavos (l‘J.2 cents) from over 500 up to l.OOO .sols (!$*J43.50 to ?4S7). 
inclnsive. If the amount of the note or draft exceeds l,00o .sols (!iy:87)' 
10 centavos (4.87 cents) are added for any excess not amounting to 
inoie than 500 .sols (8'J43.50), and ;15 centavos (12.’J cents) for every 
additional 1,000 .sols or fraction thereof greater than 500 sols (^243.50). 

The same privileges are granted to a private banking linn as to an 

incorporated bank.

FOREIGN COMMERCE, FISCAL YEAR 1904-5. 

The foreign commerce of the United States in the fiscal year li*o4-j 
exceeds that of any preceding year, having been $2,035,970,333, ii 
comparison with $2,451,914,642 in 1904, the previous record 3 ear. 

An anal^’sis of the statistics of foreign commerce in the vear ended 
June 30, 1905, prepared b}' the Department of Commerce and Lalw 
through its Bureau of Statistics, shows that both imports and exjioil' 
made new high records, imports having exceeded bv $92,000,000 th 
total recorded in 1903, and exports having for the first time surpassed 
the figures of 1901, In 1903 imports first passed the $1,000,0(X>,(X>.| 
limit, with a total of $1,025,719,237; in 1904 thej’ again fell below 
$1,000,000,000 in value, being $991,087,371, and for the year just ended 
are $1,117,507,500. Ex^xirts first rose above $l,000,000,0<t0 in valuf 
during the fiscal 3'ear 18J>2, luit fell below that limit in the following 
3'ear, and .so remained until 1897, when the total was $l,050,993,.s"»t'. 
in 1898 the total exports were $1,231,482,330; in 1900, $l,394,483,n8i 
in lltOl, $l,487,7<)4,i*91, a total which was not again ecpialed until l'.*65 

when the figures stood at $1,518,462,833, not oidv surpassing th( 
record made in 1901, but for the fir.st time in the histoiw of our com 
merce passing the $1,500,000,000 limit. 

An unusual feature of the statistics of the fiscal 3’ear 19()5 is tlx 
small increase in customs revenue, despite the great increase indutiabli 
im|K)rts. The 3 ear’s imports were valued at $l,117,5O7,50(», as agains 
$'.>91,087,371 in the preceding 3ear, an increa.se of $126,420,1*29 
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The im|K)rts of dutiable merchandise during 1905 were valued at 
|(;60O.07l,23S, as against $530,957,131 in 1904, an increaseof $63,114,107. 
Despite this fact, howev'er, the customs revenue derived from the 
largely increased dutiable imports of 1905 is less than $1,000,000 in 
excess of that derived from the imports of 1904, being $202,060,518 
for 1905, as against $201,274,505 for 1904. This decrease in customs 
revenue is in part due to the admission of Cuban products, especially 
sugar and tolmcco, at a reduction of 20 per cent from the regular 
tariff rates, under the reciprocity treaty of Decenil)er 27, 1903, and in 
part to the unusually large amount of dutiable merchandise remaining 
in warehouse at the end of the year upon which duty had not been 
paid, as well as to several other causes which can not be fully stated 
until complete deUiils of the year's imports are available. 

Imports into tlie United States were in the 3’ear just ended twelve 
times as much as in 1800, and exports from the United States about 
twent\’-one and a half times as much as in that 3’ear. The actual 
increase in imports since 1800 has been $1,020,000,(KX) and in exports 
^1,448,(KM>,000. ImjMjrts have doubled in the last twent3’ tiv^e 3’ears, 
having been $445,777,775 in 1879, as against $1,117,507,500 in 1905. 
Exports, however, have doubled in sixteen 3’ears, the figures of 1889 
having been $742,401,375 and those of the 3’ear just ended $1,518,402,833, 
according to the preliminaiw report just issued b3’ the Bureau of 
Statistics.

Figures issued 03’ the Bureau of Statistics show that the foreign 
commerce of the United States for the fiscal year ended June 30 was 
the largest in its histoiy for both im|)orts and exports. The total 
value was $2,635,970,333, or $184,055,091 greater than for the previous 
fiscal year. The imports, aggregating $1,117,507,500, exceeded those 
of last 3’ear b3’ $126,420,129, and passed the previous high-water mark, 
made in 1903, by $92,000,000. 

The 3’ear'8 exports, despite a decline of $41,0lK),(KK) in the value of 
breadstuffs, increased $57,035,502, the volume of exported manufac¬ 
tures sent to foreign countries forming a large portion of the nominal 
increase of $98,000,000.

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The total exports for the tii’.st time passed the billion and a half mark, 11 
and may possibly place the United States at the head of the exporting 
nations of the earth. The June figures of Great Britain, who holds 
lirst })]aee, are not yet obtainable, but her exports for the eleven 
months aggregated ^l,393,872,92fi. If she maintains for June the 
average for the other eleven months the total for the 3’ear will be 
^1,520,40^,829, or less than %'2,000,0(>0 in excess of the exports of the 
United States, With such a narrow’ margin the official figures will 
l)e necessaiy to determine which of the tw’o countries is the greatest 
exporting nation of the world.

w’ere §48,848,812, a decline of §023,890 compared with last year. 

TIN PRODUCTION IN 1904. 

According to the official report made by the Geological Survey, the 
production of tin on; in the United States during 1904 amounted to 
159 short tons, which contained from 40 to 70 per cent of metallic tin 
and were obtained from deposits near Gatf‘ne3’, South Carolina; Tin- 
ton, South Dakobi, and Buck Creek, Alaska. 

Nearh’ all of this tin ore w’as shipped to England for smelting. 
Although about 40 per cent of the tin produced in the world is con- 
sum<‘d in the United States, there has been practicalh’ no production 
of the metal in this countiT until the last 3’ear or two. * 

The total })roduction of tin in the world in 1904, exclusive of the 
production in China, was 92,243 long tons. The product comes mainly 
from the Mala3’ States, Banka and Billiton; Bolivia, England, and Aus¬ 
tralia. A very’ small (piantity is also produced in Austria, Germany, 
Japan, Mexico, and America. There was a slight decrease, amounting 
to 1,650 long tons, in the estimat»*d pnxluction of tin in 1904 as com¬ 
pared with 1903. The consumption of tin in 1904 is estimated at 
approximately 94,755 tons, wdiich is 2,512 tons more than the actual 
production. 

The tin import(;d into th<; Unib'd States for the fiscal y’car ending 
June 30, 1904, amount(‘d to 40,k32 short tons, valued at §21,4S0,311. 
The greater part of tin; tin consumed in the Unit(;d States is produced 
in the Malay’ Peninsula. 

During the last few y«‘ars the j)roduction of tin in the world has not 
been equal to the demand, and the accumulab'd stocks of tin that have 
been held in various countries have become very much diminished since 

, 1890. ()ne of the chief reasons for this increasing demand for tin is the 
large growth of the canning industry’ and also of the use of tin boxes | 
and cases in shi]>{)ing sundry’ articles. On account of the demand for | 
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tin and the high price it brings a new industry was started a few years 

ago which is known as “ detinning” tin scrap, and this has now become 

of considerable iinjxirtance in the United States. Many hundred tons 

of metallic tin and chemical salts of tin, chiefly chlorides, are procured 

each year from the chemical or electrolj’tic treatment of new tin scrap, 

which is obtained from tin-can and fruit-can factories. 

On account of the value of the metal tin it is possible to work very 

low-grade ores if they occur in quantity, and usually little difficulty is 

experienced in cleaning and concentrating a tin ore so as to obtain 

nearly pure concentrate. Cassiterite, a tin oxide, is the usual tin ore. 

Although the American production has thus far lieen very small, it 

may he the beginning of what may become an important industry in 

this country. 

TERMINATION OF THE CONTRACT BETWEEN THE PANAMA 

RAILROAD AND THE PACIFIC MAIL STEAMSHIP COMPANIES. 

The contract existing between the Panama Railroad Compaiu' and 

the Pacific Mail Steamship Company, under which the latter has for 

the last three years enjoyed a pnictical monopoly of the shipping 

carried across the Isthmus, terminated on Juh' 12, 11)05. 

The Panama Railroad Compan}^ taking advantage of a clause in the 

contract providing that it could be terminated on six months’ notice 

in the event-that the railroad f)ecame the property of the United States, 

gave this notice to the Pacific Mail Steamship Coinjainy on .Tanuary 

12 last. 

The alu’ogation of this contract leaves an open field for American 

commerce with the Central American countries north of Panama.

A local paper—Letras y N^umeros^'—in announcing the 
action, pronounces it “very opportune, as, according to the reports 
coining from all parts of the Republic, the crop of minor grains 
promises to be very abundant, as is also announced in respect to 
coffee. ■’ 

GOVERNMENT SANCTION OF DEBT CONTRACT. 

On duly 11, 1905, the Venezuelan Congress accepted the contract 
signed on dune 7 in London by the representatives of Venezuela and 
of the Disconto-Gesellschaft, representing the German bondholders, 
and the Council of Foreign Bondholders, representing the British 
bondholders, for the settlement of the outstanding obligations of 
Venezuela.

TRADE OPPORTUNITIES IN LATIN AMERICA. 

'I'lie United States Con.sul-General at Bogota, United States of 
Colombia, requests that letters of inquiry from American merchants 
and manufacturers be in duplicate. If this were done it would greatly 
aid in their (juick dispatch, as the answering of intpiiries has come to 
be quite an item, each mail bringing from fifteen to twenty, and with 
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no clerical force it is almost iunwssible to answer them all in reason¬ 
able time. When the information desired has to be acquired from 
other sources these letters have to be copied. If received in duplicate 
the e.xtra work would be avoided and the probability of the letters 
being curefull}’ and quickly attended to would l>e increased. 

The American Minister at Lima, Peru, transmits copies printed in 
English of proposals for the supply of earthenware and cast-iron drain¬ 
age piping for the city of Callao, containing form of tender, condi¬ 
tions, and bill of (juantities. The copies of proposals were sent to the 
American legation by the water inspector with a view to their being 
brought to the attention of American contractors. Proposals must be 
sent sealed on or before October 5, 1905, to the secretary of the munici¬ 
pality of Callao. The printed proposals, conbiining all necessary infor¬ 
mation for American contmctors, are on file in the Bureau of Statistics, 
Department of Commerce and Labor, where they may be inspected by 
interested parties. 

The United States Consul at Callao reports a constantly growing 
increase in the number of parcels-post importations from Europe, to 
.such an extent as to necessitate the creation of a special department in 
the Lima post-office to examine and assess such importations. What 
is still more interesting is that a number of firms of customs agents 
and brokers are now sending out circulars broadcast, in which they 
describe themselves as ready to serve their customers in the matter of 
ordering goods from Europe by parcels post, advancing the money for 
customs duties on the ssime, and, if desired, ordering at their own cost 
and collecting from the customer only on delivery of the goods. 

Among recent mining projects in Mexico which offer opportunities 
for the introduction of American machinery are the following: The 
Tecolotas Company, of Santa Barbara, is reported to have made an 
appropriation of §300,000 for a new mill. The Cerro Blanco mine, 
near Iniuris, Sonora, operated b}’ the Providence Mining Company, is 
planning the erection of smelting and concentrating plants in the near 
future; a concern in Cleveland is constructing the machinery for the 
200-ton smelter which Col. W. C. Greene will erect near Dcdrick, 
Chihuahua; the San llafael Cop|)er Mining Company has been organ¬ 
ized with a capital of §1,500,000 to operate a group of mines near 
Hermosillo, and plan to erect at once tw'o reverberatory furnaces at 
San Rafael. A branch railroad is also to be constructed from the 
Sonora Railroad, a distance of 12 miles. The company’s principal 
oflSce will be located at Tucson, Arizona. In order to provide plenty 
of ore for the new smelter to be erected at Chihuahua, the American 
Smelting and Refining Company will spend §1,(XX),000 in developing 
and blocking out ore in its mines in the Santa Eulalia district. • The 
company is now preparing to push the matter of acquiring the lands 
for the site of the smelter at Tabalaopa, 3 miles south of Chihuahua. 
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The syndicate that recently acciuired the iron deposits of Valle de 
I’untales, near Santa Maria La (Irande, Guerrero, has ordereil from 
the United States a large <iuantity of machinery to exploit the prop¬ 
erty on a large scale. The syndicate now owning the property, it Is 
stated, will invest about $30O,O(»O gold on preliminary work. 

The Cuban Government has advertised for bids for the construction 

of a wharf custom-house, appraiser's ottice, and for a pul)lic wharf in 

llabana Harbor. I'his project also carries Avith it a concession for 

ninet^’-nine years for the exploitation of the loading and unloading of 

vessels in the port of llabana, the right of supplying shipping Avith 

coal, and Avarehousing merchandise in connection Avith the custom¬ 

house. The total amount of Avork to be done amounts to more than 

The bids will be opened in llabana on the bth of Nov'em- 

Ihm-, 1905. The concession is subject to a prior bid made by the 

Comphniu del Puerto and Avhich, aecox’ding to Cuban laAv, has the right 

of doing the Avork of the successful bidder or to accept $59,547.45 

United States currency in lieu of the concession. The plans, specifi¬ 

cations, and conditions for this Avork can be seen at the Cuban 

Consulate-Geneml in Ncav York, 96 Wall street, Avhere any further 

information can 1m? had. 

The Kntre Rios Raihva}’ Company has entered into an agreement 
witli the (iovernment of the Province of Entre Rios, Argentine 
Republic, for the construction of certain extensions rendered desirable 
by the growing prosperity of the districts served by the line. Under 
the agreement the company binds itself to carry out, Avithin three 
years, four branches of the raiLvay, amounting to 13S miles, to fora 
a port on the Parana River at Icibuy, and to provide a tninsfer ferry 
steamer to connect that jXArt Avith the Campana Wharf of the Ruenoe 
Ayres and Rosario Raihvay. 

'I'he Cananea Consolidated Copp<;r Company, of Mexico, has secured 

a concession from the Government to erect hydraulic Avorks on the 

Aros River in the .State of Sonora. Construction must commence 

within tAvo years from June 19, 19(>5, and must be completed Avithie 

seven years from that date. I'he company may establish either 8B 

aei’ial or an underground .system, and may also construct telegraph 

and telephone lines along the routes. Free importation of inateriaL 

machinery, and cciuipment is alloAved for the initial installment. A 

guaranty of $5,099 has beetx deposited by the company Avith the 

National Hank of Mexico.

BOOK NOTES. 

Books and pamphlets sent to the International Bureau of the American 
Republics, and containing subject-matter bearing upon the countries of 
the International Union of American Republics, will be treated under 
this caption in the Monthly Bulletin. 

The lilibustering ex|H>dition of William Walker to Nicaragua iu 
1857 forms the subject of an interesting article published in “The 
•Mnerican Historical Review’’ for July, 11)05, the statement lieing 
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uiade that American capitalists set up the “ filibuster dynasty in Nica- 
ragua and it was American capitalists that pulled it down.” Mr. 
W. O. ScROGGS, under the caption “ William Walker and the Steam¬ 
ship Corporation in Nicaragua,” gives a succinct account of the efforts 
made to establish a large trans-isthmian traffic via Nicsiraguan terri¬ 
tory, the prevailing opinion that the exjx^dition was tittt*d out by the 
transit officials having l>een proven, however, to be erroneous. Colo¬ 
nization was the ostensible cause of the affair, and emigrants were 
transported to Nicaragua to the number of a thousand in two months, 
though the exact extent of the company’s aid can not be accunitely 
determined. Walker was, however, neither the tool of slavery 
propagandists nor the agent of capitalists. Animated l)v persomli 
ambition, he desired to form out of Central American States a military 
empire with himself at its head. The incorporation of the new steam- 
.ship company and the establishment of slavery were merely the means 
whereby he sought to accomplish his purpose. 

By cooiierating with the steamship company, headed by such cap; 
talists as Cornelius Vanderbilt and .Ioseph L. White, he hoped t 
bring into Nicaragua both soldiers and coloni.sts, while in his efforL 
to obtain a class of labor suited to tropical climate and at the sail" 
time to secure the aid and sympath}’ of the Southern States of th 
United States, he was of nec-essiW associated with the slaver}" prop; 
ganda. Mr. Sckoggs thus sums up the purpose of the expcditii 
which came to an end on May 1, 1857, through the intervention ( 
Commander Charles H. Davis, of the United States Navy: “T 
regenerate the Isthmus by introducing an American population tb 
should own the land and cultivate it by slave lalior; to en*ct on t; 
basis of this new society a federation of the five Centml Americii 
States, founded on military principles; to control the interoceanic cac^ 
and thus bind his government with the maritime nations of the wor'l 
by the .strong ties of commerce—such were some of the plans (■ 
Walker." I ,,, 

No. 3388 of the “Annual Series of Diplomatic and Consular Reporkl pi 
issued by the British Foreign Office, consists of a resume of trade 8" 
economic conditions prevailing in Bolivia during 10(14, made by 5b 
Consul Harrison at La Paz, in March, 1005. The report covers li 
trade and commerce, population and industries, public health a: 
works, the budget statement and decrees of the national Congn 
the mineral wealth of the Kejniblic, and many statistical tables, 
translation of the treaty of peace with Chile is also incorjiorated 
the report, which is a valuable pajier of reference and informati 
S^xjcial reports are made on the Oruro and Sucre di.stricts, the sU 
ment being made that Bolivia is at present one of the largest tin p’ 
ducers in the world, half of the Bolivian output coming from On. 
P'or 1904 the percentage of production was 10 per cent of the wor! 
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supply, or about 8,000 tons. In the preceding year only about one- 
half of this amount was shi|)ped. 

The trade of Ciudad Bolivar and of Caracas form the subjects of the 
reports 3304 and 3384, respectively, published by the British Foreign 
Office in the Annual Series of Diplomatic and Consular reports. While 
the year 1904 is the ostensible period treated, it has been impossible to 
obtain complete statistics for the year, but improvement in commer¬ 
cial affairs is noted by the reporting consuls, owing to the continuance 
of peace throughout the Republic, new ports having been oi)ened and 
new sources of revenue devised to meet present contingencies. In 
the report for the Caracas district arc included details of La Guaira, 
Puerto Cabello, and Maracaibo conditions. 

United States Consul Aymk, at Para. Brazil, has forwarded to the 
Department of Commerce and Ljibor of the United States a valuable 
papt'V by Dr. J. Hubkr, the eminent boUinist of the Museu Goeldi of 
Pam, setting forth the facts in connection with the “new' source of 
rubl)er,” a tree of the genus Sapiuw, of the family of the Euphor- 
biaceie. The paper in reference, as well as comments thereon, is 
published in No. 2399 of the “Daily Consular Reports” for July 15, 
199,5. The new source of rubber appears to have been precisely 
identified b}' Doctor Hubkk as Sapiuni aucuparium Jacq. The tree 
bears many native names—tapuru, murupita, curupita, etc. It is of 
the family of the Euphorbias, of which the llerea is also a genus, 
although widely separated. 'Phe honor of this discoverv rests with 
Prof. IIenky Jumeixe, who learned his facts from a Mr. Bonnechaux, 

a French explorer, and published a long account thereof in 1903. 'Phis 
Sapimu is a rather hardy tree. It grows with great rapidity, i'here 
is a tree in the boUinic garden here 5 years old, from seed, which 
is fully 8 inches in diameter 3 feet above ground and may soon be 
tapi)ed. The seeds arc small and apparently very hardy. They are 
certainly much less delicate than Hevea seeds, as Doctor Huber planted 
seetls which were more than fJ months old which gave strong, healthy 
plants. .Mr. Bonnechaux speaks of an “estrada” of 140 tapuru trees, 
and from his data it is calculated this estrada yields al)Out one-half a 
ton of rubljer annually. The tapuru is said, how’ever, to be delicate; 
that is, it does not stand hard tapping. But it seems probable that 
with careful tapping, avoiding injuring the woo<l, the tree would do as 
well as IJevt-a does. According to Mr. Bonnechaux the rubber from 
the tapuru trees exclusiveh' can not Ik; distinguished from pure Hevea 
rubber. But there is testimony to the effect that pure murupita rub¬ 
ber (which seems to be identical with tapurii rubber) is less elastic and 
less resistant to traction than Hevea rubber. As to the systematic 
p'^-ition of these rublier-yielding species it remains proved that the 
murupita, which yields rubber on the lower Amazon (region of Obidos), 
[may be classified in the specific group Sapiuiu auciipaviutn Jacq., that 
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the curupita of the opposite coast of Marajo, and probably also of the 
Mazaj^ao region, belongs to a similar species (which may perhaps be 
considered a variety of SI. aiicuparium), and that the tapurii or seringa- 
rana of the central and upper Amazon also corresponds to Sapivm 
aiicuparitini and perhaps, in part, to other species of Sapinm. : 

The “'Mining Magazine” for July, 15)05, contains a valuable article ( 
on “ Foreign Copper iSIines,” contributed by Walter Harvey Weed, 

of the United States Geological Survey. Out of a totjil production of 
032,1(56 tons of copper for 1904, the United States produced 55 per 
cent, or 349,800 tons, the nearest competitor being Mexico with 52,50) 
tons, followed by Spain with 50,000 tons. Spain has long ranked next [ 
to the United States as a copper producer, but the marvelously rapid 
development of the Sonora properties and the fact that the great 
smelters collect the precious metals in a copper matte, thus creating a 
strong demand for copper ores, have combined to greatly increase the 
output of Mexican mines. The productive copper mines of South , 
America are located in the Andean l)elt, occurring in Peru, Bolivia, the i 
Argentine Republic, and Chile. It has also been mined in Brazil and 
V'enezuela. The mines of Peru are especially valuable, and the output 
has been greatly increased of late j’cars, notably in the Cerro de Pasco 
district, where reduction works have Ijeen constructed on a large scale. 
The property will doubtless, by 15)00, be the largest copper producer ■ 
in South America. Bolivia’s principal copper deposit yields an annual 
output of about 3,000,000 pounds, and though worked by the Incas 
was not reoiiened until 1832. Chile contains 1,883 copjier properties 
which paid taxes in 1902, and had 41 reduction works in 1901. Argen¬ 
tine production is at present limited owing to the inaccessibility of 
the deposits, but railway' communication is being opened up and the 
mines will soon be extensively worked. 

In his report on the trade of Quezaltenango for the year 15)04 the ! 
British Consul, in his report to the home Government, incorporates a h 
brief review of the general conditions prevailing throughout the . 
Republic of Guatemala for the ixu'iod. He states that the statistics of 
imports and exports of the Republic show that while the price of cof¬ 
fee, the leading article of export, has fallen very considerably the 
fluctuations in exchange have dealt a terrible blow to the import trade, 
the figures for 1890 being given as £‘2,285,840, declining m 1903 to 
£594,328, but a recovery to £1,008,228 is noted for 1904. This 
increase in 15)04 is attributed by the consul to the falling tendency of 
exchange throughout the year, a trade gain of about 97 per cent over | 
1903 being the result. |

MONOPOLIOS E NOVAS TAXAS DO GOVERNO. 

() 8r. Alban G. Snydek, Consul-Genil dos Estados Unidos em 
Bogota, Colombia, reinetteu ao seu Governo em datji de 15 de MarfO 
de 19(»5, lima tniducvao de um decreto tjue o Presidente da Republiea 
promulgoii no dia 3 de Marco ultimo, estabelecendo o monopolio gov- 
ernamental da producyao e venda de certos artigos. 

A producyao, importayiio e venda de bebidas espirituosas distilladas 
0 declarada um monopolio do Gove mo. Este monopolio comprehende 
(a) aguardente e .sens compostos, e (/><) cognac, whisky, champanba, 
pous.se-cafe, cliartreu.se, curayao, kirsch, e .sens .senielhantcs, e o 
extracto de cognac e espiritos alcoholicos para a manufactura do8 
licores acima mencionados. Niio abrange vinhos estrangeiros importa- 
«los para consumo no ])aiz, tintunis, vernizes, perfumarias, linimentos 
e outros comixistos medicinaes cm tiue entra o alcohol. 

O Governo lica aiitorizado, logo ijiie a situayao do Thesouro per- 
mittir, para substituir o imposto pelo abatimento de gado por um 
imposto sobre couros, a raztlo de !?2.5() ouro jxir couro de vacca e 
ouro por couro de boi. 

O fumo tica sujeito a um imposto de consumo e o Governo tern o 
monojxilio da manufactura, introducyao e venda de cigarros. As 
.seguintes taxas em ouro senlo cobradas .sobre cada 121 kilogrammas 
de tabaco consumido: Fumo preparado, primeira tpialidade, $1.20; 
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segunda (jualidade, 80 centavos; terceira qualidade, 50 centavos. 
Funio cortado: primeira (jualidade, $1; segunda qualidade, 60 centiivos; 
terceira qualidade, 4(> centavos. Por kilogramina de fumo importado 
cobrani-se as seguintes taxas: Charutos, $3; fuino eni (jualquer outra 
forma salvo funio picado e em cigarros, $2.50. A producviio de fuino 
no paiz, assiiii conio sua exporta^iio, e iseiita de direitos. 

0 nionopolio dos phosplioros conipreliendc o fabrico, iinportavao e 
venda de phosplioros, e a iinportavao da materia priiiia usada na sua 
fabricavao. 

0 (ioverno resevva-se o direito de admin istrar as rcndas ou de 
arrendal-as a quem mais vantagens otferecer. 

Os donos de cstabelecinientos organizados para a exploravao das 
industrias que se tornaram monopolio do Govorno seriio indemni- 
zados polos machinismos, utensilios, instrunientos, etc., que nilo podom 
ser usados em outras industrias, cujo valor sera lixado por avaliadores 
de accordo com a lei. A indemnizavao dcveni ser rcclamada dontro 
de iini anno, e sera paga, ate .50 por cento, em apolices amortizaveis 
no pnxlucto do nionopolio. 

0 estabeleciniento de novas fabricas de cigarros por particulares 
ties prohibido desde a data do decreto, mas as ja estabelecidas ixxlera 
continuar em exploravao emquanto o Governo nao resolver o contrario, 
mas soniente para fabricar a materia prinia em iiiiio, ou que tenlia sido 
enconimendada na data do decreto, e os artigos poileriio ser offerecidos 
a venda soniente depois do paganiento da taxa mencionada abaixo. 
Qiiando as fabricas foreiii ordenadas a fechar suas portas sens donos 
serao indemnizados pelos machinismos, utensilios, materia prima, etc., 
ao prevo de custo destes, menos irn abatiniento por deterioravSo, e os 
artigos tornar-se-hao propriedade do (joverno. 

Fica prohibida desde o dia tixado pelo decreto Executivo, a inipor- 
taviio por particulares dos artigos monopolizados, e da materia prima, 
maehinas, instrunientos e utensilios usados na sua manufactura. A 
iniportavao de phosphorus nao sent prohibida at6 que o Governo 
estalicleva fabricas de phosphorus. O Governo reserva-se o direito de 
iniportar cigarros ou perniittir sua intriHlucvao sob certas condivOes. 

EiiKpianto o monojiolio dos phosphorus e cigarros nSo for declarado 
em vigor, o supprimento actual destes poderii ser otferecido a venda 
pagaiido as seguintes taxas (ouro) por kilogramina: Cigarros estrangei- 
ros, ou cigarros feitos de funio estrangeiro, $1; cigarros munufactura- 
do s no paiz de funio nacional, 50 centavos; jihosphoros, 25 por cento 
sobre os direitos aduaneiros. Os donos de outros artigos monopoliza¬ 
dos nao poderao vendel-os, mas estes seriio comprados pelo Governo 
ou os concessionarios do monopollo aos prevos tixados jxir avaliadores 
impareiaes. 

0 decreto faz provisiio para a protecvilo dos direitos dos Departa- 
mentos cuias rendas seriio atfectadas pelos novos monopolips e taxas, e 
dos direitos dos que tem celebrado contractos com os Departamentos. 
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Quando o producto do monopolio exceda a renda actualmente recebkla 
proveniente do iinposto sobre o artigo do inonopolio, 25 por cento deste 
excesso seni dado aos Departaraentos e 25 por cento sera divididoentre 
as inunicipalidades, em proporyao com o numero de alumnos nas escolas 
publicas, pai-.i ser usado exclusivamente para as despezas com a 
instrucvao publica, servivo do abastecimento de agua e a construcviio 
de edificios pnblicos. 

congessAo paba a cultuba da bobbacha. 

O Sr. Snyder, consul geral dos Kstsidos Unidos em Bogota, em uni 

relatorio sobre o commercio da borracha qne dirigiu ao sen (ioverno, 
diz qiie o Presidente Reyes, de accordo com sen programma para o 
desenvolvimento dos reciirsos indiistriaes, mineiros e agricolas do 
paiz, tern dado sua attencao a extensa regiiio banhada pelos rios Ama¬ 
zonas e Orinoco. Estt; vasto territorio nunca tern sido ate agora de 
valor pratico a Colombia, pois e habitado por indios em estado selva- 
gem on semicivilizados, e a borracha por elles apanhada tern passado 
para as mSos de negociantes de Venezuela e Brazil, assim enriquecendo 
estes paizes sem contribuir um dollar para as rendas de Colombia.

COMMERCE EXT:^BIEUB EN JXTIN 1905. 

Leschiffres publics par le llureau des Statistiques font ressortirque 
le commerce exterieur des Etats-Unis pour Tannee liscale tinissant le 
30 juin a et6 superieur a celui de toute autre periode pour les impor¬ 
tations ainsi (jue pour les ex|X)rtations. La valeur tobile a etc de 
12.635,970,333, soit $184,055,691 de plus que pour rannee tiscale 
precedente. 

La'S importations, accusant un total de $1,117,507,500, out depassc de 
1126,420,129 celles de rannee precedente et de $92,000,000 celles de 
I’annee 1903. Les exportations de I’annee, malgre une diminution de 
$41,000,000 dans la valeur des bles, out augmente de $57,t)34,562; le 
volume des produits exportes dans les pays etningers constitue une 
partie considerable de raugmentatioii nominale de $98,000,000. 

Le total des exportations a depasse pour la premiere fois le chitfre 
de 1 billion et demi, ce qui mettra probablement les Etats-Unis a la 
tete du commerce du monde pour les exportations. Les chitfres de 
la Gninde-Hretagne pour le mois de juin ne sont pas encore publics, 
mais ses exportations pour les onze mois se sont ^levees a un total de 
$1,393,872,926. Si elle maintient })our le mois de juin la meme 
moyenne le total pour I'annee atteindra $1,520,406,829, soit ii peine 
$2,tHX>,0(>0 de plus (pie les exportations des Etata-l’^nis. Avec une 
difference aussi petite les chitfres officiels seront necessaires pour de¬ 
terminer leqiiel des deux ])ays occu|H' la premiere place dans le 
commerce d’exportation. 

Le mouvement de Tor pendant rannee n’a atteint le chitfre de $146,- 
231,886, dont $53,637,862 representent les imixirtations, soit une dimi¬ 
nution de $45,417,506 sur. I’annee dernu're, et $92,594,024 les exporta¬ 
tions, soit une augmentation de $11,134,038. Iji's importations d’argent 
ont et(' de $27,430,380, soit une ])erte de $338,431, et les exjxirtations 
accusent une valeur de $48,848,812, soit une diminution do $623,890 
sur raiuu'c derniere.

REVISION DU TARIF. 

M. Powell, Ministre des Etats-Unis, fait savoir de Port-au-Prince 

en date du 24 iiiai 1905, que la Coniinission noinniee par le tjouverne- 

inent pour faire la revision du tarif a fait son raj)port au President, 

qui a son tour le souinettra ii rapprobation du Congres.
