The average increase
was 143 foids. And as compared with the first haff of 1937 (Jan. - June, 1937 ), in the
order of the numerical fmportance, the index of Shanghai rose 14693 foldss that of Nao-
king 12932 folds; that of Canton 2786 folds. . On the average, the expansion was 8384
folds.. ‘ . :
2.lndext numbers of actual earnings: As compared with last month, the indices of both
indusirial and occupational workers: became to tise. In the order of the numerical importance,
the index of KMkiyang occupationai workers increased 22273 the indices of Stan oceupational
and industrial workers and Tsingtao occupational workers 27.3%, 21.4% and 21.9% respec-
tively. Oa the average, the index of occupattonal workers expanded 11.9% and that of

industrial workers 13.8%5. Again, as compated with November, 1942, the index of Sian
occupational workers, which advanced 198 foldss ranked first and the indices of Kenming
‘occupational and industrial workers, which went up 78 and 72 folds respeciively, ranked
fast. Oa the average, the index of occupational workers fncreased 135 folds and that of
indasi!ial workers 139 folds. And as compared with the first half of 1937 ( Jan. - June,
1937), in the order of the numerical imrortance, the index of Shanghai occopational workers
went sp 11448 folds and the indices of Nanking occupational workers and Shanghai in-
dustrial workers 10724 and 10325 folds respectively. The average advancement of the
index: of occupational workers was 7552 folds and that of industrial workers 7021 folde.

. Index numkers of real wages: As compared with Ifast month, the indices of Chungking, Cheng-

¢y Sfan and Lacchow tended 1o fall, especiaily, Sian, whkose irdices of frdestrial ard occepational
wotkers decreased 18.3% and 14.3% respeciively. Bt the indices of the other cities became to
rise- For instance, the index of K@feiyang occupational workers, which advanced 25.4%, was
the Teader. On the average, the index of occupational workers rose 2% aud that of in-
dustrial workers 2.2%. Again, when a comparison was made between the real wages of
this month and those of November, 1942, we found that the index of Chungking indus-
{rial “workers, which rose 168.5%6, ranked first and that of Sian indusirial wortkers, which
advanced 3.9% only, ranked Iast. The average advancement of the index of occupational
workere was 89.2% and that of industrial workers 68,196, And as compared with the
first haif of 1937 (Jan—Jene, 1937), excluding Tsingtae, whose indices of indusirial and
occupational workers fell 33.8%6 and 12.6%% respectively and Canton, whose fndex: of occen
paiional workers decreased 32.6%5, the indices of 1be other cities tended to tise. For ex-
ample, the fndex of Chengtu occupational wotkers, which went up 95.9%6, fanked first
and the indices of Tientsin and Shanghai occupational workers, which advanced 78.6% and
72,49 respectively, ranked next. On the average, the index of occupational workers rose
44,59 and that of indusirial workers 17.5%.
