In laying out a piece of ground for a lawn, care
should be exercised to obtain the proper grade and
slope, and perfect the general plan of the grounds
before attempting to sow any seed at all. After the
correct grade has been obtained, and the surface suffi-

ciently plowed or spaded, it should be thoroughly
harrowed to pulverize the lumps, and so left, that there
