I have received your note of the seventh instant concerning
the defense of Greenland together with a draft of a proposed
agreement regarding the same subject.

It is with appreciation that I note your renewed assurance
that, although the present circumstances prevent the, Government
in Denmark for the time being from exercising its powers in
respect of Greenland, your Government fully recognizes the
Sovereignty of the Kingdom of Denmark over the island. At
the same time I wish to convey to you my feelings of gratitude
for the expression of friendly concern of your Government and

its earnest hope for the complete and speedy liberation of
Denmark.

I share your view that the proposed agreement, arrived at
after an open and friendly exchange of views, is, under the
singularly unusual circumstances, the best measure to assure both
Greenland’s present safety and the future of the island under
Danish Sovereignty.

Furthermore, I am of the opinion that the terms of the
agreement protect, as far as possible, the interests of the native
