Appeals to the King in Council.

Some little time’ ago a new arrange-
ment was made by Parliament, regard-
ing ' the appeals which were sent to the
King in Council from this country, by
which the decision of them was greatly
expedited. Under this arrangement we
believe that more causes have been de-
cided during the last three years, than
in any preceding twenty years. We
now learn from an advertisement which
appears in our first column, that an
Agency has been established for still
farthier facilitating “the prosecution of
appeals to England ; and that the indi-
vidual who claims the patronage of the
community, has already been very suc-
cessful in the managementof the appeals
which had been entrusted tohim. Thus
one of  the greatest difficulties which the
Natives experience in the matter of ap-
peals is in a great measure removed,
and ~the - path to the Court of final'ap-
peal rendered straight and easy.

China.
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The Cowasjee Family has justarriv.
ed from China bringing very disastrous
intelligence. Our readers may rement-
ber, that some little time ago commuui-
cations passed between the Imperial
Court of Pekin and the Government of
Canton, respecting the admission of opi-
um _into the empire upoun the payment
of a duty ;and it was expected that on
the 1st of January it would bemade
lawful to import opium into. Chiva.
But the state of things is materially
changed. It seems that some Mandarin
in Pekin has entirely turned the King’s
mind, and that instead of issuing an or-
der jto permit the trade and the use of
opium, he has sent down: an erder to
prohibit the trade altogether, and to in-

flict severe punishment upon all those

The Chinese
Government had also 1ssued an order
that no ship could be permitted to take
more than a small quantity of silk, and
that all the silk exported in any ship
above the prescribed quantity should
pay double duties; in consequence of
these events the trade in opium, silk and
tea was almost entirely at a stand, and
the port of Cauton, when the Cowasjee
Family came away, was entirely idle.
The intelligence regarding the opi-
um: which has been received by this
opportunity will, we belicve, necessari-
ly affect the price of that article at
the ensuing sales; but it is utterly im-
possible for the Chinese Government to

put a stop to the trade or to prevent
the Chinese from obtaining the drug.

Chowkeedars, armed with clubs, bam-
boos and rulers; and they fell upon
the prosecutor, beating him unmerci-
fully -in the room where he was sitting
in the second story of the house, and
beating him also-down stairs to the
He re-
mained for three hours in the same
state whilst in the thannah, and on

door where he fell senseless,

coming to his senses, was carried in a
palankeen to the  Chandney Choke
Hospital. Two women and several
other native wiinesses confirmed this
statement, in full -and in part. After
the-evidence had been concluded, the
Jury retired, and after balf an hour re-
turned and found the Naibs guilty and
acquitted the Chowkeedars, The learn-
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ed Judge then addressing the prisoners,
namely, the three Naibs, sentenced each
of them to pay a fine of 40 Rupees.

In the matter of Mackintosh and Co.

The Advocate General applied for the
discharge of Mr. R. C. Jenkins from
his joint assigneeship in this estate.
The learned Counsel stated that Mr.

Jenkins was about to proceed to Eng-

land, and put in the aflidavit of Mr.
Holroyd, which set forth that the estate
was nearly wound up, and that the as-
signees’ accounts were filed up to the
end of October.

The Chief Justice thought this was
not sufficient. The assignee has power
over " the estate until the time of his
discharge, and therefore the accounts
ought to be filed up to the date of his
discharge. He would, however, make
an order nisi, further accounts to be
filed and rule to be made absolute next
Court day.

The latest accounts from Goomsoor
state, that the Khonds fight very hard,
that several of their ' chiefs had been
killed, but that on the side of the Eng=-
lish, ouly one trooper had been killed
as well as a dhobee. The English
troops were exceedingly in want of cat-
tle ; fortunately the elephants and other
cattle which had conveyed the Coorg
Raja to Benares, were about this time
returning to the Deccan, and were im=-
mediately taken charge offor the use of
the force.

Euphrates Expedition.

We are sorry to learn that the En-
gine in the Euphrates Steamer which
was proceeding up the river Euphrates,
having been fractured, Colonel Chesney
had been obliged to return to Busso-
