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THE PURPOSE
Wisely directed atliletic sporls are peculiarly needed by city

boys. City boys bave but little oppf>rtuiiity to do tbc kind of
manual labor which has always been <n\c of the 'U]|ain factors in

physical development. The opportunity idr play, under normal
conditions, has been largely remn\ cd by not having space enough
in the city for athletic spoi k. The boys themselves arc unable
to secure opportunities for iIkm own development in these lines

because of the large financial and administrative problems
involved in a big city.

Physical vigor and power are just as closely related to the

development of manhood as they ever have been. Realizing these
conditions, a number of gentlemen bave undertaken to help the

boys of Buffalo in these directions. Thes« gentlemen are the

members of the Board of Directors named on previous pages.

This work cannot be done by the existing school organization,

as this has to do only with the boys and girls during school

hours. Because of the ver\' close relation in the School Depart-
ment the organization was initiated by those close to the school

work, which accounts for the fact that such men as the Super-
intendent of Schools and others identified with the School Depart-
ment have been the leaders in the organization of this work.
Thus the league is mainly an organization to help the boys of the

city in these lines, rather than an organization of the pupils

themselves. The steps by which they hope to accomplish the

ends are discussed in detail in this ijanijihlet.

While the more obvious endeavor is to cultivate athletics

along existing lines by holding chaniiiionship meetings and the

like, tlie aim toward which iliis is a iiican-^ i-. to increase the

athletic spirit and i)ractic<' among th^ .^reat nlas^ of pupils.

Special endeavors, by giving ijultons for a inotlerate degree of

attainment, the holding of novice games, and the like, are most
definitely related to the direct and ultimate juirpose of the League.
'1 hese are described in detail on other pages.
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THE SPIRIT OF THE LEAGUE
is best shozvti in the following appeal

to the boys of the city:

"Bear in mind that in all your contests you should play fair
;

despise everything that is tricky or mean; abide strictly by the
rules of the game; strive to win by your own superior athletic

prowess ; do not be a kicker hunting for technicalities upon
which to base protests against your opponents, but accept the

decisions of the officials of the games without complaint and in

a sportsmanlike spirit. Do not unduly boast when you are for-

tunate enough to win ; be a cheerful, manly loser when you do
lose, and the first to congratulate your successful opponent.
Remember, that to be a good athlete means to be a square, honor-
able gentleman. When on the grounds, and in going to and
coming from them, always conduct yourselves as gentlemen,"

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THE FIRST PUBLIC SCHOOL TRACK AND FIELD
MEET

Interested in the New York Public Schools Athletic League,
and desiring to test the practicability of the formation of a similar

league for the city of Buffalo, the General Director of Play-
grounds held a grammar school track meet on the Bird Avenue
Playground, corner of Bird Avenue and Grant Street, on Satur-
day afternoon, June 8, 1907. As the meet was in a way experi-
mental, it was announced that entries would be limited to the

first ten schools applying. Seven schools entered: Nos. 16, 19,

45, 52, 53, 56 and 60.

On Tuesday, May 14, 1907, a representative from each of the

above schools met at the Bird Avenue Playground and at a
meeting presided over by playground officials, decided on the

following list of events:
220 yards dash, half-mile run, 100 yards dash, quarter-mile

run, relay race, shot-put, high jump and running broad jump.
It was also arranged at this meeting that there should be but
three entries from each school for each event, and that first,

second and third places were to be considered, counting 5, 3 and
2 points, respectively. The competition resulted as follows

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THE BUFFALO SCHOOLBOYS' BASE BALL
LEAGUE

The Buflfalo Schoolboys' Base Ball League was organized in

April, 1905. There were two leagues, a Senior and a Junior.
The Senior League admitted boys under eighteen years of age,

the Junior League those under fourteen. The following schools

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ATHLETIC RULES
RULE I.

ATHLETIC MEMBERSHIP.

The Puni.ic Schools Athletic League recognizes as athletic

members all Public School boys of the City of Buffalo who take
part in athletic competitions that are given under the direction
of the League.

RULE IL

(a) General. eligibility.

Attendance of one full month shall be required of all pupils

before they shall be entitled to represent their school in ath-
letics.

No boy who has represented any outside organization shall be
eligible to compete for any school organization of this League
until twenty school weeks have elapsed from the time of such
competition, except that summer schools and vacation play-

grounds under the jurisdiction of the city and public play-

grounds are not considered outside organizations. This does not
in any way debar boys from taking part in athletic competitions
that are closed to their own organization, even though it may
be between different clubs within that organization.

Boys taking part in events unsanctioned by the Public Schools
Athletic League of Buffalo render themselves liable to suspension.

Only those pupils who maintain a '"satisfactory" grade of

scholarship shall be entitled to represent their school in athletics.

No pupil, under penalty of discipline in his school, shall be
eligible to represent such school, the Principal of the school to

be the sole judge concerning this.

Only those pupils who are in good standing as amateurs shall

be eligible to represent their school.

(b) Public Sell 00 Is.

No public school pupil coming from another school shall rep-

resent the school to which he goes unless he has attended the

school for twenty school weeks, except

(a) He has been promoted from one school to another,

(fe) He has been transferred from one school to another

by order of the Superintendent of Education.
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(c) He has been transferred on account of a change in

residence.

(d) He has been admitted from a school outside the pub-
lic school system of Buffalo.

In order to be eligible for athletics, public school boys must
have received for the month previous a mark of at least ''satis-

factory" in effort, proficiency and deportment.
Public school boys are allowed to enter one event and a relay

race only at any set of games. Spiked shoes not allowed.
No entry shall be accepted unless countersigned by the Prin-

cipal of the school.

A suitable medical examination shall be required of each con-
testant.

RULE HI.

CLASSIFICATION OF COMPETING ATHLETES.

Public Schools.

A public school boy shall be considered a novice until he has
won a medal in Public Schools Athletic League games open to

all public schools, or, in an event sanctioned by the Public
Schools Athletic League and open to all public schools of the
city.

In track and field events, etc., the following classifications arc
made: Midget, 80 pounds; light weight, 95 pounds; middle
weight, 115 pounds; unlimited weight, boys of any weight.
The Games Committee may arrange special classes of events

to meet special needs.

General. '

Boys will be weighed in athletic costume, minus shoes, at the

time and place of the contest. A boy shall not be allowed to

weigh in a second time in any set of games in case he is found
to be over weight at the first weighing. The scales will be set

at the weight specified for each class, and any competitor raising

the beam so that it touches above shall be ineligible to compete.
The average weight of teams will not be taken for relay teams.
Boys found to be too heavy for the class in which they enter
will not be allowed to compete in any other class.

RULE IV.

ATHLETIC BADGE COMPETITION.

The standards have been set as follows:

For public school boys under 13 years of £ge:
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60 Yards Dash, 8 3-5 seconds.
Pull Up (chinning on bar), 4 times.

Standing Broad Jump, 5 feet 9 inches.

For all other public school boys

:

60 Yards Dash, indoors, 8 seconds ; or
100 Yards Dash, outdoors, 13 2-5 seconds.
Pull Up (chinning on bar), 6 times.

Standing Broad Jump, 6 feet 6 inches.

'J he fall and winter records in the broad jump and pull-up

shall be considered the records for the first two events in Badge
competition.

In athletic badge competitions public school boy's age at the

beginning of a school year shall be his athletic age during that

year.

In order to avoid confusion the following general rules shall

govern the final competition:
There shall be but one trial in chinning, one in the dashes,

and three in the jumps.
60 Yards Dash, or 100 Yards Dash.—The general rules of

competition, as set forth in the P.S.A.L. Handbook, shall govern
this test, except there shall be no finals. With reference to false

starts, a competitor shall be penalized in accordance with Rule X.
Chinning.—The boy shall extend himself to his full length be-

fore and after each pull-up and shall be obliged to raise his body
to such a height as to bring his chin over the bar.

Jumping.—The rules of the P.S.A.L., as set forth in the

Handbook, Rules XXVI. and XXVII., shall govern this test,

except that, as there is no real contest, i. e., there is no striving

for first, second or third places, the finals shall be dispensed
with.

The following order of events is suggested :

Chinning, Jumping Running.—As the first two events can in

most cases be tried out at the schools, thus leaving the smallest

possible number of boys to take the third test, of running, which
must of necessity be held at some armory or athletic field.

No boy shall be admitted into any contest who has not re-

ceived a mark of at least "satisfactory" for the month previous

in efifort, proficiency and deportment, the Principal of the school

to be sole judge in this matter.

In Athletic Badge competitions for public schools, Juniors are

all boys under 13 years of age, no matter what that age may be,

and Seniors are all other public school boys.
'

Duplicate lists of the successful competitors, classified as

seniors and juniors, shall be made out on blanks furnished by the
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Public Schools Athletic League. One copy shall be forwarded
to the Secretary of the League, and the other placed on file in

the school.

The Public Schools Athletic League will furnish to each
school certificate on which the names of the successful candidates
may be inscribed.

The Athletic Badge Competition shall take place once a year,

and the reports must be sent in before June ist.

The Juniors and Seniors of the public school who attain the

required standard shall each receive an athletic badge.
The Buffalo Times Trophy will be awarded for one year to

the school that qualifies for the Athletic Badge the highest per-

centage of its enrolled grammar boys (net registration, sixth,

seventh and eighth year pupils).

The school reporting the highest percentage in the Athletic
Badge competition shall be officially tested, and if the percentage
attained at the official test is still higher than any other reported
percentage, the school shall be awarded the trophy. If, however,
in the official test the school falls below other reported per-

centages these other schools shall be tested in the order of their

standing until a school is found whose official percentage is

higher than any other reported percentage.

RULE V.

CLASS (grade) athletics.

In this form of athletics a record is made by the whole grade
instead of by an individual.

At least 80 per cent of the net registration of the boys enrolled
in the grade must take part in order to have the record stand.

If 85 per cent of the boys of a given grade enter the contest
the officials must allow i per cent increase in the grade average

;

if 90 per cent enter, 2 per cent increase ; if 95 per cent enter, 3
per cent increase; if 100 per cent enter, 4 per cent increase.

This is an increase in Broad Jump and "Chinning," a decrease
in Running, and applies to preliminary and official tests.

The number taking part must not be less than eight.

Trophies to be held one year will be awarded by the Public
Schools Athletic League to Sixth, Seventh, Eighth, and Ninth
Grades for the best Grade Records made in each of the following
events

:

Standing Broad Jump Tested in the Fall
Pull up, or "chinning" " " Winter
Running " " Spring
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Distances for running : Sixth Grade, 60 yards ; Seventh Grade,
70 yards; Eighth Grade, 80 yards; Ninth grade, 100 yards.

Classes may be tested as follows:

Standing Broad Jump— "

The best record made in three trial jumps is taken for each
1)oy. The class record is determined by adding the individual
records and dividing the total by the number of boys competing.
Jumping must be done from a line.

Pull-up—

Each boy must pull himself up until his chin is above the bar,

then lower himself, extending his arms to their full length. His
feet must not touch the floor during the test. The number of
times that he pulls himself up is his record. The class record
is found as in the Broad Jump.

Running—
In order to lessen the possibility of error in timing the com-

petitors, the following m.ethod has been suggested : The boys
are lined up behind the starting mark in the order in which they
are to run ; the timer, who also acts as starter, stands at the
finish line and gives the signal for each boy to start. As the
first runner crosses the finish line the second runner is given the
signal to start. As the last boy crosses the finish line the watch
is stopped. The record is found by dividing the time elapsed
by the number of boys competing. If an ordinary watch is used,

the first boy should be started when the second hand is over the
"60" mark.

Blanks will be furnished for reporting the tests, which are to

be sent in as follows

:

Standing Broad Jump On or before Nov. i

Pull-up On or before March i

Running On or before May 15

Each school is expected to conduct its own tests.

All boys are considered eligible for Class Athletics, subject to

the approval of the Principal.

When the records are all in, the three classes having the best

records for their grade will be tested officially. If a record is

then made better than any other record sent in. the trophy will

be awarded to the class making the highest official record. If,

however, the records made at the official test are lower than
other reported records, the classes will be tested in order until

a record is made at an official test that is higher than any other
reported or official record.
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This form of athletics is especially desirable, as it gives every
boy an opportunity to take part, and the size of the school does
not in any way affect the chances of winning a trophy.
The boys should practice by themselves in the yard, on the

street, at home, or elsewhere, prior to the tests.

Frequent preliminary tests are recommended.

RULE VI.

CHAMPIONSHIP MEETINGS.

Indoor and outdoor track and field, base ball and basket ball

championship meetings shall be held annually at such times and
places and with such schedules of events as may be decided upon
by the Games Committee.

Indoor and outdoor track and field Novice meetings may be
held at such times and places and with such schedules of events
as may be decided upon by the Games Committee.

All entries shall be sent to the Games Committee, which Com-
mittee may reject any entries it may deem objectionable.

RULE VII.
LIST OF CHAMPIONSHIP EVENTS.

There shall be special lists of championship events for the

Public Schools of the City of Buffalo.

The number of entries allowed from each school shall be deter-

mined upon by the Public Schools Games Committee.
The distance for any midget race shall not exceed 440 yards

for the team and, wherever possible, it is recommended to have
the race limited to 360 yards or less for the team.
Each relay team shall consist of four boys, all of whom must

run.

Two substitute entries shall be allowed on each relay team;
such entries to be made in regular form on entry blanks, but no
entry fee is to be charged and no competitors' ticket issued to

substitutes.

No substitute entries shall be allowed in individual events.

There will be a trophy for the all-around championship at each
meet, the school scoring the greatest number of points in each
meet to win the trophy for that meet.
The points are scored—for individual and relay events alike

—

on a basis of 5 points for firsts, 3 for seconds, 2 for thirds, and i

for fourths. AH the events on the programme count toward the
all-around championship trophy. Suitable trophies may be
awarded to each winning relay team in each class.

Medals or badges may be given to those finishing first, second,
and third, respectively, in each event.
The signature of the Principal must appear on all entry blanks.

RULE vin.
BASKET BALL.

1. Contestants must be students of one of the Buffalo Gram-
mar Schools, in good standing, and have attended for at least

thirty days the day schools which they represent. They must main-
tain an attendance between games, of at least 60 per cent during
the Basket Ball season. Any regular player who has competed
with his team in the second term may continue as a player on
the same Grammar School team for the balance of the season
provided the Principal of the Grammar School furnish before
each game the required certificate of attendance at the High
School between the games.

2. Contestants shall not have passed their sixteenth birthday
on September ist. A special committee shall pass upon each
player's eligibility before he participates in his first contest.

3. All players from any school shall be approved by the Prin-

cipal thereof.

4. Previous to entering the first League contest, each player

shall file his card of registration signed by the Principal of that

school, certifying to the above facts, stating that a physician

considers him in suitable physical condition to compete, and
such other data as may be required. Before participation in any
game, the player shall present a pass card, signed by the Prin-

cipal of his school stating that he is eligible to play.

5. l^^ch team shall consist of five players and three substitutes,

not more than that number being allowed to be upon the list of

players representing any one school at any one time.

6. If, for any cause, a player becomes ineligible, he cannot be
reinstated during the tournament.

7. Each team must have at least four (4) players upon the

floor when the game is called or lose to their opponent by default.

8. The teams entering the League shall be divided into a

Class A and Class B league, according to size, the schedule of
games, time and place of contests being subject to the decision

of the Basket Ball Committee. These two leagues shall then be
divided into sub-leagues^ playing the games at the Central Depart-
ment and the Genesee Street Department of the Y.M.C.A., each
team in each sub-league playing each other team of the same
sub-league. The two teams in each sub-league winning the
largest per cent of their games shall then compete for the cham-
pionship of the Class A or Class B League, which series shall be
known as the finals. The team winning the Jargest per cent of
the finals in Class A League shall be awarded the Y.M.C.A.
Trophy. The team winning the largest per cent of the finals

in the Class B League shall be awarded the King and Eisle

Trophy. No player in Class B shall weigh over 105 pounds.
9. All protests shall be referred to the Committee on Protests

whose decision shall be final.

10. The award of the cups each season shall carry with it

temporary possession of the cups for the ensuing year, and shall

become the permanent property of the schools whose teams shall

win them for three seasons.
11. The officials of the games shall be selected and appointed

by the Basket Ball Committee.
12. All games shall be played under Spalding's A.A.U. Basket

Ball Rules.

A chief aim of the Basket Ball League is to maintain excel-
lence in scholarship and deportment in the class-room. This
result can be attained by requiring players to maintain a Stan-

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dard which shall at least be satisfactory to the class teacher on
penalty of debarment in case of failure. The Committee urges
each Principal to take such action in the matter as will make the

games what they are intended—a direct helpful influence upon
the work of the school.

It is recommended that each Principal not allow the members
of his team to participate in general Basket Ball contests before
paid audiences or without competent supervision and officials.

Rule No. 3 gives to each Principal authority to regulate the

games played by the team.

RULE IX.

CROSS COUNTRY RUN.

Regular P.S.A.L. rules of eligibility shall apply.

In championship competitions there shall be five members per

team, each member of which must weigh over lOO lbs.

The course shall be three miles in length, and nnist be so

marked that the runners may follow it without difficulty.

Only those boys shall be allowed to take part in competitions
who have prepared themselves by participation in preliminary
runs and have passed a special medical examination for this

event.

No contestant shall pass the official pacemaker until within
one-half mile of the finish.

Points shall be awarded in the order in which the boys finish:

one for first, two for second, three for third, etc.

The Hammond Press Trophy shall be awarded for one year
to the team scoring the smallest number of points.

Medals may be given to the first five boys to finish.

RULE X.

INDUCEMENTS.

No school, under penalty of expulsion from the League, shall

through any of its officers, or by any other means, directly or
indirectly, ofifer any inducement to a pupil of any other school
to sever his connection with such school for athletic purposes.

RULE XI.

PROTESTS.

All protests referring to the eligibility of the contestant must
be submitted in writing to the Committee on Protest.

All other protests must be submitted to the Referee of the

games, who has it in his power to allow the protested individuals

or teams to run under protest.
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In case of a boy who is large and mature for his age, the

Principal shall look up the record of his birth with all possible

care, as a precaution in case he is protested, and present to the

Games Committee a birth certificate or parents' aflfidavit stating

date of birth.

The League holds it within its jurisdiction to decide all pro-

tests made in events sanctioned by it. These protests are settled

by the Special Committee and their decision is final.

In case a boy's amateur status is questioned, the matter shall

be referred to the Committee for action.

RULE XII.

ENTRIES.

All entries for competitions held under the Public Schools
Athletic League must be made on the entry forms adopted by
the League.
These entry forms must be carefully filled out and must be

signed by the Principal of the school ; otherwise, they shall be
rejected. No post entries shall be received.

An entrance fee of ten cents per boy shall be charged for each
event in which individual prizes are offered, except in badge
competition.

If any competitor enters an event and then fails to compete he
must send a valid excuse to the Secretary of the Public Schools
Athletic League. Failing in this, he may be suspended.

RULE XIII.

SANCTIONS.

All events or games, whether given by public schools or other
organizations, that are open to public school boys, must be
sanctioned by the Public Schools Athletic League of Buffalo.

Any champioriship emblem accepted by any school of the
League should state specifically the nature of the championship
and of what organization the recipient is champion.
Any boy who competes in games or events that are not sanc-

tioned by the Public Schools Athletic League of Buffalo, renders
himself liable to suspension by the Board of Directors, and, if

he persists in this participation in unsanctioned events he may
be cut off entirely from competition in all events or games given
under the sanction of Public Schools Athletic League.
By a recent ruling of the Amateur Athletic Union, school boys

competing in events given by organizations outside the League
are obliged to register with that body.
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The following- conditions must be complied with before sanc-
tion can be given by the League:

Conditions.

A club or organization giving a public school event must secure
the sanction before announcing same.
The conditions under which the race will be held must be

printed plainly on the entry blank.
At least five days before the event takes place the names of

the contestants must be submitted to the Secretary of the Public
Schools Athletic League for approval or disapproval.

In accepting this sanction, the club or organization agrees to

abide by the decision of the Games Committee of the Public
Schools Athletic League in so far as the eligibility of the different

contestants or schools is concerned.
Promoters of athletic nneets must distinctly state whether the

scholastic event is open to the public schools of Buffalo or the

Public Schools of the United States.

The Secretary will notify all schools of the class invited or
every event for which sanction has been issued.

All protests as to eligibility, etc., will be settled by the Games
Committee of the Public Schools Athletic League.
When an event is sanctioned and prizes duly announced, the

event must be run and prizes awarded according to announcement.

RULE XIV.

No record shall be allowed unless the performance has been
timed by at least three timekeepers or measured by at least three
field judges.
The Games Committee shall investigate every performance to

which their attention is called, and shall reject any record which
shall not be supported by the aflfidavits of at least six witnesses,
including the officials, certifying as to the place, time of day,
state of weather, condition of path or field, force and direction

of wind, level or grade of grounds, weight, measurement and
material of implement, and correctness of announced time or
distance.

No record shall be allowed unless made in open competition.
A record made at any championship meet of the Public Schools

Athletic League of Buffalo shall be known as a Buffalo Public
Schools Athletic League record. A record made at a meet sanc-
tioned by the Public Schools Athletic League, but not open to all

schools, shall be known as an interscholastic record.
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BY-LAWS OF BUFFALO PUBLIC SCHOOLS
ATHLETIC LEAGUE

ARTICLE I.

MEMBERSHIP.

Section i. IVIembership shall consist of Annual, Sustaining,

Life and Honorary Members, and of Patrons, Donors, and
Founders.
Section 2. Any person may become an Annual Member upon

payment of One Dollar ($1.00) or more per year.

Section 3. Any person by paying annually more than Five
Dollars ($5.00) and less than Fifty Dollars ($50.00), may become
a Sustaining Member.

Section 4. Any member by paying Fifty Dollars ($50.00) in

one sum, may become a Life Member.
Section 5. ]\Iembers paying One Hundred Dollars ($100.00),

Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00), or One Thousand Dollars

($i,oco.oo) in one sum, may become Patrons, Donors, or Foun-
ders, respectively.

Section 6. Honorary Officers and Members may be elected.

Section 7. The annual dues of each member shall be payable

on the first day of January in each year, in advance. In case of

the failure of any member to pay such dues within ninety (90)

days after notice shall be sent to him by the Secretary, his mem-
bership shall cease.

Section 8. Any member guilty of ungentlemanly conduct or
of intentional violation or habitual neglect of any by-law, rule

or regulation of the League, or conduct prejudicial to the inter-

ests of the League, may be suspended or expelled by a three-

fourths vote of the Board of Directors, on recommendation of
tl'.e Executive Committee, after an opportunity has been given
him to be heard before it. No such action shall be taken against

him for any of these causes until the charges made against him
shall have been reduced to writing, filed with the Secretary, and
a copy thereof served upon him.
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ARTICLE II.

DIRECTORS.

Section i. A Board of Directors, which shall not exceed

twenty-five (25) members, shall have control and managemciV,

of the affairs and funds of the League. They shall be members
of the League.

Section 2. The Directors named in the Articles of Associa-

tion shall be divided by lot into three classes: the first shall hold

their ufiices for three (3) years; the second for two (2) ;
and

the third for one (i) year.

Section 3. Any Director absenting himself from five (5) con-

secutive regularly called meetings of the Board, vacates his office.

Section 4. The Directors or Executive Committee^ shall have
power to fill vacancies which may occur in their body from time

to time, until the next annual election.

Section 5. At each annual meeting, the offices of the Direc-

tors whose terms then expire, and also all vacancies, shall be

filled by election by the members.
Section 6. Five (5) members shall constitute a quorum of

this body.

ARTICLE III.

meetings.

Section i. The annual meeting of the League for the election

of Directors, and for such utlK-r matters as may properly come
before it, shall be held on the first Tuesday in December in each
year—due notice of which meeting shall be sent by the Secretary

to each member. Election shall be by ballot.

Section 2. At any meeting of the League ten (10) members
shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE IV. .

Section i. The officers of the League shall consist of a Presi-

dent, Vice-President, Treasurer and Secretary. The office of

Secretary and Treasurer may be held by one person. All officers,

except the Secretary, must be Directors.

Section 2. The officers of the League shall be annually

elected at the first meeting of the Board of Directors to be held

after the annual meeting of the League. They shall hold office

at the pleasure of the Directors, and until others are elected in

their places.

Section 3. The school principals may nominate two Directors

each year.
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Section 4. The President shall perform the usual duties of

the office, and shall preside at all meetings of the Directors and
of the League.

Section 5. In the absence of the President, or in case of his

inability to act, the Vice-President shall discharge his duties.

Should both be absent from any meeting, the Directors or mem-
bers present shall choose one of their number to act as Chairman,
who shall perform all the duties of the President for the time
b.-ing

Section 6. '1 he Secretary shall attend the meetings of the
League and of the Directors and of the Executive Committee,
and keep the minutes of the proceedings, recording ayes and
nays, upon all questions whereon such a vote shall be demanded
by any Director. He shall conduct and preserve ail correspon-
dence; serve all notices, and perform the usual duties of the

Secretary. He shall have the custody of all the papers relating

to the affairs of the League.
Section 7. The Treasurer shall be the custodian of all the

moneys and securities of the League. He shall collect and dis-

burse all its moneys, keep accounts of his transactions, and make
a written report of the financial condition of the League at its

annual meeting, and to the Board of Directors at any such time
as it may require—especially salaries and other sums specially

authorized by the Directors or the Executive Committee. He
shall pay no claim against the League exceeding Ten Dollars
($io.co), unless the same be first approved by the Finance Com-
mittee or Executive Committee. He shall deposit all moneys
belonging to the League to its credit in an account to be opened
in its name and kept in a bank to be designated by the Directors.

Secti(..\ 8. The Directors may at any time require the Treas-
urer to give security in such amount as they shall deem proper.

ARTICLE V.

committees.

Section i. There shall be an Executive Committee composed
of the President, Treasurer and four (4) Directors, elected annu-
ally by the Board of Directors, which shall have all powers of

the Board of Directors when not in session. This Committee
may meet and transact business at the time specified for any
meeting of the Board without further or other notice, and shall

also meet at the call of the President. Three (3) of this Com-
mittee shall constitute a quorum.

Section 2. The President shall appoint a Finance Committee,
which shall devise and report w-ays and means for the support
of the League, subject to the approval of the. Board. It shall
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examine, audit and certify the accounts of the Treasurer and all

bills and claims against the League, except for salaries or sums
specially authorized by the Board or Executive Committee.

Section 3. No claim against the League exceeding Ten Dol-
lars ($10.00), save those above excepted, shall be paid by the

Treasurer until the same shall have been first approved by the

Executive Committee.
Skction 4. The President shall appoint a Games Committee,

the Chairman of which must be a Director, which shall have
charge of all games authorized by the League. Such Committee
may associate with it persons who are not Directors.

Section 5. There shall be such other committees as may be
authorized by the Directors. The members thereof shall be
appointed by the President, unless otherwise prescribed by the
Directors.

ARTICLE VL
trophies.

Section i. All badges, trophies, etc., shall be accepted only
on approval of the Executive Committee.
Section 2. All cups and other trophies for annual competi-

tion shall be the property of the League until finally won the
required number of periods.

ARTICLE VIL
notices.

Section i. All notices to members and also notices to all

officers and directors shall be sufficiently served, if mailed to them
at the address given by them to the Secretary or Treasurer,
respectively.

ARTICLE VIII.

AMENDMENTS,

Section i. These By-Laws may be changed or amended by
the unanimous vote or written consent of all the Directors,

without previous notice, at any meeting of the Board ; also, by
a vote of two-thirds of all the i3irectors at any meeting, provided
notice specifying the intended change shall have been served on
each Director at least five (5) days before the meeting.

Do Hereby Certify, That we desire to form a corporation for

the purposes hereinafter mentioned, in pursuance of the provi-
sions of the INIembership Corporation Law of the State of New
York, and the other laws applicable thereto, and

Do Hereby Declare:

First—The particular object for which this corporation is

formed is to promote useful athletics and gymnastics among the
pupils in the public schools of the City of Buffalo, and in con-
nection therewith to co-operate and support school athletic asso-
ciation, provide gymnasiums, athletic grounds and teachers,
organize, conduct games and competitions and offer prizes.

Second—The name of the proposed corporation is "Buffalo
