(3) Of the works of Daedalus there are these two in Boeotia, a Heracles in Thebes and the
Trophonius at Lebadeia. There are also two wooden images in Crete, a Britomartis at Olus
and an Athena at Cnossus, at which latter place is also Ariadne's Dance, mentioned by
Homer in the Iliad (18.590n.), carved in relief on white marble. At Delos, too, there is a small
wooden image of Aphrodite, its right hand defaced by time, and with a square base instead
of feet. (4) | am of opinion that Ariadne got this image from Daedalus, and when she
followed Theseus, took it with her from home. Bereft of Ariadne, say the Delians, Theseus
dedicated the wooden image of the goddess to the Delian Apollo, lest by taking it home he
should be dragged into remembering Ariadne, and so find the grief for his love ever

renewed.

(3) Z praci Daidalovych jsou v Boiétii tato dvé dila: Héraklés v Thébach a Trofénios u
Lebadejskych. Ostatni podobna dila se nachazeji na Krété a to Britomartis v Olunté a Athéna
u Kndésskych . Ti maji také takzvany Tanec Ariadnin, o némz se zminil Homéros v iliadé (XVIII.
590) zhotoveny z bilého mramoru. Délsti zase maji nevelkou dievénou sochu Afrodity s
pravou rukou poskozenou starim. Misto nohou kondi tato socha do ¢tverhranu. (4) Vérim, Ze
ji od Daidala prevzala Ariadné, a kdyZ se ubirala na svou pout s Théseem, odnesla ji z
domova. Podle vypravéni Délskych zasvétil Théseus — zbaviv se Ariadny — dfevénou podobu
bohyné délskému Apollénovi, aby mu po ndvratu domu neptipominala Ariadnu a aby mu

nevzesly nové nehody v lasce.
