Under the heading of the United States of America the present 

Buli.etin publishes the full text of a proclamation issued by the Pres¬ 

ident of the United States on March 24, 19o5, of a treaty concluded 

on .lanuary 30. 1902, for the settlement by arbitration of pecuniary 

claims between the nations of America. Said treaty was concluded at 

the Second International (.inference of American States in the capital 

of the Alexican Bepublic. It is impossible to duly exjiress the imjxir- 

tanee attached to the sanction of this treaty by the (lovernment at 

Washington among the independent nations of America. The treaty 

is already in force between the I’nited States of America, (luatemala. 
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Salvador, Porn, and Honduras, tlicsc nations l>c‘in<^ the five sijrnatorv 

PowiM-s, as ro(iulrod by Article V of the treaty to render etlective I he 

provisions of the same. The ratification of the treaty by the nations 

other than the LTiited States has been previously recordeil in the 

archives of the International Bureau of American Kepul)lies, and it is 

{greatly to be desired that the remainiii}' nations of the ITiion should 

hasten to protit by the advantajjes ottered by this peaceful settlement 

of ditt'erences. 

While the arrangement ettected may not la* the utmost desideratum 

in the matter, which as previously indicab'd in the Bulletin might 

be better met by the esbiblishinent of a purel\' American tribunal for 

the settlement of American jwcuniary claims in accordance with the 

letttM' of instructions furnished the delegsites to the Second Interna¬ 

tional C’onference of American States by President Roosevelt, that is 

a point for which there will be ample time for discussion before the 

lapse of the live years provided ft)r as the life of the present treaty. It 

may be well said that, should this be the only outcome of the (Confer¬ 

ence of Mexico, this act would alone entitle the (’onference to the 

gratitude of the peo})Ies of the New World. 

COMMERCE OF THE UNITED STATES WITH 
CENTRAL AND SOUTH AMERICA. 

The following is a memorandum ])resented to the Hon. William H. 

Taft, Secretary of War. by several of the Ministers who represent 

the countries interested in the commerce between the I'nited States 

and the Wi'st (’oast of (’entral and South America. Tin' points con¬ 

sidered in it have been discussi'd for a long time, but without result, 

due to c('rtain conditions wliich have prevented (he attainment of the 

desired success in promoting by this means closer commercial relations 

with these countrii's. 

After several meetings had been held, in which the matter was care¬ 

fully • onsidered, a memorandum was prc'pared by the Minister from 

I’eru, Sefior Alvabe/ ('ai.deuon, and the Charge d'Att'aires of Ecua¬ 

dor, Senor Witiiek; the Ministers of Costa Rica and Bolivia, Senores 

Calvcj and Caldekon, and the Director of the International Bureau 

of the American Republics, Mr. Williams (’. Fox, cooperating in its 

linal j)reparation. 

'Phe Ministei’ from Peru Mas the spokesman for his colleagues at the 

meeting with the Secretary of M'ar, held at the ottice of the Secretary 

on Saturday, April S, lUoy. He spoke briefly on the ditl'erent point> 

tri'ated in the memorandum, and Secretary Taft, aft(M' having bei'ii 

informed of all the circumstances, shoaed that he Mas grc'atly inter¬ 

ested in the matter. During the intervieM’. the Ministers from Chile, 
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('ostii Uicsi, and Ni«-ara»;na took part in illustratin'' hv certain demon 

stralde facts that the movement initiated will produce favorable 

results, espe«dalh’ as concerns the United States, as well as the other 

'•ountries, all of which form the International Union of American 

Hepultlics.

“Mr. Secretary: 'I'he Isthmus of Panama has offered two jjreat 

obstacles to the exchanj'e of products lietween the eastern coast of the 

United States and the Latin-American countries, which we have the 

honor to represent, and whh-h countries carry on their commerce on 

the coast of the Pacilic. Of these two obstacles one is ph\'sical, beinj' 

the land which separates the two oceans; the other is artificial, and has 

be«'n produced as much by the monopoly which the railroad line from 

(’olon to Panama has had and still enjoys as by the monopolies w hich 

that same railroad company has created for the navijration between 

Colon and New York and between Panama and the western coast of 

North and South America. 

“d'he United States with its noted enerjry is alM>ut to sweep away 

the physical obstacle, whl«*h, however, will re'iuire many years. The 

same is not the case with the artificial obstacles. The American CJov- 

ernment is now absolute owner of that railroad and of the steamers 

which ply between C'olon and New York. We are informed by the 

press that Your Kxcellency must decide very shortly the manner in 

which that railro:id and those steamers are to be administered, and we 

hasten for that reason to invite your excellem-y's attention to the end 

that no measure can be adopted whi«di will be more effective in mak¬ 

ing,'closer the commercial relations of all our countries with the United 

States than the systematizinef of the transit on the Isthmus u|K)n 

e([uitable and liberal basis. 'I'lie opportunity is an exceptional one 

and it is advisable to take a<lvanta;re of it for reasons of mutual 

int('rest. 

“'I'he first evil cons(*«|uence of the monojx)li<‘s has been the hijrh 

tariff rates, which we may call almost prohibitory, and which have 

diverted the commercial current toward Kurope. .'some data which 

we j^ive below prove this assertion: 

“'Phe nitrate of Chile can not be brouj'ht via Panama. The com¬ 

bined tavitl' rates between the railroad company and the trust of the 

steamers of the southern Pacific coast fix a freij'lit of 47 shilling's 

sterlinj' a ton. 'Phat same nitrate reaches New York by steamers via 

Mai'cllan. paying' 23 shillin''s sterllnj' a ton. 

“ Phe Peruvian siij'ar pays l>y the Isthmus .30 shilling's sterlinj'a 

ton. and 23 shillines sterliii}' a ton via Maj'ellan. 

“’Phe cocoa of (Tuaya»|uil via Panama jiays to Kurope from .'•2 to

58 sterling a ton and for New York 05 to OS sliillings sterling 

a ton. 

••Cott'ee is exported from Central America to Europe via Magellan 

cheaper than l)v way of Panama. 

‘•The metals of Bolivia, es])ecially tin, can not he brought to the 

United .States via Panama. 

•* Frecpiently the case arises that products from our coasts are 

imported into the United States after being tratisshipped either in 

Liverj)o()l, Havre, or Hamburg, because of the lower freight rates for 

Europe as against the United States. 

•" It may be calculated that the most distant j)orts of our respective 

Pepublics are from New York 4,500 miles via Panama. From those 

same ports to New York there is a distance of over 11,000 miles via 

Magellan, and, ni'vertheless, the transportation by this last route and 

the trans])ortatlon by steamer from our ports to Europe is on an aver¬ 

age from 25 to ,‘]o per cent cheaper than our commerce with New York 

via Panama. 

“From this considerable diflerencc of freight rates it is apparent 

that the European consumer has the advantage of buying our products 

cheaper than the American consumer. 

“.So that Your Excellency may pei’ceive that the injustice of the 

high freight rates is found in the railroad tariff rates, it will suflice to 

know that from the freight of the 4,.‘»t»0 miles between the extreme 

ports and New Yoi k the Panama Pailroad Company takes for itself the 

33 i)ercent for the 40 miles of transit. 

‘‘Looking into this cpiestion. itow. from the point of view of the 

exportation from this country into our countries, it is interesting to 

make a comparison of the freight rates from New York and our coasts 

via Panama and those of similar artitdes between Europe and the 

western coast of the I’acitic, also vi.i Panama. 

‘‘By taking articles of little value we find that: 

‘‘Pice, for example: From Hamlmrg shipnumts of rice from India 

are constantly being made to Iv-uador via Panama at the rate of from 

30 to 33 shillings sterling per ton of 2.24<) pounds, or, say, from 87.50 

to 88 per ton. while the same article from New York pays at the rate 

of 8o.(>0 per loo pounds, or, say, 813.20 per ton, an overcharge of 

almost 75 per cent. And what is said of rice may l>e applied to all. 

articles given as second <dass in the Panama Pail road Company's tarilf, 

of which we hei'ewith transmit a copy. This ditl'enmce in the freight 

rates tips the scales in favor of the European markids, almost exclud¬ 

ing, or at least limiting to a narrow circle, the exportatiojis of the 

same class of articles from New York, to the detriment of the com 

merce of the I'nited .States. 

‘•It is to be observed at the same time that on certain articles on 

which the Panama Pailroad Company collects by cul)ic measurement 
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tlio frcij^ht from New York to the Paeitie ]M)rts of South aud (Vntral 
America i.s so hijjh that it represents from 40 to oO p4'r cent of the 
cost of the merchandise. For example: 

‘•Twelve coal-oil stoves which in New York, free on hoard, cost 
from to $4S pay on the coast of Ecuador and of Peru HO and 374 
cents, respectively, per cubic foot, or, say. 8lO.‘Jo to 8^1, which rep¬ 
resents 42.(!r> per cent upon the cost price. The same article houj^ht 
in (Jermany would hardly pay a frei<rht of from 8»).4o to 

“The distance between Plymouth and Colon is 4..540 miles and the 
distance between New York and Colon is 1,!*81 miles. So that Plym¬ 
outh is mites farther from Colon, and, nevertheless, the freijjht 
rates from Europe to our coasts via the Isthmus are lower than those 
from New York to our coasts, 

“As the transit by the Isthmus is the same in either case, it is plain 
that the ditl'erencc in freijjht originates from the hijjh tariti' rates of 
the steamship line plyinj; between Colon and New York. or. say, from 
this artificial monopoly, created by the Panama Pailroad Company, 
which also owns the steamship tine. 

“Althouj^h the. navijration companies on the Pacilic do not belontf 
to the Panama Railroad Company, this company has arranjyed mat¬ 
ters .so that the northern coast may be exclusively .served by the 
Pacitic Mail Steamship Company and the southern coast by two 
steamship companies formed into a trust, viz, the I'acilic Steam Navi¬ 
gation Company and the South American Steamship Company. 

•‘These lines, as a matter of course, take advantage of this privi¬ 
lege to exact as high rates as possible. 

••The working of this monopoly is very plain, 'i'he I’anama Rail¬ 
road Company gr.ints transit facilities only to the combined coni])a- 
nies above referred to. while it hinders and closes all doors to other 
ships outside of the combination arriving at Colon or Panama. For 
example: 

“Not long ago a large exporting New York firm sent a cargo 
steamer to Colon, Ih'sides the ditliculties of securing a pier, the 
cargo, when nnloadeil, remained on the piers of C'olon for several 
weeks without transshijiiiient. It is useless to say that the interested 
parties stoppial sending any more steamers to Colon. 

•'Owing to the same monoiKily the I’acitic Steam Navigation C»>m- 
jiain’ and the South American Steamship Company had to abandon 
the extension of their tratlic up to San Francisco, California, leaving 
the field exclusively to the Pacitic Mail Steamship Comjmnv, which 
has under control all the trallic of the coast of Central America. 

“ 'fhe drawbacks of the artitieial arrangement are more plainly .shown 
by examining the situation as to rates for passengers. While Callao 
and Liverpool are almost at the same distance from New York, a lirst- 
class passenger can go from New York to Liverpool even for 80O, 
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while the ticket for Calhio, also from New York, will cost him at 
least 8l«sr). No doubt if there were competition this tijiure would lie 
considerably reduced. 

‘‘The anomalies are more noticeable when eonsiderino- the prices 
of passenjjer tickets for the northern coast of Panama and for Panama 
itself. The Panama Railroad C’ompany charjres for a tirst-class ticket 
between New York and San Francisco (5,3oo miles) 8105. 

“To Panama, only 2,o:il miles, ineludin*^ the crossin«r of the Isth¬ 
mus, the company eharj^es 8100, and to the ports of Central America, 
half the distance from New York, the company charjfes from 8115 
to 8ltt0. 

“The al)Ove anomah’ is explained, because the intereontinental rail¬ 
roads ai'c competius^ in the traffic between New York and San Fran¬ 
cisco, and under the present rejjime theiv is no possible competition 
in regard to the other ports. There is no doubt that the Panama Rail¬ 
road Company and the Pacific ^iail Steamship Ctmipany, when they 
carry a i)assen<>er from New York to San Francisco—and they keep 
him durinj^ one month, approximately—for 8l<'5, do not lose money; 
therefore, their profit is exorbitant when, for earryinjf a passenjter to 
Panama and boardinc; him six or seven days only, they charj^e 8lR0. 
This shows the necessity of the free competition liy means of the 
s^'stem of eipial treatment to all the ships, or, sa}', open door on the 
Isthmus. 

“A not insignificant detail is that of ehar<iinj; 5 cents <^old for each 
pound of bajTf^aj^e in exees? of the amount allowed passenj^ers erossinjf 
the Isthmus. 

“We can assert that all these drawbacks turn away the passengers 
from the Isthmus route, which is the shortest, even for gfoing to 
Europe, giving to the merchants the opportunity to pass through the 
Cnited States and to study its manufactures. Instead of doing this, a 
considerable amount of traffic has been estaldished by the route of 
Magellan, or crossing the Andes between Chile and Argimtina. Those 
who take the Andes route going to Europe have no opportunity to 
compare the American with the European industries. 

“We can not but mention here that the Panama Railroad Company 
charges 45 cents per pound on mail crossing through the Isthmus, 
which has causeil some of our countrii's to imj)ose an extra charge of 
1 cent for each half-ounce letter postage by that route. 

“The exchange of parcels post between the Cnited States and our 
Republics Ix'comes also more expejisive than that between the United 
States and other countries, by reason of the high freight rate of the 
Panama Railroad, which limits to an insignificant figure the exchange 
of small articles between the United States and the South American 
Republics, to the detriment of the commerce of the United States. 
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This circninstance is tho reason why main’ of our countries have not, 

as yet, made a postal convention with the Tnited States. 

“The Panama Railroad Company has up to now manafjed that Imsi- 

ness, havinjj in view only the Immediate profits. We believe that the 

(Jovernment of the Cnited States, without losinjr sijrht of that profit, 

and perhaps increasiiif^ it, should also be mindful of the convenience 

of broadeninj; and facilitatinjj our reciprocal commerce. Hy so doinof 

it will anticipate, in a ])roportion not to be despised, the benefits of 

the ffreat work it has undertaken. 

•’We therefore submit to the consideration of Your Excellency the 

practicability, when on (hvidintj ui>on the future system of adminis¬ 

tration on the Isthmus, of takinj^ into account: 

“First. The propriety of redueinj; the railroad tariff rates, in pro- 

|M>rtion to the distance, to the normal price in the Cnited States. 

"Second, That the same be done with the frei«,dit tariff rates and 

passenger rates between Colon and New York. 

“Third, That the ships of all nations and the earufoes of all orij^ins 

may have the same facilities of transit. 

“Fourth. That the railroad tariff rates be reduced as much as pos¬ 

sible for the first-class mail and parcels post. 

“Fifth. That the works of the canal do not absorb entirely the serv¬ 

ice of the railroad line, so that the traflic of mereliandise mav not 

thereby l)e interfered with. 

‘‘The adoption of these measures would expand considerably the 

inlerehanjfo of products through the Isthmus route, establishinj^ 

between the United States and our coast a larjre share of the com¬ 

merce which is to-da}’ carried on with Europe, and establishinjf a cur¬ 

rent throuf^h the short route of 4,50D miles, maximum, in place of 

11,000 miles, for it is to be suppose*! that the two companies which 

to-day take the route of Mai'cllan will find it convenient to divide 

their ships between the Facitic and the Atlantic, and more economical 

to transpoi't their earooes in ten or fift*‘en days by the route of the 

Isthmus thati in sixty days by the route of the Strait of Macjellan. 

"These companies send three st*’amers monthly, which transport 

12,(KKt tons, more or less, and as many tons on the return trip, or, sav, 

iK'arly HOD,ODD tons annually. A very larjje part of this would j)ass 

by tho Isthmus, thus givinjjf mor** frei*jht to the railroad aiul return 

fr(‘i«rht to the ships takinj; to the Isthmus the material which the con¬ 

struction of the canal will ivijuire, a circumstance which will cheapen 

tlie transportation of said material. 

“.Vnother cinaimstance which would make closer our relations, 

would be that of jrreater rapidity in our communications. The United 

States can do much in this respect on this side of the Isthmus. We 

will call the atbaition of our (lovernments t*) this very point, recom- 

niondinj^ to them that, if it is possibh', tlu'v enter int'' an aj^^reement to 
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insure at least two fast trips inontlily iM'tween Valparaiso ami Panama, 
stopi)ing at the principal ports en route, and a like improvement on the 
Central American coast. 

We will also recommeml to our (lovernments the propriety of 
low'eriu" the freight and passenjjer nites on the steamers of the Pacilic, 
althoujrh we l»elieve that this will he obtained throu<(h competition 
incident to the alwlishment of the monojjoty on the Isthmus. 

“We close, praying Your Excellency that you deign to give kind 
consideration to these statements, which are inspired by our sincere 
eagerness to make our commercial relations closer l)etween the Cnited 
States and our respective countries.

During the ^ear 111**5, 5 per cent will continue to be 
deducted from the salaries of all the civil employees of the adminis¬ 
tration and pensioners, including schoolmasters pensioned by the 
national council of education.

13. d'he freeziii}^ houses, meat-jerkino factories, and other 

estahlishments subject to vetioinary inspection hy article IG of the 

iuiiiual sjinitary police law will pay to the jfeiu'ral treasury of the nation 

the amount of the salary of the veterinaries whom the executive place 

in charge of the inspection of their respective factories.

The crop for llKt.5-G, bejrinninjr in ^laj*, 11K»5, promises to be from 

130,imm) to 14i),(M)0 tons, as the cane fields are in somewhat lH‘tter con¬ 

dition than they were last 3 ear. On the other hand, the percentuffe of 

sugar obtained in Tucnman in the 1004-5 crop was 1 jK'r cent above 

the normal. 

It is premised that of the r.*o5-ti crop, Urugua.v will take about 

15.0(K» tons, as the prices in the Argentine Uepublic are lower than in 

Knrope and the shipments are not so belated. 

'I'he law, dating from rlanuarv 1, 11105, leaves 75 per cent of pro¬ 

duct ion free from internal ta.x, but exacts 15 cents {moneda nacioinil) 

on each kilogram of the remaining ‘25 per cent. This will, however, 

he returned on ju^oof of exportation. The export figures show the 

following results: lUUl, 40,413 tons; 1002, 41,604 tons; 1003, 30,340 

tons, and lOOl, 14,372 tons. 

Knropoan markets for (he ])roduct are not sought bv reason of the 

resti'ictive measures of the Ilrussels Convention. 

THE SUGAR TAX. 

On Jaiiuarv 1,1'005, the now law No. 42S8 of the Argentine Republic, 

relating to the internal tax on sugar and the bountv or drawback *)n 

the exportation of that article, came into operation. Pniviouslv, umler 

the law 3884, alt sugar produced in the Republic was sul)ject to a tax 

of (» cents per kilogram, l)ut a bountv was given of 1(> cents per kilo¬ 

gram on the sugar exported not exceeding in (piantitv one-fourth of 

the total production of the year. This was eipiivalent to giving back 

to the producers two-thirds of the proc(*eds of the tax, the remaining 

third being retaiiu'd bv the Stale, the price of sugar consumed in the 

countrv increasing bv (! cents per kilogram. 

R\' a subse*juent law the producers were given the lamefit of a draw¬ 

back t)f 2 cents per kilogram (the proportion of the tax belonging to 

the Stat(‘) upon the exportation of another one-fouidh or an}’ less pro¬ 

portion of the sugar j)roduced, so that, if the ix'rmitted exportation 
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of one-half of the prodiietion had taken place, the State would have 

received only one-fourth of the proceeds of the tax imposed upon the 

consumers. As it happened, the exportation never reached the full 

half of the production, so that the State actually received rather more 

than one-fourth of the proceeds, hut the end was attained by keepinj^ 

up the price of sufi^ar at home, by enal)lin}{‘ the producers to sell a 

larjje proportion of tlndr sujjfar abroad at less than cost ])rice. 

The Hrusscls Convention, whereby the sij^natory States aj^reed to 

abolish bounties and to impose upon suojir imported from bonnty- 

payint? countries a duty eipiivalent to the bounty, made it necessary 

to repeal the laws orantins^ bounties, but the new one restored the 

benetit in another form. It imposes a tax of 15 cents p(>r kilojjfrain 

upon one-fourth of the whole (piantit\' produced, but this is to bo 

returned at the same rate to the exporters of that proportion or any 

smaller quantitv. The tax is not, in fact, paid at all by the producers 

unless they fail to export the said proportion of the production, for 

they j^ive bills for the tax. which are returned to them upon the veri¬ 

fication of the exportation. 4'his tax is, in elFect, ecpial to a tax of 

cents per kilo<jrani upon all the sujfar produced, but thoujjh the home 

consumers have to pay it in the price of suffar the State does not 

rec('ive any part of the proceeds. 'I'he law also jjives remarkable 

powers to the National Executive for alterinjj the operation of the law 

for the purpose of keepinjj up the price of suj^ar as it leaves the mill 

to $3 p<'r lb kiloj^rams includinj^ the ta.x—that is to say, net. 

The “ Centro Aznctiri ro" has now petitioned the (i»)vernment to alter 

the law, under the powers mentioned, l)v applvinj; the tax aiul the rij^lit 

of drawback to 15 jx'r cent instead of 25 per cent of the (piaiitity pro¬ 

duced, in order to regulate the home market, Mr. Rukixo Varei.a, 

Administrator of Internal Taxes, <(uotes the followino' tiyun's to show 

the j^radual aujifinentation of the consumption of siij^ar in the Arj^en- 

tine Republic. In 1S79 the (juantity consumed was. ap))roximat(‘ly. 

S0,00b,o00 kilo<;rams, and the subseiiuent increase has been about 

5,000.000 kiloj^rams every year, so that in 1004 the consumption reached 

115,0oo,(»O0 kiloj^rams. Durinj^ the same period of eif^ht years the 

((uantity exported was 243,003,213 kiloj^rams. The (piantity produced 

last \'ear was 120,071,00>7 kilojjrams. 

EXPORTS TO HOLLAND IN 1904. 

The Arj^entine C’onsul in Holland forwarded to the minister of For¬ 

eign Aliairs of the Argentine Republic statistics showing the exports 

from the Republic to Holland during the calendar year of 1004 to 

have amounted to a value of §18,104,727 gold, as against §0,780,484 in 

1003.

SHIPMENTS OF AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS IN 1904. 

The followinjj oHicial statistics, roeeiitly issued by tho Ministry of 

Ajrriculture, jjive tho total {^rain shipmonts exported in l!Ht4 hy the 

Arj'ontine Kepuhlie alone eomparod with two previous years. The 

lijfures piddished on pujfo 3:i2 of tho Bulletin for February, 1905, indi- 

eate not only the grain exports from the Argentine Kepuldie, but also 

those exported from Fruguay taken in eonjunetion. The Argentine 

Uepublie exported in 1904, wheat to the amount of 2,341,8S4 tons, 

as against 1,<172,233 in 1903; maize, 2,447.<<79 tons, against 2,101,<153 

tons; linseed, SSS,872 tons, against 5S7,750 tons; tlour, 110,9SO tons, 

against 75,.5(12 tons. For other exports the following oHieial figures 

are available; Wool, 1<18,599 tons, against 192,547; butter, 5,220 tons, 

against 5,()9<1; frozmi beef, 1,209,998 ipiarters, and frozen mutton, 

3,<173,778 (piarters. 

The Agrieulture Department publishes the data coneeruing the areas 

sown with wheat and linseed for the ])resent ero}), whieh up to the 

present had only been estimated. 'Phe area sown is 4,903,124 hectares 

with wheat and 1,082,890 with linseed, (liven the medium results 

obtained from thrashing in the ditlerent distru-ts, it is likely that the 

surplus exportable will attain 2,8o0,ooo tons for wlu'at and 7o0,000 

for linseed. 

News received from the C'haco aliout the new plantsitions of eotton 

is exceedingly favorable. The harvest has commenci’d in several 

localities and is giving splendid results regarding (juality and <pian- 

tity. Some samples sent to the Agrieulture Department have been 

acknowledged by experts as excellent. 

The export of live .stock to Spain, which had lieen abandoned three 

years ago after several not very remunerative trials made \vith the 

northern provinces, is to recommence this winter. This time the 

l>lace selected is Barcelona, where a nucleus of capitalists has been 

formed to tempt business again under ditlerent and more up-to-date 

methods. 

The export of wool to the United States, whieh had somewhat slaek- 

en(‘d of late years, has this year been considerable. In the four and 

a half months elapsed of this wool season, commencing October 1, 

the fpiantit}' exportc'd from Buenos Ayres, Rosario, and Montevideo

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to New York and Boston amounts to more than 05,(XX) hales, while 
durinj;^ the same ])eriod in the preredins^ year the toUil barely reaehed 
tS,0o0; the tijfures heinjj 10,500 and t‘).500, respectively, in the two 
previous years.

DECREE GOVERNING DIPLOMATIC CEREMONIALS. 

Department oe Forekjn Relatigxs and AVousiiii*, 

BuvnoH Aijre»,i Dccemhvr 31.^ 100^. 
Whereas it is desiniltle to establish diplomatic ceremonies and the 

forms to be observed in the reception of the representatives of foreign 
countries, and in order that the .same mat' be in harmony with oiir 
form of Government and the usages and customs adopted by other 
nations, the President of the Republic decrees: 

Article 1. With respect to diplomatic ceremonies, the representa¬ 
tives of foreign countries in the Argentine Nation may Ik*: 

1. Ambassadors and Apostolic Nuncios. 
2. Envoys E.xtraordinar\' and Ministers Pleniiiotentiarv, and Apos¬ 

tolic Internuncios. 
3. Resident Ministers. 
4. Charges d'Affaires. 
Art. 2. The agents of the first cla.ss are the only ones who are con¬ 

sidered as the reprc.sentatives of the jM'rson of the Sovereign or C’hief 
of his State. Notwith.standing this, Amba.s.sadors and A{)o.stolic Nun¬ 
cios will treat with the Minister of Foreign Relations; but .said agents 
may reque.st a personal audience with the President of the Republic. 

Art. 3. The agents of the second class have no representative char¬ 
acter, and to obtain an audience with the President of the Republic 
the}’ should request it beforehand, and in writing, of the Minister of 
Foreign Relations. To obtain an audience with the latter functionary 
the}’ should al.so request it, in ivriting, of the introducer of Ambassadors. 
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Art. 4. Kesidoiit Ministers are eciual, in their relations with the 
Presidi'iit, to Envoys Extraordinary and Ministers Plenipotentiary, 
but are preceded by the latter. 

Art. 5. The agents of the fourth class are divided into Charges 
d'Atfaires ad hoc in permanent mission, and Charges d’Atfaires ad 
lati-rha. The tirst are accredited to the Minist(*r of Foreign Relations 
and have pr(‘cedence over the Charges ad interim. The second ax’e 
those who are presented as such to the Minister of Foreign Relations 
by the Diplomatic Ministers on leaving their post. 

Art. 6. Whenever a new Minister of Foreign Relatioxis takes pos¬ 
session of his office, after taking the oath he shall communicate his 
appointment by a verl)al note to the members of the Diplomatic Ctxrps 
aecrediU'd near the (lovernment of the Nation, and to the Consuls- 
General of those countries who have no diplomatic representation. 
Informing them that he will receive them ])ersonally at his office on 
the day and hour that he may designate. 

Art. 7. The Minister of Foreign Relations shall communicate his 
appointment l)y telegraph to the Argentine representatives abroad. 

Art. S. The tirst visit shall be returned by the ^linisterof Foreign 
Relations personally to the Ambassadors and to the Envoys Extraor¬ 
dinary and Ministers Plenipotentiary, and by card to the Residetit Min- 
istei’s and Chargtls d'Atfaires. 

Art. ff. The Minister of Foreign Relations shall communicate 
directly by verbal note to each Legation the day of the week on 
which he will receive foreign representatives who ma\’ desire to con¬ 
sult with him on matters relating to the service. 

Art. 10. New diplomatic representatives, after visiting the Minis¬ 
ter of Foreign Relations, must send a copy of their credentials atul 
addresses, if addresses are to be made, and rexpiest that they l)e 
informed the day and hour on which they will be received bv the 
President of the Republic. 

The Minister of Foreign Relations shall give them written answers. 
Art. 11. The receptions shall be special, formal, or private. 
The tirst is accorded oidy to Amlaissadors and to princes of reigning 

houses on a special mission; the second to Ministers, and the third to 
('harges d'Aff'aires. 

.\rt. 12. In the tirst case the introdu<‘er of Ambassadors shall 
accomjxany the Ambassador from his domicile to the (lOvernment 
Palace in the special State carriage of the President of the Republic 
drawn by four horses and followed by a regiment of the guard The 
introducer of Ambassadors shall conduct the Ambassador and the per¬ 
sonnel of the Embass}' who may accompany him to the Government 
Palace, where he shall be shown the usual honors by the battalion of 
infantry with the flag and a band of music. The latter shall play 
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the march or national hymn of the country which the Ambassador 
represents. 

The President of the Republic, with his Cabinet and the other civil 
and military officers who may have been invited, in full dress, shall 
await him in the reception hall. At the time of reading his address, 
which ma}’ lie made in French or in his own language, the Ambassador 
shall present his credentials to the President of the Republie, who 
shall deliver them to the Minister of Foreign Relations. 

'I'he President of the Republic shall read his repl}', salute the Ambas¬ 
sador, and introduce him to his Cabinet. The Ambassador in turn 
shall introduce the personnel of the Embassy. 

The reception having terminated, the Ambassador shall be con- 
ducteil to his residence, the same ceremonies being observed as were 
followed in his introduction. 

.\kt. 13. In the otticial receptions the following ceremonies shall lie 
observed: At the day and hour indicated for the holding of the recep¬ 
tion, the introducer of Ambassadors shall call at the residence of the 
foreign diplomatic representative, in the ordinary State carriage, for 
the purptise of conducting the diplomat to the office of the President 
of the Republic. The Minister of Foreign Relations shall assist at the 
reception, .\ddresses shall only be exchanged in the cases in which 
the diplomat Ministers shall have expressly retpiested it. After the 
presentation of the credentials and the termination of the reception, 
the Minister shall be conducted to his residence, the same formalities 
being ol)served as were followed in the reception. 

Art. 14. In the two cases referred to in the foregoing articles 
decrees of acknowledgment shall be immediately issued and the corre¬ 
sponding communications shall be made. 

.\rt. lo. For the private reception of C'harges d'Affaires, with special 
appointment as such, they shall present their credentials to the Min¬ 
ister of Foreign Relations, recpiesting an audience for that purpose as 
well as for the purpose of being presented to the President of the 
Republic. The credentials having been presented they shall l»e 
acknowledged by a special decree, as in the case of Ministers. 

Art. Id. After their reception, the diplotnatic representatives shall 
communicate otlicially with the other memlK*rs of the President’s 
cabinet, through the Minister of Foreign Relations. 

.\rt. it. The invitations to the official ban<iuets to the diplomatic 
corps shall l>e made through the Minister of Foreign Relations, and 
shall be issued ten daj's befondiand. 

.\rt. is. When ladies attend, the place of honor is at the right of 
the wife of the President of the Republic, or to the right of the wife 
of the Minister of Foreign Relations, or to the right of that lady who 
shall have been invited to do honor to the occasion. The second place 
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is to the rifflit of the President, or of the Minister; the third to the 
loft of the first; the foiirtli to the left of the hitter, and so on succes¬ 
sively. 

Art. 19. In the official banquets oiven by the President of the 
Pepublie to the diplomatic corps, the post of honor corresponds to the 
senior member of the same. The other diplomats shall be placed 
according to the order of their appointment, intersjM'rsed among the 
members of the cabinet and the other functionaries in the order 
prescribed by the administrative laws. 

Art. 20. In the religious functions which the President and the 
officers of State may attend, the order of seating in the church shall lie 
as follows: 

In the gospel side of the altar there shall be seated in the first tier 
or row: 

The President of the Republic, Minister of Interior, Minister of 
Foreign Relations, ^linister of the Treasury, Minister of Justice and 
Public Instruction, Minister of War, Minister of Marine, Minister 
of Agriculture, Minister of Public Works, President of the Senate, 
President of the (’hamber of Deputies, Commissions of the Chambers. 
Federal Supreme Court, Attorney-(renenil of the Nation, Supreme 
Hoard of AVar and Marine. 

In the second tier or row: Assistant secretaries of the Departments, 
Si'cretary of the Senate, S'cretary of the Chamln'r of Deputies, Se<-re- 
tary of the Supreme Court, Secretary of the Supreme Hoard of War 
and Marine. 

In the third tier or row: The aides-de-camp of the President of the 
Republic and of the Ministers of War and Marine. 

In the principal aisle, on the gospel side of the altar, and in the fii^st 
tier or row: The President of the Federal Court of Appeals, the 
President of the Civil Court, the President of the ChamlM'r of Com¬ 
merce, the members of the Chambers, the attorneys of the (.'hambers, 
the Attorney-Genend of the Treasury, the Director-General of Posts, 
the Dean of the University, the professors, the President of the 
National Hoard of Educjition, the President of the Genenil Accounting 
Department of the Nation, the Treasurer of the Nation, General Pre¬ 
fect of Ports, Director-General of Rents or Revenues, President of 
the Hank of the Nation, President of the National Mortgage Hank, 
President of Public Credit, President of the Conversion Fund, Presi¬ 
dent of the National Pension Fund, Director of the Mint, President 
of the Hoard of Health, Administrator of the Custom-house in the 
Capital, Administrator of Internal Revenue, Administrator of Alco¬ 
hols, General Superintendent of the Archives of the Nation, Director- 
General of the Department of Health, Director-Genenil of Hydraulic 
Works, Director of the National Library, Director of the National 

d 
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Muspiim, Director of the Museum of History, presidents of the 
national colleges, Director of the Normal School of Professors, Director 
of the Peuitentiaiy, Director of Agriculture and Stock, Director of 
Lands and Colonies, Director of Immigration, chief clerks of the 
departments. Inspector-denenil of the Bureaus of Chemistry, Director- 
General of Stiitistics, General Administrator of Seals, Administrator 
of Territorial Taxes and Patents. 

In the second tier or row: Federal judges, judges of lirst instance, 
attorney-generals, assessors, defenders, archivists of the courts, munic¬ 
ipal officials, municipal commission. 

In the transept, on the epistle side of the altar and op|K)site the 
President of the Repuhlic there .shall he seated in the first tier or row: 
The Diplomatic Corps, and following them, in asjx'cial place, the gov¬ 
ernors of the Provinces who may Ih‘ in the Caj)ital, the Mayor of the 
Municipality, the President of the Municipal Commission, and the 
Chief of Police. 

In the second tier or row: The secretaries of legations, attaches, 
military and naval attaches, and the chiefs and officers of naval stations. 

In the principal nave, on the epistle side and in the first tier or row: 
The chiefs and officials of the Navy and Army and the chiefs of divi¬ 
sions with military assignment alternating according to their rank and 
time of service. 

In the second tier or row: The Consular (’orps. 
The master of ceremonies is charged with the seating of guests in 

the order of precedence established in the foregoing article. 
The chiefs and employees of the branch offices of the executive 

power shall attend the functions to which they are invited unless pre¬ 
vented from doing so by a proptn- cause, of which they shall duly 
advise their immediate ranking chief. 

Art. 21. When a foreign diplomatic representative dies, the Secre¬ 
tary of the Legation, or the Consul-General, or the Dean of the Diplo¬ 
matic Corps, or a memlM'r of the family shall inform the Minister of 
Foreign Relations thereof, in order that that official may take the 
necessary steps a>id have the corresjionding military honors decreed 
hy the K.xecutive jK>wer in accordance with the following rule: Lieu¬ 
tenant-General of the Nation, for Nuncios or Ambassadors; general of 
division, for Ministers Plenii)otentiaries; general of biMgjule, for Res¬ 
ident Ministers; colonel, for Charges d’xVffaires. 

Art. 22. The aiguillettes shall l>e worn, the first by the Minister of 
Foreign Relations, or the Assistant Secretary of the Depirtment in 
the absence of the former; the second by the Dean of the Diplomatic 
Corps; the third ly the Secretary of the Legation; the fourth by the 
introducer of Ambassadors; the fifth by the aid-de-camp of the 
President, and the sixth by the Consul of the nation of the deceased. 
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Art. 23. The decrees of May 20, 1800, and March 1, lOol, con- P 
ceriiiiijf the reception of foreign ministers accredited to the liepiddic, 
an* hereby re{)ealed in all their parts. 

Akt. 24. Let it be coniniunicated, published in the Official Bulletin, 
and recorded in the National Archives.

DISCOVERY OF VANADIUM DEPOSITS. [ 

In a recent official publication issued b\' the Argentine (rovernnient, ' 
an account of the discovery and a description of the occurrence of 
vanadic acid in commercial (piantities in the ash of the eoal from tlie 
deposits in the Province of Mendoza is given in full. Insomuch as the I 

increasing demand for vanadium and other of these so-ealled mreinin- j* 
erals gives imjwrtanee to any information concerning them, a si’nopsis 
of this article is of interest. The discovery was made by Dr. J. J. J. 
Kyle, chief of the laboratory of the (fovernment mint, in the course 
of an examination of the chemistry of these coals in connection with his I 
official work. The result sliowed 38.22 ])er cent of pentoxide of vana- | 
dium in the ash, and the discovery was considered to be of sufficient 1 
moment to bring it to tlie notice of the jury of awards at the Chicago 
Exposition in 18!)3, in connection with the Argentine mineral exhibit, 
and the highest award was accorded to Doctor Kyle for his work. On 
the basis of these assays, there would be in each ton of this eoal, 
considering the ash content, about 5.3{> ])ounds of vanadic acid, the 
value of which is estimated at §24. So far no attempt has been made 
to utilize this deposit in a commercial way, and the development of the j 

eoal deposits has not been sufficient to establish the continuance of j 
these vanadium values in depth. If it is established that the vanadium 
is found with the coal at depth, then it is likely that it was deposited 
at the time the coal was in formation, but if the deposit is not coexten- 
.sive with the coal, then it may be assumed that it represents a later 
surface inliltr.ition. Judging from the manner of the occurrence of 
the carnotite in Colorado, as an infiltration in the sandstone, it maylw . 
asstimed that these Argentine deposits are of the same nature. The 
coim)letion of a railroad to these deposits, now under way, is likely to 
lead to the exploitation of the coal formation and a determination of j 

the extent and character of these interesting accompanying minerals. 
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BOLIVIA. 

PEACE TREATY WITH CHILE. 

Tlio treaty between Holivia and Chile, which ha.s recently been rati¬ 
fied by the Congresses of the two countries, replaces the Treaty of Peace 
and Friendship of May IS, 1805, which, in its turn, replaced the Pact 
of Indetinite Truce of April 4, 18S4. 

Article 1 of this ti’eaty declares that relations of peace and friend¬ 
ship have been restored between the two nations. 

Article 2 declares that the absolute and perpetual dominion of Chile 
is recognized over the territories occupied by virtue of the truce, and 
the Itoundary from south to north between Bolivia and Chile is therein 
|)articularl3' described. It is al.so provided that the contracting par¬ 
ties shall, within six months from the date of ratitication of the treaty, 
appoint a committee of engineers to mark out on the ground the 
iKdiiulary line of which the points are enumerated as aforesaid, and 
the ditlerences which may arise among the engineers and which can 
not be settled by the two Governments are to be referred to the arbi¬ 
tration of the German Emperor. Private rights, legally aiapiired, in 
any part of the territoiy through whieh the boundary line will pa.ss 
are to be recognized. 

Article 3 provides for the construction, within the year mentioned, 
at the cost of Chile, of a railway from the port of Arica to La Paz; 
the Bolivian section is to be transferred to Bolivia at the expiration of 
tifteen ^-ears from the date of completion. 

Chile also undertakes to pay the interest, not exceeding 5 j)er <*ent, 
which Bolivia may guarantee on the capital invested in the construc¬ 
tion within thirty j’ears of the following railways: Cyuni to Potosi; 
Oruro to Li Paz and by Cochabamba to Santa Cruz; from La Paz to 
the region of the Beni and from Potosi b^- Suci'e and Lagunillas to Santa 
Crnz. It is, however, declared that Chile shall not be recpiired to 
disburse more than .t‘ltK>,(»f)0 a year, that the aggregate disbursements 
shall not exceed .tT,t>oo,(»(tO, and that the undertaking shall be void at 
the end of the thirty years. The construction of the railways is to be 
the subject of s|)ecial agreements between the two countries, with the 
view of giving facilities for their commercial interchange. 

Article 4 stipulates for the payment bv' Chile to Bolivia of two sums 
of 4Tr)0,0<K> each at the expiration of six months and eighteen months, 
resjM'ctively, from the e.\change of ratifications. 

.\rticle a declares that Chile will apply ^,5<K),0()O gohl of 18 iH'iice 
each (in cash, at its option, in lM)nds of its foreign debt at the rate of 
the day in London) to the discharge of the liabilities recognized by 
Ikdivia for compens;ition to the lluanchaca, Oruro, and Corocoro mining 
companies and for the balance of the loan rai.sed in t'hile in 18(57, and 
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will also apply the value of •2,00(t,0()0 of such dollars (in cash or lM)nds 

as aforesiiid) to the payment of the debts arisinj; from the followiiiw 

Holivian oblicrations: Loan for the construction of the railway between 

Mejilloncs and C'aracoles, accordinjj to the contract of July 10, lsT*>; 

the debt in favor of Pedro I.rf^)PEZ (jta.ma, repres(‘nt('d by Alsop Jc Co.; 

the sums due to Juan C. Meioijs, represent'd by Eduard Squire, 

arisinj' out of the contract of March 20, 187(5, for letting saltpeter 

beds in Toco, and a debt to Juan Carday. 

Article (> gives Bolivia in jierpetuity free transit through C'hile and 

the towns on the Pacific. 

Article 7 authorizes Bolivia to constitute customs agencies in the 

ports which ma\’ be designated for her commerce. At present they 

are to be Antofagasta and Arica. Merchandise in transit is to l>e taken 

to the railway' wharf and be transported to the Bolivian custom-honses 

in closed and sealed Avagons. 

.\rticle 8. Cntil a treaty of commerce has been signed the two 

nations are respectively to l>e placed on an equalit}' as regards duties, 

et<'., and rail wav tariffs with the most fa\'orcd nation. 

Articles h and 10 relate to the “guias" required for imports from 

Chile and exixirts from Bolivia. 

Article 11 gives Bolivia the option of putting the neAv system in 

practice immediateh’, or if continuing for a year the system noAV estah- 

lishi'd at Antofagastii and which may be extended to Arica. 

Article 12 provides for the submission of ditferences respecting 

the treaty to the arbitration of the (Terman Emperor. 

The ratifications of the treaty are to be exchanged Avithin six months 

in the city of La Paz.

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The increase of indebtedness from 1903 to 1904, amountinjj to 
ill,458,993, or 13,571,8(57^', is exclusively in the floating debt and is 
largely nominal, representing liability for securities and valuables, 
agjiinst which the securities and valuables themselves are held in 
deposit, with the exception, of course, of the issue of 6,000,099^ of 
Treasur}' bills. 

‘‘The South American Journal” for March 11, 19()5, comments on 
the satisfactor}' status of the exchange problem in Brazil, and gives 
the following general outlines of its fluctuations. 

It will be rememl)ered that this problem reached its most acute stage 
in the year 1898, when it bet-ame evident that the Government of 
Bnizil would be obliged to claim some indulgence from its creditoi's, 
and the President-elect, Senior Campos Salx,E8, undei’took a mission to 
London which resulted in the establishment of the funding scheme. 
The enormous depreciation which the sterling exchange value of the 
milreis had suffered did not immediately cea.se. 'I'he nominal value of 
this unit is, as is generally known, 27d. (British currency), and in 
1898 it had fallen to about 7d. In 1899 it went even lower, touching 
at one time within a fraction of 5d., the average for that year Ijeing 
between 6d. and 7d. From 1990 a recovery set in, the value rising 
from 74d. at the beginning of the year to about lOd. at its close. 
This recovery proceeded pretty steadily until, in November, 1901, the 
value reached 12d. From that date onward, throughout the whole 
of 1902 and 1903 and up to June 30, 1904, the value varied onh' frac- 
tionall}’^ from 12d. By the end of 1904 the value of the milreis had 
risen to 13id., and in March, 1905, was nearly 14d. 

IMPORTS, FIRST QUARTER OF 1904.

IRON ORE OF THE REPUBLIC. 

The samples of iron ore displaj'ed by Brazil at the St. Louis Expo* 
Bition has called some attention to the iK).ssibilities of that country as a 
source of iron ore and to the prolnibility of the developments of these 
de[H)sits for home tnide. In a paper j)resented b}' Mr. IIekbkkt 
Kilburx Scott before the Institute of Mining and Metallurgy of 
London these Brazilian deposits were described in detail. 
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The author saj's that the Brazilian deposits exceed, in a very appre¬ 

ciable dejfree, any he knows, both as ref^ards the quantity and quality 

of the ores, as well as the facility of mining. They, in fact, constitute, 

very pro>)ably, the most important known iron ore de^wsits in the 

world. The purity of the ores is especially remarkable, phosphorus 

only existing in a small quantity in the superficial rubble or conglom¬ 

erate ore. being to all intents and puiqwses absent from the original 

ore deposits. The ore field is situated within a zone of about 3,2<>d 

<iquare miles, 3,280 to .5,000 feet alwve the level of the sea, and al)out 

310 miles from Kio de Janeiro, which is the nearest port. The prin¬ 

cipal ore outcrops commence at Congonhas do Campo, extending 

toward Ouro Preto and on through Antonia, Pereira, Infcctionado, 

.4gua Quente, and Caraca. From this latter place there is a break to 

Itabira do Matto Dcntro, where the ores again outcrop very strongly, 

and so continue to the Gaspar Soares Mountain, where iron was first 

made in the State by the direct process in 1815. Another series of 

mountains through which the iron ore stratum runs, extends from the 

Pic dTtabira do Campo, through Taquaral, Piedade, and Cocaes. 

The zone is crossed In* the Central Railway, the most important line 

in Brazil, built with a wide gauge of 1.80 meters, to a place named 

Ijafayette, on the borders of the ore field, where it is broken to 1 

meter, owing to the mountanious character of the country. This 

railway carries all the manganese ore exported from the State, and is 

very well managed by the Government. Other important deposits of 

iron ores also occur in different parts of the State, at Barlmcena on the 

Central Railway, and Vicosa on the Leopoldina Railway, as well as in 

the neighboring State of Sao Paolo, where, at a place named Ipanema, 

a deposit of magnetite has been worked more or less intermittently 

from the year 1590, when the first iron works were built in Brazil. 

In the States of Parana and Sante Catharina iron ore deposits are 

found near the coast which are considered by Doctor Derby, the 

distinguished geologist, as of the same character and probablv a con- 

tinutation of the dejwsits of Barbacena. These ores carry varying 

quantities of manganese, in fact, in some cases to such an e.xtent as to 

be considered manganese rather than iron ores. 

The ores found in the prinxdpal deposits may f)e divided into three 
classes, as follows: (1) Massive hematite ores. (2) micaceous iron 

schists, (3) rubble or conglomerate ores. 

The massive hematite constitutes the most inqmrtant ore from the 

economist point of view* and has often associated with it a small (juan- 

tity of magnetic oxide of iron. It occurs in enormous bods 30 to 50 

meters in thickness, generally very much tilted up and outcropping 

on the summits or along the sides of the mountains, where, owing to 

its exces.sive hardness, it has resisted erosion letter than the inclosing 

rock. In comjwsition it generally contains from 60 to 70 per cent 

mebdlic iron with a small quantity of silica and traces of phosphorus. 
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The niieaceous iron schist, or Itabirite, consists of alternating bands 
of varying thickness of micaceous iron ore and ({uartz, lx)th these 
minerals, and especiall}' the quartz, l)eing often in a very friable con¬ 
dition, which accounts for its facility of weathering. The constituents 
of the schist exhibit a folded structure, and it has a special interest 
because it sometimes incloses thin lines of an ocherous mineral known 
as ‘‘jacutinga,’’which often carries gold values. The micaceous schist 
is preferred to the massive hematite ore b}' the native iron workers, 
because the micaceous character of the ore facilitates reduction in the 
small furnaces worked on the direct process. 

The rubble or conglomerate ore, the result of the weathering of the 
two other classes and more especially of the micaceous iron schist, is 
found ill one or the other state, according as it is anhydrous and pure 
or hydrated and mixed with argillaceous matter. The rubble ore is 
always foutid on the surface, and varies between 3 and 30 feet in thick¬ 
ness. Owing to natural concentration, this rubble constitutes a very 
rich ore, averaging 00 to 7o per cent metallic iron, while the conglom¬ 
erate portion, which from its very nature is hydrated and mixed with 
argillaceous iron, varying according to the intermixture of binding 
material. Where possil)le the native ii’onwoi kers use the pure rubble 
ore, and so dispense with the concentrating process necessary when 
the micaceous iron schist is used. The conglomerate is often found 
to be auriferous, the gold no doubt being derived from the “jacu- 
tinga’’ in the original micaceous iron schist. 

Very little has been done toward developing these ores, and ap|)a- 
rently there is no immediate prospect of any extensive exploitations, 
d'he author claims that the oi’e can be mined on a large scale and han¬ 
dled in the .same cheap manner in which the Lake Suptu-ier ores are, 
and that the ore can be placed on board ship in the harbor of llio 
Janeiro at a cost estimated at about ^‘2.25 ])er ton. 'riiere is a possibility 
that this ore under these conditions may in time be liberally exported 
to England or to the Atlantic ports of the rnited States.

IMPORTS AT PARA. 

The (icrman Consul :»t Pam, Bmzil, .states that the imports at that 
port have consideralily increa.sed; that shipments of German iron and 
steel ware and machines show large gains; that imports from England 
in these lines have diminished, and that one-half of the entire increase 
in imports is from the United States, consisting principally of petro¬ 
leum, motors, revolvers, tools and implements, knives, lamps, stoves, 
and railroad materials. 

CHILE. 

REGULATIONS GOVERNING FOREIGN INSURANCE COMPANIES. 

Under date of Decemlier 30, 1904, the United States secretary of 
legation at Santiago, Edward Wilson Ames, transmitted the following 
translation of the regulations governing the application of the new 
Chilean law concerning foreign in.sui-.ince companies in the KepuWic, 
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which was pronmlgated on November 17, HK)4-, to go into effect six 
months from that date: 

“Article 1. Foreign insurance companies desiring to establish 
agencies in Chile, or maintain those actually established, must, in 
accordance with the prescriptions of law No. 1712, of November 19, 
1901, present petitions to the ministry of the treasury recpiesting 
authority to cstjiblish themselves, accompanied bj’ evidence that the 
companies are organized in accordance with the laws of the country of 
origin, and copies of last balance sheets and reports. In the jH'tition 
each compain' shall also indicate to the Government the form in which 
it will constitute in Chile the guaranty referred to in article 2, clauses 
2 and ,5 of the said law. In view of these conditions, the President of 
the Republic ma}' or iiuiN’ not grant the authorization requested. If 
he grants it ho will classify the company as of the first or second class 
and stipulate the manner and form in which it must constitute its 
guaranty. 

“ Art. 2. The guaranty may be constituted in cash, in property situ¬ 
ated in Cbile, in bonds of the public foreign or domestic debt, or in 
bonds of the following mortgage establishments: Caja do Credito 
Iliiwtecario, Banco llipotecario de Chile, Garantizado do Valores 
Ilipotecario, and others which the President of the Republic may 
declare acceptable. The valuation will be made in the month of March 
of each year by the President of the Republic. The values in currency 
will be valued in currency, and those in gold, in gold. For the con¬ 
stitution of the guaranties the paper dollar will be considered of the 
same value as the national gold dollar of 18 pence (30.5 cents). 

“Art. 3. 'fhe deposits in money may’ l>e made in national gold, or 
sterling, or in currency’, and must be made in the Government excheq¬ 
uer. The deposit will be accredited by’ the respective certificates 
which will be deposited in the treasury of the mint in Santiago, and 
said certificates shall express that the money has been dejiosited bvthe 
company’ mentioned thei’ein in accordance with the provision.s of law 
No. 1712, and that therefore it can not be withdrawn without the 
previous decree of the Supreme Government, and without being can¬ 
celed by the agent of the company, the cashier of the mint, and the 
Government insurance inspector. 

“Art. 4. Should the guaranty’ be constituted in bonds of the inter¬ 
nal debt or in bonds of the Chilean mortgage banks, the bonds them¬ 
selves must be deposited in the treasury’ of the mint where the company 
will receive for its protection a certificate stating the class, rate, and 
number of the bonds. The companies must present these certificates 
to the Government insurance inspector, .so that he may’ take note of 
them in the .sp<'clal liook of guai’anties kept by’ him. 

“Art. 5. Should the guaranty’ be constituted in bonds of the foreign 
debt of Chile, it w’ill be sufficient that the bonds themselves be deposited 
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in th« troasury of the Chilean Government in Ijondon to the order of 
the eompimy to whieh they belong and to that of the legation of Chile, 
the certilicate specifying that this dejKJsit has been made in eomplianee 
with law No, 1712, and that it can not Ihj withdrawn without previous 
decree of the Supremo Government of Chile, and cancellation by the 
agent or manager of the depositing company and the diplomatic, min¬ 
ister of Chile. The, interest corresponding to these bonds will l)e paid 
to the deiK)siting company without the intervention of the Chilean lega¬ 
tion. The values of the bonds which may be drawn for amortization 
will l>c delivered to the conuniny to which they belong in exchange for 
a new deiK)sit of bonds for an cipial or larger sum, accepted by the 
Chilean legation. In the treasury of the mint of Santiago it will be 
sufficient to de^wsit these eertiticates of dei)osit, previously viseed and 
noted by the Government insjjector of insurance. 

“Akt. 0. To constitute the guaranty in property the title deeds of 
the properties offered must be presented, along with proof of the two 
last municipal valuations, and a certificate sbitingthat they are free of 
all mortgage and retention. Should the properties be city buildings 
the insurance iwlicies must be attached, with a declaration on them to 
the effect that the insurance will be considered in force, whether t!ie 
premium has lK*en paid or not, during the jK'riod which those proper¬ 
ties ma3' l)e serving as guaranty, and that in case of fire the amount 
insured shall be deposited in the Government exchequer in the form 
prescribed in article 3 of this decree. In view' of these conditions the 
Presiilent of the Republic will accept or not the property offen'd as 
guaranty. Should it be accepted by him, the decree must* be inscribed 
in the corresponding register of mortgages on projierty, in proof that 
said property is subject to the obligations contracU'd by the com|Kiny 
in Chile, and that meanwhile, it can not Ik? sold or mortgaged, in accord¬ 
ance with the last clause of article 3 of law No. 1712. The re.spective 
municipal trejisury will also take note, so that said property may Ik* 
exempted from taxes, in accordance with article 3 of said law. A 
copy of the decree, noted in the Government inspection of insurances, 
will be deposited in the treasury of the mint along with the policies of 
insurance on the propt'rty. 

“Akt, 7. For eveiy change, substitution, or cancellation of guar¬ 
anty a decree of the President of the Republic will be nece.ssary, aftei 
being passed on by the Government inspector of insurance. But the 
bonds that may be drawn for amortization in Chile may be substituted 
by others of a similar nature without other authority than that of the 
Government inspector of insurance and the treasurer of the mint, and 
with respect to the amortization of Imnds of the foreign debt the pro¬ 
cedure will be that indicated in article 5, viseed also b}’ the Govern¬ 
ment inspector of insurance and delivering to the treasurer of the mint 
the eertiticates of deposit corresponding to the new bonds.” 
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CONCESSION FOR AN ELECTRIC RAILWAY BETWEEN VALPA¬ 

RAISO AND SANTIAGO. 

[From “The Chilean Tinu-s."] 

The Congress of the Republic granted to Mr. Ambrosio Olivos 

on January 5, IbOS, an important concession, permitting him, or hU 
representatives or assigns, to construct and operate an electric traction 
railwa}' Indween Valparaiso and Santiago, passing through the cele- 
hiiited Casablanca and Cunicavi valleys and entering the capital city 
of the nation from the west. A branch is to be built from the main 
line which will connect the Curacavi Valley with the thriving town of 
Melipilla. The life of the concession is one hundred years, and carries 
with it exemptions from the payment of import duties on material, 
the use of Government lands, the right of expropriation, etc. The 
plans must Ik.' presented for approval within a jieriod of thirty months, 
and construction is to be begun within two years thereafter and the 
line is to 1h^ inaugurated within five years after that date. The text 
of the concession is as follows: 

“Article 1. There is granted to Mr. Ambrosio Olivos or to his 
representatives: 

“ First. Permission to construct and exploit an electric traction 
railway which, starting from the port of Vsilparaiso, will pass through 
the Casablanca and Curacavi valleys and enter Santiago from the west, 
and shall have a branch line to connect the Cui'acavi Valley wdth the 
town of Melipilla. 

“This concession is for the period of one hundred years, commenc 
ing from the date of the line being handed over to the use of the 
public. 

“Second. The use, free of charge, of the fiscal lands necessary for 
the construction of the line, stations, sidings, storehouses, workshops, 
and other offices in connection with the service of the line in conforni- 
ity with the plans approved by the President of the Republic. 

“Third. The use of the public and neighl>oring roads traversed or 
crossed by the line as far as this right does not interfere with nor 
prejudice public traffic. 

“Art. 2. The municipal and private lands which are necessary for 
the route of the line, its stations and annexes, including quarries, bal. 
last cuttings, sands, etc., recpiired for the construction, are declared 
to be of public utilit}'. 

“Art. 3. All the materials, implements, and machinery imported 
for the construction and exploitation of this line are declared to be 
free of custom-house duties. This concession will be limited to a max¬ 
imum value in duties of lSfiO0,0()0. 

“Art. 4. The plans of the railway and other works in connection 
with this concession will be submitted to the approval of the Presi¬ 
dent of the Republie within thirty months; the construction works 
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will Ih? (onimenced within two years and arc to to l)e concluded and 
handed over to the use of the public within five years, both terms 
being counted from the date of the approval of the plans. These plans 
may be presented complete or in parts. 

“Akt. 5. This concession will expire if the plans are not presented 
to the President of the Republic for approval, or if the construction 
works are not commenced within the stipulated periods. If the works 
are not fini.shed within the stated time, the concession will expire as 
far as it refers to the unfinished work. 

‘‘ In the case of the gnintee failing to comply with any of the obli¬ 
gations included in the preceding clause, he will forfeit the sum of 
125,(KH), to be deposited previously by him in the public treasury. 

“Aut. fi. The freight and ^mssenger tariffs shall not exceed those 
established on the State milwa3’s. 

“'Phese tariffs shall be submitted to the approval of the President 
of the Republic. 

7. After fort\’ years, counting from the date of the inaugu¬ 
ration of the line, the State mav acquire this railway^, pajdngthe value 
it represents at the time, including that of the buildings and material, 
with a premium of 10 per cent. 

“The value will l>e equitabh’ establi.shed bj' appraisers. 
“Art. 8. After the expiration of the one hundred years’ term of 

the concession, the line, with its material and buildings, will f)ecome 
the property' of the State. 

“Art. f). If the rights granted bv this concession should l)e trans¬ 
ferred to foreign persons or companies, the transfer shall not Im valid 
without the express stipidation that the grantees renounce for them¬ 
selves and their successors all diplomatic action to uphold the rights 
arising from this concession, and shall abide bj- the decisions of the 
courts of the Republic.” 

COLOMBIA. 

THE MmmO INDUSTBY. 

A recent number of “The Mining World” states that Colombia is 
undoubtedly about the richest countrv in precious metals in the world. 
Its wide fields had t)een scratched by^ the Indians for centuries, and fur¬ 
ther worked bj' the Spanish invaders, who, exjiert miners as the\' were, 
even with their cruder methods, looked to it as the “ Dorado,” and 
even with this barest of .scratching (a bareness which must be seen to 
be appreciated) Colombia wtis, up to 181)6, the third gold-producing 
countiT in the world. In 181)5-96 a short revolution occurred, and in 
1898 another, probably the most disastrous in the historj' of the 
country, and the production fell otf, and it has only lieen since 1902 
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that serious attention has again Iw'en called to Colombia; but it is con- 
fidenth’ expected that 11)05 or 1906 will again see Colombia back in 
her old place, and if searchers for gold are wise she may be the first 
of the gold-producing countries of the world. 

(iround sluicing is carried on extensiveh’ by the natives, who either 
own the ground themselves or are working on other people's ground 
and paying a small imalt}’ to the owners, l)ut many ground sluices are 
worked by two, three, or four natives, taking out as much as 10 
pounds of gold in a clean uj), which they do about every month. The 
“batea’’ (wooden gold pan) is their principal implement; naturally 
the crowbar plays a most prominent part in their work. 

The labor there is cheap. It is customary in that section of the 
country that the workmen should be fed by the company employing 
them. The average man's wages do not exet'ed (food and all) 80 cents 
cents a day. The laborers are fairly skilled and at times abundant. 
There are no unions. Strikes are unknown, and the only interrup¬ 
tions to work are due to “ fiestas” (holidavs). Kains do not interfere. 

In the deposits along the River Nechi, which is in the Department 
of Antio(iiiia, thei’c are placers now being worked with monitors, and 
and the gravel has never been known to pay less than 40 cents per cubic 
yard, and the deposits have averaged 65 cents per cubic yard. 

The River Nechi is about 300 miles south of the seaix)rts Cartagena 
and Barranquilla. It is a navigable stream for stern-wheel steamers, 
and empties into theCauca, itself a tributary of the mighty Magdalena. 

The properties are covered with auriferous deposits of a thickness 
which runs from 9 to 25 feet, and are found reaching to 35 feet. The 
top layer consists of red cement, under which is a black streak of river 
sand. The balance, down to bed rock, consists of a gray gravel and 
loose gold. Timber of all kinds is more than plentiful, particularly 
cedar and mahogany. 

The town of Zaragoza, at which place all steamer lines from Rarran- 
quilla terminate, has a population of about 3,tMK», was founded in 1589, 
and has been a more or less important mining town ever since. Up to 
within a few years, however, the many gold deposits have only been 
worked by primitive methods, but now that aggressive foreign capital 
is coming in sUirtling results ma}' soon 1k5 expected. Those familiar 
with the California deposits say that the Antio(|uia placers, in geneml 
character of the gravel and gold, are representative of the great Cali¬ 
fornia bonanzas of fifty years ago, but promise more phenomenal L 
results. I

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COSTA RICA. 

RAILWAY COMBINATION. 

United States Consul Caldwell, San Jose, Costa Rica, reports that 
a contract was recently signed in London by the represenbitives of 
the Costa Rica Railway, an English company, and of the Northern 
Railroad of Costa Rica, an American company, by the terms of which 
the Northern Railroad Company leases the Costa Rica Railway. The 
lease is for the remainder of the term of ninety-nine years stipulated 
in the original concessions to the Costa Rica Railway, or for over sixty 
years from the present date. The Northern company will as.sume 
control July 1, 1905. 

The Costa Rica Railway runs from Alajuela through San Jose, Car- 
tago, Juan Vinas, and Turrialba to the Atlantic iwrt of Limon. The 
main line, from Alajuela to Limon, is 115^ miles in length. A branch, 
known as the old line, runs for about 20 miles into the banana region. 
This, with various short spurs to i)articular farms, makes a mileage 
in branch lines of 35f miles. The road has about 050 etnployees. The 
Northern road runs from Limon out among the banana farms, and has 
83 miles of main line and sidings and al)Out 750 employees. 

Roth roads are well equipped with rolling stock. The united lines 
will have the use of the two piers at Limon, one now' owned by the 
Costa Rica company and one built b)- the Northern companj', the 
property of the Government, but granted to the i-ailroad for a term 
of years.

Mr. Ulloa says: 

“Merchandise is a.so inqiorted into Costa Rica from the United 
States through the ports of San Francisco, New Orleans, Mobile, 
Philadelphia, and Boston. The following is a list of the principal 
articles imported into Costa Rica from these markets: Coffee, min¬ 
ing and industrial machinery, tyjxjwriters, sewing machines; all kinds 
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of railroad, bridge, and eleetrieal materials; hardware, glassware, 
medicines, kerosene oil, canned goods, flour, calicoes, cotton goods, 
drillings, prepared paints, lard, lubricating oils, printing paper, 
phonographs, prepared leather, hams, whisky, chewing tobacco, iron 
rooting, wire and iron fences. More than 50 per cent of the importa¬ 
tions into Costii Rica are from the United States. It is stated that if 
the merchants and manufactui*ers of this country would extend their 
ti'rms of credit a little more than they do to-da\’, becoming as lil>eral 
as they are in the European markets, a large part of the commerce 
doiie to-day by England, France, and Germany with Cosbi Rica would 
come to the United States. The manufacturers of this country should 
also pa}’ more attention to their packing, taking into consideration not 
only the safety of the goods, but the least possible net weight.” 

SUSPENSION OF PEARL EXPLOITATION. 

liy a decree of February 8, 19(»5, the Government of Costa Rica I 
has suspended the exploitation of the pearl beds on the Pacific coast 
of this Republic for the period of one year from date of publication of 
the decree. This step is taken to enable the Government to make a 
more thorough examination of the beds and prescribe more stringent 
regulations for their preservation. 

OPERATION OF THE GOLD STANDARD. 

The ''' Rt'i'ne J)ij>loiuatt<jw-"' says, in a recent issue, that the gold 
standard in Costa Rica has given very successful results. 

All the bank notes in circulation and all the fractional silver money 
of C'osta Rica are exchanged without difticulty, and for the same value, 
in gold colons. All payments are, in fact, received in gold, bank 
notes, or in silv’or, exactly as in France. 

This monetary reform, which presented a great many ditticulties in 
the iK'ginning, reflects the greatest honor on the Costa Rican Govern¬ 
ment and offers every guaranty and security to capital invested in the 
coimtry. At the present time there are nearly §1,000,000, American 
gold, in circulation in Costa Rica, and this same dollar is exchanged 
for 2 colons 15; that is to say, at par value. 

If this introduction of American money continues, which is proba¬ 
ble, the American gold dollar will soon be the principal money of the 
country. The Costa Rican Government has recently paid part of its 
employees in American gold. This large influx of American money 
is due to the United Fruit Company, the great American enterprise. 

This abundance of gold has produced another result most advanta¬ 
geous to this country. The rate of interest, which has been maintained 
for years at 12 per cent per year, at a minimum with tirst-tnust 
guaranty, is decreasing considerably. Several loans on mortgages 
have already been made at lo and even 8 p<'r cent. 
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CUBA. 

MESSAGE OF PRESIDENT FAL.MA, APRIL. 3, 1904. 

The seventh session of the Cuban Congress opened on April 3,1904. 
President Palma’s message congratulated the country on the continu¬ 
ance of order and on the fact that there had been no untoward inci¬ 
dents beyond those ordinarily’ dealt with by the courts. Notwith¬ 
standing the gieat movement to Cuba of workers in the sugar and 
other industries, the tranquillity’ in the country is absolute, not only on 
account of the confidence established by the rurales, but because of 
the respect of the people for the law and institutions of the Govern¬ 
ment. 

The message is optimistic in spirit, the only decided complaint being 
with reference to the diminution of attendance in the jmblic schools, 
which in the last four months of last y’ear was :i9,4(X) below the cor¬ 
responding period of 1903. President Palma characterizes this as an 
alarming deficiency, and he suggests the adoption of strong measures 
looking toward securing more general attendance. He urges a gen¬ 
eral reformation of local school boards. 

Referring to the adjournment of the United States Senate without 
confirming the Isle of Pines treaty’, the President say’s: 

“ Nevertheless, knowing as we all know the essentially moral character 
of the American people and the unexampled disinterestedness with 
which they’ loaned aid so that Cuba could be constituted an independ¬ 
ent nation, there is no reason for doubting that during the coming 
Congress that high body, inspired always by the spirit of justice, will 
approve the treaty’, thus fulfilling the honest purjwse of the illustrious 
citizen who exercises the duties of first magistrate of that great 
Republic.” 

The message outlines the increasingly tine financial status of the Gov¬ 
ernment. The total amount received from the sale of army loan bonds 
was §31,075,000, of which §13,555,000 has lieen paid to veterans, the 
difliculties of projier verification, etc., preventing faster payment. 
The value of imports in 1904 was §82,842,000, and exports, §89,978,000, 
an increase in imjxirts of §15,764,(X)0 and in exports of §11,492,000 
over 1903. President Pai.ma states that the increase in iinpiortations 
from the United States shows mutually beneficial results of reciproc¬ 
ity, and adds: 

. “While in 1903 the United States sold (Niba 40.5 percent of all her 
imports, in 1904 she sold her 42.5 per cent thereof. In 1904 the 
United States bought 83.7 per cent of Cuba’s exports, making the 
gain in Cuba’s exports to the United Stab's §14,400,000. The same 
year Cuba’s exports elsewhere decreased by §2,600,000. The treasury’ 
surplus is now §11,000,000. The financial condition is most satisfac¬ 
tory.”

34.41 per 1,000. The fact that no contagious di.sea.ses have develo{)ed 
and the declarations of the American Public Health Association, the 
message says, did much to annul the effects of sensational statements 
published in New York with reference to Cul)a's sanitarv condition. 
I'he President recommends greater concentnitions in the sanitarv and 
charity departments under the control of the central authorities. ’j 

In connection with the (piestion of adherence to the Brussels Sugar i 
Convention, President Palma recommends the lowering of the nominal 
customs duties on sugars, so that Great Britain, notwithstanding the < 
Brussels convention, can buy Cuban sugar, whether Cuba adheres to 
the Brussels convention or not. l 

'I'he me.ssage reports much progress in road improvements, com- L i 
mends the i)rogre.ss of the agricultural experimental station under 
American professors, and says the artillery corps has not been coin- 1 

pletcd on account of the lack of officers.

The following arbitration treaty concerning the boundaries between | * 
C.'olombia and hxniador w(;re signed bv the respective Plenipoten- i 
tiaries at Bogota, November .5, I9t»4, and published in the Diario ! 
(tfciaV' of Bogotii of December 22, 1904: I ^ 

“The Kepublics of Colombia and Ecuador, desirous of enforcing 
aidicle 2b of the Tr<*aty of July 9, ISob, as a means of strengthening ^ 
stilt more the amicable relations that so hapiiily unite them, have judged 
necessary to celebrate a convention which shall terminate their present 
differences concerning boundarie.s, and for this purj)Ose haveapiK)inted - 
their respc'ctive Plenipotentiaries, to wit: ^ 

“ Colombia her Enviado Extraordinary and Minister Plenijiotentiarv • ^ 
in Spain, Senor Don Julio Bktani'OUKt, conferring upon him the 
character of a sjiecial Plenipotentiary concerning everything relating 
to this boundary (juestion; and Ecuador her Envoy Extnvordinary and 
Minister Plenipotentiaiy in Colombia, General Julio .Vnokade; 
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“Who, iifter luivingf comniuiiioated their full ])owcrs, which were 

found in due form, htive celehrated the followinj; Treaty: 

“Articlk 1, The (iovernnients of Colombia and of I'euador submit 

to the absolutely iMai)i)ealable decision of Ilis Majesty the Kmiierorof 

Germany and Kinjf of Prussia the boundary (piestion pendinj^ Ix'tween 

the two Keptiblics. 

Art. 2. Hoth (Jovernments shall request, through their plenipoten¬ 

tiaries, immediately after the exchange of the nititications of this 

treaty, the acceptance of His Impi'rial Majesty.

MESSAGE OF PRESIDENT CABRERA. I r 

In his me.ssage to the National Assemidy, on March 1, 1005, Presi¬ 
dent Cabrera reported an encouraging condition in Guatemalan com¬ 
merce. He gave the exports for 10o4 as $7,551,805 in gold, and 
imports as $5,041,142. The gross exports from 1808 to 1004 he gave 
as $51,4<»7,337 in gold, and gro.ss imports $28,024,008. I'his is cer¬ 
tainly a favoraJ)le commercial showing. American trade with Guate¬ 
mala for the last three fiscal years stands thus:

'Phe industrial resources of the counti’y are measureless. Its forests 
contjiin valuaJ)le woods and its mining possil)ilities are great. Agri¬ 
culture and cattle raising are now its chief industries. Its coffee is of 
a superior ([uality, and sug.ir, l>ananas, toJiacco, corn, and cocoa are 
among its leading products. I’^nited States Consul-General Winsixjw 

reports the minenil deposits as very rich and covering a wide range of 
territory. 

Following is a resume of the message: 
'I'he President states that agriculture, which is the first fa<‘tor of 

the national wealth of the country, has l>een the ol)ject of his particu¬ 
lar attention during the la.st .seven years. For the purpose of encour¬ 
aging this importjint branch of the nation's industry a General Bureau 
of Agriculture has l)een e.stal>lished in the capihil of the Rei)ublic, 
with J>ranches in the different States. One of the methods which this 
Bureau u.ses in the diffusion of agricultural knowledge is the pul)lica- 
tion of a journal entitled the “Bulletin of Agriculture,'’ which treats 
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exclusively of matters relatinjj to agricultural atfairs. Another impor¬ 
tant work of the Bureau of Agriculture, and which is of an exceed¬ 
ingly practical nature, is the supplying of farmers with choice seeds 
of agricultural products imported from abroad for the purpose of 
exiK'riment and for the establishment of new sources of industry. 
Measures have been taken for the cultivation of as large an area of 
land as possible, and rules have been made governing the exploitation 
of rubber in the forests of the Republic. The importation of agri¬ 
cultural implements has In'en encouraged as much as possible, and 
contnicts have been made for the exploitation of the valuable timber 
found in the forests of the States situated in the northern part of the 
Republic. 

Railroad intere.-ts were discussed as follows: On August 31, 1901, a 
contract was made with Mr. Richahd Bauthel, in representation of 
the Central American Improvement Company, for the exploitation,, 
conservation, and completion of the Northern Railway. This conces¬ 
sion or contract was rescinded on October ‘29, 19o3, at the jwtition of 
said company, and for the reason that it could not comply with the 
obligations it had assumed in the contract. On January 12, 1904, the 
Government made a new contract ad referemlum, and for the same 
object as that mentioned in the foregoing paragraph, with Mr. Peu- 

civAL Fauquhau, in representation of Mr. Minor C. Keith, of New 
York, and Mr. William C. Van Horne, of Montreal, Canada, which,, 
after being r.ititied by the principals and legalized in due form, was. 
approved b\' the National Legislative Assembly in decree No. .5S1,, 
dated April 9, lt*04. 

The Government line from Obera to Izapa was repaired over its- 
entire line, a distance of 13 English miles, and is at the present time 
in operation. The works of the railwaj' between (’ocales and Mazate- 
nango, liegun on Decenilier 15, 1901, have lieen concluded, and this, 
line was opened to public tratKc on Novemlier 21, 19o3. On April 18,. 

I 19U2, the Government made a contract for the construction of a road 
between Coatepe<jue and Caballo Blanco, which was approved by legis¬ 
lative decree No. 538, dated March 1, 1902, and recently extended for 
a further period of three years. On April 22, 1003, another contnict 
was made for the construction of a railwav line between Zacapa and 
the Inirder of the Republic of Salvador, .said contract being approved 
during the same month and year by legislative decree No. 506. The 
Government has given aid to the Centml Railway of Guatemala, as 
well as to the Ocos, the Occidental, and the Verapaz railways. 

Notable improvements have iK'en made in the ^xistal .service during 
the last seven years, and the increase of correspondence received and 
forwarded during that period was, according to the statistics collected, 
1,59o,()()G pieces.

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Many new j>ost-otfices have lioen established, the total number ii: 
liopublic at the present time being 300. A numl>er of contracts have | 
l)een made for the transportation of the mails, and postal conventions 
have been celebrated with most of the principal nations of the world 
along the lines laid down in the Universal Postal Convention made in 
Switzerland and of which Guatemala is a member. 

The telegraph lines of the Republic have been radicall}" reformed, 
and new lines have been constructed to the extent of about 1,(H>0 kilo- . 
meters, for which 28 new offices have l)een opened. I 

The Pacific Steam Navigation Company and the Chilean Company 
having withdrawn their vessels from the Guatemalan coasts, the i)usi- 
ness is at present being transacted, in accordance with the terms of 
previous contracts, hy the steamers of the Kosmos and Pacific Mail. 

The contract made in 18h9 with the New Orleans, Belize, Royal * 
Mail and Central American Steamship Company, and said company 
having merged, during the y’ear following that in which the contract 
was celebrated, with the United Fruit Com|)any, a contract was made I 
with J. C. WosHE, the representative of the latter, for the touching of | 
said steamers at ports on the Atlantic coast. j 

Navigjition has also been established under favorable circumstances | 
on the important lake of Atltlan. 

The Urban Railway of Guatemala has l)eon granted a concession 
(No. 245) for the utilization of the Las Vacas River in the generation 
of the motive power which said railway may need for its service, the 
necessary installation to l>e made within a ix?riod of three years. ' 

The President devotes a considerable portion of his message to an | 
interesting exposition of the condition of public instruction within the j 
Republic, and shows in a clear and concise manner that the question of j 
education in all its branches has received the firm sup[K)rt of his Gov'- i 

eminent during the entire period of his administration, and that most 
satisfactory results have lx?en obtained. The number of schools has 
lx‘en constantly^ increased, and the Government has done everything 
in its power to further the development of the public school system of 
the Republic. Higher education has also received the due attention 
of the Government. 

COFFEE CROP OF 1904. 

A recent report from the American Consul-General at Guatemala 
City shows that the coffee crop in this Republic for the year 1904 has 
not come up to exjxictations, owing to heavy rains late in the season 
which knocked many of the kernels from the trees. The quality is 
well up to the average, esjMJcially in the Santa Maria belt, where lioth 
quantity’ and (juality far exceeded the results for many y’ears. This 
was caused by the deposit of volcanic ashes from the eruption of Octo- 
lier 24, 1902, that sjiread the ashes over a wide area from 3 feet to 6 
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inches deep. This eruption was at first rejMirted to have completely 
ruined the country for many years, but proved to Iw a blessing in dis¬ 
guise. The colfee trees in this IkjU are much more vigorous than 
heretofore, and the prosjK'cts are bright for what seemed for a time 
to l>e a desert waste. 

The prices paid for Guatemalan cotfee are very goo<l, and in general 
the iinqventx are coming out this year al)out as in former years, not¬ 
withstanding the higher wages paid and the exjxjrt tax of 1 cent jx'r 
pound. 

The crop this year will reach very nearly 700,(XMt ijuintals, and the 
United States will get a greater portion than usual, and more of the 
higher grades. 

HAITI. 

CONCESSION OF FISHING RIGHTS. 

The Government has granted to four of its <-itizens a fisheries con¬ 
cession in the waters to the west and south of the Kepuldic for nine 
years, renewable at the end of this period. It covers all classes of 
fishing—coral, sjwnge, pearl, oyster, and turtle. Heretofore the 
industry was free to all, but tho.se principally engaged in it were 
Greek. Under the concession these people, as well as others, will Ikj 
prohibited from fishing in these waters unle.ss they rent the privilege 
from the conce-ssionaires.

MEXICO. 
MESSAGE OF PRESIDENT DIAZ. 

On April 1, 11105, Prosident Diaz, the Chief Executive of the 
Mexican Republic, opened the second period of the .se.ssions of the 
twenty-second Conjrre.ss, on which occasion he delivered a message 
outlining the general conditions of the Republic, as follows: 

Foreign relations continue jieaceful and friendh’, with no other 
change than that in some cases they have been extended and in all 
have become more cordial. 

One of the conventions signed during the Second International 
American Conference, and still awaiting the approval of the Senate, 
is that relating to pecuniary claims and damages. In view of the 
importance of this international compact, by virtue of which the 
claims of private |)ersons are to be submitted to arbitration, thus 
eliminating the chief factor of conflicts between the Governments of 
America, and inconsideration of the fact that several of the signatory 
countries, among them the. United States of America, have already 
ratified it, the President urg('d upon the Senate to vouch.safe to the 
treaty its high approval so that it ma}' lK*come part of the public law. 

President Di.4z recalled the fact that the treaty of Guadalupe 
Hidalgo of the year 184S contained impoi-tant stipulations in regard 
to arbitration, .so that if to the.se f)e added those contained in the con¬ 
vention with respect to pecuniary claims, the fear of any difficulty 
with the neighlx)ring Republic on the north would become very 
remote. 

The convention entered into on May 28, liKJ4, between Mexico and 
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goiipral iiiiiy l>e taken to mean either the erection of new JmiKlings or 
the total reconstruetion of existing ones. 

The Government was invited to send delegates to the fourth Pan- 
American Medical Congress which met at Panama and to the sessions 
of the American Association of Public Health at Havana, and accord¬ 
ingly sent representatives to both assemblies. 

The scholastic year oinmed with 531 .schools sustained by the Govern¬ 
ment and in full operation in the Federal District and Territories. Out 
of the number mentioned three superior i)rimary schools, one special 
primary commercial school, two elementary schools, three mixed 
schools, and six night schools have recently been opened in the Federal 
District. Said schools are served in the aggregate by professors, 
and the average attendance is children. 

During the tirst half of the present fiscal year there were reduced to 
private property' 34,0(.mj hectares of vacant and national lands, for 
which 220 title deeds were issued by the Department of Fomento and 
which 3-ielded to the Federal exchequer the .sum of ^201>,0(.K>. 

The Geodetic Commission, notwithstanding the unfavorable weather 
which prevailed during the perital covered b\' this reix)rt, continued 
its work of reconnaissance and choice of vertices for the grand trian¬ 
gulation that is to cover to nineU'-eighth meridian west of (ireenwich, 
having on the south resudied the extremitv in that direction on the 
Pacific Ocean and advanced on the north into the State of Tamaulipas. 
All branches of the indoor work advanced and the tirst volume of the 
Commission Annals has l)een published. 

The geographical exploration commission has made considerable 
progress in the work of preparing its map of the Republic, adding to 
its field outfit in Chihuahua, extending its operations into Coahuila, 
and continuing them in the States of Nuevo Leon, TamaulipiLs, Hidalgo, 
and Veracruz. In the course of this work 2.5 geographical positions 
of points in the States of Chihuahua and Hidalgo were determined; 
rivers were surveyed for a length of more than 1,000 kilometers; more 
than (),0(X) kilometers of topographical itineraries were measured and 
22 sections of the general map of the Republic and the partial map of 
the State of Veracruz were i)ublished. 

The Government sent delegates to the eighth International Geo¬ 
graphical Congress which met at Washington during the month of 
Scptem])er, 1004. At the conclusion of its important delil>eration!) 
an excursion partj' consisting of 7o p<‘rsons of high reputation was 
made up to visit the Republic, where it was entertained by^ a special 
committee. 

At the world's fair held at St. Isolds, Mo., and which closed on 
December 1, 11K)4, Mexican exhibitors obtained 1,500 prizes of dill'er- 
ent class('s, according to a list that has been received. 

The Mexican National Dynamite and Explosives Compani’ Iwigan, 
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on March 1, 1(K)5, to offer its products for sale in the home market, in 
accordance with its contract with the Government. As shown hy the 
certificates of the technical inspector at the Tinaja factory, the dyna¬ 
mite turned out there possesses the qualities of strength and inalter¬ 
ability, which are the desiderata in substances of this nature. 

Activity in mining ojwrations has been six‘cialh' noticeable in the 
State of Sonora, thence spreading southward through the States of 
Durango, Kalisco, Michoacan, and Guerrero. During the first half 
of the current fiscal j’ear 1,2^2 title deeds, covering 19,f»90 pertenen- 
ci>vs (claims) wei’e issued. In addition S concessitms have been 
gninted for mining surveys in regions that have not l)een thoroughl}' 
exploited, and for the erection of smelters in the States of Chihuahua, 
Guanajuato, Jali.sco, and Oaxaca. 

The office of Patents and Trade-marks granted during the last half 
of last 3'ear 45S patents of invention, and registered 490 ti-ade-marks 
and 40 commercial names, besides renewing the registration of 180 
marks under article 87 of the law now in force. 

In the works for the .sanitation and water supplv of Tampico the 
pumping station at Camalote was completed, as also was the laving of 
the water main, which is 21 kilometers long. Of the distribution pijjes 
within the cit}' limits 12 kilometers with all attachments have been 
laid, and of the filtering reservoir 15,000 cubic meters have been 
excavated. 

Of the canal between Tuxpam and Tampico 15 kilometers have l>cen 
completed, so that communication has been established between Tam¬ 
pico and the laguna of Tamiahua. 

The building for the postal and telegraph service at Veracruz has 
been completed, and work has been renewed on the building for the 
general light-house bureau. 

At Coatzacoalcos 800 meters of the west jetU' and SO on the east 
jett}’ have been completed. At this jH)rt there are alreadv in u.se three 
wharves, having an aggregate length of 452 meters, and two warehou.st's 
with a total ffoorage of 9,(X)0 square meters. The i>ower house has 
been built, the steel frame of the roundhou.se Inis been erected, and 
60,(KX) .square meters of the tilling for the terminal \'ard has been made. 

A building for the management of the ^lazatlan jmrt works has 
Ix’CM completed. 

On the breakwater at Manzanillo the completed work consists of 430 
linear meters of the nucleus, 315 of the outer coping, and 415 of the 
concrete jiarapet. The dredging in the bav consists of 27,000 cubic 
metcr.s of .sand and C,500 tons of hard material. A beginning has l)oen 
made in cleaning out the Ventanas canal and its outer bank has been 
strengthened with 12-ton block.s. 

At Salina Cruz 400 linear meters of the west breakwater and 040 
meters of the east l>reakwater have l)een completed. In their present 
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stato those hieakwators atiord sufficient protection to the outer iiari)or 
to eiiaf)lc vessels to load and unload at a provisional timber wharf. 
Into the monolith wall of the inner basin bl.OOO cubic meters of con¬ 
crete have entered. The protectinj^ walls have a total length of .560 
meters, d'he dredging for the inner basin aggregates cubic 
meters, and the excavation for the dry dock amounts to 132,tK»() cubic 
meters. In the terminal yard the roundhouse for locomotives and a 
suspension weighing apparatus have been completed, 55,000 scpiare 
meters were graded, and 4,5(K) linear meters of track were laid. The 
sanitation works of the new town are well advanced as well as the 
works for the piping, liltnitioti, and distribution of water, which is 
derived from the Tehuantei)ec River. 

The new railway constructioji aggregated 134.V kilometers, the largest 
c()ntril)ution being that of the National, on its San ^liguel to Monterey 
division. The railwa}' sj-stem of the Republic now aggregates 16,630 
kilometers. 

On the Tehuantepec Railway all the bridges have been reconstructed 
and a new one is being erected at Santa Lucercia in order to permit 
the passage of the heaviest rolling stock. Forty-kilogram rails were 
sul)stituted for 2S-kilogram rails on 17 kilometers. .\t Rincon Anto¬ 
nio the new station building and general offices have lR*en completed, 
as well as two apartment houses for employees, a roundhouse, hospital, 
and reservoir for drinking water, and work has been prosecuted on 
the sanitation and drainage works and the tilling in of the \'ard. 

On the Veracruz and Pacific Railway the work done was confined 
to the f»allasting of the line, the widening of the eml)ankment, and the 
replacing of ties. 

On the Pan-American Railway 1!>4 kilometers are constructed and 
in operation. Seven way stations with switches have been established. 

The improvements effected in post-office affairs have been as follows: 
The creation of 18 local offices, 53 agencies, and 2 itinerant offices, mak¬ 
ing a total of 2,42t! post-offices of all kinds. The mail matter handled 
was S1,(»00,<H)0 pieces, against 70,0<Kt,oo0during the same period of the 
previous j’oar. The postal drafts issued aggregated in round numbers 
!!'22,6(tu,0(M), against !?21,t)i>0,000 duringthe corresponding period of the 
previous j’ear. The volume of drafts passing between Mexico and the 
United States was ^ti45>,ooo in Mexican currency, ii^41,000 represent¬ 
ing drafts issued in Mexico, and ^31S,(H)0 issued in the I’^nited States. 
The interchange of postal drafts between Mexico and the United King¬ 
dom of (Inait liritain and Ireland began on *lulv 1, l!>04, and in the 
half year under review the incipient service in (picstion showed a busi¬ 
ness of ij'lUi.loo in Mexican money. The drafts paid to the publishei's 
of periodicals amounted to ^242,ooo. d'he general earnings of the 
post-office were, during last half year, i?l,U»16,(K»(). 



With rcjcard to the telej^raph system, the efforts of the administra- 
tioM were directed ])referahly duriiij^ the |)eriod under review to 
repairiiij' tlie eoiisideral)le damajje caused l)y the prolonjjed rainy 
season throuj^hout the country, to strenijthening the system and 
improving it, principally in the great centers of population. At 
Puebla an underground cable of twenty-one wires was laid in order 
to connect the main office with the outskirts of the city. Eight new 
offices have been opened, and the length of the system has iiierea>ed 
by 1,0<K) kilometers. Two telephone lines have been put up in the 
oierra de Bacatete and at the port of Veracruz, and a subterranean 
eal*le. a kilometer and a half long, installed for military purjKJses. 
Notwithstanding the damage caused by the rain, the number of tele- 
jfi-ams passing over the wires showed an increase of 4 per cent over 
the corresponding period of the preceding ^-ear. 

Congress is apprised of the highly satisfactory success of the loan 
of ^o,o00,(M>0 gold at 4 per cent interest, which it saw tit to authorize 
the Executive to contract during the last periotl of its sessions. 

The bonds of this loan, (jiioted as they are in the markets of the 
world above ff4 per cent, afford a convincing demonstration of the 
present prosperit}’ of the country and the great contidence felt in its 
tinancial administration. 

In compliance with the law authorizing the loan the proceeds thereof 
have been devoted to the redemption of all the treasury notes issued 
at two years' time, and the bulk of the subvention bonds of the Oaxaca 
Railway sind the Veracruz and Pacitic, which were earning tJ per cent 
interest per annum, have also been redeemed with the funds available 
from this operation. The balance of said funds, when the outstanding 
bonds of the issues named shall have been withdrawn, will be devoted 
to the prosecution of the public works enumerated in the decree which 
authorized the loan. 

In due course the Department of Finance submitted to Congress a 
currency reform measure which was the fruit of mature studies and 
which is recommended by the powerful considerations set forth in that 
document. With the authorization of the Legislature, and along the 
lines which it laid down, the work of reform was initiated, the first 
step being the itmx)sition of an import dut\’ on the nation's silver 
money, and in the early days of danuary all the other measures 
involved in the plan would have been enacted had not the prolonged 
illness of the Minister of Finance dela^’ed until recent days the issuance 
of the chief decrees and regulations. 

The favorable consideration which Congress was pleased to give to 
the 1>111 just mentioned and the excellent impression which it caused 
throughout the country and in the foreign lands with which our inter¬ 
ests are allied were evidenced by an immediate improvement in the 
nite of foreign exchange. 
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The proceed.s of the tuxes on foreign commerce liave, during the 
eight months tliat have elapsed of the current tiseal year, shown a gain 
of more than $2,500.(K>0 over the collections in the corresponding period 
of the fiscal year 11*03-4. 

The yield of the stamp revenue has also been more abundant than in 
the corresponding ]x'riod of the preceding year, though not on so 
considerable a scale as the revenue from import duties. 

FOREIGN COMMERCE, FIRST SIX MONTHS OF 1904-5. 

The statistics of the foreign trade of Mexico during the first six 
months of the fiscal year 11*04-5 (July-December) show that during 
that iieriod, foreign goods to the value of ^41,44V*.51*7.06 gold were 
imported into the Republic, as compared with ^37,171,1>*33.00 imported 
during the same period of the previous fiscal year. 

According to figures compiled by the Mexican Bureau of Statistics 
the six leading countries engaged in commerce with Mexico figured as 
follows in importations during the first six months of the fiscal years

DEVELOPMENT OF COMMERCE WITH THE UNITED STATES. 

The jfrowth of Mexiean-Amoru'un ooiiimcrce in the last thirty years, 
which period practically covers its entire history, is shown in the state¬ 
ment that in 1.ST5 the entire experts and imports combined amounted 
to only ^lo,971,sTb. In IfS.'^o they reached i!^15,**)07,8(>4; in 1S1>5, 

and in the year ending Juno 30, IO04, the enormous total 
of 11*0,427,903.

This makes a total coinage of S83,o4o,5l0 of currency in the three 
metals for the 3'ear, against ^27,0<K),OfKt of currencj' coined in the fis¬ 
cal year 1902-3. The decrease in the coinage of nearl,v $4,000,(K.)0 
last year as compared with the preceding 3'ear, Mr. Fekx.\xi)EZ says, 
is due to the action of the public producers, as the Government coins 
the bullion that is sent to the mint for account of the parties sending 
it. Possibh’ miners make more bv exporting their bars of gold and 
silver than 1)3" having them coined in Mexico. 

The Cit3' of Mexico mint has a capacit3' to coin over per 
day of ten hours if the miners will supplv the bullion in bars. 

A decree just issued b3’ President Diaz carries into effect the 
reforms authorized last Decemljcr b3' the Mexican Congress. The 
free coinage of silver is to cease on April 10, 1905. After Ma3' 1 of 
the same 3'ear the gold peso, or dollar, will iK'comc the .sole unit of 
value. The silver pesos will be retained in circulation, exchangeal)le 
with the new gold ones at the ratio of 2 to 1, and to nuiintain the par¬ 
ity lietwecn the two dollars a reserve e.xchange fund of not less than 
i'10,000,000 will be established. 

KUBBER FROM THE GUAYULE PLANT. 

The ‘‘Mexican Herald’’ for March 28,1905, imblishes the following 
in regard to the new industry whkh has been recently inaugurated in 
the Republic, which is the extraction of a rubber rtlier from the plant 
known as Partheniunt argeutatum^ or the guayule plant, a shrub which 
grows wild in vast tracts in several of the northern States of Mexico, 
such as Durango, Coahuila, Zacatecas, and Chihuahua. A new process 
for the extraction of the rubber from this plant has been develojKid 
and the machinery and process patented. 

This process is purely mechanical, the plant Iwing ground up by a 
powerful revolving pulverizer and then, by means of pressure and 

' :it, the gum is agglomerated and separated from the sawdust, the 
one to Ik? worked up just as rubber is worked up and the other to go 
a.s fuel. No outside product, either chemical or otherwise, is brought 
into u.se for the purpo.ses of the process. A samiffe plant is now in 
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oponitioM ill the City of Mexico and three factorie>s of this class are to 

he established iiiiinediately and others as the necessity arises, the pres¬ 

ent plan of the company operating being to place a factory on various 

haciendas throughout the country whei’over there may Ix' a production 

of lu tons of plants per day. The guayule grows in vast amounts on 

practically neglected lands throughout the K«*public, and for this waste 

pi'oduct, as the farmer now regards it, Sot> a ton is ladug paid. 

'Fhe ruliber produced from the guayule is said to be readily pur- 

<-hased by rubber manufacturers in all parts of Europe, particularly 

in Fram-e, and while it does not possess the elasticity of Para ruhlicr 

it vulcanizes more easily and suffers no alteration or deterioration 

conseipient on age.

and they have, in nearly every instance, been ojierated on a paying 

basis, although the methods of handling the cane and the manufacture 

of its products have been wiLsteful and crude. The power for the 

primitive milts was furnished by mutes and oxen, and later on .-imatl 

three-roll mills operated by steam power were introduced. Many 
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improvements have been made, however, of late by the int rod action 
of labor-saving maehineiw, and immense 12-roller mills are now being 
planned that have two additional rollers, called ‘‘crushers,” while the 
methods of transferring the cane from the fields to the mills have also 
been revolutionized, tramways being laid through the fields and the 
cane piled upon ears which are drawn to the mills by steam loco¬ 
motives. In Mexico the sugar planters have always formed one of 
the wealthiest classes of citizens, and with the incoming of the vast 
perfected labor-saving machinery there can bo no question that Mexico 
will loom large in the destinies of the world’s sugar production. 

OPERATIONS OF THE MAIL SERVICE, FIRST HALF 1904-5.

CONCESSION FOB, THE imEIZATION OF THE AMACUZAC BIVER. 

The “Mexican Investor"’ of March 18, 1905, states that the Mexi¬ 
can Government has granted an important conce.ssion to Mr. Samsox 

Laxo, which was signed on March 11, 1904. The concession author¬ 
izes Mr. Lang to utilize water from the Amacuzac Kiver, situated in 
the District of tlojutla. State of Morelos, and provides for a quantity 
of Witter of 78,000 liters |x'r secontl to be used for motive power, the 
plant to be established near the town of Xixotlacotla, at the confluence 
of the Amacuzac and the Iligueron rivers. The conce.ssionaire is 
authorized to adopt any .system of Avork.s—hydraulic or any others 
considered neces.sary. The |M)les for the wires are not to be less than 
7 meters high. 

I’nder the terms of the contract the conce.ssionaire must commence 
the survey and plans within si.\ months from the date of the concession, 
and must submit them to the respective department Avithin twelve 
months in duplicate. Construction shall begin Avithin tAvo years, and 
all the-AA'orks must be completed Avithin a period of .seven years. 

The concessionaire is obliged to contribute $2.50 monthly to the 
inspection fund, payable in the Fcdeml Treasury. He may occupy, 
under the expropriation laAV, such land as may be necessary for the 
Avorks. and may’ construct canals on each side Avith a right of Avay of 
0 meters. He mav build telegraph and telephone lines necessary for 
his projects, and, finally, he may’ import free of duty all the machinery, 
instruments, and apparatus necessary for the first installation. He is 
also authorized to issue common shares, bonds, and obligations and to 
di.spose thereof. 

As a guaranty’ of the faithful performance of the terms of the con¬ 
cession, Mr. Lang has deposited in the National Hank of Mexico Iwnds 

s 
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of the 3 per cent consolidated silver debt to the amount of S.5,000. 
This deposit will be released on the eoinpletiou of the hydraulic and 
electric works contained in the terms of the concession. 

BANK HOLDINGS IN 1904. 

.\.eeordinjf to the monthly statement, published in the “ Mexican 
Journal of Commerce’’ for March 1,1905, the conditions of the thirty- 
two chartered banks operating in the Republic of Mexiw at the close 
of business on December 31, 1904, and compared with the reiwrt for 
November 30, 1904, show an increase of $3,748,417.83 in the .specie 
holdings on December 31, 1904. 

The aggregate assets of thirty-two chartered banks were: Cash 
holdings in specie, $78,303,709.30, and in notes, $0,549,015.37. 

Tlie records show that on December 31, 1903, the specie held by the 
thirtv-two chartered banks was $01,504,982.13; thus in one 3’ear the 
specie, mainly Mexican eagle dollars, held by the banks has increased 
by $10,708,727.23. 

The total operations of the.se thirty-two chartered banks operating 
under the Mexican banking law on December 31, llMtS, amounted to 
$410,250,083.15, as against $470,189,584.98 on December 31, 1904, an 
increase of $59,932,1H»1.83. 

TAX ON COTTON MILLS, 1905. 

The Mexican T'reasury estimates the tax to be paid by the 127 cotton- 
spinning factories in the Republic for the half year ending June 30, 
1905, at $1,191,400. The three companies operating cotton mills in 
Jalisco will pay taxes to the amount of $10,400.50 this year. They arc 
the OmtjMTiia Induxti'lnl Mnnufacturera, the ComfHiuia Industrial de 
Guadalajara, and Madi-ro d; lilnmn Gallardn. The cotton goods pro¬ 
duction this year is estimated at $2,994,200. 

IRON AND STEEL INDUSTRY. 

The “Commercial Intelligence’’ for March 15, l'.K)5, sUites that there 
are few foundries in the Republic of Mexico, considering the heavy 
duty on manufactured iron and steel imported into the country; that 
the (Jovernment subsidizes industrial plants, and that there are great 
mineral dei^osits awaiting development. The latest returns show that 
only 3!* foundries are in ojMiration, distributed as follows: Thirteen in 
Guanajuato, treating iron and other ores; 5 in Nuevo IjCou for iron 
and other ores; 1 in San Luis Potosi, treating metal; 1 in Sinaloa for 
iron; 1 in Chihuahua for treating metal; 1 in Taba.sco, metal; 1 in 
Tainaulipas, iron; 2 in Durango, 1 for metal and the other treating 
iron; 1 in Veracruz treating iron; 9 in Zacatecas for metal, and 4 in 
the Federal District for iron. There are, however, a number of iron 
foundries projected, as also a large steel plant at San Luis Potosi.

RAILWAY DEVELOPMENT. 

The followiiij^ papers concerning the development of the Oroya- 
IIiuinea3’o Railway were forwarded to the International Bureau of the 
American Republics bj' the Department of State of the United States, 
with communications from the Hon. Irving B. Dudley, American 
minister at Lima. 

“the railway from SICUANI to CUZCO. 

“It was in ISdS that the Executive Power received from Congress 
for the first time authorization to build a railroad to Cuzco. 

“In 1871 the work was commenced, starting from luliaca, and sub- 
sequenth' eveiything was stopped as soon as the line reached the town 
of Santa Rosa. In 18B0, in view' of what was stipulated in the contract 
for the cancelling of the foreign debts, the works were again con¬ 
tinued and the line laid first as far as Marangani, and later on up to 
Sicuani, its present terminus. 

“After a <[uarter of a century' from the date of the commencement 
of its construction, which is a period of time equal to that in yvhich 
the progress of Peru was held liack b}' the unfortunate war yvith 
Chile, a government re.solve(l to encourage the development of the 
countiT's natural wealth and resources has taken in hand the conclu¬ 
sion of this national task which for so man^' 3'ears has been the eager 
desire of the inhabitants of the .south of the Republic. 

“One hundred and forty kilometers onlj’ have yet to be constructed 
for the locomotive to reach the ancient capital of the Incas, and it is 
to be hoped that this will be effected yvithout new obstacles and delays. 

“The first 40 kilometers are of easy construction, the folloyving 80 
ofi'er some diflieulties, but the last 20 kilometers are of extremely 
simple construction, not only on account of the flatness of the land tra¬ 
versed, but also on account of the embankment being already laid. 
The track adopted for the building of this line runs along the right 
bank of the river Vilcanota as far as the nineteenth kilometer and from 
thence passes to the opposite bank over a bridge with a span of 35 
meters and follows this route up to Checapiupie, whence it once more 
cros.ses over to the right bank, keeping along it till it reaches Urcos, 
yvhich is situated at 01 kilometers from the starting point. 

“The track again crosses the Vilcanota so as to run along the left 
bank up to the junction of this river with the Huatanay, of yvhich the 
valley extends up to Cuzco, passing by the toyvns of Oropesa, San 
(ieronimo, and San Sebastian. It must be borne in mind that the 
valley of the Vilcanota is densely populated and yvell cultivated, pro- 



(lueinj? corn, wheat, l)arley, and other cereals l>elon}jinjf to the Teiii- 
per.itc Zone in considerable abundance. 

“I'he highest grade is 2.4 per cent, and the sharpest curves liave a 
radius of 148 meters. The tirst section of 40 kilometers which, as we 
liave already said, is of easy construction, has l>een contracted for with 
the Peruvian Corporation at the rate of i.‘2,3O0 per kilometer, and its 
execution has been intrusted to the verv comi)etent and exp<'rienced 
Peruvian engineer, Senor Mariano Bustamante y Barreda. 

“As the works have been already commenced, it is natural to sup¬ 
pose that, outside of unforeseen obstacles, this section will be ready 
to be opened to public tratlic in the course of the present j'oar, and 
then in view of the result obtained the Government wilt proceed to 
contract the remaining 100 kilometers of the line. 

“ In Peru it is impossible to foretell, just as happens in all other 
countries not yet exploited by the modern elements of progress, what 
will be the future of this line. At present the Automobile Company 
attends to the re(iuirements of the tratlic between Sicuani and Cuzco. 
The total weights of cargo carried by this company in 1908 was 4,oo0 
tons, but it is natural to suppose that once the railroad is in working 
order the movement of passengers and cargo will increase consider¬ 
ably, not only in the neighboring valley’s, but also from the provinces 
of Paucartiimbo, Calca, C^rutamba, etc., as well as from the rich and 
fertile valleys of Santa Ana and Lareo, which will reap great benetits 
on account of the greater facilities for transport and of the reduction 
in the rate of freights. The local authorities of the' Department of 
Cuzco would act wisely in devoting at once all their resources and all 
their etforts to the improvement of the means of communication which 
lead to the new terminus of the line, so that once this is concluded the 
whole Deimrtment may be read}' to reap the benetits arising from the 
uniting of their capital by meiins of this railway with the jwrts of 
Puno and Mollendo as well as with the principal towns in the south. 

“The importance of this line does not depend alone on the direct 
lienetits which the historical and vast D»‘partment of Cuzco will 
obtain. These 140 kilometers form another link in the great Intercon¬ 
tinental Railway, reducing by this means to about 000 kilometers the 
extent of the road still to be built in order to unite the network of the 
Central Railroad with that of the south, and conseipiently the capital 
of Peru with Buenos Ayres, going through Bolivian territory. Of 
the 940 kilometers which the Intercontinental has to run so as to cross 
the Republic of Bolivia, there are now only left for construction the 
sections from I^i Paz to Oruro, a distance of 2.50 kilometers more or 
less, and that from Uyunc to the Argentine frontier, at which the 
Northern Argentine Railway will very shortly arrive. The first sec¬ 
tion, that of Oruro, will be built by the Peruvian Corporation, so as to 
secure the tratlic of the line from l*uno to Mollendo, and to be able by 
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thi.< means to eountoi’aet the effects of the new Chileno-liolivian line L 
from Ariea to I.ia Paz. Tlie second section forms part of the railroad T 
recently contracted for with a Yankee syndicate by the Bolivian Com- I 

missioner, Senor Ignatius Calderon, on the base of the | 
to be handed over by Brazil in payment for the Acre territory. I 

“To main’ persons who have seen the project of the Pan-American I 
Kailway it has seemed as if it treated of the construction of an entirel}’ 
new railway which is to cross the whole continent from north tosonth. 
This error has led many to sup|X)se that the whole project is Utopian. ^ 
The truth is, nevertheless, that the Intercontinental Railway will l_>e ' 

formed by the jiyiction of the existing lines, so that the lalior of carry¬ 
ing out this vast project is limited simply to the building of roads in 
the intermediary portions and throughout the Peruvian section in form- | 
ing for the economical existence of this Republic the same element as " 
the vertebral column in the case of animal life. Along its course com- 
merce, agriculture and mining industries will develop and flourish. 
The value of landed projXTty will rise considenibly, lalior will be better 
remunerated, the product of the taxes will greatly increase, and the 
public order will be consolidated by reason of the increase of the popu¬ 
lation and of the public wealth. 

“ It should 1)0 highly gratifying to the patriotism of all Peruvians to ^ 
see once more spring up in Peru the ora of railway' construction. The ; 
names of Balta, Pardo, and Prado, who, as Presidents of the Republic 
figure in the first pages of the history of our material progress, are to 
be seen to-day once more at the head of the ])resent Administration, but 
this time without a shadow of that antagonism which formerly raged 
between them, and on the contrary now laboring jointly to establish f 

finnly the progress of the nation united together by the love they bear 
to their mother country.

“ SirUANI-CHECCAUUl’E SECTION. 

“Following is the agreement made lad ween the Minister of Fomento 
and the re[)resentative of the Penivian Corjioration (Limited), for tl»e 
construction of the section from Sicuani to Checcacupe of the railway 
from Sicuani to Cuzco. 

“Article 1. The Peruvian Cor|K)ration Avill construct for account 
of the (iovernment the section from Sicuani to Checcacuiie of the rail¬ 
way from Sicuani to Cuzco in accordance with the general and detailed 
plans, and also the technical specifications of the engineer, Mr. Adrias 

Bentzou, which wei*o approved by the resolution of March 10, in the 
present year. 

“Art. 2. The price jier kilometer is .£2,3o0 for the line ready for 

traftii', with stations, telegraph lines, etc., with exception of the rolling 

stock. 
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“Art. 3. Tbe Govornniont "svillpa}' inonthlj’to thoreruvian Corpo¬ 
ration an amount in proportion to the work done, Imt in no ease more 
than i'OjUOO. The Peruvian Corporation maj’ suspend the works if 
the Government should omit payinj^ one monthly dividend. The first 
of these shall l)e paid on the sijrning of this contract. 

“Art. 4. The section must he concluded so as to be handed over to 
trallic on the 31st of March of next year (1906) at the latest, after the 
previous approval by the Government of the report of the insiiecting 
engineer. 

“Art. 5. The price of X‘2,3O0 has been agreed upon in view' of the 
salaries, cost of each cubic meter of cuttings and masonry work, the 
price of rails and sleepers, etc., .set forth in the estimates of the 
Engineer IIextzon, and of the observations made bv the corps of road 
engineers. 

“If the next section should be contracted for with the Peruvian 
Corporation at so much per kilometer, the amount shall l)e fixed in 
view of the actual figures. A deduction shall also be made for the 
value of the instruments, tools, and building outtit purchased for the 
first section. 

“Art. 0. The Government will apiK)int, from the commencement 
of the works, an insja'cting engineer and accountant, if the latter be 
necessary, in order to be able to form an idea as to the modifications 
which it may be necessary to introduce in the figures forming the 
amount per kilometer in the contracts for the following sections. To 
each one of these individuals the Peruvian Cor|X)ration shall afford 
every class of facilities for the iierformance of their respective duties. 

“Art. 7. TTie technical and administrative staff is to be preferentially 
Peruvian; at least 75 per cent of the staff miust be of that nationality. 

“Art. S. The Peruvian Cor|X)ration obliges itself to contract a per¬ 
manent medical man, with his medicine chest and other elements, who 
shall attend the sick laborers and look after the hygiene of the camps, 
clothing, and food, handing in reports at least weekly to the board of 
health. 

“Art. 9. The Peruvian Corporation must keep in order and repair 
this section during two years in accordance with the conditions which 
in duo time may be agreed upon. 

“Art. 10. The expropriations which may t)e necessary shall l)c made 
by the Government and paid by the Peruvian Corporation as they are 
included in the ])rice per kilometer agreed upon up to the amount of 
X2,7“J8 for the whole section.

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“the KAIIAVAY FHOM LA OROYA TO HUANCAYO. 

“Last year j^ave us the tinishcd railway from Ijii Oroya to Cerro de 
Pasco and the present year begins with the construction of the line 
from La Oroya to Iluancayo. The direction of this line will run 
from the hollow formed by the eastern and western range of the 
Andes, being the continuation of the line from Cerro de Pasco to Ia 
Oroya, forming thus the two l>ranches of the great international i-.iil- 
w'ay in project which must traverse the entire center of Peruvian 
territoi’v from north to south. 

“As will easily be seen, this road is destined to be the chief route 
from which other lines of railways will branch out, thus connecting 
the ])rincipal ports on the Pacific with the navigjible rivers of the 
Orient. Besides the importance of all railways, which tend to greatly 
advance the progress and Increase the wealth of a country, this one 
has the specialty of being the first section of a railway that must unite 
the network of the central lines with that of the southern ones. 

“The extension of this line, according to the survey made by the 
engineer, SeHor Dario Valdei/.ox, and which has with reason In'en 
approved by the (iovernment. is of 121 kilometers and unites with the 
Central Railway and with that of the Cerro de Pasco in Oroya, 
which, as is well known, is at 222 kilometers from the bay of Callao 
and at the height of 8,712 meters above level of the sea. From this 
point and in a .southerly direction the line advances through the ravine 
of the river Mantaro, following its right side until reaching the sixty- 
second kilometer, where it diverges to the left until it reaches the city 
of Iluancayo. After leaving the seventy-.sixth kilometer the line 
leaves the ravine and enters the beautiful valley of lauja. 

“The work on the whole does not jiresent any serious dithculties. 
It will be easily' understood by* what has l>een already’ said that the 
first 7t) kilometers, excepting a small section of lo kilometers, passes 
through rough roads and requires the cutting of five tunnels, the larg¬ 
est being of 1.50 meters in length, but in the last 40 kilometers it 
changes and runs through land uniformly’ flat without offering any 
other extni trouble than that of crossing the ravines and rivulets that 
run into the Mantaro, the .sandy’ nature of the ground inquiring the 
line to be w’ell balla.sted beside having frecpient drains to protect it 
and give it perfect .security’. 

“It is also as well to say that the counti’v for 1.5 kilometers beyond 
Iluancayo is of the same nature and e<iually uniform, therefore the 
line could be easily’ prolonged in that direction. Considering the line 
in project is designed to be the principal artery of the Peruvian rail¬ 
way’s, .so as to avoid extra rates of freight owing to the distance, it ha.s 
lieen re.solved to enter the city’ of lauja—that is^ at 8 kilometers dls- 
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tancc from the course of the line—hy a branch that will start from the 
Tiuiiba station and terminate between the Santa Lucia beach and tlic 
principal station of lauja. 

The width between the rails is the usual one of 1.44 and the hi<;hest 
grade not more than 1 per cent. The weight of the rails is 515 kilo¬ 
grams per meter, so that the line could be used by powerful loco¬ 
motives of 110 tons m weight and therefore with more than suHicient 
foice to draw a tniin containing 5<K) tons weight of cargo, which is just 
ten times more than that of the trains which run from (’allao to La 
Oroya can haul. All this proves that it will be easy to establish very 
low rates both for passengers and freights, aiul therefore the same 
advantages can be obtained on this line as are usually obtaineilon rail¬ 
roads in other countries. 

“The work could be easily finished in two years. The first 20^^ 
kilometers, or let us say from the contluence of the Kiver lluari with 
the Mantaio has been already arranged by contmet with the Peruvian 
Corpomtion for something under per kilometer. 

“The works of art on this section arc simply the making of a tunnel 
in calcareous rock {<7 meters long, and the building of two bridges of 
16 meters span each, besides other smaller ones. The course of the 
line has ])een taken over the unetpial ground of the ravines at a height 
of lU to 20 meters above the average level of the waters of the Mantaro. 
As the work has been alrcadx* iM'gun, it is ho|>ed that it will be rinished 
during the present half )’ear, and the result obtained doubtless serve 
the (lovernment as well as the Peruvian Corporation as a basis for the 
final construction of the entire road, if such l>e to the interest of the 
alx)ve-named parties. 

“The building of this railway shows that Peru is a progressive 
country and must be a motive of sincere satisfaction to all Peruvians, 
and it is just to applaud the Government for its jnitriotic zeal in realiz¬ 
ing it, and must be ecjually satisfactory to know that the road or 
railway Imiiig built is in accordance with the plans and drawings made 
by a Peruvian engineer. We most sincereh’ congrattdate Senor ^’AI.- 
DEizoN for this work which implies the recognition of his professional 
coiu])etence. 

“ In our opinion the importance of this line, apart from its sjK“cial 
features, which have been already noted, is really much gremter than 
the majority of our readers believe. 

“The provinces of lauja and lluanca^’o are thickly iwpulated, and 
the villages on both sides of the Mantaro are so close to each other 
that they apix'ar as one. The Sunday Fair of Huancayo, which Ix'gins 
at 4 o'cl(K-k on Satui’day afternoon and ends on Sunda}' at 2 o'clock, 
gives an idea of the life and movement of this region. This fair has 
three markets, one for cattle, another for all kinds of grain, and a third 
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for the sjilo of miscellaneous articles. The amount of sales ell'ected in 
each of these fairs is calculated to Ik* about 50,000 soles, and the num- r 
her of persons present to be al)out S,00(K L 

‘■The mineral zones within the sphere of action of this railroad are 1= 

very important. ! 
“ Beds of excellent coal in the vast carljoniferous region of Iluatun- I 

huasi extend from the estate of that name situated in front of Concep- p 
cion as far as Huancavilica, and veins have been discovered there 40 | 
meters thick. ^ 

“In Iluari the mine of bituminous coal called ‘La Lucha' is lieing p 
worked. It lielongs to the IIauza family, and the products are for 
the present transported on the backs of mules to La Oroya, whence f 
th(‘y are carried by rail to Pasco, Yauli, etc. All the eastern mountain I 
range is rich in copper ores, and many mines of this metal have l)een ! 
lately legally taken possession of. The agricultural cultivation will 
extend considerably once the railway is built. 

“At the present time the produce of this region which exceeds the 
local consumption, notwithstanding the heav\’ rates of freight, tindsa 
market in the mining centers of Cerro de Pasco, Tauli, Casapalca, and - 
Iluarochiri, and even some of this excess comes as far as Lima. It is ] 
principally the irrigation of the extensive valley of lauja that will 
bring al)Out a vast increase in the agricultiu’al products of this section 
of the Republic. According to the surveys made some years ago by 
Engineer Seaver 500,000 soles would be sutlicient for the irrigation I 
of a superticial extent of 25,»H>0 hectares. | 

‘‘The fruitfid plains of Matahuasi, Concepcion, and Huan<*ayo may | 
serve as an example to prove what would be the transformation 
of the lauja \'alley if it were irrigaU'd. Another iinporhint {X)int 
connected with the traffic of this line will be the inevitable develop¬ 
ment of the cattle trade, for even to-day the exixirUition of oxen and 
sheep is of considerable importance. Moreover, it must not be for¬ 
gotten that not only the towns united by the rails will l>e benefited, 
but also those who are located at a day's joui’iiey' from the line. I 

“All the localities situated in the zone comprised between Iluancayo j 
and Iluancavelica, and which to-day are practically at such an immense ! 
distance from Lima, will reap iinmmcnse Ixmefits from the construe- : 
tion <)f the I’ailroad from I^ji Oroya to llnanciiyo, and which will enable 
this latter place to be reached within only' eleven hours' journey from 
Lima. 

“ We are also of opinion that due imporbince is not given to the 
spirit of progress which is evident among the inhabitants of the regions j 
through which the .said railway will pa.ss. I 

“The enthusiasm they’ have shown on learning that thefe was every ; 
probability’ of this work lading carri<*d out, the kind attentions shown j 
to the engineers who were naimxl to make the definite survey’s, and, ' 
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above all. their spontaneous ofl'er to cede ‘{jfnitis’ all the lands 
rcijuirctl ai'e evident proofs that one and all of them thorouj'hly com¬ 
prehend the benetits which tliev and their projierties will obtain. 
Finally, we may say, in order to justify the assertion we have made, 
that the natives of the town of Hiiaripampa have contributed with 
their personal lalwr and private funds to the construction of the sus¬ 
pension bridj^e over the River Mantaro, which is bo meters in length, 
and have spent on this work, more than i.‘l,4(K>, for which purpose the 
head of each famiU' contributed 62 soles. The tolls of the bridjre have 
been dis])ose<l of by public auction for the annual sum of 2,00ti soles, 
which is to be entirely spent in supporting the public schools of the 
locality. 

“We sincerely trust that the Minister of Public Works will jx'rse- 
vere in his intelligent and fruitful task and that the Government will 
not get discouraged jn carrying out its plans already commenced for 
the progress of the Republic, resting assured that the whole country 
will supjwrt it with enthusiasm and tirmly in the execution of the 
works of the nature to which we have called attention in this article. 

“tHK OKOYA-ni'AKI SKCTION. 

“Contracts celebrated l>etween the Minister of Public Works and 
the Representative of the'Peruvian Corporation (Limited) for the 
construction of the section from Oroya to Iluari of the railroad 
from Oroya to Huancayo. 

“Aktici.e 1. 'Phe Penivian Corporation (Limite<l) shall construct 
for account of the Government the section from Oroya to Iluari, of 
the railroad from Oroya to Huan<-ayo, in accordance with the general 
and detailed sniweys and technical s|ieeltications of the engineer, 
Dakio Valoizan, approved Iw the resolutions of Febniary 10, IJlo.’S. 

“Art. 2. The price per kilometer is -£2,9<K), and the line is to l>o 
ready for public tratlic, with stations, telegraph lines, etc., excepting 
only the rolling stock and the building of the Oroya station. 

3. The Government shall pay monthly to the Peruvian Cor¬ 
poration an amount in proj)ortion to the work done, but in no case 
kss thiin i.‘6,OiiO. The Peruvian Corporation may susjxmuI the work 
if the Government should omit the pavment of one monthlv dividend. 
The lirst one is to Ik? paid on the signing of the present contract. 

“.VuT. 4. The section shall be finished and shall Ik? handed over for 
traflic on the 3lst of December of the present year, at the latest, after 
due approval by the Government of the report of the inspecting 
engineer. 

“'nie balance remaining to the del>it of the Government shall lie 
paid immediately after the last-named formality has been carried out. 

“Aur. 5. The price of .t*2,b00 has Iweu agreed u^xju in view of the 
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siilarics, costs of each cubic meter of tilled-up cuttinj^s and masonry, 
the price of rails and sleepers, etc., as set forth in the estimates of the 
en<(ineer, Valdizan, and in view of the observations made by the tech¬ 
nical section of the Direction of Public Works. If the next section is 
contracted for with the Peruvian Corponition, the price per kilometer 
shall l)C fixed in view of the exact ti<?nres which these different expenses 
and items shall have practically demonstrated. The cost, likewise, of 
the instruments, toeffs, and outfit purchased for the first section shall • 
be deducted. 

“Aut. (>. From the very commencement of the works the Govern¬ 
ment shall name an inspecting engineer and an accountant, if such l)e 
necessary, in order to appreciate aiu’ moditications in the figures that 
form the price per kilometer which it may be necessary to intro<luce 
for the contracts of the succeeding sections. To each one of these the 
Peruvian Cor|X)ration shall give every kind of facility for the per¬ 
formance of their respective duties. 

*’Akt. 7. The techinical and managing staff shall be prefenibly 
Peruvian, or at least 75 per cent of them. 

‘‘Akt. S. The Peruvian C'orporation obliges itself to contract a 

permanent medical man with his medicine chests and other necessary 
elements, so as to attend the sick workmen, and watch over the health 
of their encampments, clothing, and foods, with the obligation to j)ass 
in, at least once a week, a report to the Hoard of Health. 

‘‘Akt. !♦. The Peruvian C’orporation is under the obligation to work, 
keep in repair, and maintain the traffic on this section during two 
years, in accordance with the conditions which will in due time he 
agreed upon. 

“Art. 10. All the expropriations which may be necessary are to be 
made by the Government and shall be paid by the Peruvian Cor|)ora- 
tion, as they are included in the price per kilometer agreed upon up 
to the maximum figure of i‘017,000 for the whole section. 

“ Drawn up in duplicate in Lima on the 15th of February, 1005.

“ Lima, F h-tinry 34, lOOij. 
"In view of the contract celebrated by the Minister of Public Works 

with the Peruvian Corporation for the construction of the section from 
Oroya to Iluari, of the railroad from Oroya to Iluancayo, for which 
he was duly authorized by the resolution of lUth instant. 

‘‘ Whereas the article 3, of the clause C, of the law of March 3<), 
11*04, authorizes the Government to conti-act for its account the con¬ 
struction of this line, paying for it a price Avithin the limits of the 
revenue set apart for this work in accordance with the same law; 

“And Avhereas the price per kilometer agreed upon in the above <*on- 
r.act is Inflow the estimate drawn up by the Kngineer Dario Valdizas, 

and the other clauses correspond duly to the conveniences of the State; 
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‘•'It is resolved^ Tliat the contract herein referred to he approved, 
and that it be drawn up as a public document, which must be sijjned 
bvthe Director of Public Works, as representative of the Government. 

‘•The expenses entailed by this work shall be debited to the item 
No. 70S7 of the General Budget now in force. 

“Let it l>e registered, communicated, and pul)lished. 
Balta.’’ 

RESTRICTION OF GUANO EXPLOITATION. 

By a decree of December ‘28, 1904, j^ersons convicted of digging 
f'uano between the months of February and November, inclusive, of 
any year shall be fined $1.95 per ton of the product extracted, regaitl- 
less of whether or not the vessel shall have been regularly dispatched 
by Peruvian port authorities. A repetition of the offense will n'lider 
offenders liable to confiscation of their vessel, as prescrif)ed by article 
4 of the law of duly 17, 1890. 

The chief guano deposits of Peru are (1) the Lolx)s Islands (Lol)os 
de Afuera and Lobos de Tierra) off the port of Eten,and (2) the (’hin- 
cha Islands, off the jwrt of Pisco. There are numerous minor deposits, 
such as the rocky promontories and islets of Islay, near the port of 
Mollendo, etc. By a contract entered into in January, 1890, the Peru¬ 
vian Corix)ration, a British syndicate, enjoys the exclusive right of 
exporting guano from the Peruvian de|K)sits until 3,000,000 tons shall 
have Iteen exported. Peru may continue to dig guano, but only for 
the purjM)se of l)enetiting national agi’iculture. It is said that al>out 
one-third of the 3,O(X>,0U0 tons have already been exported by the 
Peruvian Corporation. 

IMPROVED PORT FACILITIES AT CALLAO. 

On Januar}’^ 1, 1905, a new form of agreement was signed between 
the Government of Peru and a French syndicate, la Socitde Gtneride 
de Poris, which has for some years past been oi)eratingat Callao under 
the name of the Empresa del Mnelle y Ddrsena del Callao (Dock and 
Breakwater Enterprise). In 1887 this .syndicate constructed the pres¬ 
ent very handsome system of stone docks and appurtenances at Callao, 
and was given a concession by the Government whereby it pos.sessed 
the exclusive monopoly of loading and di.scharging vessels at this port, 
rights to landed property al>out the water front, etc. In return for 
those and other valuable considemtions the do<‘ks were at the close of 
a certain number of years to become the property of the State. 

By the terms of the new contract with the Empresa del Maelle y 
Ddrsena del Callao the Government of Peru waives it.s rights to pro¬ 
prietorship of the docks and their appurtenances after the stipulated 
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term of yesirs. They are to remain the property of the Empresa for 
an indetinite period, but, in turn, the public is benefited as follows: 

‘*1, The exclusive monojx)ly hitherto enjoyed by the Kmprem dd 
Muellc y Ddrsena as to loadinj' and discdiarging vessels at Callao is 
removed. 

2. Ships and merchandise entering the port are freed from imposts 
of 20, 12, and lO centivvos Pciaivian silver (4, 2.4, and 2 cents Cnited 
States currency) per ton, formerly charged to reimburse the Empress 
for certain cash hxins made in the jjast. 

‘‘8. The Socu'te (ientmJe de Pnrh waives all claim now and for¬ 
ever to certain Imlances stilt due on the following loans: April, 1885, 
^248.5tM); October, 1885, §385,250; May, 1887, §121,750. 

“4. The Government of IVru admits the right of Kmpi'em del MtieUt 
y Pdrmia to own the docks, buildings, etc., which it has erected with 
its own cjipital; and also its right to opei’ate the same, but without 
monopoly or privilege of an}' sort. It also confirms the syndicate’s 
rights to certain pieces of real estate. 

*■‘5. The Emprem del Muelle y Ddrsena agrees to l)egin, one year 
from date of contract, the work of enlarging the present docks along 
the unfinished sea wall known as the Male«;on Gniu. The latter has 
long been lying unfinished, and its completion will greatly improve 
the api)earance of the Callao water front.^ 

It is generally felt that this new contract will in the course of time 
attract maritime enteqjrises of magnitude to this port. 

SALVADOR. 
MESSAGE OF PRESIDENT ESCALdN. 

The message of President Esealon as delivered to the Salvadorean 
Congress on February 18, lt>05, covered the general economic con¬ 
ditions prevailing throughout the liepublic. After referring to 
the continuance of amicable relations with the nations of the world, 
and the maintenance of internal peace and order, the President stated 
that very important works have Imhui completed by the DeiKirtment 
of Fomento, * * * among which may l)e mentioned the intro¬ 
duction of water from a distance to ditferent towns which lacked a 
supply of that indispensable life-sustaining clement. Attention u 
called to the beneticial results obtained from the celebration of the 
National Exposition held in the capital of the Republic during the 
summer of the previous year, and which was the first exposition 
of the kind which has taken place in the country. The Govern¬ 
ment expects soon to extend Li Cnion liailway to San Miguel, and 
has taken steps looking to the accomplishment of construction to 
that point. 
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The President stated that there has l)een an increase in the Imsiness 
of the post-oflices of the country conimonsurate with tlie progrC'S and 
development of the other industries of the country. This increase 
also applies to the Department of Telegraph and Telephones, in which 
branch imjwrtant improvements have been introduced. 

The relations of the Governments of the other Central American 
States remain unchanged, due to the salutsiry conduct which all of these 
Kepiiblics observe toward each other. With the object of more closely 
cementing that harmony, and in order to dissipate every cloud that 
might arise to disturb it, there Avas held at Corinth, alxmt the middle 
of the year, a conference which was attended i)ersonalty by the Pres¬ 
idents of Honduras, Nicaragua, and Salvador, and by a representative 
of Guatemala. The beneficial results of this conference, in which the 
most sincere and complete cordiality reigned, now exist free from all 
jealousy in the relations of the Governments there represented. 

A complete s3'nopsis of the debt of the Republic is given in the 
President’s message, which shows that the total domestic debt, 
expressed in bonds of Salvador, amounted to 4,1H(),()55.65 ]hi<o!< in 
December, The other bonded debt of the Republic aggregated 
3,763,.54y.(»8 pesoK. The receipts and disbursements during the vear 
11K>4 are shown in the following table:

FOREIGN COMMERCE, FEBRUARY, 1905. 

The statement of the total values of imports and exports of the 
United Shites for Fehruary, 10O.5, and for the ei^ht months ending 
February 28 shows an increase of ^14,034,552 in the total of impoids 
of merchandise as compared with February, 1004, and a decrease of 
$0,770,213 in the total value of exports of merchandise for Februaiy 
as compared with last year. A strikiii},' feature of the increase in the 
value of im|X)rts is the fact that the increase in imports of dutiable 
jfoods amounted to $ll,S43,74s, white the increase in imjiorts free of 
duty amounted to only $2,100,804. In February, 1004, the imports 
of articles free of dut}' exceeded the imports of dutiable articles by 
more than $3,000,000, while for the last month imports of dutial)le 
articles were more than $4,000,000 in excess of the imj)orts of those 
free of duty. For the eight months the increase in im|X)rts amounted 
to $74,C)20,s53 and tlie decrease in eximrts amounted to $57,017,531. 

During the month of February the exports of gold exceeded imports 
by $12.0(*3,332, and for the eight months the exports of gold exceeded 
imiHU'ts by $43,258,735, while for the corresponding eight months last 
year the imports of gold exceeded exjKjrts by $50,216,748. For the 
month of Februaiy exports of silver exceeded imports bv $1,072,782, 
and for the eight months the exports of silver e.xceeded imiwrts ly 
$15,871,420.

Further notice of such meetinj^s shall 

not he necessary to their rej^ularity. 'Phe Commission may hold 

special sessions at the call of the chairman. Four members shall con¬ 

stitute a quorum, and the action of such majority shall he the action 

of the Commission. 

'Phe Commission, under the supervision and direction of the Secre¬ 

tary of War, and subject to the approval of the President, is charj^ed 

with the "eneral duty of the adoption of plans for the construction

For convenience and to secure the uninterrupted course of the work 

an executive committee of not less than three members of the Com¬ 

mission shall be appointed by the Commission to act in jdace of the 

Commission during the intervals between the meetings of the (Jom- 

mission, and to report its doings in full to the Commission at the next 

regular meeting. A minute of every transaction of the executive 

committee shall be made, and one copy of the minutes for the consid¬ 

eration of the Commission at its next meeting. Regular meetings of 

the executive committee shall be held at the olliceof the (Jovernor, on 

the Isthmus of Panama, at 10 o’clock in the forenoon on each Monday 

and Wednesday of every week, and further notice of such meetings 

shall not be necessary to their legality. A majority of their number 

shall constitute a (piorum for the transaction of business at such meet¬ 

ings. 'Phe action of such majorit}’shall he the action of the executive 

committee. 
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For convenience of execiitiiif' the work to be done there shall Im? 
constituted three executive departments. The head of the tirst 
department shall be the chairman of the Commission, who shall have 
direct and immediate charjje of— 

1. The fiscal atfairs of the Commission. 
2. I’he purchase and delivery of all materials and supplies. 
3. The accounts, bookkeepin«:f, and audits. 
4. The commercial operations in the I'nited States of the Panama 

Rjiilroad and Steamship lines. 
5. He shall have charjje of the j^eneral concerns of the Commission, 

subject to the supervision and direction of the Secretary of War, and 
shall perform such other duties as may be placed upon him from time 
to time by the Secretary of ^^’ar. 

The head of the second department shall be the Governor of the 
Zone, with the duties and jxiwers indicated in the h^xecutive order of 
May f, lh04, which includes in cjeneral: 

1. The administration and enforcement of law in the Zone. 
2. All matters of sanitation within the Canal Zone and also in the 

cities of Panama and Colon and the harbors, etc., so far as authorized 
hv the treat}’, the F^xecutivc orders, and decrees of December 3, 1904, 
between the United States and the Kepublic of Panama, relating' 
thereto. 

3. The custody of all supplies needed for sanitary purposes and such 
construction necessary for sanitary purposes as may be assigned to this 
department by the Commission. 

4. Such other duties as he may be charged with from time to time 
hr the Secretary of War. 

5. He shall reside on the Isthmus, and devote his entire time to 
the service, except when granted leave of absence bv the Secretary 
of War. 

The head of the third department shall be the Chief Engineer. He 
shall have full charge on the Isthmus: 

1. Of all the actual work of construction carried on by the Com¬ 
mission on the Isthmus. 

2. The custody of all the supplies and plant of the Commission u|)on 
the Isthmus. 

3. The i)ractical operation of the railroad on the Isthmus, with the 
special view to its utilization in canal construction work. 

4. He shall reside on the Isthmus, and devote his entire time to 
the service, except when granted leave of absence by the Secretary 
of War.

A I’ROCLAMATION. 

“ IVhcreas iiTroat}' of Arbitration for pecuniary claims between the 
United States of America and the Argentine Republic, Bolivia, Colom¬ 
bia, Costa Rica, Chile, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, 
Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Paruguay, Peru and 
Uruguay, was concluded and .signed b}" their respective Plenipoten¬ 
tiaries at the City of Mexico on the 30th day of January, 1002, the 
original of which Treat}' in the English, Spanish and French languages, 
is word for word as follows:

act “ad referendum,-’ have agreed, to celebrate a Treaty to submit to 
the decLsion of arbitrators Pecuniary’ Claims for damages that have 
not been settled by diplomatic yhannel, in the following terms: 

“Artici.e 1. The High Contracting Parties agree tosulimit to arbi¬ 
tration all claims for pecuniary loss or damage which may l>e presented 
by their respective citizens, and which cannot lie amicalily’ ailjustect 
through diplomatic channels and when .said claims are of sufficient 
importance to warrant the expenses of arbitration. 

“Art. 2. Bv virtue of the faculty recognized by Article 26 of the 
tlonvention of The Hague for the pacific settlement of international dis¬ 
putes, the High Contracting Parties agree to .submit to the decision of 
the permanent Court of Arbitration established bv said Convention, 
all controversies w’hich are the subject matter of the present Treaty, 
unless both Parties should prefer that a special jurisdiction be organ¬ 
ized, according to Article 21 of the Convention referred to. 

“If a case is submitted to the Permanent Court of The Hague, the 
High Contracting Parties accept the provisions of the said Convention, 
insofar as they relate to the organization of the Arbitral Tribunal, 
and with regard to the procedure to lie followed, and to the obligation 
to comply’ with the sentence. 
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“Akt. The present Treat}' shall not be oblij^atory except upon 

those States which have subscribed to the Convention for the pacific 

settlement of international disputes, signed at The Hague, July 29, 

1899, and ui)on those which ratify the Protocol unanimously adopted 

by the Republics represented in the Second International Conference 

of American States, for their adherence to the Conventions signed at 

The Hague, July 29, 1899. 

“Akt. 4. If, for any cause whatever, the Permanent Court of The 

Hague should not be opened to one or more of the High Contracting 

Parties, they obligate themselves to stipulate, in a special Treaty, the 

rules under which the Tribunal shall be established, as well as its form 

of procedure, which shall take cognizance of the (piestions referred to 

in article 1 of the present 'Freaty. 

‘*Aut. 5. This Treaty shall be binding on the States ratifying it. 

from the date on which live signatory governments have ratitied the 

same, and shall be in force for live yeai's. The ratification of this 

T'reaty by the signatory States shall be transmitted to the Govern¬ 

ment of the ITiited States of Mexico, which shall notify the other 

Governments of the ratifications it may receive. 

“In testimony whereof the Pleniiwtentlaries and Delegates also 

sign the present Treaty, and affix the seal of the Second International 

American Conference. 

“ Made in the City of Mexico the thirtieth day of January nineteen 

hundred and two, in three copies, written in Spanish, Knglish and 

French, resjiectively, which shall be deposited with the Secretary of 

F'oreign Relations of the Mexican United States, so that certified copies 

thereof be made, in order to send them through the diplomatic channel 

to the signatory States.

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TRADE-MARK LAW. 

The following luw relating to trade-marks was approved hy the 
Tinted States Congress on February 20, IBO.5; beeoming cHeetive on 
April 1, 1005: 

**/>< Ut'tKictedhy the Senate ami Ilinixe of Ilej>i‘ei<entat tveK of tin Unitd 
Stiiti-H of Annriea !n l’on(jre!<x axxemhled. That the owner of a trade- 
mark used in commeree with foreign nations, or among the several 
States, or with Indian tribes, ]>rovided such owner shall be domiciled 
within the territory of the United States, or resides in or is located in 
any foreign country which, by treaty, convention, or law, affords 
similar privileges to the citizens of the United States, may obtain reg¬ 
istration for sueh trade-mark by complying with the following require¬ 
ments: First, by tiling in the Patent Office an application therefor, in 
writing, addressed to the Commissioner of Patents, signed by the 
applicant, specifying his name, domicile, location, and citizenship; 
the class of merchandise and the particular description of goods com¬ 
prised in such class to which the trade-mark is appi-opritited; a descrip¬ 
tion of the trade-mark itself, and a statement of the mode in which 
the same is applied and affixed to goods, and the length of time during 
which the trade-mark has been used. With this statement shall bt 
tiled a drawing of the trade-mark, signed by the applicant, or hk 
attorney, and such number of specimens of the trade-mark, as actually 
used, as ma}' be required by the Commissioner of Patents. Second, 
by paving into the Treasury of the United States the sum of ten dol¬ 
lars, and otherwise complying with the reiiuirements of this act and 
such regulations as may be iirescribed by the Commissioner of Patents. 

‘•Sku. 2. That the application proscribed in the foregoing section, 
in order to create any right whatever in favor of the party lilingit, 
must be accompanied by a written declaration verified by the appli¬ 
cant, or b3' a member of the firm or an officer of the corporation or 
as.sociation ajiph'ing, to the effect that the applicant believes himself 
or the firm, coiqioration, or association in whose behalf he makes the 
ap})lication to be the owner of the trade-mark sought to be registered, 
and that no other person, firm, coiqioration, or association, to the liest 
of the applicant's knowledge and belief, has the right to such use. 
either in the identical form or in such near resemblance thereto 
might be calculated to deceive; that such trade-mark is used in com¬ 
merce among the .several States, or with foreign nations, or with 
Indian tribes, and that the de-scription and drawing pre.sented truly 
repre.sent the trade-mark sought to be registered. If the applu'ant 
resides or is located in a foreign country, the .statement reipiired shall, 
in addition to the foregoing, set forth that the trade-mark has lieei 
ivgistcred bv the applicant, or that an application for the registration 
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thereof lias boon filed by biin in the forei<(n country in A\liich he 
resides or is located, and shall jjive the date of such lejjistratioii, or 
the ap])ra‘ation therefor, as the case may 1k', except that in the appli¬ 
cation in such cases it shall not l)e necessary to state that the mark 
has l>een used in commerce with the United States or amonj;; the States 
thereof. The veritication required by this section may l>o made before 
any i)erson within the United States authorized by law to administer 
oaths, or, when the applicant resides in a foreijfn country, before any 
minister, charjje d'affaires, consul, or commercial ajjent holdinjr com¬ 
mission under the Government <)f the I'nited States, or iH'fore any 
notary public, judge, or magistrate having an official seal and aiithor- 
ized to administer oaths in the foreign country in which the applicant 
may be whose authority shall be proved by a certificate of a diplomatic 
or consular officer of the United States. 

“Sec. That every applicant for registration of a trade-mark, or for 
renewal of registnition of a trade-mark, who is not domiciled within the 
United States, shall, l>efore the issuance of the certiticjite of registra¬ 
tion, as hereinafter provided for, designate, by’ a notice in writing filed 
in the Patent Office, some person residing within the United States on 
whom process or notice of proceedings affecting the right of ownership 
of the tnidc-mark of which such applicant may claim to be the owner, 
brought under the provisions of this act or under other laws of the 
United States, may be served, with the same force and effect as if served 
upon the applicant or registrant in person. For the pur|>oses of this

“ Sec. 27. That no article of imported merchandise which shall copy I 

or simulate the name of any domestic manufacture, or manufacturer or ‘ 
trader, or of any manufacturer or ti’ader located in any foreign country t 
which, by tresity, convention, or law affonls similar privileges to citi- 1 
zens of the United States, or which shall copy or simulate a trade-mark a 
registered in accordance with the provisions of this act, or shall bear ‘ 
a name or mark calculated to induce the public to believe that the r 
article is manufactured in the United Stsites, or that it is manufactured t 
in any foreign country or locality other than the country or locality t 

in which it is in fact manufactured, shall Ik? admitted to entry at any t 
custom-house of the United States; and, in order to aid the officers of t 
the customs in enforcing this prohibition, any domestic manufacturer c 
or trader, and any foreign nuinufacturer or trader, who is entitled f

The term ‘ trade-mark ’ includes any mark which is entitled 
to registration under the terms of this act and whether registered or 
not, and a trade-mark shall be deemed to be‘affixed’to an article 
when it is placed in anj’ manner in or upon either the article itself or 
the receptacle or package or upon the envelope or other thing in, 1)3', 
or with which the goods arc packed or inclosed or otherwise prepared 
for sale or distribution. 

“Sec. 30. That this act shall be in force and take effect April first, 
nineteen hundred and five. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with 
this act arc hereb3’repealed except so far as the same ma3’appl3' tocer 
tificates of registration issued under the act of Congress approved 
March third, eighteen hundred and eight3'-one, entitled ‘An act to 
authorize the registration of trade-marks and protect the same,’ or 
under the aet approved August fifth, eighteen hundred and eighty-two, 
entitled ‘An act relating to the registration of trade-marks.’

GOVERNMENT RECEIPTS AND EXPENDITURES, MARCH, 1905. 

Both the receipts and the expenditures of the Government were 
larger in the month of March, 1905, than in the same month of the 
preceding vear. At the close of business on March 31 the Treasnrv 
deficit for the first nine months of the fiscal 3’ear stood at $24,478,138. 
The receipts for March were nearl}’ $l,000,0(X) in excess of the dis¬ 
bursements, the exact surplus for the month l)eing $972,629. 

For the first nine months of the present fiscal periotl the total 
receipts of the Government were $411,935,967, and the total cxi)endi 
hires to meet the expenses of the Government were $436,414,KX). 
There will proliabh’ lie an improvement in the comparative amount of 
receipts and expenditures between now and the end of the fisral 3'ear, 
the month of June especially being expected to show a good balance 
on the right side of the Treasury ledger. It is hardly to be exjiectcd. 
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however, that the detieit for the whole year will he les.s than 
$10,000,000. 

For ev'ery object of expenditur<‘ except two there has been an 
increase diirinj,^ the current tiseal year as compared with 1004. The 
first current exception is pensions, for which the disbursements in j 
nine months were $lo7,055,S00, as against $10S,400,008 in the same 1 
months of the fiscal year 1004. The interest payments were ! 
$18,110,042, as against $18,130,700. The expenditures for civil and j 
miscellaneous objects were nearly $7,000,000 larger; for the military i 
establishment, more than $10,000,0(K) larger; for the naval establish- \ 
ment, 11101x5 than $14,500,000 larger; Indians, more than $3,OOO,(X)0 ' 
larger.

This total sum was made up of the following items: Wheat was 
c.xported to the amount of 03,233 tons in 11*04, as against 10,440 tons 
in 11*03; maize, 8(*,y(*4 tons in 1}*<*4, as against 1,851 tons in the previ¬ 
ous year; linseed, 21,018 tons, as against 27,277 tons in 1903; and Hour, 
11,9**0 tons, as against 11,218 tons in 1903. 

VENEZUELA. 

FOREIGN TRADE OF PUERTO CABELLO. 

The following report, covering the foreign trade of Puerto Ca>)ello 
for the si.x month.s’ period ending December 31, 1904, is embodied in 
a statement forwarded to the Department of Commerce and Lalwr of 
the United States by Mr. Jerome B. Peterson, United States Consul 
at that port, under date of February 2, 1905: 

Fmnce stilt maintains its leading position as the destination of 
exports shipped from Puerto Cal>ello, owing to the fact that the 
greater portion of the coffee exported hence goes to that country, 
mostly “at option,” for distribution to the European markets. Cer- 
many has a slight lead over the United States in coffee, coming second 
to France. The United States takes the largest quantity* of hides, the 
shipments of other products thereto l)eing relatively unimj)ortant. 
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The relative onler in amount of coffee .shipped to the several countries 
is as follows: Fmnce, Germany, Cuba, Spain, Netherlands, United ' 
State.s. France also leads in the exports of coc-oa, followed in their 
oi’der by Gernmny, Spiiin, England, and the United States. In the 
exports of woods (iernian}' figures as the sole shipper, although the 
price is said to be veiy low. Cuba mainbiins first position in the ex¬ 
ports of cattle, the number taken, however, having fallen off consid¬ 
erably toward the close of the year. During the six months 45,077 
head of cattle, weighing 29,749,590 jwunds and valued at $538,858, 
went to Culm, including 4,990 cows and 235 horses and mares, valued 
at $2,403. Cattle (103 head), valiu'd at $3,551, were exported to 
Cura<;ao, Dutch West Indies. I

Imports from the United States during the six months show a rela- j 
tive gsiin over last 3'ear, having passed tho.se from German}' and being [ 
only slightly behind those from England in value, while leading in ■ 
weight. In the imports from the United State.s the greater part of 
the supplies for the new electric plant of Puerto Cabello w'ere included. 
The boiler and engine were imported from England, although ordered 
through an American house. About 30 jier cent of the imjiorts into 
Puerto Cabello arc in transit for adjacent jK>ints on the coast, namely, 
4'ucacas, La V'cla, and Maracaibo. This transfer has hitherto l>ecn ■ 
effected by means of one small coa.sting steamer and a number of 
.sailing ve.s.sel.s, but it is announced that the Ilamburg-.Vmerican Line 
will shortly inaugurate a coast service by steamer covering these 
IMM’t.s. Until within the past six months this transshipment of goods 
for La Vela and Maracaibo was effected at Curat;ao, but this was 
forbidden by a decree of the Venezuelan Government, although the 
greater portion of imports for the latter place are transshipped at New 
York. Tucacas is a new port which was opened in November, 19<t3, 
but has only lieen u.sed to any extent during the last six months, the 
wharf and custom-house not yet being completed. 
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Amon*' the inijx>rts from Great liritiiin were 2,9hS,201 pounds of 
coal from Cardiff for tlie use of the railroad connecting Puerto Caliello 
with Valencia. During the past three months wm-k has been resumed 
on the coal mines operated by the Government in the State of Falcon, 
and a (iuantit3' of coal has recentl}' t)een embarked at C-oro for the use 
of a Venezuelan war vessel. 

GERMAN INTERESTS IN THE REPUBLIC. 

German pa{)ers claim that marks (i?5,7bO,C<K>) of (ierman 
capital is invested in real estate in Venezuela, and that the bulk of the 
foreign trade of the llepublie is transacted bv Germans, of whom 
about 2,000 reside in the countiy. Fortv large German tirms are 
engaged in tnule there. In Caracas thev have their own schools, clubs, 
and societies, and a newspaper published in German. The further 
claim is made that the Germans have built the railroads, and that the 
manufacttiring establishments in the Republic have l>een organized and 
are carried on bv Germans. 

TRADE OPPORTUNITIES IN LATIN AMERICA. 

United States Consul-General Skeiskk, stationed at Rio de Janeiro, 
Brazil, has forwax'ded to the United States Department of Commerce 
and Labor the following communication in regard to the ixossibilities 
of establishing in Brazil extensive ixork-packing and other meat indus¬ 
tries. embodving the views of a well-informed American merchant of 
Rio de Janeiro: 

“1 think the time has come when some of the large manufacturing 
packers of ^xork, lard, etc., might establish factories here with great 
profit to themselves. A few j'ears ago coffee was so remunerative to 
the planters that they neglected hog raising, and a great deal of pork, 
lard, etc., was Imported. Now, however, coffee prices have obliged 
them to devote attention to other Ixninches, and the importation has 
lieen reduced to almost nothing. Hogs are easilv raised here, and 
corn grows verv abundantly and easil3\ An American factorv and 
methods ought to residt in a large export business from Brazil. It 
would pa3'; and it even might be advisable to raise the hogs, as a more 
certain supph’ of raw material could thus be insured. In Rio Grande 
do Sul there are native factories, I believe, but my idea is for Minas 
and Sao Paulo. Practicallv no hams or bacon are cured in the coun- 
tr}-, and, owing to heav3' duties, both these articles bring high prices; 
hence there is a large local market to Ixe develojw'd. I have heard of 
one planter who does his own curing. I'wo Englishmen started a fae- 
tory for hams up in Minas, but the State government put on such 
hoavv duties that the business was abandoned. 1 feel sure that a for- 
oijrn compaiy’ wishing to establish such an enterprise on a large si-ale

could inukc its own lenns hcforohand about these matters, and a bright 
future would awajt it. 1 think it would be well worth while to send 
out a competent man to look over the field. Brazil stands strongly 
committed to a high-protective tariff, and there can be no doubt that 
a big American company entering the trade could easily dominate the 
situation. Brazil is already a large cattle-j)roducing country, and I 
believe that in a few years the immense areas suitjible for grazing in 
the interior will be made available. Brazil will then be in a position 
to supply Ihirope with cheap beef, especially as the time is approach¬ 
ing when the United States will export but little.” 

Mexico imports considerable tobacco in the leaf, as well as in the 
manufactured form, principalh' Uuban cigars and cigarettes, American 
cigarettes and pipe and chewing tobaccos, and some French and Ger¬ 
man cigsirs and Turkish and Egyptian cigarettes. For the fiscal year 
ended June 30, 1904, the imporbitionof Virginia leaf tobacco amounted 
to fi,4()S,773 pounds, valued at 8147,131 in gold; the importation of all 
other tobacco in leaf was valued at $32,S9<5 in gold. Of this ‘‘other 
leaf tobacco” the United States also contributed 4,t»75 pounds. The 
Netherlands and Cuba contributed 17,332 and ir),,S90 pounds, respec¬ 
tively, and Sumatra and (lermany were next in order, with small 
(piantities from India, Belgium, Turkey, Persia, and even China, part 
of the tobacco from various sources coming through Great Britain. 
Higher duties were placed on Virginia leaf last j'ear, and this opt'rates 
somewhat to change the course of the trade. In general, however, the 
importation of leaf tobacco into Mexico is increasing, j)artly through 
the increased consumption of foreign tobaccos, but principally through 
the demand for foreign leaf to blend with the native leaf in the manu¬ 
facture of cigars. 

The Peruvian Government is about to cause the erection in the 
public sipiare of Lima of a statue to Gen. Josf: de San Maktix, 

through whose efforts Peru was enabled to establish its independence 
in 1821. Designs for this statue are to be .solicited from sculptors the 
world over, and with that end in view the various Peruvian consuls 
abroad have been provided with biographical and j)ictorial matter rela¬ 
tive to General San Martin, and in.structed to afford any information 
that may be asked of them. The hero is to be represented in a stand¬ 
ing posture, proclaiming Peruvian liberty. American sculptors desir¬ 
ous of informing themselves with a view to submitting designs and 
sketches would do well to address the consulates of Peru at San Fran¬ 
cisco or Philadelphia. 

The Rio de Janeiro Tramway, Light and Power Company, with a 
capital of $25,00U,999 aiul lui authorized bond issue of 825,909,090, 
has recently’ been organized by prominent American and t'anadian 
capitalists. Several New York banks and trust companies, in con¬ 
junction with the Canadian Bank of Commerce and the Bank of Mon- 
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trcal, aro said to ho lurf^oly intorostod in the conn»aiiy. Tho ohjocts 
of tho company arc to develop a jrreat water jH>wer near Rio do 
Janeiro for lij^htin<^ purposes, for the ofx'ration of street railways, 
and for industrial purposes. The reipiirements for the last-named 
purpose alone amount to over hors(*i)ower. 'Paken as a whole 
the enterpiise promises to he the larj^est electrical uiulertakinj^ in the 
world, outside of the United States. The company possesses a valu¬ 
able concession, {^iviiif^ it the exclusive rioht to transmit to Rio de 
Janeiro electrical enerjry develop'd hy water power. There have 
lioen larj,a' «-ontracts let for apparatus and material, which it is esti¬ 
mated will amount to more than A larjje portion of the 
orders have been placed in Germany and in the United States. 

The Cuhan plantations Victoria, at dovellanos, and San Rafael, at 

llolendron, in the province of Matanzas, and La Julia, at l)uran, in 

llaviina Province, which arc as yet run under the old system, have 

just Ik'cii put under the control of syndicates orj^.inized in Cuba that 

intend to convert them into larjje central factories of a capacity of at 

least l(K),(MM) hajjs of sujrar each. It is stated that these syndicates 

are also in treaty for accpiirinj^ the control of sevei-al other planta¬ 

tions whose names have not Ireen as yet j(iven out. At the head of 

said syndicates is a wealthy Spanish merchant of Havana, who is to 

advance, at a moderate interest, the j^reater part of the funds needed 

to carry out tho scheme, under the condition that all the supirs 

turned out hy the factories Ix'lonjfincf to the syndicate.s will Ik^ con¬ 

signed to him for their sale. An American syndicate has purchasi'd 

tbe plantation Santa Uecilia, at Sajjua, province of Santa Clara, which 

will he in a like manner converted into a central factoiw, the work 

for its transformation to he commenced as soon as the present crop is 

marketed. 

The Minister of I’nhlic Works of the Argentine Repuhlic has been 

authorized to expend 5d,l(,Mt gold pvms (alnnit $.o5,0(M>) on the follow¬ 

ing articles, to l)e used in adapting the militar}' port at Ruenos Ayres 

to commercial purposes: Four hi'draulic cranes, 1 electric accumula¬ 

tor, 4 automatic weighing machines, 13 mooring cables, and 8 anchoiS, 

together with the necessary accessories to these articles. All these 

goods are to he purchased in Europe through the Argentine Legation 

in London. T'he construction of 4 steam launches and 1 petroleum 

motor launch for the Public Health Department has also been author¬ 

ized, 3 of the former to he fitted with a CMayton disinfecting appamtus. 

A Clayton storage appai’atus is also to he purchased. The total 

expenditure provided for in the decree is ‘200,(HM» yxww national cur¬ 

rency (about $90,(X)0). 'Phe shells of these boats are to he constructed 

hy the Argentine Naval Department, but the machinery and fittings- 

are to he purchased abroad.

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'riic liucnos Ayros Central Railway is the name of a new eonipany 
formed to take over and operate concessions granted by the Argentine 
Governmeiic in iShS, which were found to be too restricted in thoir 
terms to get the backing of capital. A recent modification of the 
terms has la'cn the means of securing English capital to the extent of 

wliich will be at once applied to the l)uiiding of a line 520 
kilometers long, with a gauge of 1 meter. The route will be from 
liuenos Ayres by way of Marco l*az and 5) de Julio to Carhue, which 
lies between the Western and Southern railways. There will be 45 
stations on the road as at present planned, and construction will begin 
in May of this year. 

The Mexican Aluminum Manufacturing Company, of Mexico City, 
propose erecting a plant for the manufacture of finished articles in 
aluminum, and have petitioned the Government to allow the imjwrfa- 
tion of the necessai’v machinery for the pr()ject free of duty, as is 
usual with material for new industrials there. The factory will rep¬ 
resent an investment of 8200,****’^ 

There is at the present time a large demand from I'^rugua}’ for wire 
fencing, much of that material having been destroyed during the 
recent revolution. The cheaper kinds of fencing are most in demand 
and it is said that (lermanv secures the biggest orders. 

BOOK NOTES. 

Books and pamphlets sent to the Bureau of the American B.epublics, and 
containing subject-matter bearing upon the countries of the Inter¬ 
national Union of American Republics, will be treated under this captioi 
in the Monthly Bulletin. 

The United States Bureau of the Census has just published the first 
complete census of the I’hilippine Islands. The report is confiiined in 
four volumes, the first three of which detail at considerable length 
the geograph}' and history of the islands, together with a statistical 
account of its jropulation, the manner of living, redigion, pursuits 
education, and the like. In general these reports ai'e a most interest¬ 
ing exhibit of the advance in prosperity, education, and order since 
the Amei’ican occupation in 1S9H, They form a mine of infoiTnation on 
all subjects connected with the weltai’c and material pi-ospei-ity of the 
p<*ople. Volume IV is devoted to agricultui’e and socird and industrial 
statistics. The chief source of wealth in the Philippine Archipelago, 
since its di.scovery in the sixteenth century, has been the pi'oduction 
and exportation of agricultural commodities. In 1902 the agricultural 
exports were valued at $27,360,475, foi'ining t*5 per cent of the value 
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of all exports. The soil is so fertile that when suftieiently watered it 
viehls larjje crops without intensive cultivation, and the easy-fjoinj; 
native secures most satisfactory results, even with his unscientitii- 
methods and crude implements. Food producing, aromatic, medicinal, 
dye, and textile plants grow profusely, and both indigenous and exotic 
plants an' easih* cultivated. The principal products are hemp, sugiir, 
tobacco, copra, and rice. The pnxluction of coffee has been practi¬ 
cally abandoned, but the Bureau of Agriculture is end(*avoring to 
reintrcHluce the cultivation of the plant. It is plain from the chapters 
devoted to agriculture that the marvelous agricultural resources of 
the Philippine Islands have been scarcely touched as yet, and the 

, articles on this subject are veiw interesting and instructive. The fol¬ 
lowing subjects arc discussed in this volume: Hemp, or aba<'a. by 
Mauiano Abella; sugar, by Hon. Josk K. de Luzubiaga, of the 
Philippine Commission; tobacco, by Hon. (i. (iOXZaga, (lovernor of 
Cagayan; the cocoanut, by W. S. La'ox, of the Bureau of Agriculture, 
with a supplemental article by Hon. Juan Cah.i.es. Governor of I,.a 
Higuna; coffee, by Hon. Simeon Li z, Ciovernor of Batangas, and 
Hon. W. F. Pack, Governor of Benguet; rice, by Keoino Garcia, 

of the Bureau of Agriculture, and by M. Cunanan; the indigo jffant, 
by Amei.io a. y Lallave; canio, by W. S. Lyon, and also by Hon. 
Pablo Tecson Ocambo, Governor of Bulacan. The most important 
comniercial product of the islands is abaca, or manila hemp. This is 
indigenous to all provinces, but the fiber is unlike the. hemp of other 
tropical countries, and is found only in the Philippine Islands. The 
value of the exportations of this product exceeded 8i9,(K)(»,000 in 
or was two-thirds of the value of all exports. Nearly all of this ma¬ 
terial is shipj)ed in the i*aw state to Europe arid America for manufac¬ 
ture into cordage. Although a large area wa.s devoted to the cidtivation 
of abaca, much of the product that was exported was gathered wild. 
The exportation of the dried kernel of the cocoanut, known as “copra," 
is steadily increasing and promises to become of great commercial 
importance. 'Phe value of the exports of copni and cocoanuts for 1SK)2 
was!?'i,70l,7.S3. The cocoanut palm flourishes luxurianfly in the Phil¬ 
ippines and when its products are systematically harvested it is a source 
of unfailing revenue and profit, supplying sevenil bv'-products of com¬ 
mercial value. The demand for rice throughout the archipelago far 
exceeds the domestic supply, and it will probably be necessary to con¬ 
tinue to im}X)rt it indefinitely, as the cultivation of hemp and other 
products is much more profitable. It is probable that the cultivation 
of ( cao, from which chocolate is derived, will greatly increase and 
beciiine one of the ]U’incipal products of the islands, as the cacao of 
the Philippine Islands is sujwrior to that grown anywhere else in the 
World. 
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The |)i-ocliiction of sugar, although r(‘ally au agricultural industry, 
has been included under manufactures. It is proportionately of much 
importance in the Philippines. The number of establishments whose 
products amounted in value to at least 1,000 pesos each was l,07r>, and 
the total value of the prtMluct was (),603,0<)(t pesos. There were in 
addition many hundred small sugar mills that pnxluced low-grade 
sugar but were too primitive and unimportant to be included in the 
census schedules; the aggregate of such establishments, however, 
would be considenible. Negros Occidental is the most im|)ortant sugar 
province, and in it are located 201 out of a total of 528 steam-power 
sugar plants in the archipelago. The value of sugar exported in 11*02 
was $3,3-12,473, or 12 per cent of the value of all exports. Including 
sugar, the total number of manufacturing plants in the archip<'lago is 
3,250, and the total value of prcxlucts is 41,7<m*,215 jiesos. In com¬ 
mercial importance tolnicco is the third agricultural pnxluct, the value 
of the manufactured article being a little more than half of the total 
value of all the tobacco exported, which amounted to nearl}' $2,(Mio,o00 
in 10(*2. Measured by value of product, tobacco outi’anks all other 
products of the Philippine Islands, and the output of 113 establish- 
juents for 1002 was valued at $8,740,516, which is about 25 jx'r 
cent of the total value of manufactures for that year. The prodticts 
of li(pior and tobacco constituted 37.4 per cent of the value of the 
insular manufactures as compared with 4.8 jx'r cent for the Pnited 
Suites. Sixty-seven pe*r cent of the total value of manufactures, exclu¬ 
sive of sugar, is reported by the city of Manila. The capital invested 
in manufactures in the Philippine Islands exceeds 50,0 *0,000 juntM. 

Philippine trade was opened to the world in 1834. An examination of 
the customs records since that date indicates a decided though fre¬ 
quently interrupted growth of commerce. The value of imports for 
1902 was $33,342,lt»*>; of exports, $28,671,904. Commerce with foreign 
countries is carried on mostly in vessels Ix'aring the British and (ler- 
man Hags. The number of ports and subports open to commerce has 
trebled since the American occupation began. 

An interesting report has recently lK?en made l>y United States 
Minister Bealt’KE from Buenos Ayres, Argentine Kepublic, on a 

recent attempt to introduce American live stock into the Republic, 
lie states that 14 blooded heifers, together with a few other animals, 
were brought to the Argentine Kepublic, and that 12 heifers were sold 
at public auction on September 6 last. Conditions for the sale were 
not promising, as pasture had been scarce, while the numlxM- of Short¬ 
horns imported had been greater than in any previous year. In spite 
of this and the evident lack of interest in the sale, all the heifers 
entered were sold at prices ranging from $1,785 to $4*J7 in American 
gold, the avenige price being $68*>.75. The blood of these heifers, as 
show'ti by their pedigrees given in full in the catalogue published for 
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tlio salt's, was identical with or oven purer tlmn that so nmeh admired 
by Argentine breeders in Knglish pedigrees. While these animals 
went far l)elow their worth, y'et ultimate success in introducing Amer¬ 
ican animals is Ixdieved certain. These animals were criticised as of 

! too light a shade of red for the warm climate of the Argentine Repub- 
j lie. and their horns were thought to be t«>o dark. Some of the breed¬ 

ers. wht) are not accustomed to so comi«ict or short legged an animal 
as the American, thought them too small. Several things will count 
against the development of the demand for American cattle in the 
Kepuldic, such as British comjHdition—as Knglish importers are not 
ilisjK)sed to sit by and see a portion of their business fall to the Tnite^l 

i States; opposition from Argentine breeders, who either think that the 
country has reached the point where it can dispense with foreign con¬ 
tributions or else desire to keep the market to themselves from selfish 
motives; prejudice against any new article, es|)ecially against anything 

[. coming from the United States; and, lastly, resentment on account 
I of the embargo put on Argentine wool in the United States bv the 
I birirt' laws. The minister concludes that it is certain that there will 
I some day be a market in the Argentine Ki'public f<»r American cattle, 
■ Itut that the market is far from being safely o|)ened as yet. I Farmers' Bulletin No. 2U>, just published by the United States 

Ik'partment of .Vgriculture, treats of the control of the 1h)11 weevil, 
and was prepared l)y Hr. W. D. Huxtek, of the Ibireau of Kntomology, 
a s|M'cial agent in charge of <‘Otton-boll weevil investigations. The 
bulletin starts with “ Recommendatlor.s," a summary of the conclu- 

; sionsai rived at relative to means for control of the boll weevil. Owing 
to the fact that experimental use was made of the (iuatemalan ant in 

; stumping out this cotton i)est it is intei’esting to note that the bulletin 
contained the statement that the work of the Bureau of Kntomology 
for several years has indicated that there is not even a remote proba¬ 
bility that the Im)11 weevil will ever be exterminated. As a matter of 

! fact no injurious insect has ever fieen exterminated. Some species, like 
■ the Rocky Mountain locust in this country, have died out more or less 

on account of climatic influences, and reasonafdy effective methods of 
combating others, like the Phylloxera in France, have been perfected. 
Although the very large yields of cotton of former times may no 

! longer be jxrssible in the region now Infested by the 1k)11 weevil, it is 
entirely feasil)le to produce cotton at a margin of profit that will com- 
|)aro favoraldy with that resulting from the production of most of the 
staple crops of the United States by following what has f)ecome generally 
known as the cultural method. This method consists of changes and 

I niodifications of the system of cotton raising, made necessary by the 
boll weevil. It was originally .suggested l»y a careful study of the 
life history and halnts of the i)est, and naturally any improvements 

f 
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that may CAT'ntually In' made will he the result of a eontimiation of 
that study. It has now heeii test»Ht sueecssfully on a larj^e seale hy the 
Ihireau of Kutomolojry, as well as hy many j)huiters, durinjj three sea¬ 
sons. Of {greatest advautajje is the redueing tlie numhors of the 
weevils by the destruction of the plants in the fall. 'I'lie advanhige 
thus jjained is followed up by bendinj; every etl'ort toward procuring 
an early crop the ne.\t season. 

The report of Francisco Valdes Veroaua, collector of customs at 
the port of Valparaiso; Chile, said to be one of the most competent 
statisticians in the Republic, makes an estimate of the jirobable life 
of the nitrate product in Chile. Senor Vercaua’s calculation is 
based upon the orij^inal estimate of the supply and the production 
and oxix)rtation since lS4o. The nitrate producers fixed the (piota for 
exportation for the year ended March .‘il, lt>04, at 32,i>00,0oo Spanish 
tjvhttalfi (1,521>,311 tons). It is calculated that the shipments to Decem¬ 
ber 31, 1903. were, in the ajjgrej^ate, 31,<X>(i,(»00 (l,42r»,(KK) 
tons). Sefior Veroaua makes a somewhat extended statement, tending 
to show the probable late of production in future years, and concludes 
somewhat as follows: ‘CVt the end of twenty \ears. when 35,D00,<»<K) 
tons have been extracted, it will be seen that the exhaustion of the 
nitrate deposits will be near at hand. 'Phe nitrate industry contril)- 
utes to-day 7(5.4 per cent of our exports, and its operation involves 
the exiienditure of nearly 30,<>(K).(H.M) p,-.sos ($10,y5b,DOO) for aj^ricul- 
tural ])rotlucts and merchandise. It pays the Government directly 
48,5()0,0(*0 2>e!<ox (^1T,T02,50d) for export duties and no less than 
l0,dO0,0(>D (i83,5(5(),D(M») indirectly in import duties. It would 
be useless to make any comments on the j^rave conseciuences which 
would result from anythin'^ that would comi)romise the prosperity 
of the nitrate industry in Chile.” 

A volume of more than ordinary interest recently' received by the 
Columbus Memorial Library is a Spanish vmsion, newly translated, 
of the account of an exp<Hlition to the Rio de la Plata rcfrion and a 
twenty years' residence covering the period 1534-1554. The author, 
Ulrich Schmidel, was the first historian of the Rio de la Plata, the 
original edition of his work, published in 15(57, being written in Ger¬ 
man, and subseipient editions in Latin, Spanish, and English have at 
various times been issued. The present issue, under the title Vlaje 
al Rio de la Plata (1534-1554) "was published in 1903 bv Cabaut «!t Co., 
Llbreria del Colcgio, in Ruenos Ayres, the translation, intriKluction, 
and annotations being the work of Samuel A. Lafoxe Quevaimi, with 
bibliographical and biographi<‘al note's l)y HartolomIc Mitre. Atten¬ 
tion is called to the fact that the errors in former translation have Ix'en 
avoided as much as possil)le by' referring to the latest German text as 
authority, while footnotes throughout the volume modify many points 
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ill (litiputc us ri'jfarils {iii-onolog}' uiul {ifpography. The exjw'dition 
uiuier the eoninmiid of Adelaxtaih) ix>n Pedko de Menik)/a, of which 
St'HMiDEL formed a part, sailed from Sail Lucar (Spain) in ir»34, arriv¬ 
ing in the wateiv; of the La Plata in 1535, the establishment of a colony 
at lluenos Ayres being one of the tirst works of the explorers. The 
various minor exprslitions from this central point, and the life and con¬ 
ditions of the New World are detailed by the author in ipiaint and 
attractive language, while the plates and maps, many of which are 
reprinluccd from the Ijutin edition of Laa'Ixo Hiesio. add interest 
and value to the work. 

For more than a quarter of a century Mexico has enjoyed absolute 
pi'ace, which has enaltled it to develop its immense sources of wealth. 
It has taken an im|)ortant and honorable part in the universal exposi¬ 
tions of 1H8'.) and liMX), and it was after the closing of this last one that 
Mr. Sebastiex de Miek, Minister Plenipotmitiary and Envoy Extraor¬ 
dinary of this American Republic in Paris, conceived the idea of pre¬ 
paring a table of its progress since the pacification and of making an 
iiiventoiT of the resources of Mexico, which resulted in the valuable and 
interesting l)ook recently received by the Columbus Memorial Lilirarv, 
entitled “Zc Merique au dehnt <hi XX' xHch " (Mexico at the beginning 
of the twentieth century), published in two volumes. The collaborators 
are all men of learning and dLstinction, who need no introduction to the 
literary and scientilic world. The tirst volume of this work, which 
opens with a general introduction by E. Levasseuk, contains the fol¬ 
lowing chapters: “(leographical Outline," by Ei.isee Keclus; ‘‘Popu¬ 
lation and Colonization."

Uniii lei posterior dava direito aos productoros para oxportar outro 
vinto 0 cinco por cento ou menor proporyao da producvlo e recebor cm 
rostituiyao dons centavos jxir kilo de assucar oxiiortado, de forma qiie, 
si ii cxportayiio da motado da protlucyilo so tivosse roalizada, o Pistado 
toriii rocobido sdmonto a ({Uarta parte do producto do impo.sto. Acon- 
tocou, ])orom, quo a (juantidade exportada nunca chocfou a sor a 
motade da producyilo, do niodo quo o P^stado na roalidade roceliou uin 
pouco mais quo ii (piarta p:irte do producto do imposto, mas o tim que 
so tinha om niira foi realizado, (jue foi mantor elevado o preyo do assu¬ 
car consumido no paiz, e pormittir aos productoros vender jjrande 
proponilo de sua priMlucyao de assucar nos morcados ostr.inj^oiros iwr 
um preyo inferior ao do custo do producyilo.
