CULTURE
To insure success, seed should be sown in

flats in the greenhouse as early as February 15th
or March 1st, depending upon the climate, and
when they have reached a height of 2\ or 3 inches,
set out in the garden in rows 2 by 4 feet apart.

Plant on well-drained ground and we recom-
mend bonemeal ONLY as fertilizer.
