These song fragments 
are poetic in the extreme, and while the whole 
eyele is interwoven and connected by a lieme- 
tif, yet each song may be sung independently 
with no lessening of effect. It is evident that 
an artist wrote these songs, and needless to say 

it requires an artist to interpret them.

Strauss de Ahna of Buay- 
reuth fame. ag vocalist, Richard Strauss pre- 
siding at the piano on this occasion only. He 
will then conduct a number of orchestral con- 
certs throughout the United States, principally 
conducting his compositions with the leading 
orchestral organizations who have extended in- 
vitations to the grand composer to direct his 
works with their respective orchestras.

CROP REPORT. 

The Weather Bureau’s weekly summary of 
crop conditions ig as follows: 

The weather conditions of the week ending 
September 7 were generally favorable in the 
lake region and from the upper Mississippi and 
Missouri Valleys westward to the Rocky Moun- 
tains in New York and New England, portions 
of the Middle Atlantic States and in Florida, 
but in the Ohio and lower Mississippi Valleys 
and generally throughout the Southern States 
drought hag prevailed, in some sections becom- 
ing serious, retarding growth and maturity and 
causing considerable injury to crops. Rain is 
needed in Oklahoma and the Southern plateau 
region. The weather of the week has been 
favorable on the Pacific coast, but more rain 
is needed in Washington. Light to killing 
frosts occurred in North Dakota, Minnesota, 
Wisconsin, portions of Ohio and high districts 
in Utah, with little or no damage except on 
lowlands in Wisconsin. 

Early corn is maturing rapidly, some fields 
being safe from frost, and cutting is progress- 
ing in southern and central section of the cornu 
belt. Late corn has advanced satisfactorily gen- 
erally in the great corn states except Iowa, 
and under favorable conditions the bulk of the 
crop will be safe in two or three weeks. In 
Iowa it is maturing slowly, and the crop needs 
rain in Kansas, Arkansas, Southern Missouri 
and the states of the upper Ohio Valley. 

Spring wheat harvest is nearly completed im 
the northern Rocky Mountain states and thrash- 
ing is general. Rains have again delayed steck- 
ing and thrashing in North Dakota and this 
work has been somewhat retarded by damp 
grain in shock in South Dakota and by cloudy 
and damp weather in Southern Minnesota, 
which hag caused damage to wheat in shock 
and stock. 

Complaints of rust and shedding are general 
throughout the cotton belt, and ag a result the 
condition of cotton has deteriorated during the 
past week. The staple is opening rapidly, in 
some sections prematurely, and picking is be- 
coming general in all districts. Favorable re- 
ports are received from North Carolina, Okla- 
homa and portions of South Carolina and Missis 
sippi, prospects being good for a top crop in 
the first named state. In Texas, while the boll 
worms have mostly disappeared, boll weevil 
continues destructive and are puncturing nearly 
all new forms in the southwestern, central and 
western portions of that state, which retards 
fruiting and causes much shedding. 

Tobacco is suffering from drought in Kea- 
tucky, needs rain in Tennessee and was dam- 
aged some by hail in New York and New Eng- 
land; elsewhere the crop is satisfactory. Cut- 
ting is in progress in all districts, and curing 
is nearing completion in the southern section. 

Prospects for an average crop of apples are 
reported from portons of New England, the 
Middle Atlantic States, Iowa, Kansas and Okla- 
homa: a light crop is promised in Missouri and 
less than the average in New York, although 
the fruit is of good quality in the last named 
state. Complaints of dropping are general in 
Ohio, Indiana, Kentucky, Tennessee and por- 
tions of Virginia, and apples are not so promts- 
ing in Michigan. 

Drought conditions have delayed plowing in 
the Ohio Valley, Tennessee and Oklahoma, and 
more rain ig needed to prepare the soil in Wash- 
ington. Kxcellent progress*has been made with 
this work in other sections, and wheat seeding 
has begun in Michigan, Missouri, Kansas and 
Nebraska.

PIGEONS 

Attack Tight Wire Walker, Placing His Life 
in Jeopardy. 

“Yes,’’ said the man who walks the high wire 
to give thrills to the crowd at Coney Island, 
“walking the rope is a dangerous job at the 
best, but I never thought until the other day 
that my career might eut off disastrously 
by a bird. That's the very way, though, in 
which I came the nearest that I have ever 
come to passing in my existence ticket since 
I began to walk fence rails up in Michigan in 
imitation of the circus lady in the pink tights. 

“The thing came about in a funny way. 
I had started out to walk the wire, 140 feet 
above the ground, from my perch to the high 
tower in the middle of the grounds the other 
day when, as I glanced along the wire, I saw 
a white object on the stretch ahead of me. I 
hurried my stunt through to see what it was 
and when I reached the object I found that it 
was a young pigeon. I thought it would prob- 
ably fly away at my approach, but it didn’t, 
and I then saw that it was too young to do 
much work with its wings and that it was too 
scared to make the attempt. 

“I do a sort of clown undressing act up there 
in the air. Well, when I took off my wig I put 
the pigeon in it and sent the little fellow in it 
to safety on the ground along one of the slaut- 
ing wires. He got there and one of the attend- 
ants whom I had warned with a shout took care 
of the little chap until I got to the ground. 

“I took the pigeon up to the tower where I 
know there were a number of pigeon nests. 
There were no big birds there then, but I looked 
through all the nests and finally found one from 
which it appeared that one bird was missing. 
I put the little fellow in that. I am naturally 
fond of birds and animals and I was glad to 
see the little chap back home. 

“I had hardly put him in the nest when a 
whole flock of the big pigeons thrashed into the 
tower and two of them, which were evidently 
the parents of my foundling, began to bat their 
wings on my head and peck at me. They were 
so bent on punishing me that I was rather glad 
to get away from them and climb to the ground. 

“I didn’t think any more of the affair until 
the next day, when I had to repeat my tight- 
wire stunt. I got out nearly to the middle of 
the wire and getting off some particularly hair- 
raising acts when a whole flock of pigeons—per- 
haps 30 or 40—swooped out of their nests among 
the electric light bulbs in the tower and dashed 

straight at me. I had just got back to a fairly 
safe position from a very difficult posture when 
the birds came at me, beating me with their 
wings and pecking at my scantily protected 
body. 

“They actually scared me a whole lot, and, 
what is more, they hurt me so much that ito 
self-protection I had to try my best to beat them 
off. I had to use a good deal of care, for, let 
me tell you, this business of cutting up shines 
ou a Wire is not as easy as some people think. 
To tell the truth, I felt at one time that I had 
about reached my limit. I slatted at them with 
my arms and they came back at me harder than 
ever. I caught two or three glimpses of the 
crowd below and saw that the people were evi 
cently wondering what was the matter. That 
sort of gave me a stage fright. Finally the 
birds began to let up a little and when I had 
recovered my nerve again they left me and went 
back to the tower. 

“The boss of the show asked me all about it 
when I got down, and when I told him he said 
he would have all the nests torn out of the 
tower. I said that that would never do. 
‘If you do that,’ I said, ‘they'll come at me 
with all the friends tomorrow and give me such 
a drubbing that you'll have to cut out my part 
of the show altogether. Let ‘em alone and I 
guess they'll reason it out that I am not trying 
to harm ‘em and that instead of having attempt- 
ed to rob a nest I was really putting one of the 
youngsters back where he belonged. Wait a day 
and see what will happen, anyway.’ 

“The boss agreed to wait, and, sure enough, 

I was right. The next day two of the pigeons— 
apparently the father and mother of the little 
fellow wrose life I had saved—came out at me 
and tried their best to whack me and peck at 
me, but they didn’t succeed in getting any help 
from their neighbors and the two soon abandoned 
the attack. Since that time I have not been 
bothered. 

“Just the same, I am not going near the nests 
of those birds again. The consequences might 
be worse the next time.’"—New York Sun.

That was A. L. Wilbur, and when I met him 
again he told me he was anxious to invest in 
the theatrical business, as he nad made and 
Saved a snug little sum. Charles Frohman was 
the advance agent for the show, and I was 
back with them. In those days it was not an 
easy life, and many a time m traveling we 
had to sleep in the freight cars with the ebon- 
huel performers. The next season we got back 
into New York with a little money, and 
Charles began to branch out some, and the 
first money we operated on on any extensive 
seale was about $9,000 that Wilbur put up 
for a share of the show. That was the real 
start of Charles Frohman's managerial career, 
and in a measure Wilbur was identified with 
it. He afterward drifted into the business ou 
his own account, and lost his snug savings, 
but he persevered, and deserves all of his 
subsequent success and fortune.’’ 

Gustave Frohman, at the time he met Wil- 
bur, was the prominent member of the Froh- 
man family, and put his younger brothers, 
Charles and Daniel, in under him, both work- 
ing at the time as advance agents.
