PREFACE

This short sketch of the Chinese participation in the Xth World
Olympiad—her first venture—is written with the hope that it will in
some short measure picture to your nation what your representatives
did as their share.

It is exceedingly difficult to put spiritual factors into words.
Somehow or other, such words as ‘“fellowship”, ‘“comradeship” and
“brotherhood” when written fail to take on the flavor that the living
manifestation of such ideals does before one’s very eyes. The winhing
of a sport or any game of life is not the highest goal; it is the ability
to “play the game” fair. “Playing the game” is an old expression, but
it is far from worn out. It is the spiritual embodiment of honesty and
integrity manifested in all worthwhile actions of living personalities.
Its manifestation overcomes every natural and man made barrier be-
cause it is universally understood and admired. It brings people together
into a close unity when nothing else will. It has the magic power to
turn an angry mob from its path of destruction.

This short message is dedicated to this spirit which was mani-
fested continually throughout the games. “Not to win, but to parti-
cipate”. Give the other fellow—your opponent—a break! Do YOUR
share!

China! You are honored. Your athlete fulfilled this ideal. Your
whole delegation did likewise. They were well chosen. They gained the
respect and admiration of all. May this venture be the first step up
the ladder of a finer physical and spiritual development—which develop-
ment is based upon this spiritual factor just described and so aptly
manifested by your first representatives. Here’s to a unified and united
China based upon the type of manhood just described.



CHINESE OLYMPIC NEWS
Sung Arrives

In the pre-opening excitement of the Xth World Olympiad, Mr.
William Z. L. Sung, Honorary General Secretary of the China National
Amateur Athletic Federation, slipped quietly into the city.

He drove his car down from San Francisco and brought National
Committeeman, K. C. Shen and Mrs. Shen with him. Miss Edwards
of Covina had kindly opened her home to Mr. Sung and he became her
guest for the entire period of the games.

Mr. Snowpine Liu, Attaché for China, and Mr. J. Norman Wong
went out to Miss Edward’s home on the afternoon of July 22 to extend
Mr. Sung felicitations on his safe arrival here. They assured him of
a hearty welcome. 'The local Chinese colony had been in a state of
anticipation for weeks, and Mr. Sung’s telegram naming the probable
arrival date focused their attention upon the games about to be held.

The Internaticnal Recreation Congress

The following day turned out to be credential day. Mr. Sung
and Mr. Liu visited the official olympic headquarters and after duly
presenting proper letters, a badge and pass for the games were secured.
At the same time they secured badges to the International Recreation
Congress, held in Los Angeles from July 22nd. to 29th. This
congress, first of its kind ever held, set an excellent precedent for
all others to follow. It was a real curtain raiser for the games. The
fine spirit engendered brought about a real meaning of play in the lives
of every and all individuals, regardless of race, color or creed. The
papers presented revealed the fact that recreation was becoming an
important factor in the educational requirements of every nation because
of the pressing problem of leisure time activity. The increasing amount
of leisure time is gradually spreading to the less educated classes who
are not prepared to see the value of cultural and directed play activities
in their lives. Mr. Sung and Mr. Liu presented papers on phases of
recreation in China. Their papers were well received and brought honor
to China for having sent superior representatives to the congress.
During this week they were exceedingly busy attending various lectures,
forums and pageants. It was a very beneficial experience for both, and
Mr. Sung will be able to take China some very valuable ideas regarding
recreation and its meaning in the lives of her citizens.

Wong Arrives

The local colony of Chinese was glad to hear the news that the
Consul-General of China, Dr. Yuen Su Wong, stationed at San Francisco,
would also attend then Xth Olympiad and honor them with his presence.
As this occasion is China’s first participation in the Olympic games, it
is exceptionally fitting that China’s representatives are men of such high
calibre; able to give an excellent account of themselves and China’s
cause. Dr. and Mrs. Wong arrived in Los Angeles the evening of July
28th. A delegation of Chinese, headed by Mr. Snowpine Liu, met them
at the Southern Pacific station. They were escorted to the Chinese
Chamber of Commerce where a reception was held in their honor. Mr.
Sung officially welcomed them and Dr. Wong spoke to the assembled
members and guests. After light refreshments, the meeting broke up
and Dr. and Mrs. Wong retired to the Biltmore Hotel for their stay
during the entire first week of the Olympic games.

China’s Lone Athlete Arrives

The following day found Chinatown agog with excitement over
ihe arrival Cheng Chun Liu, champion dash runner of China, and his
coach, Mr. Carl F. Song, director of athletics of Northeastern University,
Peiping, China. Upon the slender shoulders of this reticent little speed
marvel rest the hopes of four hundred million. Realizing this, various
Chinese organizations arranged a parade in honor of hig arrival. Among
the groups sponsoring this tribute were the Chinese Chamber of Com-
merce, Local Parlor of the Native Sons of California, Wong Family
Association, Liu Family Association, Four Family Association, Chinese
Students Club, and the Chinese Press Association. The parade assembled
in front of the Chamber of Commerce and wended its way to the dock
in Wilmington where they gave vent to a demonstration of welcome to
the two voyageurs. Mr. Snowpine Liu had been delegated by Mr. Sung
to extend the official greeting to the visitors at the dock. Following
this ceremony they wege taken in parade throughout China-town and
to the Chamber of Commerce for the official welcome by Dr. Wong and
Mr. Sung. A police motoreycle escort guided the calvacade through the
heart of Los Angeles to the Olympic Village, that throbbing heart of
cosmopolitan athletes.



The Parade of Nations

July thirtieth 1932 will always be an historic day in contemporary
Chinese history. This never-to-be-forgotten-day presented to the
assembled nations a living example of China’s willingness to take her
place alongside her brother nations of the world. She is not only
willing but ready for common participation at the international council
table and athletic field. For the first time in history the Chinese govern-
ment was officially represented in the Olympic games.

It is exceptionally fitting that China should honor her friend,
America, by presenting herself as a candidate for athletic honors in the
Xth World Olympic competiticn which was held in the United States.
These contests have turned out to be record breaking affairs. This
Olympiad broke far more records than any previous one. China started
the ball rolling by breaking her own precedent.

The Parade of Nations officially opened the games. It was
attended by one hundred and five thousand reserved seat spectators and
many more—it is estimated that one hundred twenty five thousand
actually witnessed the spectacle. Thousands upon thousands that could
not gain admittance to the stadium lined the streets outside to witness
the formation of the parade. Every seat was filled long before the
parade was to start. The whole world waited breathlessly for the
arrival of Vice-Presideht Curtis, of the United States, specifically dele-
gated by President Hoover to officially open the Xth Werld Olympiad,
who was to set the ceremonies in motion. The crowd was tense with
expectancy. A hushed silence fell over the crowd. Suddenly—a cheer!
He had arrived! As he and his entourage wended their way from the
peristyle to the official tribune the masses rose in honor. As they were
seated the parade got under way.

Greece, the original home of the historical Olympiads, was ac-
corded the premier position in the parade. The standard bearer carried
the name of each country in advance of the designated delegation re-
presenting that nation. He was followed several paces to the rear by
the flag bearer—a picked athlete. In turn, the officials and athletes
marchea in military formation behind their flag. Following the
honorary position zecorded Greece each nation was placed in alphabetical
arrangewent. This placed China in ninth position.

It was a glorious and inspiring sight when Cheng Chun Liu bore
aloft the flag of the National Government of China while behind him
marched those sturdy Chinese representatives headed by William Z. L.
Sung. Mr. Sung marched alone about twenty paces directly to the rear
of Liu. About the same distance directly behind him, four abreast, in
military style paraded Mr. Kuochuen Shen and Mr. Chester Tobin,
National Committeemen, Mr. Snowpine Liu, Attaché, and Mr. Carl Song,
Coach. These Chinese representatives were attired in dark coat, dark
bow tie, white trousers and straw hats. This summer garb was attrac-
tive and fitted the weather style. As the group passed the tribune Liu
dipped the flag in salute and each member of the group saluted in honor
to the vice-President.

The parade continued the march around the coliseum until a
circle had been completed, then swung back in an inner circle in the
opposite direction until each group had reached a designated spot. At
this point it turned sharply to the right and marched up a line drawn
parallel with the tribune. Thus when all the groups had lined up behind
the standard bearer for each they were all facing the official delegation.
When presentation of the nation’s flags was ready the vice-President
stepped out in front of the tribune and received the highest representa-
tive of each country who stood in semi-circle partially surrounding him.
Dr. Wong, Consul General of China, attired in morning coat, stripped
trousers, wing collar and top silk hat, was the very essence of propriety
when he took his rightful place among the dignitaries. He conducted
himself in such manner as to bring honor and dignity to China. Behind
this semi-circle of men stood the athlete flag bearers also in semi-circle.
The Olympic oath was then administered, according to custom, to a
chosen athlete of the country acting as Olympic host. Thus an American
athlete stepped upon the raised dias and was properly sworn in. During
the ceremonies a massed band of two hundred fifty pieces and choral
unit of fifteen hundred voices rendered musical selections. As the cere-
monies neared an end six buglers appeared atop the peristyle and gave
the call for the lighting of the Olympic torch and raising of the Olympic
flag. Immediately following ten cannon shots were heard (the number
representing the number of modern Olympiads held) and the lighted
torch blazed forth on the last blast (it burns throughout the entire period
of the games and is extinguished at the close of the closing ceremony).
Then the fifteen hundred voices rendered the Olympic hymn as the flag
was raised. Following the flag raising ceremony each group marched
out of the stadium in similiar order to the incoming procession. China
received proper recognition for the first time in modern Olympic history.
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The Lone Wolf Runs

The first track and field competitions was held on Sunday, July
31; only two days after Liu had stepped off the gang plank. The trial
heats for the one hundred metres were scheduled for the first thing
that afternoon. The second heat had unusually difficult competition.
Our “lone wolf” was unlucky enough to be placed in this bad spot. He
looked like a dwarf among the giants running against him, but at the
sound of the gun he started out of his holes like a frightened wolf. At
the fifty metre mark he was a vard and a half in front of the field, but
he faded badly after eighty metres and was all tired out at the finish.
Justification for his failure to qualify must be partially laid to the long
boat ride and the short time he had before campeting. There had not
been time enough for a single workout, and the kinks in his muscles were
tight. Rubbing down had not been able to loosen up twenty days of
idleness. Then too, the day before he had been forced to carry the
Chinese flag in the parade and the marching and standing had hurt idle
muscles. His time of eleven and one tenth seconds is indicative of his
condition as it does not touch his Chinese record of ten and seven tenths
seconds. While it is not expected that he could have placed in the
select final starters owing to the terrific speed with which each was forced
to travel to reach the last heat, undoubtedly he could have made the
semi-final trial. ’

It was originally intended that Cheng Chun Liu should run in
three track events, the one hundred, two hundred and four hundred
metre races. But after Mr. Song, his coach, checked up on Liu’s condi-
tion following his Sunday race he decided that Liu should be withdrawn
from the four hundred metre and rest as much as possible for the short
intervals of two days between the one hundred and two hundred metre
events.. “On Tuesday afternoon the trail heats for the two hundred
metres were held. The “Lone Wolf” ran a heady race and conserved
his strength for the final spurt, but he started his final drive too late.
He failed by inches to nip third place from his opponent in the good
time of twenty two and one tenth seconds. Liu plainly showed the effect
of one day rest, and made all of us feel that it was an injustice to force
him to run under adverse conditions. Mr. Song, in an interview with
the writer stated that Liu was begining to get acclimated but that it
was impossible for the young man to run better under such difficulties.
Cheng Chun ILiu creditably represented China, and it is hoped that his
action will be followed by many more athletes being sent by China to
the 1936 Olympiad.



One of the interesting sidelights on the difficulties under which
Liu labored was the fact the he found it very difficult to eat American
cooking. Every day food for the noon meal was prepared in Chinatown
and rushed to the village to properly appease his appetite. The very
day of the two hundred metre trial the official car was heid up in a traffic
jam so long that Liu had been forced to eat an American lunch and
missed his favorite dishes. After he had completed his participation in
the Olympic games and had become a spectator it was not necessary to
transport food. The local Chinese Chamber of Commerce is to be con-
gratulated in the manner it come forward to guarantee that he should
be supplied with food whenever necessary.

The Closing Ceremeny

Another day of beautiful pageantry and parade awaited the
assembled multitude. Added to this were the athletic competition
awards to the winners of each Olympic event. This Ceremonie
Olympique is exceedingly unique. The first three winners are arranged
on a small stand facing the tribune but placed a ways cut on the field.
This specially designed stand is staggered by three steps. The center
step is higher than the other two; of equal height, and the second and
third place men stand to the right and left of the winner, respectively.
As the national anthem of the successful country is played by the band
the entire assembled mass rise and with the athletes turn and face the
peristyle where three flagpoles are arranged in similar order to the
steps of the stand; the center flagpole higher than the twc poles to its
right and left; of equal height. The flags of the three countries are
raised on the poles in the same position as the athletes are standing.
The winning flag on the center pole—a larger flag than the other two—
and the emblem of the second place country to its right, while the third
flag is on its left. At the conclusion of the anthem the athletes are
tendered their respective medals. It is very inspiring.

Horsemanship was on exhibition this day, and many wonderful
horses were put through their paces—jumping various barriers and
exhibiting difficult steps.

After a full program of events the massed voices sang the
Olympic Hymn while the Olympic Flag was lowered and the Olympic
torch was allowed to gradually die away. It was all over! Two weeks
of sportsmanship, skill and fellowship—international harmony of the
highest spiritual order. China has gained much. Her envoys are filled
to overflowing with ideas, ideals and understanding. Oh the wonder of
it all! Still under the spell of the Olympic spirit Mr. Sung left Los
Angeles for Berkely the day after the games were over. He was to
stay there a few days before sailing for China on the President Coolidge.
He will be sorely missed!
