PURCHASE OF CEMENT PLANT BY COUNTY DISCUSSED-------COM­
MITTEE IS APPOINTED TO CONFER WITH P. E. OFFICIALS 

IN REGARD TO BUILDING COMFORT STATIONS— MEM­
BERS EXTEND HAND OF WELCOME TO CASA 

VERDUGO

The regu lar m onthly m eeting of 
the  Glendale Chamber of Commerce 
was held in the reco rder’s office in 
the f ire  station, 915 W est Broadway, 
F riday  evening, April 9, 1915.

J . W. Usilton, p residen t of th e ' 
Cham ber of Commerce, presided and 
J. F . Lilly, secretary, perform ed the 
duties of th a t office. A fter the read­
ing of the m inutes of th e  preceding 
m eeting the chairm an in a  very brief 
and clearly  defined address outlined 
the w ork th a t in his opinion the 
m em bers of the cham ber should take 
up. T he address is as follows:

G entlem en of the C ham ber of Com­
m erce:

According to your instructions a 
com m ittee of five has been appointed 
to locate and recommend to the city 
tru stees a suitable in d u stria l district. 
To p reven t the com m ittee being im • 
portuned  with requests o r ham pered 
in any m anner the nam es of the com­
m ittee will not be divulged un til 
th e ir w ork is completed. In fu tu re  
you are  requested w hen m aking a 
motion to appoint a com m ittee th a t 
it be designated w hether they shall 
have pow er to proceed to  a conclu­
sion or report back to  th is  chamber.

Mr. F red  Baker, chairm an, and 
Mr. A lbert Pearce, secre ta ry , until a 
reg u la r organization is effected, of a 
W elfare Committee. Mr. Baker will 
fo rm ulate  his own p lans and m ake 
them  public. I t  is th e  in tention  to 
m ake th is a large com m ittee th a t 
will w ork in conjunction with the 
cham ber of commerce. Benefit 
should accrue to both th e  cham ber of 
com m erce and the city  from th is 
body.

Mr. Lilly, our secre ta ry , who is 
w orking w ithout com pensation, is 
p reparing  m aterial fo r a booklet 
which he will subm it to your public­
ity com m ittee as soon as completed. 
This cham ber is badly handicapped 
in th e ir  efforts to p rosecute the nec­
essary work through lack  of funds. 
A special effort should be made to 
get the  old members interested  in 
the w ork and also to  procure new 
m em bers. Suggestions along this 
line w ill be welcomed. An office, or 
at leas t desk room should be ob­
tained , and a cham ber of commerce 
sign placed in fron t of i t  to enable 
persons to locate us.

A com m ittee should be appointed 
to see th a t  the band h as a pavilion 
for sum m er concerts. I t  is under-1 
stood th a t ground m ay be obtained 
near th e  fire house and  could be 
leased fo r a nom inal sum  for this! 
purpose. Two com fort stations J
should be erected a t th e  re a r  of the 
stand. The cost would be slight and 
the city  trustees m ight find  available 
funds for th is purpose. A similar 
proposition was made a  few years 
ago by Mr. Peter L. F e rry , but l ik e ! 
the park  question each section
though t they were en titled  to it, so 
it fell through. The m oral is to al­
low your committee to  handle the 
m a tte r  and back up w h a t they do.

W hether it is advisable for Glen­
dale to be represented by a float in 
the Los Angeles May f iesta  should be 
discussed. ,

In  conclusion a w ord for Glendale 
new spapers. In long experience in 
the new spaper business I have never 
seen bette r boosters fo r  a city than 
the Glendale News and th e  Glendale 
Press. A full account of your meet­
ings in detail and advance notices as 
well and there is no bill for it and I 
th in k  a vote of th an k s is due the 
p roprieto rs for their kindness.

The chair sta ted th a t  a welfare 
com m ittee had been appointed, F red­
erick  B aker being th e  chairm an of 
said committee. I t  is th e  purpose of 
th is com m ittee to in q u ire  into all 
questions th a t are of in te re s t to the 
citizens of the G lendale community. 
The nam es of the o th er members of 
th is com m ittee are w ithheld  for the 
presen t, thinking th a t  they  will be 
able to  do better w ork if the public 
does no t know who th ey  are.

The question of th e  county’s pur­
chasing a three-fourhs in terest in 
the Los Angeles cem ent plant came 
up fo r consideration. J . F. Lilly, S.

IC. P acker and George T. Paine w ere! 
p resen t a t a recent m eeting  of the; 
board of supervisors and heard both 
sides of the question presented. 
These gentlem en said th a t  those fav­
oring the purchase of the cement 
p lan t claim  th a t such an act will 
tend to keep down th e  price of ce­
m ent, while those opposing its pur­
chase claim  th a t the county is not in 
need of a plant of th is character and 
it w ill only be a burden of taxation 
placed upon the tax payers of the 
county. I t  is the opinion of Messrs. 
L illy and Packer th a t  th e  purchase 
of th e  cem ent plant would be a good 
proposition for the county. 0 . A.

Lane said he had  been giving the  
subject of the  purchase of the p lan t 
considerable tho u g h t and he also 
thinks it would be a good investm ent 

(for the county. John B arrow s 
thinks it is a m istake for the county 
to go into the  cem ent business. He 
thinks such an a c t is bordering  too 
much on Socialism. He believes it 
is all righ t for th e  individual firm s 
to have the privilege of m anu fac tu r­
ing cement w ithou t having to  com­
pete with the county which m ay pu t 
the cement on sale a t even a low er 
price than it costs them  to produce 
it. There was a difference of opin­
ion among the m em bers as to w heth­
er the cham ber should be pu t on rec­
ord as favoring o r opposing the  pu r­
chase of the p lan t by the county, so 
it was finally decided th a t the  ques­
tion be laid over un til the next m eet­
ing. The m em bers expressing th e ir 
views pro and con on th is sub jec t 
were J. F. Lilly, S. C. Packer, O. A. 
Lane, F. L. M uhleman, A. T. Cowan, 
John R. Barrows, J. W. Usilton.

The question of providing a su ita ­
ble place for a band stand and also 
for the installing  of com fort s ta tions 
was discussed a t  length. City M ana­
ger T. W. W atson said he would like 
to hear from the  Chamber of Com­
merce on these questions. W. E. 
Evans suggested th a t a com m ittee be 
appointed to confer with the  Pacific 
Electric officials with a view of a r ­
ranging for com fort sta tions in con­
nection with th e  depot a t the  corner 
of Brand and Broadway. The sug­
gestion made by Mr. Evans seem ed to  
m eet with the approval of the  m em ­
bers present and a motion prevailed 
th a t a com m ittee should be ap­
pointed to take  th e  m atter up w ith 
the Pacific E lectric  company asking 
th a t comfort s ta tions be arranged  for 
a t the depot as above stated  and also 
th a t stations be provided in the  p ro­
posed new depot which is to  be bu ilt 
a t the corner of E vere tt and B road­
way. The chair will announce the  
members of th is com m ittee la ter. 
Members ta lk ing  upon the  sub ject 
were W. E. Evans, John R. B arrow s, 
M. B. H artm ann, O. A. Lane, A. T. 
Cowan, T. W. W atson, John  W. 
Usilton, H. A. W ilson, T. W. P reston .

A com m unication was read  from  
the W ilmington Chamber of Com­
merce asking th a t  the G lendale 
Chamber of Commerfce com m unicate 
to the  In tersta te  Commerce Commis­
sion a t W ashington asking th a t  they  
be given the advantage of te rm in a l 
shipping rates and not to place upon 
them  the burden of the rehau l as will 
be the result if only Los Angeles is 
designated as th e  term ina l sh ipping 
point. W hile th e re  was considerable 
discussion on th is  question the  final 
conclusion of the  m em bers was th a t  
it would not be best for the G lendale 
Chamber to mix up in the affa ir.

A motion prevailed th a t it  is the  
sense of the m em bers of the Glendale 
Chamber of Commerce p resen t th a t 
a hearty  welcome be extended to  th e  
citizens of Casa Verdugo to become 
citizens of G lendale.

A com m unication from  the  Los 
Angeles Chamber of Commerce ask ­
ing th a t the presiden t and secre ta ry  
of the Glendale Chamber m eet w ith 
th e ir  Chamber to  attend to  m atte rs  
of im portant business in the  near 
fu tu re, was read. On motion Messrs. 
Usilton and Lilly were appointed to 
represen t the G lendale C ham ber of 
Commerce a t th is  meeting.

Chairm an U silton said he had been 
approached by th e  officers of th e  
Tuesday A fternoon club asking him 
to bring before th e  m em bers of th e  
Chamber of Commerce the advisabil­
ity  of holding a May festival in G len­
dale. A motion prevailed th a t  a 
com m ittee of five be appointed to  cd- 
operate with th e  Tuesday A fternoon 
club in arrang ing  the details of th is 
May fiesta.

The question came up for discus­
sion as how to best increase th e  a t­
tendance a t the Chamber of Com­
merce meetings. Some one suggested i 
th a t another contest be conducted 
fo r new m em bers the  same as was 
conducted two years ago when T. W. 
W atson and M. P. H arrison w ere the  
leaders in the  opposing sides of a 
contest which increased the m em ber­
ship to more th an  four hundred. I t  
seemed to be th e  general opinion of 
those present th a t  it  is not so im ­
portan t to have a  large m em bership 
as it is to have good working m em ­
bers even if the num ber is not large.

Those p resent a t F riday evening’s 
m eeting were well pleased w ith the  
in terest taken in the  m eting and it 
was rem arked by J. C. Sherer, who 
has been a reg u la r a ttendan t a t all 
of the meetings, “ There is som ething 
for all of us to learn  a t these m eet­
ings,” and he confessed th a t  he had 
learned a great m any th ings a t  la s t 
n ig h t’s session.

A num ber of S an ta  Monicans, 
m em bers of the G. A. R. and auxil­
iary  organizations, v isited  the Sol­
d ie rs’ hom e Friday a fternoon  to par­
tic ip a te  in the celebration  of the fif­
tie th  anniversary of th e  surrender of 
G eneral Lee’s arm y  to  General 
G ran t. W ith them w en t a rare relic 
of th e  w ar days in th e  form  of Gen­
era l O rder No. 9, issued by Gen. R. 
E. Lee and signed by h im  as general 
A pril 10, 1865. T h is priceless, time­
worn document is th e  p roperty  of W, 
A. B o lte r of this city , who served 
d u rin g  th e  war as a m em ber of the 
One H undred and Forty -eigh th  New 
Y ork volunteers. T h e  order reads 
as follow s:

H eadquarters Army of Northern 
Virginia.

A p ril 10, 1865.

(General O rder No. 9.)
A fte r  four years of arduous ser­

vice, m arked  by unsurpassed  courage 
and fo rtitude, the A rm y of Northern 
V irg in ia  has been com pelled to yield 
to overwhelm ing n u m b ers and re­
sources. I need n o t te ll the brave 
su rv ivo rs of so m any hard-fought 
b a ttle s  who have rem ained  steadfast 
to th e  la s t that I have consented to 
the re su lt  from no d is tru s t of them, 
bu t fee ling  that va lo r and devotion 
could accomplish n o th in g  that would 
com pensate  for the loss th a t must 
have attended the continuance of the 
con test, I determ ined to  avoid the 
use less sacrifice of th o se  whose past 
serv ices have endeared them  to their 
countrym en.

By th e  terms of th e  agreem ent of­
ficers and  men may re tu rn  to their 
hom es and remain u n til  exchanged. 
You w ill take with you the satisfac­
tion th a t  proceeds from  the con­
sciousness of duty faith fu lly  per­
fo rm ed , and I earnestly  pray that a 
m erc ifu l God will ex tend  to you his 
b lessing  and protection with an in­
c reas in g  admiration of your coun­
try m en  and devotion to  your country, 
and a  gratefu l rem em brance of your 
k ind  an d  generous consideration for 
m yself, I bid you an  affectionate 
farew ell.

To flee on horseback w ith h is wife 
and four-weeks-old baby before an 
in furiated  mob of Kurds is the  ex­
perience which came to E lder F ran k  
F. Oster, a  Seventh-day A dventist 
m issionary in P ersia, as given by him  
in a com m unication just received by 
friends here. He was obliged to flee 
from  M aragha, leaving everything 
behind. The K urds plundered the 
town the day a fte r  he left. He re­
ports many C hristians and Moslems 
killed by K urds a t Miandoab and 
U rum iah, Seventh-day A dventists 
having a com pany a t the la tte r  place.

E lder O ster has many friends on 
the Pacific coast, having lived in 
Portland, Oregon, and W alla W alla, 
W ash. His w ife formerly was Miss 
F lorence W hite, a daughter of E lder 
W. B. W hite, form erly president of 
the Pacific Union conference of the  
Adventists. H er home was in Oak­
land, Cal., for a time, and la te r  a t 
W alla W alla, -Wash.

W riting  to  friends in America Mrs. 
Oster describes the  hardships of P er­
sian m issionaries. She says:

“ You see by the heading th a t  we 
are  in Tabriz. The dreadful K urds 
came down on M aragha, and we fled, 
as did nearly  a ll the Christians there. 
The city of Meondoab th a t th e  K urds 
took before they  came to M aragha 
was plundered and burned by them . 
The children w ere thrown into the 
ice-cold river and the women were 
trea ted  dreadfully .

“Such news came to us, so we 
bought a horse and left b y  n ig h t with 
the  Russian arm y of 800 men re ­
trea tin g  from  Meondoab. I rode the 
horse with our four-weeks-old baby, 
w hile Mr. O ster led him. W e left 
everything excepting w hat we had on 
our backs and could padk in the sad­
dle bags. Mr. Oster carried a sm all 
grip on his back.

“The firs t 12 hours w ere anxious 
ones. The soldiers were a fra id  of an 
a ttack  any tim e; they m arched in 
dead silence. W hen baby cried the 
officers asked me to cover h e r  face 
for fear the  enem y would hear. The 
road was terrib le , for i t  had  been 
snowing; then , too, we did' no t take  
the  good road, bu t went in a  round­
about way over the m ountains to 
avoid the K urds and T urks. T hat 
f irs t n ight and day I kept th e  saddle 
for 14 hours w ithout a  rest.

" I  m ust no t te ll more, only th a t 
we arrived safely. I felt b e tte r  than 
when I sta rted , only was very tired. 
W inona Lucile stood the  tr ip  fine. 
We fell off th e  horse once r ig h t in a 
sm all stream . A soldier helped us a 
bit. He th o u g h t baby was a bundle 
of som ething we did not wish, so 
threw  her over to one side of the 
road. (Some th ings we had taken  
had to be le f t on the road a t th is 
place, for th e  load was too heavy for 
the horse.) Mr. Oster had  fixed 
straps on a board. We pu t a  big pil­
low next to th is  board, then  th e  baby 
on the pillow, and a sm aller pillow 
on top; then  baby and pillows were 
strapped tig h t to  the board and fast­
ened to the fro n t of the saddle. She 
seemed to  enjoy the ride and did 
not care w hether her head w as up or 
down, or how much she was jolted.

“W e have been w onderfully cared 
for by God. The Kurds and T urks 
took th is place also, but no m urder­
ing took place. Now the R ussians 
have retaken  Tabriz, and we feel 
quite safe again. Just six m iles from  
here 800 K urds were k illed , 500 
taken  prisoners, and about 500 es­
caped. The ground was strew n w ith 
th e ir bodies. Because of th e ir  de­
fea t we fear they will ta k e  ven­
geance on M aragha, but we cannot 
tell. As yet the  Russians are  not 
strongly enough enforced to go down 
to M aragha. We do not know if they 
m ust w ait un til they are  th rough 
ligh ting  the  Germans or not.

“ This is a dreadful tim e th rough­
out the world. We have seen much 
real suffering. Hundreds of re fu ­
gees are  fleeing through th e  snow 
barefooted. Many are dying from  
starvation. I t  is just too terrib le . 
We are  k indly cared for here  by the 
Presbyterian  m issionaries from* 
America. W e are not yet out of 
danger, for th e  Turks are strong  near 
the boundary and with the K urds to 
help, we surely  have som ething to 
fear. We are  tru sting  in God, who is 

I much m ightier than  all these arm - 
| ies. We are  safe in his keeping.”

A perilous journey E lder Oster re ­
cently made through the country  of 
the w ar-like K urds to assist the  fam ­
ily of a m in ister who was d rafted  in­
to the w ar is graphically described 
by him. He m entions being called 
upon a t one place to preach to people 
upon a housetop by the ligh t of the 
moon. He says:

“ Shortly a f te r  the w ar broke out 
in Europe, th e  w riter set out on a 
trip  to U rum iah. E lder S taubert 
had been ordered  to the fron t, leav-

visit w ith him , during which he 
asked a  great many questions con­
cerning our teaching.

“At the next stopping place, a t 
M am atera, we had  a unique m eeting. 
Quite a congregation m et on the roof 
of th e  local p as to r’s house. In th e  
light of the silvery moon I gave a 
discourse on th e  second coming of 
Christ, which w as listened to a tte n ­
tively.

“ A t Urumia I found the gates 
closely guarded. On entering  an of­
ficer took me in charge and led me 
to th e  governor’s office, where, a f te r  
asking me a few questions, he re ­
leased me. The whole C hristian pop­
ulation seemed to  be celebrating th e  
R ussian victories. Processions head ­
ed by Russian priests w ith  long flow ­
ing locks, were m arching th rough  
the streets w ith banners. The R u s­
sians were th rea ten ing  to destroy 
the German mission and to drive all 
G erm ans out of town. I found th e  
Seventh-day Adventists fa ithfu l and 
rejoicing in th e  tru th .

“ I had planned to v isit some of 
the villages around U rum ia, and had  
already engaged my horse w hen 
th ings took a sudden tu rn . It seem s 
th a t th e  R ussians had suffered some 
reverses in Europe, and th a t a ll the  
R ussian troops in Persia were to  be 
recalled a t once. Their baggage and 
everything was sent on ahead to the 
R ussian border. W ar w ith T urkey 
seemed im m inent. Shops were closed, 
m erchants stored  away their goods, 
and hundreds of Arm enians began to 
leave for Tabriz and R ussia. E very­
body feared a Kurdish raid . We se­
cured a carriage and I escorted Mrs. 
Sperling and children to  D julfa, th e  
Russian boundary. T he same fea r  
was en tertained  a t M aragha. As 
m atter of fact, soon a f te r  my a rriv a l 
home, the K urds, several thousands 
of them , did sweep down on U rum ia 
plains and plundered 12 villages 
coming within 15 m inu tes’ walk of 
U rum ia city, w here re-enforcem ents 
from  Khoy arrived  and drove them  
back. The K urds are m uch like the  
locusts. They leave no th ing  but ru in  
in th e ir  tracks.

“ W hen I arrived  in Tabriz, I found 
Mrs. S taubert ready  to flee to T eh er­
an. The G erm ans th ere , like 
U rum ia, had been th rea tened  by the 
Russians

BAFFLE THE SHARKS

Would th a t every member of the 
legislature h ad  opportunity to  ob­
serve the tax title  sharks th a t day by 
day recently have sought to  prey up­
on Los Angeles property owners. 
They would need no better object les­
son in behalf of the enactm ent of the 
proposed law giving cities th e  right 
to bid in property  upon which taxes 
or assessm ents have become delin­
quent.

The causes th a t contribute to  such 
delinquencies are  various. In  some 
cases the property owner is ignor­
an t of the fac t th a t an assessm ent 
has been levied. In others, financial 
em barrassm ent makes it impossible 
for the owner to pay the tax  in  time.

I t should be the duty of govern­
m ent to lighten as much as possible 
the burdens i t  imposes upon its  peo­
ple. Taxes a re  an inevitable accom­
panim ent of our present system  of 
adm inistration, but they should be 
imposed and collected with a ll pos­
sible consideration for the in terests 
of the  taxpayer, well says th e  Even­
ing Express.

Every city has its group of para­
sites who find  their m aintenance 
and profit in the necessities of oth­
ers. They w atch the proceedings of 
the governing bodies and keep them­
selves constantly advised of assess­
m ents levied in behalf of public 
works. W hen taxes become delin­
quent and property is offered  for 
sale, com binations are effected 
among them to  the great disadvan­
tage of p roperty  owners. T hese tax- 
title  sharks get usurious in te re s t on 
their money, and sometimes obtain 
ownership of valuable pieces of prop­
erty  a t nom inal cost.

There is no reason w hatever why 
the city should not be authorized to 
bid in property for delinquent assess­
m ents and thereby  secure no t only a 
profitable investm ent for idle funds, 
but protect its  own citizens against 
spoliation.— Venice Vanguard.

Few men in th is country  did not 
tak e  a t least a casual and fleeting  
in te rest in th e  outcome of yes ter­
day’s fight fo r  the heavyw eight 
championship. There can be no 
doubt th a t race pride d ictated the 
desire th a t th e  title  r e tu rn  to the 
w hite man. Curious, too, th a t any­
body should have cared. Pugilism  as 
a profession is w ithout m erit. T here 
is no intrinsic benefit in ascertain ing  
which of two som ewhat brutalized 
individuals of g rea t m uscular 
stren g th  is capable of whipping the 
o ther. Contests of equal im portance, 
springing from  discussion of the w ar, 
or of politics, o r of any of the count­
less them es appealing to  the  citizenry 
are settled daily  some where, unless 
the police in terfere . Moreover, the 
im prom ptu f ig h t is likely  to be hon­
est, while the prizefight th a t is not 
brazenly and alm ost openly a fak e  is 
the ra re  exception. T here was no 
expectation th a t  yesterday’s event 
was to  he “ on the squa re ,” but the 
evidence is th a t  each partic ipan t did 
the best th a t w as in him .

P rizefighting  is under the b an  in 
m ost of the te rrito ry  of the U nited 
S tates, not fo r prejudice against the 
ac tual test of skill and  endurance, 
bu t fo r the general a ir of crim inality  
w ith which th e  m eetings are sh roud­
ed. O rdinarily the purpose is  to 
sw indle the public. Inciden tal to 
th is is the collection of a  lot of gam ­
blers and hangerson and ruffians, 
some of these classed as tra iners , and 
a m ajority  of them  b u t one rem ove 
above vagrants. Most of the sm all 
fry  inevitable as a phase of prize 
fighting  belong on th e  border line

train ing  in th e  schools as an attem pt 
on the part of the “ aristocracy” to 
hold the sons and daughters of the 
w orkers to to il and to keep them 
from  bettering  themselves.

This sounds ridiculous indeed 
from  the lips of such a noted educa­
to r as Dr. W heeler. I t seems incred­
ible th a t one who has been so inti­
m ately conversant with educational 
m atters should m ake such a  state 
m ent.

T h is might 
be tru e  in a few instances, h u t the 
g reatest good of the  g rea test num­
ber should be considered and has 
been considered by those w ho have 
been instrum ental in establishing vo­
cational tra in in g  in th e  public 
schools.

F a r  from try ing  to hold th e  sons 
and daughters of the poor to toil, 
th e  public schools of today are  giv­
ing these boys and girls som ething 
tangible instead  of tu rn ing  them  out 
in the w orld unprepared to  make a 
living.

And the boys and g irls of the 
“aristocracy ,” if we recognize an 
aristocracy, are also many of them 
finding them selves in this vocational 
work. The girls of the aristocracy 
are  finding delight beside th e  daugh­
te rs  of to il in learn ing home­
m aking and housekeeping and the 
boy of the aristocracy also finds 
p leasure in some one of th e  many 
form s of m anual labor tau g h t, so 
th a t  he determ ines to  m ake th a t his 
life work. W hat a blessing to  tra in  
th e  “ sons and  daughters of to il” for 
some useful work ra th er th a n  send 
them  out o f school unprepared  for 
anything.
