When it comes to the
recormendation of men really worthy of decorations, however,
posgibilities are that bureaucrats will only consult their own
sonvenience and stick to their narrow views or prejudices. The
hureaueratic influence will eventually be strengthened by capitalizing
on the people's desire of fame and honor.

Once the nower of recommendation is turned over to bureaucrats,
thev will undoubtedly monopolize the decorations as in the days of the
0ld system and cractically no one in the private circles will be
honored. Should that happen, would not the bureaucracy-first
peonle~second principle be strengthened? _

Sumary

Both optimistic and pessimistic views prevail in regard the
future of Japanese agriculture.

The optimists contend that Japanese agriculture faces no
serious depression, such as that of 1930-31, because the worldwide
food shortage will not be overcome in the near future. They also
maintain that JAPAN cannot afford to buy foreign foodstuffs in
great quantities as she must-give priority to industrial materials

.. for economic reconstruction.

The nessimists, however, believe that foreign farm products,
produced at lower costs than those of JAPAN, will necessarily put
heavy pressure upon Japanese agriculture, which has just made a new
start with the land reform.

The opinions of both the optimists and pessimists have their
points but the gloomy prospect of Japanese agriculture cannot be
denied. Jananese economy, at present, enjoys a monopolistic benefit
due to the nation's isolation f*om'world economy and the absolute
shortage of food. TIts prasperity, however, will not last long
after free foreign trade is resumed,

Farmers in the single crop areas of the Hokuriku district
are already in dire circumstances due to the heavy burden of
the delivery system, The rice~producing districts, which once
boasted prosperity, have recently'been in a slump. These facts
indicate that an agricultural panic is inevitable once the long-
awaited three Co ration of rice is realized,

To meet the coming depression, the mechanization of agriculture
anc the transfer of surplus labor to subsidiary indusiry 1is one
of the effective measures to be sought. The youths in farming
districts, however, have little zeal for mechanization, and believe
that mechanized farming is too expensive and impractical in such
a mountainous country as JAPAN, They take no interest in mechanized
farming as they do not belleve it improves efficiency.

We must, first of all, eliminate such prejudice from their
minds.. It is not Justiflable for the farming youths to waste
their time 4in fearing the approach of a panic. They must prepare

?or the coming crisis by making such efforts as purchasing machines
for common use. ‘e hope that the farming youths will study the
conditions of their V1llages, and establish adequate policies

" the Governmeni has recently established an emergency financial
measwre to issue agricultural bills for the purchase of fertilizer.
If this agricultural bill system goes well, it may be utilized
to accomdédate the farmers with working capital to purchase fertilizer,
farming tools, and otlier necessities.

' As is well known, our farming villages, favored with the recent

- boom, have acquired as much new yen notes as vossible from the towns
and cities. Such a boom, however, has not been brought about by
increasad production, but rather has stripred and ruvined the land.
According to a caleulation by the Central Agriculture and Forestry
Bank;'regarding the amount of currency circulating in rural socilety,
it is reported that deposits registered a decrease, as estimated at
26 ,000,000,000 yen in Jaruary, 11,000,000,000 yen in Yarch, and
3 hOO OOO OOO yen in April, while loans showed.an increase, as estimated
at 500 OOO 000 yen in January, 1,600,000,000 yen in March, and
1,hoo,ooo,ooo yven in April, In this manner, it seems that the rural
financial situation is being aggravated with increasing demands for
funds duringz the spring cultivation period.

Needloss to say, the rural financial situation is subject to :
sgaasonal changes...There is.a tendency in October, the month of rice
deliveny, for deposits to register a sudden increase,'while in March,

a large sum of money is demanded as cultivation funds.

Last spring, the rural financial situation assumed a critical
aspect because of control over the withdrawal of deposits and of
suspension of loahs by the Central Agriculture and Forestry Bank.
However,this year's financial situation is far more stringent than
that of last - year. It is worth noting that the recent scarcity
of canital in the' country'ha come from the decrease in agricultural
pmoductivity'and that such detrimental conditions as the forced -
delivery system at low prices, the rise in the cost of agricultural
materials and daily'necessities, and overtaxatlon are pradually'driV1ng
rwral economy into collanse,

The lack of rural capital will not be settled fundamentally'by'
the agricultural bill system alone, because Japanese agriculture
has reached its extremity and has now begun te show tne -effects of
devastation, Such being the case, we fear that unless agricultural
financial countermeasures are radically established, our rural society
may return to its old status and n»rogressive policies may come to
nothing. ' ’

Some economists and politiclans are still telling the farmers that

an agricultural panic is approaching. They say that the Japanese [armere

will be hard hit by importation.of cheap foreign foodstuffs. There 1is

no prospect, however, that such a situation will appear in the lmmediate

future., It is clear to us at present, however, that JAPAN must

concentrate on incrcased food production for at least five or six years,

and imports of forelgn food must be 1limited to the minimum, as vas

mentioned in the Economic Stabilization Board's long-term economic

rehabilitation plan. With funds for importation limited, JAPAN mus®

import, first of all, basic materials for industrial reconst,ruction

and production of collateral commodities,

A panic is an economic phenomenon which is marked by a surplus of

commodities and a heavy fall in prices, leading to the collapse of

industries. The surplus of commodities is caused by overproduction or

decrease in purchasing power. In agriculture, a panic is caused by

abundant crop or general economic depression, and the farmers desert
tl'Bir lands if they cannot pay the cost of prociuction by t.heir
prOduotS.
| In present day JAPMJ there is no sign of overpcr'oduction ; or ivs .
possibility in the near future. On the contrary, there is an acute
shortage of food, and the Government counts on a ten percent increase
in farm production for this year. According to the long-term -
‘rehabilitation plan, 1,650,000 CHO (one CHO = 2,45 acres) of land

is to be reclaimed, and 16,860,000 agricultural laborers must be powred

into this small area in five yearses oSuch being the condi'bion, we cannot
see any indication of an agricultural panic in present day JAPAN or in
the near fu.ure. Despite th:.s apparent fact, there are those who warn
of an agricultural panic because of their ignorance, or for the purpose
of diverting the farmers!' attention from the present stringency.

- The depressed condition of Japanese agricultwré today cannot be
regarded as a panic. The statement of Mr DAVIS, Chief of the gt
Agricultural Division of SCAP's Natural Resources Section, on 1 June
clearly indicated the cauvse of the present depression. He warned that
Japanese agriculture wouid fall off unless the Agriculture and Finance
Ministries abandon their bureaucratism and mitigate the Burden of |
farmers. He also pointed out thet the unfair delivery quotas, shortage |
of farmine implements and the absence of nroper financial measures were
directly responsible for. the agricultural depression. Agricultural

- production today is facinz a grave crisis; acreage is decreasing, and =
_ farmers are even compelled to part with their lands because of financial
stringency. This crisis is not a result of overproduction of food, but

of the poverty of policy and the bureaucratic administration The dire
need for rice among the poor farmers, owing to the unfair quotas, and
the shortage of funds for reproduction resulting from the pressure of
heavy taxation, merit special attention. Mr DAVIS explained that the
Japanese farmers must pay various local taxes in addition to the income
tax which amounts to almost half the value of their delivered products.
Moreover, the farmers must spend considerabla sums of money for educatlon |

Farm land reform is making satisfactory progress. However, the
final ourpos: of the reform cannot be achieved unless the emancipated
farmers operate their farms independently, and succeed in increasing
productivity. It is well known, however, that both the rehabilitation
of agricultural industry and the increase in productive power will
be impeded if sufficient funds are lacking, Agriculture cannot be
modernized without funds with which to bring about an increase in

' Farmers benefited from the serious inflation since the war's
end. It is undeniable, however, that depogits in the agricultural
associations have recently begun to decrease again. According %o
a survey made by the Agriculture and Forestry Ministry, the farmers'
income from their rroducts, sold at the official price, is less than
one third of the required expenses, and in spite of the blackmarketing
of their products, deficits amount to nearly 11,000 yen a year per family,
owing to the extra expenses necessary for the operation of farming, even
in SAITAMA Ken where conditions are favorable.
