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An Account of a Book, Entituled

N the year 1693 our Author publithcd his Pbarmacolo-
gia few Manudui¥io ad Mateviam Medicam, of which an
Account was given in thefe Tranfaitions, ( viz.) N.204:
pag. 92g9. After the publifhing of which, he obferved
an Increafe of the Muteria Medica, many Medicinal Sim.
ples being ufed in the Shops, and likewife he met with
feveral Books relating thereto, which either were not
then publifhed, or had not come to his knowledge be-
fore. And our Author having alfo received advice from
divers Ingenions perfons, who [ad travelled into Foreign
Couantrics, that his aforefaid Book was well received, not
only in France and Holland, but likewife in Itely and the
remorer parts of Germany, made him think a Supplement
neceflary to render it more ufeful to other Countrics :
And becaufe it has extended its progre(s to the Neigh-
bourhood of Greece, that ancicnt Fountain of Learning,
he cencluced, that it would not be {improper to add out
of Diofeorides and the Foreign Ditpenfatories, all thofe
things which he had omitted publifing : And thatina
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Book by themftlves, without ftaying for the reprinting of
the former Book.

Our Author had made a confiderable Progrefs in his
defign, when he received advice that Monfieur Tourse-
fort was, by the Fremch Kings Order, gone into Greece
and the adjacent 1flands, in fearch of Plants, efpecially
thofe. of Digfcorides 5 this occafioned him to ftop
th: profecution of his Work for fome years, in hopes
tliat great and accarate Botanift would upon his return
aratific the Curious with his Difcoveries of the true and
genuine Plants. of the Ancient Grecians, which had per-
plext the Herbarifts of our latc Ages.

In this Supplement our Author took care to fet the
Materia Medica of Disfeorides in a clear light 5 and for
rhat end confulted all the Authors that he' conld mece
with upon that fubje&, kceping as clofe as he conld to
Lis Text, in which he chicfly adhered to the Tranflation
and Commentary of Matthiolns. And becaufe in this
perfermance he travelied in an  untrodden path,
knowing of no precedent in any Language, he there-
fore confulted both the Dead and Living, (3%.e ) not
only Books, but many Perfons of Ingenuity and Learn-
ing. The nature of the Work requiring the Virtues of
each Simple to be annext, and the defign of the Book
requiring Brevity, he chofe to tranfcribe them from Au.
thors, which had already cortradted to his hznd 5 but at
the fune time, to avoid the lmpuration of Pliiarifm, he
at cqe end of every Tranferipon inferted the Nume of
thé refpetrive Auther: Nor did he chink it any diferedie
to him, that he hud the ailtitancs of othees, bue rather a

lory, and theretore doth risrons 0 Work acknow-
ledge the Per(ors he had advice oo o,
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give a Thert account of fome things in the Work it
feif- Tn-c. = fink Book, of which, our Author in the Chap-
ter of Warers. takes natce, that Cold Baths were in ufe
among the Ancu,ms in the Cure of many Difeafes; and
tha they.are cgn :mended by divers Learned Phyhcxansv
and eipe cGually By Sir Jobn Floger, Ke, and Dr'Baynard s
the ﬁri‘t of which, ia. his Excenent Yuyesaesia , hath e-
numerared the teveral forts of Cold-Baths, and the many
Cures pertorm'd by them. He likewife takes notice of
the divers ways of making Sa/s from Sea-Water;, firlk by in-
folatzoq only,. as Bey balt the Sea-Water | ocmc m hot
Countries grained in Pans called Salt- Marfbes ley, part-
ly by the Sun, and partly by Fire, as Port-Sea-Salt at
lzmmngtm in. Hampfrire 5 3dly, by Boyling only, as New-
cuﬂule and Seotch*Sabt.  To thefe he adds the manner of
making Salt from Sea Sand in Langgfbire and other. plau.s
and likewife obferves, that both Specd and Cawden did
take notice of the Evaporauon of Sea Waterinto Salt, by
the Sun, in the hollows of certain Stones in the Bl[hoprxue
of Durbane.

In the Chapter of Mineral Waters, he takes notice of
their feveral divifions and forts made by his Neighbour
Mr Allen, in his Book of the Chalybeat and Purging Wa-
iess in.England.  And in the Chapter of Salts, befides
many Curious Notes concerning the Cry(tals of Sa/t, Sal-
Gem, Nuer, Allu; and Vitriol excerpted from the Exenzm»
tiones de Fontibus Medicatis Anglie, of his Learned Friend
Dr Martin Lzﬂex 5 he takes notice of a{ort of Salt made
at Maldon in-Ejffex, called Salt upon Salt, by the diffolving
Rock Salsdound in Cbe/bzre “in Sca. Waten

In the Chapter of étonef, our Author obferves, that
the Adarce of Dr Plot is nothing but an Incruftation, o2-
cafioned upon the mixing a Chalybeat Warter mear its
fourfe with another from a gravelly {qil, which Dy dila=

ting, the fint, cauf{Cs the precipiation,
In
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~ 1Inthe 2d Book our Author thews that the Poce Sess-

pie, or Golden Mofs, of Lir Grew, {0 celebrated in an
Hewmoptyfis, is only the Down of the Root of a fore ¢f
Fern, growing in Tartary or Ckina 5 which Root he con-
jetures to be the Agnus Scythicws, of which Authors
write {0 many Fabulous Stories. He ennumerares the
many Controverfies among Botanick Audiors abons
Wormfeed, concluding it to be the Seed of a fort of
Wormmwesedn. The famous Cyloniar Flant agairtt Deafnefs,
of My Marlow, he affirms to be a fort of Mint 5 Jpecacy-
arha to be the Root of an Americarz Herb, near a kind
t0 the Herba Paris : Anifurz Judicum to be the Sced~
Veflel of a fort of Fraxizella. The Star of the Earth,
(fo call'd,) in a famous Receipt againft the biring of
Mad:Dogs, he proves to be the Coromepus, and not the
Sefamoides Salamansicnrs Magnum, which fome miftake it
for. Soia, of which Ketchrp is made, is the Seed of an
Indian Phafeolus 5 as"Angola Secds are thofe of an Abras,
and Ruffia Seed of the Gramen Manne. Salep, Caffura-
zouniar and Dart wort, are 3 Roots s the firft of a fort of
Orclis, the fecond of a Species of Galanga, and the laft
of an Indian Reed.

In the Dendrology our Author demonftrates Paluz- Oyl
to be made of the Fruit of an African Palm-tres :  Mal-
diva, and Malabar- Nuts to be likewife the Fruits of two
Iwdian Palpss, as Sagoe is the feces of the Pitch of ano~
ther Palz granulated. He obferves 'the varions forts of
Dragons Blood now to be found in the Shopss and gives
a farther account -of the ‘Tree which yields the famous
Peryvian Bark. He acquaints us what Trees or Shruhs
they are which do produce the Simples publithed by the
late Mr Marlow, under the feigned titles of Verginia and
Moiucca Nuts, Bengala Beans and Bermeirdos Bervecs, Caf-
fina, and Persgna. The Feba Sanidi Jonatif lic provesto
be a {ort of Nux Vomicas
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Tnn the third and lat Book, our Author «ivcs fume
farther account of the Cochincle, v oo 1 o be of ani-
mal production, and that it 3¢ not auy of Luglifh Fadys
cow, as fome have affirmn’d : The Glofopetra he believes
to be the petrified Teeth of Sharks.  Concerning the
Serpentine ftone, - he takes notice of the difference in
Authors about it, wiz. whether it 1 2 Natural or Are
tificial production, and whether it hath the Vi:tue to
expel Poifon in Venemous : bites or not? He enume.
rates the feveral affertions of the Learned pro ¢ con,
quoting divers of their Experiments, and at Jalt con-
cludes, that both Natural and Artificial are to be met
with, and that the different operations mu® arife from
thence.  Pedro del porco our Author affirms to be only
an Mgagropila foupd in the Stomach of a Porcupine. To
thefe he adds fome Obfervations taken from F. Camill
his Papers, not only concerning this Stone, but likewife
Bezoars. The whole Book abounds with many Curious
Obfervations, for the farther dilucidation of the Maze-
ria Medica, which we recommend to the perufal of the
Curious:
