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Intefesting Pamphlet on Ferest

Growth and Sheep Grarzing.
e e
Porest Fires in the Cascade Mllelﬂv-

im Oregon Thought to Be Caused
by Careless Sheep
Herders.

B AR Fineoge | e

The-agricultural department hJ Jumt
issued an interesting pamphlet on the
subject of forest growth and sheep
grazing in the Cascade mountains of
Oregon, prepared by Frederick V. Co-
ville. Disucssing the question of forest
fires in the Cascade reserve it sayws those
©of the present period are by no means
confined to the sheep grazing areas.
Parts of the southera Cascades, in
which sheep have never grazed have
been found to be riddled by fires and
in general forest fires increase ix the
reserved region proportionately to the
increase of human occupancy of all
classes. It is clear as a result of care-
ful inquiry, the pamphlet saya, that at
the present time most sheep herders
and packers are extremely careful not
to allow their camp fires to spread and
not to set fire intentionally, though it
is unquestiorably true that in the
early daye of sheep raising there was a
widespread belief among sheep mmen
that burning of the forest was a positive
benefit to the industry. Under the
general head of remedial measures a
number of suggestions designed to for-
mulate a satisfactory svstem for the
regulation of grazing in the rewervé are
made. The steps propoeed include the
exclusion of sheep from apecified areas
about Mount Hood/and Crater lake, the
Nmitation of the qheep to be grazed in

the reserve to a specified number based

on the number ¢ustomarily graring
there; the issuapce of five year per-
mits allowing owners to graze on a
specified tract ayd limiting the number
of sheep to be grnzed: requiring that
owners use every effort to prevent:and
extinguish fires/and reserving the right
to terminate the permits under certain
conditions; and securing the coopera~
tion of the wool growers' associations
of Crook: Sherman and Wasco counties
iu alloting tracts.
