Let There Be Vegetables, Flowers and Fruits 
My friends, neighbors and acquaintances gar¬ 

den for diverse reasons. For some, it’s a sub¬ 
stitute for golf—exercise; to some of them it is 
the pursuit of economy; to others, it’s a combina¬ 
tion of economy and pleasure. But regardless of 
why they garden, what they grow, or what kind 
of gardens they keep, I find that they all would 
like to produce a few vegetables, some fruit and 
some flowers. 

One of the best layouts for the small gardener 
is to use strawberries, and the bush fruits such 
as currants, gooseberries and raspberries, as 
hedges. There’s no setting that is more effective 
for flowers than a hedge, so a good share of the 
flowers may be backed up to the bush fruits, form¬ 
ing a border for a part of or the entire garden. 
If cherry trees or other tree fruits are used, place 
them at the garden edges—never in the center. 

The gardener with limited space who craves 
fruits, flowers and vegetables, must be discrim¬ 
inating in his choice of crops. A bed of aspara¬ 
gus, 10 by 20 feet, will provide one of the earli¬ 
est, most appetizing vegetables. Radishes are re¬ 
puted to be the certain sign of an amateur gard¬ 
ener. Drop a seed here and there in the rows of 
carrots, beets, lettuce and other slow growing 
crops. In this way, the radishes won’t claim 
special room, they will mark the rows and are 
out of the way before they interfere with the 

other crops. Pole beans are one of the good 
crops for the small gardener. They provide an 
abundance of good food from a minimum of 
space. 

Other desirable crops for the small gardener 
are tomatoes, .carrots, salsify, onions and such 
others as particularly appeal to him. Undoubt¬ 
edly spinach and Swiss chard should be included 
to provide greens for the table, and an extra 
supply to be canned for winter. 

Perennial flowers usually get the largest vote 
by the fellow who gardens only in limited spare 
hours. In the fruit-flower-vegetable combination, 
beds of these perennial kinds may be largely used 
on the garden borders, planting the taller varie¬ 
ties to the rear, and the low-growing ones in 
front. The annuals may be used to fill in and 
help provide the desired variety, and the continu¬ 
ous supply of bloom and cut flowers. 

If one wishes the garden to furnish many flow¬ 
ers, and prefers to minimize the vegetable crops, 
the area available may be divided, using one por¬ 
tion for formal or informal flower beds, and the 
other for vegetable crop production. A row of 
dahlias, zinnias and four-o’clocks, or some such 
medium tall-growing kind or combination of flow¬ 
ers, may be used effectively to disclose the vege¬ 
table garden or vegetable portion from view of 
the house or street—Fred E. Ferguson.
