A New Forage Crop of Immense Value to the Middle West.

The U. S. Department of Agriculture introduced this new forage plant into the
United States in 1909, the seed being brought from Sudan, Egypt, and seed produced
was distributed the following year to experiment stations of the different states.
The fifth crop has been grown in the United States under widely varying climatic
conditions.
