Preparation of Land—Free the land of stumps, stones, etc.; brec-k well
and deep ; harrow and croas-harrow, and roll till free from clods ; broad-
cast manure freely and plough and harrow it in. Stable and cow-lot
manure, pho-iphaies and cotton seed and kainit are appropriate applica-
tions. Good implements are important to economical sowing and harvest-
ing. A roller is very valuable, both in preparing land and sowing seed.

The
ro l-ir alone ii bjtter for those than the lightest harrow or Drash. It

presses them iuto the fresh soil, which is the best for a good catch.

Time of Sowing—Grasses that grow in Winter may be_

sown in Fall or early Spring. Those which are strictly

Summer growers should be sown in Spring, after severe

weather is over. Fall soaring is to be preferred for all

cases in which it is a proper time, beciuse tli"^ young
grass is not liable to be choked out by weeds and grasses

that are indigenous to our soils. Therefore we strongly

advise sowing in Fall. Although you may be ready to

fow in Spring, we believe it is a stfer course to sow land

iu Peas and let it lie over, and put the grass seed down
iu September and October.

For hay and pastui-age, mixtures fuch
as come well together are more profitable than one kind

-alone.

Sowing of Seed— In Fall seeding, it is not uccommon to sow grass w'th oats or wheat. We do
nut recommend this, but it i-s admissible, a d ma' be eniirel}' succts-ful if the land is rich enough to

give liberal support to botti gra^s and grain. But tlie grain ought to be seeded more thinly than

if there were no grass to be sown with it. Sow the grain firat and plow or harrow it in, then bow
the grass seed and harrow or roll the land.

Annual Crimson Clover, as its name implies, is an annual; has to be sown

every Fall. Vetch, Italian Rye, Burr Clover and Japan Clover are annuals,

but if left to mature and shed seed are reproduced from year to year without
furllier sowing.

Seeding per Acre—We have followed the usual direction given by Tarious

authorities as to the quantity of seed to sow per acre. Our own observation

pro.iipts us to advise heavy seeding here in tne South. There is safety and
security in a heavy catch, and such will survive the first Summer, when thin

eeeding would be entirely obliterated. Mr. Charles L Flint's Book of Grasses

and Forage Plants is the only authority we have seen that seems to endor-'e

this suggestion. This author, writing from the State of Massachusetts,

recommends heavy se ding as the safest course, and, for pasture lands, the use

of six or eight kindj of gracses in combination, and liberal application of

each. The greatest cost in grass cultu e is in the careful preparation and
manuring of the land. The additional expense of ft

liberal seeding rather than a meagre one, ought not to
deter one who is willing to assume the first cost, and wait
