MEMOHANDUM

SUBJECT: 1Investigation of Officer's lLetter "ritten from
Haehiod! Prison to a Brother in Tokyo Renorted to
Us on Confidential Tnformation

101 Dr., Lewis, Chief Administrator, Prison Branch

1. On trip to Puchu, I found that the letter d1d not
involve Fuchu Prison as t%e writer was not kno'n to Fuchu
Prison asuthorities either 2s an officer or an inmate,

2., Mr., Opgawa ceme to my Office, looked at the communi-
cation. identified the sddress as that of Hachioji, He hes
conploied his investigationaand reports as follows:

OKABE, Kataro, 26 years of age, has been emnloyed at
the Hachioji Prison since May 31 of this year, The maotation
conteined in "onfidential Tnformetion was an excerpt from hirc
first letter to his brother describing his new job, Nr, Ogava
contacted the brother and read the entire letter from vhich the
excernt was made, The rortion of the letter referring to his
job read as follows:

"Among eight new guards, only I was assigned to the
Headquarters, being trusted by my seniors, As there are only
moustached persong in my room, 1 feel somevhat constrained but
they are not so haughty so I }eel rather interested, IHowever,
I am afreid to be hot tempered, naturelly, because there 1s S0
much disecipline, as used in the Army," (Mr, Ogewe stated when
writer wes questioned concerning this, he refcrred to the
matter of wearing uniforms, carrying whistlps} walking straight,
and seluting superiors), and we instruct the ‘mmates by beat=
ing them every day., Ye send them to soclely rehabilitated as
good persons, Our life here 1s mainly how to treat a2 nverson,
It 1& somevhat 1ike the duty in the Army, that of a squad
commander. 7T am cultiveting myself, believing that It will
be useful to me when 1 get some other job in the future,”

Mr. Ogava has been to Hachioji in person, has interviewed the
writer of this letter, and bdelieves that his statements were
largely due to his enihusiasn over his nev job, He has rep-

rimanded him for speaking so cerelessly of the treatment at
Hachioji end has faith to believe that he will not rereat,

The Murine Typhoid experiment on human bodies in this institution had been
stopped for a while, but since Octaber 10, 1947 a negoeiation was taken among
authorities and some of the volunteers were released.

At the National Health Protection Laboratory this experiement was started again,
A8 the attached memorandum, the agreement was concluded between the Chief -f
Fuehu Prison and the Chief of National Health Protection Laboratory,
¥rem December 15, 1947 that was opened, letting the volunteers sign and etamp
on the written agreemoht.

Vecember 15, 1947
At 10,00 a.,m, Dr, Hoiler, Major Barge and Dr, Kitaoka came to Prison.

Chief of Fuchu Prison delivered an address to the fit persone 49 among volunteers

and Dr, Kitacka explained about thie disease., Dr, Hoiler also explained in
details, Among them and doctmers some questions and answers were taken.

Nutual full understand was done,
At 2,00 p,m, The former experiments three persones were released on parole -

Shigeo Saito, Keoru Kanazawa, Kunikazu Hirazawa, with the kind warden's advice.
They were sent to the National Health Protection Laboratory by the three persone
of Laboratory and one Hokenejoshu of prison, by the authomobil of Laboratory,

December 19, 1947
Spontaneous Volunteers 33
In the afternoon, Mr, Ishii, Mr, Nakata and one assistant arrived at prison,

¥r, Araki, Mr, Yamamoto, Mr, Eida @nd one hoken-joshu of prison helped them in
the work of physiedl examination, blood count, bleod collection.
At 5.30 p.m, finiched,.

December 26, 1947
The experiments three persone (Yoshiro Shiina, Kinya Umine, Masujiro Shimada)

were released on parole and sent to the National Laboratory,

January 7, 1948
The thirteen persons passed as the fit persone after the phyeical examination

among the volunteers of the third.

January l4, 1948

l, Mr, Otesu, called at the mxperimental hospital of National Laborstory
and found that all of the above mentioned six experiements have been becomming
portly. The officiale of laboratory said with thanks that the experiments observe

the rules and are cooperative, obeying to the leaders.
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MEMORANDUY_

The Murine Typhoid experiment in human bodiles ehall be carried out at
the National Health Protection Laboratory acecording to the agreement between the
Narden of Fuchu Prison (to be called "A" in future) and the Directbor of the
National Protection Laboratory (tobe ealled "g") concerning the following pointe,

Two copies of this memonrandum will be framed and a copy kept by both parties,
1. "A"™ will send the people who will be placed under experiment,

2. In compliance with "B" e request, "a" wil)l coneider the prisoners sentences,
age, and character and others, and will have the candidates selected in advance,

7. "% wi1)] give a detailed explanation concerning the object and progress of
the experiment, symptoms whieh oecur, food supply and compensation during
experiment, and others, As a result, he will eall for vonlunteers, carry out
physical examinations, select the persons for the experiment, and submit a name-
11st of the selected prisoners to "A".

L. "B" will plan in advances for reserve prisoners to take part in the
experiment and submit the names to "BY,

5. "B" will take charge of taking ever the prisoners to be placed under experi-
ment with the eocoperation of "A", In other worde, "B" will provide automobiles
and two or three persons to assist in receiving the priseners,

"A" will cooperate by dispateching one offieial to assist,

6 YB" will take full responsibilities after receiving the prisoners to be
places under experiment in conneetion with their supwervision, protection,
guidanee and others,

7. For making bueinees liaison, "B" will dispatch one person to "A" for the
purpose,

Moreover, I understand that
there is probability for me to die with that disease during the experiment,

Even though I may die during this experiement, and as the result of ex-
periment 1 may take a certain disease and die, I or my successor or the
agents who have a relations with me, denies and obetain the right of any request
to the person who has the leaderships of this research,

I ¥now that there is no promises about the release and remission of my
sentence. After the release on parole, I know that the research shall be con-

tinued at the Health Proteetion lLaboratory. In that circumstance, 1 agree
and obey to the supervision of the ehief of laboratory and keep good behaviour,

I may preserve the following items,

I also understand that the release on parole for me may be retracted,
in the case of rebocation to the above agreements,

1. To obey to the leader's words until the completion of the experiment,
1. To be kept in an individual room at least for the first two weeke,

To observe to the Hospital regulations.

I understand the following items and agree that 1 may be placed on
the objeet of experiment,

. To receive a sufficient physicial exanination before the experiment's statt.
. During the time of experiment, to be given a particular meals and the
money Y 20,00 per a day.
. To receive always a close and skillful nurse during the experiement,
. To get a special allowances I 1000.00 after the completion of experiment,
. The agreemente on this semorandum cover mmxik only the above written
romises,
. I was not forced to become an experiment by other powers,
applied to this experiment by my free will.
