HISTORY
OF ‘
THE CATHOLIC UNIVERSITY OF PEKING.

Historical. The Catholic University of Peking (Fu Jen University) was found-
ed in 1925 by the American Cassinese Congregation of the Benedictine Order at the
request of His Holines_g, Pope Pius XIth. In 1927 the University received provisional
government recognition and the permission to use the title: Fu Jen University.
Af this time Fu Jen had only the College of Arts and Letters. In 1929 two more
Collegqs were added: Natural Sciences and Education. In 1931 the Ministry of
Education granted the University permanent registration.

In 1933 the Holy See transferred the University to the care of the Society of
the Divine Word. The Very Rev. Joseph Grendel, S.T.D., then Superior-General of
the Society of the Divine Word, was appointed Chancellor and Very Rev. Joseph
Murphy, S.V.D., S/T.D.,, became Rector. After the early and unexpected death of
Father Murphy in 1935, Rev. Rudolph Rahmann, 8.V.D., Ph.D., was appointed Rector.
This position he held until 1946. Hon. Ch'en Yiian, ay eminent Chinese Hisforian,
was President since 1929.

During the difficult years of the China Incident (1937-1945) the University
was able to continue its work and to expand. In 1937 the Graduate Division was
opened. I 1938 the Clerical College for young Chinese priests was established, In
the same year the Sisters Servants of the Holy Ghost joined the faculty.

In 1946, Very Rev. Harold Rigney, S.V.D., Ph.D., was appointed Rector. In
that year a new College was added to the University, viz., the College of Agriculture.

Since 1947 Very Rev. Aloysius Gr. Kappenberg, Superior-General of the
Society of the Divine Word, is the Chanecellor of the University.

Organization. The University consists of an Undergraduate Division and a
Graduate Division. The Undergraduate Division comprises four Colleges: a) the
College of Arls and Lefters swith five Departments: Chinese Language and
Literature; Western Languages and Literature; History; Sociology and Economics;
b) the Cdllege of Natural Sciences with three Departments: .Mathematies and
Physies, Chemistry, and Bioclogy; e¢) the College of Education with four Depart-

“ments: Education, Philosophy and Psychology, Fine Arts, and Home Economics;
d) the College of Agriculture with one Department (this College was opened in
1946). Academic residence of four years is required fer graduation. The degrees
given are: Bachelor of Arts, Bachelor of Laws, Bachelor of Science and Bachelor
of Education. The Graduate Division consist of two Faculties: the Faculty of
Arts and Letters with three Sections: History, Ethnology, and Economies; the
Faculty of Natural Sciences with three sections: Physics, Chemistry, and Biology.
Academic residence of two years is required for graduation. The degrees given are:
Master of Arts and Master of Science.

Up fo 1948, more than 3,600 Bachelor and over seventy Master degrees had
been granted.

Student Body. In all 2,383 students enrolled for the Academic Year 1947-1948.
Of this total 1,454 were men and 929 women, The strongest Departments are:
Economics, Sociology, Education and Western Languages and Literature with res-
pectively 441, 322, 292 and 251 students. Of the total number of students thirty-
five are in the Graduate Division. One seventh of the student body, i.e. 370, is
Catholic. This figure includes 230 young laymen and laywomen, twenty-five semi-
narians, eleven Sisters, twelve Brothers and ninety priests. Of the ninety priests,
all but one are Chinese. Sixty-six beIong: to the secular and twenty-four to the
regular clergy. They live in the so-called “Clerical College”, built near the Univer-
sity in 1939. Very Reverend Father Frederick Fuchs, S.V.D. is the Rector of this
College. Of the 3,670 University graduates about 400 are Catholic.

Teaching Staff. The number of Professors and Associate Professors at Fu Jen
is seventy-eight; forty-eight are Catholic. The number of Lecturers (mostly part-
time) is 104; forty are Catholic. Twenty-three Professors and twelve Lecturers are
members of the Society of the Divine Word; nine Professors and seven Lecturers
are members of the Cengregation of the Sisters Servants of the Holy Ghost. Eight
more Fathers and Brothers and five Sisters hold administrative positions in the
University. The staff members represent ten nationalities, the majority being
Chinese. .

Publications. The University publishes three Sinological periodicals: a) The
Fu Jen Sinological Journal, published semi-annually since 1929 in Chinese;
b) Monumenta Serica, published semi-annually since 1985 in English, French, and
German; c) Folklore Studies, published annually since 1942 in English, French, and
German. A fourth periodical, Fu Jen Magazine, published in Chicago, keeps friends
and benefactors informed of University affairs.

Other Activilies. Connected with the University are a Boys’ and a Girls’
Middle School, opened respectively in 1929 and 1982. The Girls' Middle Schodl is
entrusted to the Sisters Servants of the Holy Ghost. The Boys’ Middle School
numbers 869 students; 103 are Catholic. The Girls’ Middle School has 432 students;
sixty are Catholic. Besides the Middle Schools there are a Primary School and Kin-
dergarten with over 350 pupils.

Plans for To-morrow. The University intends to open a Department of
Ethnology in the Undergraduate Division in September 1948; it further plans to
establish a College of Medicine (including a hospital} and a College of Engineering.
This is in agreement with the wishes of' the civil and ecclesiastical authorities in
China.
