of the Dingee experts—typical Dingee plants,

which thrive and bloom and carry the fullest

measure of joy to their fortunate possessors.

This book is a distinct departure from any
of our previous books, and it is designed to
convey in the most concise, complete and
comprehensive manner, all necessary infor-

mation regarding our immense stock of Roses—the largest collection in the world—all on
their own roots. In it are oflfered all other
desirable miscellaneous plants for the lover of
flowers. We hope it will typify the high char-
acter of the Dingee Roses, which have come
to be known as the aristocrats of the Rose-
garden.

To our new friends that we meet this year,
for the first time goes out the assurance that
no concern anywhere can serve them better,
more economically and more satisfactorily

than we, and in saying this we do not wish
in the slightest to detract from the few
worthy and conscientious competitors we
have in this business. Our business integrity
is back of every statement we make.

This business of ours, with its humble start,

has achieved a world-wide reputation, because
of its adherence to the founder's high standard
of honorable and wholesome business methods—a dollar's worth of goods for every dollar

sent us.

A word in passing about prices: There
ought not to be any confusion on the part
of the buyer as to the exact quality of the
Rose-plant and its relation to the price asked
for it. The basis of the cost of production
is practically the same everywhere. There
is virtually one standard and one price for
glass and lumber and greenhouse construc-
tion; one standard of prices for labor; and
the basis on which the goods are sold is

measured by the number of plants per square
foot of ground space occupied by them. In

order to make a large return for each square
foot the common practice of some Rose-
growers is to grow Roses in "thumb-pots,"
1^ inches in diameter, thereby raising

more plants (though very small ones) to
the square foot. But we want to make it

clear that our smallest Roses are grown in

pots 3 and 3^ inches in diameter, so when
you buy a "thumb-pot" Rose, say at l5 cents,

you are paying a higher price than the Rose
from larger pots we sell at 25 cents. Our
extra-large, vigorous Rose-plants at 20 cents
and 25 cents each, quality considered, are

much cheaper than "thumb-pot" Roses at 10
cents and 15 cents.

Dingee Roses

The Best Varieties for Different Sections of the Country

All Dingee Roses are propagated under
such favorable conditions that our shibboleth,

"Dingee Roses Go and Grow Everywhere," is

literally true; but common sense tells us that

certain kinds of Roses thrive better in some
localities than in others. We are often asked
our opinion upon this one point, and in order
to give our friends a guide for them to fol-

low we have tried to indicate as nearly as

possible, in connection with the different

classes of Roses, the section of the country in

which each will thrive to its full perfection

with the least amount of protection.

But it must not be understood, because
we prefer a certain class for one locality, that

it will not do well in others. For instance,

we recommend all the Hybrid Perpetuals for

planting in the extreme northern states and
Canada, and yet these same varieties grow
to great size and beauty in Florida and Texas.
On the other hand, we state that some of the

Tea Roses are best for southern planting; but
by careful protection they may be grown
successfully in Canada.

WHAT THE TERM The hardiness of any
"HARDY" MEANS. Rose is a matter which
no one can speak of with positive certainty,

because the conditions of the winter, as a

rule, prescribe the hardiness of the plant.

Where the winters come on gradually, the
plant goes into a semi-dormant state naturally,

and if the winter be continuously cold, then
the most tender Roses very often survive;
but when, as is frequently the case, an unsea-
sonable cold snap comes in the early fall,

followed again by warm weather, the plant
is not sufficiently hardened to withstand the
sudden change. If this is followed by what
we know as an open winter—periods of severe
weather, followed by thawing—it is then that
the damage is done, because it keeps the
plant between two extremes, injuring not only
the young eyes near the roots, but the roots
themselves.

How To Grow Roses
PREPARATION OF THE SOIL. Good soil

is necessary for the proper growing of Roses,
and if that at your disposal be naturally poor
it will be well to dig out the Rose-beds and
substitute a quantity of loam, which can be
readily obtained from the sod by the road-
side or from the fields. To still further enrich
the soil, where it is accessible, add to each
wheelbarrow-load of loam about one-third
of its bulk of well-rotted stable manure; also
some sand, if there be a lack of this con-
stituent. Fine-ground bone or commercial

fertilizers may be employed, but if used too
freely they are likely to injure the plants.
None but such fertilizers as are free from
acids should be used. Manure applied in

the fall will serve as a partial protection over
winter, and in the spring it will be beneficial
as a mulch. An excellent plant-food, which
may be used at all times with entire safety, is

Bonora offered elsewhere in this book.
Set the plants about 12 to 18 inches apart.

Do not hesitate to place the roots well below
the surface of the soil, arranging them as far
as possible in their natural position. Cover
the roots, pressing firmily down upon them
and around the stem. After planting, water
freely, and, if the sun be strong, protect them
for a few days with a covering of news-
papers or other suitable material. Cut off
all withered wood and foliage. Water judi-
ciously every evening, until they show signs
of having become established. Do not plant
if the ground is wet, as the soil will become
baked, and thus endanger the safety of the
plants. During the presence of protracted
drought, the plants should be watered daily
in the evenings. A little care and forethought
exercised when the plants are small will have
their reward in great, sturdy, vigorous
bushes in a wonderfully short time.

UNPACKING PLANTS. When the plants
are received, if, for any reason, it is desired
to defer immediate planting, place the plants
in the cellar or any moderately warm place,

protect from the sun, set them upright, admit-
ting the free circulation of air, and water
freely from time to time. A slight covering
of soil around the roots will be beneficial.

Soak the roots in lukewarm water or thin
mud for an hour or so before planting, to
restore their vitality.

PLANTING. The proper time for planting
in the various sections of the country largely
depends first, upon the location, and, second,
upon the character of the plant.

As to where the preference lies between
plants that are pot-grown under glass, and
dormant, field-grown plants, it is not easy
to discriminate. Our own experience has
been that in the southern and southwestern
states, as well as on the Pacific coast, the
planting of the one-year-old Roses during the
months of February, March and April, accord-
ing to the location, may be accomplished with
splendid satisfaction. In the states north of

Virginia, and even in the greater portion of
Virginia, and throughout the middle section

of the country, as well as in the states in the

northwest, the best time to plant is during
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the spring or early summer months. In

many of the moderately cold states, dormant
Roses may be set out with safety during the
fall months, but in the section of which we
have latterly spoken, dormant Roses—and
when we say "dormant" we mean Roses that

have been lifted from the field, which, when
sent out, have neither foliage nor soil around
the roots—may be planted in early spring,

just as soon as the ground can be dug.

Everything considered, however, our pot-

grown Roses are the most satisfactory of all.

They are invariably on their own roots, and,

when sent out, they have the advantage of

being equipped with strong, fibrous, active

roots, which take hold and establish them-
selves in their new homes almost immedi-
ately. They should be set out during the

spring or early summer months, after all dan-
ger of frost is past, or to quote a homely
expression, after corn-planting time. Select, if

possible, the most sheltered and sunny loca-

tion for planting: avoid the close proximity
of large trees, whose dense foliage and
extending roots absorb all the life and sus-

taining nutrition of the soil. Young trees and
dwarf shrubbery will not be hurtful.

PRUNING. All Roses are helped by prun-
ing. Roses of the type of Harrison's Yellow,

Soleil d'Or, Hybrid Perpetuals, Rugosas,

—

in fact, all Roses of this extremely hardy class,—are benefited very much by pruning, more
so than any other class. From our own
experience, we find that the Hybrid Per-
petuals in many varieties, such as Mad. Mas-
son, Mad. Charles Wood, General Jacquemi-
not, and others of this type, frequently bloom
two and three times during the season when
the flowers are kept cut off and the plants

pruned in to induce new shoots being thrown
out, which produces the flowers. The average
planter is extremely timid in pruning because
he is afraid of the injury it will possibly do.

Pruning, therefore, is a matter to be governed
by the judgment of the possessor of the
plants. We will add, however, that plants of

persistent growth should be trimmed back
each fall or in early spring about one-half to

two-thirds of the season's p^rowth. Where
plants, apparently healthy, fail to mature the

buds which they bear, remove a large per-

centage of the undeveloped buds and imper-
fect blooms and pnjne severely. Also trim
back about one-third, when, after planting,

they shed their leaves and exhibit signs of

weakness; this gives the roots a chance to

become vigorous.

INSECTS AND INSECTICIDES. Our Roses
are singularly free from insects, owing to

their vigor, but should they become infested,

a few applications of a good insecticide will

exterminate them at the outset, after which
very little or no trouble will be experienced.

One of the most common of insects is the
green-fly, but they are readily removed by
syringing with clear water, smoking with
tobacco stems, or spraying with kerosene
emulsion or tobacco insecticide soap.

The red spider is an insect so small that
it is not discernible to the naked eye,
and frequent syringing with the insec-
ticides named above should be resorted to
to remove it. The rose hoppers or thrips
can effectually be exterminated by syringing,
while the leaf-rollers, which resemble butter-
flies, of yellowish white color, can be picked
off by hand. The Rose bug can be removed
only by vigilant and unceasing syringing with
insecticides.

Rose grubs are very destructive, feeding on
the roots of the Rose, and before one knows
that the plant has been destroyed they have
accomplished their work. The only remedy is

to dig into the ground and destroy them. If

the soil is continuously affected with them,
a good coating of air-slaked lime spaded in

well will prove helpful.

The following receipts and preparations are

good. They should be applied both to the
upper and the under surface of the foliage

by means of a good sprinkler. We can supply
the Tyrian Plant Sprinkler, the Auto-Spray
and New Era Sprayer, at prices given else-

where in this book. All of these are inex-
pensive and very satisfactory and will add
much to the joy of growing healthy Roses.

KEROSENE EMULSION. To two parts of

kerosene add one of slightly sour milk; agitate

and dilute with twenty parts of soft water.

TOBACCO SOLUTION. Boil the leaves or
stems of tobacco and dilute to the color of

weak tea.

TOBACCO INSECTICIDE SOAP. A stand-

ard remedy, and one of the best, with full

directions for use. Two sizes. Price 13 cts.

BUG KILLER. A new preparation for kill-

ing all kinds of bugs and pests that attack

Roses. Box sufficient for two gallons of

spray, 50 cts., 3 for $1.25, postpaid.

WINTER PROTECTION. As to the classes

of Roses that are hardy and those that are

not hardy, this information is given in the

introduction of the individual classes. Where
it is possible, we would advise that the benefit

of the doubt be given by protecting all varie-

ties, irrespective of the class, for it will not

be harmful to protect even the Mosses or

Hybrid Perpetual Roses. Do not cover your

plants too soon; a nip of frost will not hurt

them, but will help to ripen and mature them.

Sufficient covering should be given to

prevent the roots from freezing, but con-

siderable light and circulation of air should

not be excluded. In the spring, wait until

the weather is settled before uncovering.

All other goods,
including our pot-grown Roses grown under glass are
admitted at any time.

Foreign Orders. Ten per cent, extra should be added
to orders going outside of the United States or its colo-
nial possessions.to pay extra cost of packing and postage.
To countries with which we have a parcels post, goods
can be sent by mail. They also can be sent by express, but
the person ordering must give the name and address of
some one in New York who will receive the goods, pre-
pay the ocean charges and forward them. We pack

OUR front cover design, reproduced
from a photograph taken by the writer,

has such a deep, allegorical significance

that its use as the frontispiece of this, the

catalogue of the oldest mail-order Rose-grow-
ing establishment in America, is singularly-

appropriate. The building shown in the

picture is one of the oldest Friends' Meeting
Houses in this country, and is located within

a few miles of West Grove, Pennsylvania.
'Tis said that the original deed for the

ground on which this house stands was given

to the "Meeting" by William Penn himself.

Part of this venerable edifice was erected
long before the Revolutionary War, and has
been in constant use ever since.

The magnificent white-oak tree, forming
the central feature of the picture, foresters
tell us, is more than five hundred years old

—

it was standing there when Columbus first

landed upon the shores of the then unknown
Western Hemisphere, and is to-day one of
the finest specimens of this magnificent
species in the whole country. Sturdy and
staunch it stands, the embodiment of majes-
tic strength, still shedding its protecting
shade during the torrid heat of the summer
sun, and sturdily defying the whipping,
biting winds of winter—a study in still life

and an inspiration to all who foregather
'neath its friendly branches, and who would

ponder over the mystery of its origin from
the tiny acorn—of itself a powerful sermon
of which there are so many given us, if we
would but understand, by that greatest of all

moral teachers—old Mother Nature.
The figure in the foreground is that of

Charles Dingee, who sixty-two years ago
