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PREFACE.

Y chief object in writing a preface to this book is to pay my
IVJL best thanks to the Master and Fellows of Sidney Sussex

College for allowing me to write it, and to gain, as I hope, in the

process a good deal of that experience which is sure to come from

the examination of a library of manuscripts.

The collection described in these pages (for the first time since

1697), though numbering only a little over a hundred volumes,

contains several books of exceptional interest from the liturgical,

artistic, and literary point of view
;
and it seems advisable to call

attention to a few of the prominent items. The oldest MS. in the

collection is the Ordination Service from Durham (No. 100,

Part II.); the most beautiful is the Psalter (No. 76); the most

remarkable from their subject-matter are probably the collection

of Miracles of the Virgin (No. 95^), and the Statutes and Inventory

of Rotherham College (No. 2).

There is an interesting matter to be noticed in connexion with

this last. Among the books left by Archbishop Rotherham to his

College are several which the Librarian of the University, Mr F.

Jenkinson, has identified as printed books. He has kindly given

me a note of a few
;
and will, I hope, in time complete the list.

It is not often, I believe, that the existence of printed books in

English monastic or collegiate institutions in the fifteenth century

has been so definitely ascertained.

Another record likely to be interesting to bibliographers is the

catalogue of the bookseller Wymsley, printed on p. 33.

* It has been found impracticable to make an Index to these Miracles.
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To hagiography also I have paid some attention in compiling

this catalogue. Notices of two rare saints, Everildis and Jordanus,

will be found on pp. 22, 64. I would just note, in conclusion, that

the Rotherham Inventory, though mentioned by Hearne^ and

Guest-, is not printed by either; and that the York Missal (No. 33)

was used for the Surtees Society edition in 1874.

Among the pieces of experience which I have gained in making

this catalogue, this is one—that there is a large opportunity for

displaying ignorance and making mistakes in this class of work.

There are several anonymous tracts which I have not identified

:

it is most probable that those who know more of mediaeval

literature than myself will be able to give these to their right

authors. I shall be very grateful to any one who will let me know
where I have gone wrong, or will supply me with the information

which I have lacked the means of obtaining.

The Virgins are as in no. i. S. Euerilda occurs again. Also the suffrage ‘ Ut

regi nostro et principibus nostris.’

The York provenance is, then, not doubtful. The prominence

given to S. Augustine and S. Euerilda, and the mention of the

Especs, and of William the first Prior, in the Kalendar ought to

make the more exact provenance clear.

Of S. Euerilda very little is known. The Bollandists on

July 9th (Tom. ii, 713) give three lessons for her feast from the

York Breviary, which say that she was a convert of S. Wilfrid,

and settled and died at a place called Everedisham.

Roscarrock’s unedited Register of British Saints (cir. 1630),

which exists in part in the author’s MS. (Camb. Univ. Libr. Add.

MS. 3041), contains some further interesting particulars about the

saint. One of the Wilfrids, Archbishops of York, gave her a

place called the Bishop’s Manor, afterwards called from her
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Euerilclsham, ‘ & is this daye in the possession of Phillip Con-

stable. Part of her Church is }'et standing & joyned with the

Parish Church, into they saye whosoever being with childe

cometh, the childe hath euermore a Mark on it when it is borne

w‘^*’ they call S‘ Eucrild’s Mark.’ He adds the legendary origin

of the mark, which is not very pleasing. The notice ends, ‘ there

is a well w*^^ at this daye beareth her name at Euerildsham.’

But the Obits in the Kalendar give the real key: the book

comes from Kirkham in Yorkshire, which was founded by Walter

Espec and Adeline his wife in 1121. William, rector of Carton

and uncle of the founder, was first Prior. The house was an

Augustinian Priory : hence the prominence given to S. Augustine.

The seal of the Priory (which was dedicated to the Trinity)

has a female figure upon it, with a book. This may very likely

represent S. Everilda.

The Psalter of Salutations, attributed to Peckham, is not

usually reckoned as his work: a note of xviith cent, on f. 127

runs thus: ‘The Psalter of Salutations of the Virgin, framed by

John Peckham A.B. Cant: not yet printed.

The provenance seems to be the diocese of Exeter : among
other saints invoked in the Litany we find : SS. Petroc (of Dart-

mouth), Brannoc of Brampton in Devon, and Sativola, the last

a distinctively Exeter saint.

The MS. has at one time been in very Protestant hands

:

almost every face has been scratched out, and all the Saints in

the Litany, except SS. Thomas of Canterbury and John the

Baptist, have had a line drawn through their names.

The plan of illustration is as follows. Each of the portions

into which the Psalter is divided has a figured initial, and a border

of figures under canopies. The first of these pages shews the

Angelic Hierarchy, the second the Apostles, the third Martyrs, the

fourth Confessors, the fifth Doctors, the sixth Virgins, the seventh

a choir of angels, the eighth a choir of ecclesiastics, the ninth the

Last Judgment. Every such page has, moreover, a band of busts

in quatrefoils along the top. Every intermediate page has a

border at top and bottom of rather rough leaf-work, and usually

a grotesque figure, or bird, or beast. As a whole the book is a

very fine one. Two contemporary scribes have been at work on
the text: one has written the first quire of 12 leaves, and the last

quire but one, also of 12 leaves.

The proper antiphons and versicles are written in the lower

margins of the pages in a hand of the early xvth century.

Descriptions of the illustrations follow :

The personal prayers insert no name of an owner, and use the

masculine gender, e.g. ‘ famulum tuum • N • ’ The owner would

seem to have had a particular devotion to S. Dorothea. But the

history of the book receives some light from the occurrence of a

slightly later hymn and collect for S. Jordanus on f. 128, which I

transcribe.

This saint Jordanus, here described as a companion of S.

Augustine, and apparently buried in an oratory in England, is

unknown to the Bollandists, who mention three or four others

of the name. Roscarrock’s Register (see p. 22) helps us here

again : he has a short article :

There resteth by report one Jordaine that was one of the Companie of our Apostle

S‘ Augustine in a Chappell on the Topp of an Hill not far from the confluence of the

riuers ffroome and Avion by Bristow hard by the Chappell there. Reed Mr. Camden
in Somersetshire where you shall find he was interred in that Chappell, w®'' bearing his

name seemeth to be dedicated vnto him & there likely to have bene esteamed a Saint.

Camden, 1 . c., merely says that Jordanus, a reputed companion

of S. Augustine, is buried in a chapel—now a free school—on a hill
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outside Fromegate, at Bristol. Modern guides to Bristol have not

thrown any light on the matter.

Evidently, however, the hymn and prayer just quoted are

meant to be used in the Chapel at Bristol. The MS. before us

must then almost certainly have belonged at one time to a Bristol

man.

The MS. belonged (as did A. 5. 10) to ‘George Rayner of

Peterborough ’ in the xvith century : he has written his name in

many places. He bought it for £1 .

A certain number of Church Lessons are marked in the margin

in a hand of the xvth century. The MS. was given to the

College in 1631 by the Reverend John Clement, M.A., formerly

Scholar, and Rector of Chesterton in Huntingdonshire.

This is a very admirable specimen of a Bible of late thirteenth

century. It does not deviate much from the ordinary type of such

books, save in the excellence of the work. In this it is distinctly

above the average. A detailed description of the illustrations

follows

The writing is most probably Italian; it is exceedingly minute and beautiful. At

least three annotators—not Italian, and probably English in cent, xii, xiii, and in

cent, xiv—have made marginal notes, the first in a remarkably beautiful hand. He also

probably inserted the sheet between quires xxiv and xxv, and very likely is also

responsible for a series of grotesque outline drawings, sometimes illustrative of the text

and sometimes not, which appear at intervals on the margins : e.g. on f. 6 (5 of quire v is

a man with axe in hand, a tree half cut through, and the bust of another man : this

illustrates the text, which relates to the case of two brothers; one of whom cuts a tree

nearly through and calls to his brother to take care; but the brother is killed : on f. 5 of

quire vi is a church on fire, to which reference is made in the text: on ff. 5 6 6 of quire

xi are pictures of a Bishop, and of a Bishop dead in bed.

The inserted leaves between xxiv and xxv are remarkable. The outer sides are

blank. On f. 209 is a full-page picture : a king, bearded, in an embroidered mantle

over a dalmatic with embroidered cuffs and hem, green shoes, a jewelled diadem, holding

a sceptre with leaves at the top, and an orb with leaves worked on it, in his outstretched

hand. In front of his body is a table of this form : at a is a medallion of the heads of

a man and woman. All the rest of the table is occupied with medallions shewing the

relationships of this pair, calculated to seven generations in every direction.

The opposite page, f. 210 a, has another full-page picture. In the centre is a round

arch surmounted by three battlemented towers of masonry. Those on /H. and L. have

each a coloured quatrefoil and four green discs, below the battlement : that in the centre

has a half-length figure of a man blowing a green horn. In the round arch below these

are half-length figures of a bearded man and a woman; the head dress of each is a round,

ornamented brown hat with a knob on the top. The man is in a white mantle with

fibula on shoulder and a tunic : the woman has hair down her back, a white mantle, and

an under-garment with brooch at neck.
