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Paths in Pluralistic Jewish
Education — A Jubilee Book
in Honor of Na’ama Sabar Ben-
Yehoshua focuses on pluralistic
Judaism and concomitantly, on
Jewish education in Israel (the
Hebrew section) and around the
world (the English section).

The discourse on Judaism
and Jewish education in Israel
today employs an abundance
of  expressions, including
“Renaissance" “cultural vitality"
and “renewal".lts points of
departure are  openness,
legitimacy, recognition of Jewish
culture as multifarious, and
the eschewal of dichotomous
discourses between religiosity
and secularism. The discourse
on Jewish education in World
Jewry foregrounds the need
to accept the legitimacy of
variegated  expressions  of
Judaism, and to appreciate
the cultural and socio-political
contexts that shape the diversity
of forms Jewish educational
practices take. The descriptive
dimension of the book presents
thick accounts of Jewish
education in Israel and in
Jewish diasporas, whereas the
critical dimension offers insight
into pluralism and its grounding
hypotheses.
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
